Will Not Think

of Giving Up!
Sakhalien Island--Russia Wants
China To Be Considered In
Peace Conference.

PORTSMOUTH, N. H,, Aug. 11—.
Russia’s reply to the Japanese terms
of peace will be delivered by K M.

Witte to Baron Komura today.
The reply is written, there be-
ing two texts, one in French,

the other in English. Upon the. two
crucial points, indemnity and the ces-
sion of the island of Sakhalin, the re-
ply is an absolute non possumus. Oth-
er points are accepted as bases for dis-
cussion, while still others accepted
conditionally. The reply is rather long
because in enumerating the conditions
upon which discussion is admitted and
those upon which consideration is de-
clined, reasons and arguments are giv-
en. The Japanese plenipotentiaries are ;
expected to ask for an immediate ad-
journment to examine and prepare this
reply. M. Witte will probably inti-
mate that the Russian plenipotentiaries
expect the Japanese to display as
much expedition as they (the Russians)
have shown in the preparation of their
response. Monday, therefore, is expect-
ed to be the day on which the real dis-
cussion will begin. Neither side wants
to indulge in diplomatic sparring. The
time for fencing is over and less than
a week must decide whether a basis
of peace is possible.

JAPANESE TACTICS,

The tactics of the Japanese are in-
scrutable. They have shown through-
out the war this ability to guard their
secrets, military, naval ana diplomatic
and'new not the remotest clue comes
from behirtd thetr ¢losed doors as to
whether they are prepared to make
substantial concesslons. = Silence : and |
secrecy are their watchwords. But if
the conditions as submitted constitute |
their last word hope of peace may be |
regarded as having disappeared if the |
feeling reflected in Russian circles is a
true criterion. And that no substantial |
concessions on the main issues will be
made is the belief both in Russian and
Japanese circles. Tonight in the inner
camps of both plenipotentiaries the
deepest pessimism reigns. M. Witte it
is positively known, believes the pros-
pocets of an agreement are 8o remote
as to be practically nil. He has no de-
sire to prolong the agony and instead
of fencing when the plenipotentiaries
come togather when the Japanese have
had the opportunity to examine the re-
ply there is strong feason to believe he
will not only welcome, but will insist
upon an immediate discussion of all the
proposed bases.

Opinions differ as to what the
purport of those conversations were,
but certain indications seem to susg-
gest that they turned largely upon the
part which Russia would like China to
play in the proposed settlement.

Owing to a combination of circum-

derstood, China is likely to prove the
most important and probably the most
didicult factor to deal with in the peace
conference. . China’'s attitude toward
the peace conference itself is attract-
ing a great deal of attention in Europe,
both here and on the continent. It is
recalled that her perennial policy since
the Sung dynasty has been to encour-
age dispute between other nations from
which she herseif might derive advant-
In other words she plays the
same role of politics in Asia that the
really subtle and perhaps equally
troublesome 'Turk plays in the politics
of Kurope. It is quite generally be-
lieved here that reform in China is
hopeless. China lacks all the elements
which existed in Japan at the begin-
ning of the Meijl—first the throne is
a rallying point on which centered a
nation’s reverent affection; second, a
large party of progressive leaders, who
to hereditary prestige added high intel-
lect, profound foresight and invincible
courage; third, a nation swayed by
patriotic sentiment, not selfish individ-
ualism.

According to the arguments of the
Japanese here and in France and in
Germany, it would seem as though they
would like to have it appear that Chi-
na’s only present hope consists in
trusting Japan and adopting the lat-
ter's progressive councils. Yet, accord-
ing to all accounts China seems unable
to. discriminate between the power
which formerly trampled on their sov-
ereignty and the power which rescued
her territory from the armed aggres’
sion of Russia. No one believes that
Chinga is willing to rely on the good
faith of the Mikado’s declaration of
war which openly announced that Ja-
pan’s main object was to prevent the
absorption of Manchuria by Russia and
to maintain the integrity of China.

Matter Attracts Great Atfen--
fion in England.

As Best Feeling Does Not Prevail
Between England and Germany
in Matters of Commerce.

(Special Cable to the Star.)

LLONDON, August 12—The subject of
the purchase of the Whitworth coal
field by a German syndicate has been
attracting a great deal of attention
throughout Great Britain—more S0
perhaps than the matter really war-
rants. But at the present time when
the best of feeling does not prevail be-
tween Great Britain and Germany, es-
pecially in matters of commerce and
trade, the proposition naturally ap-
proaches the realm of politics. When,
to this is added the fact that for years
the fear that the coal supply of Great
Britain may give out has haunted not
only the naval authorities but persons
interested in the commercial develop-
ment of the Empire as well the im-
portance of the transfer of large min-
ing properties to a German syndicate
cannot be overestimated.

In an official sort of a way the sub-
ject was first brought up by Sir How-
ard Vincent who asked the secretary
of the Board of Trade if he had any of-
ficial information to the effect that the
sale of the Whitworth estate coal
fields, 6,000 acres in extent, to a Ger-
man syndicate on behalf of the Ger-
man navy was being negotiated, and
if he would have the purchasers warn-
ed of the special legislation contem-
plated by the government to prevent
the coal being shipped for the use of
foreign powers. i

Mr. Bonar-Law said that it must not
be assumed that the mere shipment of
coal to-foreign powers in the ordinary
course of trade had ever been objected
to by the present or by any other gov-
ernment. What they did. object to
would be anything like a monopoly of
steam coal by foreigners or foreign
governments. The government had no

The arrangements are in the hands ot.

ralatial buildings of the “Scotsman.”

