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AN ACT TO INCORPORATE THE ALUMNI
OF KING'S COLLEGE, WINDSOR.

Pagsed the 30th day of March, 1847

WHEREAS, & number of persons have associated themselves under the
name of The Atamni of King's College, Windsor, for the promotion
of Education, and have raised by private contribution sums of mone
which they are desirous to expend in aid of the funds of the said Col-
lege, and the Collegiate School, at Windsor, connected therewith, in or
towards the maintenance angd support of the teachers therein, or in such
other wa§ as may best conduce to-the end which they have in view,
and they are desirous of obtaining assistance from the {ragislatnre, by
the passing of an Act of Incorporation for enabling them to hold pro-
perty, and to manage theit affairs with greater ease and convenience.

1. Be it therefore enacted by the Licutenant-Governor, €ouncil and
Assembly : That John T. Twining, James B. Uniacke, Henry Pryor,
Hugh Hartshorne, and all and every such othet person and persons as
now are members of, or in the said society, and their successors, shall

, be and are hereby appointed a body, politic and corporate, in deed and
in name, by the name of * The Alumni of King's College, Windsor,”
and by that name have succession and a common Seal, and by that
name shall sue and be sued, plead and be impleaded, at law and in
equity, and in all Courts and places, and be able and capable in law to
have, hold, purchase, get, receive, take, possess and enjoy, lands, tene-
ments, hereditaments and rents, in fee simple or otherwise, and also
goods and chattles, and all other things real, personal and mixed, and
also’ to give, grant, sell, let, assign or convey the same or any part
thereof, and to do and execute all other things in and about the same,
ag shall or be thought neoessprgﬂor proper ; and also ghall have,
from Me and at all times, full power, authority and license to

/ constitdte, makp and establish such B{e-laws, Raules and Ordinu:e,a

as may be thought necessary for the rule and good management of sai
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Samuel L. Shannon, Esquire, now the Secretary and Treasurer of the
said society, be the Secretary and Treasurer thereof, after the passing
of this Act: and Samuel P. Fairbanks, Heary Pryor, James B. Uniacke,
William J Almon, Robert Fitagerald Uniacke, Mather B. Almon and
Charles Twining, now the Managing committee of the said sbeiety,
shall, after the passing of this Act, be the Executive committee of the
said Incorporated society, until an Executive committee be elected
under this Act. .

V. And be it enacted that all persons, without regard to religious
denomination or difference of religious sentiments, may be and at any
time hereafter become members, of the said Incorporated society, bein
in all other respects entitled to be and become members of the mﬁ
society, and now, and at any time hereafter, may hold any of the said
appointments, or any other offices and appointments in the ssid Inoor-
porated society, being duly elected and appointed thereto, pursuant to
the Bye-Laws thereof, any thing contained herein, or in any Raules,
Reguiutionm or Bye-Laws of the said society, to the contrary notwith-
standing.

VL And be it enacted that the said society, incorporated as afore-
suid, shall have power from time to time hereafter, to appoint the
President, Vice-President, and Executive committee, at some general
meeting of the said society, by » majority of the members of the society
{:mnt, the whole number present being not less than twenty mem-

rs, according to such regulations concerning such appointments as
may hereafter be made by any Bye-Laws of the said society, to be
made by virtue hereof. !

Taat ‘no resolution or proceeding inconsistent with or modifying
any resolution or proceeding adopted by a general meeting, be enter-
tained by the executive committee in Halifax, except upon a month’s
notice to the committee being given by the person proposing the same,
ang that no such resolution or proceeding be carried into effect until
the same shall have been confirmed by a general meeting to be sum-
maned for the consideration thereof, if necessary to be arranged before
the annual genéral meeting.

That a corresponding committee of three residents in Windsor, or
its neighborhood, the chairman whereof shall be, if possible, a member
of the exeoutive committee, be appointed to meet on the gecond Wed-
nesday in every month, and at guch other times as may be expedient,

In conformity with the requirements of the Act of Incorporation,
the Executive Committee present to the Incorporated Alumni their
twelfth annual report

The past year has been marked with one interesting feature in con-
nection with the College, which is worthy of note, viz.: the Convoca-
tion which was held at Windsor in November last, for the purpose of
conferring the degree of Doctor in Civil Law upon our distinguished
countryman, Major-General Sir W. Fenwick Williams, K. C. B
an_ honor which the gallant General himself declared he prized as
highly as any of those which have been so profusely heaped upon him
by his Sovereign.

In accordance with the recommendation of your committee, a second
grant of £25 was made at the last annual meeting for the purchase of
books for the College Library, This sum has been expended by the
committee appointed for that purpose, and forty volumes of works by
varjous authors in the modern languages, and some sixteen volumes of
scientific works, have been procured and sent to -the Library, where
they will doubtless be of great service to the professors in their differ-
ent departments. In this connection your committee would observe
that, being fully sensible of the importance of increasing the Library
as much as possible, they deem it advisable to recommend the con-
tinuance of this grant for the ensuing year.

The Treasurer’s account (which is made up to the 80th of April last)
exhibits a balance of £10 16s. 10d. to the credit of the Society; and
since then the sum of £65 14s. bas been received ; but this is subject
to the payment of bills for printing, during, the past year, of £17
33, 9d., and also the Alumni Scholarship of £10, and £20 for prizes,
in addition to the annual grant of £62 10s. for the Professor of
Modern Languages, which will be payshle in July, making, in all,
£109 13s. 9d.

Note in reference to the College Calendar.

AN error has crept into the College Calendar for 1859, page 17, in
summing up the yearly fees at the College, from which the student nomi-
nated by the holder of a certificate is .exempt. The annual amount of
such fees is £23 15s., and the whole sum for the three years' course, in-
cluding 10s. for matriculation, and £3 for the 1. A. degree, is £74 15s.,
instead of £30 15s., as stated in the Calendar—thus greatly enhancing the
value of the privilege, now possessed by no less than eighty-five persons,

of sending a student to the University cntirely free from all fees. It is
to be hoped that larger numbers will henceforth avail themselves of such
great advantages.
