We left Madras, on Monday the 23d, by
rail, and reached Nellore, the terminus of &
new road Iately opened, the following day.
We received & moet cordial welcome from
Dr, snd Mrs. Downie and Miss Wayte who
labor at that station. Thst is the oldeet
station of the *‘ Lone Star” Mission. . For
the information of readers who may net
happen to be familiar with the history of
this mission, a few words about the origin
of the name‘ Lone Star” may be of
intereet.

Ta the year 1833, the anoua! meetiog of
the Missionary Unioa took place at Albsay,
N.Y. At that mecting the. question of
givieg up the Telugu Miesion, then repre-
sented ou the field by Mr. and Mre. Jewett
only, was discussed. Among those who
pleaded for its continnance waes a gentle-
man who, in the course of his address,
pointed on the large miseionary map which
hunz on the wall behind the platform, and
called Nellore “the Lone Star,” it bing the
ouly station there occupied. Dr. S, F
Smith, who was present, canght up the

word and before he retired that night
wrote the ° following almoet prophetle

of continuing the work among the Telugus,
awork that hasof late years proved so
fraitful,  The name “ Lone Stag” is now
used 5 signify tbe whole Telugu fleld,
occupied by American Baptiste,

The Nellore fisld did uot share to any
great extent in the revival which swept
over Ongole and adjacent places further
north, culminating in the at ingather-
ing of seventy-eight. The work there bas
been more gradual, and yet the number of
disciples is about six hundred. In
addition to carieg for the converts and
preachivg to the heathén in a very large
field, a good school, with an industrial
department, is in sucocssful operation.
Miss Wayte gives also a portion of her
time to Zanana work,

On Friday morning we continued our
journey northwards to .Ramapatam, a
distance of forty-five miles. Our means of
conveyance was to us entirely new. The
carriage, & large cartor vam, was drawn
by eight men who scampered off, making
more than five miles an hour. Word was
was fent aheid and relays posted every ten
wiles. These were in readiness, and little
time was spent in cBanging. At five in
the .afternoon we rgached the pleasant
home of Bro. Boggs. We were pleased to
find these dear friends enjoying excellent
health and happy in their work, Bro,
Bogge has charge of the Telagu Theological
Seminary, or it cou'd be as properly called
Bible School,” for there are more than
sevenly mien, eome young, some wmiddle
age, some almost old, engaged from hour
to hour snd day to day in the study of
God’s Word. The school i3 so situsted
that  largs number of the stadents go out
every Sabbath o preach in the surroupd
ing villages. The benefic of this fleld
work to the students cannot be estimated,
snd at the eame time the ‘eeble chupches,
or rather companier of disciples in’ these
villages aré helped and strengtbened, and
the heathen hear the good news. The
number of students is much emaller than
s few years ago, but this does rot indicate
soy diminution of interest in the great and
inportant work of training preachers and
pastors for thia great fleld. The president
of the school as well as the missioaaries
at the various stations are more particalar
in their selection of students, and, as the
advantages for education at the station
school increase, endeavor to raise the
standard of admission to the seminary.
Many of the siudents are accompanied
by their wives, who pursue the same
teudies a8 their husbands. Some of them
have children, but one takes care of all
the little ones while the others study.
They iake day about at this.

Afier a delightful visit with these friends
we sel out on Monday afternoon, the 30th,
for Ongo'e, s distance of thirty-five miles.
We were drawn by eooliea as before. We

enjoyed the journey, and our men did not
seem 1o dielike their part, We took this
for grant+d, for we could not speak a word
of their language.  We travelled on from
hour o hour, over a neathen ceuntry,
drawn by hesthen, ia a dark night, and yet
felt perfectly secure. Surely we have great
cause for gratitude, that, although miseion
work is often bard and- diecouraging, we
enjoy such ‘perfect prctection. These
people understosd -one word of our
language ; every body on this coast doee,
and that was Clough. When we reached
the town they stopped sud motioned as if
asking where we were going. We said
“Clough Sabib,” and away they went, snd
#00n we were at his houee, and received a
genial, whole-bearted welcome
