London, May 22—The Canadian
pageant committee has arranged to
include in the Festival of the Empire,
the scene deéplcting the battle of Chat-
eauguay, the withdrawal of which has
been much resented by Canadians,

It was announced in April that the
Canadian committee, of which Lord
Strathcona is president, had decided
to eliminate from the Coronation pro-
gramme Canada’s principal contribu-
tion to the pageant. This piece, which
has been in _course of preparation at
the Crystal Palace, was entitled,
“Chateauguay, where Canada was held
for the Empire,” and was intended to
repeat the defeat, through strategy of
an inyading American force in 1813
by a handful of Canadians,

It was thought that the pageant
might wound the, susceptibilities of
American visitors and that it might
cause a feeling which would endanger
the cancellation of the proposed An-
glo-American treaty. Later it was ex-
plained that“the opposition was not
from American but from other un-
named parties.

Opposition to the withdrawal of the
geenme was strong in Canada and the
matter was made the subject of dis
cussion in the Dominion parliasment.

London, May 22.—Lord Lansdowne's
bill for the re-constitution of the
House of Lords, passed its second
reading in that House today, with-
ov division, after Secretary of War
Haldane had aunounced that the gov-
ernment would not divide against it.
The secretary said that he welcomed
the evidence that the bill afforded,
that the Conservatives were convinc-
ed of the need of reformfing the
House of Lords, But the government
held that the passage of the veto bill
was essential before any steps were
taken in that direction,

lord Lansdowne complained that
the debate had not elicited any state-
ment relative to the government/s
plans for reforming the House. The
fact that there was no division on
the bill prevented the disclosure of
the extent of the revolt among the
Unionist peers against the measure,
but the speeches of the Duke of Marl-
borough, the Duke of Somerset and
Lord Killanin showed it to be con-
siderable, and it is not expected that
the committee stage will be proceed-
ed with, The second reading of the
veto bill will be moved in the House
of Lords tomorrow, The debate is
likely to last for some days, but in
parliamentary eircles it is generally
belleved that the bill will be given
its second reading; that attempts will
be made to amend it in committee
and that the government will refuse
to accept such amendments or dis-
close its own plan for reforming the
second chamber. The Liberals con
fidently predict that the Lords will
ultimately capitulate and pass the ve.
to bill, with the expectation that it
will be repealed when the Unionists
return to power.

TELLS OF KEEPING
WARM IN YUKON

VWinters are from Seven to
Eight Months Long, with
Thermometer Sometimes 70
Below.

tively from sheet iron

The general custom has been to
have the pipe run direct to the roof,
a great percentage of the heat being
thus lost through the pipe. It re-
mained for a local merchant to over
| come this to some extent. Sheet iron
drums from two to four feet in dia
| meter and from four to'eight féet in
height, with a partition down the cen-
tre to within a short distance of the
bottom, are now used.

The pipe from the stove enters the
top of the drum on one side of the
partition, and directly on the other
side (he puriidion anotier pipe is cons
nected leading to the flue; the smoke
must consequently follow down one
side of the drum and up the othér in
order to escape. The pipe where it
enters the drum may be too hot to
permit the hand to rest thereon, while
where it leaves the drum it is barely
warm, and when the smoke leaves the
chimney it contains very little, if
any, heat.

These drums in some cases are
placed immediately next to the stove,
and in others as far as thirty feet
distant, according to the size of the
room. They are also placed in differ-
ent rooms from that which contaln
the stove, and in some cases on the
second floor. In this way a great
heating surface is obtained, and at
least fifty per cent more heat besides
the distribution of the heat through-
out the house, while the fire in the
stove need not be o0 hot. It has aiso
added to protection from fire, as the
pipe is not hot where it goes through
the roof.

The one disagreeable feature Is the
collection of creosote, which formerly
was largely consumed by the intense
heat of the smoke as jt left the pipe,
This has been overcome by making
the bottom of the drum drain toward
a hole in the centre, permitting the
creosote to run into a pan placed be-
low for that purpose. As much as
from one to four gallons of this cre-
osote will collect in twenty-four hours,
according to the size of the stove. So
far no use had been found locally for
this creosote, with the exception of

IS KNOCK-
OUT PUNCH
INJURIOUS?

