Constantinople, April 18—{By way 
of Berlin and London, 6.85 p. an.) —temoon, announced)London, April 18—The British, as 

an offset to their success In destroy­
ing a Turkish torpedo boat which at­
tacked) the transport Manitou off Chios 
yesterday, lost the submarine E-15, 
which, while carrying out a difficult 
reconnaissance In the Dardanelles 
mine field, ran ashore on Kephi 
Point, the crew being made prisoners. 
According to the Turkish report seven 
of the crew are missing.

In Egypt British airmen have been 
dropping bombs on the Turkish en 
campment near the border, while a 
French cruiser, the fire of which was 
directed by a seaplane, has been 
throwing shells on the Turks near El 
Arish, where the army for the Inva­
sion of Egypt has Its headquarters.

These operations were undertaken 
presumably to harrasa the Turks, as 
the Turks have not ehown any inten­
tion of attacking the British since 
their last repulse along the canal.

In the Carpathians there nas been 
fighting, but no battle to be compared 
with those which the arrival of spring 
brought to a close.

"The British submarine E-16 has London, April 18.—The British Ad- sumably In compliance with a special 
ml rally, In a statement issued last 
night, announced that a Turkish tor­
pedo boat had been sunk in the Aeg­
ean Sea. The text of the Admiralty 
statement was as follows:

“The transport Manitou, carrying 
British troops, was attacked by a 
Turkish torpedo boat in the Aegean 
this morning.

"The Turkish boat fired three tor­
pedoes at the trajusport, all of which 
missed their mark. The torpedo boat 
then made off, but was chased by the 
British cruiser Minerva and British 
torpedo boat destroyers and was fin­
ally* run ashore and destroyed on the 
coast of Chios, in Kalamuti Bay. The 
members of the crew of the Turkish 
warship were made prisoners.

"It is reported that about one *hun- 
dred men on board the transport lost 
their lives through frowning, but full 
particulars have not yet been received.

A Chios despatch to Lloyds News 
says there were five Germans including 
the captain among the crew of thirty- 
on the Turkish torpedo boat which ran 
ashore after being pursued by the 
Allied warships. The weather In the 
Gulf of Smyrna was extremely rough 
and during the storm the Turkish tor­
pedo boat put to sea and managed to 
elude the vigilance of the Allies, pre-

"The fighting subsequently has been 
in the nature of actions In detail, in­
tended to consolidate the successes 
we won.

"To sum up: ,On the whole Carpath­
ian front, between March 19 and 
April 12, the enemy have suffered 
enormous tosses, and have left In our 
hands, in prisoners alone, at least 70,- 
000 men, including about 900 officers. 
Further, we have captured thirty gun» 
end 200 machine guns.

Petrograd. April 18, via Ixmdon, 
April 19.—The following official com­
munication concerning the progress of 
the campaign was issued from general 
headquarters tonight:

"At the beginning of March, in the 
principal chain of the Carpathians, we 
held only the region of the Dukla 
Passes, where our lines formed an 
exterior angle. All other passes, of 
Lupkow and further east, were In the 
hands of the enemy.

"In view of this situation our ar­
mies were assigned the further task 
of developing, before the season of 
bad roads due to melting snows began, 
our position in the Carpathians, which 
dominated the outlets into the Hun­
garian Plains.

"About the period Indicated the 
great Austrian forces which had been 
concentrated tor the purpose of reliev­
ing Przemysl were in a position be­
tween Lupkow and Uzsok Passes. It 
was for this sector that our grand at­
tack was planned.

The French have again been active 
In the Vosges, capturing an Important 
height near Metzeral. The British, 
too, have attacked the Germans in 
the neighborhood of Ypres, where 
fighting was still in progress when the 
last report was dispatched.

It is again stated that the German 
efforts to bring about an accord be­
tween Austria and Italy have failed, 
a report which, if confirmed, is likely 
to magnify. In the eyes of the Italians, 
the frontier incident which occurred 
yesterday. According to the latest 
reports the Austrians, who were pass­
ing over Italian territory, actually 
fired upon the Italian troops, who re­
pulsed them, and in return penetrated 
Into Austrian territory.

