If anyone gets any bene-
fit from trade with the government except
the trader, then it must be clear that in
those great purchases made by the govern-
ment without discount, its officers must
be assisting the trader to get better prices

from the government than he can get any-
where else, for everywhere else he has to
give a discount. In other words some of
the government officers are serving two
masters and apparently succeeding with

Differences With Operators About Wage Schedule the Diffi-

_culty---Trouble

Not Likely to Be Settied Soon, as Com-

panies Hold Large stocks--Non-Union Fields Working.

Indianapolis, Ind., March 31—Two hun-|

dred and fifty thousand picks dropped
from the hands of as many bituminous coal
miners of the United States this evening,

not to be used again until a wage settle-
ment has been reached, a scale adopted
between the members of the United Mine
Workers of America and the coal operators
of the various fields.

The situation, however, does not indi-
cate a prolonged strike. An open winter
and industrial depression have left a large
stock of coal on hand, and the differences
between miners and operators are very
glight. It is practically agreed that the
present wage scale will be continued but
some policies in connection with the change
tonight in the national cfficers of the min-
ers organization and local differences be-
tween operators and miners have resulted
in temporary suspension from work until a
new wage scale is agreed to either by dis-
tricts or individual miners.

Until two years ago, the bituminous
coal mining wage of the country was bas-
ed upon the agreement reached in the Cen-
tral competitive field, consisting of Illin-
ois, Ohio, Indiana and western Pennsyl-
vania and considered as a unit. This unit
system was broken two years ago, when
President Mitchell signed a scale with
Tittsburg operators who agreed to pay the
scale demanded after operators of the other
three states had refused and the miners
won their fight in consequence. Opera-
tors signed the scale individually through-
out the country.

Since that time the miners have tried
to get back the unit rule, or interstate
agreement, but operators of western Penn-
sylvania, Ohio and Tllinois, after negotia-
tion, lasting all the past winter,- have re-
fused to meet in interstate convention
with the miners. As a last resort, Presi-
dent Mitchell called the miners in national
convention and district settlements were
authorized with the present wage scale as
a minimum. Failing to agree by districts,
miners were authorized to sign the present
ccale with operators individually.

President Mitchell tomorrow, is endeavor-
ing to revive the interstate unitsrule. In
the meantime district joint meetings are
being held in the various states.

Central Pennsylvania and the Black
coal district of Indiana county are the only

ana operators and miners in session at
Terre Haute, are adjusting their small dif-
ferences and have decided to continue at
work pending a settlement. There will be
no strike in this state. The Illinois dis-
trict meeting at Springfield has not reach-
ed an agreement, but the relations between
the opposition interests are friendly. West-
ern Pennsylvania had not reached an
agreement and the mines will close down,
throwing out of work 30,000 men. Ohio
mines will close also as no agreement has
been reached. .

The southwest district, consisting of
Miseouri, Kansas, Oklahoma, Texas and
Arkansas are holding a meeting in Kan-
cas City and it is eaid the miners will be
idle for a time. Thirty-five thousand min-
ers are affected. The miners of the Kan-
awha field in west Virginia are holding
their joint meeting at Huntington and
while no agreement has been reached, one
is expected.

The New River, Pocahontas and Fair-
mont fields are non-union and are not af-
fected.

THEY DON'T LIKE IT

One of the Federal government organs
is disposed to believe, or to argue, that
local patronage cominittees make trouble
for cabinet ministers and are largely re-
sponsible for such evils as have been
found flourishing in several of the depart-
ments. The government’s newspaper
apologists have been greatly disturbed by
the civil service report. They don’t like
it, but they are striving to hide the facts
under cover of a new zeal for honest gov-
ernment. It is moteworthy thet this
zeal was not in evidence ten days ago,
1t did not develop until the damaging
report hed been spread before the ocoun-
try. Onme of the government journals
says: ;

“The evil influence of appointments
made by political pull may eontinue even
after a change of gove';'nmen!c; while the
influence of a good appointment, in like
manner, may survive several changes of
government. The minister should have
a fres hand. He is responaible for the
working of the department. He ought
to heve the powers commensurate with
his responsibility. He ought to be al-
Jowed to select as his chief assistants
and counsellors men who sare in sym-
pathy with his policy, ‘and who will loy-
nllyarryouthiaidmmdbring credit
upon the administration. He ought not
to be worried by local patronage commit-
tess. He ought not to be hampered by
conditione created by his predecessors,
nor by traditions arising within the dvil
service itself.”

The foregoing has a pious sound, but
it leaves much to be desired. How comes
it, for example, that ministers who have
beenlonginoﬁoehbvenotdmingtheir
years of power prevented or corrected
the startling sbuses which the commis-
gion exposed? As for the patronage com-
mittees, the ome with which St. John is
most familiar was selected with the ap-
mvﬁhdoedatthohuhme,ofl{on.

