Shipping of Yarmouth.
We publish to-day our customary List of 

Shipping belonging to Yarmouth at the begin 
ning of the year, together with other statistics 
which show the steady growth of the mercan­
tile marine of Yarmouth lor more than a 
century.

It will be seen that during the past year 
there were lost 6 vessels, amounting to 2,77; 
tons ; sold, 27 vessels, amounting to 5,279 tons. 
Total lost and sold, 33 vessels, aggreagting 8,- 
050 tons. After striking off these, the list 
shows an increase at the commencement of 
this year, as compared with that of Jan. 1, 1875, 
of 10,757 tons—a very remarkable increase 
when it is considered how dull a year it has 
been for the shipping interest. It is gratifying 
to perceive that the losses hav been fewer 
than usual.

There are now building, or under contract to 
be built, seventeen vessels of a large class, their 
aggregate tonnage being about 19,400 tons—or 
an average of over 1100 tons each.

The exhibit is a highly satisfactory one. It 
-peaks for itself, and affords the best proof of 
the undaunted, indomitable spirit of enterprise 
of the shipowners of Yarmouth.— Herald.
