The 
higher the intelligence manifested in 
training, the better will the matured 
horse be prepared to do the will of its 
master. Let us, then, commence at

Agriculture
It is comparatively an easy matter 

to turn out sheep too early in spring. 
While it is, of course, desirable to 

allow them to have grass as soon as 
it can be secured in the spring, yet 
care should be taken not to turn out 
entirely. While we may be able to 
keep the sheep in fairly good condi- 
tion on dry feed, yet to insure the 
best growth, not only of the animal, 
but also of the wool, green food should 
be given whenever possible, and 
especially to the breeding ewes. In 
order to keep them thrifty and heal- 
thy, and at the same time furnish a 
full supply of milk to keep the lambs 
growing, green food is almost a neces- 
sity. But it is better not to turn into 
the pastures too early. It will answer 
to let them have the run for two or 
three hours each day, when the 

weather is pleasant, but in cold, wet 
or stormy weather it will be much 
better to feed under shelter, and this 
is especially the case with sheep that 
have been reasonably well sheltered 

all winter. It is certainly poor man- 
agement to keep sheep all winter, 
taking pains to feed and shelter so as 
to obtain a good growth in flesh and 
wool, and then in the spring, just 
when they need the feed and care the 
worst, to turn them out and let them 
look out for themselves. It is an easy 
matter to stunt the growth of the 
wool sheep and the lambs, and a 
stunted growth is never desirable in 
anything. The longer we farm, the 
more thoroughly satisfied do we be-

much profit as we could.

The farmers who properly feed and 
care for their sheep are able to show 
a profit, while those that turned them 
out to forage for themselves find they 
are keeping sheep at a loss, and quit 
almost every other line of farming.

Breaking Colts.

Of all practices to be condemned in 
horse breeding, that of breaking colts 
cannot be too severely criticised. The 
age for breaking has passed. To-day, 
recognizing the fact that we are deal- 
ing with intelligent beings, we train 
the colts as we would the children. 
In doing this, the severe measures of 
years ago have no place. The sled 
stake and raw-hide can be put one 
side, and brute force abandoned. The 
colt that cannot be taught to obey by 
the use of intelligent methods, never 
will make a safe horse, for something 
is lacking in its made-up.

Kindness, firmness, and intelligence, 
these are the three prime factors in 
horse training to-day, and the man 
who neglects to exercise these is not 
fit to be trusted with the care of a polt 
Acting on the principle that we are 
dealing with a creature that thinks 
and reasons, then the higher thought 
and reason of the trainer gives him 
control, and all that is necessary is 
patience in showing the animal just 
what is wanted and how to do it. 
Brute force never developed speed ; it 
never made the horse safe to drive; 
but instead, by teaching it to trust 
the word of its master, it knows no 
fear ; by showing it what was wanted, 
speed has resulted.

Let us, then, leave the breaking of 

colts to be forgotten. The term means 
too much that is cruel, and belongs 
not to our age. It means a complete 
destruction of individuality in the 
animal, and the doing of something 
because it cannot do aught else. This 
is not willing obedience, but obedience 
through fear. It has been this break- 
ing of colts that has given us our

breeding purposes, but as a part of 
the dairy herd no cow should be kept 

after she has passed her prime. If an 
individual account were kept with our 

cows, many of them would be sacri- 
ficed. But everybody knows, or 
ought to know, without keeping such 
an account, that an old cow is profit- 
less. The herd ought to be started 
with young cows. and should be kept 
young. On many farms, especially 
in the less enterprising farming dis- 
tricts, the cows are kept from year to 
year until the herd—usually small, it 
is true—is principally composed of 
animals that are kept at a loss; and 
there is a vast number of cows that 
have been kept so long that when 
they are marketed scarcely anything 
can be got for them. Thus there is 
loss of feed in feeding such cows and 
loss of price by not selling them 

sooner.

maintain a steady growth all the 
time, and in the spring, after feeding 
all winter, do not turn into the pas- 
ture until the weather has become 
settled, and there is a sufficient 
growth of grass to keep them in a 
thrifty condition ; by allowing them a 
short run every day in the early pas- 
tures, and then feeding a little dry 
feed night and morning until their 
growth in the pastures has been 
secured, a much better condition of 
health and growth may be maintained.

New Brunswick Claims.

