As this 
clause stood originally the city wanted 
to be allowed to take over the entire 
road and plant in case of insolvency, 
ito the exclusion of other creditors. This 
was arbitrary tn the general opinion 
of the aldermen. Another clause pro­
vides for the forfeiture of the franchise 
in case the company discontinue run- 
ming cars for 80 days, and the city is 
thus protected.

3. The clause levying a $5 car license 
is stricken out.

Points now at issue:
1. The question of costs. This matter 

can easily be settled between the par­
ties. The amount has been agreed up- 
on, but the method of payment has yet 
to be decided.

2. The question of hauling radial 
company’s cars to Springbank. There 
was hardly any necessity for leaving 
this matter open at all, because Mr. 
Break, as intimated in paragraph 4 of 
the company’s concessions, agrees to 
the demands of the radial company.

3. The optional clause. This is the 
only serious stumbling block. The com­
pany has no objection to the clause 
proper, which is identical with the 
same clause in the horse-and-mule fran­
chise. What they kick against vigor­
ously is the Incorporation of the follow- 
ing rider, which has been deemed neces­
sary by the city solicitor: “Provided, 
also, that the company shall be bound 
to accept in its entirety and as to all 
streets mentioned therein any such op­
tion as shall be given to them, and shall 
not be entitled to accept the same as to 
part or parts thereof.”

The option clause provides that the 
present company must have notification 
of any new offer or proposal to electrify 
city streets other than those mentioned 
in the bylaw, and shall be allowed 30 
days in which to decide whether to 
build the same extensions themselves 
or allow a rival company to come in. 
The rider binds them to accept such 
option in its entirety, and will not give 
them any choice of certain streets. 
This the company's representatives 
state is a vital point with them, and 
thev will not accede to it.

The city solicitor advises the council 
to insist in the rider. If the rider is 
insisted on London will not have any 
electric road—for quite a time, at least.

On the other hand, it is for the coun­
cil to say whether the clause is suffi­
ciently strong without the rider to war­
rant its exclusion.

Clam Consuming, Convivial Coney Island 
Has a $300,000 Blaze—Other Fires.

Coney Island, N. Y., May 18.—Shortly 
after 9 a.m. fire started in Fetman’s 
dancing pavillion on the Main avenue 
here, and that building, with fifteen 
small wooden structures, has been 
burned. The firemen are unable to get 
the fire under control, and it is feared 
most of the buildings at the lower end 
of West Brighton will be burned.

The following are among the build­
ings burned: O’Brien’s Hotel, St.Nicho- 
las Hotel, Stubenberg’s Hotel and many 
others.

Coney Island, May 16.—A call for aid 
was sent to surrounding towns and 
Brooklyn when the fire this morning 
broke out, and a number of engines and 
hose companies hurried to the scene. 
At 11:40 the flames crossed Surf avenue 
and caught into the other block, which 
they threatened with destruction. Sev­
eral engines of the Brooklyn fire de­
partment arrived at noon, and began 
throwing streams on the flames. The 
fire was raging fiercely, and it looked 
as if the entire lower Brighton dis­
trict would go, but at 1 p.m. the flames 
were under control. Loss estimated be­
tween $250,000 and $300.000.

Cornwall, May 16.—The fruit and 
confectionery establishment of Lally 
& Cotanagh, in Mack’s block, corner 
of Pitt and First strecets, was destroy­
ed by fire early this morning. The 
G. N. W. Telegraph office, which was 
in connection with the store, was also 
destroyed, but at 4 a.m. Mr. Lally, the 
local manager, had a staff of men at 
work, and the telegraph service was 
in operation at the Rossmore Hotel 
temporarily at 8 a.m. Loss about $3,- 
600; insurance, $1,900.

Aylesford, N. S., May 16.—The ware- 
rooms of L. O. Neilly, dealer in agri­
cultural implements, flour and feed, 
were destroyed by fire this morning. 
The Massey-Harris Company, of To­
ronto. had stored in the building sev­
eral hundred dollars’ worth of imple­
ments and repairs.

Cannot Get at the Cuban Insurgents-A 
Guerilla Warfare.

Havana, May 17.—The Cuban Insur­
gents are making tremendous ad­
vances.

I have often pointed out that while 
this tariff discriminated very heavily, 
in our judgment, against the whole pro­
ducing classes, it was almost equally 
unjust to certain classes of manufac­
turers. and that is in the nature of a 
protective tariff. What is one man’s 
finished product is another man’s raw 
material, and the consequence is that 
when you impose taxation in that fash­
ion, you are very apt to hurt one manu­
facturer proportionately as you assist 
another. Now, sir, that has been very 
notably the case of late years with re­
spect to several very important 
classes of manufacturers — all those 
who work in iron.

