Further Declines Throughout Canada Are Expected —
Labor Department Believes Reductions Are Real Be-
ginning Toward Downward Movement to Pre-War

Levels—American Cities

Waging Similar Campaigns.

Otfawa, Sept. 30.—Canadian Press.—
Further declines in the cost of living
throughout Canada are to be expected.
A statement from the Labor Depart-
ment today says that the declines in
‘prices already noted appear to be the
Reslnmng of a downward movement
toward pre-war levels. Between March
and July the retail prices of clothing
in the United States were found to have
fallen 4 per cent, the decreases being
pronounced in woolen clothing, while
woolen goods, shoes, blouses and mgs;

ut,

otton goods, hosiery, knit underwear,
hirts and overalls, gloves and hats ad-
pced. The great cuts announced

'ter the overall and old clothes cam-

gn appear to have been chiefly in
sonal goods, and due to the late
Bpring as well as economic conditions.

The increase in cost of living in the
iUnited States, reported from time to
lime by the board, agrees closely in
the average with the calculations by the
department of labor as to the increases
'in Canada.

SOLVE HOUSE SHORTAGE.

New York, Sept. 30.—The nation-wide
housi shortage, expected to reach a
’crlllsnsctoher 1, soon will be relieved
through the present price reductions in
b ng materials, in the opinion of
{Bdward P. Boyle, manager of the in-
formation bureau of the real estate
'board of New York. ;

Doyle forecast a boom in dwelling-
house building immediately. The build-
ing program, he said, would be so ex-
tensive that the apartment congestion
probably would be practically obviated
!within five months, the average time
for constructing a» modern apartment-
| house.

Another way the reduced cost of ma-
,terials will affect the housing situation
will be to make loans on mortgages
more easily obtainable, Doyle said.
Banking concerns have not been inclin-
"ed to loan the full value of contemplat-
ied apartment houses for the reason
that with a later fall in the prices of
imaterials the building would represent
much less value than the actual invest-
} ment.

BUILDING PRICES SLUMP.

Washington, Sept. 30.—Prices of
building - materials now going down

: es, can weather a 50 per cent slash-
d without touching bottom, reports
to the labor department showed today.

A 50 per cent reduction would leave
'dealers in building materials 178 per
cent ahead of the game as they played
ft in pre-war days, the department’s
records indicated.

Reductions that are perman=ant
will bring a rush on construction work
early in the spring, relieving the house
shortage.

The labor department records siiow
that building men have outstripped
all other dealers in changing prices of
their group of commodities. .

Taking into consideration the prices
from August, 1913, to August, 1920,
comparison shows that bulding me-
terial prices outstripped all groups of
commodities in wholesale quotations
except one. This one group was house
furnishings, which increased 263 per
cent. The building group was ciose
behind with an increase of 228 per
cent, while other groups trailed like
this: Metals and metal prolducts. 93
per cent; chemicals and drugs. 116 per
cent; farm products, 122 per cent;
food. 135 per cent; fue! and lighting,
168 per cent, and cloths .nd clothinrg,
199 per cent.

CHICAGO OPENS DRIVE.

Chicago, Sept. 30.—Further steps to
reduce prices were taken here today.

Chicago hotel men met to consider
making cuts in the cost of eating. Rus-
sell J. Poole, a city official directing
the local fight to lower prices, was
prepared to go before the hotel men
and point out to them alleged dis-
crepancies between the cost and sel-
ing price of food listed on hotel menu
cards.

AEGARD TO LIQUOR TRAFFIC

Mrs. May R. Thornley Predicts That Referendum re Impor-
tation Will Carry and Remove Obstacles At Present
Preventing the Enforcement of the 0. T. A.—Whole
Trouble Due To Sandys Bill Not Being Effective, Says |

Conditions in regard to the ‘liquor
traffic in Ontario are not due to lax
enforcement of the Ontario temperance
act, but to the failure of the Legisla-
ture to pass the Sandy bill at the last
session, Professor J. H. Bowman. one
of the leading temperance advocates in
the city, said today.

