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RULES AND [REGULATIONS

OF THS

OTTAWA AUXILIARY BIBLE SOCIETY®

1. This Society shall be denominated the “ Orrawa AvxiLiArRY BisLe
Soomry,” the object of which shall be to co-operate with the British and
Foreign Bible Bociety, in promoting the distribution of the Holy Scriptures
both at home and abroad,

2. Conformably to the principles of the Parent Institution, the Bibles
and Testaments circulated by the Society shall be without note or coms-
ment.

3. All persons gubscribing One Dollar and upwards, per annum, shall
be members of the SBociety ; or T'wenty Dollars, at one time, shall be mem-
bers for life,

4. The business of this Society shall be conducted by a President,
Vice-Presidents, Treasurer, two Secretaries, and a Committee of not less
than tweniy members, with power to add to their number. Five members
of the Committee shall form a quorum.

5. All resident Protestant Ministers shall be considered ex-officio
members of the Committee,

6. No lay Member of the Society shall be eligible as a member of the
Committee, unless he be a Life Member, or pay an Annual Subscription of
not less than Two Dollars.

7. The Committee shall have the power of nominating such persons
as shall have rendered essential services to the Bociety, as Honorary
Governors for life,

8. The Committee shall meet once every month, or oftener if neces-
sary, on some day to be fixed by themselves.

9. The whole of the Bubscriptions and Donations received by this
Society, and not required for its own operations, shall, from time to time,
be remitted to the Parent Society.

10, For the purpose of giving full effect to the benevolent designs of
the British and Iforeign Bible Bociety, in their grant of the Scriptures for
distribution among the poor, the Committee shall make it their business to
inquire what families or individuals are in want of Bibles and Testaments,
and it shall be the duty of the Committee to furnish them therewith, at
prime cost, reduced price, or gratis, according to their circumstances.

11, A general meeting of the Subscribers shall be held annually, in the
City of Ottawa, when the Committee’'s proceedings, and the Treasurer’s
accounts, for the previous year shall be reported, and a new Committee be
appointed,

12. No alteration shall be made in these laws, except at a General
Meeting of the Bociety, called by special notice, to be advertised in two of
the city newspapers one month previously.

N.B.—~The Committee shall meet regularly on the second Tuesday of
every month, in the Committee Room, at the Depository, at 4 p.x,, and
oftener if business require it.
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THE TWENTY-FoUuRTH ANNUAL REPORT

OF THE

UTTAWA AUXILIARY BIBLE SOCIETY

Submatied 26th February, 1879.

There is nothing little about the religion of Jesus. Its
revelations and its mysteries, its doctrines and its precepts, its
aims and its achievements, are all great and worthy of the
wisest and best of beings. Its Godlike proposal is to raise
men out of the pollution and degradation of sin, and bring
them to admire the tranrcendent and amiable excellencies of
the Kternal, to imitate His perfections, and 1o be conformed to
His character. Its demand, on those who have been elevated
by 1ts influence, is that, having caught its spirit, they, in their
turn, strive to bring its power to bear on others that they too
may be introduced to the peace and purity, the light and
liberty of the children of God.

Bible and Missionary Societies are designed, as they are
fitted, to make it easy for all, who have a heart to such work,
to help in it. For seventy-five years, the British and Foreign
Bible Society has invited the co-operation of the whole house-
hold of faith ; and a generous response has been given to its
invitations. Great results have followed. Its next report will
show that it has circulated down to the present time above
84,000,000 copies of God’s Word in whole or in part. Its chief
—it may be said its only—difficulty now arises from its very
success. It has been encouraged to advance in new enterprises,
and extend its operations, till it has outstripped the means

ordinarily placed at ite disposal. It has either to cease grow-
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ing—if that is possible in so healthy a plant in the vineyard of
God—or, it has to be regularly sustained and nourished with
an ever increasing bountifulness.

Of progress, in connection with our Ottawa Auxiliary,
during the past year, much cannot be said. Restricted as we
are territorially, there is not much room for development, in
our home work; and our ability to aid in foreign operations
has, of course, been aflected by the stringency of the times.
Still we have, on the whole, reason to be thankful that our
condition has not been worse, and that we can, this evening,
submit a report not altogether devoid of encouragements.

Since last anniversary, some blanks in the ranks of your
Jommittee have been made by removals from this city. Of the
gentlemen, who were appointed by your Committee, in the
room of those withdrawn, you will, doubtless, show your
approval, by continuing them in office during the ensuing year.
Another change has occurred. His Excellency the Earl of
Dufferin having left this Dominion, his digtinguished successor,
in the high office of Governor-General, was invited to take his
position as the Patron of this Society ; and this he readily con-
sented to do. The address presented to His Excellency the
Marquis of Lorne, and His Excellency’s reply will appear in
the Appendix to this Report.

During their term of office, your Committee have met
thirteen times. The ordinary business, attended to by them,
may be gathered from what follows :—

I. The Travelling Agency.

A provisional arrangement, similar to that previously
obtaining, was made; but, with one exception, new agents had
to be appointed. The Rev. James White, of Manotick, who
had for three years served the Society faithfully and well, died
on the 17th July last. He will be long remembered, through-
out this section of the country, for his devotedness and zeal in
the cause of truth, for his earnest advocacy of the claims of the
Bible Society, and for his consistent and hearty endeavours to
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advance its interests. To the position thus rendered vacant,
the Rev. James Stewart, of Pakenham, was called ; and he has
filled it admirably. The Rev. D. J. McLean, of Arnprior, and
the Rev. W. Burns, of Perth, also withdrew from their agencies,
their circumstances rendering it inconvenient for them to
retain them. With regret your Committee accepted the resig-
nation of these two warm and very helpful friends of the
Society. There were appointed in their stead, the Rev. W. D.
Ballantyne, of Pembroke, and the Rev. J. Bennett, of Almonte,
both of them well qualified for the work assigned them. The
only other Agent, the Rev. G. G. Huxtable, of North Gower,
has continued to labour, as before, acceptably and successfully.

II. Branch Societies.

These now number sixty-one, being one more than last
year. That, which was added to our list recently, was the
Branch at Papineauville; which had been, a few years ago,
discontinued, owing to the removal of many of our friends from
that quarter, but *has been revived under more promising
auspices than ever. Besides these Branches, there are alsc four
Associations. All these Societies have been visited during the
present season, with the exception of seven. To them, also
visits had been arranged, but unforeseen circumstances had
prevented their being made. They will, however, be overtaken
before the winter closes, and their returns will be printed along
with the rest. The Agents have fonnd matters, in all the places
visited, very much as they were a year ago, As to a few, they
have reported a marked improvement, and some have even
advanced in their donations to our Auxiliary. More of them,
however, have, in that particular, retrograded. A shortcoming
in funds should not be taken, at present, as betokening declining
interest. Nor does your Committee so regard it. It is grati-
fying to find that the attendance, at some of the annual
meetings of the Branches, was considerably larger than in
previous years. One Agent was speciully encouraged by that
circumstance ; and, another believed that a leaflet, issued by

your Committee to the extent of 6,000 copiss, with a view to
excite an interest in these public services, was of real use. It
seems to your Committee very desirable that these meetings,
all over our counties, should be fostered and increased, believing,
as they do, that they are more fitted than any other means we
can employ to strengthen our Society’s hold in each community,
and, at the same time, promote a truly catholic and missionary
spirit in the various sections of the Christian church.
I11. Colportage.

We have had, during the year now closed, nine colporteurs
and one Bible-woman employed in circulating the Scriptures :—
Mr. 8. Day, for 23 weeks ; Mr. 8, Kerfoot, for 23 weeks; Mr.,
R. Stewart, jun., for 11 weeks ; Mr. R. McOrmond, for 281
weeks ; Mr, F. Hughes, for 44 weeks; Mr. J. Duclos, for 6
weeks; Mr, L. LeClain, for 31 weeks ; Mr. J. L. McCullough,
for 3 weeks ; Mr. A. Andrew, for 4% weeks ; Miss Irith, for 31
weeks, These colporteurs were at work, on an average, not
quite 15 weeks each. They visited in the following townships,
viz, :—Nepean, North Gower, Goulburn, Marlborough, Huntley,
Fitzroy, Torbolton, March, Horton, McNab, Pakenham, Ramsay,
Lanark, Dalhousie, Lavant, Drummond, Burgess, Elmsley,
Beckwith, Montague, North Sherbrooke, Mayo, Clarendon,
Masham, Wakefield, Hull, Eardley, Onslow, Thorne, Leslie,
Litchfield, Mansfield, Aylwin, Wright, Lowe, Templeton, and
several others, the names of which were not reported. Miss
Frith and Mr, L. LeClain restricted their work to Ottawa
city. Of the extent and general character of their labours,
the following summary will give an idea :—

The gratuitous distribution made by those Colporteurs
amounted to 77 volumes, and to the value of $22.47. They
also lent 129 copies in French. At lumbermen’s shanties and
depdts, they received, as voluntary contributions to the Auxi-
liary, the sums of $94.75.

Every particular, in this summary, is larger than was re.
ported a year ago. That should be accounted satisfactory, and
will be so all the more if we consider the hindrances, greater
than usual, which they encountered, from the shortness of last
winter, from the early breaking up of the roads both in spring
and in autumn, from the great scarcity of money, and from the
embittered hostility of priests, which more than one of them
often met with. It is especially encowraging to find that their
circulation of French Scriptures has been greater than ever,
notwithstanding all opposition and difficulties. It should re-
concile us to the expense which colportage involves that we can,
by means of it, get more than 3,000 copies of the sacred volume
disposed of in a year, and that well nigh a sixth of these reach
a class who have been hitherto systematically kept in ignorance
of the Word of Life. It may help to interest us still more in

that service if a few extracts from the reports of the labourers
be here added.

Mr. S. Day writes : “I have had an opportunity of reading
the Bible in most of the shanties I visited, and the men in
them, numbering 658, listened with attention. Some that
bought the Scriptures from me I was glad to observe reading
for themselves; and, in one case, a Frenchman read at great
length aloud for the benefit of his fellow-countrymen around
him. Ifind that a very large number of French-speaking
shantymen are unable to read, and that, no doubt, accounts
partly for the small number of books sold in that language.
I also visited about 50 families scattered along the rivers I
travelled upon ; among these, two were Indian families, in one
of which the squaw was very sick. She listened earnestly to
the ‘Old, old story of Jesus and His love. Her husband
expressed a wish for a Bible, if it could be obtained, in the
Algonquin tongue. 1n the other Indian family—which was on
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the Big Lake, said to be the head waters of the Dumoine
River—I was pleased to find the squaw could speak good
English and read it too. I gave her a Testament, in the hope
she would use it, and for which she thanked me very kindly.”
Of his summer work in the Counties of Carleton and Renfrew
he has given many interesting particulars. “In one house,” he
says, a ‘“sick woman sent for me. I read, and prayed, and talked
with her, pointing her to the Saviour, apparently to her con-
solation. In six hours she passed away.” “In Marlborough,
I held a Bible-reading meeting, at which 35 attended, and all
seemed interested. One poor woman told me she had been
trying to act out the advice I gave at a similar meeting four
years ago, to read a part of God’s word every day.” *In scores
of families I have urged®the giving up of tobacco, and spend-
ing the money, at least for one year, in the purchase of a good
Family Bible, and other good books for their children. A man,
the other day, wished to buy a 75 cents Bible, but had not the
money, at the same time confessing he spent $15 a year on
tobacco. 1 remonstrated with him kindly but firmly. Two
others, whom I had spoken similarly to,some time ago, told me
lately that they had abandoned their old habit, and in several
other instances, that 1 know cf, the friendly hints 1 gave on
this subject have been turned to good account.” In another
report he tells of his visits in a district called “ The Garden of
Eden.” He found many there very poor. “In one house,
they had no Bible, and they told me they had not had one for
three years. They seemed then unable to buy one: so I gave
them one from the Society, after having urged them to read it,
and attend some place of worship, which they promised to do.
In two or three houses, I found only Testaments ; and, as they
were unable to purchase Bibles, I presented them with copies,
for which they expressed many thanks.”

Mr. S. Kerfoot reports : “ 1 gave four 15 cents Testaments
to F. D., a converted Frenchman, He wanted them for dis-
tribution. He was poor. The Agent at the Depdt assured
me he was a very good man, and would make a right use of
the books.” Again, he writes : “1 was much encouraged on
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hearing of the effects of my former visits in the shanties.
Some of the men told me they had been talking about what I
had said among them, and wished I would come every week.
Some profane swearers had given up their swearing for a con-
siderable time ; but, generally, the good impressions by-and-by
wore off. What a pity they cannot be spoken to oftener!”
“I met a man I visited a year ago last winter, who said, ‘ you
may not remember your remark that you had a hope up yonder,
pointing to heaven ; but, it went to my heart, for I knew I had
no such hope, and it led me to seek it, and I think I have got
it.” His words have cheered me.”

Mr. R. Stewart, jun., writes: “ I visited all the shanties
and settlers, within my reach, on the Temiscamingue and
Kippewa, holding worship with them all. With one exception,
they received me with the greatest kindness. An old man,
who has been 30 years in the N.W. Company's service, and
who has till now retained the Bible, which he got from his
mother before leaving his native country, appeared right glad
to meet me that he might replace his old worn-out book with
a new one. Another man told me that, when I brought out
my books, he went and lay down in his bed, determined not to
buy any, or even look at them. I was, however, still within
his hearing ; and when I read the words: ¢ Behold 1 stand at
the door knock, and, if any man hear my voice and open the
door, I will come in to him,” he got up and purchased a Bible.
He thought a knock had sounded at the door of his heart, and
he hoped he had opened it to receive his Saviour.” Again, he
reports : ‘I found, this winter, among the shanties and remote
settlers a great deal of sickness. Some families were also
suffering from extreme poverty. One poor woman was all alone
with three very young children, and greatly afflicted with
cancer. Her husband was away in a lumberman’s employment.
She seemed exceedingly glad of my visit. I sang the hymn:
‘What a friend we have in Jesus !’ and read the X1V Chapter
of John, and talked to her of the mansions prepared by Christ
for His people, and prayed with her. She was greatly
comforted.”
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Mr. R. McOrmond reports: “Since I left I have come
across some interesting cases. I visited a young man obviously
dying. I pointed him to the Lamb of God that taketh away
the sin of the world. He said little; but, I afterwards learned
that, shortly before his death, he assured his mother that
he trusted in the Saviour, and had a good hope for eternity.”
““In one shanty a man died very suddenly. The last word he
uttered was an oath, and then fell back and choked. I took
the opportunity of speaking to all the men about it, and told
them what an awful sin it is to blaspheme God's name as some
of themdid. Two of them said they would never swear again,
and that they would change their lives. I reminded them of
their need of help, and whom they should lookto. In another
shanty, after reading and prayer with the men at night, I was
requested to have a similar service with them early in the
morning before they should leave for their work. With this
unusual request I was very glad to comply; and so I got up
early for the purpose. They all remained in, and we had a
pleasant, though brief, little meeting.” ¢ The French books
which I sold to the men last winter, I was pleased to find, have

been kept by them. T heard of only one that had been burned
by the priest’s orders.”

