Prosperity and the Farmer.

0T for manv vears have

conditions  governing  sup=

plv and demand  been  so

favorable ta the producer

as at  the present  tine,
This is the case not onlv with the
farmer, but also with the manufac-
turcr. Without exception the man-
ufacturer of farm implements, and,
in fact, nearly every concorn cater-
ing to the larmers  trade, has
orders ahead for several months to
come. No great seems to he  the
demand, that the manutacturer is
quite independent and can get his
own prive for the goods he has to
sell.

On the other hand, the farmer is
finding  an  unusual  demand  jor
many of his products, Horses are
selling better than for vears past,
and dealers complain that  really
first-class animals o1 the drajr,
saddle and  carriage  asses  are
hardly to be had at  anyv price
Beet cattle command the  highest
prices i vears, while the bacon
hog s keeping up its record of the
high  values  of  the past twelve
months. Sheep are also fecling the
effccts of the higher values in oth-
er Jines and are on the np grade.
Fyrus are starting out with every
prospect  of  commanding  higher
prices than even last vear atflorded
Then that most important indus-
try, the dairy is beginning the season
with higher prices than have heen
pard for several vears. With carly
cheese selling at 1oc to 10", and
Creamery  butter at 20c. to 21¢
per th., there should be  good
money i the dairy cow this sca-
son.  In grains, with the excep-
tion perhaps of wheat, prices have
ruled wnusually  high  during  the
winter, and - values  for  coarse
grains are higher at this season
than thev have been for vears past.
In fruits and potatoes the same
conditions prevail, so that with the
single exception, perhaps, of wheat,
the products of the farm are com-
manding  higher prices  than has
been the case for many vears.

This is certainlv a happy condi-
tion of affairs.  The manufacturer
should be happy because his factor-
fes are running to their full capa-
ctv: and the fact that the farmer
has supplied the former with orders
several months ahead indicates a
degree of prosperity that should
make him happy also. The con-
sumer in this reckoning does not
count.  He pays his twenty
cents per . for beef and is seem-
ingly content. There would be lit-
tle use, however, in his making a
“kick," so he journevs ou his wav

happyv. no doubt, in  the thought
that  these extra values are re-
dounding to the prosperity of the
whole country,

But  speaking  seriously,  these
facts show  clearly how  closely is
the alliance hetween gencral pros-
perity and agrienlture, The source
of Canada’s prosperity to-day is to
be dound in the condition of the
farmer.  Touch the button that
sets in motion the wheels of pros-
pertty among  the  agricultural
dlasses and factorics at once begin
to hum and business of all kinds
to revive.  Manyv who prosper and
make monev in our large cities
and towns fail to realize this
they should.  Amid the cares o
business and  the activities of mer-
vantile  life  they  quite  overlook
that most mportant of Canadian
«itizens, the farmer.  He is the
chiel factor in this countryv's devel-
opment and  progress, and any
Mmovement or gnv method that will
keep him prosperous should peceive
the hearty support of every citizen
of the Domimon, ’

The present  satisfactory  condi-
tion of Canadian agriculture is,
however, no criterion of what is
possible in this  direction.  High
prices alone cannot bring the larg-
est - prosperity  to  the farmer.
Wheat, for example, may be $1.00
per bushel and the farmer only
have 1o bushels per acre to sell’;
while on the other hand, it may be
only 75¢, a bushel, and he have 20
bushels per acre to sell. Many a
farmer to-day is not able to take
advantage ol the high prices for
the hest horses and cattle hecause
he has none to sell.  If by better
breeding  and feeding methods  all
the  beel cattle in o this country
could be sold as the hest exporters'
or choice butchers' cattle, how it
would increase the profits of the
farm and bring additional prosper-
ity to the country.  Follow this
out in all the branches of live
stock,  fruit  culture and  grain
growing, and we will have some
idea of the possibilitics of Canadian
agriculture. If every acre of culti-
vated land in Canada were produce
ing the highest quality and the
largest quantity of grain possible;
every orchard the highest quality
and largest quantity of fruit pos
ble: every dairy the highest qual-
ity and “the largest quantity of
dairy products possible ; and every
farm ®he highest tvpes and  the
largest number of live stock possi-
ble, Canada’s present prosperity
would be insignificant as compared
with what it would be then. Such
a condition of aflairs is, perhaps,
too idealistic to be realized. And
vet it is within the possibilitics,
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and shows what education and bet-
ter methods inteliigently applied to
Canadian  agriculture “are capable
o) realizing. An increase of even one
per cent. in the value of Canada's
annual icultural output would
mean @ great deal to the country,
while an increase of ten per cent.,
which should not be diflicult to re-
alize il evervone set about it in
the right wav, wonld mean ten
times as much. Is there not food
for thought in this for every farme
er  Let him look into his present
methods and see where they ~an be
improved upon. By so doing  he
can greatly increase his own pros-
perity and that of his country as
well,

The Potato Crop.

