What They Smoke in Germany.

(From the Pall Mall Gazette.)

Tu connection with Prince Bismark’s to-
baceo project, a celebratéd botanist, Herr
Schileden, has published some statistics in
regard to the manufacture and sale of cigars
in Germany.

It appears that ‘in Thuringia alone about
four hundred and fifty tons of beetroot leaves
are annually * transformed into tobacco.”
In Magdeburg and the Palatinate the cigar-
makers employ large quantities not only of
beetroot leaves, but also of the leaves of en-
dive, and even of the potato plant. The ci-

ars sold: in South Germany as coming from
/evey, at & yrice of from one mark to one
mark and a half a hundred, do not, accord-
ing to Herr Schile/len, contain any tobacco,
*t except that made with cabbage or turnip
leaves which had been deprived of their
specific odor by various manipulations, and
subsequently steeped for some time in an ex-
tract of tobacco.”

Herr Schileden adds, with an air of con-
scious pride, ** that in no country in the
world are cigars sold at so cheap a rate as in
Germany.”

The Sultan of Morocco.

The death is announced by telegraphic
despatch from Madrid, of Muley-Hassan, the
Sultan of Morocco. Muley-Hassan was the
eldest son of Sultan’ Sidi-Muley-Mohammed,
was born in 1831, and ascended the throne
at the death of his father; Sept. 25, 1873.
He was known -to his subjects under the
title of ** Emir-al-Mumenin,” or *‘ Absolute
Ruler of True Believers.” He was the four-
teenth sovereign of the dynasty of the Al-
ides, or Fileli, founded by Muley-Achmet,
and the thirty-fifth lineal descendant of Ali,
uucle and son-in-law of the Prophet Moham-
med. Sultan Muley-Sidi-Mohammed was
the most distinguished member of the dy-
nasty, and during his reign, from 1757 to
1780, the country rose to a high degree of
internal posterity. At his death, in 1789, a
struggle for the throne gaverise to five years'
war and anarchy, ending in the aceession of
Muley-Soliman, great grandfather of Muley-
Hassan.

SPRING WRAPS.

Fichus, mantelets, and scarfs are the
shapes chosen for the most dressy spring
wraps, The materials are principally e)lm-k
camel’s-hair and black Sicilienne ; cashmere
in the finely woven French twills has Jost
its prestige, but the roagh-faced cachemire
des Indes is still in favor. Black gros grain
is occasionally used, but is less pliable than
the soft Sicilienne. The fichu in its various
styles is so simple and graceful that it is un-
iversally worn in Paris, and is largely im-
ported not only as a separate garment, but
a8 a part of the costume. Some of these are
quite shallow, renchiu% just to the waist
line, and they may be quite low on the
shoulders, or else high behind ; the fronts
are quite long and narrow, and are tied in
a haif knot, and that draws the garment
closely to the shoulders, keeps the arms
close to the sides, and has the graceful
clinging effect that the clinging costumes re-
quire, Those of black wool are most used,
and are embroidered directly on the edges,
and finished with fringe that is tied into the
hem of the garment, like that éeen on Can-
ton crape shawls, The prices of fichus begin
as low as $10 each.  Another small wrap is
the Clarissa Harlowe scarf, made almost
straight, reaching from shoulders to waist in
the back, with long ends in front. There
are short darts in the shoulders to shape 1t
yroperly, and a fanciful flat hood is in the
hack. These are embroidered, or elsc trim-
med with three or four rows of knife-pleated
lace and passementerie. ‘There are also
many capes, some of which are three round
Carricks, while others are a single cape of
black camel's-hair slightly pointed in front
and back, and cut with along seam on each
shoulder in the old-fashioned way. Around
the neck of such a cape is a deep pleated col-
lar. of black watered silk edged with beaded
balls, fringe, or lace, and a watered silk
pleating borders the garment. Mantelets are
seen in abundance, and many of these have
the graceful Dolman seams in the back,
with the arin piece cut quite short, or else
forming a small sleeve, and the front extend-
ing very low. There can be nothing new in
the way of putting trimming on wraps of
this shape, as it is necessarily confined to
two or three rows down the middle of the
back and a border on the edge. It is more
than ever necessary that these garments be
cut very close to the figure and in close pro-
portions, instead of the long, bulky mantles
worn a year ago. The illuminated beaded
trimmings showing every color of the rain-
bow are much used on these black mantles,
making them very rich and expensive; jet
trimmings in new designs are also shown.
The most elégant Sicilienne wraps are lined
throughout with old gold colored silk or
else with twilled silk of soft beige shades.

