Thrilling Tale

Of the letters that have appeared in
'the press from soldiers at the front
/it is doubtful if any have so graphical-
ly depicted the terrible slaughter of
‘the last few months as one just re-
'ceived from Kenmuir Watson of the
| Princess Patricias, a Hamilton man
‘and nephew of Mr. B. P. Dewar of
this city. It relates to the fighting
on May 4th. and following days in
which the gallant regiment that mar-
ched away from Ottawa last August
| was practically wiped out of exist-
ence.

It appears that the Patricias form-
ed part of a force holding a hazard-
‘ous salient, which on the night of
May 3 was directed to retire, in order
'to straighten out the line. Trenches
\were supposed to have been dug for
them two miles back. They reached
the designated place in a pouring
rain and the worn-out men slept un-
1ti1 morning, when it was found that
'the trenches were only half dug. bBe
,lorn they could complete the digging-
in operations the Germans attacked
".vitll a heavy shell-fire which they
kept up at the rate of 30 per minute
| for -eight hours.

The Germans started an advance iu

'the afternoon but were held off and
flesultory fighting continued through-
‘out the week, until May 8 (Saturday).
' which Watson aptly describes as “our
most fatal day of all.” Throughout
the day of the Princess Pats held on,
their numbers were reduced
mere handful. “How we lived
through that day God alone knows,"”
he writes. But the gallant Rifle Bri-
' gade finally came to the rescue, charg
'ed through and driving the enemy
back held the trenches. On this last
! day the German shells came over at
a rate of 80 per minute.
“It was in this battle that Col. Bul-
ler. the commanding officer, lost an
eye, and Maj. Gault was wounded for
the second time. Out of a strength
of 900 men a few weeks previously
only about a hundred of the Patricias
were left.

Watson, who was wounded in the
battle, writes as follows from a hos-
pital in Sheffield, Eng.:

“Sheffield, Eng., May 15:—I am now
if Jthe hospital in the above place and
resting much easier. I am glad to
say that my spine.is only badly bruis-
ed so I won't have any permanent
injury. I suffer great pain, of tourse,
but that must be expected. My two
wounds don’t amount to anything and
aref ast healing. I will give you a
full account of took place at
Ypres. '

“There is a horseshoe extending
from our lines. Our troops held this
but on account of the fact that it was
surrounded by Germans who might
at any time cut those within it off, it
was deemed advisable by Sir John
French to retire and straighten the
line out. This horseshoe was about
four miles long and about six wide.
The 27th and 28th Divisions were
holding the head or top of it, so on
Monday night, May 3rd.,, we had or-
ders to retire nearly two miles te
where trenches were supposed to be
dug for us,

“It was pouring with rain when
wer eached them so we n#ade our-
selves as comfortable.as one could
for the night and slept. Apparently
the Germans were unaware of our
retirement.

Thus began what was then the heav-
iest bombardment of the whole war.
For eight hours the Germans shelled

us at the rate of thirty shells per
minute, about fourteen thousand
shells coming in that time. It was

practically all 15-pound shrapnel.

“The men crouched low in the
trenghes. Soon the groans of the
wounded and dying rose upon the air
amid the shiek of the shells. Men
lay half buried with legs and arms
gone, slowly dying. No way to help
them. All day. long this continued.
In front lay an empty farm house.
The Germans managed to place a
number of machine guns there and
these played upon our trenches,
sweeping the parapets like rain.
Men with white faces cowered down
with fear imprinted in their eyes, not
the fear of death but of the terrible
mutilation that shrapnel makes, lit-
erally tearing one apart.

230 Lost on First Day.

“In the afternoon the Germans
started to advance but we held them
off with our rifles and machine guns.
Although we paid a: heavy toll, our
own artillery were apparently ot of
action for they hardly replied. Just
before evening fell the bombardment
ceased and we crept out to pick up
our dead and wounded. Two hun-
dred and thirty paid the toll that
day.

The Fatal Saturday.

“Fighting was of a desultory na-
ture for the next few days until Sat-
urday dawned, and then came our
most fatal day of all. The regiment
was almost completely wiped out,
only about a hundred being left out
of seven hndred. For three hours
they bombarded us with shells of all
firing about eighty shells to
They tore our trenches
to pieces; flattened out the ground
as if no trenches had ben there.

|Premier Salanrda Says ltz{ly

is Attending to Ancient
Aspirations and Vital In-
terests

- -

Rome, via Paris, June d.="We
entered this, the greatest war in his-
tory, to safeguard the highest and
most anciént aspirations, the most
vital ‘interests of our c¢ountry,” was
the declaration of Premier Salandra
in an address at the meeting held
here to-day to'make plans for the re-
lief of perscns in civil life who may
be made needy as the result of the
war.

