LONDON, Nov. 18.—Led by the
Duchess of Mar]borough a’ great call
for the abolition of “sweating” among
women workers went forth yesterday
from a conference ‘of imfluential ‘peo-
ple at her home, Sunderland House,
in Mayfair, Representanves of so-
ciety, of the Church, and of” every
political party united with ' the work-
ers themselves demandmg thie” aboli-
tion ‘of “sweating.’ Thére were Mr,
Masterman, Fmancxal Secrétary  of
the Treasury, urging that" this was
no party question; Lord Lytton con-
demnmg this “dry rot sappmg' the
strength of the nation”; J. R Clynes
a Labor M.P., pleadmg ior a place
in life for the worst paid worker, and
the Bishop of Oxford. "

No speech brought home the con-
ditions of “sweating” more forcibly:
than that of the Duchess 'herself, -
who said that when it ‘was femember:
ed that two million women and girls
are cmployed in. factorjes -and work-
shops in Great’ Britain; and ‘at least
100,000 working for wages ‘in  their
own homes, the question of “sweat-
ing” became surely a matter oi great
' importance.

Just a Pint an Hour,

to require that all«ships should carcy

Circle of Oil

“*‘When I got the Carmania’s mes-
sage,’ said the captain, ‘Captain Barr
thought I might be too far away to
arrive in time, as he did not expect
the burning vessel to last the night.
sut T told him I was coming at full
speed, and that I would pump a circle
of oil round the Volturno, which
would enable the boats to go back-
wards and forwards to the vessel
safely and quickly.

“I sighted the wreck at 5 o’clock
ship’s time, and got up about an hour
later. It was 7.20 when, on the Car-
mania’s advice, I took up a position
to the leeward of the burning ship
and started pumping oil through two
4 in. hoses. Ten minutes later 1
launched two lifeboats. The first
boat returned in 49 minutes with 21
survivors, and the second ten min-
utes later - with eight other people
they had taken off the wreck. All
these people were brought to safety
in less than an hour. The effect on
the waves—a nasty sea was running
—was marvellous and instantaneous.

“The amount of oil he used to
calm the great Atlanti¢ waves Cap-
tain Harwood estimated at less than
50 tons.

If a man--+falls overboard in
the oil-coated waves, said the:  eap-
tain, he’s done;: if  he swallows a
mouthful down he goes.”
