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PREPARATIONS
FOR CONGRESS

How the Distinguished Pre-
lates Will Reach Canada—
Receptions Arranged — No
Interviews by Cardinal

Montreal, Aug. 30. — Preparations
for the Eucharistic Campaign are rap-
idly rounding into shape. Today the
general committee issued instructious
as to the manner of forming the great
procession which will be the most im-
posing public demonstration of the af-
fair. Archbishop Bruschesi left Mon-
treal this evening from Bonaventure
station for Rimouski and Father Point,
where he will extend Canada’s first
welcome to Cardinal Vannuteli, Papal
Legate to the Bucharistic campaign,
on the arrival of the C. P. R. steam-
ship Empress of Ireland. His Grace
will journey to Rimouski by the Inter-
colonial, and will be accompanied
thither by Mgr. Tampiri, Canon Dauth
and Father Donelly, parish priest of
St. Anthony.

The party will embark on the Em
press of Ireland, which has on board
besides Cardinal Legate, Primate of all
Ireland, Cardinal Logue and other
high dignitaries of the Roman Cathelic
church.

At Quebec, the Legate and his party
will land and -will be weleomed by
Archbishop Beg}n and the Lieutenant-
Governor on the terrace of the -Cha-
teau Frontenac. Subsequently the Le-
gate and party will proceed on the
government steamer Lady Grey, via
Three Rivers and Sorel to Montreal.

The Bishop of Three Rivers will
join the party at Three Rivers -and
Bishop of St. Hyacinthe at Sorel. The
party are expected to reach Montresl
on the afternoon of September 3rd.
The flotilla that will escort the Lady
Grey to Montreal, as befitting the ar-
rival of the Pope’s special represent-
ative, will meet her in the neighbor-
hood of Poimnts Aux Trembles.

1t is expected that a hundred yachts,
which are coming from.all parts of the

province, and also from Prattsburg; N. |

Y., will take part in this <emonstra-
tion. Cardimal Vannutelli, Cardinal
Logue, Cardmal- Gibbons, as well as
other distinguished clergy, Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, Sir Lomer Gouin, Hon: Chas.
Doherty, Hon. Mr. Tellier, and many
other leading public--men of Canada
are included in the list of speakers
at the Eucharistic campaign, as offi-
cially announced this morning.

Cardinal Vannutti will not give out’
at interview during his gojourn in
Canada, or at least while on board the
steamship Lady Grey. This decision
has been reached on account of appre-
hension felt.at the Vatican that ut-
terances from the Legate to Canada
might be misrepresented in ‘the public
press, and create a misunderstanding
not: only in Canada, but at the capital
of the Roman Catholic world. His Ex-
cellency has intimated & wish to the
Roman Catholic authorities at Quebec
and Montreal that no newspaper men
be permitted to board the Lady Grey,
and in consequence press representa-
tives will be excluded from the steam-
er during the Papay Envoy’s trip up
the river.

RUSSIAN

Scheme to Place Thousands

adian Lands--Will NotFlood

VANCOUVER, B.C., Aug. 30.—With
a scheme for the immigration of Rus-
sians, who will settle in the prairie
lands of Canada after giving a guar-
antee ‘that they will farm and not drift
into the cities to swell the labor mar-
ket, Mr. Perelstrous arrived in the
city today from Honolulu, via Mexi-
co. He will interview the government
and railroad officials before returning
to Honolulu on the Zealandia. _ Mr:
Perelstrous comes with letters of re-
commendation - from Governor Freer
of the territory of Hawaii, and other
officials.

He has been a resident of Hawaii
for the past year, having been in
¢harge of the immigration of Russian
settlers-and laborers. He arranged for
2,500 Russians to go to the Hawalian
Islands. ¢ <
“The idea I have to talk over with
tife Canadian government and railroad
officials is the importation of Russians
who will settle on your vacant lands.
The people I took to Honolulu are do-.
ing well, but they are essentially a
northern people. The district of Volga,
in which I propose to get the immi-
grants for Canada, is a wheat grow-
ing country, and the vast prairies of
Canada should provide room for thow-
sands of good, steady peobple, law-
abiding and thrifty, who are not Doulc
hobors, but who will give a guaram
tee to stay by the land.

