Woodward, Okla, May 12.—At
least eight persons were killed and
scores of others injured in the
several tornadoes in northwestern
Oklahoma on Sunday evening.
Telephone communication is en-
tirely cut off from the storm-
swept area, and the only means of
getting information is by stage.

The most serious results were in
the vicinity of Arnette, where fully
thirty persons are believed to have
suffered broken limbs. Nearly all
of these victims are residents of
farms.

James Hartwick, the London man who
shocked the whole neighborhood by kill-
ing his wife in the most revolting man
ner some time ago, but who was acquit
ted of the charge of murder at the
Spring Assizes owing to insanity, was
brought to the Hamilton Asylum yes
terday, to which place he¢ had been com
mitted by Mr. Justice Riddell.

Sinee his trial in March, Hartwick has
grown much more rational in his con-
duct, not creating the commotion which
he made immediately after his incarcer-
ation. The London authorities were
anxions to get the man to the asylum.

Splended Address In the Bible
Conference Series.

Dr. A. T. Pierson, of New York, the
Speaker,

Unity of the Scriptures Proof of
Divine Inspiration.

"tev. A, T. Pierson spoke last night at
Geipel Tabernacle, in connection with
the five-day revival being held there, on
“I'he Bible as (God’s Book.” He had a
I'rge and appreciative audience, and the
I ture was exceedingly good. The struc- |
ture of the holy law was his first point. |
He said that the evidence that the Bible

was the hook of God is found in the

unity of the scriptures. God is the one |

and only God, and stands pre-eminent. |
The speaker said he was absolutely con- |

vineed of his view of the book of God |
and its superiority. The idea of talking I
of the writings of Milton, Shakespeare |
and Dickens as being inspired, he said,
was beyond his comprehension.  The
Bible is incomparable. Three times in
the secriptures it is called the “living
book,” and there is as much difference |
between it and other literature as be- |
tween a living body and a corpse. All |
literature is a dead book, but the Bible |
is a living book in all senses of the
words. Many times have the enemies |
of God tried to banish it from the face |
of the earth, but to-day there are more
coptes and far more readers of it lh:ml
ever before. It is translated into all the
different languages of the world nn-l[,
taught in each of them. |

curse upon those who add to or subtract
from its teachings. It the same as a
man, Take one tion of his body
away and he is maimed \dd to him
any foreign subject and it is a blemish
The rules of our make-up are three;

The writers of
this great” book spoke three different
languages, and none of them understood
any two of the languages. Many cen
turies were occupied in the making of
the Bible, and thus thpse who made it
could have no communication with one
another—another evidence of the divine
hand of God. The Bible is made up as
a great building—one mind plans it and
many contribute to its structure, follow
ing the specifications.

Evidences of a great mathematical
mind are shown in the construction of
the Bible, he said. Mathematics and

geometry are traced as in the make up |

of man, in the studies of hotany, astron

omy and the making of snow flakes,

Fifty generations contributed to the
Bible, and lived while it was heing con
structed. There are ahout 666 prophecies
in the Bible, and just half of them were
left to Jesus Christ to fulfil. Taking
these on chances, there was hardly a
chance, but all of them were fulfilled
by Jesus. The prophecies are enough

alone to show that the Bible is the work |

of God.

Owen Sound, May 11.—The strike of
the freight-handlers is over. It end-
ed at 1 o’clock to-day after both par-
ties had been deeply impressed with
the danger of the situation by the out-
break of a riot in the early morning.
During the riot three men were shot,
one being a striker, one a constable,
and the third a spectator; one striker
was very badly beaten and five mem-
bers of the company’s special police
were injured—one quite seriously—by
a fusilade of coal and by clubs wield-
ed by the strikers.

This most regrettable affray took
place at 7.30 in the morning at the C.
P.R. docks, and so alarming was the
situation while it lasted that a ecall
was sent to Toronto to General Cot-
ton for a hundred regulars from Stan-

ing order. Shortly afterwards and
before the men were entrained at To-
ronto the order was countermanded,
the strike was .cenl(ul' and work was
at once resumed.

Constables Arrested.

Three of the company’s constables
were arrested and charged with the |
shooting, but it was decided to liber-
ate them on their own bail and the
case will probably never come for
trial. The men arrested were Samuel
Wright, C.P.R. detective; Broughton,
Comer, and J. West, Toronto.

To-night the docks present a moat
animated appearance The Dundee
with grain, the Hopkins with coal,
and the Athabasca and Manitoba with
passage freight are all being unloaded
There is not the remotest sign that
there ever was a strike

Strike-Breakers Leave.

The 3.10 express carried out about a
hundred and twenty of the Toronto
contingent, while quite a number de-
cided to take their chances in getting
work in town, several of them looking
up positions with farmers. The seri-
ous affray of the morning sobered the
crowd quickly, and the majority of the
men were pleased to be able to get

back at the advanced rate offered
by the company. There were a few
extremists amongst the strikers who

seemed to see in the gradual advance
of the scale an opportunity to hold
up the company, but wise counsel pre-
vailed, and it is generally conceded
that the company came up to a fair
wage in view of the congested condi-
tion of the labor market. The chang-
ed situation is appreciated by the cit-
izens generally, who were beginniny
to find the surplus population bur-
densome.

Praise for Osborne.
Now that the air is cleared after
this morning’s affray, and incidents

may be authenticated, it is a wonder,
indeed, that there were not several

fatalities The coolness of General
Superintendent Osborne in the face
of the infuriated crowd is generally
commented upon. In fact, the atti-

tude of Mr. Osborne throughout the
whole difficulty has materially pop-
ularized him amongst the men and
the citizens, and the impression is
that had he been on the scene on Sat-
urday the situation would have clear-
ed earlier and the men have gone back
to work. At a matter of fact, the
terms accepted are the same as those
offered Saturday night, with the ex-
ception that the holdback of two cents
an hour to compel a fortnight’s notice
has been dizpensed with
One Striker Used a Weapon.

The question has been raised as to
who commenced the shooting in this
morning’s affray, but from the clos-
est inquiry amongst the strikers there
appears to be none who had any
firearms, though spectators assert
that they are certain one striker used
a revolver. The opinion is that the
constables were stampeded by the on-
ruzh of the crowd, and in the excite-
ment opened fire, though eye-witness-
es say that one of the men took refuge
behind a corner ‘and deliberately emp-
tied his revolver into the crowd.

The trouble began this morning when
it was learned that during the night the
company had brought up fifty special
service men. There was an immediate
rush for the yards, and in a few min-
utes nearly a thousand people, includ-
ing strikers, sympathizers and specta-
tors, swarmed over the docks.

The first move of the company was
to begin operations on the steamer
Dundee, loaded with grain at Elevator
B. No sooner had the marine leg
dropped into the hold than the crowd
made a rush. - The constables used
their clubs freely, but were forced
back, and a torrent of coal was rained
on them. One of them was caught
after he had struck down one of the
crowd.

Fired on the Men.

At this juncture a constable came up
and deliberately fired shots at the men.
Another constable opened fire promis-
cuously on the crowd, who stood their
ground, and dropped the coal on the re-
treating constable’s head.

At the east end of the sheds another
battle was in progress. The crowd
forced the constables stationed at the
foot of George street to retreat to the
east end of the slip. Here on a small