It is believed that the military a'u-
thoritiés in Scotland have already put
themselves in communication with the

come to the ‘review from a distance.
Ag soon as definite information has
been obtained upon this point no time
will be lost in communicating with
commanders of corps throughout the
country. Edinburgh is sure to make a
good contribution to the gathering, for
it will be the desire of the hrlgade's of
which Lord Provost Cranston is so
bopular a commander to turn out in
such numbers as will demonstrate to
his majesty how admirably he has in-
terpreted the feelings of the volunteers
of the capital. All over Scotland the
same feeling is believed to prevail, and
there 1is general expectation that
throughout the country the day will be
observed as -a general holiday. This
will help to make up for the lack of
visitors recently complained of. The
various railways will undoubtedly of-
fer tempting facilities which will in-
sure an immense attendance of spec-
tators. It will provide, too, another of
the too rare opportunities which people
from every part of Scotland have . of
testifying how popular his majesty is
among his Scottish subjects.

BERLIN, August 12.—According to
the Vossiche Zeitung the projected ac-
quisition of the Whitworth coal fields,
in South Wales, by a German syndicate
is devoid of any political significance.
The prime mover in the new German
enterprise appears to be Herr Direk-
tor Eberbach, who is the surveyor
expert and adviser to the Coal Boring
Association ‘‘Anneliese.” Practically
the whole of the Westphalian and
Northwest German coal fields have
been mapped out, and the Vossiche
Zeitung says that he has decided to
direct his energies to the exploitation
of virgin coal fields abroad. It is an-
ticipated that his business associa-
tions with the International Boring
Company will facilitate his operations.
The extent to which German or other
foreign capital is interested in the
venture has not yet been disclosed.
The development of British coal fields
in its initial, and not improbably In its
subsequent stages by German labor in
the interests of German capital ap-
pears to have been regarded with a
great deal of alarm in Great Britain.
Here in Germany the movement is re-
garded as purely economic.

A partner of the A. C. De Freitas
Company states that the total area of
the purchase in New South Wales
amounts to 26 square kilometres. The
controlling interest in twelve of the
largest Prussian coal flelds was ac-
quired simultaneously by the syndi-
cate, which will be known as the Eng-
lish Company, Limited. The shares
will be issued in London, and the cap-
ital will amount to about $3,000,000. It
is estimated by experts that the mid-
dle and deep seams of the ‘Whitworth
mines, which have still to be opened

up, contain something like 400,000,000
tons. It is intended to extract a mil-
lion tons of steam coal yearly for use
in ships and for domestic purposes.
The syndicate will also produce an-
thracite and coke. Plans for coking
coal and for the recovery of the bi-
products are also projected,

The review will also tend to infuse
new life into the volunteer movement,
which in Scotland, as in some parts

of England, has rather suffered in pop---.

ularity within recent years as the re-
sult of what, rightly or wrongly, is re-
garded as want of genuine practical
interest in the force of the war office.
It is not yet known whether the Queen
is to accompany the King, but if his
majesty is accompanied by his royal
consort this will only lend additional
eclat to what has every prospect of
being a memorable occasion in Scot-
tish history. TUnfortunately the last
review took place on what was one of
the wettest days on record.

Once a consumptive, even though his
case was incipient, entered such a home,
he abandoned all hope.

But in 1885 Dr. Trudeau, with - a
shanty in the heart of the Adirondacks
as headquarters, started his experiment
of arresting incipient tuberculosis
among his handful of patients " by
means of constant and consistent living
in the open and the consumption of
plenty of nourishing food, such as milk,
eggs and the most nutritious of the
meats.

To the intense surprise of the medical
profession, the experiment turned out
successfully. But what seemis aston-
ishing now, there was no decided at-
tempt to follow up this initial success,
which held out such large promise, by
tl-ge erection of other sanatoria either
by individuals or the state, and only
at long intervals did a sanatorium
spring into existence. "

As late as ten years ago less than
fifty sanatoria were at work in this
country and C2anada. Within the lat-
ter half of this peripd has come the
sudden and full awakening and the
sanatoria have increased until today
they number nearly 200. An example
of their growth is evidenced in the
statement that in three years, ending
last January, as many sanatoria were
built as in the seventeen years which
followed the opening of the pioneer
sanatorium.

THE STATES ENTER INTO THE
FIGHT.

Until the year of the war with Spain
the sanatorium movement remained in
the hands of individuals and some few
county medical socleties. In that year
Massachusetts established the first
state sanatorium. Last ysar the State
of New York opened a sanatorfum in
the Adirondacks; five other states are
building sanatoria; in the legislatures
of several others bills for state sana-
toria are pending; and two sanatoria
which receive provincial subsidies have
recently been opened in Canada.

The sum of money represented by
these state institutions would make a
man a milllonaire several times over.
New Jersey's sanatorium, now in
course of construction, is to cost a
quarter of a million dollars; this is ex-
clusive of equipment and the purchase
price of six hundred acres of
ncuntain land for its site.
In addition, when a state founds a
sanatorium, it usually charges a pati-
ent only a nominal weekly sum, the
state agreeing to make up the differ-
ence in the expense of treatment. In
Massachusetts the weekly charge is
four dollars, and last year the state
paid over nine dollars a week for each
of the two hundred and seventy-five
patients treated in the sanatorium.

Recently several counties have found-
ed sanatoria; the government has es-
tablished army, marine and naval
sanatoria; the sanatorium method has
been adopted by various municipalities
in their hospitals, almshouses and pris-
ons; and New York city, besides so
treating as many poor consumptives as
itg facilities will permit, has just se-
cured a farm of 1,200 acres in the Shaw-
angunk Mountains as a site for a
sanatorium which will accommodate
four hundred patients. The first ap-
propriation for this work totals a quar=~
ter of a million dollars.

THE WONDERFUL WORK OF THE
SANATORIA.

The winning part that these sanatoria
are taking in the fight is shown by the
records. In the Massachusetts State
Sanatoria ‘‘seventy-three per cent. of
the incipient cases discharged in the
last three years have had the disease
arrested or apparently cured.” The
most famous of the Adirondack sana-
toria has discharged about 75 per eent.
of its incipient patients with the dis-
ease arrested or apparently cured; and
in' a majority of the other bona fide
sanatoria equally gratifying results
have been obtained.