Fight devotees sometimes wonder,
as they hear the fatal ome-sixth of &
minute tolled off by the referee's fin-
ger over the still form of a young and
game little fighter whether the punch
that sent him to the canvas into a
state of insensibility will mar that
boy’s future career. Does it? Not al-
ways, but many times. One thing'is
sure, he is under a handicap for a
long time afterward,

A knockout punch is inclined to in-
ject timidity into the constitution-of
the most intrepid battler that ever saw
a glove. The memory of that g¢lout
on the jaw rankles in his brain for
months. Ever after, until he regains
confidence in himself, there is thd om-
inous picture of that oceasion when he
lay helpless on the floor,

There Is one case in which a knock-
out inflicted by an opponent did not
spoil a fighter, HEddie Hanlon, the
once great little coast lightweight, was
not feazed when Abe Attell poked his
right into his faclal framework in
'Frisco in 1800. A month afterward
Fddie stepped inside the ropes and de-
livered the same kind of 4 dose to
Joe Davidson In_ three rounds.* The
following month he won from Frankle
Neil, and after that pushed himself
through the portals of the hall of fame
by the splendor of his performing un-
til Bat Nelson copped him at 'Frisco
in 1904,

The knockout which Hanlon sent
over on Davidson probably restored
his faith in himself after Attell took
it away. Perhaps that is the reason
of his later successes. Davidson was
not in Hanlon’s class, but the victory
drove away the vision of his previous
defeat.

Young Corbett was a notlh!e glove
ma lator whose e
not disturbed by knockouts,
Dempsey (not the Nonpareil) put the
quietus on him in two rounds in 1900,
and in July, 1901, Kia Broad, of Cleve-
land, banged him to sleep in four
rounds. Corbett fought George Dixon
the next month and beat him, In Nov-
ember the Denverite took a train to
Hartford, Conn., and stopped the ter«
rible Terry MecGovern, winning the
featherweight and lightweight cham-
plonshipe.

So did Jimmy
Britt.

‘When ‘George McFadden caught Joe
Gans in the right spot in 1899, the re-
sult was that he was quickly put on
the carpet.He was out again in a short
time and went agalnst the best men
in his class. MecGovern knocked him
cut in 1900, but this misfortune did
not prevent Gans from later winning
the championship.

Another instance of where a knock-
out didn’t impair a man's goodness
was when Billy Papke clipped Stane
ley Ketchel in 12 rounds in 1908, The
next battle between the two, fwo
months following, resulted in Papke's
knockout, proving conclusively that

THE EARLY CLOSING BYE-LAW,

The haste with which the Common Council passed
the early closing bye-law without debate and without
consideration has roused opposition in several guarters,
notably from the small store keeper who finds himself
confronted with agp arbitrary law in restraint of trade
which he has some right to complain will seriously
affect his business with no possibility of redress as
long as it remains in force and unamended.

To add to the irony of the situation the early
closing movemént was not primarily intended to affect
the liftle storekeeper, who employs no hired help,
but was designed to give an extra hodr or two of
leisure to employes in the larger stores which could
well afford to close at a stipulated hour and Without
injustice to anyone provided all stores of the same class
and in the same line of business did likewise.

The little store on the side street is in a class
by itself. Conducted by its owner, often a man or
woman of advanced years or in straightened circum-
stances to whom every dollar is of importance, it in-
terferes with no man's rights. To be compelied to
close two or three hours earlier than has been the cus-
tom and lose the evening trade, which in some locali-
ties is considerable, is naturally regarded as a hard-
ship.

The bye law shows no discrimination and should
be repealed until such time as the act on which it
is based, and which is only permissive, can be amended.
If the object to be attained is to give a few hours ex-
tra leisure to those who need it, there should be no
ditficulty in making the changes necessary to that end
without penalizing a worthy and hardworking class
of citizens whose income is not any too large at the
best of times,

“the soak shop"” and “where the wood-
bine twineth.” The latter expression
was invented by the notorious Fiske
in reference to bonds hypothecated—
on the water spout of country houses
there is generally a woodbine grow-
ing.