The sinking of the Greek steamer 
Ellispontoe by a submarine off the 
Dutch coast le likely to bring about 
some friction between the Greek, and 
German governments. The Ellispon­
toe was destroyed while on a voyage 
from Holland to Montevideo in bal-

rection of Roetokl. The enemy, des­
pite the enormous losses suffered, de­
livered in the course of that day, no 
less than sixteen attacks in great 
strength. These attacks, all of which 
were absolutely barren of result, were 
made against the heights we have oo- 
cupied further to the east of Tele- 
potch.

It Is dated April 17.

“France, via London—With General 
Turner, Colonels Garnet, Hughes, Mel- 
ghen and Leckie, I spent yesterday 
and last night in the French trenches 
with the French soldiers In Belgium. 
The trenches were only fifty yards 
from the enemy's and an incessant 
rifle fire continued all night, quite 
frequently hitting the tops of para­
pets. With flares, rockets, rifld»an<l 
artillery fire, accompanied occasional*: 
ly by musical strains from bag pipes, 
the front at times presents quite an' 
animated scene. The trenches and' 
dugouts are In good shape and witi^ 
fine weather there is not now muclv 
hardship to trench life. In fact some*, 
of our men enjoy Immensely trenohj 
life and experience.”

Cairo, via London, April 18, 9 p.m. 

—The following official communica­
tion was Issued today :

“On the fifteenth three aeroplanes 
made a flight from the Canal to El 
Strr, some 25 miles south of El Arish 
(on* the Sinai penisula), dropping 
bombs, which were effective. From 
160 to 200 tents were seen. The dis­
tance flown was more than a 170 
miles.

“No other enemy troops were seen 
this side of El Slrr, though one or 
two email pasts of about twenty men 
are known to ejtist.

“On the same date a French cruiser 
bombarded a camp near El Arish, a 
seaplane directing the fire. No large 
number of troops were seen, though 
enemy guns opened fire both on the 
cruiser and seaplane.

Hopewell Cape, N. B., April IS.—In 

the Downlng-Johnson poisoning case 
when court adjourned Saturday even­
ing at 7 o’clock until Monday morning, 
Downing, the prisoner, was still in 
the witness box under c roe examina­
tion already extending over ten hours. 
At the opening of court Saturday 
morning Isaac Klnnle, a tenant in the 
same house with Downing, called by 
the defence, swore that about the last 
of June Downing talked about get­
ting some strychnine to kill rats but 
that he, Klnnle, objected as he under­
stood that poisoned rats would always 
look for water and would pollute the 
well which was without proper curb. 
The prisoner said he would get strych­
nine, but the witness objected. Prison­
er never told him he had purchased 
strychnine.

Doctor Paul Atkinson of Moncton 
for defence swore that Mrs. Johnson 
called at his office in Moncton on 
Thursday of August 27th last, consult­
ed his professionally about her per­
sonal condlton. He gave her a pres­
cription which she afterwards told him 
that she did not get filled. Oe Sun­
day, August 30th, he was called to 
see Mrs. Johnson at Roy Sleeves’ on 
Salisbury Road, and found her very 
ill and rendered professional services.

In giving judgment Ills honor point­
ed out that Sperdakes and De me re on 
were charged for that they dW on 
Sunday, March 28, in their premises 
carry on and transact the business of 
their ordinary calling by keeping open 
their stores, and selling goods con­
trary to Sec. 6, Chap. 163 of the Lord’s 
Day Act of Canada.

In section 6 of the Canadian Lord’s 
Day Act it Is plainly set forth that on 
the Lord’s Day commonly called Sun­
day, no sales are to be made or busi­
ness or work done, nor shall any per­
son on Sunday carry on or transact 
any business of his ordinary calling 
except as Is provided in section 12 of 
the said Act; and Inter alia it Is stat­
ed that any person may on the Lord’s 
Day do certain classes of work, speci­
fied under twenty-four headings. The 
classification is made for greater cer­
tainty but not so as to restrict the 
ordinary meaning of the expression 
“works of necessity or mercy.’’ Under 
section 13 any person contravening 
the provisions of the said Act shall 
be liable to a large penalty.

The evidence In these cases disclose 
that on the Sunday night in question 

defendants' 
fronting on public thoroughfares in 
the city—were wide open, lighted and 
that numerous persons were going in, 
making purchases, the same as on 
week evenings.

In the case of Sperdakes it was con­
tended that he was a restaurant keep­
er, but the Act did not except restau­
rant keepers. It could not be consid­
ered from the evidence that the tran­
saction was a work of necessity or 
mercy. Except the buying of milk on 
Sunday it wae difficult to find the ne­
cessity of buying any food on the 
Lord’s Day, providing the family se­
cured the necessaries of life on the 
day previous.