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~« WOMEN WHO GLORY IN MURDERS

COMMITTED IN FREEDOM’S NAME

| Striking and Typical Stories Showing the Part Women Are
Playing in the Warfare Against the Russian Government
—A *Sister of Mercy’” Who Carried Bombs in a Basket,
and a Laboratory for the Manufacture of Infernal Ma-
chines—Plots to Assassinate the Czar That Were Plan-
ned by Women—Petticoat Rebels Who Devote Them-
selves to Corrupting the Soldiers. \

8t. Petersburg, March 17—That a lot of
women are mixed up in the revolutionary
struggle in Russia, every one who reads
the papers must know. They get arrested
now and then for assassinating somebody,
or, as more frequently happens, for trying
todoitandmaln'ngamessoftheghast-
ly job. And when they get arrested their
stories get in the news. But few readers
can have any conception of how many
plotters in petticoats there are in the
's domain, or of the prodigious in-
fluence they wield in the movement for
overthrowing the government.
“In Russia all extremes meet,” says the
proverb. Though in many respects the
most conservative country in the world
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there are more of what are called “eman-
cipated” women within its borders than
are found in any of those lands which
boast & much more advanced state of civ-
ilization. They devote themselves to the
revolution with boundless enthusiasm.
Though belonging to what ‘is sometimes
termed the “timid” sex, they far surpass
their masculine colleagues in daring and
resourcefulness. Risks from which men
will shrink appalled they eagerly accept.
That the end justifies the means is an
erticle of the revolutionary creed which
they believe implicitly. Firm in that faith,
they will undertake to blow one man, or
@ hundred men, into the next world with
no more qualms of conscience usually than
the ordinary individual experiences when
he sets traps for rats or other vermin.
Execution, confinement in loathsome dun-
geons, banishment to Siberia—any form of
punishment that may be meted out to
them—most of them regard as a glorious
form of martyrdom. .

.

* ' The prisons are full of them; Siberia has
ewallowed up a host of them; and yet
their numbers are increasing continually.
They generally are young, sometimes beay-
tiful and invariably intelligent. There are
hundreds of remarkable women among
them. What in any other cause would
be called eelf-sacrificing heroism is with

and how they play it, I have set down
here a few typical and true stories which

might be extended to fill a volume.

Not least among these female rebels
against Czardom is Wanda Dobrodzicha,
who is in an Austrian prison .awaiting the
decision of the extradition court. While
a student at the St. Petersburg Univer-
sity she joined the revolutionary move-
ment. She longed to “do something great”
—tc prove her devotion to the cause by
putting some high official out of the way.
In August, 1906, her opportunity came.
The governor-general of Poland was sen-
tenced to death by her party. Wanda
begged the committee to allow her to plan
and execute his “removal,” as the mur-
der of an official is called.

She got carte blanche, and took up her
residence in Wamsaw, where the governor

general lives. She and her younger

brother, who obeyed her instructions, and |

played only a minor part in the plot, took
a flat in Natolinska street, next door to

‘the house occupied by the German vice

consul, Von Lange, a young man who
had arrived recently in Russia, and there-
fore knew little about the inhabitants.
Von Lange was walking down the street
one morning, when a man dressed in the
uniform of an artillery officer stopped
him, hit him twice full in the face and
ran off.

Von Lange at once telegraphed an in-
dignant account of the insult he had re-
ceived at the hands of a Russian officer
to his embassy at St. Petersburg. The gov-
ernor-general did all he could to trace
the insulter, but failed. As a matter of
fact it was no other than the brother of
Wanda, dressed up as an officer in an
old uniform bought from a Hebrew dealer
in second-hand clothes.

But the trick had the desired effect, for
the governor-general had instructions
from Bt. Petersburg to call in the German
vice consul and apologize for a Russian
officer’s misconduct. This, of course, was
just what Wanda wanted to bring the
governor-general into the street in which
she lived. For three days she and her
brother kept watch on the balcony await-

At hatching plots these feminine foes of
putocracy are far more ingenious than the
men..

Needless to say,
the noise made was terrific and the police
in attendance on the cortege, losing their
heads completely, rushed after the car
riage instead of remaining behind to find
the plotters, although they knew whence
the bombs-had been thrown.