Liquidators Appointed.
His Honor the Chief Justice was en­

gaged from Thursday till noon yes­
terday, hearing arguments of counsel 
for applicants for the position of 
liquidators of the Maritime Bank, 
when he delivered judgment, appoint- 
ing Hon. David McLellan, Provincial 
Secretary, Hon. E. McLeod, Q. C., ex- 
Attorney General, and Mr. J. G. Tay­
lor, agent of the Halifax Banking 
Company at St. John. The appoint­
ments caused considerable surprise, 
inasmuch as Messrs Vanwart, Collier, 
and Sturdee who received the greatest 
number of votes of the stockholders 
and creditors, were entirely overlook­
ed. Objection was taken to them that 
they were interested parties to a cer­
tain extent, but that certainly lies 
against at least one, and possibly two 
of the liquidators selected. However, 
they are gentlemen in whom the com­
munity have confidence, and may be 
expected to discharge their difficult 
duties satisfactorily. The sooner they 
can settle up the whole miserable 
business and bury it in oblivion, the 
better. The Maritime Bank disaster 
will form one of the darkest chapters 
in the financial history of New Bruns­
wick, and if the parties who are re­
sponsible for the wreck escape unpun­
ished, there will be a precedent for 
future generations to rob widows and 
orphans, to desolate homes, and ruin 
honest men, and yet escape a practi­
cal condemnation.

But what are the 
facts, gentlemen ? What are the facts of the 
case. The Irish people are as free for all 
practical purposes as you in this town hall.

He presented his 
case in calm, moderate language, and 
he made converts to Home Rule 
wherever he addressed the people 
But Mr. O’Brien has a different mis­
sion. He comes to stir up strife, to 
engender hatred, to insult the highest 
official in the land, forsooth because 
that official, Mr. O’Brien alleges, has 
done injustice to his own employes. 
What have the people of Canada todo 
with the relatione between Lord Lans­
downe and his tenant ? We know, 
and choose to know the Governor 
General only in his official capacity, 
and it is none of our business how he 
manages his private affairs in Ireland.

Blake’s little Telegram to Victoria.
When the constitution of the Senate was 

under discussion the other day, in the House 
of Commons, Mr. Charlton, an Ontario Grit, 
went out of hie way to dig up some canvasses 
of the recent elections, charging among other 
things thet the Government retained a ma­
jority in Parliament, by means of the gerry­
mander, the franchise act end boodle. This 
brought Sir John A. Macdonald to his feet, 
and for a few minutes be kept the Grite in 
hot water by reviewing their expectations of 
a victory even after the 22nd of February. 
His reading of Mr. Blake’s telegram to the 
Victoria Grits, after Blake knew hie party 
was beaten, created great amusement in the 
House.

said: Ae regarde the statement that we do 
not represent the people of Canada, thet we 
are not here by a full fair expression of the 
majority of the people —that I deny ; and the 
etatement ie only made by hon. genteman 
opposite because they were utterly disap­
pointed by the result of the election. Al­
though there wee the gerrymander bill, as 
they call it, although there was this objection 
end that objection, hon. gentlemen opposite 
were satisfied that they were going to carry 
the country. There le indubitable evidence 
that they made arrangemente in the belief 
that they were going to be transferred from 
the cool shades of opposition to thie side of 
the Houee. There ie indubitable evidence 
before us and before the country, that hon. 
gentlemen were 80 satisfied of that, that all 
the preliminary arrangemente of many of 
them were made so that they could at once 
take full possession and

GOVERN THIS COUNTRY.

Here in Ottawa, in Toronto, and other great 
centres we koow that there were proscription 
lists made out, equal to those which were 
prepared by the old Roman triumvirates, to 
cat off the heads of the unfortunate Conser- 
who had offices worth anything, and perhaps 
in a great many cases their successors were 
already indicated.

Yes, for 
fear 8f being dismissed by the incoming Gov­
ernment. The policy of vovictis was going 
to be carried out to the utmoet extent; and 
I ask the hon. gentlemen if that doee not 
prove that they fully expected to carry the 
country, gerrymander or no gerrymander. I 
ask the hon. gentlemen opposite if they did 
not believe until the last hour that they were 
going to carry the country. The people of 
Canada had before them the whole policy of 
the Government of the day for the last eight 
years; they had before them the statements 
of a different policy which would be pursued 
by hon. gentlemen opposite, and the people 
of Canada ehowed their approval of the 
policy of the Government, both ae to its 
legislation and ite administration, by return­
ing a large majority in ite favor. It was a 
very remarkable thing that they ebould have 
done 80 for the third time in succession, be­
cause we all know that just as the people of 
Athene tired of hearing Aristides called •• the 
just,” so the people of Canada might be sup- 
posed to be