Let us have some fair play, let 
us have some justice, let us have some 
reason in these matters, and if you are 
going to allow your cotton manufac­
turers and your woolen manufacturers 
and other manufacturers free materi­
als. why in heaven’s name discrimin­
ate against the iron manufacturers?- 
Sir Richard Cartwright in Parliament.

It can only be boiled or steam­
ed until tender. Then it should be 
served with a drawn butter sauce, a 
plain white sauce, or a cream sauce. 
The chefs all have their especial sauces, 
but asparagus steamed is the favorite 
dish, and the sauce is only the chef’s 
attempt to improve on nature. Many 
people are so luxurious that they only 
have served the tender tips of the 
stalks. If they only knew it, the true 
flavor is not in the tips. A barbarous 
way of serving this delightful vege­
table is to broil it on toast after steam­
ing or boiling. This only serves to make 
it tough. One of the most delightful 
ways of serving asparagus is to first 
steam a lot of carefully selected stalks, 
drain dry. cover with broken ice until 
thoroughly chilled, and then serve with 
mayonnaise, or, preferably, with a plain 
French dressing of oil, cayenne, salt 
and wine vinegar. Try cold asparagus. 
As a luncheon releve it has no superior.

230-232 Dundas St. The bill introduced into the House of 
Commons by Mr. Geo. E. Casey, M. P. 
for West Elgin, should have the earn­
est attention of every railway man, 
whether employer or employe, in the 
country, so that the author of the meas­
ure can be supplied with every neces­
sary assistance to make the measure as 
fair and practicable as possible.

Mr. Casey gives his bill this title, "An 
Act to amend the Railway Act by pro­
viding greater security for passengers 
and employes, and in other respects.”

Section 1 provides that all cars fitted 
with air brakes shall, within two years 
from the passing of the act, be provided 
with an automatic device in the hose 
coupling of the brakes, or in the train 
pipes, so arranged that after the cars 
are coupled the connection between 
such brakes and the air-pump on 
the locomotive cannot be broken, 
or the coupling deranged, acci­
dentally or otherwise, without the 
knowledge of the engineer, and that 
his assistance, by operating the air- 
pump, shall be required in opening or 
closing the connection of the air-brakes 
throughout the train.

Sections 2 and 3 enact that every box 
freight car built in Canada for use on 
Canadian railways shall, after the pass­
ing of the act, be provided with the 
following attachments for the security 
of railway employes:

(a) Automatic extension running 
boards, so arranged that there shall be 
a continuous pathway from car to car;

(b) A continuous rail, with sufficient 
and firm supports, at a height of three 
feet, on one side of each running board, 
along the roof of the car;

(c) Outside ladders on both sides of 
one end of the car, projecting far 
enough below the frame of the car to 
allow of a step of the ladder being 
placed below the frame, and provided 
with such step—such ladders to be 
placed close to the end of the tide to 
which they are attached;

(d) Arched iron rails, extending from 
the top of the end support of the run- 
ing-board rail above provided for, and 
from a similar support on the other side 
of such running-board, at the end of the 
car to which such ladders are attached, 
to the side of the ladders at the corner 
of the roof of the car.

Every such car, the property of the 
Canadian railways, for use in Canada, 
shall, within three years from the pass­
ing of this act, be fitted with the fore­
going attachments.

The penalty for building cars not fit­
ted with such attachments shall be $10 
for each car, and $5 for each car for 
every day during which a car not so 
fitted is used.

Section 4 provides that all cars fitted 
with automatic couplings shall be cou­
pled together when made up in a train 
with cars not so fitted. All flat cars 
must be coupled together, and when 
cars fitted with air-brakes are made 
up in a train with cars not so fitted the 
cars with air-brakes must be placed 
next to the locomotive and used in brak­
ing the cars.

Section 5 provides that every conduc­
tor, engineer, fireman, baggageman and 
brakesman who is paid by the trip or 
by the mile shall be entitled to extra 
pay for overtime pro rata of his ordin­
ary pay per trip or per mile, for every 
hour or part of an hour beyond ten 
hours (or whatever shorter time may 
be agreed on as the schedule time for 
a trip, during which he is delayed on 
his trip by accident, stress of weather 
or other cause not arising from his own 
neglect of duty.

In section 6 it is enacted that every 
yardman and other person employed in 
a station or shunting yard, or on a 
shunting engine, shall be allowed an 
hour for a meal between noon and 2 p.m. 
and an hour between midnight and 2 
a.m.