This measure, he stated, would have
made it illegal to transport liquor from
one part of Ontario to any other part,
and would have prevented the delivery
of liquor from railroad stations, express
offices or wharves. , The Legislature,
while approving the idea, would not
put it in force until the Dominion re-
ferendum had been taken, and as that
had been deferred until next April,
conditions were now chaotic.

Loopholes in the O. T. A. make Po'-
sible the importation of large quantities
of liquor from Quebec. This gives
some people an opportunity to acquire
a large stock of liquor. It also gives
the bootleggers plenty of oppertunity to
carry on their business. Prof. Bowman
believed that if these loopholes were
blocked by the Sandys bill the present
unsatisfactory state of affairs would
soon be remedied.

Depreciated Value of Foreign
Currency Makes a Big

MAINTAINS G.P.R. IS
ENTITLED TO PROFITS

'W. N. Tilley Argues Case For
Big Railway Company
Before Cabinet.

OUTLINES OPERATIONS

Declares Return For the Past
Year Trifle Over 5 Per Cent
On Cash Inyestment.

Ottawa, Sept. 30.—That a railway
company is entitled to whatever profiis
are involved in working under rates
that are fair and reasonable was the
crux of the argument advanced by W.
N. Tilley, K. C., chief counsel for the
C. P. R., in opposing the request for
a reversal of the decision of the rail-
way board by the governor-in-council
in the railway rateg case being argued
before the prime minister and his col-
leagues. Mr. Tilley commenced his ar-
gument promptly at 10 o’clock, and it
is expected that counsel for the rail-
way will conclude today and the hear-
ing be brought to a close.

“As far as Canada is concerned,”
Mr. Tilley maintained, ‘‘this general
principle has been established by the
railway commission in the western
rates case. In that case the matter
of the C. P. R. surplus had been in-
troduced, and the board had decided
that the question for us to decide is
what rates are fair, irrespective of
what the surplus is.”

“The deficits incurred by other lines
of railway,” said Mr. Tilley, referring
to the Government system, ‘‘are no
more essential to this question than our
surplus is.”” The whoie rate situation,
ke said, had been reviewed in connec-
tion with western and eastern rates
cases previously to 1917, under rates
which the railway board had found to
be just and right, and not inveolving
any discrimination. But, owing to the
increased cost of operating expenses,
the new rates proved to be insufficient,
and application is to be made for an
increase which was not granted until
early 191.

Dealing with the operaticns of the
company dwing 1¢17 under ‘“‘fair and
reasonable rates,” Mr. Tilley stated
that the surplus for the vear was $12,-
420,916. The return was only 5.473 on
the actual cash investment of $828,221,-
711, which was $200,000,000 less than all

Lead-
ers of the Sinn Fein movement say
that all they ask is free responsibility.

LORD MACDONNELL
APPROVES PROPOSALS
'OF VISCOUNT GREY

London, Sept. 30.——The Manchester
Guardian will today publish an inter-
view with Lord MacDonnell on Vis-
count Grey's Irish letter. . Lord Mac-
Donnell is one of the most eminent
moderate Irishmen working for a peace-
ful settlement. He emphasized how
much the conclusions of the standing
committee appointed by the recent
Dublin peace conference were in har-
mony with Lord Grey’'s suggestions,
and pointed out that the standing com-
mittee was walting to submit its con-
clusion to Premier Lloyd George.

Thus, he said, Viscount Grey's let-
ter comes at a moment when an impor-

tant step in the same direction is about
to be taken.

Lord MacDonnell did not desire to
express an opinion as to which of the
two alternatives was most desirable—
whether to leave the Irishmen them-
selves to a constituent assembly. 1to
make their own constitution, or whe-
ther it would be better for the Govs
ernment to re-draft its home rule bill
on Dominion lines, but reserving the
army and navy to the imperial goveru-
ment, and ietting Ulster go out if it
refused to participate in the assembly
He indicated that no such proposal as
a withdrawal of the government from
Irelan@ had been discussed by the Irish
peace conference.