Mr. J. Duclos writes: “ Passing through a German set-
tlement, I called on a farmer, who told me he had brought a
Bible fiom Germany, which he did not read, because it had
been written by pretenders to inspiration, who wished to make
money, and insinuated that I was like them. 1 remonstrated
with him for a long time, but all in vain.” “On the igland,
four-fifths of the people cannot read, and the remainder, for the
most part, showed great prejudice and enmity. A very few
received me well, and one was eager to get a Bible, but had no
money. I lent him a copy, much to his satisfaction. At R, I
held a Bible reading, on a Sunday. One of those who attended
told me that he did not and could not believe that ¢ the wafer ’
contained the very flesh of Christ, or that he was bound to tell
any man his secret feelings, but he was afraid of persecution
should he let his opinions be known, He once had a Bible,
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but threw it away because he was threatened. He knew it
was true, and would like to get another. 1 was glad tosupply
him.” “In A, I disposed of 27 French New Testaments,
Strangely enough, the priest,on being applied to by one of his
parishioners, gave his sanction to the reading of them, and in
consequence several who heard of it purchased from me.” In
(x., both a man and his grown-up son wished French Testa-
ments on credit, which I let them have ; and the latter said he
wished a French Family Bible, and would try to save the price
of one by the time 1 would revisit him.”

Mr. Ar. Andrew writes: “ 1 was glad to notice in some of
the shanties where 1 spent Sabbaths, and where 1 had conse-
quently specially good opportunities of talking with the men,
4 disposition (o enquire into the truth. One tld me, as a
great secret, that he had first read the Bibie because he had
been forbidden to read it by certain parties who came to visit
them apparently for the purpose of getting some of their
money, and, having once begun, now, the more he read it, the
more he liked it.” “ At one house, a man told me he would
neither buy my books nor let me read and pray there, because
| was not a clergyman. I showed him his mistake, and had a
long discussion with him, but he would not admit he was
wrong. 1 advised him to pray for the enlightening of the Holy
Spirit when he read the Scriptures, and to read them more than
he had done. And so we parted, shaking hands like good
friends, and expressing 4 hope that we may meet again,”

Mr. J. L. McCullough states: “In the shanties I visited
on the Bonnechére and Petewawa, there were 824 men, who
bought more of my books than I expected, and treated me
with great kindness. One of them I tound to be a nephew of
the hon. gentleman who was, a few years ago, assassinated at
the door of his lodgings in Ottawa. | was interested and
pleased te hear him assert so manfully his right to read and
judge for himself. He wished a large print Bible for his own
use, which, of course, he got. With great heartiness he
msisted on my taking more for it than the ordinary price,
B
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That 1 refused, however, to do; and then he paid for it, and
gave me a subscription, besides, to the funds of the Auxiliary.”

Mr. L. LeClain reports: “ 1 meet with opposition, and
threats of violence frequently, but am, at the same time, en-
couraged to persevere. A Frenchwoman said lately to me,
‘The curé has often ordered me to burn the Gospel, because I
am not sufficiently educated to understand its true meaning ;
but 1 have replied to him that I was too fond of it to destroy
it.” Nor is that a solitary instance of the kind, for frequently
have 1 heard of individuals refusing to comply with priests’
injunctious to destroy the sacred volume. The father of one
family told me he formerly possessed a Bible, and kept it
several years ; but, having been obliged to go from home for
many months, he found on his return that the book was gone.
He requested me to bring him another. In another house,
when 1 offered the Scriptures, 1 was told that one of their
neighbours had lent the inmates a very old copy, and that
scarcely a day passed that they did not read some of it. The
woman of the house said the curé had done his utmost to prevent
her husband reading it, but he had replied to the curé that he
was never so good a Catholic as when he read the Scriptures.
‘That is a rare case, said the priest ; ‘for Canadians that read
that book usually become more or less Protestant.,’” These
are but specimens of' the numerous encouraging circumstances
reported by Mr, LeClain. 1t is unnecessary to quote his recital
of sad instances of deep convictions done violence to through
priestly interference, and Bible-burning, and threats of injury,
temporal and spiritual, to those who read God’s Word. Such
hindrances should be expected, and ought not to discourage us.

On the whole, we have reason to regard our system of
Colportage in the past with a good deal of satisfaction. Your
Committee, however, are of opinion that it would be wise, in
their successors in office, to modify it somewhat during the
ensuing summer. They find that the districts accessible in
that season'have been, of late years, so frequently and so

thoroughly canvassed by our Colporteurs, that many of our
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friends there resident wish a suspension of our operations for
a time. Their wish seems reasonable, and ought to be met.
It can be so, without interfering with Colportage in the city,
or our French work generally.

In future operations there is one name, that has been pro,
minent in our reports for the last ten years, which will no
longer appear. Mr. 8. Day has retired from the service. It is
but right that your Committee should here record, as they have
already done in their Minutes, their appreciation of the
manner in which Mr. D, has discharged hisduty. It bas been
marked with fidelity and zeal ; and, although sometimes only
moderately successful in selling the Scriptures, yet he has been
always eager 1o turn his visits to account by making them pro-
motive of the highest spiritual interests of those he has come
in contact with. He carries with him into his retirement the
respect and good wishes of your Committee, and of very many
among whom he has gone, these ten years, distributing the
Word of God.

We have next to notice

IV. The Bible-Woman’s Mission.

Miss Frith has been at work for little more than seven
months during the year. Her visits among the poor and
others have been very numerous. She has met with a great
deal of temporal destitution, and, in justice to her, it may be
said that, beyond her ability, and with great disinterestedness,
she has ministered to it. Next to nothing has been contributed
by others to help her in that ministry. She has also regularly
attended the County Jail and the Protestant Hospital. Where
she visits she generally reads the Scriptures and prays. She
has often assisted, too, at Ladies’ prayer meetings. Calling
as she had to do, repeatedly, at the same houses on the sick
and anxious, her opportunities for selling Bibles were very
limited, and her sales were consequently few. Sho must be
regarded, however, as disseminating the Truth, and cxtending
the knowledge of it, by her frequent readings, Wor have her
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endeavours in that respect been in vain. She has had the satis-
faction of leading wanderers into the fold of the Good Shepherd,
and been favoured with other tokens of the Divine approval
and blessing. As an illustration of these remarks, the follow-
ing extracts from her reports may be given. She writes:
“This morning 1 received a note from a friend asking me to
call on a girl who had lost her mother, and was anxious about
herself. 1 went, and pointed her to the Saviour. She asked
me to return to-morrow.” “To-day I read in six families.”
“ Some time ago 1 was sent for to see a very sick woman, |
found her in a very dangerous state. She recovered, and 1
continued my visits. Sometimes when 1 called 1 observed she
had been drinking, and was in this way hurting herself. 1
took courage, and asked her, in the presence of her husband,
if she did not use intoxicating liquors. She denied it, but her
husband contradicted her, and bid her tell the truth. She
excused herself by saying the doctor had ordered her to take
it daily. 1 urged her to take nourishing food instead, and give
herself proper care. She said she would try, There is now
a manifest change in her for the better. Her husband told
me this evening there had not been any liquor in the house for
three weeks.” ‘ Some months ago 1 visited a woman repeat-
edly, by request, but had seldom an opportunity of seeing her
alone. When I got it, 1 pressed home upon her the matter
of her personal salvation. Her heart was touched, and she
yielded to the Saviour; but hid her resolution, lest, as she
afterwards told me, she might do something wrong and give
people occasion to say she was insincere. To-day 1 was with
her, and read many texts with her for the purpose of making
her way clearer to her. The effect was remar. ~ble: these
verses, as she herself said, made her heart beat with jdy, and
some near her seem likely to share in her happiness.” “1
called, this forenoon, to see a woman who had, some time
before, avowédly entered on a new course. She was from
home; but her daughter said, ‘ Mother is now not what she
used to be; she used to be cross and irritable, but she is now

always kind and pgtient,’” ‘1 next called on an old couple
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that I first visited nearly two years ago; but there has been a
great change in themselves and in the appearance of their
little home since then. He was then a drunkard, but now
so ber ; she slatternly, but now tidy ; he was then indifferent
to spiritual things, but now earnestly seeking salvation;
she careless, but now a sincere Christian. It is now a
pleasure to me to enter their house, and hear her tell of
what Christ has done for her. 1 never leave them without
feeling enceuraged and strengthened.” “1 never enjoyed a
visit to the hospital so much as to-day. One patient gave me
a short history of her life, and of how she had been brought to
the Saviour by her sister’s death. 1 asked if she would not
be afraid to die. ‘No,’ she said, ‘I am saved. I would like to
live and work for Christ, but if that may not be I am willing
to die.” Another girl was very glad to see me, and asked me
to hear the verses that she had been committing to memory.
Another patient—an old disciple—though suffering much pain,
was full of joy and praise as she told me of the way she had
been led.” “Twelve days ago, I was much interested in finding
a couple I called upon both deeply concerned about their
spiritual state. I found the wife at home to-day. Afler spend-
ing a long time in talking to her of Him ¢ who bore our sins
in His own body upon the tree,’ we knelt in prayer, As we
prayed, her eyes were opened. When we got up, the expres-
sion of her face seemed to tell of the change within. She

confessed then faith in Jesus, which made me glad and very
thankful. To God be all the praise.”

In a later report, mention is made of the husband of this
woman to the effect that he aiterwards found light and liberty,
and it is added, “ they both appear now very happy, and have
erected a family altar, whieh, I trust, will not be pulled down.”
“Of late 1 have been much burdened with the wants of the poor,
which I find it impossible to relieve anght, and yet I am com-
pelled to do something. One can do no good to their souls
unless their most pressing temporal distress is alleviated,
Only those who have been in such houses know what real
peverty is. I wish very much that more means were at my
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disposal that I might, in some measure, supply their needs.”
“I felt it my duty to give a poor woman some hints
about keeping her house a little more tidy. She has been
very wicked, but has always listened with seeming interest
while I read to her. I was afraid she might be offended, but
it seems she was not. There has been a great improvement
gince. Both house and children now seem nice and clean ; and
I hope to see a greater change still, when she comes out of
darkness into the light which Jesus gives.”

The above extracts are but specimens of the incidents
reported from month to month by Miss Frith. They undoubt-
edly show that she is rendering a most important service to
the poor of this city ; and they should suggest to the friends
of our Society that she is entitled to more sympathy and help

than have been hitherto extended to her in the prosecution of
her mission, ’

—being 2,207 Bibles, 2345 Testaments, 129 Portions and 20
Psalters, that is, in all, 4,701 copies. It is a matter of regret
that these issues have been fewer than were reported at last
anniversary. The diminution is partly accounted for by the
circumstance that the period now reported on is shorter, as it
was convenient to take stock a month earlier this winter. It
should be also noted that the value of the books given out this
year has been greater, their quality having been superior.
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The gratuitous distribution of the year has been 145
copies, and to the value of 843.21. These have been bestowed
on needy families scattered over our six counties, and, to some
extent, in this city. A small grant was given to the Ottawa
Young Men's Christian Association foruse at a Mission Station.

We have, lastly, to report

V1. Our Finances.

The Treasurer's account, in full, will be found below. The
following summary of it may be here inserted :—The receipts
for the year, including last year’s balance, have amounted to
$7.995.85. Of that sum there have been reccived from sales,
$1,886.41; from city collections, $637.15, and as free contribu-
tions from branches and shanties, and also from the PARENT
Socrery and the PeErTH AUXILIARY (whose kind gifts are
hereby gratefully acknowledged), $2,615.26. On the other
hand the expenditure has been a donation to the PARENT
Socrery of $1,468.20; for Colportage at home, $1,573.50; for
Stock, $1,483.07; for Agency, &c., $770.60; for printing, &c.,
$213.75; for Depository Expenses, freight, duty, rent, insur-
rance, &c., $475.85, being in all, $5984.97, and thus leaving in
the Treasurer’s hands a balance of $2,010.88, This statement
your Committee have great satisfaction in submitting, as it
shows a considerable increase in receipts, and a larger expendi-
ture than before in furtherance of operations both at home
and abroad. Let us thank God, and take courage.

Still, after all, we must say,

In CoNoLUSION,

that when we think of our proceedings as thus reported, they

should appear insignificant in view of the greatness of Him we
have been avowedly serving, and of what He was entitled to

expect of us. He has the right to require, and He does require,
of those who call themselves His children, that they be imita-
tors of Himself. By imitating Him, nobler and greater things
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than we have yet accomplished can be done, By resembling

Him “we can make our lives sublime.” We must, however, bear
in mind that such resemblance is not to be assumed, as is the
garb we wear, but is the outgrowth of the new nature, which
18 theirs, who are born from above. Lt our aim ever be to
foster and develop that nature more and more. Then may we
be expected te do a work that will, in its issues, survive the
wreck of time, and be esteemed truly great when reviewed in

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l'o City Collections, 1877-78 :—
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ABSTRACT OF THE SEVENTY-FOURTH REPORT OF
THE BRITISH AND FOREIGN BIBLE
SOCIETY, 1877-78.

Given as far as possible in the language of that Report.

“The world by wisdom knew not God ” ; and so it 1s still.
Nothing but the Truth of God, under the teaching of the lloly
Spirit, can make men wise unto salvation through faith that 1s in
Christ Jesus. To shed, therefore, the light of that Truth upon
dark places is the bes* service we can render mankind.

The Society’s issues, last year, were 2,945,697, making the
total, from its commencement, above 82,000,000, Its income was
altogether above $1,061,600. Of this amount akout a half was
from sales, and, of the other half, above a $100,000 were
from legacies. The expenditure exceeded the income by more
than $75,000, in consequence of extraordinary efforts that had to
be made to meet new and urgent claims. The languages in which
the Scriptures have been rendered now number 225. The
versions that have been prepared, 303.

Some parts of the field of labour may be reviewed.

FRANCE.

There have been about 60 colporteurs at work here during
the year. The state of parties in the country, and the arbitrary
conduct of a few high officials, have had the effect of retarding, to
some extent, their undertaking. But they have had some success.
One of them writes : “ 1 entered a house where a number of old
women were occupied, this one sewing, the other knitting, a third
spinning, and all together very talkative—so much so, that they
did not hear me coming. I presented the Bible, but one of the
women told me that that very book had made her father lose his
senses, by which I afterwards understood that she meant, that her
father, an old Roman Catholic, having read the Word of God, had
been converted. She bought a Gospel of me.

“A little later I met with a man who wished to purchase a
Bible on condition that it was not the curé’'s but the Protestant
Bible. 1 showed him what he called the Protestant Bible, but he
would not believe me, and continued saying that I was deceiving
him, At last, I saw a nun who was coming our way, and I said
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to the man, ‘ Well, 1 will offer the book to this nun.” So I did,
and she said at once, ‘It is the Protestant Bible ; but, never
mind, there are not two Gods.” She bought a copy. It is not
every day that Roman Catholic nuns of that sort are to be met
with. Then the man, being sure that this was the Bible he
wished for, purchased a copy.”

But their experience is very various. One describes it as at
times discouraging : “ At nightfall 1 arrive at an inn to have my
dinner and bed. Several men are seated round a table, who have
been earning from 2fr. to 7fr. each. They all stare at me at firet,
and then begin to whisper to one another, ‘ He is a hawker.’
Presently, one more daring than the rest asks, ‘Are you a
hawker? and upon my answering yes, wants to see what 1 have
to sell. Upon my showing books, the exclamation often fol-
lows, ‘ He is a man to be avoided,’ ‘ He is a police spy,’ ¢ A curé.’
When he has finished, I have an opportunity of speaking, and am
often listened to with attention. 'I'he next morning I arrive at a
village. The men are in the fields, the women at their domestic
duties. 1 enter a house, where there are children who cry
because they are cold, and a mother who is in bad humour. * We
do not want books,’ they say, ‘ but bread.” They cannot under-
stand that the Book which is offered them reveals Him who is the
Bread of Life.

“In another house the woman says, ‘1 have no time to
read, though she has been chattering more than an hour with her
neighbours. A young girl says, ‘I will not buy des livres du bon
Diew ; people would laugh at me.” She does not consider that
people are laughing at her already, while she spends whole nights
in dancing.