The average Canadian farmer
plants enough potatoes cach year
for his own use and no more, Thisg
amounts to trom one-halt to one
dacre each season. It the crop is an
extra good one he will have some
to spare for market, and if a poor
one the family will have to be sa-
tistied with a smaller allowance to
their meat.  But whether the size
of the potato-patch  he great or
small, it will pav 1o give o little
attention to the land in which the
potatoes are to  be planted. A
sandy loam is considered a good
soil for growing potatoes of good
quality, but this must be liberally
manured to get a good crop.

In potato growing the selection
of the sed is important. A good
plan is to select the seed in the
fall from the most prolific hills,
Choose the largest tubers and reject
all those that appear to be immat-
ure or unripe.  These should be
barreled up and the barrel head ses
cured to prevent change of temper-
ature when stored. To keep well the
room should be held at from 36 to
18 degrees. A week or two before
planting thev mav be brought to
a warmer room where there is not
too much sunlight and allowed to
put out sprouts.

The land should be thoroughty
cultivated before planting, and if
the planting is left till g¢he ground
is warmer new potatoes will be see
cured as quickly s 1f planted a
couple of weeks eariier in cold, wet
ground.  Then potatoes can be
planted in rows or hills as desired,
The width of the rows or hills
apart will depend largely upon the
richness of the soil. In this the
farmer will have to use his own
judgment. A little attention to
the potato crop will pay in a good
vear, and much more so in a poog
year,

Rational Treatment for Tuber-
culosis

Messrs. Edwards & Co., Have Success With the Bang System

No question in recent vears has
been discussed with  such warmth
and very bitter feeling at breeders’
meetings than that of tuberculosis
Among the more recent literature
on this subject is a letter from W,
C. Edwards & Co., Rockland, Ont.,
to The Breeders' Gazette of last
week, in which they give a detailed
account of the experiments conduct-
ed by them under the Bang svstem
to eliminate tuberculosis from their
Shorthorn  herd.  As our readers
are aware Messrs, Kdwards & Co.,
began  their experiments  about
four vears ago and have conducted
them since  with marked results.
The experiment in short  consisted
of separating the reacting animals
from  the sound ones and placy
them under proper sanitary condi-
tions, ventilation, ctc. The me-
thod of treatment and the results
therefrom are given as follows.

“From the time of making the
separation we have raised calves
steadily from what we call our dis-
cased herd, and most successiully.
We raised a number on  sterilized
milk, heating it to 185 degrees by
using two vessels one inside of the
other, giving a water space hetween
S0 as to avoid burning the milk.
A much larger number we have
raised on nurse cows and a limited
number we have raised by their
own mothers kept in - other build-
ings entirely separate and only al-
lowed  to  come together  long
enough to nurse in the open vard.

From the fact that of all the
valves raised by us as we have des
cribed only two have responded to

the test, it may be regarded that

vach plan is successful. ~ Our prefer-
ence, however, is for the nurse cow
and it is this plan we practice
most. By removing  immediatelv
from the cow on being dropped and

using sterilized milk we lost sever-
al calves when practicing this plan,
added to which the system is more
or less troublesome and laborious,
and as a consequence we have dis-
carded it altogether, Keeping  the
calves entirely separate and nurs-
ing in the open vard we think rea-
sonably safe and particularly so if
there is no disease of the udder or
in the glands of the milk se retion,
but as our cows are gencrally very
valuable hoth in breeding and indi-
\hlu.lh\\. our practice 18 most
largely to raise the calves on nurse
cows, allowing them to suck the
dam two or three times before re-
moval. We regard our experiments
as  having been  most  successiul,
We have naturally met with some
sertous  disappointments  and dis-
vouragements.  Not one single ani-
mal of our own raising has res-
ponded after repeated tests except
the two we have named, but sev-
eral of the animals purchased by
us and quarantined (we quarantine
all cows purchased and test them
belore we allow them to enter our
herd) have responded to the test
and have joined what we call our
discased herd. But having set out
in the direction we have, nothig
shall  cause us to turn, and we
shall continue on in the direction
we have planned.