Heroism of British Sailors.

2escuing the Shipwrecked During an
Earthquake.
{From the London Gazette |

30arD 0F TRADE, WHITEHALL, Feb, 26, —
Queen Victoria has been conferring the Al-
Medal of the Necond Class on John

itchell, carpenter ; William Stewart,
sailmaker ; and Charles Wilson, A. B., late
seaman of the Conference, in Bristol.
On the 9th of May, 1877, the Conference
of Avonmore and thirty other vezsels were
lying at anchor off the village of Huanillos,
a short distance from the shore loaded with
guano, The village itself stands on a plat-
form or ledge of the mountains, about thirty
feet above the sea level, and the mountains
rise precipitously to a height of 5,000 feet.
According to the statement of an. George
Williams, the late master of the Conference,
at about about 84 p.m., the weather being
dark and gloomy, with a calm sea, a severe
shock of earthquake was felt, The ship
trembled so mucL that the masts and yards
seemed to be coming down and the stern
moorings parted. The noise of the earth
quake, as it shook the mountains, was very
Large boulders were rolled down
the side of the mountains, and, striking
against each other, emitted sparks of fire,
while the cries of the guano diggers on the
mountains, who were in danger of their
lives, increased the terror of the scene.
The earthquake was followed by three
distinct tidal waves, which rolled in from
seaward at intervals of about ten minutes,
rising about fifty feet, as seen by the marks
on the shore, causing many vessels to break
their moorings and drag their anchors, and
submerging the village of Huanillos. The
first tidal wave drove two vessels across the
bows of the Conference, and carried away
her bowsprit and jibboom. The second
tidal wave carried away her starboard
bower chains, and at the same time the
American vessel Geneva was driven against
the fore rigging of the Conference, damag-
ing her severely. She then commenced to
drift toward the rocks. The Geneva was
then carried back, and 'again driven against
the Conference, cutting the latter down
amidships four or five planks below the cov-
cnn% board. Then a vessel, which after-
ward proved to be the Avonmore, was seen
for a moment as she was driven at a
furious rate across the bows of the Confer-
ence. Almost immediately her anchor light
disappeared, and the cries of drowning peo-
ple were heard.

It was at this time, when, as it is stated,

6. Our duty where mediums, however
genuine, have been detected in fraud, is to
put the public on its guard against them.
he penalty which imposters must pay is to
have it known generally that they have
cheated once and are likely to cheat again,
and the safest way is to atoid such mediums
altogether.
7. Conditions, however,onght to be so strin-
gent that nothing is left to depend on the
assumed good character or respectability of
the medium. The phenomena are of a
scientific character, and as such cannot be
established as authentic by mére opinion,
but only by actual klmwlmige, Faith can-
not become a factor in the problem,
8. Where a medium has been répeatedly
tested by all the investigators present, of
course there can be a relaxation of stringent
conditions for familiar phenomena, but not
for any new ones.
9. It is hard to state generally the
absolute test conditions for all cases. .We
have given two examples for. particular
phenomena.  Investigators must exercise
their reason in fixing absolute conditions.
10. The most successful results (as in the
case of the slate-writing, phenomena) are
often obtained where ounly one investigator is
present with the medium.
11. Investigators who are jointly investi-
gating should consult together in advance of
the sitting, and each take his particular
share in the general scrutiny. Until a medi-
um is thoroughly tested, take nothing for
ranted. Trust not to smooth words or fair
ooks. Some of the .deepest villains have
the art of appearing framk,” open-hearted,
and guileless, Impose such conditions that
it shall not matter to you whether the
medium is honest or dishonest. As we have
shown, there are exceptions to this rule.
12. When you have had one successful
seance, before publishing it to the world as
conclusive, try another.
13. Distrust the medium who would have
you think that he must have his own par-
ticular Poom, because of its ‘‘ magnetism,”
for his manifestations. The genuine medium
will almost always let you choose your own
place for a sitting, provided there are no
obvious objections to it. Investigators
should carry with them the most harmonious
personal conditions possible, and approach
the presence of the medium with a feeling
of kindly interest.
14. ‘Cut out these hints, submit them to
the medium, and learn from him or her
what objections, if any, he or she may have
to any part of them. Give not too much
credence to excuses for modifying strict con-
ditions.