“War imposes duties not only
on' the combatants but also
those who remain at home,” contin-
ued the premier, “and they must see
that the national life is not interrupt-
ed. People of all classes must not
only have a spontaneous and pro-
found feeling but a reasoned convic-
tion of the justice of our cause and
the sanctity of our war.”

Italy Betrayed.

Premier Salandra then ' ‘reviewed
the diplomatic events leading up to
the conflict from the time of the as-
sassination of Archduke Francis
Ferdinand. Italy’s former allies, he
declared, had no right to say Italy
betrayed them, for she never dis-
cussed her views on Austrian aggres-
sion against Serbia and ‘its conse-
quences.

In support of hs argument he read
a despatch to the Duke of Avarna,
ambassador to Austria, sent him on
July 26, 1914, by the Marquis San
Giuliano, the late' minister ' of for-
cirng affairs, detailing an interview he
had with Signor Salandra and Hans
von Flotow, then German ambassa-
dor to Italy.

Austra Forced War.

During this interview, the speaker
he and Marquis ' San Guil-
iano pointed out to Herr von Flotow
that Austria by the terms of the
Triple Alliance treaty, had no right
to take the step she had taken at
Belgrade without previosly coming
to an agreement with her allies, and
that Austria’'s action clearly showed
that she desired to provoke war. The
Italian statesmen, therefore, inform-
cd the German ambassador, the pre-
mier said, that under the ,circum-
stances, Italy was not obliged to help
Austria if the latter nation found her-
self at war with Russia in conse-
quence of an act of aggresson.

Premier Salandra asserted that on
July 27 and 28, 1914, the Italian gov-
ernment raised in clear terms the
question of the cession to Italy of the
so-called Italian provinces held by
Austria, both at Vienna and Berlin.

Italy’s Deeclaration.

“We declared,” said he, “that if It-
aly did not obtain adequate compen-
sation thé Triple Alliance would be
irreparably broken Impartial his-
tory will say that Austria, having
found in uly and in October, 1913,
that Italy was hostile in aggressive
intentions against Serbia, arranged
with Germany to take Europe by sur-
prise by confronting it with an ac-
complished fact. The horrible crime
at Serajevo was exploited as a pre-
text a month after it occurred. For-
é/ign Minister von Berchtold told the
Duke of Avarna on July 31 last that
even if mediation were employed it
would not stop hostilities with Serbia.

Current Price Case

P RESIDENT COAKER and Mr.

-

Donnelly of Baine Johnston

& Co.’s staff gave evidence
yesterday in the case of L. Nose-
worthy vs. A. W. Munn. re Price
of Labrador Fish last year. Hon.
M. Winter also gave evidence to-
day and it is hoped to close the
case next week when the final
arguments will be made by coun-
sel engaged.

This case as our readers will re-
member involves the question as
to what the current price of Lab-
rador fish shipped off the coast
last year was and what is meant by
the term current price. Is the
current price the highest price
paid as claimed by the fishermen
or is it a price fixed by a majority
of the buyers after the voyage is
shipped as claimed by the export-
ers?

A large number of witnesses
have been examined and the case
has been before the court for a
month. It is an important case
and the judgment of the court will
be eagerly looked for. The case
is being heard by the Full Bench.
Messrs. Morine, Kent and Mews
appear on-behalf of the F.P.U.
and Mr. W. R. Howley appear for
the exporters. :

And you will find
that the: Government in England
recognize the .Labor party and
Trade Unionists, by nominating
them as boards of settlement of
industrial  disputes and other
things, and surely when in Eng-
land that right is recognized and
conceded there is nothing wrong
in conceding the same right here
on behalf of the F.P.U.

This Bill is possibly of a char-
acter we are not called upon to
deal with often, but it is the pecu-
liar conditions surrounding that
trade that call for it and it ought
not be a difficult matter in Sep-
tember or October to determine
what is going to be the current
price. The fishermen in this coun-
try differ from any other pro-
ducers of food in the world.