Not to Flood: Labor ‘Market

“The people I'm prepared to bring
to~Canada are
guickly accept new ideas ~and meth-
ods, and will spend their ‘money herce, |

fer from Asiatics ~who. spend their
money in their own country. I want
to emphasize the fact that-my. people
will not crowd the labor markets. We
don’t want them to g0 to the cities
and there is little fear that they will.
I have just visited Mexico and Presi
dent Diaz has looked favorably on a
sohsme . for the immigration of Rus:

Mr. Perelstrous was for nine years
an official of the Russian government.

Before he left the earth
he pro ised those who remained. after
him to help them golve the great ques-
tion on which the gociety has for
many years been working: ‘Can the
dead communicate with the living
through mediums or otherwise?

The late Dr. Richard ‘Hodgson, of
the Bacy Bay, and Professor James
had essayed many tests of this, and
each had given the other 4 message

Glasgow, Aug. 30.—The body of a
woman, on which there was a large
sum of money in note sand gold, was
found in a remote spot of the Scottish
Moors on August 26.

She Ieft the following day, reque ting
the management to keep any letters
sent to her there, as she intended
motoring past in a few days. The body
was taken to Inverness where a post

sir,—If the West wants her last
and greatest trade route kept out of
private hands it is time to act. Wil-
liam Mackenzie, in his recent Globe
interview, says the C. N. R. expects
to build the Hudson Bay Railway and
counts on operating it.

Traffic Expert Dillinger of the
Railway Commission’s staff reported
three years ago that the'C. N. R. was
“s railway without a system.” He
referred to the C. N. R.s system of
operation. = One of our “Big Three,”
and that the one “without a system,”
is after possession of the West's great
natural trade route, the short, down-
hill haul from the prairies to the
ocean that lies almost at our -doors.
It is several hundred miles nearer the
northern half of the West than the
lake ports.- And a “‘railway without a
gystem” is after it.

The Big Three railroads of Canada
well know that the day of the Govern-
ment owned and operated Hudson
Bay Railway runs its first train, that
day ends railway domination of the
West. It will compete. Its competi-
tors will compel the Big Three to cut
rates. We want that—the Big Three
don’t.

It will mean a saving on Wheat
freightrates of ten cents a bushel at
Jeast, viz., the total saving of the
present rate of five and a half cents
a bushel from the lake ports via Wel-
jand Canal to Montreal, plus a further
saving of at least four and a half
cents a bushel on the present rate
from the prairies to the lake _ports.
On every 100,003,000 ‘pushels it will
mean an extra $10,000,000 in circula-
tion. in the West, instead of in the
big bag of the Big Three. L

But do we .think Mackenzie and
Mann, the C.P.R. and the G.T.P. wilk

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BROADVIEW
THEFT CASE

Number of Citizens Aceused
of Stealing from Railway
Company — Committed for
Trial

BROADVIEW, Aug. 27—For some
considerable time past, the Canadian

Pacific Railway officials here, have

been greatly concerned over a more
or less systematic attempt on the part
of some of its employees and others
to enrich themselves at the expense
of the company and shippers. Pil-
fering has been going on to a consid-
erable extent for nearly a year and
the climax has finally been reached
in the shape of the arrest of five men
who are alleged to have made a habit
of thieving from cars.

The first clue 'to these robberies was

ust, when half a barrel of beer .was

stolen from Broadview. Thée Yguor
was taken to E. Ramsay, a farmer, and
traced to his place‘ by the station
agent and a brakeman named Con-
ners. Ramsey offered $8 for the beer
but the shipper reported the matter
to the police. On being confronted,
Ramsey told the whole story, and im-
plicated a man named C. Wright: This
latter party was arrested, pleaded
guilty to the charge and was sentenced
to four months in jail. He stated that
he was not the only guilty party and
implicated John Conners, switchman;
Bob Moore, ex-switchman, James Pol-
lock, liveryman; W. Collins, bartender
and C. Wright.

On the strength of this confession,
Corporal Cochran, of the R. N. W. M.
P., Moosomin, arrested Conners and a
preliminary hearing was held here on
Friday and Saturday before A. L.
Brown, Dr. Allingham and ~ Wilfrid
Wilde, Justices of the Peace. ' J. F.
Bryant, barrister of Regina, represent:
ed the C.P.R., the private prosecutor,
while E. L. Elwood of Moosomin and
M. McDonald of this city, appeared for
the defence.