These statistios rot only prove to the
stuient of the tuberculosis_ problem
that consumption can be cured if treat-
ed in time and under proper conditions,
like any other disease; they further
convince that “climate is not an essen-
tial nor even an important factor in
its treatment. What was once said of
whisky applies to air—'some whisky
may be better than other kinds, but no
whisky is poor.’” But before the sana-

' receives protection.

toria proved this point incontrovertibly, |
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such dry ‘climates as are found in Col-
orado and some of the other Western
States and Territories. Now the medi-
cal profession declares positively and
with unanimity that incipient tuber-
culosis can be cured by the outdoor
and good food treatment in almost any
given locality and climmate. This is a
new found weapon that has been of
great service in the fight.

The application of this principle out-
side of sanatoria even has led to many
well authenticated cures. A certain
eminent physician of New York city
bas effected apparently a .dozen such
cures within the last four years right
in the city itself. His practice is to
secure a patient some light outdoor
work and to make him sleep in the
open air as far as conditions will per-
mit. The majority of the cures have
occured while the patients earned theis
daily bread as ticket choppers at the
uptown stations of the elevated rail-
roads. From time to time cases of per-
sons who have themselves arrested
tuberculosis in their bodies by living
out of doors and eating the proper foods
come to the notice of and are vouched
for by the medical profession.

DISPENSARIES FOR CONSUMP-
TIVES,

A further recognition of this prin-
ciple is found in the dispensaries estab-
lished for the treatment of tuberculosis
patients solely. The first dispensary of
this kind began in Lille, France. Since
1900 some thirty similar institutions
have been established in the cities of
the United States, the major portion
within the past three years.

The method usually followed by these
dispensaries in the treatment of pa-
tients Is representative of the method
employed along the line of battle. The
patient is r.ot merely supplied with any
drug that may be considered necessary;
he is instructed concerning what means
to take to prevent the spread of the
disease, and in this manner the public
Still again, the
patient is visited in his home by a spe-
clal visitor or a trained nurse, who in-
structs him how to disinfect his home
properly, provides him with the proper
food when necessary, and in other ways
supplies his material wants as the em-
ergency of the case demands. Many of
the dispensaries furnish thelr patients
with printed instructions in their re-
spective native languages.

By means of its dispensaries, its san-
ftary inspection of tenements by the
Terement House Department, the open
air treatment of the tuberculous in-
mates of its various institutions, its
educational measures and the visits to
consumptives in their homes, and the
work of leading charitable organiza-
tions, the decrease in the death rate
from pulmonary tuberculosis in New
York city (the Boroughs of Manhattan
and the Bronx) fell from 3.86 per thou-
gand in 1884 to 2.46 per thousand In 1904.
In considering this decrease it must
not be forgotten that only within the
last few years haes New York, or any
other eity, for that matter, taken any
serious concerted action against tuber-
culosls, It is also interesting to note
that the death rate for the entire coun-
try, which was 3.3 in 1871, is now 2.1
per thousand population; and here it
must be horne in mind that in many
parts of the country today no more is
being done to figsht the disease than

wag done in the sevantlas,
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WHAT THE CITIES ARE DOING.

In fifty-nine of the cities of this coun-
try of more than 50,000 inhabitants tub-
erculosis is now recognized as a com-
municable disease, and in the majority
steps have been taken within recent
years to combat it. Much of this work
is of a preventive nature, such as the
disinfection of houses and apartments
in which consumptives have lived prior
to their occupancy by new tenants; and
the Health Departments of at least

thirty of these cities are engaged in

distributing, ‘“‘more or. less widely, cir-
culars of information in regard to the
nature of consumption, how to avoid
contracting it or giving it to others,
and how the consumptive should live.”
In some of the cities public lectures are
given upon this subject; and in both
lectures and literature the constant

aim is to emphasize that tuberculosis,

{s preventable and curable if only com-
mon sense is brought to bear in the

prevention and treatment of the dis-/

ease. 'These circulars and lectures,
written and delivered by eminent med-
fcal authorities, furnish ample, proot
for the statement that consumption is
no longer a disease of despalr.

The municipalities are not limiting
their energies to fighting inoipient tu-
berculesis inerely. Advanced cases al-
so receive their serious attention, that
they may not cause infection. In New
York, if an advanced patient cannot
be given the proper care {n his home,
or the crowded conditions of living in
the immediate neighborhood make it
exceedingly easy for the disease to
spread despite precautions, the right
of forcible removal is exercised, and
the patient is placed in a hospital
whieh has wards especially for the
treatment of such cases. Many muni-
cipal hospitals are now 80 equippeaq,
and the penal institutions in not a few
States have lately provided wards for
the exclusive use of advanced tuber-
culous patients, besides subjecting in-
ciplent cases to the open air treatment
as far as prison life will allow.

As is the rule in a number of cities,
New York requires the registration of
all consumptive cases, and in this way
{s bettsr able to protect the general
health of the eommunity, since it em-
ploys a staff of visiting physiclans and
nurses whko give aid and instructions
to those patients who, by reason of
thelr poverty or ignorance of the pecu-
liarities of the disease, would otherwise
be a source of great menace. When
necessary the city furnishes free of
cost the approved sanitary app}lances
used to prevent the spread of the dis-
ease.

A RECENT DEVELOPMENT IN THE
: BATTLE.

The most recent development in the
fight is that of the organization of as-
sociations comorised of both physicians
and laymen. This movement is under
the auspices of the National Associa-
tion for the Study and Prevention of
Tuberculosis, only a little over. a year
old itself.

Five years ago there was only one
association of this kind !n the coun-
try; similar associations now exist in
almost every State, and new ones, both
State and local, are being organized
alinost every day. Local associations
have towns, cities and counties for
their field; these are affiliated with
Stale asscciations, which not only look

after the state generally, but super:
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vise the local associations, and the
State bodies in turn are affillated with
and supervised by the National Asso-
ciation, of which such leading medical
men as Dr. Hermann Biggs, of New
York; Dr. William Osler, George M.
Sternberg, formerly surg2on general of
the United States Army, and Dr. Law-
rence F. Flick, medical director of the
Phiprs Institute in Philadelphia, are
members. Among the prominent lay-
men of the National Association is
Henry Phipps.