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The inquiry into the death of Wil-
liam McArthur, Jr, was resumed in
the police codrt last night by Coron-
er D, E. Berryman. lliam McAr-
thur, the father of the deceased, was
the first witness and testified that
when he heard that his son was ill
in the county 1 he called on Dr.
James Christle, fWho told him that it
the boy was not well in two or three
days he would see the magistrate and
get bim out of jall. Witness did not
get any word from the jail officials
that his son was ill,

“] asked Turnkey Clifford: ‘If my
son was dying would you send me
word,’ and Clifford said: ‘No, T would
not) ™

The first word witness got of his
son’s illness was from a man named
Waugh, who had been liberated from
the jall. Witness called at the jajl
but was not permitted to see his
son, He later got & permit and saw
the boy, who was ull crippled up.
Witness learned from another prison-
er named McDonald that his gon Wil
lle had been tled to a post while out
with the chain gang. When asked
about it, witness said his son stated
that he had been tied up about three
hours and that the wind was blow.
ing and it was very cold at the time,
The boy sald he did not wish to com-
plain about it, because if he did he
would be placed in the black hole,
and that he had been punished enough
now. - Witness' did not see his son
again until a couple of hours before
he died in the General Public Hos-
pital.

The father cried while giving evi-
dence of his conversation with his
dying son, who said, “Do you think
I'll pull through, papa?’ and witness
replied, “Well you may, Willle, but
trust in God anyway.”

The boy then replied “I'm being
murdered through epite, papa, God
have mercy on me. Those were the
last words the unfortunate boy spoke.

The boy was 21 years of age.

To Mr, Mullin, witness said his son
was In good health when he went
into the jail. While in jail witness
supplied his son with warm clothing.
Witness said that Turnkey Cunning-
ham was kind, but he could not say
the same about Clifford, who told him
his son was sick and would not allow
him to see the boy. Clifford also sald
that no person was supposed to take
tales from the jail.

Witness said that on the day his
son was tied up to the post his cloth-
ing was full of vermin,

To Mr. K&y witness said his son
had no trade and no steady employ-
ment. Witness had offered the mag-
{strate eight dollars to liberate the
boy but could not get him out of jail
as he was in on two fines, Rev. Mr.
Robinson stated he was going to try
to get the young man out of jail,

The coroner stated that any person
who wished to give evidence might
do so and William Beckett, one of
the hard labor prisoner guards, took
the stand.

He stated that on April 12th Me-
Arthur was not able to do his work
breaking stone and dhmplained of’a
pain, Witness had given the pris-
oner food from his own lunch. He
had trouble with McArthur who had
a bad tongue and had to be punished
Witness sald he
told Guard Bowes to handeuff Me-
Arthur to a post and received that
authority from Deputy Sheriff Ran-
kine now deceased.

Witness said that the two turnkeys
Cunningham and Clifford told him he
could tie the prisoner to the post.

Witness said he did not hold any
spite against the young prisoner.
While tied to the post the prisoner
could not take any -violent exercise
Witness said he thought he was jus-
tifled In handcuffing the prisoner. He
claimed that the prisoners should be
punished in the jall while the turn-
keys said that they should receive
their punishment while out on the
gang.

OF IMPORTANGE T0
THE M. B. DNIRYMEN

It is Most Essential to Provide
Proper Summer Food for
the Cows Says W. W. Hub-
bard.

—

“For the New Brunswick dairyman”
said W, W. Hubbard yesterday, “there
is nothing of greater importance call-
ing upon his attention than the pro-
vision of ample summer fodder for
his cows,
“Thé present day period should be
reminder enough of what may be in
store in July, August and September
to warn him that pasture is but a
meagre dependence for a profitable
milk yield. The thrifty cow owner
bhas already sown fodder crops of
some kind to be cut when needed
for summer feeding. Those who
have not already dome so0 and who
would wish to realize profits from
their cows should lose no time in
sowing peas and oats qr vetches and
oats in a place convenient to cut and
haul to the stable. A sowing now at
the rate of an acre for eight cows,
another sowing before the 10th June
at the same ratio, and as soon as
possible the planting of an acre of
corn for each eight cows, should sup-
ply. those cows with an abundance of
succulent food until 1st October. If
the pastures should be unusually
good and this supply is not needed it
can be allowed to ripen or can be cut
green and cured for winter feeding.
“In conmection with summer feed-
ing the growing of red clover and al-
falfa is also of great value. The man
today (23rd May) who has s good
patch of alfalfa has the satisfaction
of seeing a thrifty growth of the
most nourishing fodder plant that
grows standing from 12 inches to 15
inches high and ready to cut early in
June, and ready again early in Au-
gust and with a third erop later,