If every fntit, cenfectiotiery, or oth­
er shopkeeper, having prepared cer­
tain facilities for the giving of meals 
can open his shop for business on the 
Lord's Day, then it would seem that 
the provisions of the Lord's Day Act 
would be rendered nugatory. In such 
as tills, courts must guard against a 
too liberal construction of the phrase­
ology contained In It..

For the defence the Queen vs. Al- 
bertie has been cited. That was case 
under the Provincial Lord’s Day Act 
of Ontario. Albertie was the keeper 
of a victualing house, or eating house. 
The judgment says Albertle’s place 
was kept open on Sunday "only" to 
supply meals. In the Toronto case 
under the Ontario Act Albertie held a 
license from the city erf Toronto for 
the carrying on of a victualing house. 
The Ontario Act is in this as In other 
respects, dissimilar from the Canadian 
Act

which are so popular. We have them 
in dozens of different styles.In Exmouth street Methodist church 

last evening, Rev. w. G. Lane spoke 
of "Pastor Russell and the Millennial 
Dawn.” He said in part: “1 have here 
half a dozen books. They are very 
cheap, cheap from a commercial 
standpoint, cheap in their so-called 
philosophy, cheap in their logic, cheap 
and absurd In their theology. They 
were given to me to distribute among 
those who liked to have something to 
read, but I decided to hold them, for 
the reason that they Imperil the soul’s 
salvation by false teachings, and are 
dangerous as opposed to the teaching 
of God’s Word as given in the Bible. 
It is my purpose tonight to show to 
you the fallacies, only a few of them, 
because I have learned that these 
books are distributed by the thousand 
in this city and that many minds have 
been unsettled because of them, and 
the pure Christian doctrine of salvar 
tion by faith is undermined.

"These books teach clearly that 
Jesus is not, never was, and never will 
be. Divine in His nature; that He is 
only a creature, created a little higher 
than angels, 'but not God; that, after 
the crucifixion, God exalted Him, not 
to be fîod but a little higher than he 
was before, as a reward for His obedi­
ence In suffering for the salvation of 
man. Russell would have us believe 
that Jesus was a created being, just 
as God created angels and men. There 
Is not a single passage In Scripture to 
support such a false Idea We are 
told that Christ had only one nature 
at a time; that He was a spiritual 
Being first, was then created to be a 
man, and then was re-created Into a 
higher nature than ever before. Well, 
if it was not God in human form who 
healed the sick and raised the dead, 
and died and rose again for our Jus­
tification, we are the victims of the 
biggest fraud ever perpetrated In 
Heaven or on earth. Millennial Dawn- 
ism says that Jesus was only a man 
and died like any other man, that His 
sacrifice was only human.

“What about the resurrection? My 
Bible tells me that Jesus died and 
rose again, and ascended into Heaven. 
Russell practically says ’nothing of the 
kind, Jesus did not rise from the grave, 
but took on another nature, was re­
created.’ The situation Is this: that 
Christ’s body is floating somewhere 
through space, while Christ, Himself, 
is seated at the right hand of God— 
Surely It is more difficult to believe 
this nonsense than it is to believe the 
Bible narrative. Again, Russell says 
that the second advent occurred In 
October 1874, and that Christ is now 
here; that Is to say He has been in 
the world for nearly forty-one years, 
and none knows It except the ‘little 
flock.’ This makes us gasp, look and 
look again, wondering where human 
Insanity will end. My Bible teaches 
me that Christ will come accompanied 
with manifestations of Divine power 
and glory, that the sea shall give up 
its dead, and that the saints shall 
rise. Russell says the saints have 
risen, but that we cannot see them. 
He says ‘the end of the world is to 
come in October 1914’ and that ‘t£e 
Millenium has begun, that Gentile rule 
is destroyed, Christendom is annihilat­
ed and that righteousness and peace 
fill the redeemed world.’ All that be­
gan last October, according to Rus­
sell. Why are the nations at war then, 
If Christendom is ended? The Lord 
says: ‘But of that day and that hour 
knoweth no man . . . Take ye heed, 
watch and pray for ye know not when 
the time Is.’

"Such are a few of these false 
teachings, a mixture of Unltarlanism, 
Universallsm, second probation and 
restoration, and its alternative, anni­
hilation, and a slight admixture of 
Swedenborg! anism.”