In a minute the street was empty.
Wanda and her brother rushed out, hat-
less, and, running to the nearest cab, got
nto it, screaming wildly, “Go on quickly!
Quickly!” By the time the police had
searched the Natolinska street the girl
Wwas at the other end of the town. Had it
not been for a small piece of carelessness
she never would have been traced. She
left her passport behind in the room where
the balcony was. It was a false passport,
made out in an English name ; but after a
whole fourteen months’ search the Rus-
sian police traced her and it to Cracow
and satisfied themselves that it had been !
used by her. By that time she had left
Russia. When arested in Austria she said
she was sorry her fright had led her to
| seek safety in flight, and regretted that
i she had not given herself up to the police
| then and there. She declares that if the
| revolutionary cause is to prosper it must
| not be robbed of its martyrs. She is quite
| willing to make one of them and endure
the horrors of a lifelong Siberian exile.
That is another illustration of the differ
ence between the-men and women who go
in for bomb throwing and the rest of the
revolutionary programme. A man will
risk exile to Siberia, but he will try his
bardest to escape it. He never yearns
after martyrdom in the cause of revolu-
tion. Luckily for Wanda, she has a hus-
band—she married him after her failure to

plot ranks among the cleverest that has
been perpetrated in Russia for a long time.
The idea of dressing up‘as an officer and
insulting the German Vice Consul in order
to entice a high official into a secluded
street is distinctly original. The Revolu-
tionaries affirm that the women’s plots are
always the best concocted—where the
weaker “colleagues” fail is in their execu-
tion. This is why many committees favor
the method of getting the women to plan
the attempts and the men to carry them
out.

, The recent unsuccessful plof against the
]Czar, which, thanks to a Cossack at the
i Peterhof Palace; who betrayed the Revolu-
| tionaries, was discovered just before it
was ripe, resulted in the trial of a large
number of Revolutionaries, 50 per cent of
whom were women and young girls. - The
head of this large and powerful group was
also a girl, Nina Zalinjano, known
in her party as “Comrade Nina.”
She planned the death of Pawlow, the
Martial Procurator, and of Von Launio,
head of the town of Petersburg. It was
with her bombs that both these men were
killed. She lived as a fashionable milliner |
in Petersburg; but behind her showrooms |
was a large laboratory, fitted up with ma- |
terials used in bomb-making and contain- |
ing large stores of firearms and ammuni- |
tion. To her may be charged the attempt |
to blow up the train in which Stolypin |
and the Grand Duke Nicholas Nichola-
vitch were traveling to Peterhof in the
spring of 1907 and the subsequent plot to
kill the Czar and his family.

It was \after the failure to blow up the
train that the police fell upon traces that |
led to the discovery of Nina’s laboratory.
But it took some months to arrest her, as
she was traveling continually under false
rames between Moscow and Peterhof.
Finally Nina was condemned to death, but
her sentence has been commuted to life-
long exile in Siberia. |

The women who helped her in the plot |
against the Czar, and who made friends |
with the Cossacks who keep guard at tbef
palace are: Zubowa, Mary Prokoflewa,
Olga Emme. Anna Pigit, Tarasowa, Feo-
dosiewa and Pedhowowa. The life history
of each of these women would provide
material for a sensational novel, but space
forbids more than a mere sketch of each.

sworn to convert soldiers and sailors to|

the revolutionary cause at all costs, go
into the lowest resorts which they fre-
quent and do not hesitate to eacrifice
everything that women hold most eacred
in order to win them over. It is another
case of the end justifying the means. It is

broken out in Russia during the last four
years have been hatched in these dens by
women of so-called “intelligent
classes.”

Mary Prokoflewa, who lived with one
of the male conspirators in the character
of a maidservant and used to let in all
the accomplices when meetings were. held
in Peterhof, is a sister of the man who
blew up the “Grgnd Hotel” in Petersburg
while making bombe in 1906. She was the
fiancee of Sazonow, who killed Minis-
ter Plevhe some years ago. Tarasowa and
Feodosiewa are both married women—
their husbands were lawyers and have
been hanged.

It was “Nina” who used to receive the
Cossack Kola and tried to persuade him
to help murder-the Czar, promising an ex-
alted place in the “party”’ if he would do
so. He visited her several times and pre-
tended to enter into her plans. But after
each meeting with her he went to the
police at Peterhof and gave a detailed
account of the interview. Nina’s great
confederate was a telegraph clerk named
Naumon, who had been sent to Siberia
some years ago and escaped thence to
Petersburg.

It would be'an endless task to enumer

ate all the women who have been and are
still implicated in the Russian revolution-
ary movement. They nearly all end their
careers in Siberia, where they go to the
settlements set apart for political offend-
ers. Some even work in the imperial fam-
ily’s copper and ealt mines in the Ural
Mountains. This fate has been reserved
for those who belonged to “Comrade Ni-
na's” organization. A new trial of twenty
women is about to take place in Peters-
burg, and there is little doubt that they
have had some connection with “Nina,”
as their names appeared on lists found in
her lodging. They are charged with in-

The Japanese label will differ from the
label on the Scotch firm in some inconse-
quential particulars, discernible only
through close comparison. So far as the
ignorant Japanese, ignorant of English is
concerned, this difference would not excite
suspicion and the native consumer pur-
chases the Japanese imitation in the be-
lief that he-is getting the imported arti-
cle.