TIRED OF HEARING

that the National Policy was a success, that 
the building of the Canadian Pacific Rail­
way was an exhibition of great administra- 
tive ability end boldness, and had raised the 
prestige and credit of Canada to an enormous 
extent, and therefore it might naturally be 
supposed that we could not last forever, and 
hon. gentlemen oppoeite might fairly expect 
that their turn would come. But it wae the 
ingrained opinion of the people of Canada 
that the five years administration of bon. gen­
tlemen oppoeite were five yeare of misfortune, 
disaster end incapacity of every kind. Not­
withanding all our faults, all our sborteom- 
inge, all our errors, they thought it better to 
keep us, after eight years of mismanagement 
according to the statement of these hon. 
gentlemen, and to give us a commission to 
misgovern the country for five years more. I 
eaid I would challenge the hon. gentlemen to 
say whether they did not expect to carry the 
country beyond a doubt.

They have a Grit party, or the nucleus of 
one, in the town of Victoria, in British 
Columbia; and they, believing these tele- 
grams—and it was a wonder that the Grite, 
knowing what their press was, did believe 
them—telegraphed to the hon, leader of the 
Opposition, their hearty congratulations on 
hie glorious victory. That telegram, accord­
ing to its date, left Victoria at 2.37 the next 
day, the 23rd of February. By that time I 
think it was pretty well known that thie 
majority of eight wee rather mythical than 
otherwise; but on the 24th, two days after 
the election, the hon. leader of the Opposi­
tion telegraphed: “Thanks for your con- 
gratulations ; work with ell your heart and 
complete the victory.” So that two days 
after hon. gentlemen oppoeite had been 
beaten, horse, foot and dragoons, such was 
the impression upon their minds thet they 
would not believe the plainest facie, and they 
still believed that they had carried the coun- 
try, and that the reign of corruption was 
over.

Attorney General Blair and Sur­
veyor General Mitchell, last week at 
Ottawa, had an interview with Sir 
Charles Tupper respecting the pro­
vincial demand for interest of the 
railway claim, of which principal was 
paid three years ago. Sir Charles 
after hearing the argument of the 
delegation, promised to examine the 
papers relative to the claim and sub­
mit the matter to his colleagues. 
Messrs. Blair and Mitchell also called 
together the ministerial members from 
New Brunswick Saturday afternoon 
and asked their co-operation in press­
ing upon the Government the above 
claims. The members present were 
Weldon of Albert, Wood, Burns, Wil­
mot, Temple and Hale, Landry and 
Baird being out of town. A sub-com- 
mittee was named to prepare a me­
morial to the Government and to re­
port the same to the members at the 
meeting.

Referring to the charges made in 
Parliament last session by Ananias 
Cameron, M. P., for Huron, against 
the administration of Indian affaire 
and upon which Mr. Gregory largely 
based his assaults' upon the Govern­
ment in the recent election. Sir John 
A. Macdonald who has control of the 
department, says. “ On examination 
into them which I caused to be made, 
I found the charges, from beginning 
to end, to be a mass of falsehoods, 
without one single merit of candor or 
honeety in the statements. There 
never was a more unjust, a more dis­
honest, a more untruthful attack made 
eince the beginning of the world to 
this date, than was made on the De­
partment at that time."

A TERRIBLE DISASTER. ohn J. Weddall. CHEVIOTS,oA British Columbia Coal Mine 
Explosion..

In which nearly two hundred lives 
are lost, *

A terrible explosion of gas took place last 

Wednesday evening in the No. I shaft of the 
Vancouver Coal company’s mine at Napeimo, 
British Columbia, in which there were up- 
wards of 160 minera at the time. The first 
intimation thoee on the surface, had of the 
explosion was a terrible shock, followed by a 
outburst of thick black emeke through the 
air shaft. The first explosion was quickly 
followed by a second one, stronger than the 
first, carring pieces of wood, miners’ lampe, 
etc., hundreds of feet into the air. In a few 
minutes flames commenced to issue through 
the air shaft with a loud roaring noise. In a 
short time the fan house caught fire end was 
quickly consumed. In the meantime nine 
white men and four Chinese were brought 
oat through No. 1 or hoisting shaft. R. 
Gibson, foreman, miraculously escaped from 
the lower elope by following the air course, 
following his way to the stable, where he 
was met by a rescuing party. Rescuing 
parties continued to attempt to reach the 
entombed men, but were able to rescue only

entertained for the safety of the imprisoned 
men.