Section 7 enacts that every employe of 
a railway company who is injured when 
in the discharge of his duty, and ren­
dered unable to work, shall be entitled 
to compensation from the company at 
the rate of not less than 60 per cent of 
his average earnings for the month pre­
vious to his injury. If permanently dis­
abled. the employe is to have not less 
than $3,000 in compensation. If he is 
killed, his legal representatives shall 
be paid not less than $3,000. This com­
pensation is also without prejudice to 
an action at law on the. part of the 
employe or his heirs, and the employe 
is prevented from contracting out of 
the compensation by special agreement 
with the company. These provisions, 
however, will be void in the case of 
any employe whose injury, disablement 
or death is caused by his own negli­
gence—the burden of proof of such 
negligence being upon the railway com­
pany; but if such injury, disablement 
or death occurs in the handling or use 
of trains, locomotives, cars or appli­
ances which are out of repair, or insuf­
ficient. or not in accordance with the 
provisions of the act, the railway com­
pany shall not be allowed to plead con­
tributory negligence on the part of the 
employe so Injured, disabled or killed.

It is clear from this summary of the 
measure which our representative at 
Ottawa has compiled, that the bill pro­
poses some drastic legislation. Whether 
or not. In its present temper, the House 
of Commons will consent to pass it re­
mains to be seen.

DEATH OF A VETERAN.
Washington, May 16.—Admiral John 

J. Almy (retired) died at his residence 
here today. Admiral Almy was born 
in Newport, R. I., April 24, 1814, and en­
tered the navy as a midshipman in 1829. 
He served 56 years and 11 months until 
his retirement in July, 1877. As mid­
shipman and lieutenant, he cruised all 
over the world in the old sailing navy.

Offered to Newfoundland by the Do­
minion Government.

(Special by telegraph from our own 
representative.)

Ottawa, May 16.—Copies of the pro­
tocols exchanged between Canada and 
Newfoundland regarding the proposed 
admission of that colony into the Do­
minion were laid before Parliament to- 
night. Canada's offer to Newfound­
land reads as follows:

1. Canada will assume the debt of 
Newfoundland, equal to $10,350,000, or 
at the rate of $50 per head of popula­
tion, estimated at 207,000. On $2,000,000 
of this Canada will pay 5 per cent in­
terest per annum.

2. Canada will pay the following year­
ly allowance to Newfoundland: For 
legislation, $50,000; subsidy, 80 cents; 
per head of population up to 400,000, 
which at the present population of 207,- 
000; equals, $165,600; allowance on crown 
lands and rights of minerals and met­
als and timbers, $150,000; interest at 
5 per cent on $2,000.000; excess debt, 
$100.000; total, $165,600.

3. Canada will maintain all that class 
of services in Newfoundland which fall 
under the head of general or Dominion 
services. These comprise: Governor’s 
salary, customs, excise, savings banks, 
public works (of a Dominion character), 
crown lands, administration of justice, 
postoffice, steamship services, marine 
and lighthouses, penitentiaries, weights 
and measures, gas inspection, arts, ag­
riculture and statistics, quarantine and 
immigration. Insurance inspection, geo­
logical survey, fisheries.

4. Canada is Ito maintain, in regard to 
steamship services, passenger and mail 
communication in at least as efficient 
a manner as at present, as follows: Be­
tween the mainland and Newfoundland; 
between Newfoundand and Great Brit­
ain; the coastal steam services east and 
west between Labrador and Newfound­
land.

5. In lieu of expenditure for militia in 
Newfoundland until such time as Par­
liament may deem it necessary to in­
troduce a more general militia system, 
Canada will grant $40,000 annually to-

The best roads are perhaps to be 
found in Great Britain and in France.

The future is full of hope. More has 
been said and written for good roads 
during the past three years than in the 
whole previous history of the country.

One 
hand employed in the two mills, and 
his yearly wages are $100. One hun­
dred dollars for one man to run two 
Pulp factories for the whole year, or 
33 1-3 cents per day for each working 
day. The honorable Minister laughs, 
but it is no laughing matter. Let me 
ask him.

RUSSIA’S EASTERN PROGRAMME.

St. Petersburg, May 17.—As a result 
of Lord Rosebery’s policy and attitude 
toward Russia, the Government has in 
preparation several important projects. 
It is announced that Russia will not 
only continue in possession of the 
trans-Caspian Pamirs, but also plan 
a line of railway to Duschk, Serakhs, 
Kabul and Peshawar, where it will join 
the Great Indian Railway, con­
necting Peshawar with Lahore, 
Delhi and Calcutta. Already the Min­
isters of War, Finance and Railways 
are preparing calculations which, when 
the objects are achieved, will put Rus­
sia in a position to throw large bodies 
of troops into the heart of India, 
where she knows she will find allies 
in the races opposed to the English 
yoke.

HAD ANOTHER ENGAGEMENT.
London, May 16.—Speaking at a meet­

ing of the Pleasant Sunday Afternoon 
Association in Aberdeen recently, one 
of the visitors told a story regarding 
Queen Victoria which sounds as if it 
might be true. Her Majesty, it seems, 
had been in the neighborhood of Loch 
Maret, and was staying at a hotel on its 
shores. She made many excursions, 
and was delighted with her water par­
ties and with her loyal and gentle High­
land watermen.