REGARDS PROPOSALS
AS UNSATISFAGTORY

Belfast, Sept.

30.—Ccmmenting upon

5 of Viscount Grey for the
solution of the Irish problem, the Union-
ist news letter condemns the scheme
advanced by the viscount, sayving: *It
conforms to the traditional pclicy of all
British attempis to pacify Ireland, in
that it follows the line of least resist-
ance.

The Northern
Whig, alsc a Unionist organ, says: ‘““The
plan simply means that Great DBritain is
to wash its hands of Ireland, and let the
north and south fight it out between
themselves. It is a solution by civil
war. There is no use talking about any '
solution until the Sinn Fein and its or-
ganization of murder and violence is
stamped out.”

October Price
Of Mil.k $3.65

Distributors Agreed, But the
Condensaries Balk At
Price Set.

New York, Sept. 30.—The October
price of milk to be sold by members of
the Dairymen's League, Inc., will be
$3,65 per 100 pounds of milk testing 3
per cent butter fat, the board of direc-
tors announced tonight. This was agreed
upon at a meeting ¢f the board here
today, is the same as that for Septem-
ber.

The board, in a statement announcing
the price, said that the October figure is
equivalent to 7.76 cents per quart for
three per cent milk or 8.27 cents per
quart for average milk, testing 3.6 per
cent butter fat. The $3.65 rate, the
statement declared, “is 41 cents per 100
pounds—nct quite one cent per quart—
below the cost of production.”

The directors, in fixing the price, the
statement added, ‘‘made allowance for
market conditions, which are most
favorable to the farmers. They also had
in mind the thought of preventing any
possible increase in the retail price of
milk.”

Distributors, according to the league
directors. have signified a willingness
to pay the farmer a base price of $3.65
per 100 pounds of three per cent milk,
but manufacturers of condensed and
evaporated milk “have announced that
after October 1 they will nct buy any
bulk milk from the producer until such
time as marketing conditions improve.”

Refusal of the manufacturers to pur-
chase milk, the statement declared,
“means the milk will be thrown back on
the hands of the farmers, creating a
gerious situation for the producer and
the consumer.”

Riga, Sept. 30.—Polish delegates to the
peace conference, in session here, are
today at work on their reply to the
terms of Soviet Russia, presented some
days ago. It is expected this reply will
be submitted to the conference at to-
morrow’s secret session.

INCREASES FOR TELEGRAPHERS.

Increases in pay, averaging 13 cents
an hour, but running from $25 to $30
a month, have been granted to the
telegraphers, operators, dispatcherg and
station employees of the C. P. R., ac-
cording to the local officials of that
road. Nearly 150 employees in the local
division will be affected by the agree-
ment which was reached at a meeting
held in Toronto after negotiations had
been moved from Montreal to that city.

The increase in Canada is substan-
tially greater than tha which was re-
ceived on the American roads as the
result of the recent ward made by the
American Railway Labor Board. The
increases in the United States averaged
only 10 cents an hour for a majority
of the employees, with 13 cents granted
to a few, proved quite unsatisfactory.
The men of the C. P. R. seem satisfled
with the 13 cents increase, the officials
here stated.

An agreement has also been reached
for an eight-hour day and other im-
proved working conditions. Time and
a half will be granted for overtime. The
new scale will be retroactive to May 1,
so considerable back time will be paid
to the men,

TO CHECK ROBBERIES.

To facilitate the campaign to reduce
losses through claims by putting ar
end to thieving, the G. T. R. will ap-
point a special detective, two investi-
gators and twelve constables in the
London division, according to Supt. C.
¥. Forrester of the local division of
that road. This special force wiil start
operations at the first of the month.

At a meeting held in Toronto to dis-
cuss claim losses the officials of the
rood decided to establish a force of
special constables. Since that time the
details of the plan and the members
of the forece have been secured.

The constableg will patrol the whole
of the London division, augmenting the

work of the yard detectives at each of
the different points. The plan will be
adopted over the whole of the G. T. R.
system.