““ Further on, an old man says, ‘ That book 1s good for the
young, 1 am tou old to read, whilst the young say, ‘ It is only
good for the old.” Thus the trouble is great, but the Lord blesses
the work.”

Occasionally he meets with one ready to receive the Word,
and thus reports : “ 1 was surprised to see a woman reading some
religious tracts, and I asked her if she found them interesting.
‘ Very much,” she said, ‘ but what I would like to see is the book
where these people found their faith and their hope. They bore
patiently all their sufferings, and it is evident that they had a firm
taith,” ¢ But,’ said 1, ¢ that Book from which the Christians draw
their faith costs only 50 cents. She could hardly believe it, and
bought a copy, of which we read at once some parts, which 1
explained to her.”

The entire issues of the year were 99,826 copies,
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BELGIUM.

Belgium 1s a country in which so many contending feelings,
both political and religious, are at work, that it is very difficulf
to secure the attention of those engaged in the maintenance of
their respective theories to the claims of Divine Trath, or to
Induce them to listen to a message of mercy which, whilst it pro-
claims peace on earth and good will towards men, inculcates love
as the mainspring of all thought, and feeling, and action both
towards (xod :llltl nal.,. lt 18 not, IIU\'H‘\ er. becaase t]lc' \ni] Ur any
country 1s unfertile that the husbandman desists from its cultiva
tion. The triumph of mind over matter has never, perhaps, been
more conspicuous than when some barren spot has Iuc n converted
into a fruitful field. And if this be true of the world at large, it
18 far more true of its inhabitants. In dealing with the soil
man's corrupt nature, mfinite goodness and almighty power are
on the side of him who would break up its fallow ground and
expose it to the mellowing influence of the Sun of Righteous
ness, and cast therein the incorruptible seed of the Word of
God. The oasis of grace is to be found in everv desert, and the
renewing influences of the Holy Spirit have not been withheld
fiom lwl(fnnn The movement which was reported last year as
having ldk(‘ll place at Sars Dame Avelines, when a whole con
gregation seceded from the Romish Church and embraced a purer
faith, has spread throughout the nv'tflnl'u.n‘]mnd, and been hailed
as the forerunner of a similar awakening in other parts ot the
country. A ministry so different from that to which they had
been accustomed, mhhvsmug itself to the heart of the \\()lsllll)p(.
instead of to the senses, has been productive of the happiest
results, and a like centre of light and love might have
been established at Morville had not the Belgian Evangelical
Society been unable for want of means to comply with the urgent
request of the people to provide them with a pastor. Nor is this
a sulxtm\ instance. In other localities the ear has been unstopped

r the llcnm“ of the Gospel, and the heart inclined for its recep
tloll. But those who thus thirst for living waters are too poor to
support a minister, and can only wait till God inclines the hearts
of others to supply their need. That which renders these
movements so interesting to the supporters of the Bible Society is
that in most cases that institution has been the pioneer of the
work. The Bible read in secret under the teaching of the
Holy Spirit has brought the proud rebel or the cold hnumlmt to
the feet of Jesus, .md led him to ery out with trembling, “ What
must I do to be saved ¥’

The circulation of the Scriptures effected in this country
during the year has been 41,2056 volumes. There were seven

Colporteurs employed. One of them says, “ a short time since I
was asked to call on a person who, four years ago, was very hostile
to myself and my books. I found him very ill ; he had been
attended by the priest, but he told me he found no benefit from
his prayers, and was afraid to die. He said he had for some time
read the Bible his wile had bought from me, but he did not under-
stand it. ‘Tell me what shall I do to have everlasting life ¥

I read to him several passages and prayed with him. 1 go
every now and then to see him, and, I thank God, I find him
happwl and more resigned.

Another tells as, “ one day, a Custom-house officer called at my
house to ask me if I could answer a question which had caused
him much anxiety : ‘Is there a life after death? He told me
he had read a good deal, even the works of the celebrated philoso-
phers, but they all treated of life this side of the grave. What
he wanted to know was, if there was anything beyond the grave ?
He said he was a Roman Catholic, but he could not bring himsell
to believe in a purgatory, from which priests can save us on pay-
Ing them money to say masses ; this, he looked upon, as nothing
less than fraud. I referred him to the Bible. He bought one,
and went away happy with his Bible under his arm. Some time
after he joined the Protestant Church, and on his death-bed ¢ the
Bible was his best treasure.’

HOLLAND.

Here six Colporteurs have distributed well-nigh 20,000
volumes. One writes: “ How glad T should have been, if you
had seen me last week, when I was colporting in the v1114ge
Not many years ago it was a place where sin abounded, with all
its sad consequences. Now these last years a faithful mlmster 18
come there, whose preaching the Lord has blessed so much, that
in many families the Lord’s name is called upon, where, for merly,
it was blasphemed. I went from house to house, and could sell
many Bibles, the inhabitants being glad to have an opportunity
of procuring the sacred volume.”

The testimony of these men, especially ot those who have
grown old in the Society’s service, is to the effect that the Bible
18 regaining its hold on the hearts of many, and that it is no
longer despised to the same extent as it was a few years ago.

GERMANY.

The issues here have been more than 448,000 copies in more
than twenty different languages. Seventy-four Colporteurs have
been engaged. One of them says : ‘“ Ina workshop, I found among

“
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the mechanics, two God-fearing men. Each at once bought a Bible.
One of them also bought a New Testament to give to a Roman
Catholie comrade. Whilst this was going on the master entered.
He literally raged and raved. ¢ You fools! he said, ‘are you
going to turn the workshop upside down with your mad fancies ?’
1 stepped up and observed, ¢ This madness would be a great gain
for you." “How so?’ he replied.” ¢ Because,’ I said, ‘ the Book
that makes the people mad makes them sober, honest, industrious
—makes them, 1n a word, Christ’'s servants, and Christ’'s servants
are true to their masters and true to all men.” He became quiet.
The workmen crowded round me, and 1 sold several copies.

In a village I had gone from house to house, and, as 1 thought,
visited this place in vain. There were no hunger and thirst after
God’'s Word. At last 1 reached a little thatched hut, with only
two rooms in it, each of which was occupied by an aged woman,
both widows. One asked what I wanted. I said, ‘ Mother, 1
bl‘ing the gl:td tulingb‘ of the Cross 1nto your cottage , if it 18 not
here already, it is Jesus who sends it to you in your old age, for
[ plainly see that the evening of life has come for you. Have you
oil in your lamp? The bridegroom is fast coming.’ Both old
women heard what 1 said, and listened in silence. What more 1
said I cannot now tell. Tears ran down the old womens' cheeks.
They were, for me, blessed moments which I spent in those little
rooms. Both women were very poor, but one gathered what
money she had, and bought a Bible with joy. When I left, she
went a good part of the way with me. I am sure she loves
Jesus., Both were Roman Catholics.”

The importance of colportage in Germany appears from this
that the growth of the population has outstripped the growth of
all means of grace to a fearful extent, and that for any extension
of educational or ecclesiastical advantages the people have long
been accustomed to lean on the State rather than exert them-
selves, In the matter of education the State has not been back-
ward in supplying the means, but the ecclesiastical life has
received scarcely any additional support, though in the course of
the last fifty years the population has more than doubled.
Throughout the whole country the deficiency is very great, but in
large towns the need is still more pressing. In Berlin, for
instance, there are only thirty-six churches and seventy-six pas-
tors to meet the spiritual wants of a Protestant population of
780,000. One of their highest anthorities on moral statistice has
stated that there ought to be an ordained minister to every thous-
and souls ; but if the number above given were evenly divided
among the existing pastors, each would find himself with a charge
of 10,000 souls, and burdened with a responsibility the very
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thought of which is well-nigh overwhelming. Under these cir-
cumstanees every agency which exalts the Saviour, and draws the
sinner beneath the shadow of the cross, is doubly welcome, and
none more so than that which seeks to convey the light of Divine
Truth and love to every home, and to invite each wanderer from
the heavenly fold to taste and see that the hord is gracious.

SWITZERLAND.,

The history of Switzerland has always been an interesting
one to study from various points of view, and not the least in its
connection with Bible Society work. A striking difference
exists between it and other lands in this respect, that whereas
elsewhere we are found working for the most part for the people
here we work almost exclusively with them. We do indeed
supply them with the Scriptures at a low price, but the work of
distribution they undertake irrespective ot our aid and at their
own cost. A good deal of their success Mr. Davies attributes to
their cantonal system, which supplies numerous influential
centres and independent foci, to which life converges and from
which it radiates. He also thinks tha’ much is due to their
popular form of government, through which the national character
has been moulded and men have been trained to do what
requires to be done for themselves, instead of waiting till it is
done for them. But more than all, the revival of religion, which
took place between thirty and forty years ago, and whose effects
remain to this day, must not be lost sight of when accounting for
the manifest thirst for Scriptural knowledge which pervades the
country. The goodly tree which was then planted struck its
roots deeply into a genial soil, and its leaf has not yet w1thexed
nor its fruit failed.

1he circulation here has exceeded 50,000 copies. An inci-
dent reported from Berne may be added. One day a gentleman
in Berne passed our depdt, and stopped to look at the Bibles
exhibited in the window, His eye lit on the passage in the
Sermon on the Mount, “ Agree with thine adversary quickly,
whilst thou art in the way with him.” He read what went
betore and what came after., It was a voice to him. He had
Just commenced a lawsuit against another gentleman. Without
a moment’s delay he went from the window of the Bible depit to
his “adversary,” told him what had happened, the ¢ adversaries ”
agreed with each other and the lawsuit was quashed. Then he
returned to the«depdt and said that he wanted to buy that Bible
he saw in the window. The depositary offered him a clean copy
of the same edition, for, naturally, the book in the window was
soiled by exposure to the sun. But he said, “ No ; I want that
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Bible and none other,” and then explained to the depositary what
she told me and what T have just related.

The depositary turns the leaves of her Bibles every day.
One day a woman entered her depét and said, “ Madam, you
have forgotten to turn the pages of your books to-day.” It
appeared that the old woman was in the habit of doing her daily
Scripture reading in the large print Bible in our depidt window.

AUSTRIA.

The field which is now occupied by the Austrian Agency is
one on which the eye of the Christian cannot but rest with
peculiar interest. The land where Huss and Jerome suffered
martyrdom rather than relinquish the Protestant faith—the land
where the Moravian Brethren proved to the world that though
despotic power may enslave a people, neither violence nor priest-
craft can eradicate the Truth from a soil in which God has plant-
ed it—the land in which the House of Hapsburg became noted
for its cruel persecutions, and Hungarian Protestants contended
for liberties so often promised but as often withheld—the land
where Polish patriotism struggled so long against superior force,
and where the inhabitants of the Tvrol ‘strove for mdepondencv
with manly vigour—such lands as these must command the
attention and enlist the sympathies of all to whom faith and a
good conscience are precicus, and to whom liberty and the love of
cou try are dear.

There is, however, at the present moment, a special interest,
independent of the records of history, connected with the Agency
thus referred to, because it is from this centre that, to a larcre ex-
tent, (God’s Truth has been diffused among ten thousands of
soldiers, who would otherwise have remained strangers to His
great Salvation.

Among non-combatants neither the means nor the inclination
to purchase have been so great as in former years, but in the
camps, hospitals and prisons the anxiety to purchase the Serip-
tures, where the means existed, or to receive them as a gift
where such means were exhausted, was a most remarkable feature
of the war. The issues of the year have reached the large num-
ber of 272,476, showing an increase, as compared with those of
last year, of 117 ,429. They have been in sixteen different langu-
Ages : Bulgmmn. Servian, &ec., &c. The Colporteurs met with
very different treatment in different quarters. In one place,
after one had been at work several days, Sunday came, and with
it & public prohibition, from the pulpit of the parish church, to
buy, and an appeal to those that had bought to bring their books
to the priest, Some did, but their hooks were taken from them
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and committed to the flames. Some few declined to follow orders,
One mason was very bold. He resolutely refused to bring his
book to make a bonfire of it. He was ordered to come to the
priest immediately. ‘You have bought a Bible, you are to bring
it to me at once.” ‘If your Reverence wishes to have one, I will
with pleasure go and buy one for you at the Colporteurs.” ‘No, I
do not wish to buy one ; the book is false. I forbid you for vour
soul’s sake to read it; I command you to bring it hither." ‘Your
Reverence, I have now been reading the boouk for several days, 1
have taken a fancy to it ; really, it contains nothing that can do
my soul any harm; much more, it contains words such as I have
never heard before and can never forget.” The mason began to
repeat some Bible texts, probably specially pointed out to him by
Jolporteurs. ‘What’ quoth the priest, ‘you pretend to know the
Bible by heart! and that in the presence of your priest!” ¢l
would wish to know it,’ rejoined the mason, ‘and, to cut the mat-
ter short, I shall never, never give up my Bible.” Nor did he,
but during the ensuing market-days, as his time allowed, he took
up his stand next to the Colporteur’s table and encouraged passers-
by to procure a copy.

POLAND.

Of the work among the soldiers, Mr. Kantor gives a most
encouraging account. He states that the Scriptures were every-
where received with joy and gratitude, and that tears often
glistened in the eyes of the men as they obtained possession of
the precious book. Officers high in command bought many
copies for distribution among their men, whatever their nation-
ality might be. Even the Jew seemed at times to forget his
enmity to the Messiah, and when told that in the book now
offered him he would find how the promise made unto the fathers
had been fulfilled, he accepted the gift with gratitude and pro-
mised to read it. One poor Turk, who at first refused all conso-
lation and only scowled on every effort to lead him to a better
hope than he yet entertained, was at length induced to receive a
Gospel. Whether he embraced its offer of reconciliation through
the atoning sacrifice of Christ may never be known on earth ;
but some days after he began to read, the nurse who attended
him expressed her astonishment at the wondrous change which
had taken place in his whole deportment. He who had been
fierce and sullen and rebellious had become calm and cheerful and
contented. It was very touching sometimes to see how the
remembrance of home, and of those dear to them there, lingered
in the breasts of these hardy warriors. The truth which was
now so sweet to them they wished to share with the wife who
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was far off, and not unfrequently they bought a Testament to
send her as the pledge of a love which, if it centred in Christ,
was stronger than death.

The following story of a Jewish maiden, which affords a
striking illustration of the sovereignty and faithfulness of God,
may be here quoted from the Society’s February ¢ Reporter.”’ She
was the only child of respectatle parents residing in one of the
rural districts of the kingdom of Poland, and was brought up with
great care and tenderness. Even when yet quite a child, she
was of a reserved and pensive disposition. She rarely joined
other children in their lively sports, and would rather sit by her-
self, full of quiet thought. She never had any intercourse witk
Christian children, nor did she show any desire to become
acquainted with such. Thus her life sped away 1n undisturbed
quietude until she attained her sixteenth vear. About that time
she was one day sitting by herself in her father’s garden, which
was separated only by a wooden fence from the garden of her
Christian neighbours. Several girls were playing on the other side
of the fence ; but of this the Jewish maiden took no heed, until a
cheerful shout startled her. A young friend rushed up to the
merry group, crving, “ Look here, is not this a prettv book ! My
father has just bought it for me.” A short pause ensued whilst
the new acquisition was being examined, and then one of the girls
exclaimed, “ Oh, 1 know that ! that is the new Testament ;: I will
read a piece to you.”