“In all we have done there are
certain conclusions we have arrived
at, and among them are the fol-
lowing : That the veterinary auth-
orities, in some instances at least,
have been too exacting and per-
haps a little too extreme on one
side, and on the other, breeders and
importers have gone, in our opin-
ion, too far in denunciation and
condemnation  of the tuberculin
test. In the inception the veterin-
ary anthorities, or some of them,

would have gone in for the des-
truction of every animal that res
ponded to the test, and while in
the light of subsequent events we
do not  think any could now be
found who would do so, yer it is
far too common amony  thein to
exact such conditions as to doter
the ordinary breeder from an ate
tempt  to cradicate  tuberculosis
from his herd,

“AS o the exactions of the Gove
erumental authorities of the Une-
ited States and Canada in so far
as 1t s possible tor them to pre-
vent the importation of tubercule
ous animals from bevond the seas
or trom crossing the International
line pro and con, and what is ree
garded by them as their duty in
the premises, we make no remark
lurther than this, that in so far as
practical - results  are  concerned
their efforts cannot be eflective nne
less the home  herds in both the
United States and Canada are first
made sound. No good can be ace
complished by an mtlow of sound
animals into” discased  herds, and
who can tell what herd in the Une
ited States or Canada an imported
animal is going into *  And while
not for one moment presuming to
dictate to the authoritics as to
what they may or may not do,
nor what they ‘mav conceive to be
their duty in the matter, we do
most respectiully submit that the
United States and Canada cannot
achieve the proud position of hav.
ing uniformly clean  herds by the
exclusion of diseased animals alone,
The educational question at home
of the two is by all means the
more important and just as long
as the veterinary authorities make
the cradication of tuberculosis so
ditlicult and costly it will never be
accomplished,  ~

Relerring to the reliability of the
tuberculin test, Messrs, Edwards
& Co. say

“In a very  smalj percentage of
cases it mav fail, but in our Judg-
ment the percentage is so small
that no successiul argument can he
made against  the test on this
score, and until some hetter agency
is discovered for the purpose re-
quired we shall be content to use
It on our various herds. As to in-
Jury from the test, we have abso-
lutely failed  to detect any.,  We
have had cows tested at  almost
every stage of pregnancy, from u
lew weeks alter service (ill a week
or two before calving, and we have
had calves tested from a tew weeks
old onward at all ages and we
have never had one cow abort as
a result nor have we been able to
detect any injurious effect on any
animal we have had tested,” ’

They  concluded  their letter as
follSws :

“And now finally we desire to
say this, that perfectly sound anj-
mals can be raised not only from

diseased dams but from diseased
dams and sires, and the primary
requisites are as much outdoor lile
as possible, good, wholesome  food
at all times and when the cattle
are housed abundant room for

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The Art of Good Milking

A preat deal of the milking of the
present day s done in a slip-shod
manner, The development of the
mulking qualitics of the cow  de-

“pends nono small degree upon the

way the milking s done, and al.o
the  profitableness of the businens
will depend upon how cleanly  ani
how completely the milk is taken
from the udder, In Denmark
they have the art of milking down
Lo a science, as the following ¢s
s on  the  subject, by Mr, J.
Peterson,  of Dalum Agricultural
College, Denmark, shows:

The object of milking i to emp-
tvemas completely as possible-—-all
the milk present in the udder, and
in such a way that the cow finds
it a pleasant sensation, and  that
the milk is kept clean,

The cow ds by nature meant to
nourish its young, We ought,
therefore, to learn from the call,
The latter does not suck its moth-
er i a brutal manner—on the con-
trary, it knows by instinct that
it wants the milk it must hohave
properly, Therefore it never
grabs a teat at once, but asks, by
touching the belly and then  the
wdder, gt i may,

The milker ought to begin by
speaking  kindly to the cow, pat-
ting it and  afterwards with the
back of the hand rubbing it gently
on the belly and udder 3vothis
means one not only puts the cow
into a good temper, but the rub-
bing  helps to get rid  of loose
hairs, scales and dust, cte., which
otherwise casily find their way in-
to the milk pail

Next the milk pail is placed fal-
wars on the same side of the same
cow ), and the work is I gun by
catching  hold by both  the front
teats with the whole hands The
hands are now in turn moved up
dgainst  the udder with a genth
pressure and they are then closed
slowly and softly (likewise in turn
about the teat, the closing begin-
ning at the top and extending
downwards.,

These gentle movements  should
be continued until one notices that
the cow lets the milk “come.” The
milk must now be empticd ont in
long unbroken  jets v means  of
the same movements of the hands
as before, but applied  with more
vigor than at the beginning,  For
every fresh grip the hand ought to
CXCTL @ new pressure up against
the udder, while at the same mo-
ment  the first  finger and thumhb
should grasp that portion of the ud-
der which lies exactlvabove the teat,
During  this part of the milking the
conscientious milker ought to  fix
the whole of his attention on his
work, since  every interruption
means a loss of milk.  Hence all
loud talk or noise, which disturbs
the cow as well as the man, is to
be strictly avoided. A rood en-
livening song  need not, however,
be out of place.