Innocent Familiarities.

One is fairly at a loss to comprehend how,
apart from all principle, men are such fools
as to hopelessly compromise character and
everything that is dear in ways which the
least glimmering of thought er good sense
would tell them could only have one result.
The one wrong step they take is so obvious-
ly, so stupidly wrong that it might almost
be supposed an effort was needed in order
that. such a step should be taken. One of
the worst and most preposterous of these is
that which has become the talk of the Pro-
vince in connection with the Teetotal Tectu-
rer Rine—the founder of Rine Clubs, and as
often described, the all but heaven-sent mis-
sionary to the fallen. That a man gifted
with the smallest amount of prudence and
ordinary sense should, when' the guest of a
professedly religious man, seek to outrage a
female inmate of the house, and fancy that
he could do so with impunity, is a mystery
not easy to be explained. To plead * not
guilty,” and at the same time lay it all to
the score of ‘‘innocent familiarities,” is
more extraordinary still. That Rine has
done good to many & poor drunkard is, we
believe, beyond all doubt. That he is finglly
and for ever used up in Canada is equally
unquestionable,. He may take himself off
to parts unknown as fast as he pleases, and
his friends and admirers will in his fate re-
ceive another lesson of caution as to how
they take up with a man about whom they
know little or nothing, and whose probation
in well-doing has neither been so lengthened
or 80 unimpeachable as to make him a suit-
able occupant for our pulpits; or a desirable
guest for decent men’s daughters or for
Christian homes, We believe that some of
the best of men have heen wrongfully accus-
ed of sins similar to that laid to Rine’s
charge. But they did not offer money to
hush the matter up, nor did they acknow-
ledge it as a trait in their characters
that they took ‘‘innocent liberties” with
the servant girls in homes where they were
at once honored guests and temporary so-
journers, It is a matter for rejoicing when
“prodigals " are reformed, whatever may
have been their besetting sins.  But it is
better that they should walk softly and ham-
bly for a good {ong season of trial. When
they become heroes, and. are puffed up as
shining lights, they are in danger of going
up like rockets and coming down like sticks,

Blood Curdling Stories.

Pfomature Interment - Re-awak-
ing Under Ground Grave-
yard Gossip

The difference between death and a state
of trance has never been quite clearly under-
stood by the generality of maukind,

AN BX-NUN'S TRANCE.

The Medical Academy, of Milan, in one of
ita weekly reports,published on W ednesday,
March 23,1848, quotes a case of trance which
occurred to an ex-nun of the suppressed con-
vent of St. Orsola, named Lucia Marini. The
lady was taken ill, and, to 3\“ outward ap-
pearance, died; she was knoWwn to be subject
to a peculiar kind of fit, which required pe-
culiar treatment, and was staying at the
time of the catastrophe in the house of a
friend, who had been a nun. "Phe becchini
(grave-diggers, who in this’ case were under-
takers) insisted on burying the body before
night ; the surviving ex-nun rentonstrated,
urging that she must try the effect of frie-
tion and mustard plasters applied to feet and
stomach., Fearing to lose their fee, the men
of death waxed wroth in their contention,
and, seizing the body by the shoulders, were
about to drag it out of its bed, when the
*'dead lady,” moaning and muttering inar-
ticulate sourids, turned restlessly on her pil-
low. The friend of Lucia Marini broke into
prayers, interrupted by tears ; the men let
go their hold, and one of them (the elder of
the two) crossed himself devoutly, The
other, with a great oath, declared it was
“spasms ;” the dead, in his opinion, being
liable to eonvulsive movements if not pro-
perly straightened. But humanity prevailed
over ignorance, and cupidity gave way to
medical skill. The lady was thoroughly re
vived by a medical practitoner of the neigh-
borhood, and lived for many a long ﬁ.‘l_\'
to tell the story of her escape from the
tomb.

A DOUBLE DZATH,

But there are double dz2aths—twofold bur-
ials—which are perhaps the most horribile of
all. Society thinks it is burying one person,
but the ‘‘deceased,” being a woman, may
from the point of view of maternity include
two lives, or even more. Gasparo Rejes tells
the story of a child born in the tomb whose
mother was buried alive. The lady was the
wife of & man of property named Francesco
Orvallos, and *‘died” while far advanced in

regnancy, during her husband’s absence.

rvallas returning the day after the funeral,
had the tomb opened, not because he suspect-
ed foul play, but because he wished to gaze
once more on the face of his beloved. he
lady was in truth dead, but death had trans-
pired in the grave. A child, struggling into
existence, met the gaze of the bereaved hus-
band, and was removed without difficulty
by & medical assistant. The mother was
oncemore consigned to the dust, but the
child lived to be a man, and, carrying till
his death the name of ** Fruit ofcrha Earth,”
occupied for several years the post of Lieu-
tenant General on the frontiers of Cheroz.