If a farmer in the Western
States is raising grain he can tell
what the price of wheat is in any
part of the world. There are in-
formation bureaus where the Gov-
ernment supply him with the
prices. Nobody can come and im-
pose upon him and get the advant-

‘age of him, because the informa-

cton is supplied him.

But the fishermen on the Labra-
dor knows no more than the man
in the moon what price is being
paid, and in the absence of infor-
mation of that kind he should be
heard as to what is the current
price when he sells upon such con-
ditions,

It is really a Board of Arbitra-
tion, not a board appointed to as-
sess.damages, but one that deals
with the subject matter in the
form of arbitration. It is unfair
to assume that the men compos-
ing the Board are going to be un-
reasonable. :

Granted An Ottawa Man

St. John's, Nfid, June 8. —After
# busy two monihs session the New-
foundland legisiature was ready for
prorogation to-day. Ascide from the
_revenue wmeasures and other acts
maqQe necessary by the war, the legis-
lation which attracted greatest at-

tantion during the segssion wag the

granting of concession in  Western
NewlounalanQ and Labrador 0 a
twenty million dollar corporation
headed by Thomas L. Wilson of Ot-
tawa, for theg establishment of a large
fertilizer plant which, it is expécted,
will ultifze a great amount of water
power.
Means Boundary Discussion,

Discussion of this measure revived
the- question of.the boundary line
between Canada and Newfoundland-
Labardor, which never has been for-
mally determined or surveyed. There
i8 a ‘radical difference of opinion: on

this subject, involvng jurisdiction
over several thousand square miles
of the interior of Labrador. While

it has been generally held that the
powers of the governor of Newfound-
land extended only a few miles back
from the Labrador coast, some New-
foundland students of government
documents claim . that -the boundary
line should be drawn due south from
Cape Chidley, at the northern ex-
tremity of Labrador. As the coast
eurves in a general south-easterly di-
rection, this would glve Newfound-
land an immense section of the in-
terior, including the whole course of
the Hamilton river, the largest wat-
erway in Labrador, which forms
part of the northern boundary of the
province of Quebec on present maps.

CANADA MAKING
NEW EXPLOSIVE

Minister of Militia Inspects
Plant Manufacturing
Trinitrololual

A plant for the manufacture ot
large quantities of trinitrololuol, one
of the highest explosives known tc
modern science, has been erected ir
Canada and is now in operation. Its

location is being kept a’ secret at
present but General Sam Hughes,
Minister of Militia, inspected the

works yesterday and expressed him-
self as highly gratified with the pro-

gress which has been made. Work
was started, on the factory seven
weeks ago and it had not been ex-

pected to be ready for four months
but operations were rushed witlr the
result that the plant is now 1run-
ning.

The new plant is turning out the
immense quantity of 800,000 pounds
of trinitrololuol per month and con-
stitutes a record both as regards
erection and production.

It is announced that Canada will
shortly be in a position to turn out
1,000,000 pounds of guncotton per

month. She has for some time past
been producing large quantities of
cordite.—The Citizen.

The following are extracts (rom a
letter of a private in A Company to
his parents.

Acreknowe Camp,
Stobs,

near Hawick,
Scotland.

May 26, 1913,
“I am only now replying to your
letter of April 95th. Would have
written before, but as no letter truned
up by “Roanoke” mail, and none up to
date since last of vour it delaved me a

bit.

“Well, as you know,
are again under canvas at Stobs Camp
(some 50 miles from Edinburgh) and

are undergoing some hard training. 1

by this time we

think I can say for sure now that we
are going to the front. We are mov-
ing south to Bedford in about a
month’s time to be fully equipped for
France. We are now attached to the
Argyle and Sutherland Highlanders,
but when we go to Bedford we are to
be permanently brigaded.

“We are comfortably quartered in
camp here, and enjoy ourselves as
There's
only one town near here, that is
Hawick, about 2% miles away. This
is out of bounds, unless with a pass,
80 you can judge from this that we
are here for hard training.

“I was very sorry to learn of Bob
O—— being ill, but hope he will soen
recover. I may say that perhaps
before 1 receive another letter from
you we may be in France. I am only
saying this, because 1 really believe
that we are to go there from Bedford
—at least Lieut. Wighton suys so. Of
course soldiers are moved so quickly
and quietly over here that you don't
know what minute you are going to be

shifted.”