Evidence of “Moonshine”

The first witness called by the pro-
gsecution was Charles Wright, common-
ly known as “Moonshine.” He was
brought up from Moosomin jail where
he is serving -a term of four months.
Previous to this he had been econvict-
ed and served four years in Stoney
Mountain. In answer to Mr. Bryant,

witness stated ‘that on the night of |

July 29th, he was helping {n the office
of Pollock’s livery barn which is sit-
nated near the station. About mid-
night James Pollock came into the
office and witdess, waking up, - en-
quired what he wanted at {gat time of
night.  Pollock told mif '
ing and’ asked him fo help him put
some stuff in the hayloft. @oing to
the barn witness saw Conners and
Moore-standing in the hayloft and be-
side them six heavy looking ‘sacks.
Moore opened one of the flasks “and
took therefrom twenty'-tour flasks of
Scotch whiskey, which he took to the
office and hid under the floor, Wright
assisting by helding a lantern. Wit~
ness was warned to keep quiet about
this and was told that if he wanted
any clothes he could get them, as
they had plenty which had been taken
from a car om the tracks billed for
Moose Jaw. On the following Sunday,
early in the morning, Conners took his
share of ‘the stuff stolen, the witness
that the sacks when opened were found
to contain sweaters of different colors
and a number of socks, shirts, etc.
Between them, they took for their
own use, five sweaters, nine shirts,
and two dozen pair of socks, the re-
mainder being hidden in the hay. The
same evening these sacks were taken
away by the others. The ~ witness
identified certain articles produced as
a portion of the goods stolen.
Evidence of arrest was given by

Corporal Cochran. Under a search
warrant he entered Colling’ house and

“Toe-No-Go” Socks

One of the most important wit-
nesses was F. G. Crawford, manager
of Gaults, Ltd., who produced the reg-|
istered copyright on patent for a brand
of socks called “Toe-No-Go,” and iden-
tified the socks put in as an exhibit
as being of this brand. On July 26th.
he stated, a shipment was sent from
their Winnipeg house addressed to
J. 8. Tweed, of Gull Lake, consisting
of, among other things, ten dozen paii'.
of these socks, and on August 10th,
his firm were advised that there was
a shortage of goods in the shipment
to the value of $33. :

Evidence of packing, shipping;
checking, sealing and storing was giv-
en by different witnesses, it being
proved that upon arrival at Moose
Jaw, the car containing this particular
shipment, had been broken into and
the seals destroyed. J. 8. Tweed was
also called #nd gave evidence of the
shortage in his shipment, describing
the various articles in each case and
giving the nymbers which correspond:
ed to the numbers of the exhibits.
As showing the opportunities the
prisoners had: of ransacking cars, sta:
tion agent Gill' gave evidence that
Collins had a brother who was en
gaged as night checker and was in a
position to learn the contents qf all
cars on the tracks.

Inspectors Get Busy

The last witness was Inspector
Baby, who is assistant to the chief
of the inspection department of the
C.P.R.. As such, it is his duty to in-
vestigate shortages and generally deal
with crimianl matters. He was called
t6 Broadview by the Mounted Police
and told of the statements made by
Wright. Up to this time no shortages
of any kind had been reported to his
office, but he immediately set to work
after receiving a description of the
stolen goods and called at the differ-
ent wholesale houses in Winnipég. At
Gaults, Ltd, he identified certain of
their stock shirts as being similar to
those stolen, ‘This company had Te-
received no complaint from any of its
customers, but after the vigit of the
witness;. communicated with ~ Tweed
and then learned of a shortage.
E. L. Elwood submitted no evidenet
for the defence - though eross-examin:
ing at great length eaeh of the wit-
nesses for the prosecution,

At the close of the case the justices
retired and after an hour’s consulta:
tion stated that they were of opinion
that the evidence submitted was suf-
ficient to throw the prisoners on their
defence and committed them to ‘the
next court of competent jurisdiction.

FOREST FIRE

Washington Fire

SPOKANE, Aug 26.—Telegraphic
communication with St. Joe Valley
of Idaho was restored today for the
first time since the forest fires be-
came serioug, but it is as yet impos-
sible to verify the reports of large
loss of life among the fire fighters,
_nddltional to the eighty-six reported
‘dead by.the government officers. The
estimate of approximately 200 dead
in the whole fire area is adhered to
tonight by those most familiar with!
the situation. It is thought the list
of missing will be materially increas-
ed. The missing include Ranger
Hollingshead’s crew of Big Creek, 28
men; Ranger Thompson’s crew at
Indian Lake, 34 men; Belzer Creek
camp, five men; Ranger Helm’s crew,
15 men, The district officer is still
hopeful that the Helm party is safe.