The primary object of the National
' Association and its affiliated bodies is
to prevent and cure tubereulosis by in-
| {eresting the laity generally in the
task; and this it is doing by putting
the situation before the public in a
popular manner. .

Not only have 'public spirited per-
gons been induced to enlist in the fight
and literature distributed broadcast;
through the efforts of the various asso-
ciations railroad and street
companies have been led to disinfect

ducing trades, all of which are exten-
tuberzulosis, have been made to real-

fnroads of the disease can be checked
in large measure. In November of this

an American Tuberculosis Exhibition
in New York city. Charts, {llustra-
tions, models and sample sanitary ap-
pliances will show how the disease is
being fought successfally; hut, more
important still, an effort 's to be made,
by means of popular lectures, to se-
cure the co-cperation of the labor uni-
ors and other bodles of workers in the
fight by pointing out how a few simple
precautions on their part will lessen
the death rate amoag their member-
ship.
A CAR OF INSTRUCTION.

Following the example of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture in sending a spe-
cially equipped ear into the farming
regions to give {nstruction in the lat-
est methods of agriculture, the Nation-
al Aesociation is planning to send out
.a car for the instruction of small
towns and cities in the prevention and
cure of tuberculosis. This car will be
equipped with charts showing the de-
crease of tuberculosis in communities
where it is scientifically combated; it
will carry the most approved sanitary
appliances used in the treatment of
the disease and models of open-air
shacks and consumptives’ tenta; litera-
ture, written in a popular vein by em-
inent authorities, will be distributed,
and those in charge of the car will de-
liver lectures whenever practicable.

While making this novel attack on
the enemy, the National Association
will emphasize especlally the point on
which it is continually laying stress—
that tuberculosis is preventable and
curable—that it is not a hopeless dis-
ease, but one which can be prevented
and combated successfully if - only
common sense is used, and if both he
who is free of the disease and he who
is an incipient patient will but seek
the open air at all times and live on
such health sustaining foods as milk,
eggs and the more nutritious meats,
all of which are easlly procurable by
the great majority of the people.

“ YELLOW JACK ”
SCARES THE SOUTH.

Because two young doctors did not
realize the importance 6f quarantining
a case of yellow fever, the city of New
Orleans is the scene of an epidemic of
this terrible disease. In three weeks
54 people have died in the city, and the
list is increasing, seven victims falling
on Saturday, while there are 256 cases
all told. So far the physicians have
been able to confine the outbreak to a
comparatively small quarter of the
town, although within these limits
there are 37 centres. Ominous as the
figures are, they convey not the slight-
est idea of the gravity of the sltuation.
New Orleans is practically cut off from
the world. Texas, Louisiana, Mississ-
ippi, Alabama and Tennessee have
raised the bars of quarantine against
not only her citizens, but her merchan-
dise, while similiar precautions have
been taken by Cairo, 111, Norfolk, Va.,
and Philadelphia.

Four years later Phila-
delphia suffered another visitation,
with a death loss of 1,300, and in the
year following 3,645 deaths from. the
fever occurred. In 1798 New York also
was attacked by the epidemic, 2,080 per-
sons dying, while Boston gave 200 vic-
tims to the disease in the same year.
In 1852, Boston, Philadelphia, Baltimore,
Wilmington, and Charleston suffered
extensively from the spread of the
fever along the coast, but since that
time epidemics have been confined
more nearly to the Southern States.
New York, however, has never been
immune. In 1853 there was a wide-
spread epidemic, taking in Florida,
Alabama, Louisiana, Mississippi, Ark-
ansas, and Texas. Many deaths from
the fever occurred in New York City in
the same year.

In 1867 there was an-

other epidemic, more virulent in Gal-

veston, Texas, where the mortality
reached 1,150. Then occurred the
great epidemic of 1873. In that year
Memphis furnished 2,000 victims. New
Orleans proper lost only 225 from the
disease, but the neighboring town of
Shreveport lost 759.

THE TERRIBLE YEAR OF 1878.

Then came the terrible plague of
1878, when the fever invaded 138 towns
in Louisiana, Tennessee, Alabama, Mis-
sissippi and Kentucky. By thousands
the citizens fled from New Orleans and
Memphis, but 20,000 remaining in the
latter city. Of this number 70 per cent.
sickened and 5,150 died, while an equal
number perished in™ New Orleans.
Death spared none, and from the
highest to the lowest, viclims fell every
hour. “Send coffins,”. was the cry that
went north, and by the thousand cof-
fins were shipped south. There is in
the history of no nation in modern
times a more terrible passage than that
which makes. the year 1878 memorable
through all the South; nor did ever a
battlefield breed greatef heroes than

grappled with the Destroyer, and gave
their own lives for helplsss strangers.

“Forgery,” said Chabot, the great
handwriting -expert, ‘‘is one of the
most unsatisfactory crimes a man can
commit nowadays. It can be so easily
discovered.”

That was not always the case, says
Answers. There was once nothing easi-
er than imitating handwriting so suc-
cessfully that the fraud could not be
discovered, and the skilful forger was
one of the least often detected and
most successful scoundrels in the crim-
inal world. How common and how
successful he was experts who have
had ancient documents put before
them well know.

HAVE REFUSED TO GO
ON WITH WORK,

McArthur and McVey Want
More Money.
Maiter to be Further Considered—

City May Pay Fifteen Thousand
Doliars [Extra.

Engineer Barbour’s report was con-
sidered vesterday at a meeting of the
board of water and sewerage. B.
Mooney & Sons will complete their
work while MrA'rfhur & McVey will
have their case co’ne up before a spec-
ial committee and it is likely that the
city will either take over the work and
employ McArthur & McVey for "the
work or an additional $10,000 or $15,-
000 will be put on the contract price
as an inducement to the contractors to
complete their work.