Halifax, N. S., April 18.—One hun­
dred and four soldiers of the first Can­
adian contingent, eight of whom have 
been in the trenches and three wound­
ed, or disabled hy illness, returned 
here by the steamer Mlssanabie. Those 
who were on the firing line say the 
Germans have some expert snipers, 
but on the whole the marksmanship 
of the British is superior.

Seven of the men belonged to the 
Princess Patricias. One is Private 
l-aurie, who lost the sight of one eye 
as a result of a fragment of a shell 
striking him. He belongs to Toronto. 
Private W. E. Watts, of Hamilton, 
who was in the trenches, three months 
Is invalided. Private King and Private 
Henry of Toronto, Private Davis of 
Edmonton, and Private G. H. Cunning­
ham, of Toronto, who suffered from 
rheumatism and frost bites are among 
those who returned. Priate G. Morrl- 
eon, of Niagara Falls, was wounded 
in the leg two months ago, but Is re­
covering.

The balance of the soldiers are from 
Salisbury Plain. Some are undesira­
bles, and others have returned on ac­
count of illness.

him, the prisoner; that she told him 
she wanted to poison her husband 
and that ehe already had got some 
poison In a drug store In Moncton 
that she had given Charley some of 
the poison In buttermilk and also In 
biscuits. It had made him sick, hut 
was too slow a poison. That she 
wanted to get a quicker poison ; that 
they talked together of Paris green 
being used, but that he told her not 
to poison Charley. If she did he would 
tell on her, but on several occasions 
afterwards she declared she was go­
ing to administer Paris green to 
Charley, and the prisoner swore that 
he fully expected to hear at any mo­
ment of Johnson -being killed In that 
way by her; but that he did not tell 
anyone or try to prevent it only by 
threatening her, for if he told on her 
it would make bad friends; that her 
relations were all customers of his, 
and that he would lose his trade and 
likely get Into a lawsuit as well. He 
testified that soon afterwards he heard 
of Johnson being sick from eating 
canned peas, and that same day or 
the day afterwards Mrs. Johnson told 
him (the prisoner) that she had put 
Paris green In canned peas and had 
given them to her husband to eat; 
that it did not kill him, and that she 
wanted some better poison; that early 
in the month of July last, he, the 
prisoner, had purchased from Walter 
8. Jones, In his drug store at Albert, 
some bed bug poison, some Iodine and 
a small vial of strychlne, and that one 
day In the month of July when Mrs. 
Johnson was In his (prisoner’s) shop, 
he took the vial of strychlne ont of 
his cobblers bench and showed it 
to her, and told her that an Indian 
had told him that a very small por­

tion of the strychlne, Just what, could 
be taken upon the point of a pen 
knife, would kill a fox, and he thought 
that the same quantity would kill a 
man, and that would fix Charley. She 
told the prisoner she was golpg to 
give Charley ground glass, and tfiat 
afterwards she told him she had riv­
en him some ground glass, breaking it 
with a hammer In the porridge, and 
that afterwards that he (the prisoner) 
heard that Johnson had found broken 
glass in hip porridge; and that on the j 
most of theâë visits of Mrs. Johnson 
to his shop and house Immoral rela­
tions took place.

ed Johnson he would hand her letters 
to Miles B. Dixon and that she would 
get her neck snapped, but the priso­
ner swore that In spite of his threats 
to Mrs. Johnson she continued to 
write of poisoning her hu#bapd and / 
sobbed and cried to him about it, but 
that he never told on her*

Sergeant Nusaey’e Story
Sergeant Nussey, who was also at 

Valcartler and Salisbury Plain, stated 
that he had Issued a hundred pairs of 
the Canadian boots to his company at 
Valcartler and that he never heard a 
complaint about them. At the time 
he was examined by the Committee 
he was wearing the pair of bo^ts 
which had been Issued to hltn at Val- 
cartler and stated that it was as good 
a pair of boots as he ever had on his 
feet He also obtained a pair of Im­
perial Army boots, and his tèstimony 
about them was: “I wore them about 
three hours and I tell you I was bloom­
ing glad to get them off.” He also 
.stated that he did not think there was 
any boot in the world ever made that 
would stand the weather at Salisbury 
Plain.