A LATER DESPATCH.

The river Saint John during the past week 
bee rieen to a height never before experienced 
by living man. It has surpassed ell possible 
conjecture of its ability to rise. The floods 
toe have proved very disastrous to property 
end business is largely suspended, commuai-. 
cation with the outside districts being in 
many instances, impossible, and generally 
hasardons. The waters hare come up end 
up till all the rear portions of this city are 
submerged. Brunswick street fronting on 
the .old cemetery from - York to Regent 
streets, wee about the tint to be covered by 
the water, which is now over two feet deep 
in that locality. Lansdowne street and Col­
lege Road ere under water. All along Water­
loo Row the flood reaches the very edge of 
the street. The bridge at Ketchum's ie 
covered, and below the Victoria Mille all 
communication with the lower country is cut 
off. At the bridge approach the water is 
running over Carletan street, three feet in 
depth. Pedestrians reach the bridge across 
a pontoon of scows moored, and teams have 
great difficulty in fording the rushing waters. 
At the foot of Regent street the waters have 
complete control, reaching by the gutters 
right up to Queen street. Officers Square is 
covered to a depth of two feet, end canoeing 
parties daily traverse this locality. The, 
West End is even worse off if possible, I 
Estey’s mill, Brown’s blacksmith shop, and 
in fact all the buildings fronting on the river 
in that vicinity are partially under water. 
The water works are silent, two feet of the 
liquid element covering the engine room, and 
rendering the engines useless. The water 
supply is kept up by the steam fire engine 
“Amoskeag,” which is doing the work well. 
Thera will be no gas, commencing to-night; 
the. works being flooded. The furnaces in 
the Normal School, the churches end the 
Parliament Buildings are useless. Almost 
every cellar in the city is floodsd, and large 
quantities of goods stored there are destroy- 
ed. The steamboats have to land opposite 
Mr. Andrew Inches residence, Waterloo Row, 
all the wharves being out of sight, and still ■ 
the floods show no signs of subsiding, al-1 
though there hea been no perceptible rise I 
since yesterday at noon. But it is

OUTSIDE OF FREDERICTON 
that the full effect of the floods is being felt. 
At Gibson the workshops and depot of the 
Northern end Western Railway are under 
water. Lower St. Mary's is completely sub­
merged and the people have forsaken the 
lower flats of their houses. Throughout Mau- 
gerville end Sheffield, scarcely an uncovered 
epet is to be seen, end the water has reached 
a great depth. Mr. Geo. A. Perley’s bouse has 
five feet of water in it, and may of his neigh­
bora have a like experience. The schools end 
churches are closed, and there are no means of

b THE FRESHET OF 1831, 

When the Citizens of Frederioton 
Navigated Queen Street

in Canoes,

And some of them Slept a night in 
College Hall.

To the Elitor of the Meer :
S1x.—Some of the old residents of Freder- 

icton witnessed a- greater overflow of the 
River than that of the memorable 1854, 
lately alluded to in the press. Your corres- 
pondent has a vivid recollection of the great 
fresbet in the spring of 1881, caused by an 
ice jam at the abort ferry. The upper and 
lower parts of the town were flooded, the 
water came down Queen street as far as Wil- 
mot’s Alley, and flowed upward to Regent 
street. Canoes and boate were in requisition, 
and your correspondent we Robert Fulton, 
Chief Clerk in the Provincial Secretary’s 
Office, embark in a canoe at the corner of 
Regent Street, to go to his office for some ne-: 

h weary papers. Grave apprehensions were 
felt that the ice would ehove in from above 
and wreck the bonses; cattle were driven 
upon the hill, and the writer’s father had 
hay readssuaded on a cart to be taken to 
the hill, with hie cowe, at a moment’s notice. 
Mr. Wm. Taylor had a large boat drawn up to 

the door of Me residence, opposite the old 
Market Honse, prepared to embark hie family 
for the high land. Welch was kept above 
town, and guns were to be fired to warn the 
inhabitants of impending danger from moving

brance, nor bow eagerly he still looked 
for them every Saturday for a long time, 
thinking that perhaps Editha was away or 
sick, and could not send them for the 
time.