Further investigation of the Chicago
White Sox world’'s series scandal was
temporarily delayed today, as word was
received from MacLay Hoyne, state's
attorney, now in New York, to hold up’
praceedings until his return. The grand
jury has also completed examingtion of
witnesses on hand, and are awaiting the
arrival of other baseball players and
sporting celebrities who have been
summaned.

We may compare the
Ulster Protestants to the Walloons, the Nation-
alists to the intelligent Flemishk leaders, en-
thusiastic for a united Belgian people, and the
Sinn Feiners to the so-called “Flemish” activ-
ists.”

Belgium is inhabited by two races, the
Frenchspeaking element, and the Flemings in
the more northern parts who speak a dialect
of Dutch or Low-German. Before the war
the general good sense of both sections made
for national good-will and solidarity, but an
underhand German propaganda was at work
among the Flemings, urging them to turn!
against the dominant French at the court and
capital. Professors under German instigation
taught them that the Latin and Slav races were
decadent, but that the Flemigg-s were safe
from decadence because they were of the noble
Germanic races. The same philological twaddle
was propagated in Belgium as in Germany
itself, in Austria and Bulgaria. Only 2 minor-
ity of the Flemings were, however, gulled into
hostitlity to Belgian unity, either before or dur
fng the wan

Still, there were German sympathizers
among them, malcontents, schemers, and ignor-
ant people. These elements, known as Flemish
activists, the Germans, during their occupation
of the country, attempted to mobilize. Their in-
‘ention was probably to divide Belgium, as ap-
pears from their announcement in 1916 that
Ghent was henceforward to be a Flemish univer-
sity and their creation of the “Council of Flan-
ders,” and proclamation of the autonomy of
Flanders. But Germany’s main idea was to
hold Belgium down by one means or another.
The Mephistophelian cunning of the Huns s
revealed by a document accidentally left behind
in the haste of evacuation. Its essential sen-
tences are these:

«The division of Belgium into the two
states of Wallonia and Flanders is almost a
matter of indifference to the Central Powers.
What does really concern them is to take
advantage of the Belgians’ linguistic duality,
and so set them against each other that
German opinion will recognize the necessity
of occupying the country.”

Respectable Flemish leaders would, of
course, have nothing to do with the Germans’
schemes, and were persecuted for their re-
fusal to fall in line with the “activists.” Simi-
larly, the sensible Nationalists in Ireland have
incurred the rage of Sinn Fein extremists.
Self-determination, like “personal liberty,”
free trade, and other good things, has its limits.
The moderates in Ireland and Belgium know
that there must be give and take if peace is
to be maintained and prosperity increased. Sup-
pose the Lowland Scotch should suddenly start
a frenzy against the union with ﬁngla.nd, while
the Highland districts stood by the union. The
Lowlanders might contend that they were the
only true North Britons, the Highland Scots be-
ing the descendants of an Irish tribe of in-
vaders, and that therefore the Lowlanders alone
should self-determine the destiny of North Brit-
sin, the Highlanders having nothing to say!
And in Belgium you have had a set of “activ-
ists” intriguing to break up the kingdom of
Belgium, already small enough.

Flemish activism has, howe‘ver, small pros-
pects in Belgium now that the danger of a
brutal foreign occupation is past. With Bel-
gium safely independent, the two races will
get on well enough together. In Switzerland
three peoples subsist in unity apd welfare. All
that Ireland needs for the triumph of a sane
Nationalism and a peaceful unity is a measure
of home rule approximating as closely as pos-
sible to Dominion autonomy. If both peoples
in Ireland desired Irish independence, out and
out, perhaps that might be the best solution.
Things being as they are, a liberal measure of
autonomy is the natural and feasible com-
promise. ;

WASTE PAPER.
[Boys’ Life.]
Few of us realize the importance of saving waste
paper. Today, when the country is threatened with
a wood and paper famine, and our forests are dis-

appearing so rapidly, every effort should be made
to save every scrap of paper. It is estimateg that
the saving of paper would make it possible to save
more than 1,000,000,000 feet of lumber each year.
Waste paper, such as old magazines, books, all
kinds of printed matter and paper books, takes the
place of wood pulp and saves millions of trees. Such
material is used for paper, making paper boxes.
roofing and building boards and paper shipping con-
tainers of all kinds, which carry as much as 100
pounds. If everyone would /save the waste paper
in his home it would not be necessary to use a
single tree for such material. It would require mor~
than 500,000,000 feet of lumber each year to make
the paper shipping cases used throughout the
country.