The portion chosen was the nineteenth chapter of St. John.
This thoroughly roused and deeply interested the Jewish maiden.
The words, never heard before, sunk deep into her heart. She also
well remembered that the hook had been called the New Testament,
and she determined %o et possession of a copy. This was not
very diffiecnlt. She then commenced a regular course of reading,
and very soon she felt 5o attracted by that Saviour, full of love
and compassion, of whom every page spake, that she determined
to acknowledge Him to be her Master. She unbosomed her
thoughts to her parents, and entreated them to read the New
Testament for themselves and adopt the Christian faith. The
parents were struck dumb with surprise. Was this their own
daughter, once so timid and simple, and now pleading with such
fervency the cause of the God ot the Christians ? Was this possible ?
And how had the girl acquired these notions, all intercourse with
Christians being studiously avoided ¥ Their amazement was equai
only to their indignation. They forbade the girl ever again to
speak on this subject, and threatened her with their extreme dis-
pleasure, yea, with a curse, if she ever dared to think of becoming
a Christian, The poor girl turned away in silent sorrow, but in
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her little closet she would still read her precious book and never
tire,

A year later the mother had to leave home on pressing family
business, and she was detained beyond expectation. » Before she
returned the father was seized with a violent disease. The devoted
girl sat day and night by her father’s side, not only nursing
his sick body, but also speaking to him lovingly and persuasively
of Him whom her soul adored. Her little Testament in hand,
she proved to him that Jesus was the Messiah who had suffered
and died for sinners, and with her eyes full of tears she exclaimed :
“ Beloved father, accept Him as thy Saviour. Say that He is thy
Redeemer ; and if thou shouldst then he called away, we shall
meet again in the glorious place where He resides.”

At length the eyes of the dying Jew were opened. He beheld
the Lamb of God bearing the sins of the world ; he called upon
His namo, and found peace. The dear Hebrew maiden had the
unspeakable happiness to hear her father utter the wish, before he
departed, publicly to confess himself the disciple of Jesus, and to be
baptized in His name. Thinking of nothing but his salvation and
her happiness, the girl hastened off to a Christian minister residing
at some little distance. To the latter all this was as new as unex-
pected. He listened complacently, but objected to doing things
80 hurriedly. Besides, he observed, the Jewish community was
large and influential in the place ; the thing would not be tolera-
ted ; he would never get admittance to the dying man’s bed. In
the course of the conversation the minister quoted the parting
words of the Redeemer, with which he had instituted the ordinance
of baptism, and for the present he dismissed the girl, saying, “ Go
and pray for thy dear father! Repeat to him the words thou
hast heard from me, and may the God of all grace accept him as
His child.” The girl did as she was bid, and, not very long after,
her father died in peace, freely confessing that he trusted entirely
in the grace of the L.ord Jesus Christ, although it was not until
the twelfth hour that he learnt to know His name.

Anxious cares had still kept the mother at a distance. She
returned not until after her husband’s death, unconscious of the
great change that had taken place in the mind of the departed
one. When the news broke upon her that he had died a Christian,
she was thunderstruck. Her fury knew no bounds. She and the
Jews that assembled around her, stirring up the wild fire of fan-
aticism, fell upon the poor helpless child, and so ill-treated her
that she sank and fainted. But in the midst of much bitter per-
secution she continned steadfast and faithful to the Truth contained
in her New Testament. All at once the maiden disappeared. She
had been sent to distant relatives, the mother said, to be cured of
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her foolish obstinacy. Six weeks later, however, the girl turned
up in the public streets—but in what a state ! Her clothes torn
and filthy, her hair hanging down wildly over face and shoulders,
her hands and feet bleeding, she ran through the streets
crying for help. A crowd soon gathered. The poor girl said she
had been locked up in a cellar all the time, and her mother having
now, in a frenzy of passion, threatened to murder her, she had
after a fearful struggle, succeeded in making her escape. The
police now interfered and shielded her from further assault. She
was escorted to Warsaw and, after a course of instruction, made a

public confession of Christ. May peace and grace be multiplied
unto her !

ITALY.

The events which have transpired in Italy during the past
year cannot but have awakened in the minds of the thoughtful
feelings of deep solemnity. Two of the highest personages in the
realm have been called to their long account. Neither the infalli-
bility of the one, nor the regal splendour of the other availed to
arrest the march of the last enemy ; dust has returned to dust,
and the spirit unto God who gave it. Such is man in his best
estate of worldly grandeur. 'The loftiest summit that he can
reach is capped with the clouds of human frailty and decay, and
there is no escape from their dark shadows but through the light
of Divine Truth. And herein is to be found that encouragement to
the circulation of the Scriptures without which our faith wonld
soon fail and our energies relax. God's Word is truth—Truth
not only antagonistic to whatsoever worketh abomination and
maketh a lie, but Truth whose light can dispel the deepest dark-
ness, and whose balm is effectual to heal sin’s every wound.

During the past year 50,671 copies of the Word of God,
either in whole or in pait, have been distriputed through the
length and breadth of the land, through thirty-eight Colporteurs,
and other agencies. The issues from the depdt in the Corso, in
Rome, alone were 7,370 copies. The story of one of the most
successful Colporteurs, who recently died, is this: Mazzeri (for
such was his name) resided in a village which was a long way
from any place where the Gospel was preached ; nor, as far as he
knew, had any bearer of the Bible ever visited that district. One
day, some years ago, a friend of his who had returned from Aus-
tria—whither he had gone in search of work—showed him a
small Bible which he had brought back with him. Mazzeri, dis-
satisfied with the teaching of the Church of Rome, asked for the
loan of it, and at once began steadily to peruse it. When his
neighbor again claimed the Bible, as he was going away, Mazzeri
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begged him to leave it with him, as he could probably get another
in Austria, where he was going. The man consented and was
absent for two years ; and during that time Mazzeri read the book
to his soul’s profiting. He spoke of its saving truths to others,
and ere long the priest came to the conclusion that some one in
the village had a Bible, of which, however, he failed to get pos-
session. At last his friend returned home, and asked for his
Bible, not having been able to get another. It was reluctantly
given up. Soon after a number of priests met in conclave in the
village, and hearing from the curate that some one in the village
had a Bible, they determined, if possible, to get possession of it,
and accordingly sent for the owner. On his way thither he told
Mazzeri what was going on, who replied that whatever the priests
offered for the Book he would give him double. They first offered
three francs, but when they heard of a competitor they raised it
to six, on which the man returned to his friend, who at once
offered twelve, and was prepared to go much higher, rather than
lose what he considered to be a precious treasure. Whilst talk-
ing together a sudden thought struck Mazzeri, and he said to the
owner of the Bible, ¢ You want a new window, don’t you ¥ ¢ Yes,’
was the reply ; on which he said, ¢ Leave the Bible with me, and
I will make you the window.” So they agreed, and the priests
were disappointed. After this, one of the Waldensian ministers
at Venice was invited to visit them, which he did, and, at Signor
Lissolo’s request, Mazzeri was employed to carry to others the
volume which was so precious to himself,

SPAIN.

The issues here have reached, for the year, a total of 67,261
volumes.

Nearly ten years have now passed away since 1t pleased God
by His overruling providence to open a wider entrance for His
Word into Spain. Long and anxiously had His people been
waiting to shed its light upon the dark places of that distracted
land, and when at length the appointed time came, gladly did they
avail themselves of the opportunity of making known to its
inbabitants the unsearchable riches of Christ. The hatred which
the tyranny of the priests had engendered in the minds of their
victims, rendered the introduction of the Gospel among thewm a
comparatively easy task, and the name of Protestant was hailed
with gladness by thousands who had long groaned beneath the
papal yoke. Such were the circumstances under which the Bible
Society occupied a field of labour which had been long closed
against it, and devoted its best energies to sow it broadcast with
the good seed of God's Word, Nor has evidence been wanting
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that the entrance of God’s Word giveth light. Silently the day
dawned in many hearts ; imperceptibly the seed sprang up and
grew, not all indeed in (rood ground, but with sufficient frequency
to mduce encouragement and call forth praise, and not a few
hitherto desert spots began to rejoice and blossom as the rose.
The Prince of Darkness does not, however, soon relinquish his
hold upon a country in which his dominion has 80 long been
supreme, and his eraftiness is never at fault to devise means for
the attainment of the object which he has in view. A new Oon-
stitution afforded the opportunity for which he had been waiting.
An article on religious freedom was a fine field wherein to
exercise his subtlety. It must be sufficiently liberal to please the
ear of the unwary, but sufficiently elastic to allow of its being
employed for the purposes of repression and persecution. The
craft was successful, and as soon as the priests were bold
enough to avail themselves of such an instrument they did not
hesitate to call 1t into use. First of all a signboard, announcing
the sale of Bibles in the Depdét was condemned as a * public
manifestation ” at variance with the religion of the State, and
when this blow was seen to fall harmless on the heads of those
against whom it was directed, a fresh offence was discovered in
‘““the sale of hooks in the open m:n'ke contrary to Catholic doe-
trine.” Thus now, as ever, the cunning of Satan and the enmity
of Antichrist are alike «hrmtml against the Word of (od. The
kings of the earth set themselves, and the rulers take counsel
together against the Lord and against His anointed, but He that
sitteth in the heavens shall laugh them to scorn, the Lord shall
have them in derision. Spain has been subject to so many
changes, that although the political atmosphere is calm now, it is
impossible to say how soon a storm may arise. But the good
news of a free salvation through the perfect work of Christ as
our only Mediator and only Priest has found its way to so many
hearts that it is hard to believe that that Book which contains
the gracious message can ever again be banished from the land.
The Water of Life, at which thousands have already quenehed
their thirst, flows from a fountain which can never fail, even the
gracious promise of a loving God, and, despite all hindrances, it
will force its way to the surface and pursue its course in its
appointed channel, conveying life and fruitfulness wherever it
flows.

PORTUGAL.

Eleven Colporteurs have been employed here. One of them
writes that several years since he was vehemently attacked by a
priest, and his life threatened if he dared to continue the sale of
the Scriptures in the parish of which he had charge. The priest
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held in his hand a staff armed with a short spear, and made such
demonstrations with this formidable weapon, that he felt afraid of
being wounded. A few weeks ago this priest met him again in
the streets, and spoke to him, saying, “ You are still going about
with the Seriptures ; I am quite changed in my ideas now. The
Psalms you sold in my parish were the same as I now see vou
sel'ing, but 1 burned all the copies I could get hold of. One
day I took it up and read it, felt greatly interested, and prized the
book I once condemned. T now wish for the whole Bible ; give
me a copy of the Word of God. When we last met I sought to
terrify vou, nay, I went to fetch two men to beat you, but could
not find them ; now I thank you for scattering the Scriptures.”

On one occasion, a number of Scriptures had been collected
by the priest after the Colporteur’s visit and publicly burnt. The
flames had scarcely died out and the mocking crowd dispersed,
when curiosity led a boy to search the heap to ascertain if he
could discover the nature of the book. He found at the bottom
a Testament, which, though much burnt in,its cover and edges,
was vet sufficiently whole to admit of its being read. On his
way home, he met a man who enquired of him the history of the
book which he was carrying, and, having heard it, persuaded him
to give it to him. A short time afterwards, he sought out the
Colporteur for the purpose of buying a Bible, and thea explained
to him how the scorched Testament had been the means of lead
ing him to a knowledge of God’s Truth.

In Lishon, Mr. Stewart describes the growth of Divine
light as being most satisfactory. Not only is the preaching of
the Gospel blessed, but God is sometimes glorified in the death of
His people. Of this he furnishes the following instance :—

A member of our native congregation died, and died a most
triumphant death, telling his weeping wife he was going home to
Jesus ; and bidding her not to weep for him, but to rejoice in his
departure to be with Christ. On the day of his burial, a number
of the members carried him to the grave, but at the gates of the
cemetery they were stopped, as there was no priest, and the
papers were demanded, as the Government orders are very strict
at present, but, all the papers being found correct, they were
allowed to enter and proceed to the grave. What was the sur-
prise of the official, who thought it a mere masonic funeral, to
see our Evangelist step forward with the Word of God in hand
and begin to read appropriate portions, the company joining in a
hymn of praise and uniting in praver. At the close, the adminis-
trator cordially took the Evangelist by the hand, saying: ‘I
never heard or saw anything of this sort ; would that all funerals
were 50 conducted, and I wish to have a copy of the Word of
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God from which you read,” which was at once promised him, and
sent on the following day.

The issues during the year have reached a total of 9,652
volumes, consisting of 1,711 Bibles, 5,314 Testaments, and 2,627
Portions. The returns, however, for November and December
had not come in, so that the above figures only include ten
months’ work.

Passing over Denmark with a circulation of 32,000 ; Norway,
where the issues were 30,000 volumes ; and Sweden, where they
were 97,669 copies ; we come to

RUSSIA.

In tke northern section of this great empire, the issues were
in 60 different languages, and to the number of 452,548. Much
was done among the military and prisoners. A Colporteur writes :

“ It gives me great pleasure that I wasable to do something
in supplying the poor wounded and sick Russian soldiers and the
Turkish prisoners with the Word of God. I have now succeeded
in arranging better about the supply of the Turkish soldiers than
at first. The Russian soldier is very modest. Those who had no
Scriptures, received them joyfully and thankfully, kissed the book,
and made the sign of the Cross over it, and then began diligently
to read it.

On visiting the Turkish prisoners, I found in the first barracks
about thirty, of whom, unfortunately, only two could read. These
[ supplied ; aund then went to the next barracks, where there were
about 300. They all came round me, and, finding the books were
being distributed gratis, they closed upon me, and almost tore
them out of my hands, so that I was not able to ascertain if all
could read.

The next day 1 went to three barracks, where 150 men were
confined, but, instead of going into the prison, I got the sergeant
in charge of the guard to call out, one by one, those of the men
that could read, and found, alas! that, out of the 150, only
about eight could do so.”

[ then went to the officers, and, though I could not speak to
them, I found that, by means of gestures, I could make them
understand. 1 gave each of them a Testament. They thanked

me for this, and each gave me his hand. They could all read
very well.”

ASIATIC RUSSIA OR SIBERIA.

Only two depdts have, as yet, been established in this vast
territory, one at Jekaterineburg, a considerable town about forty
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versts across the Asiatic frontier, and another in Tomsk, the com-
mercial capital. Some few Scriptures Lave been circulated from
each, and still more might he done if a person could be found of
some force of character and of a missionary spirit to undertake
the work of colportage. There is a railway in process of construc
tion to the first of these towns, which, when completed, will be of
great assistance to the development of the work. The total circu-
lation in Siberia has amounted to 5,289, which shows an increase
upon that of the preceding year of nearly 1,000 copies.

In SourH Russia still more was done in connection with the
war. The entire circulation was more than 230,000, of which
43,000 were bestowed gratuitously on the sick and wounded, who
could read. Their eagerness to get them for themselves, and
friends at home, was remarkable.

TURKEY.

Work here, owing to the War, has heen conducted under
formidable difficulties. The 1issues, however, have exceoded
32,000. A new and greatly improved edition of the Turkish
Bible is in contemplation.

In GrREECE, about 6,000 copies have been circulated. In
ParesTINE, 763. In Eaver, 2,600 have been sold. In AFRrica,
Eastern, Southern, and Western, the same operations as in previous
years have been carried on.

INDIA.