When  the front teats give no
more milk, the work is carried on

~with the preliminaries of pat-
tng,  rubbing, and so op-in the
Same  wayoas gegards  the back
teats,

The milk must he sjueezed--not
dragged—ont of  the teat, The
teat should, therefore, be grasped
with the whole hand, and the lat-
wromust not shide up and down
the teat more than necessary, The
sort ol milking which is carried
vut by grasping  the tep ot the
teat with the thumb and first fin-
ger ithe latter is the worse) and
then pressing the fingers together
and draggimg them down the teat,
1y very bad indeed.  The cow does
not ke it since it frritates the
skin of the teat, and casily valises
soresy and it s really muck harder
work for the milker,

In the case of those heifers, how-
ever, whose  teats are too short
for the whole hand to grasp them,
the tinger must of course b used,

But it in the same way one were
to collect the  last half pounds,
which after inadequate milking can
still he worked out of the udders
of the same 40 cows, nearly  two
pounds of butter can he got  out
ol the 20 pounds of milk.

Any milker can roughly  prove
this for himself.  Collect the first
et from a teat in a small glass,
and the last jet (or the last drops)
which can be squeczed out of the
same teat in another glass, Place
the two small glasses  in a cool
place; and after 24 hours it is as-
tonishing to sece  the great difler-
ence there is in the laver of cream,
Getting out all the possible milk
is therefore of importance, not
only for  the development of the
cow's power of giving milk, but al-
80 for obtaining rich milk. Th

1=
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the milker who dues not take suf
fident time to milk the cow quite
dry, either does not know her or
his work, or s not warrying it out
conscientionsly,

Atter the milking is finished the
cow should again be patted in a
soothing  wav, and a  kind word
may agamn be said to her.

The milker  should always keep
an eve on the state of health of
the udder and teats. Iy swellings
or lumps or tenderness in the wnda
der, sores on the teats, or bloc ked
milk channels are observed, or the
milk looks unnatural (for example,
lumpy, reddish,  ete.), the owner,
or other responsible person, should
be at once intormed

As discases of the wdder and
teats are often  infections,  such
vows should alwavs be  milked
last, and  the milk from the diss
cased udder be carciully put in a
separate pail and thoroughly  dise
infected tand then thrown away,
vl ocourse) or thrown awav where
1t cannot spread the infection,

The milk canal inside the teat is
occasionally very narrow, or has a
Irequent tendency  to get blocked,
To make use of a straw or such
means to clear it is very wrong,
st can set up inflammation i
the corresponding gland. A teat
with a blocked milk canal should
be rolled aently between the hands
beld out tlat "and  then carclully
milked. -

Aldter the fiest call the heiler  js
apt to feel tender and hence incline
vl to object to the milker's touch,
This  tenderness lasts, in a few
vases, to the later vears. In such
CAsLs one must set about milking
with cven greater gentleness  and
vare. Nothing but kindness should
be used wmiless the cow is very
Cwicked,

To milk quite dry, as a means of
increasing the milk BIVING power of
@ cow, s espedally paportant  gn
the case of a heiler alter its  first
call; since it acts with even greater
power on the  heiler than on the
older cow,

[t would be a good thing if every
tilker  was provided with two
smocks of washable material, one
being alwavs in the wash or clean,
8o that a clean one may be  put
onat least once a week! As one
ought to milk  with bare arms,
these  blouses should  have short
sleeves and be made S0 that they
can casily be slipped on over  the
ordinary dress,

In wet weather, when milking i
done out  of doors, a waterproof
cloak is almost a necessity,

It should be a point of honor for
the milker to  gee that all pails,
ete, in which the milk is collected
should be absolutely clean,  Thig
serupulons cleanliness js of course
A necessity.  The pails, ete.,  are
best made of tin-plated steel and
must not be allowed to rust.,

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A Moveable House and Brooder

By F. C. Hare, Chief of Poultry Division, Department of Agriculture, Ottawa

To obtain the hest  gesults  in
rearing chickens by artiicial meauns,
thev should be housed  trom hirth
ina brooder or house in which
thoy can secure a large amount o)
tetse i all kinds  of weather,
o aperating an ontdoor brood-
1s advisable to attach to the
a bright covered run, One
most successiul plans of rear-
uu-r\ hickens is to construct a small
moveahle house, that is bright and
well ventilated at all tmes, and to
place in this  honse an indoor
brooder in which the chicks can be
made comlortable for the first
month or «ix weeks, Such a house
is herewith illustrated, and also an
indoor brooder that  can Le  satis-
factorily placed inside it,