HEARTRENDING INCIDENT,

A poor woman at Castel del Gludice, in
the province of Molise, was taken ill with
the itory symptoms of childbirth, and,
having fainted away while the doctor was
m sent for, was, on his arrival, declared

But at the first thrust of
the knife'that unlucky author awoke, and,
with a piercing shriek, gave up the ghost.
Brocher, the biographer of his Prevot, de-
plores this event as a serious loss to litera-
ture. *‘ Manon Lescaut,” which Jules Janin
complacently calls the ** Paul of Virginia”
of vice, might, he opines, have had a succes-
sor, if not l‘wl, from the same pen.

as a siuger. The canaries, while mating,
should be fed on hard boiled ege and_ com
mon oyster crackers well soaked in boiled
milk, but, of course, made cool before being
fed to the birds. Hemp seed should not be
nsed as it fattens the birds, A piece of raw
beef hiﬁhly seasoned with Cayenne (red)
pepper should be fed them as often as once
in each week. The cage should not be
moved if it can be avoided, and should hang
in a darkened room. All canaries, while
mating, like privacy. When the eggs are
hatched feed the young birds only on the
yellow of hard boiled eggs for two weeks ;
after that mix hard, dry crackers with egg.

Meerschaum Mines in Asia Minor.

The most extensive deposits of meerschaum
in Asia Minor are about twenty-four miles
southeast of the city of Eskiseher, formerly
Dorylea, the inhabitants of which, number-
ing ‘about twelve thousand Americans and
Turks, are principally employed in collecting
or dealing in this mineral. It in obtained
down in the earth, shafts or pits being sunk
to a depth of twenty-s to thirty-three
feet.

The mineral when freshly dug is of a yellow-
ish-white color, and covered about a finger
thick with red, greasy earth, so soft that it
can be cut with a knife. The treatment
the meerschaum mu:t be subjected to before
it is fit for export is very expensive and
tedious. The pieces must first be freed from
the adhering earth and dried for five or six
days in the sun, or for eight or ten days in
warm rooms. The mineral is then cleaned
a second time, and polished with wax. After
that it is sorted into different grades, of
which there are ten, and carefully packed
with cotton into boxes for export. The
stones lose two-thirds of their weight and
volume in the operation of cleaning and dry-
ing. The price depends upon the demand.
The largest quantity is sent to Austria and
Germany.

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Causes of Sudden Death.

Very few of the sudden deaths which are
said to arise from diseases of the heart do
really arise from that cause. To ascertain
the real origin of sudden deaths, experi-
ments have been tried in Europe and report-
ed to a scientific congress held at Strasbourg.
Sixty-six cases of sudden death were made
the subject of a thorough post-mortem ex-
amination. In these only two were found to
have died from dis of the heart. Nine
out of sixty-six have died of apoplexy,
while there were forty-six cases of conges-
tion of the lungs—that iss the lungs were so
full of blood that they could not work, there
not being room enough for a quantity of air
to enter to support life. The causes that
};rmlucu congestion of the lungs are cold
ect, tight clothing, costiy: bowels, sitting
still chilled after being wafMed with labour
or rapid walking, going suddenly from
close, heated rooms into the cold air, especi-
ally after speaking, and suddenly depressing
news operating on the blood. The causes of
sudden death f)cing known, an avoidance of
them may serve to lengthen many valuable
lives which would otherwise be lost under
the verdict ** heart complaint.” This disease
is supposed to be inevitable and incurable ;
hence many do not take the pains they
would do to avoid sudden death if they
%knew it lay in their power.

“ La siscle avait deue ans,” he began, bt in
more than seven decades and a half which
have by since 1802 he has preserved
his vigor intact, and his mind has yet the
same youthful, elastic spring which animat-
ed it at five-and-twenty. In return for his
idolization of Paris—tor, indeed, that term
alone will characterize the extravagance of
his worship—the Parisians adore him.  His
high-flown vein of thought, the powerful