A tragic story is told by the arri-
vals from the fire zone in Idaho. Geo.
Ryan, of Toronto, one of the 30 men
imprisoned in the War Eagle mine
fon Saturday told how six perished. He
said:” -~ “There were 75 of us under
Ranger Pullaski.

tion which the City Council will have
to take up at a very near future, if
the exhibition of 1911 is to be a suc-

cess.
We who depended on accommoda-

tion during the recent exhibition
know what it is to drop into a
strange city and find hotel accom-
modation taxed to its utmost capac-
ity—to find every public house and
every private family with spare
rooms “filled up,” to be forced to ac-
cept cot accommodation in a huge
skating rink or walk the streets while
thosé who are largely responsible’ for
the inadeguate accommodation are
peacefully sleeping, with no thought
or care for others. Now, if the Dom-
inion E,\'pdsition of 1911 is to be a
success, the first thing the. Regina
Exhibition Committee must do is to
ensure accommodation. 1 have heard
many declare themselves that they
would never attend another exhibi-
tion in Regina, and thousands have
since heard this same remark. How,
then, can the Fair Board expect to
bring the people in? All the attrac-
tions the Board can offer will ' not
pring the people if the people can-
not- get accommodation.

It is .a matter of grave importance
to the city, to its growth and commer-
cialism, therefore it is a matter that
the City Council and the Board of
Trade, and the Greater Regina Club
must take into serious consideration,
and “get busy” or 1911 will soon be
upon us, and if the people are to be
expected ,then accommodation must
be provided.

The present hotel accommodation
is wholly inadequate, and while any
hotelman in the city would gladly en-
large his premises to meet the con-
stant demand ‘for increased accom-
modation, there is net one of them
prepared to make a move, because he
is threatened with a condition of af-
fairs that if adopted will depreciate
his . present property value from 40
to 60 per cent. Can you expect any
sane man to invest money under such
circumstances? Remove this condi-
tion, give these men assurance that
their properties and their legitimate
pusiness will not be interfered with
and the necessary accommodation
will be provided. You have excellent
license laws, they can scarcely be im-
proved upon, you have a splendid
police force to enforce these “laws.
Interdiction is a safeguard against
any family suffering through the
wage-earners’ mig-spending of money,
therefore why mnot encourage these
hotelmen to enlarge their premises
and give to Regina and the thou-
sands who visit to the city, the ac
commodation that me nand women,
with their little ones, are entitled to.

Let your_Council, if it has Regina’s
best interpsts at heart, go to the
Legislature and urge upon that body,
representative of the people who ery
for accommodation—I] say let the
Council request the Legislature to
repeal its sumptuary legislation with
respect to Regina—so0 that its ac-
commodations increased, its growth
stimulated, and its enterprise ack-
nowledged far and wide.

Let your council safeguard these
hotelmen by protecting them from
interference for say five or ten years
(until . the profitable temperance
houses that we hear that can be
conducted are established) and then
recompense the hotelmen for any
loss they may suffer by reason of
sumptuary legislation that may fol-
low after the term and you will get
the increased accommodation. I
submit that compensation is a fair
thing to expect. These men were
granted the right to establish—their
pbusiness has become a recognized
factor in your city’s development—
they are paying the same proportion
of taxation as every other business,
why then should their’ business be
made the subject of spoilation  and
destruction any more than any
other? Some temperance “crank”
will answer because the bar is dam-
ning the souls of men.

I want to say that there are many,
mar‘ly practices in your city that are
damning more souls than all the bars
of Saskatchewan will damn, and if
you take away the bar, you will es-

Retain Public Property

Writing in the Kansas City Star,
Homer T. Bickle ufs: It is because
Buropean cities, and especially Ger-
man cities, are keeping their public
property and their public values for
the public that they have made such

Most American cities, on the other
hand, turn over to special interests
all their municipal franchises, all
their public utilities and everything
else>that~ gets its money value from
the fact of the people living together
in a community. Then we wonder
why our city governments are hodge-
podge, why we have slums and dirty
rstreets, and why graft oppresses and
If San Francisco it has
been made clear that our troubles are

due to the corrupting influences of the
public utility companies, which are
known as the Associated Corporations
—associated villianies, one news-
paper writer called them. If proof
of this were needed, I found it in
Germany, Austria and Swiss cities
where all public utilities, except.a
few cities, are owned by the munnci-
palities and where corruption: is un-
known. ' e

shames us.