In Messrs. McArthur & McVay's re-
port there were some misstatements,
he said. Their request for a meeting

and a settlement as to the terms of
completion was entirely outside of
their rights. They wrote to him and
told him it was impossible to finish
Section 2 as provided under the eon-
tract. They are legally bound to fin-
ish this work, said the engineer, and
it is only through the indulgence of
this board that any relief can be grant-
ed to them. They made two offers:

(1) To finish Section No. 1 and Sec-
tion No. 2 up to Ellersley brook. They
would finish the balance for the city
at a small percentage over cost.

(2) To finish No. 1 and part of No.
2, the city to finish the rest, giving
the contractors a fair valuation for
work already done and equipment
used. b

Mr. Barbour, econtinuing, sald No. 1
would be .finished on time. The engin-
eer then reverted to the fact that
McArthur & McVay bid too low. The
sectton will cost $60,000, he said, in-
stead of $40,000. They were willing to
do all for $48,000, so that the loss to
them would be $12,000, or with tools
and equipment $20,000.

The total expenditure to 4ate for the
firm is $15,000 for men and $6,000 for
plant, a total of $21,000. The payments
by the city amount to $11,000. The lqss
is therefore $10,000. The rock has beén
a great stumbling block, but this is
no fault of the city’s. The contractors’
bondsmen are held for $16,000. All this
could be taken by the city or the

bondsmen forced to finish the work, if
the city were so dlsposed.

The engineer advised a new =con-
tract, but the entire section should be
taken and no percentages allowed.
He recommended that the entire sec-
tton be taken over by the city and
finished by the contractors, and the
latter be given a bonus of $10,000 if
finished by November 15th. They can
by this means pay for their plant and
have something to the good, a conces-
sion equivalent to $20,000 for the con-
tractors, said Mr, Barbour,

The motion for a committee to look
into the situation was then passed. It
consists of Ald. Frink, Christie, Bax-
ter, Macrae, McGoldrick with the en-
gineer, mayor and recorder,

DISCOVERY OF THE PENNSYLVA-
NIA OIL FIELDS.

The story of Colonel Drake's discov-
ery of oil at Titusville has often been
told, and it occurs again in the new
book on the Rockefellers, “It was
months before Drake succeeded in get-
ting the tools, engine, and rigs neces-
sary to bore his well, and winter had
come, and he had to suspend opera-
tions. People called him crazy for
sticking to the enterprise, but that had
no effect upon him. As soon as spring
opened he borrowed a horse and wag-
on, and drove over 100 miles to Taren-
tum, where Mr. Keir was still pump-
ing his salt wells, and was either bot-
tling or refining the oil which came up
with the brine. Here Drake hoped to
find a driller. He brought back a man,
and after a few months of experiments
and accidents the drill was started.
One day, late in August, 1895, Titus-
ville was €lectrified by the news that
“Drake’s Folly” had Jjustifieq itself.
The well was full of oil. The next day
a pump was started, and twenty-five
barrels of oil were gathered.

LONELY DEATHS OF ANIMALS,
—f -

There is a popular belief that wild
animals when they feel the approach
of death hide themnselves away, leave
their usual habitat, and go into retire-
ment. An investigation regarding the
death of animals has been made by Dr.
Paul Ballion. It has been observed
that is is a habit with cats and dogs,
when about to die, to go into some

! corner, or often to a place quite dist-

ant from their usual home. Rabbits
leave their burrows to die; they are not
put eut by their companions, as some
have thought, but they go of their own
free will. Mice often leave their holes,
but thye seek other shelter, such as
hollow roof-tiles, in which to die. File-
phants, when about to die, seek some
distant spot. Llamas have special
death-places, which become in times
vast heaps of bones. Birds, at the ap-
proach of death, flee from the light of
day and seek the gloomiest rétreats.
This, Dr. Ballion thinks, is the reason
dead birds are so seldom found in the
paths and roads of public parks,

TEMPTED BEYOND HIS STRENGTH

At Bochum, in Westphalia, a public
exhibition of fasting has collapsed un-
der farcial cimsumstances. A profes-
sfonal fasting man, who, however, is &
native of the province, had undertak-
en, for a purse of £120 to fast for nine-
teen days, taking no other nourish-
ment than a little mineral water. The
faster was hermetically sealed in a
glass chamber in Reischsalle Theatre,
and people thronged to the place every
day to watch the progress of the wag-
er. All went well for about ten days,
but on Friday evening a local wag
werrt and ordered a supper of beans and
bacon, which he proceeded to eat in full
view of the faster. The sight of the

provincial dish was more than a West-

phalian stomach, tried by long abstin-
ence, could resist. The faster burst
through the glass of his cage, and bolt-
ed as fast as he could run to the buf-
fet, where he promptly ordered beans
and bacon.

FREDERICTON MILLS
DESTROYED BY FIRE.

Ten Million Feet of Lumber also Burned
—Firemen Had a Hard Fight
For Several Hours.