Two pairs of British Army Uioots 
were produced before the Committee 
by Major-General Hughes, and which 
he testified had been sent to him by 
Colonel Currie, comanding the 48th 
Highlanders, together with a letter 
from Colonel Currie stating that the 
boots had been In use for two weeks. 
The majority, after an examination, 
found that these boots had not stood 
the test as well as thp Canadian boots 
worn by Nussey, Ross and Edwards.

A great deal was made of the re­
ports of the various Regimental 
Boards which condemned certain 
boots, but It was found that the vast 
majority of the boots which were con­
demned by those various Boards were 
subsequently repaired and re-issued 
to the men. As an example of the 
value to be attached' to the reports of 
these Regimental Boards may be cited 
the Board of Officers which was held 
on January 25th at Kingston. This 
report was signed by Major W. A. Mit­
chell, and read, in part, as follows:

"The Board examined the boots in 
question as exhibited, also those at 
present worn by the men, and are of 
the opinion that the boots were of in­
ferior quality when issued, and this 
Board recommends that? a new and 
complete issue of boots be issued to 
the non-commissioned officers and 
men of No. 3 Company C. A. S. C.”

Under examination before the Com­
mittee, Major Mitchell testified that 
the boots which were condemned by 
this Board had been issued at Valcar- 
tier about the 15th of September, and 
had been in constant use until the 
Board was held, a period of over four 
months. It was also shown that the 
boots had been In constant use since 
the issue and subject to very consider­
able hard wear,- and it was to be ex­
pected that the majority of 
would then be out of commission, as 
the men not having a second pair of 
boots were unable to have necessary 
repairs made. There can be no ques­
tion that the boots would have given 
very much better satisfaction if two 
pairs of boots had been issued to the 
men, as they would then have been 
able to have dried them properly. As 
It was many boots were destroyed by 
being dried over fires or placed on hot 
coils, which ruined the soles.

Both the majority and minority re­
ports of the Committee appointed by 
the House of Commons to enquire in­
to the boots furnished to the Overseas 
Contingent have completely exonerat­
ed the manufacturers from the charge 
of (having furnished bad and rotten 
boots, and of having put paper or 
other deleterious materials in the 
boots manufactured by them and sup­
plied to the government. The major­
ity report specifically finds that the 
boots contracted for after the begin­
ning of the war and supplied to the 
Department of Militia and Defence 
by the manufacturers under their var­
ious contracts substantially complied 
with the samples provided by the De­
partment, according to which the 
boots were to be made, and further 
that no paper or other fraudulent ma­
terial was used in the construction of 
the soles or upper of the boots.

The members who signed the minor­
ity report do not'take expectlon to the 
finding of the majority in this respect, 
but take the ground that the evidence 
shows that the sample boots furnish­
ed and the boots manufactured there­
from were not suitable for active serv­
ice, and they*charge the govemmeht 
with negligence in not supplying a 
more suitable boot after they had been 
advised by General- Alderson and the 
Honorable Mr. Perley that the boots 
were not suitable for rough wear to 
wet weather.

Now the question as to what Is suit­
able boot for the exceptional condi­
tions which existed at Salisbury Plain 
and for the trenches In the flat coun­
try of the northwest of Prance and 
Belgium under winter conditions is a 
matter of opinion, and one upon which 
military experts differ. Some of the 
expert witnesses examined by the 
Committee were of the opinion that 
no boot made of leather could with­
stand the conditions which existed, 
and it was beyond controversy that 
the heavy English boot furnished to 
the British Army went to pieces under 
the conditions, mentfonedr An officer 
of the Foot Guards in a letter pub­
lished in “The Spectator” on January 
23rd, stated:

“If you know of a rich philanthro­
pist anxious to help us, tell him to 
send out good strong boots to the men, 
size eleven.

He did not re­
ceive the English boots until shortly 
before Christmas, so that the pair 
of Canadian boots had been the only 
boots which he had had for a period 
of four months. Private Ross testi­
fied as follows:

“At Kingston of the total number of 
boots Issued, 2,400 pairs, 430 pairs 
were said by a Departmental Board to 
have gone bad up to the third of De­
cember.

“Col. J. P. Landry, officer command­
ing the Fifth Infantry Brigade at Que­
bec of the Canadian Expeditionary 
Force, testified that there were Issued
6.500 pairs to the men of his brigade 
and only 65 pairs were condemned by 
the Boards of Enquiry, and that all of 
these 55 have since been repaired and 
re-issued to the men, so that the whole
5.500 pairs are still In use, after do­
ing service for some months."