PROVINCIAL FOREST SUPERVISION.
[Ottawa Journal.]

The Ontario Government has created and filied
the position of superintendent of woods and forests.
Hitherto the woods and forests have been under the
supervision of the deputy minister of lands and
forests, who is now relieved of responsibility in this
connection. We have not seen any statement of
the purpose of the change, but if it is intended_as
a means to closer supervision and control of lum-
bering operations and of better general protection
for Ontario’s forest rfesources, it is to be com-
mended. The value to the province of any ingrecsed
effort toward forest protection will be very great.
There is plenty of work for such an official as hus
been appointed.

INDIAN SUMMER.

1t.is a little early yet to speak of Indian summer.

and yet it is something closely akin to it which
Canada is enjoying at the present time. The origin
of the name is somewhat in dispute. Daniel Web-
ster stated that the early settlers gave that name
to the season because they attributed its peculiar
features—the comparative heat and the haze—to the
burning of the prairies by the Indians at that time,
while Webster, the dictionary man, described it as
“a period of warm weather late in autumn usually
characterized by a clear sky and by a smoky or
hazy appearance of the atmosphere, especially near
the horizon.” The name, he adds, is derived prob-
ably from the custom of the Indians of using this
time in preparation for winter by laying in stores
of food. No matter what it means, or what it may
be called, Indian summer is always 2a welcome
visitor.

HYDRO KILLS SMALL COMPETITOR, THEN
DOUBLES ITS OWN RATES.
[Financial Post.]

While so many splendid things are being said in
broad generalities by the pro-hydro press of the
accomplishments of the Beck enterprises, and
actual facts when unpleasantly contrary seldom
receive publicity, it is interesting to occasionally get
down to the practical features of hydro service in
the smaller communities. The Financial Post has
received first-hand information regarding the ex-
perience of power consumers in one village of per-
haps a thousand population, which should necessi-
tate some explaining by the commisisoners when
similar testimony is made before the’ Sutherland
commission.

«“Before the advent of the hydro here,” says this
resident and power user, “we were supplied with
power developed on —— Creek, and were charged
a flat rate of $12 to $15 per year.

*“Through the local board of trade the matter of
taking power from the Hydro Commission was
negotiated, and the result was an arrangement at
$37.50. per h.p., on the basis of 50 h.p. consumption,”
continues our informant,

“In the spring of 1915 hydro power was turned
on. The old company struggleq on for about a
year and a half, and then sold out on a scrap basis.

“During the war we were urged to cut down
corfsumption; half our street lights were ordered off
and extensions were discouraged. In the spring
of 1919 we were advised by the Hydro Commission
that we had not been using our contracted horse-
power—which was 50 h.p.; that as a result we were
owing $2,700 as arrears, and that the price in future
would be $60 per h.p.

“In this astounding situation protests from the
residents were of no avail. In fact, in the spring of
1920 the Hydro Commission gave notice that we
were again in debt about $400 on the year’s opera-
tions, and that the price for the future would be
on the basis of $70 per h.p.

“As a result we are informed: ‘Lighting has in-
creased from 5 cents per k.w.h to 7 cents per k.w.h.,
and the minimum biil from 50 cents per month to
$1.50, while there is a debt of $3,300 or thereabouts
to the commission on five years’ operationa.

Our informant states that he woulg not be sur-
prised if, In order to pldce the community on a
proper business basis, the commission finds it
necessary to raise the rate to $100 per h.p., while
‘‘we were led to believe that the price of $37.50 per
h.p. would be cut down from time to time, instead
of which it has climbed to $60 and then to $70, with
a possible $100 in sight.”