Here, throughout the various Presidencies, the issues have
numbered 184,196 copies, and 136 Colporteurs have been at work.
Many interesting details are reported. Sir Bartle Frere has
stated that missionaries and others are frequently startled by dis-
covering persons, and even communities, who have hardly ever
seen, and perhaps never heard, an ordained missionary, but who
have nevertheless made considerable progress in Christian know-
ledge. “In one instance, which I know was carefully investigated,
all the inhabitants of a remote village in the Deccan, had abjured
idolatry and caste, removed from their temples the idols which
had been worshipped there time out of mind;and agreed to profess
a form of Christianity which they had deduced for themselves
from an attentive perusal of a single Gospel and a few tracts.
These books had not been given by any missionary, but had been
left, with some clothes and other cast-off property, by a merchant,
whose name even had been forgotten, and who, as far as could be
ascertained, had never spoken of Christianity to his servant, to
whom he gave at parting these things, with others of which he

had no further need.”
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One writes : “ T'wo years ago, our Catechist—we had no Col-
porteur at that time—took some Scriptures with him for sale in
the outlying villages. In one village the Patal bought the whole
Bible in Hindi, and one New Testament in Urdi-Roman. He
also bought some Christian books, and made many inquiries about
Christianity. From time to time the Catechist met him, and
always found Lis interest in the things of which he was reading
Increasing.

Last year, before 1 started on my journey, a message
came from the Patal requesting me to go and see him, for he was
suffering from a severe illness. 1 made arrangements for visiting
him as soon as possible, but shortly afterwards hearing of his
death, 1 did not go to the village. This year the Catechist and
Colporteur visited the village, and found that the brother, who
had inherited the Patalship of the village, was diligently reading
the Scriptures, which his brother had left. He said that his
brother had left off idol-worship after he first began to read the
Scriptures, and had died a believer in Jesus Christ. During his
last 1lilness his brother had spoken to them all of Jesus as the
only Saviour, and urged them all to look for salvation to Him.

Another says: “ Viewing the work in its entirety, it is clear
that by the instrumentality of colportage great good has been ac-
complished. The sales have been encouraging, and, what is better
still, 1s the knowledge that the Scriptures have been read by large
numbers ot Hindoos, and to some extent by Mohammedans also.
Une result of this 1s that not a few have sought baptism, while
others are known to be quietly pondering over the truths of the
Gospel 1n secret. May they be led inco fuller light, and have
strength given them to profess Christ openly ! The report con-
tains many instances of usefulness wrought by means of colpor-
tage. One sucu may be given. Writing to the Rev. A. Theo-
philus on the 8th December, 1877, the Rev. J. 8. Chandler, of
Battalagundu, says : ‘ Do you remember preaching at Pullapathi,
on the morning ot the Sunday you spent at Amanaikanore ! One
man, who told you, in answer to your question, that he was not a
Christian, was by that persuaded to become a Christian. Since
then about twenty-seven families have come over, and that man
whom you so happily influenced 1s the leader of them all.””

As to the results of Bible distribution, it is true that adverse
opinions are expressed in many quarters. Books and pamphlets
containing criticisis against the Bible are eagerly purchased and
devoured. Yet, this proves that an irresistible influence is being
exerted by the Bible ; if it be not so, why should any care to try
and neutralize its influence ! In many cases however, the people
are open to conviction, and do earnestly seek after the Truth,
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Of four persons who were baptized during the year, the first,
a Brahmin, came to the knowledge of the Bible while he was
teaching a private day school. The second, a Telugu man, owes
his conversion to the influence of Bible-teaching in his younger
days in one of the Vernacular Bchools at Anikul, a town twenty
miles from Bangalore. The third is a Telugu weaver. He owes
his convictions to the influence of Bible-teaching in one of the
boys' schools at Bangalore. The fourth is the mother of the
above. There is also another female, who is a candidate for bap-
tism, together with her two sons.

CHINA.

The Society’s undertaking here has been hindered through
the sickness of 1ts principal agent and his family. Still, much has
been done. A missionary writes, from Amoy, as to the five
Colporteurs there employed :

“ Could their supporters sce these men intelligently and
faithfully recommending the Word of God, they would indeed
rejoice.

“The more the Chinese are known, the more they are
esteemed for their abilities, and when these are well employed In
spreading Divine Truth the esteem amounts to fascination. In
the case of one or two of the men wit and humour (so taking
among the natives from their extreme politeness to each other)
enter into the illustrations given of the value of the Scriptures,
while all of them are men of prayer, and when they grow faint
and fearful only need a little encouragement to start them again.
So important has this DBible distribution in connection with
Evangelistic work appeared to me, that I have taken to it my-
self, hoping to stimulate and guide the Colporteurs. The stimulus
is needed, because of a mistaken notion that the work of a Bible
distributor is necessarily inferior to that of an ordinary preacher.
My reply has been : ¢ You see, « missionary 1s a Bible distribu-
tor,” and thus the objectors have been answered and silenced.

““ In the early part of the year, my colleague, Mr. Dukes and
myself, visited the regions of Changping and Lengiong, and met
with extraordinary opportunities for selling the Portions of Scrip-
ture and a certain number of New Testaments. The people of
these parts had never before seen a missionary ; and when they
saw the books, the sale was so unusual that we only regretted we
had not carried many times the number. Our first landing place
was a small village, where we stayed while our boat was being
dragged up the rapids. We employed the time in distributing our
wares. Curiosity and serious interest were displayed by the
simple-minded villagers, who, as soon as they got over the
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astonishment of actually seeing foreigners in their midst and
talking their language, became exceedingly friendly, and pur-
chased almost all the Scriptures we had in our hands. At the
next stopping place 1 could not get off the boat for a stream of
applicants for ¢ the books,” and when a landing was effected, the
many visitors streamed along into the little market town, and
caused no small stir, which brought fresh purchasers. A little
further on, at a beautitully situated village, we were warmly
received, and again impressed with the readiness of the people to
hear of and purchase our treasures.

“In the same way along the.road we had to travel, to the
great tea-mart of this whole region, our arrival and occupation
excited all amongst whom we came. In the midst of rapid sales
we had to proceed on our northern journey, hoping to do more
another time. At the district city, Lengiong, the people, though
shy at first, soon became interested by conversation, and when a
few had begun to buy, numbers rapidly followed. Some
observed that a Bible distributer from Foochow had visited
them. In one place, where three ways met, I found a butcher's
stall empty, and standing there endeavoured to interest the
people.

“1It was not long before they were prepared to purchase, and
after this it was difficult to obtain quiet and freedom from inter-
ruption by those who were willing to hear the doctrine. Soon the
crowd became so great that business was interrupted, and the diffi-
culty to find standing and passing room compelled us to move on.”

Reports are given, showing a continued interest in the
Society from Japan, Australia, New Zealand, the South Sea
Islands, the West Indies, South America, Mexico and British
North America. Passing these, we come to

ENGLAND.

Eleven District Secretaries superintend the work, and look
after the interests of the Society all through England and Wales.
The books issued from London to the various local societies num-
bered 661,055 ; and those circulated by colportage were 48,964,
As many as 92 gentlemen volunteered their assistance to the Dis-
trict Secretaries, and advocated at public meetings the cause of
the Society. Its organizations seem spread over the entire
country ; yet new auxiliaries and branches are being formed, from
time to time, in aid of its operations. There are now 4,660 such
socleties.

BiBLe WoMEN.—The London Bible and Domestic Female
Mission still pursues its onward course in simple faith and
patient perseverance, It is one of those institutions the record,
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of whose usefulness, though written now on the fleshly tablas of
many hearts, will only be fully known at the final day, when the
secrets of all hearis shall be revealed. It has adopted God’s
Word as its standard, and beneath that holy banner it has gone
forth conquering and to conquer, not by might nor by power, but
by the Spirit of the living God. To those who know nothing of
the softer material which is to be found beneath the hard crust of
ungodliness which appears on the surface of this great metropolis,
It may seem wonderful that during the past year £1,5675 should
have been collected from its poorest inhabitants in payment for
11,616 copies of the Word of God, and this at a cost of £478.
Yet such is the quiet unobtrusive work which the Bible women
—often assisted materially by the Bible nurses—have effected.
In other words, each Lamp of Life, which has been introduced
into the homes of these 11,516 persons, including all the
labor of canvassing and collecting, as well as the blessedness of
Christian intercourse and prayer necesserily connected with each
visit to receive subscriptions, has cost the Society the small sum
of tenpence. Who can fail to rejoice that God ever put it into
the heart of Mrs. Ranyard to devise such a scheme, and to main-
tain inviolate the great principle of giving to the Bible the place
of honor in her noble work ¥ Her success need be no matter of
surprise, since God has said—*‘ Them that honor me, I will
honor.”

IRELAND.

The Hibernian Bible Society issued 78,116 volumes, a large
increase on the circulation of last year.

SCOTLAND.

The report of the National Bible Society of Scotland
expresses gratitude and gladness on account of the blessing which
has attended its labors. 1t speaks of extended auxiliaries, ampler
contributions, the good seed scattered over fresh fields, a large
number of Colporteurs, and an increased circulation reaching a
total of 361,192 copies.

IN CONCLUSION.

The most casual observer cannot mark the signs of the times
without becoming convinced that there are forces at work, antag-
onistic to the cause of God, which are as powerful as they are
subtle. Minds are being corrupted from the simplicity that is in
Christ ; and whilst superstition is gathering its thousands,
infide lity is marshalling its tens of thousands for that mighty

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struggle between light and darkness, the issues of which are not
uncertain, though the conflict may yet be severe. And where,
amidst the clashing of opposing hosts, shall the children of God,
secure a rallying point for their forces? Where shall they find
a touchstone wherewith to distinguish the true from the false }—
a crucible in which all schools of thought may be cast, so as to
sever the ])l'(‘('iUll.‘) from the \'ilt', if 1t be not in the Word of God ¢
Here, at least, there is nothing uncertain ; nothing deceptive ;
nothing false. The currents of unbelief are strong and bearing
many a bark towards a rock-bound shore ; will you not hoist the
only Signal by which the haven can be reached ! The darkness of
iniquity deepens, will you not bear aloft that Torch which alone
can dispel it, and enable the wanderer to discern the way of holi-
ness and peace ! KEarth’s soil is still, to a large extent, dry and
barren, will you not pray for showers of Divine grace to yield
moisture and fertility, and thus hasten the harvest of a waiting
world, when they that sow in tears shall reap in joy, and ¢ they
that turn many to righteousness shall shine as the stars for ever’
in the kingdom of God?

Men die in darkness at your side,
Without a*hope to cheer the tomb ;
Take up the torch, and wave it wide,
The torch that lights earth’s darkest gloom.
Toil on, and in thy toil rejoice,
For toil comes rest, for exile Home,
Soon shalt thou hear the Bridegroom’s voice,
The midnight cry, « Behold I come!”

At noon on Friday, the 3rd January, 1879, a deputation,
consisting of Geo. Hay, Esq., President, the Hon. S. L. Tilley,
the Rev. Messrs. W. Armstrong, Jos. White, J. Wood, and R.
Gavin, with Messrs. J. Thorburn, J. Durie, H. Alexander, A. P,
Bradiey, W. Cousens, and E. A. Perry, waited upon His Excel-
lency, and presented himn with the following

ADDRESS,

To His Excellency the Most Noble the Marquis of Lorne, K. I,
K. C, M. G., Governor-General, dc., de.

May 11 PLEASE YoUR ExcELLENCY,—We have been charged
by the Committee of the Ottawa Auxiliary Bible Soclety, to
express, on behalf of that Society, the heartfelt satisfaction with
which 1ts members have regarded Your Excellency’s appointment
to the government ot this Dominion. We esteem the selection
of one who stands in the closest affinity to the Royal Family, to
be our Sovereign's representative here, as a special mark of Her
Majesty's favour, and as well fitted to deepen the already strong
and aflectionate loyalty of Her Majesty’s subjects in this depen-
dency of Her vast Empire.

In the glad acclaim with which Her Royal Highness the
Princess Louise has been welcomed among us, we have very cor-
dially joined. We, at the same time, very sincerely deplore the
sad bereavement in which the Royal Family have been recentl
involved by the lamented demise of Her Royal Highness the
Grand Duchess of Hesse-Darmstadt, so universally loved and
honored, and beg very respectfully to convey to Her Royal High-
ness the Marchioness of Lorne, and to Your Excellency, this
expression of our condolence and sympathy.

The institution, in connection with which we appear before
Your Excellency, is in close alliance with the British and
Foreign Bible Society. We endeavour, as far as within our power,
to encourage and further the beneficent enterprise of that great
Society in circulating the Scriptures throughout the world, as it
now does in two hundred and twenty-five different languages and
dialects. We charge ourselves also with the special duty of see-
ing that the inspired volume is duly distributed in our own
Ottawa Valley, Our distribution in it last year amounted to
6,664 copies.
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We are fully persnaded that our work, thus briefly described,
will readily meet with the approval of one who has, with pains-
taking fidelity and marked success, put the sacred songs of
Scripture into a form more available than before for popular use
in English-speaking communities, and we therefore venture to
ask Your Excellency to become the Patron of our Auxiliary.

We heartily invoke on Your Excellency, and Her Royal
Highness, your consort, Heaven'’s richest and best blessings, and
earnestly hope that you may both derive, from the Bible, the
light and comfort needed by all in performing appointed duties,
and in undergoing allotted trials.

GENTLEMEN,—I rejoice to hear of the success of your
Society, as shown by the great number of copies of the Holy
Scriptures which it was in your power to distribute, during the
last year, in the districts more immediately connected with the
Ottawa Valley. As the representative of the Queen, I accept the
honor you confer on me in electing me Patron of the Bible
Society, for I know that in such an enterprise Her Majesty would
take a warm interest. I thank you for the words you have used
in speaking of our arrival here, and of the grief which has over-
taken the Queen and all her family at this season. 1t 1s not long
ago that the Prince of Wales visited the establishment where, at
the Paris Exhibition, held under the auspices of the GGovernment
of France. was shown the vast variety of Bibles, printed in almost
every known tongue, which it is the labour of love of the Bible
Society to distribute among all the nations of the earth. With
the British and Foreign Bible Society you stand in close relation-
ship, and I can conceive of no nobler work than in spreading
abroad, and in no stinted measure, that education which you thus
make free to every man within your reach, and which gives to
the poorest among your fellow-countrymen the boundless treasures
which, when found, provide for the wealthy and the destitute
alike the inestimable blessings contained in the Word of God.

The opening devotional services were conducted by the Rev,
F. W. Farrigs and the Rev. J. Woob.

Tue PRrEeSiDENTS ADDRESS.

Mr. Hay said :—We are met once more to avow our belief
in the old-fashioned Bible, and to manifest our interest in the
work of its circulation. From the report to be submitted we shall
learn something of progress effected in that work ; and the
addresses to be delivered will, it is hoped, strengthen our faith
and stimulate us to a higher appreciation of our duty to the
Society, in whose intcrcsts we ace convened.

It 18 found from the reports of our Colporteurs, and from state-
ments made by officers of our Eranches, that the districts surround-
ing Ottawa are at present so well supplied with the Scriptures that
it 18 deemed unnecessary to canvass that portion of our field, which
has usually been visited in summer, for, at least, one season.
Should this be decided on by the Committee to be appointed this
evening, it will enable us to devote more of the funds to the work
of the Parent Society than would otherwise be possible in the
present state of our finances. That is so far well just now, see-
ing that a special appeal for help has been made by the Home
Committee to all the Auxiliaries and Branches, in consequence of
the pressing claims of their expanding operations, and the increased
outlay caused by the demand for Scriptures among the soldiers
engaged In the eastern war.