The house shown i the drawing
is eight feet long and six fect wide
at the floor, and about seven and a
half feet high. In the south end of
the house there is a hinged window
two feet six inches l.-ug and two
feet wide, and in the north end
there is a door two feet wide and
four fect six inches high. At the

north vad of  the Nouse thore are
two riigs to which a chain can be
attached for hanh

In constructing  the house, two
preces of 4 v g stufl are cut eight
teet ten inches long, and on these a
floor  six feet by eioht feet 18
Taid, At each of the eight feet
sides of the floor 4 2 x 4 scantline
swith the onter stde bevelled is nail
This scantling  must be well
secured, and it 18 advisable  to
viineh the nails  underncath  the
Hoor. The boards for the slanting
sides can then he cut eight feet
long.  Two boards are fastened in
position at each end, and the tri-
angular picce at the vertex is set
in. The side hoards are then nail
ed along, and after the sides are
finished, four picces three inches
wide are nailed on the slanting
picces one inch inside cach end to
receive the front and the rear end
bhoards, and the cross pieces in lhu
front and rear are also placed in.
The two cross pieces in front are
above and below the window, and
the hottom of the window is eleven

inches from the floar,  The cross
plece in the rear is four teet three
inches trom the floor,

Exercise is necessary to procure the
greatest fertility in eggs. A bal-
anced ration will furnish  not far
trom the right kind of food, which

both  animal matter  and grains,
and  should be provided neither
more nor less in quantity  than is

required. We \\uulul not only have
the egg fertile, hut we would have
that hrnlm strong and vigorous.
It is not enough that the egg will
hatch, but it should also hatch a
strong and vigorous chick that will
live and overcome some of the
strongest drawbacks known to the
svstem of rearing chicks.

dient in the Arkansas valley.

“ondition of a Field Intended for
a4 ougar Beet Crop—In  order to
grow and mature to a perfect beet,
the sugar beet needs a deeply loos-
ened, well mellowed  soil,  which
shows a unilorm  mixture and of-
fers to the plant evervwhere easily
available and absorhable  plant
food. The soil must not he allow-
ed to run together and thus oficr
tesistance to the penetration of the
atmosphere for the purpose of de-
composing manure and plant food,
as well as to the hest development
of the beet: it must he free from
weeds and be in the proper condi-
tion to recetve and retain moisture
as well as to dispose of a too large
amount of the latter into the sub-
soil, and last but not least, it must
possess a surface suitable for the
germinating and  growing  of the
sced. In order to achieve all these
requircments and conditions difier-
ent processes of work will have to
be resorted to, according to the
haturc of the soil, as well as to the
climatic conditions, but aside from
these the experience of vears has
established  certain rules  which
must he observed  evervwhere if a
profitable crop shall he raised,

Fall Work—One of the principles
of beet culture is the decp cultiva-
tion of the soil, and whatever the
opmions of individual farmers may
be on this particular point, nohody
can deny the Jong-established fact
that sugar heet raising and shallow
cultivation can never successfully he
practiced for any length of time,
and a field that does not permit of
deep plowing is unfit for a beet
crop.  The development of side
roots of the beet is rather limited,
since it forms in its carliest stage a
tap root. whose quick penetration
into the subsoil without resistance
is of the greatest importance for
the vitality of the plant, and this
deep cultivation or  rather deep
plowing, through which a
good many other conditions of the
soil necessary for the growth of the
beet plant are created, must  be
done in the fall, so that the new
laver of soil brought to the surface
by the plow is thoroughly mellow-
ed and disintegrated through the
¢limatical influences of the winter
months.  The work of the plow to
be performed in the fall of the vear
varies with the condition of the
field which is to be prepared for a
sugar beet crop.