Why, a citizen of a German city
would as soon rob his own hgusehold
as to rob his city or support' by his
vote any one who was getting the
better of the public. That is because
the city is his and does things for
him. There are no great special in-
terests whose profits come from get-
ting all they can out of the people
and who feel an ineentive to. bribe
aldermen and control politics. The
growth of Continental European cit-
jes is amazing to us who think we
have all the growth over here. Berlin
has grown faster than Chicago.
Frankfort-on-Main had seventy thou-
sand population in 1880 and has four
hundred thousand now: Dusseldorf
is a city of one-quarter million per-
sons today, where twenty years. ago
it had only twenty thousand. And so
all through Germany. The growth
in industry— and commercial enter-
prise of the empire and its cities is
astonishing. The cities have taken
care of their growth—kept pace with
it—by making it a business to be
governed well and to ‘take for the
people the things which naturally be-
long. to the people. So, too, they
are foresighted and plan for the needs
of the people.

Berlin owns 39,000 acres of land
within and around its own limits.
Frankfort owns 12,000 acres. The
cities will sell this land to any one
or any syndicate that will buy sub-
ject to the ecity’s regulations as to
building, open spaces, sanitation,
etc.” The result is that the working
people have cheap and ‘wholesome
and attractive places in which to
live. Frankfort-on-the-Main put out
one issue of $50,000,000 of honds. Such
an investment as buying a public util
ity or taking "over the speculative
value of suburban lands ‘s regarded
not as a burden but as a money-mak-
get the value of what they them-
selves created; they regard the busi-
ness of providing what everybody has
to use as being their business, and
they realize that the city affects their
home life at every point.

In mibre than a thousand cities of
Germany and Austria not a cent of
tax is levied.

The engine broke from the caboose
just above the switéh. Being light
and having its brakes set to the limit
of effectiveness, the caboose slowed
down the instant it was released from
the heavy .locomotive. The engine
ran up on the spur to the very end.
The forward trucKs even went off the
rails a distance of six feet before the
Ffunaway came to a standstill. All this
time the driving wheels were turning
pPpackward to the accompaniment of a
violent splutter from the -exhaust.
When the engine came to a standstill,
the great wheels hau their first chanece
to get a good grip on the rusty rails:

Fearing that the signa’
might not be taken seriously, Jimmy
repeated it, and then gave it a third
and a fourth time. The switch-tendex
saw that the approaching engine was
unmistakably runing away, and the

DROWNED

Wascana Lake the Scene of Another
Fatality.

Eric Toms was the fourth victim of

the treacherous Wascana Lake- Mr.

Toms was employed by the Federal

Life Assurance Company. He was a

it appears that shortly before five
o’clock on Saturday Mr. Toms accom-
panied by a triend named W. J. Wal-
ton, went down to the Boat Club house
and taking their canoe went for a spin
over the lake. They were at the
southwest end of the lake, near the
Albert Street dam, and going at a
pretty good rate, when for some rea-
son unexplained the canoe captized,
throwing both occupants into the
water. Both the young men could
swim and immediately made for the
camoe, which was floating bottom up
some distance away. They found, how-
ever, that the canoe was too light to
support both until help arrived, and
Toms, who was clad in bathing cos
tume, decided to swim to the bhauk:
which was only about fifty yards away.
leaving his friend, who was fully dres-
sed; cling to the upturned canoe. The
unfortunate man was a good swink
mer and was going strong when he
was noticed by the bystanders to
throw - up his arms and sink to the
bottom.  Several ~men, standing by.
immediately stripped and commen_ced
to dive for the young man, while
one did not wait to undress, but dived
into the water fully dressed. Their
efforts, however, were fruitless, as
although they knew approximately tne
spot at which he went down, the water
was so muddy that it was impossible
to find him. In the meantime parties
had gone in various directions end=av-
oring to obtain something to use.as
a grappling iron, pbut it was at leaat
fifteen minutes before anything cgnal
to the occasion was brought. 'The news
was immediately sent to the fire sta-
tion and one of the boys came out
poste-haste with grappling hooks.

The body was recovered after be
ing in the water for about one hour
and it was quickly seen that any at-
tempt at inducing a_rtlﬁcial respiration
would be useless.

Toms’ only relative in Canada is a
brother at Vinemount, Ont. The body
was shipped to that place for inter-
ment.