FREDERICTON, N. B, Aug. 11.—
The Aberdeen mills and millions of
feet of lumber, the property of Don-
ald Fraser & Son, were totally de-
stroyed by fire this evening. The con-
flagration was the largest Fredericton
has experienced in years, and the loss
is one that will be severely felt
throughout the community. The Fra-
ser property, situated a short distance
above the city on the Government
House road, occuples several acres of
ground and during the past ten years
has been a great source of business to
Fredericton. The mill, which was sit-
uated on the river bank; was one of
the best equipped mills to be found
anywhere, and with maShinery cost-
ing in the vicinity of $30,000. In front
of this building =nd situated on the
road side is the largg Aberdeen board-
ing house, a building of several stories
which the Frasers had erected for the
accommodation of their employes.
Below the mill was a large storehouse
that at the time of the fire was filled
with boex shooks valued at about
$16,000. Below
extending down the road several hun-
dreds of yards and reaching back to
the river, were many acres, tier on
tier, of piled sawed Jumbgr, chiefly
spruce and pine, amounting ajtogether
to about ten millions of feet. The
force at the mill have for a long time
past been working day and night, and
the firm was carrying on a most thrive
ing businéss. About a gdarter to six
thts evening the men in the lower
floor near the centre of the mill saw
a flame shoot up from below, and
before some of them had time to
catch up anything, the fire
broke forth in tremendous fury.
As it was, a number had difficulty in
escaping, so rapidly did the fiames
spread. A few of the men received a
bad scorching, and one had his head
quite badly burned. The fire alarm
was rung in as quickly as possible, but
in five minutes the yhole structure was
one mass of flames. I

The shed on the river bank soon be-
came ignited, and from the bank the
eonflagration rapidly spread to the lums
ber. As one tier after another met,
the great mass of flames shot heaven-
ward, and the whole sky reflected the
awful disaster. The heat was intense,
and it soon became apparent that the
surrounding houses most of them resi-
dences of employes, were in danger.
Thonsands gathered to witness the
catastrophe, and the hills presented
one mass of living humanmnty.

Vast crews of men worked hard and
earnestly to remove the lumber which
had not yet been touched, and with
teams managed to take away some
thousands of feet. Others worked dili-
gently in carrying household furniture
to the surrounding flelds. The water
supply was very deficlent, the nearest
main being situated near Government
House. From the hydrant there the
firemen stretched several hundred feet
of hose, but as this was the only
water obtainable it had little effect.
The steam enhgine Amoskeag was
brought up from Victoria Mills and
stationed at the river bank, and sup-
plied two good streams. After it be-
came evident that the lumber coyld nog
be saved, the filremen turned their
whole attention to saving the big
Aberdeen boarding house and the resi-
dence on the opposite side of the street.
Por three. hours they fought hard.
Carpets and material of all 'kinds were
spread in front of the buildings and
streams turned on. In spite of all, the
structures would catch, and it was a
warm and interesting contest. Finally
the men were rewarded, and all these
buildings were saved. At 10.30 the fire
was under control. The loss is esti-
mated at between $150,000 and $200,000,
and is covered by about one-third in-
surance. About 125 hands are turned
out of employment.

Both Donald Fraser and his son were
absent from the city when the fire
broke out. The latter is on the upper
St. John. The former was in St. John,
but arrived on this evening's train.
Mr. Fraser said it was impossible for
him to state the amount of insurance
or which companies held the risks, as
that part of the business was entirely
in his son’s hands, and {information
could not be given until he was heard
from. He felt quite safe in saying,
however, that the loss would be cover-
ed by about one-third. They carried
an amount of insurance .themselves,
and the balance was divided up
amongst several companies, but beyond
this he could not make no statement.

MR. BORDEN'’S SALARY.

“Borden hag sold* out; he is in the
pay of the government” is the cry of
some Canadian newspapers with refer-
ence to the acceptance of a salary’ by
the leader of the opposition,

What nonsense! Mr. Borden was
never so independent as he is today,
and Laurier when leader of the oppo-
sition was never so free from strings.

An opposition leader must give his
whole time to the work if he would
successfully guide his party and devote
that care and attention to the obser-
vation of the gdvernment which the
interests of the taxpayers require. Also
he must live, and since he is precluded
from earning his living out of politics
it follows that, unless he is wealthy,
he must be paid for his services either
by his party or by the country in
whose interests he is working.

Laurier, during his last years in op-
position, was supported by members of
his party. Consequently he ‘was placed
under obligations which he has been
discharging cver since at cnormous
cost to the country. Under the new
system Mr. Borden will be supported
by the country—not the government,
as some like to represent—and so is in

ever,

“But the salary was voted by the
government,” say the objectors. Yes,
but not to Mr. Borden. The salary was
voted to the opposition leader, and as
the government has nothing whatever
to do with the choice of the man to fill
that position it is obvious that Mr.
Borden or any other man who may oc-

cupy it couid not be more completely
placed beyond the influence either of
the government or of self-seekers In
his own party.

A YANKEE HEMISPHERE.

—

Roosevelt’s Chautauqua speech yes-
terday amounted to a declaration of a
protectorate over all of North and
South America—Canada alone, and
probably temporarily excepted.

This is a logical outgrowth of the
Munroe doctrine and may tend, for a
while at least, to reconcile European
powers to that arbitrary and unrea-
sonable bit of policy. For, whatever it
may have been when President Mun-
roe propounded it, the declaration that
no European power may increase its
possessions in this hemisphere nor in-
terfere with any Western republic ie

certainly arbitrary and unreasonable
today. Then there was active danger

to the United States in the aggression
of European nations and American
policy was solely concerned with
America. There was a logical basis for
her position when she could point out
to Europe that the United States was
meddling in no affairs of the Eastern
Hemisphere where they were domin-
ant and was only asking them to do
the same with reference to the West-
ern where Uncle Sam was undoubted-
ly cock of the walk from the Canadian
border down to the South pole. But
today, when the TUnited States has
possessions in the East and s actively
meddlesome in European and Asiatic
politics, her position on this point is
logically untenable.

However since the American govern-
ment under Roosevelt is disposed to
accept the responsibilities as well as
the benefits of this policy and is will-
ing to become the guarantor for the
decent and honorable conduction of
state and business affairs in the South
and Central American republics, the
powers, which have been having end-
less troubles with those republics and
stand to lose millions of borrowed
money unless some strong hand keeps
them jn the path of honesty, will
probably make no protest, especially
as nons of them—except Britain which
is not immediately affected—has any
direct interests over hcre,

But, as Roosevelt’s present position
is a natural outcome of his distant
predecessor’s policy, there is en almost
inevitable outcome from Roosevelt's
which is alarming. Roosevelt protests
that the motives of the nation in tak-
ing this stand are altruistic and in-
volve no intention of- American ag-
grandizement. As the president is un-
doubtedly a sincere and honest man
this miay be accepted as true for the
present. But Roosevelt will not long
be at the head of the American_ gov-
ernment and the new American im-
perialism is bound to foster more ex-
tensive ambitions than now pcssess the
nation. From a protectorate, such as
at present practically exists—though
without the consent of the protected—
history shows that it is an easy step
to complete absorbtion. And the Stars
and Stripes over the greater part of
the two American continents should
not be a pleasant sight for those who
have striven for centuries to maintain

Later information says that the
church is more seriously damaged than
at first reported, having been partially
removed from its foundation.