MR. PUGSLEY AND ELECTIONS

William Pugsley arrived in the city 
on Saturday and. as is his invariable 
custom when coming here, had him­
self interviewed by a representative 
of the Times. If the day ever comes 
that Mr. Pugsley reaches St John and 
fails to produce in either the Tele­
graph or Times a partizan statement 
of his own “intentions" or the glories 
of the Grit party, then it may be taken 
ifor granted that he is contemplating 
another change in his political allegi­
ance. In the present case he is mere­
ly perturbed over the prospect of an 
election. Under big type his views 
are get forth on the front page of the 
Times as follows:

“It would be criminal to plunge 
the country into an election lu this 
critical moment of the Empire's 
history, to stir up feeling among 
the people of Vauada who are 
bound to take issues and sides. It 
is to be hoped there will be no 
political contests with so much at 
stake for the welfare of the coun­
try and the Motherland."
Mr. Pugsley's statement sounds 

well, as Mr. Pugsley’s statements al 
ways do. It is also quite as plausible 
as most of his utterances and intend­
ed to convey the impression that, like 
the other devoted patriots who follow 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, the speaker is 
suffering the greatest anxiety lest the 
one-min tied ness of Canada should be 
disturbed by an appeal to the ballot 
box. Mr. Pugsley and Ills colleagues 
did not entertain such deep regard for 
the united spirit of the country when 
trying in every possible manner to 
stir up strife and party rancour at Qt-

ln spite of the fact that the exis­
tence of the Empire Is at stake, in 
spite of the fact that thousands of 
Canada’s sons have gone to the tren­
ches and the battlefields of Europe 
there to risk the lives for the Em­
pire's flag, trfe Liberals at Ottawa, by 
their unceasing efforts to turn every 
occasion to partizan advantage, have 
been responsible for making the sess­
ion just closed one of the bitterest 
since the last election. And Mr. 
Pugsley has been as much to blame 
as any, and more culpable than mogL 
When the session opened the Liber­
als loudly talked of a truce but con­
tinued their sniping tactics under the 
cover of the white flag. As their bit­
terness increased they abandoned 
even the pretence of harmony and 
from that time to the close of the 
session opposed every motion on par­
tizan grounds and did their very best 
to hamper and impede the G over n- 
»ment in every way. Mr. Pugsley him­
self, aside from his foolish reference 
to “squid," was particularly desirous 
of delaying the programme of public 
works for St. John harbor. He want­
ed the entire vote cut in two and the 
extension of the breakwater to Part­
ridge Island postponed until another 
season. Yet this work was specifical­
ly asked for by the SL John Board of 
Trade, an organization which is sup­
posed to know no politics save the 
advancement of St. John.

For months past Mr. Pugsley was 
one of the conspicuous Liberals who 
devoted themselves to the congenial 
task of attempting to find material 
for scandal In the eupply department 
of the militia and thus hoped to cast 
discredit on the Government They 
succeeded in finding some instances 
where, in the stress of the moment, 
things were left undone which should 
have been looked after, but in no case 
did they find scandal or evidence of 
graft which could in any way be con­
strued into a reflection upon the Gov­
ernment or any member of it. In 
short they went fishing for whales 
and caught one or two minnows.

AROUSE IIDICIM 
OF EICLI5II PEOPLE

THE ARMY BOOTS.

>That the liberal members of the 
committee appointed to Investigate the 
charges that boots supplied to the 
Canadian soldiers were not of good 
quality approached their task in a 
partizan spirit is indicated by the fact 
that they thought it necessary to sub­
mit a minority report to Parliament, 
and that. In the report, they adhered 
to party lines. The Liberal members 
of the Board signed the minority re­
port although they had before them 
precisely the same evidence on which 
the majority based their findings. There 
was no necessity for such a division, 
for the enquiry was free and open, no 
desire being shown to hide any facts 
in the case no matter whether or not 
they were favorable. The witnesses 
were questioned by experienced men, 
Including members of the committee 
appointed by the Government as well 
as those selected by the opposition, 
and there was little divergence of 
opinion as to the facts when they were 
brought out. Where then, if the Lib­
eral members of that body were not 
desirous of putting the worst face on 
the matter for purely political rea­
sons, was the necessity for a minority 
report?