This information is given te the Finanelal Post
by one who describes himself as always having been
a etrong hydro supporter, but who is becoming
more and more convined that the change in his
community was a big mistake. ‘“Had we developed
our local plant,” he believes that ““we could have

been producing power at possibly $15 per h.p.”

Z2ack Wheat Says No'ne of Robbins Have Been Approached
and There Is No T ruth in Rumors.

NEW YORK, Sept. 20.—While a Chicago grand
jury was investigating charges that the 1919 world’s
series wag ‘‘fixed,”’ New York authorities today started
an inquiry into reports that the same clique of gamblers
planned a crooked series for 1920.

Acting on a newspaper story to the effect that mem-
bers of the Brooklyn Nationals, winners of the National
League pennant, were to be bribed to lose to the Cleve-
land Indians, District Attorney Lewis of Kings County
summoned all members of the local team before him
Friday morning. At the same time he telegraphed to
Chicago for any evidence available there.

“‘If there ig anything wrong with this world’s series
we are going to find it out before it is too late,’’ said Mr.
Lewis. ‘‘I intend to investigate fully certain ugly rumors
which have came to my attention. I feel this is a duty I
owe to the followers of baseball. If the games are to be
on the level we will establish this fact, and if there is
crookedness we will prosecute the crooks to the limit.’’

The district attorney was promised full co-operation
by Charles H. Ebbets, president of the Brooklyn club.

Zach Wheat, captain and left fielder of the Brooklyn
team, winner of the National League pennant, tonight
denied rumors that members of the team had been
approached ‘in an attempt to ‘‘fix’’ the coming world’s

series.

Asserting that there was absolutely no truth in the
rumors, Wheat continued: ‘‘No one has ever approached
me, and it would not be well for anyone that did. I am
sure than none of the other players have heen approached.
If any persons have doubts about the game we will play
they had better con.e out and see us perform. Perhaps
we will be beaten in the series, but we will play the best

game that we can.

‘‘Even the hint that there is anything wrong is bound
to affect the feeling of the men. We have always played
clean ball, and were in there fighting up to the finish.”

MACKENZIE KING
GIVEN OVATION
AT VANGOUVER

Problems of Day Discussed in
Able Manner by Opposi-
- tion Leader.

VANCOUVER. B. C., Sept. 29.—(By
Canadian Press.)—Before a large audi-
ence tonight which gave Hon. W. L.
Mackenzie King and his colleagues a
most enthusiastic reception and inter-
ested hearing, the leader of the Liberal
party addressed the second meeting of
his tour of the western provinces, laid
especial emphasis on the fundamental
difference in attitude, methods and out-
look between the party in office at Ot-
tawa and that of the Liberal party.
This is a moment of transition in
social and political conditions, which
will go far to determine the whole
future trend of Canada’s destiny as a
ration, and no man or woman, the Lib-
eral chief declared, can afford to be neu-
tral in his or her political allegiance.
The choice. he said, is between those
who are not afraid of change in the
social ordei, and those who resist
change, and between those who are
progressive and those who are reac-
tionary. He said that in these days of
readjustment, little thought or atten-
tion had been given to domestic affairs,
that since the election of 1911, there
had been no sion on which the
people of Canada as a whole had had
issues discussed with reference to these
problems, which are primarily of do-
mestic concern.

Problems of Day.
Hon. Mr. King discussed the leading
problems of the day, the cost of living,
and the tariff, declaring that with re-
gard to the latter what is wanted is not
taking of evidence, but immediate re-
vision to bring relief to consumers and
producers. In regard to the high cost
f living, Mr. Meighen, he said, had left
he ccuntry in the dark.
W. C. Kennedy, M.P., for North Es-
sex, Ont., dealt with the public debt,
taxation, and what he declared the ex-
travagance of the Government in the
matter of civil service appointments
and commissions. He claimed the Gov-
ernment sought 1efuge behind the ex-
cuse of war expenditures for the growth
of the public debt, but the real ex-
planation is that prcper steps have
never been taken to meet the condigions.
Government bonds, he declared, were is-
sued free from income taxation and
interest on these bonds is being paid to-
day by the public, under the luxury
tax, the result, he claimed, is exemp-
tion for the profiteer and taxation fcr
the public.