There are circumstances connected with the Russo-
Turkish war, which are worthy of being referred to here.
It may not be generally known that up to a recent date
the Russian people have practically been without the Bible,
excepting the New Testament and the Book of Psalms, which
they had in modern Russ. The Sclavonic Bible was unintelligible
to the great body of the people, and even to many of the priests: also.
For many years the British and Foreign Bible Society had been
carefully translating from the mwmlls the entire Bible, into
modern Russ, but tho Russian Government would not permit the
manuscript to be printed in Russia, nor the Bible to be brought into
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the country when printed. In 1876 the first complete modern
Russian Bible issued from the press. The Committee, at that time,
had no expectation of the war ; but, when early in 1877, the Rus-
sians crossed the Pruth and entered Roumelia, on their march to
Bulgaria, they were met by the entire Bible in their mother tongue,
a marvel of beauty in type and binding, and at a low price. Both
officers and men seized on it with such avidity, that every nerve
had to be strained by the Society’s agents, in order to supply the
great démand. Here was the book prepared for the reader, let us
see how the reader was prepared for the book. Since the aboli-
tion of serfdom in Russia, great attention had been paid to the
education of the people. Among other means for their instruc-
tion, every recruit, on entering the army, was at once sent to
learn the alphabet, should he not have already done so. Then, he
could not obtain his discharge, when his service expired, unless he
could read. So, during their long winter, a great portion of the
soldiers’ time was spent in the regimental school ; and thus the
young soldiers were prepared to read the Bible, translated years
ago, and only just printed when they could put it into use.
Was not this a remarkable instance of the way in which God often
makes the wrath of mar to praise him, and, out of seeming evil,
brings forth good ?

The Society’s agents were thus enabled to circulate over 220.,-
000 copies of the Scriptures, principally in modern Russ, among
the soldiers; and the effect upon the army is reported as being
very striking, One stalement in a Russian newspaper compares
the army to a vast prayer meeting. The expense of this and
other extra work, recently accomplished by the Bible Society, has
placed their funds in such a condition as to call for prompt assis-
tance from their friends. In answer to their appeal we have
decided to remit to London the collection to be taken up at this
meeting, and 1t 18 hoped a generous response will be made to it.

The chairman then called for the report. An abstract of it
was accordingly read by the Recording Secretary.

After a hymn had been sung, the Rev. J. W. SpArLiNG, of
the Ottawa Fast Methodist Church, addressed the meeting in a
speech, no notes of which could be obtained, and moved the

The Rev. G. W. Hu~xtinaToN, of the Reformed Episcopal
Church, Ottawa, seconded this resolution, He said:
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Mg. PrEsIDENT,—~] would second the resolution that has
been offered by the Rev. Mr. Sparling, and, in doing so, would
improve the opportunity to express my admiration of the work
that is being accomplished by this Society. Few cities in the
United States (and I speak of these because I am more familiar
with the States than the Dominion) of the size of Otawa, can
boast such a vigorous and efficient Auxiliary Bible Society as the
one whose twenty-fourth annual meeting we are now attending.
The number and character of the men who attend its monthly
meetings for the transaction of business, indicate a degree of
interest in the work of Bible distribution which is as cheering as
it is to me remarkable, A Society now nearly a quarter of a
century old, organized some vears before Ottawa had assumed its
importance as the Capital of the Dominion, that has gone on year
after year vigorously prosecuting its beneficent work, is an insti-
tution of which the Christian men and women of this city have
good reason to be proud. I ask no more satisfactory evidence
concerning the character of the men who Jived in your city, when
it was as yet comparatively a small village, than that they
organized and carried forward into successful operation this
Auxiliary Bible Society. They must have been men who recog-
nized the Bible as the source of all true prosperity, and who
desired that all might partake of its blessings. They manifested
the same spirit as did their noble Queen, who, when sending a
copy of the Bible to the Queen of Madagascar, wrote on it, that
the grandeur and glory of England were due entirely to the
teachings and influence of God’s holy Word. How many gene-
rations of Englishmen have had its truths stamped upon their
winds in early childhood, and how far-reaching has been its
influence upon the national character. The present Prime Min-
ister of England has forcibly said, that the life and property of
Englishmen and the honor of English families, owe at this
moment their chief protection to a few words that were pro-
nounced on Mount Sinai, more than three thousand years ago.
If this be true, if, as we believe, the Bible is the bulwark of civi-
lization, if it is the palladium of our civil liberties, as well as the
charter of our religious hopes, then let us sow it broadcast
through this and every other land. Never were so many eagerly
stretching out their hands for God’'s Word as now. Year by
year, the number of the nations that literally sit in darkness, as
regards God’s truth, is steadily diminishing. The nations are
hungering for the Bread of Life. Shall we not then esteem
it a privilege to co-operate with those who are printing
and circulating the Bible? Shall we not joyfully employ every
means at our disposal to bring our fellow men under its divine,
emancipating power ! Shall we not act as though we believed
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the Bible to be something more than mere paper and ink—
as though we believed it to be God’s living truth—a divine force,
moving and enlightening whoever reads or hears it ¥ But, while
80 many heathen nations are asking for the Word of God, it 1s
sad to see on the part of some in Christian lands a disposition to
undervalue it. Sneers and contemptuous allusions to it are seen
in books, magazines and newspapers, and may be heard from the
lips of orators and lecturers. Within a short time, one of these
stood up before an audience in New York City and declared that
the wealth that had been expended by the different Bible Societies
during the last seventy-five years in publishing and distributing
one hundred and eight mallions of copies of the Bible, had been
worse than wasted, and that the work of the Bible Societies
should be stopped, if for no other reason, on account of its
expensiveness. But such men as these, who assail the Bible, miss
their aim, for divine truths never die and can never be destroyed.
The Anglo-Saxon mind, all over the world, is saturated with the
spirit and language of the Bible, It enters into the very woof
and warp of their being, and it is that which has made the race
the envy of the world. Infidels may treat the Bible as though it
were an obsolete and old-fashioned book, but notwithstanding all
their scoffs and sneers, as one of the most sagacious of English
statesmen has recently said, ¢ the time will come when the vast
communities and countless myriads of America and Australia,
looking upon Europe as Kurope now looks upon Greece, and
wondering how so small a space could have achieved such great
deeds, will still find music in the songs of Zion, and still seek
solace in the parables of Galilee.” Especially should we ever keep
in mind our personal interest in God’s word ; for the more keenly
we realize this, the greater will he our efforts for its dissemina-
tion. Let us never forget that to us, individually, the Bible is
everything, or it 18 nothing. As the mariner uses the compass, by
which he steers ; as the captain of the vessel uses the sextant to
ascertain his exact position when at sea, and as the pilot uses his
chart, to guide the vessel, so that the shoals and rocks may be
avoided, so let us use the Word of God. Amid the strife of
tongues, the clash of creeds and the collision of interests, which
sometimes bewilder our souls, let us listen to the still small voice
of God, speaking to us through His Holy Word. In a little
church in the Isle of Man, there is a monument erected by Her
Majesty the Queen. A young girl is represented reclining with
her head upon an open Bible ; and on the marble page you read,
“ Come unto me all ye that labour and are heavy laden, and 1 will
give you rest.” It represents the young Princess Elizabeth, who,
during the wars of the Commonwealth, languished in prison, and
was found by the jailor lying dead on the floor, with her face upon
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the open page of her Bible, and at this particular passage. She
had found by experience, that even in the prison house, the soul
can and does find rest in the Saviour, Z7%¢s is the precious truth
that the Bible brings to weary, burdened, struggling souls, the
world over, Then, as we love our race and love our Master, let
us, by multiplying and circulating God’'s Word, do all that in us
lies to make known these “ Good tidings of great joy which shall
be to all people.”

The resolution was put from the chair and unanimously
adopted.

A hymn having been sung, the President next introduced
the Rev. Dr. Potts, of Toronto, who moved the

SRD RESOLUTION.

“That this meeting, continuing to adhere to the principles
and aims of the British and Foreign Bible Society, rejoices in its
great prosperity, and in its recent successful operations amid con-
flicts and commotions in Eastern Europe, and amid the peaceful
competitions of the civilized world at the International Exhibi-
tion at Paris ; and hereby resolves, in dependence on divine aid,
to persevere in helping that Society in its vast undertaking.”

Dr. Porrs said:

Mr. President,—1 am happy to respond to your call, and
thankful for the opportunity of advocating the Bible cause on an
Ottawa platform. 1t 18 highly fitting that, at this the centre of
legislative wisdom and power for the Dominion, the truth, which
history abundantly illustrates, should be enunciated: that coun-
tries which honor the Bible are honored by the God of the Bible.

It is to be hoped that Commoners, Senators, and Ministers
of the Crown may be influenced by this principle, and thus lay
broad and deep the foundations of a nationality which shall glory
in moral as well as in material development and power.

Joming, as I do, from the West, you, good people of Ottawa,
will allow me to say how greatly we rejoice in the honor con-
ferred upon the Dominion by our gracious and beloved Sovereign,
in sending her noble son-in-law, the Marquis of Lorne, to be our
Governor-General, and in entrusting to our care her royal
daughter, the Princess Louise. The gracious act of our Queen
in so doing, while it cannot increase our attachment to her per-
son, nor our loyalty to her throne, does lead us to see, more
clearly than ever the high estimate placed upon the Dominion of
Janada by the Sovereign of the British Empire. We cannot
soon forget the fascinating and eloquent Earl of Dufferin, who so
illustriously represented, lately, the Crown among us. Canada
is better known, to-day, in Europe, because of the able and im-
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pressive speeches made by His Excellency, and published in all
the leading papers of Great Britain and Ireland. We hail with
joy one of Scotland’'s noblest sons as his successor, and feel
assured, when the time comes for him to return to his native
land, that it will be a cause of deep regret to us all. In the
meantime we rejoice in his relation to this Bible cause, and trust
his influence may be such as to make the Bible be more highly
prized throughout the country.

By the special request of the Board of Directors of the
“Upper Canada Bible Society,” T have, as their deputy, to con-
vey to your Ottawa Auxiliary, the fraternal greetings and best
wishes of their Society. We occupy a field in many respects
like your own. We are one with you in aim, motive, effort and
prayer. We are alike engaged in spreading the truth, as it is in
Jesus, 1n our respective spheres of operation. We are animated
by the same desire to help the great Mother-Society in her world-
wide plans for spreading the knowledge of God through His
written Word. It may not be out of place for me to give you
a little information relative to the work of the Society I repre-
sent. Last year we had 451 Branches. Our friends in London
have determined to work the field around that centre, and have
formed an Auxiliary to be known as “The Western Ontario
Bible Society.” This will reduce our Branches to about 400,
Our income last year was $31,385. We have at present one
permanent agent, and twenty-one provisional agents. Forty-one
of our stronger Branch-societies have this year undertaken to
hold their own meetings without any help from agents. We
have at present four colporteurs in Ontario, and four in Manitoba.
The French colportage of the Quebec Auxiliary is entirely depen-
dent upon an annual grant, which they receive from us, to the
amount of 8500, Tt matters very little whether one or several
Auxiliaries attend to the interests of the Bible Society cause in
this land. There must be no rivalry between us. We can bid
one another God-speed in our earnest endeavors to further the
interests which are dear, as they are common, to us all. A ccept,
then, the heartfelt wishes of “The Upper Canada Bible Society,”
for the increasing prosperity and usefulness-of the Auxiliary over
which you preside.

The resolution entrusted to me needs no advocacy of mine to
secure from the audience an affirmative and unanimous vote.
The prosperity of the British and Foreign Bible Society is matter
of rejoicing to all our hearts. The field of her operations is often
strange, but always providential. The resolution refers to what
she did in the late eastern war. Many of the wounded soldiers
on both sides of the conflict thereby learned of the Divine Healer
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and Comforter. Many, who escaped the dread consequences of
war, learned, as never before, of the * Prince of Peace,” and of
the peace He gives which passeth understanding. Follow in
thought the Turkish and Russian soldiers, who carried the sacred
treasure to their houses, and consider the permanent influence for
good, which it may theore exert. Who can adequately appreciate
the blessings thus diffused ! Tt will take eternity to disclose fully
their value. There is a reference also in the resolution to what
was done amwid the more congenial scenes of the International
Exhibition at Paris. Yow eminently suitable was it that the
Bible should be ther¢, seeing that it is, as preceding speakers
have shown, a chief faccor in civilization. as well as in salvation!
| had, on my way hither, for a fellow-traveller, a gentleman who,
sent by our Government, attended, in an official capacity, that
Exhibition. He described to me, last evening. the striking scene
witnessed, at the close of each day, as the Bible-distributors,
taking their stand at the gates, handed to the thousands from
f(n‘c'ia{ll ]:lll(]ﬂ. as ”l("\’ were !'nfirin‘_{ from the Ialll']l]in'_"s:‘ the (:uslwl
of Christ in their several languages. Would that the nations
would heed its teachings! Then would thev delicht in war no
more., They would beat their swords into plough-shares, and their
spears into pruning-hooks, and thenceforth live in amity. The
work of the Society at the Paris Exhibition was spring time sow

ing in faith and hope : the harvest will be seen in cases of per-
sonal salvation, in homes made happy, and, let us hope, in the
purification and elevation of national life.

The main feature, however, of this resolution is that it com-
mits us to persevering in the sustaining of the British and Foreign
3ible Society. My aim, therefore, must now be not to create an
interest in that institution, but to deepen and intensify the interest
already felt. Why should we resolve to persevere in helping that
Society in its vast undertaking ? T answer

1. Becawnse of the providential character of its origin. That
it 18 a child of Providence every impartial student of its history
must admit. It has been very truly said that “it grew out of a
want—the want of the Bible in Wales.” The Rev. Thomas
Charles, a minister of the Church of England, was the first to
discover that necessity, How great it was, may be judged by the
circumstance, which has been recorded, that twelve Welsh peasants
clubbed together to buy one Bible, each to have the use of it for a
month at a time. An old man—the last subsceriber—wept bitterly
saying, “Alas! it will be twelve months before my turn shall
come, and I daresay, before that time comes, I sball be gone into
another world !I” Mr, Charles was accustomed to question the
children of his charge about his text the previous Sunday. He
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met a little girl, who could not tell him his text, and she wept
because she could not. That led him to make further inquiry,
and he ascertained that she had no Bible, and had been accus-
tomed to walk several miles, that she might see one, and learn
the weekly text ; but that she had been unable, that week, to
accomplish in consequence of a storm. Her disappointment set
Mr. Charles a thinking ; and when he visited I.ondon in 1802,
their want in Wales was uppermost in his mind. Lying awake
one morning, he thought of a plan ; and, at a meeting afterwards
convened for the purpose, he stated it to sympathizing friends.
One who heard him—the Rev. Joseph Hughes, Secretary ot the
Tract Society—immediately uttered these memorable words,
“Surely a Society might be formed for the purpose, and if for
Wales, why not for Britain ; and, if for Britain, why not for the
whole world?’ They accordingly agreed to form a British and

-

Foreign Bible Society ; and actually did so on the 7th March,
1804, Little did Mr. Charles know the importance of the step
he had taken ! What mighty results have flowed from this small

What vast circles of Christian influence have there

beginning !
been with this same Society for their common and vital centre !

2. We should pledge ourselves to sustain this great Society
because of its broadening spiritual influence.

[ believe in denominations,—in denominational convictions
and teaching. The men who have such convictions, are the men
who can afford to be liberal. To them we look for the prosecu-
tion of the work of God in the world, rather than te those who
love all churches alike, or 1o those who love all churches so well
that they cannot belong to any.