Beets After Grain—If beets are to
follow grain, the stubble should be
plowed shallow, three to four
inches, immediately after the crop
has been removed, and this for two
reasons:  First—It will prevent the
sun from baking the surface of the
stubble land  which baking would
prove quite an obstacle in plowing
shallow; and second, in order to
c¢over the large amount of weed

seed always present after the har-
vest with fresh soil and thus force
its gormination and growth the

same vear in which:it has been pros
duced, which weeds will be later on
destroyed through the deep plow-
ing to be performed the same fall.
Should we plow deep mnmehatddy
these weed seeds would e corered
with a heavv laver of soil, which
would - prevent “their yermination,
and the seeds would lic dormant
untl brought wearer  the wirlace
un by the spring work, at which
time they would then commenve to
sprout and grow  with the rop
sown into  the land. Perennial
weeds too, are cither killed or con-
siderably - set back and weakened
through a shallow plowing minme-
diately alter the removal of a crain
crop, For this shallow plowing a
gang plow of three or four shares
s very advisable, as it lessens the
cost of the work consideratly and
also increases the specd of perfor-
mance.  After  this tirst  shallow
plowing the field should be harrow
ed and  probably  rolled. so that
most of the weed seed can quickly
germinate: then the field  remains
i this condition until the land is
settled and has turned green again
with  the growth of the voung
weeds

If it is the intention of
mer to manure his land he should
not hesitate to perform this work
soon after the first plowing 15 fin-
ished, in order that the manure
Will be properly spread by the time
the second and deep plowing  is
commenced.  The deep v this plow-
mg can be done i good, old culti-
vated ground, the better  the re-
sults;and in Germany most of the
old beet growers plow as deep as
cighteen inches.  Where however,
beet culture is a new industry, the
grooeromust be carelul not  to
bing too much new  soil at once
from the depth to the surface, but
merease the depth of his plow fur-
row from two to three inches cach
vear until he has reached the max-
imum depth ot ahout fourteen or
sixteen anches. I would say  that
from eight to ten inches deep plow-
ing will be as much as I can con-
scientiously recommend here, whire
general farming has been practiced
lor a number of vears and in such
localities  the subsoil plow is  of
great value to the sugar beet grow-
er. In order to perform good plow-
ing. it is advisable not to cut vour
furrows too wide, as narrow strips
of land mellow  more thoroughly
also, a greater speed  of the team
can be obtained and consequently a
better turning of the soil.

the far-

Beets After Potatoes or Beets—1f
beets are to follow beets or potas
toes, the shollow plowing is not ne-
cessary hut by no means should the
deep plowing be omitted, and mores
over, it should he done before the
winter sets in. In FKurope, where
siloed beets remain  in the  tield
sometimes until February, the beet
growers plow their  fields between
the rows of siloes, whivh ate from
forty to sixty feet apart and con-
tain from three to six tons to the
silo, according to the vield  of the
crop. Besides  the  advantage of
having the ficld wm the rough fure
Tow over winter, the bect tops are
plowed under while more or  less
cen, in which condition they have
a higher fertilizer value than when
fullyv dried up.

Spring Work --~In the humid  res
gions, where the retaining of wine
ter moisture in the soil is of viwal
importance for the success ol the
crop, the hrst work in the spring
should be the dragging of the land,
Through the settling of the soil ity
capillary tubes reach a high stage
of development and  soon as the
surface of the soil becomes some-
what dry, a continuous evaporation
ol moisture takes place throngh
these tubes which is a great loss in
4 comntry where  heavy  spring
winds prevail.  The high ridges are
especially exposed to the sun and
wind, and  consequently  dry  out
much quicker, which is likewise the
case with isolated lumps or clods of
soils and  the longer the land lies
undisturbed in the spring the dryer
these  lumps  and  when
later on, alter being imbedded in
the soft soil by a drag  or roller,
the sced s deposited in these dry
spots in the soil. these kernels ger-
minate  much  later than  those
which are surrounded by moist soil,
which  state ol aflairs  accounts
largely for an wneven coming up of
the voung plants right  from the
start, and proves later on verv des
trimental to the crop, as these late
plants will never reach the size of
the early beets. The early drag-
ging  of the land  remedies  these
evils better than the harrowing and
the soil of the mashed clods settles
again and permits the formation of
new capillary tubes, while all over
the ficld a great saving of moisture
1s accomplished, as a thin laver of
loose  soil covers  the openings of
these capillary tubes,  This operas
tion can be generally recommended
as very valuable, with the excep-
tion on heavy soils, which form a

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Strawberry Culture
BY F SHEPPARD, « UFENSTON

The vrowing of strawherries is a
question that shonld interect every
man, who has a farm or a farden,

A few vears ago  the average far-
mer had the idea that straw berry
growing was something  of a spe-
dalty and quite bevond the reach
of the ordinary everv-day farmer or
stock raiser.  This “erroneous im-
pression, T am pleased to say, is
fast passing  awav  and a good
tHany farmers  are now growing
thewr own berries. But still there
ate many who do not, and 1 claim
that at the present time, there is
O exense for a man who holds
vver wosmall bit of land, failing to
provide a suflicient supply of fr sh
berries for his  owy table, and
enough for preserving for the win-
ter months,