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CHINA MAY HAVE TO PAY
RUSSIA'S WAR INDEMNITY.

(Continued from Page One.)

The convenience to Russia of intro-
ducing China into the discussions is ob-
vious; and the reply lately sent from
St. Petersburg to the Chinese note re-
fusing to recognize any arrangements
affecting Chinese interests unless China
is herself consulted about them, leaves
the door open for further efforts in this
direction. Japan met the position of
| China. with a polite but firm negative.
Russia, on the other hand, after ex-
plaining that the negotiations must be
conducted by the plenipotentiaries of
the belligerents went on to state that
she recognizes that the Chinese gov-
ernment is interested in certain of the
questions to be debated. That, it is
urged, is a platitude. But it is also
urged that it is not only the habit of
Russian diplomatists to utter platitudes
without a purpose. China is interest-
ed as the lawful owner of Manchu:ea,
which Russia has occupied on various
fraudulent pretexts, and which she
still continues to hold except in the
seaports from which Japan has driven
her.

One thing which is regarded as inter-
esting if not curious is the fact that
the Novosti, the Russian newspaper,
which is generally made to say what
the Russian foreign office wishes to
have said, should have become pre-
occupied upon this various subject of
China. It predicts that the questions
of Manchuria and Rorea will grve rise
to innumerable complications. Those
countries, it points out with accuracy,
from the purely technical point of
view, have not been conquered by eith-
er Russia or Japan, and it boldly draws
the conclusion that neither of these
powers has the right to dispose of
them.

It is believed here _that M. Witte
sounded the French statesmen and
financers while he was in Paris upon
these very points, His statements
that he fears that the demands of the
Japanese may render an agreement
impossible and that in reality he does
not possess the power to conclude peace
| without taking the matter back to St.
| Petersburg have not had a tendency to
allay the feeling of alarm which exists
in the various capitals of Europe to
the effect that the last state of the
Japanese and Russian war may be
worse than the first, that the military
operations have only commenced on
both sides and that the struggle may
yet prove the most long drawn out
and the most gigantic in history, when
the number of men engaged on both
sides is considered.

The Russian newspapers do not hesi-
tate to openly say that M. Witte ex-
pects to return at once to Russia should
the terms which he expects to com-
municate to the representative
of Japan at the peace conference prove
unacceptable. He has announced that
Japan must not wound the amour
rropre of the Russian people or en-
denger their future as a nation. Yet
it is difficult to understand how he can
escape the conclusion that Japan will
be obliged. to exact substantial conces-
sions from a defeated enemy.
| Here in London where the Asiatic
! question has been studied with unusual
interest, because of the fact that
Japan s vregarded as the ally
of Great Britain it is believed that a
re-transfer of Manchuria to China is

-

inevitable. And it is belleved that
Russia must have already made up her
mind to this sacrifice. But how to

sugar-coat the bitter pill—how to pre-
vent it from wounding the amour pro-
pre and endangering the future of Rus-

sia as a nation appears to be the pro-
blem which confronts M. Witte.

Russia, will, of course, assume &
friendship for China. Indications are
that China will be able to secure the
Russian consent for the re-transfer of
Manchuria provided she will pay a
large sum of money for it. Russia has
been in possession of Manchuria for a
number of years, and it will be urged
that she had spent a great deal upon
it in the discharge of her civilizing mis-
sion. M. Witte well knows how to pic-
ture and paint in glowing colors the
work of Russia in the Far East. He
will {nsist upon showing how she has
made railways, roads and bridges; how
she has built towns and wharves and
factories and barracks; how, in fact,
she has been compelled to do the police
work of the world for a thousand miles
along her southern border. The Chin-
ese, it will be intimated cannot be 80
unreasonable as to suppose that they
will get a free gift of all of these costly
improvements. Not only must Russia
be recouped for her lavish expenditures
on them, but she has to be paid for her
trouble and outlay in performing thg
manifold administrative duties which
she has performed for China during her
prolonged occupation of the provinces.
Manchuria, in fact, will be represented
to China as subject to a first charge
for the sum claimed by Russia and she
will be told that on payment thereof
to Japan, the province will be restored
to her. She will, of course, have to
raise the money, but it is said Russia
may be willing to assist her in this.
Russia, could not, of course, lend the
money, but she could gladly offer
Pekin the help of her guarantee. A
Russian guarantee has already figured
in earlier Chinese loans, and the Chin-
ese who distrust Japan may be inclined |
to lean on Russian support in this mat-
ter. Could they be induced to accept
it the triumph of Russian fiscal diplo-
macy would be complete. China will
have supplied the war indemnity which,
it is expected, Russia will have to pay
Japan. S

Comanenting upon tnis particular
proposition a member of the Japanese
legislation here whose name for obvi-
ous reasons cannot be given in an in-
terview said:

“How can the objects of M. Witte's
mission be more completely or more
brilliantly attained than by making it
at the cost of somebody else. Her
susceptibilities would be spared as well |
as her pocket, could she contrive to |
make China pay it for her to Japan.
Her ‘face’ would be saved, and if the
business were adroitly managed she
might actually obtain political advan-
tages by it which would admit in skill-
ed hands of indefinite development
hereafter. Such a scheme undoubtedly
presents attractions to the Russian im-
agination, and M. Witte with his vast
experience in the art of combining |
. wide political designs with great finan- |
| clal operations is the very man to be |
{ chosen to formulate and to press it.”