The Standard this morning publish­
es some of the evidence submitted by 
men who wore the boots at. Va leant 1er 
and at Salisbury. These men also 
wore English boots and are outspoken 
in their preference for the Canadian 
product. The only cause of complaint 
was that the Canadian boots were 
lighter than those served to the Eng­
lish army and while more comfortable 
were not calculated to stand the ex­
traordinary weather conditions en­
countered by our men when they went 
to Salisbury. For the matter of that 
it is not on record that the English 
boots were better in this respect, as 
reference to the evidence referred to 
will show that the English boot let in 
the water as well as the Canadian.

Conditions at Salisbury were not 
normal. The test to which the boots 
were subjected was such a test as is 
not likely to be applied again. Letters 
from soldiers at the front indicate that 
weather conditions on the battlefields 
of France are an improvement over 
those endured at Salisbury, where, for 
weeks the men were compelled to face 
steady rain and the accompanying evils 
of flooded country and deep mud. 
Under such circumstances tt Is a won­
der that any boots stood as well as the 
Canadian boots did.

Possibly if the Canadian boots had 
been of heavier construction, or built 
especially for weather such as that at 
Salisbury, the result might have been 
better but the Canadian militia de­
partment could not be expected to 
foresee what has been termed a "sec­
ond deluge” and, consequently, in 
adopting the type of boots favored by 
the Liberal government, and endeavor­
ing to improve on it where possible, 
the department did everything it could 
do. It only remained to see that the

"Germany’s submarine blockade is 
not worrying the people of Great 
Britain, though it is causing a deal of 
Indignation,” said Rev. A. W. E. Mc- 
Comb of Ixmdon, England, who arriv­
ed on the steamer Missanabie yester­
day. “When the German’s sink a 
merchant ship without warning and 
drown the passengers or members of 
the crew it rouses the anger of the 
people, because it Is not playing the

“Some passengers of the Missana­
bie went ashore In Halifax and circu­
lated a story that our ship had been 
chased by a submarine. It Is true the 
officers saw something which they 
took for a periscope of a submarine 
for a few minutes while the ship was 
off the south coast of Ireland, but it 
turned out to be some kind of a fish­
ing buoy. If it had been a submarine 
we would not be here. The thing that 
gave the officers a momentary start 
was only a short distance away."

Speaking of the situation in the old 
country Mr. McComb said business 
was going on very much as usual and 
owing to the enlistment of men in the 
army and the work in connection with 
looking after them there was rather 
less unemployment than usual. One 
feature of the situation which was 
causing some concern was the amount 
of drunkenness among the women of 
the lower classes.

"His hearers and readers were made 
up of every class of people from the 
poor down and outs to the very high­
est type of citizen. The high-brows of 
the colleges, the captains of Industry, 
the merchants and manufacturers, the 
great railroad magnates, bankers, law­
yers, doctors, governors of States, 
Congressmen, mayors, and hundreds of 
others went to make up his congrega-

“Great manufacturers heard him and 
organized their employes by hundreds 
and thousands and sent them to the 
tabernacle to hear the great preacher. 
All who heard him wanted to hear 
again.

“The Evening Telegraph of Phila­
delphia has a marvellous story of the 
good done in that city by this man, 
whom God Is blessing in such a re­
markable manner. The story is told 
in a wonderful editorial, taking up 
four columns.
‘This man has captured the press of 
this great city, which has given more 
space and more prominence than ever 
before given the one man or one move­
ment. Philadelphia is & better city 
as you leave it than when you came 
to 1L Philadelphia can never tabulate 
the good results of your campaign."

Mr. Haughton quoted from the edi­
torial, which showed that Billy Sunday 
had done great good in Philadelphia.

The Rev. Mr. Haughton considered 
the criticism that lots of people have 
heaped upon the man because Phila­
delphia, at .the end of this wonderful 
gospel campaign, gave him an offer­
ing amounting to $50,000. "Like the 
man in Christ’s day,” continued the 
preacher, “they cry out ‘To what pur­
pose is this waste?’

$113,000 to see a brutal prize fight. 
But the critics said nothing about that. 
Last fall seventy thousand fane gath­
ered in the New Haven Stadium and 
shouted themselves hoarse over a 
single football game, for which they 
paid $100,000 gate fees. Then they 
went down and spent, it is reckoned, 
as much more in riotous suppers. The 
cost of that one game would pay the 
entire cost of eleven weeks gospel 
campaign, Including the free will off­
ering.