DAMAGES DISMISSED
IN GUELPH COURT

YUELPH, Sept. 29.—George Aaron
Annette’'s suit against the Homewood
Sanatorium here for $10,000 damages
for alleged wrongful detention in the
sanatorium in 1910, and alleged harsh
treatment there, was dismissed by Mr.

Heavy sales of peaches are being
made on the market at prices which
are particularly satisfactory to buyers.’
Peaches of fine quality have been com-
ing in in great quantities, and are
changing hands at prices ranging from
60 to 90 cents. depending on the kinds.
Smaller baskets sell at from 25 cents
up. .

Indications point to even lower prices
as growers have so much fruit on their
hands they cannot pick it all, and much
of it is spoiling. One of the troubles
just now is an acute shortage of seal-
ers, and many women who would glad-
ly put down more fruit are unable to
secure containers.

Plums are coming in plentifully at
40 to 50 cents a basket. Reinclauds.
the finest on the market, sold for from
65c to 76c for 1l-quart basket.

The quality of the grapes offered today
was of the very best, and sales were
brisk at 45¢ to 50c per basket.

Celery bunches by the dozen were
plentiful and in brisk demand, at from
$1 to $1.25

As was expected oats are easier and
sold at $1.70 to $1.80 per cwt. The
bushel quotations were from 61 1-5¢ to
64 3-5c. The demand is slow.

Hay. straw, butter and eggs are firm
and in demand. No changes in the
quotations of hides were recorded.

ACTION AGAINST
FIREMEN'S DAY
OFF IS PLANNED

London First To Protest Leg-
islation—Matter For Local
Member.

TO CHANGE CAR STOPS

Women's Institute Convention
Here—No Action On Freight
Increase- Fight.

London will protest against provin-
cial legislation to give firemen one day
off each week with pay. No. 1 com-
mittee of the city council received
Wednesday afternoon, stating that they
nad taken no action in the matter, and
it was decided it was up to London to
start the ball rolling. The adoption of
the legislation here would mean $20,000
‘more on the annual cost of the depart-’
ment.

The motion tc protest was made by
Ald. Cameron Wilson and seconded by
Ald. John Bridge. Ald. Wilson said
that the matter should be brought to
the attention of the local member, Dr.
H. A. Stevenson, and that other cities
should be asked to co-operate. Ald.
Cunningham said that every fireman
got an average of 23 days off in the
year with pay. There would be no
objection to having a day off without
pay. He did not see why they should
be paid, as other workers received no
pay for Sundays. Ald. Bridge said if
they were not paid for the days oft
it would be possible to hire enough
men to make the change without in-
creasing the cost of the upkeep. Ald.
Watkinson was not entirely in favor
of the action, contending that the fire-
men were continually on duty, whether
{ in uniform or not.

RESEARCH COUNCIL
FORECASTS SHORTAGE OF
COMMERCIAL ALCOHOL

OTTAWA, Ont., Sept. 29.—(By Cana-
dian Press.) — A statement from the
administrative chairman of the re-
search council states that there is a
shortage in Canada of alcohol for power
and industrial purposes. This short-
age will be world-wide and is already
developing abroad.

The supply of alcohol in Canada,

through the operation of the prohibi-
tion acts of the various provinces. has
in the last three years very consider-
ably decreased. The wholesale price
in Canada and the States is now

double what it was in January last
and it is likely to go much higher.
The research council is of the opin-
jon that the distilleries in Canada
which can be turned to the production
of alcohol shouid be so operated in
order to meet as far as possible the
demand at home and ahroad. It is cer-

TORONTO, Sept. 29.—A huge map
that spread clear across in front of |
the royal commission was the first evi-
dence that came up at the hydro radial
investigation at Osgoode Hall this af-
ternoon.