Denominationalism, however, has its perils : it tends to nar-
rowness :—to narrowness of Christian thought :—to narrowness of
Christian sympathy :—to narrowness of Christian action. It is
well that there should be a process of broadening our spiritual
character, without impairing our denominationa! attachment. I
venture to say that that advantage can be secured through the

J3ible Society, It tends to enrich spiritual life, to widen Christian
sympathies, and yet, at the same time, to make the Episcopalian
a better churchman, the Presbyterian a more sturdy upholder of
his ¢ Confession,” and the Methodist more worthy of the name he
hears. Since i1t is 8o, it augurs well for the future that so many
from all the churches rally round this Society’s standard. Its
adherents range from the mitred Bishops down to the humblest
evangelist : from the Queen on the throne and from the Peers of the
realm down through all the ranks of Protestant society. Being
so catholic and non-denominational, it has a claim on all the
churches. Its platform is so wide, and based on such funda-
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mental priuciples, that men of every denominational complexion
can, without compromise, meet upon it, and combine in furthering
its interests. It stands high and clear above all parties, and
invites all who receive the Bible as the Word of God to unite in
its diffusion. Lord Bexley, who was for seventeen years the
President of the British and Foreign Bible Society, when
reproached by a Professor of Divinity for uniting with Dissenters
in this work, replied :—* So far from repenting of what I have
done, I shall less and less repent of it, as I approach that state,
when the distinction of Churchmen and Dissenter shall be no more.”
Side by side with this testimony of Lord Bexley, I would place
that of Dean Milner ; he said :—*“ I would not, for all this king-
dom can bestow, have my conscience loaded with the bitter reflection
that 1 had ever, directly or indirectly, been instrumental in obstruct-
wng the free progress of the Fritish and Foreign Bible Seciety.”
With great attractive power, this Society has drawn all sections
of the church together, and has thus proved their actual and true
oneness.

3. The Bible Society ws worthy of our most earnest support,
because of its vital relation to the Missionary organizations of the
Church. One of the great purposes for which the Cnurch exists,
is to evangelize the world. Animated by the Spirit of Christ, she
must evince zeal like His in seeking and saving the lost. She may
have men of Pauline culture and consecration who, in the face of
all opposing difficulties in hostile heathen lands, can say with
that Prince of Gospel missionaries :—* None of these things move
me, neither count I my life dear unto myself, so that 1 might
finish my course with joy, and the ministry which I have received
of the Lord Jesus, to testify the gospel of the grace of Liod,” yet,
at every step, she is dependent on this Society’s help. To instruct
the ignorant heathen, the Scriptures in their several languages
are indispensable, and to obtain those she must turn to the Bible
Society. It is true that, by Divine command, the message of
mercy must be proclaimed by the voices of living preachers ; but
what are they without the living word of the living God? The
soldiers that are to extend the dominion of Truth must be duly
equipped with, and ever ready to wield “ the Sword of the Spirit,
which is the Word of God.” Whilst, without the Bible Society,
missionary operations would be curtailed to an alarming extent,
it is equally true that, without missionaries and their learning,
new translations in many quarters would be impossible, and the
Bible Society would be greatly crippled. They are partners in
one enterprise, being mutually dependent, and each essential to
the other, and both requisite for the enlightening of those still in
pagan darkness, As we are interested in the svccess of our
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respective missions, let us support the!Society, which contributes
so largely to the carrying on of their work.

4. The sumple but sublime design of the Society constitutes
another reason why we should aid it. 1ts object is to put into the
hands of every human being, on the face of the earth, a copy of
God's Word : that is to say, it seeks to furnish the world with
a statute book for its governmeni, and those who adopt it
find 1t more desirable than gold : it aims at supplying the race,
perishing for want, ‘with the true bread, which cometh down
from ]u';l\t‘ll,’ and those who eat of jl, look up and sSdY ‘ Lord
evermore gl\'v us this bread’ : 1t desires to invest the human
family with wealth, which forbids the possibility of poverty,
l)}‘ ht'ltillg before them IIH* unsearchable riches of Christ : 1t
would lluminave all with heavenly wisdom : it would furnish all
with an infallible guide to holiness, to happiness, and to Heaven.
Such 1s the Seciety’s aim, There is an inspiration in it, which
should lift us above petty boundaries and contracted efforts, and
impel us to render a service that may bless mankind.

9. We should be influenced by considering the certain pros-
pect of ultvmate and glorious success.

Some success has already been obtained ; but we look for
greater things. And their realization is as certain as if the pro-
phetic had already become the historic. 1 know there are
obstacles, both molehill and mountainous, to be surmounted, and
antagonisms, both feeble and formidable, to be overcome. |
know how vulgar infidelity prates against the Bible, and how cul-
tured scepticism insinuates its iceberg doubts as to ispiration,
whilst condescending to admire its morality and extol the pertec-
tion of 18s teaching on many points. The existence of such
opposition now should not dismay us, seeing that the present is a
mixed state of victory and defeat, of pleasure and pain, of joy and
sorrow, of light and darkness, of hope and despondency. But, let us
climb the Alpine heights of prophecy, and survey thence the cheer-
Ing prospects spread out to our vision. We can see that a time is
coming when statesmanship shall bow before Him, who is King of
Kings ; that a time is coming when learning shall fall in lowly
reverence before him, in whom are hid all the treasures of wisdom
and knowledge ; that a time is coming when * Holiness to the
Lord shall be upon the bells of the horses,” when “ every pot in
Jerusalem shall be holiness to the Lord of Hosts ” ; and when it
shall be written, too, on the literature and commerce of the world.
Yes, there is a time coming when there shall be light everywhere,
and darkness nowhere : peace everywhere, and war nowhere :
worship everywhere, and heathenish superstition nowhere.
When, instead of the Crescent shall be the Oross ; instead of the
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Koran, the Bible ; instead of the reign of sin, the reign of the
rightful sovereign from ‘‘ the river unto the ends of the earth.”
To the realization of all this, this Society is contributing a large
share.

6. The Book utself forms another reason why the Society,
circulating it, should be sustained. What a book ! How notable its
history ! 1t comes laden with unexhausted and inexhaustible trea-
sures of redemption and salvation, and, being no respecter of per-
sons, it offers them to all. It knows no restriction in colour, in
clime, or in station of life. It comes to man as man, saying, “ lo
you O men 1 call, and my voice is to the sons of men.” 1t has lived
through all forms of opposition. 1t has feared not the hammer of
the geologist ; nor the fire of the chemist ; nor the telescope of
the astronomer ; nor the development of any or of all science,
1ts science 1s that of salvation : its art is that of serving God. It
has been wonderful in the intensity of its friends, and in the viru-
lence of its foes. The most harculean efforts to crush it have
failed ; fire has not consumed 1t ; water has not drowned it ;
infidelity has not overthrown it ; the multiform opposition assail-
ing it has only proved its indestructibility., The loftiest and most
gigantic Goliaths of scepticism and atheism have confronted this
weak but heroic David, and they have fallen with many a mortal
wound ! “The Word of the Lord endureth forever ! ” But,
what is the burden of the book, that has been so persistently
opposed ! 1t 1s salvation. It reveals pre-eminently the Saviour
of the lost ; it conveys infallibly the knowledge, supremely needed
by men, of the life, and love, and power of the blessed Jesus.
The Bible is sent forth by this Society, not because it is a book of
ancient history, of beautiful biography, of profound philosophy, of
exquisite poetry, of unequalled sublimity and eloquence, but be-
cause it testifies of Christ Jesus. They arve not blind to its
literary attractions, to the elevation of thought and the charms of
style which mark it ; but they send it because it has this for its
distinguishing glory, that it makes known ‘‘ THE DESIRE OF ALL
Nations” ; it brings light for the world's darkness ; joy for the
world’s sorrow ; hope for the world’s despair ; medicine for the
world’s disease ; pardon for its guilt ; life for its death.

O Book of God! O Testimony of Jesus Christ! Thou art
more precious than rubies ! Thou comest to us breathing bene-
dictions innumerable and inestimable ! What help and comfort
have thy doctrines and promises yielded to the generations which
have passed on before us | Under thy shadow, our fathers were
screened from the scorching sun of worldliness. From thy foun-
tain they drew the water of life with joy. In life's temptations
thou didst succour them, For life's duties thou didst strengthen
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them. In life’s sorrows thou didst comfort them ; and, in life's
last hour, they heard thy voice, saying, ‘ Let not your heart be
troubled.” What thou hast been to our fathers, thou art and
wilt be to us their children. Of thee, therefore, we shall
testify :—

This Book unfolds Jehovah’s mind.

This Voice salutes in accents kind,

This Friend will all our need supply.
This Fountain sends forth streams of joy.
This Mine affords us boundless wealth.
This G'ood Physician gives us health.
This Sun renews and warms the soul.
This Sword both wounds and and makes us whole.
This Letter ahows our sins forgiven,

This Guide conducts us safe to heaven.
This Charter has been sealed with blood.
This Volume 18 the Word of God.

Avar Longley, Esq., M. P. for Annapolis, N. S., seconded
the resolution, which was unanimously adopted.

REPORTS OF PROVISIONAL AGENTS,

I.—Rev. G. G. HuxTasLE's REPORT.

I am thankful to say that I have been enabled to accomplish
the work assigned to me by your Committee,

| visited every Branch at the appointed time, and held a
meeting in each place, with one exception,

In three or four of my visits the congregations were much
smaller than might have been expected. But in most of the

svanches included in my section, it was my pleasure and privi-
lege to address larger audiences than on any former occasion.

During the week in which the meetings were held in Smith’s
Fall's and Perth, our Presbyterian friends (who have always
taken their place among the most devoted and loyal supporters of
Bible work) were holding their missionary anniversaries. This
circumstance was thought, by many, to work against the attend-
ance at the Bible meetings.

After, however, making allowance for such local ecircum-
stances, I think I can safely report that, taking my tour as a
whole into view, I can clearly discern considerable improvement in
the matter of attendance at the public mectings. In confirmation
of this it might be stated thai the amount of collections, taken up
at the meetings, was more than double that of the preceding year.

I visited the Gatineau Branches in the month of September,
at the same time as last year. After the experience of two years,
I am satisfied that it is better to hold those meetings in the fall
than to defer them until the winter months.

In spite of the heavy pressure of the times, it gives me very
great pleasure to report that the five Branches on the Gatinean,
taken together, send an increased contribution to the funds ot
your Auxiliary. The collections had been made before my arrival
at Chelsea, Wakefield, North Wakefield, and Masham ; and the
business at each of those Branches was completed at the time of
my visit. The Office-bearers in those places had discharged the
duties pertaining to their respective offices well. The Aylwin
Branch has lost an effective worker by the removal of Mr, Robb,
K
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Mr. S. C. Kenny, of Kazubazua, succeeds him in the office of
Secretary-Treasurer. 1 have no doubt he will render good ser-
vice to the interests of your Society.

In my next tour, which was made early in January, 1 visited
Aylmer, Eardley, Onslow, Clarendon and Arnprior. The collec-
tors at the Aylmer Branch had not all of them cululrlt'bcd their
canvass, JLhe lists and subscriptions which had been brought in
were handed to me, and will be found in the Tabular Statement
and Subscription lists.

I was grieved to find that the devoted Christian lady who
did the collecting for the Kardley branch last year had been
removed by death. ['his recently organized Branch makes a
small increase to its contribution. I have reason to believe that
it will vecome still more productive,

Considerable efiorts had been made to secure a large meeting
at the Quio, in which 1 was pleased to find that the Kpiscopalian
clergyman, with his people, had heartily united with the members
of the Methodist Church. The Town Hall had been engaged for
the meeting ; but, untortunately, they had mis-read the card
announcing the time of holding it. All their prepaiations were
made for the wrong evening. Under the circumstances 1 advised
them still to hold the meeting, which was done.,

My next visit was to Clarendon. Here sundry explanations
were made why no remittance was forwarded to your Auxiliary
last year. 1 did the best I could to incite them to make one this
year. 1 hope ere this they have done so.

The Arnprior visit was satisfactory. A respectable congre-
gation ; a good meeting ; an increase of income; and all the
business of the Branch completed, and in a business-like manner.

On the 31st of January, 1 held the meeting at Smith’s Falls,
which was very poorly attended. This Branch holds a prominent
position (and deservedly so) for its generous support of the Bible
cause ; at the same time it 18 to be regretted that large numbers,
who contribute to the funds of the Society, fail to put in an
appearance at its annual meetings.

The PErRTH AUXILIARY continues to prosecate its important
work, with a good degree of zeal and success. At the public
meeting the Rev. W. Burns gave a most interesting account of
his recent visit to the Bible House in London, and of the opera-
tions of the Parent Society, as he witnessed them, at the Paris
Exhibition. The Committee kindly voted to your Auxiliary one
hundred dollars.

We had excellent meetings at Almonte and Carleton Place.
There is assuredly no abatement of interest in Bible work in
gither of those places.
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At Pakenham the congregation was small. Sixteen dollars
and fifty-eight cents had been raised in one of the Sabbath Schools
of this village for the Bible Society. I deem this circumstance
worthy of being placed upon record. It would be well if other
Sabbath Schools would follow the example ; and thus enlist the
interest of the rising generation in the circulation of the Word of
(God. The contribution from this Branch, and also from Kinburn,
will, 1 trust, be forwarded in time.

Special services were being held at Kinburn during the time
of my visit. This gave me the opportunity of addressing a very
much larger congregation on the claims of your Society than I
should otherwise have had.

In every place I heard the cry, which has become very
familiar to us all for some time past—the cry of “ hard times.”
There can be no question that the scarcity of money is being felt
at present with terrible severity. When I entered upon my work
for the year, I was apprehensive that I might meet with serious
deficiencies. Now that my work is done, it is with no little satis-
faction I report, that such has not been the case. Taking together
all the Branches, from which 1 now send you complete returns,
there will scarcely be any difference between the income of 1878
and that of 1877. An increase of income under existing cir-
cumstances, 1t would hardly have been reasonable to expect.

In closing I would ex»nress my gratitude to God, that he has
enabled me once more t) render some little service, however
humble, to that first and greatest of all the religious institutions
of Christendom—the Bible Society. Nor would I forget a word
of thankful acknowledgment for the uniform kindness which was
shown to me in every place I visited.

II.—Rgev. J. BENNETT'S REPORT.

I held my first meeting, in connection with the Ottawa
Auxiliary Bible Society, at Lanark Village, on Wednesday
evening, Jan. 7Tth.

Middleville Branch meeting was held in the Presbyterian

Croft read the report. The meeting was small.

Watson’s Corners held its meeting in the school house, and
was well attended. The report was read by Mr. D, Ward who,
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heing about to leave the place, received a vote of thanks for the
aid he has rendered the Branch during his residence there.

South Sherbrooke, McDonald’s Corners, and Playfair, 1
visited on the Sabbath, and addressed large meetings. The cause,
I was told, is making progress in these places.

Balderson’s, Glen Tay, and Port Elmsley Branches, in con-
riection with the Perth Auxiliary, were also visited and addressed
by me. The attendance at all these places was very fair, with
the exception of Glen Tay, in which the meeting was small,
owing to some mistake respecting the intimation of 1t.

Franktown I took on the first Sabbath of February, the
Rev. W. Ross having kindly given me his pulpit on behalf of the
Bible Society. Owing to the state of the weather, the meeting

as small; but the contribution raised shows how warm the
l)(‘()l'l("ﬁ hearts here are to the cause.

Having never visited these ten Branches before, 1 cannot
now report much more respecting them. A few facts and sug-
gestions, however, mayv be noted. In some places the meetings
were small, and in nearly all, the work of collecting was not com-
pleted. The sales at the Depositaries were few ; many people
being ignorant of their existence.

To remedy these things, I would suggest that more active
and extensive means be employed to make knowa the time and
place of the annual meeting, and the work needs, and objecy of the
Society. It would add to the interest of the meetings if choirs
would prepare appropriate pieces of music to be sung at them.
Local committecs ought to exert themselves to have all moneys
collected before the annual meeting, and be prepared to hand
them over to the agent at his visit. Special efforts should be
made to increase the sales at all the Depositaries, by having a
sign suspended over the door of each where practicable, or a large
placard placed conspicuously in the shop or room in which the
books are for sale. It might be well, too, to keep on hand a
greater variety of Bibles.