The strawherry has  manvy sood
Pomts o recommend it. 1t is the
st froit  to ripen in the spring
after a long winter withont  fresh
frutt. e will produce more fruit
peracre or for space planted than
any other fruit we have, It comes
to maturity and  into full bearing
1 a shorter spac ttime than any
other  fruit, yi £oa ll crop
about thirtecn  months ftom  the
e of setting out the hed,

almost all  soils
and under  almost  al] conditions
and will grow and ripen over a
wider range of territory and under
a4 gredater vanation of temperature
than most fruits and on account of
s creeping habit of growth, is ea-
sily protected in very cold climate
by a covering of straw or  other
mulch during the winter months,

I will brieflv outline our wav of
planting and cultivating a <traw-
berry bed, and while this is intend-
ed for field culture still the same
svstem as cqually good  jor small
patches or garden planting,

In choosing a site tor a straw-
berry bed, T like g piece of land
that has had <ome special cultiva-
tion during the past summer, and
prefer a piece that has been in po-
tatoes or roots and has been well
cultivated, ws the surface soil will
e i oa good fme condition  and
fairly free of weed sceds,—an im-
Portant point in the after cultiva.
von of the patch. Now, 1 would
not plough  this land deep under
any - consideration, hecanse by wo
doing  vou would turn down vonr
clean fine surface soil and turn up
rough lumpy soil from the hottom
and full of weed seeds If the soil
18 sandy and is situated so that no
water will ie on it it will not he
necessary to touch it at all in the
fall, but if it is low land or a clay
soill T would  prefer 1o rily it up
lightlv with a shovel plough in the
fall. To obtain the best results, it
is important that vou get to work
on this land in the spring just as
Soon as the ground is dry enough
to work for the purpose  of esta-
Blishing the soi) mulch, to prevent
tvaporation and loss of moisture
Work it un fine to a depth of fonr
or five inches, and keep the surface
well stitred every fow davs with a
harrow, unti] planting  time. |
usually plant about the tenth of
Mav. Manv growers plant earlier,
but T think T can get myv land in a
better condition and keep it clean
a good deal easier  with a harrow

We plant in rows four feet apart
and set the plants two feet apart

apart then go the other way this
tine turning up the hinged runnerg
and making the marks § fect apart,
then put iy g plant at cvery ross,
We press the spade into the ground
with the  foot, tahout SIXdnches
deep) then by moving the handle
hack and forth voy open a slot iy
the rolled surface. Then by giving
the plant a hipping motion into
the slot von will spread the roots
“utmoa fan shape. Now put vour
fect down, one on each side ot the
plant, and vou will press the earth
firmly against  the Toots  of the
plant, being careful alwayvs to have
the crown of thy plant level with
the surface of the ground,

Before planting 1 always trim off
anvesurplus leaves from the plants
and nip out the frojt buds, as I do
not wish them to  bear any  fruit
the first vear.

As soon as we are done planting
I run the cultivator through to
break up the crust formed by the

roller and the tramping while sege -

ting out plants keep the cultivator
vunming through them at least onve
a week all summer, and go through
with the hoe as often as 18 Necese
sarvtor keeping down all weeds
In planting 4 strawberry  bed,
there is ong mportant point to ye.
member,  that Strawberry plants
are of two kinds, (staminate and
pistilate) or in other words male
and female,  The staminate, op
male plant, Las o perfect flower
and will produce fruit of 1ns own
accord, but the pistilate or ferale
plant has an imperfoct flower und
unless it hecomes tertilized by the
pollen  from  some of the strong
staminate varicties, il not pro-
duce fruit, A Lreat many failures
have been experienced on account
of people not heiny aware of this
deficiency in some  kinds ol plants,
Ten vears ago all ot our hest va-
ricties  were of the pistilate  <ort
and we had to yse them, hut since
then a 1ot of new varietics have
been introduced, the majority  of
which are  staminate varietivs s
that at the present time we have
no need to plant pistilate varieties,
AS to varietics thay will depend
some on vour own local conditions
and markets. The king most popue.
lar in this  section, (Niagara) at
present are  Beder Wood, Clvde,
Glen Mary, Williams  ang Brandy
Wine. '
As soon as the ground is frozen
hard enough in thy fall to bear up
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a wagon we cover the bed lightly
with straw or other mulch, to pro-
tect them from heaving during the
freczing and thawing of the spring
months, When all danger of heav-
ing is over and the plants begin to
start, we go through and rake the
straw off of the rows of plants and
tramp it down firmly between the
rows, where it serves a double pur-
pose, viz.,, helping to retain the
moisture and keep the sand from
splashing upon the berries during a
heavy shower of rain,

Soil Cultivation

BY MYRON A, GEE, FISHERVILLE, ONT.