The following is the tenth of a eeries
of sketches of life in the great city of
London, written by a member of the
Star staff, who while engaged in
newspaper work in that city was
brought into intimate acquaintance
with the types described.

No 10.—“THE BAKED POTATO
MAN.”
ST

You can see him everywhere you g0,
for during the last year or two the
growth in number of those who eke out
an existence by the sale to the public
of the ‘’Ot-Tater,”” has been enorm-
ous. Taking them collectively they are
as dirty a set of people—amongst those
who cater for the public taste—as it is
possible to find, and equalled only in
this respect by the street vendors of
that poisonous mixture known as “Ice
Cream.” In nine cases out of ten, the
two businesses are worked by the same
man, for with the close of the summer
the ice-cream barrow is put away, and
the potato can brought into use. Be it
said to the credit of Englishmen, that
the large majority of those engaged in
this manner are foreigners—mostly
Italians—and the probabilities are, that
having left the “Sunny South” (for 4%
good reason that their own countrynien
kicked them out), they arrive in Lon-
don to find that the climate is not at
all to their liking, and their minds na-
turally wander to the subject of heat.
This is where the potato can comes in
—heat and a living at the same timel
What could be nicer? So it is that day
after day sees a large increase in this
“Noble Army,” and as a consequence
the precariousness of the living becomes
greater, But then, this class of for-
eigner can live on next to nothing, and
when one thinks that very often as
many as five distinct families live in
one room—and not a very large one
either—it will be seen that the expenses
in this direction are not heavy. Writ-
ing about this brings to my memory
a murder case of a year or two back,

tice, was found guilty and afterwards
executed, for the murder of a fellow
.countryman. The simple cause of the
‘whole tragedy was that there were five
families (not people) living in the same
room, and because the one occupying
the centre of the room announced his
intention of taking in a lodger, which
was not at all agreeable to the others,
it led to a fight between two of the men,
with the result that one stabbed the
other fatally, and the other, shortly
after, was given a single ticket to a
place believed to be very “warm.”

I do not for one moment wish to im-
rute that every purveyor of the baked
potato is a man to be avoided; on the
contrary, for I know of at least one
stand, looked after by an Englishman,
where everything is kept scrupulously
clean—including the man’s hands (a
most unusual thing), but the majory
are not of this order. With them clean-
liness and godliness go hana in hand—
the opposite way—and filth reigns un-
molested and unthreatened. It was
from one of these “nice” gentlemen that
I learnt the following:

“All ‘ot and floury. Tater, sir! I
come from Italee. I go back? Mein
Gott, no! Oh, yah, it was a plentiful
countree, but me no go back. Me like
Lunnon. Plenty money and ‘ot taters.”

Having got thus far, our talk was in-
terrupted by a respectably-dressed wo-
man, wanting ‘“‘two ‘arfpenny taters,
Jack,” with a strict injunction not to
“galt ’em,” as the ‘‘old boy” (presum-
ably her husband) had had enough
beer already. .

“Yah, I make plenty of money. X
pay four sheelings an’ seekspence for
a bag of taters (about 1-cwt) ’‘Ow
manee in ze bag? Vy, dere vas, I tinks,
two 'undred and tirty. Me sell 'arf ze
bag in von mnight. Vat monee I take,
eh? Vy, sometime seeks, an’ sometime
seving sheeling a night. Ze can is not
mine. Me—vot you calls it—yah, hire
it. Tree sheelings er week I do pay,
and von sheeling and seekspence for
ze barrow.”

Again he was called on to supply a
customer, and this time it turned out
to be a well-dressed woman, wearing
fashionable kid gloves. She had a
complaint to make, to the effect that
when she herself could not come for
potatoes (thus proving she was a reg-
ular eustomer), “Jack” always gave
her servant either very small pota-
toes, or else some that were not prop-
erly done, It may  be mentioned that
every “tater” man has what is sup-
posed to be a cloth for the purpose of
holding the baked potatoes while
opening them - to undergo a shower
from a canister containing a mixture
of salt and pepper. As may be imagin-
ed, this cloth is called on to assert it-
gelf in a multitude of ways, which are
not at all in keeping with one another.
For instance, the special ‘‘gentleman’”
under review was suffering from a
most horrible cold in the head, which
necessitated his nose being constantly
attended to. Of course the poer man
was to be pitled: he naturally kept
his nose tidy, and it was lucky for him
he had the cloth. But when the sames
cloth ie used to open potatoes with—
well, there, I hope that lady enjoyed
her simple supper.

“You ’ear vat zat ladee say, eh? It
vas dat gal of hers. She gilves her von
pence for a tater, and ze gal only
brings me von ’arfpennee. Yah, I burn
vot you call coke, .an’ I do pay seeks-
pence every day for it. Me like ze Eng-
lish people, zey ’ave plenty monee and
buy mine ‘ot taters. Tank you, sir.”
“All 'ot and floury.”

It will be seen what very little chance
there is of any of these creatures liv-
ing in any other manner but the one
which is the cause of so much crime
in the worst parts of London, and I
look for the day when the pauper im-
migrants will be a thing of the past.

Having made mention in the early
part of this article of a certain stand,
which I state is a picture of cleanli-
ness and kept by an Englishman, a
few detalls as to the working of it
may be interesting. In the first place
the can itself cost a matter of £5, as
also did the barrow on which it stood.
The owner, who has a large circle of
private house customers, gets through,
on the average, about l-cwt. a night,
with the exception of Saturday, when
very often he finishes a second cwt.
Another way of extending his bueiness
is by cooking a sausage in the middle
of a large potato, for which he charges
34., and very savoury they smell, too.

This, however, is an exceptional case,
and as a final “tip” to the reader, I
say beware of foreigners who sell “’Ot
Taters” and suffer from bad colds,
chiefly brought on through prolonged