I found the affairs, at all the Depositaries visited, well
attended to.

The leaflets circulated among the people previous to the
meeting, did good service.,

The general depression is the reason, in some instances, why
the contributions are smaller this year than last.

I found, at all the places 1 was appointed to visit, many
sincere friends of the Bible Society, and will not soon forget the
considerate kindness and hospitality extended to me whilst acting
as the Society's agent,

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I11.—REv. JAMES STEWARTS REPORT.

In presenting a report of the work done in connection with
the Branches of the Ottawa Auxiliary which I was appointed to
visit, it is gratifying to be able to state that, notwithstanding the
frequent and severe storms of last January, I succeeded in meet-
ing punctually all my appointments.

1. AsartoN was the first place visited. There was a good
meeting here, the Presbyterian church being filled with a very
attentive audience. Here, and in the following PBranch, T
enjoyed the efficient help of Rev. Mr. McAllister, a true friend of
the cause. The collectors had performed their duties, and Mr,
Conn, the Secretary, had everything in readiness. The Bible
Society has many warm friends in Ashton and its neighbourhood.

2. MunsTER—This is a young Branch, and from the section
of country in which it is sitvated, should bhe flourishing and pro-
ductive. The meeting was very good, considering the state of the
roads. No subscriptions had been taken up, but the collectors
were to go out at once for that purpose.

3. STITrsVILLE—This also is a new Branch, scarcely in
running order. Owing to the preceding Sabbath having been
exceedingly stormy, neither of the ministers officiating here had
been able to reach his congregation, so that no proper intima-
tion of our meeting had been given. By a little extra work,
however, we had a very good gathering, in addressing which 1
was assisted by Rev. Mr. McClelland, who kindly drove over
from Richmond to lend us his aid. With an active man to push
matters, this would be a good Branch.

4. BeLL's CorNERs—The meeting here was small but hmrt)
Rev. Mr. Whillans does noble service for the Society here and in
the next Branch. Bell's Corners is well officered, and does good
work.,

5. MerivALE-—This is a vigorous young Branch, and we had
the pleasure of addressing a fine meeting. Their finances are in a
very encouraging condition. We expect still greater things from
Merivale.

6. BuckiNaaAM—It will not be regarded as invidious to say
that this was the best and most enthusiastic meeting of the series.
Various causes led to this, and, for the benefit of others, I may
mention what these were.

(1.) The collectors had done their work, and the report of
the Secretary-Treasurer was all in readiness, so that there was no
delay to weary the patience of the audience.

(2.) Some of the friends had kindly practised a few suitable
hymns, and these, rendered as they were in a very pleasing
manner, added greatly to the interest of the meeting.
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(3.) I had the assistance of two esteemed friends, Rev. Mr.
Kerr, Episcopalian Minister, and Rev. Mr. Hughes, recently
settled in Cumberland. Both these gentlemen delivered able and
interesting addresses.

I only hope that many other Branches may in future copy
the good example of Buckingham, especiaily in the first two
particulars.

7. THUurso—The meeting here was good and the interest
marked. Rev. Mr. McEwen and Mr. Hughes assisted the agent.
The Branch is under the direction of able and energetic as well as
good men, and 1s sure to succeed.

8. PAriNEAUVILLE—This little Branch is interesting because
of its eircumstances and surroundings, situsted as it is in a
thoroughly French community. But, though few in number, the
friends of the Society did nobly, and T am sure will yet surprise
themselves. Our thanks are due to Mr. Thos. Cole for Lis active
interest in the work. We had a good meeting, though the night
was intensely cold.

9. CLARENCE—A capital meeting greeted us in the Baptist
Chapel here, thanks to the pastor, Mr. McEwen. The Branch is
in good working order, and there is nothing calling for special
notice.

10. CuMBERLAND—Here also the Society maintains its hold
upon the sympathies of Christian people. 1 may be permitted to
express my gratitude to Rev. Mr. Hughes, President of this
Branch, and a former servant of the Quebec Auxiliary. During
the whole of the week Mr. H. accompanied me, and by his warm
practical addresses added much to the interest of the meetings.

11. BeEArBROOK—Here 1T met my first disappointment. No
meeting was held, and nothing had been done. It is hoped that
by this time the Committee have discharged their duties.

12. DuxcasviLLe orR RussgLL—The evening was very
stormy, and the meeting, which was held in the Methodist
Church, was small. Rev. H. J .McDiarmid assisted

13. KExMORE—The meeting in this Branch was large and
pleasant. Warm interest was manifested in the working of the
Society.

14. METCALFE—A stormy Sabbath, and the illness of the
Secretary, Rev. Mr. Muir, interfered greatly with the attendance
at our meeting. Rev. Mr. Simpson, President of the Society,
rendered valuable aid. Things are in good hands here, and we
may safely leave them there.

15. VERNON IN OsGoopDE—-This was one of our best meet-
ings, decidedly the largest in point of numbers. Mr. Kennedy,
the worthy Secretary-Treasurer, had everything in readiness.

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The contributions were very good, and everything connected with
the Branch encouraging. Rev. Messrs. McEwen and Calder lent
powerful help.

16. LoNng IsLaAND—Here my first meeting failed on account
of a storm on Sabbath, which rendered church-going almost im-
possible. My second visit two weeks later was almost equally
unfortunate. We had a meeting, however, thongh a small one,
Excellent and business-hike reports were submitted by Messrs,
Clarke and Dickenson, Secretary, and Treasurer. This Branch
handed over a handsome free contribution to the funds of th.a
Auxiliary.,

17. WELLINGTON—No0 meeting. Nothing done.

18. NorTH GOWER—A most enjoyable meeting. We had
an excellent address from Rev. Mr. Huxtable, President of the
Branch. The collectors had done their work, and all was ™ good
order.

19. RicaMmoNp—Fair meeting. Rev. Messrs. Dyre and
MecClelland did good work for the Society. The management of
this Branch is in able hands. The Messrs. McElroy spare no
pains to make it successful. Contributions were in readiness.

20. ProsprecT—Stormy weather was against our meeting
here, nevertheless there was a fair attendance. This Branch is
weak and needs encouragement. I believe there 1s good material
for successful work in the community.

In conclusion, T would express my satisfaction with the
attendance at the meetings, and the interest manifested in the
account given of the work done by this noble Society. Owing to
the fact that many of the Branches were not prepared to report
as to their finances, I am unable to say much about that Depart-
ment. I am inclined to cherish the hope, however, that the
funds will not fall so very far short, as the great stringency of the
times might lead us to fear. Should they do so, it 18 a comfort
to reflect that it is not through any failing interest, or lessening
confidence, in the Fociety, but from causes over which we have
no controul. May the Lord yet more abundantly own and bless
this agency for the spread of His Truth, until “the earth shall
be full of the knowledge of the Lord :.;, the waters cover the

IV.—TueE Rev. W. D. BALLANTYNE'S 1EP OR

In presenting my report of my first visit to the Branch
Bible Societies of this section of country as the agent of the Ottawa
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Auxiliary, I may rewark that, owing to the unusually severe
winter, t]w work was attended \\lth no little toil and rather try-
ing exposure, and that the same cause also materially affected in
many cases the amounts collected aud the attendance at meetings.
Despite, however, of these drawbacks, it has been a source of
pleasure to myself, as well as of blessing, to advocate the claims
of a \m'ut\ “]mso success 18 1n every way connected with the
advancement of the Redeemer’s l\nwdmn, and whose past history
has been so signally marked with the blessing of God. T have to
confess the necessity of turning my mind to this subject, and
informing myself upon it, has greatly deepened my own interest
in the circulation of the Holy Scriptures.

At the very outset of this report, 1 desire to express my
grateful appreciation of the uniform and marked personal kind-
ness which, as the agent of the Sm'iut‘\', | (‘\'1'!“\’\\’111'1'1‘ received
from office-bearers and all others with whom, in the discharge of ;
my duty, I was brought into contact. It is pleasing, indeed, to
find so many who are ready to give more than the cup of cold
water to a disciple for the Master's sake.

As I have already reported to the Committee the required
information as to the finances and Depositaries of the Societies
visited by me, and have indicated some respects in which they
might be improved, I shall confine myself here to some
observations of a practical kind, and applicable to them all
alike, The wvalue of the Bible Society as a bond of wunion
among all Christians has been very forcibly impressed upon
me by being engaged in this work. In Committee meetings,
in appointing office-bearers, in carrying on the work, Chris-
tians of all denominations are brought together in harmoni-
ous co-operation. Such bonds of Christian union cannot be too
highly wvalued, and it would be well could their number and
strength be increased. The spirit of union and brotherly love now
abroad among Christians, by means of which the religion of
Jesus is daily acquiring fresh and ever increa sing power, 18 trace-
able, T have no doubt, far more to the influence of this and kind-
red Societies than has been generally credited to them, and far
more, I suspect, than to some other instrumentalities which have
been specially originated with a view to this end. Nothing so
effectually promotes the spirit of Christian union, or leads so
much to its taking practical shape as the members of
different denominations actually working together for the
accomplishment of some common object. Thus the Bible
Society in the act of forwarding its own special ends, is at
the same time promoting othns dear to the (lmstlm heart.
Those who hold aloof from a work so truly noble, are, I venture
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to think, not only giving evidence thereby of a want of Christian
large-heartedness, but incurring loss to their own hearts and
souls, and among the people who are nearly all heartily on the
side of the Society.

The power for good, also, in every neighborhood of even a
few earnest Christian workers, has been very noticeable, especially
when banded together for a praiseworthy object. It has been a
real pleasure to me, as a Christian minister, and has brightened
my hopes for our country’s future, to see the zeal, interest, and,
In some cases, even enthusiasm, displayed in this good work. As
a rule, where these are found existing among all or the large
part of the Office-bearers of any Branch, both the public meet
ings and the subscriptions have been the largest. The success of
the societies in this respect depend almost wholly upon the Office
beavers. It is important, therefore, that those who are really
interested in this work, should endeavour to secure that the
most earnest Christian men and women should be called to fill
these places.

On the other hand, it is discouraging ; indeed, were it not for
faith in God, whose work this is, it would be altogether paralyz-
ing to see the wide-spread lack of a living interest, in such multi-
titudes of professing Christians, in the operations of this Society,
and the great work for God and the highest interests of our fel-
lowmen, which 1t 18 doing. While it would be a false position to
assume that the measure of interest in the work of Bible circula-
tion 1s to be estimated by the attendance at the public meetings,
yet it cannot be questioned that if Christians generally had a
higher sense of the value of the Scriptures in themselves, as an
evangelizing agency, and of the importance of their universal
circulation, public meetings to promote this object would be more
largely attended. Perhaps I may be pardoned for sug. esting, in
this connection, that if ministers of the Gospel would more
frequently draw the attention of their people to Christian work,
as well as doctrine, and record in the pulpit, as the inspired
writers of the Word of God have done in the Bible, His wonder-
ful doines amongst men, in this regard, by means of His Church
and people, greater interest would be taken in meetings held
specially for giving information upon such subjects, and the
attendance, C(lllSt'tlll('llfl}", would be :_:I't':lf]}' increased. This
would also undoubtedly promote a spirit of liberality, which
would be felt, not only in the support of this Society, but also in
a more hearty interest in, and more generous support of, denomi-
national objects.

Upon the whole, although T am unable to compare the
interest now existing with what has been in the past, I fee! in-
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clined to speak hopefully of the prospects of this work in the dis-
taict committed to my care. Tts progress may be partially arrested
for a time by such general depression as is felt at present, but it
must revive, fcr the work is of a nature which tends to perpe-
tuate itself, since the more the Scriptures are circulated the more
18 the desire to possess them felt, The work enlists the thoughts
and interest of some of the best people in every neighbourhood
where a Branch exists, who are engaged in it from principle, from
a real sense of its importance to the progress of the cause of
Christ, and who will not, therefore, allow it to languish for long,
and still less to die. The command of our Divine Master “To
go into all the world and preach the Gospel to every creature,”
implies also the duty of sending the words of eternal life to every
people on the face of the earth, and the promise of His presence
with His messengers to the end of the world, applies with equal
force to the message of salvation contained in His word, and in
this we confidently rest our belief in the ultimate, triumphant
success of this noble Society.

V.—TaE BraANCH SoCIETIES NEAR OTTAWA,

Two of the Societies formerly connected with this group,—
namely, those at Bell’s Corners and Merivale,—have been trans-
ferred to the district reported on above by Mr. Stewart. The
remaining four have to be now mentioned.

The New EpinurcH Branch has, in respect of funds, made
a little progress during the year. Its business was promptly
attended to, and ite annual meeting, although not very large, was
a successful one. It was addressed by Mr. Alexander, who occu-
pred the chair, by the President of the Ottawa Auxiliary,
and by Mr. Johnson, one of its Vice-Presidents. This Branch
has lost a warm and true friend by the death of its Presi-
dent, the Rev. C. I. Cameron. Having been for a time in the
foreign mission field he knew, from personal observation, the
value of the Bible Society there, and was, in consequence, all the
readier to recommend and support it heartily. His removal has
involved not only this Branch in a loss, but also the Auxiliary,
whose Committee meetings he frequently attended, and the entire
Church of Christ, for he was a man of catholic spirit, of strong
faith, and well equipped for his ministry. May the remembrance
of his prayerfulness and earnestness influence many, and lead
them to walk in his steps.

B PN,
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There has been an increase in the free contribution from
TemprLETON, Wwhich is so far well ; but it is attributable to the
friendliness of a few individuals, rather than to the concerted
action of all in the township that ought to help us. Indeed, a
large part of the Protestant community there does simply nothing
for us. With a little organization in the western, as well as in
the eastern half of the township, more could be accomplished
than at present.

There i1s a considerable falling off in the gift from the
VIDEAU S(}(‘it*l‘\’, which ]wrlm]m mi:_:ht have been ('.\]I(‘(_‘lt‘tl In
present circumstances. Still, that Branch retains its position as
the foremost of our helpers ; and it is hoped the abatement from
its wonted donation will be only temporary. When general
prosperity returns to the community, it will, doubtless, revive.
The attendarce at its anniversary meeting was encouraging, as
was also the interest taken in the addresses of the Rev. Messrs.
Chifford, Armstrong, and Wood, and of the President of the
Auxiliary.,

Our friends in HuLL have been rather slow in their move-
ments this season, so much so that it seems doubtful whether they
will have any return in time to appear in the forthcoming report.
Their annual meeting, though held late, was the largest they ever
had, and showed that there is a far more promising field to culti-
vate there than some of themselves supposed. Several young
ladies very kindly volunteered their assistance as collectors, and
1t 18 expected that, sooner or later, they will give a good account
of their labours.

With a little more system and promptitude in their work at
the proper time, all these Societies could be improved. It would
tend too, to that result, there and elsewhere, if more care and
diserimination, than have been usual, were exercised in the
appointment of all the workers. Personal and domestic circum-
stances may be expected sometimes to inteifere with the perform-
ance of duties that have been undertaken in good faith ; and
due allowance should be made for all such hindrances. But
occasionally it happens, in cases that cannot be thus explained,
that individuals who have, by silence or otherwise, intimated
their willingness to discharge certain duties, neglect them wholly,
or perform them so perfunctorily, that one cannot help thinking it
would have been better if they had plainly and frankly refused to
act at all.  This should not be. What 1s worth doing is worth
doing well. What is attempted in Christ's name and for His
sake, should be done heartily and in the best possible way.