The four great natural sources of
national wealth are the productions
of the soil, lorests, mines and fish-
eries. The ore taken from the
mines can never be replaced, the
forests require centuries  to grow
another crop, the fOsheries under
modern methods are being depleted
but the soil if intelligently tilled, a
proper rotation of crops grown and
a good sclection of sceds sown, will
produce vear alter vear, for an in-
definite period, good paving crops

The three main principles of soil
cultivation are (1) drainage, (2)
manuring, (3) tillage. Drainage is
first to be considered as no crop
will vield satisfactorily if there is a
surplus of surface.

Lands are drained hy surface
drainage and tile drains,  Sandy

lands gencrally have natural drain-
age, needing  neither  ditches nor
tile. TLand that is well drained
works easier and by heing dry ear-
lier in the spring, lengthens the
season and by allowing earlier sow=
ing increases the crop. It also pre-
vents loss of plant food by absorb-
ing it into the soil instead of al-
Jowing it to run off.

All crops should be fed on farm
as far as possible and the manure
taken good care of, if the fertility
of the farm is to he maintained.
Have the barn vard small so that
it will be deeply bedded  all over.
Draw the manure directly from the
stable to the fticld or else pile in
compact heap, mixing all kinds to-
gether to  prevent fire fanging.
Farm vard manure both fertilizes
the land and supplics humus. The
humus improves mechanical texture
of the land and prevents leeching,
holds moisture, and by making the
land darker in color it absorbs
more from  the sun. making the
Jand warmer and causing a quicker
and more vigorons germination of
grains sown, which is a consider-
able factor in growing a heavy
l'lv]l

The vegetable matter of manure
in decomposition acts mechanically
on the mineral elements in the soil,
making phosphates and potash
available for the growing plants,
ITumus or vegetable matter (which
is mostly nitrogenous) is ‘he ele-
ment lacking in nearly all impover-
ished ficlds and can be got by plow-

ing down clover and green catch
crops and growing lots of peas.

The preparing of a seed bed is
very important. It matters not
how rich a field may be, if it is not
m fine tlth so the particles of soil
will firmly grasp the seeds, a pat-
tial crop will be the result.  Land,
especially: - clavs, should not be
touched when  too wet.  The land
needs stirring to allow the heat and
air to get at it to aid in preparing
plant food. By hoving a fine mulch
of dry soil on top of land it pree
vents moisture being  pumped by
sunand - winds, arresting it just
where the growing plants need it

Tramping land by stock when
wet,  and  pasturing the  heare
out  of  new clover  catches,
are  two  reasons why  many
farmers are not more  pro-
ductive than thev are at present.
Ontario must soon come to the day
when intensive farming will he the
practice rather than extensive as
is now followed too much on a
good manv farms,

I have been frequently asked
about my method of feeding, and it
may interest some to know that |
largely attribute my success to
Herbagenm, which I have used dur-
ing several years, and during the
last two vears have used a consid-
erable quantity.

While general trade has ruled a
little quiet during the week, pros-
pects continue bright.  Encourag-
ing reports come from parts of the
country where the dairies have be-
gun operations. The stock market
is easier though there is still active
buying of Canadian sccuritices.
Money seems to be ample for all le-
gitimate trade. Call loans rule at
5 per cent. and discounts on mer-
cantile paper at 6 to 7 per cent. as
to name and nature of the account,

Wheat,

The speculative wheat market is
a kind of barometer these davs
that tells one what the weather has
been. I there has been unfavorable
weather up goes the price of wheat
and if it has been favorable for
growth, down the price goes. It is
a kind of see-saw game that makes
speculating in wheat very interest-
ing just now. But to come down
to the real thing there is very little
change to report in the gencral
condition of the wheat market.
During the week cables have ruled
firm and higher than a week ago
and on the whole there is a higher
market all round. In regard to

the growing crop the “Price Cur-
rent” of last week, savs: “Fxcept-
ing Kansas and Nebraska, wheat

has benefitted by rains and milder
temperature and is now doimng fair-
Iv well.  The average condition is
as good as a month ago.”

Locally the markets rule firm
with a lot doing in  Manitoba at
higher values than a week ago.
Here the market is firm at 75¢ to
v6e for red and white, middle
freights. Goose is quict at 66'¢ to
Hh7c and spring quiet at 7ic to 7o
cast.
