The Fourth 
Brigade took the left slopes of the valley, 
pressing ou through the rmks towards Fort 
Ali Musjid, while the third brigade took 
the right side. When the last rocky ridge 
on the left slope was crossed, a rocky 
plateau followed nearly up to the foot of 
the Ali Musjid rock. The skirmishers 
pushed on steadily, firiig briskly, and 
evoking a sharp reply from the enemy 
studding the rock and slopes.

CAPTURE Or ALI M'JSJID.

Advance of the British Troops into 
Afghanistan.

IIomk, Nov. 21.—When Passanante, the 
would-be assassin of the King of Italy, 
was arrested ten years ago at Palermo for 
posting revolutionary placards, he told the 
police he was studying French for the 
purpose of going to Paris to kill Napoleon 
III.

The Ministerial organ, II Diritto, says 
it regrets to announce that the Pope has 
not, as stated, congratulated King Hum­
bert on his escape Irom assassination.

The belief gains strength that Passanante 
had accomplices. Two noted Internation­
alists quitted Naples immediately after the

Pisa, Nov. 21.—During a demonstration 
of students and citizens last evening, in 
celebration of the tjueen’s birthday, a 
bomb was thrown into the crowd and ex­
ploded, but without serious result. The 
inspected criminal was arrested.

Paris, Nov. 21.—Gambetta and M. de 
Fourtou fought to-day at thirty-five paces.

An official ac :ouut of the meeting says 
M. de Fourtou requested two deputies to 
demand satisfaction, but Gambetta named 
his seconds, and refused to make any fur­
ther withdrawal. Fourtou won the choice 
ef weapons, and named pistols. Both fired 
at the word and missed.

M. de Fourtou, in his defence before the 
Vhamber, referred to Gambetta's recent 
speeches as favouring the ostracism of all 
who are not old Republicans. Gambetta 
said, “ That is a falsehood.” On demand 
of the President, Gambetta then said, “ I 
withdraw the word in deference to the 
rules of the House.”

A correspondent sa_\ s the public must 
know exactly what was this duty which 
would have paralyzed the will of the na­
tion, the Cabinet of 16th of May is pledged 
by the words of M. de Fourton. If he per­
sists in trying to evade the jurisdiction of 
the Chambers Electoral Enquiry Commis­
sion, the duty of the Chambers will be to 
force him to explain himself before an un­
impeachable tribune. Such words cannot 
be allowed to pass without explanation, and 
the public will not be reassured till it knows 
what the 16th May Cabinet contemplat­
ed against individual liberty, and what the 
present Government is in no position to do, 
to protect them from the return to power 
of the men who formed that Cabinet. The 
foregoing is the echo of what the Republi­
can newspapers have been saying since the 
speech was delivered.

I'esth, Nov. 23.—In the Hungarian dele­

gation to-day, Count Amlrasav, replying to 
an inquiry of Herr Falk, confirmed the 
statement that Russia had demanded of 
Roumania a convention granting her the 
nght of traversing the Dohrudscha, but 
had since declared herself content with a 
temporary right of passage as limited by 
the Treaty of Berlin. Austria would not 
suffer any other arrangement. The 
Dohrudscha, in the meaning of the Berlin 
Treaty, was Roumanian territory, there­
fore lion mania’s obligations allowing Rus­
sian passage and the Russian obligations 
relative to evacuation, extended to the 
Dohrudscha. Austria could not consent 
to an evasion of the Treaty on any single 
point.

London, Nov. 24.—A Berlin despatch 
says:—According to semi-official intelli­
gence eight Russian divisions, amounting 
to 120,000 men, will be sent into Bulgaria 
before the end of the year.

Constantinople, Nov. 24.—The Council 
ot Ministers has discussed the question of 
permitting Austria to occupy Novi-Bazar. 
The Minister of War favours the retention 
of the three principal strategetical points. 
The other Ministers only desire an arrange­
ment formally binding Austria to evacuate 
them in the event of an emergency.

Liverpool, Nov. 26.—During a dense

on THE ROAD TO CABUL.

The Standard's correspondent telegraphs 
from the camp of the Khyber column on 
Thursday at daybreak as follows :—The 
First and Second Brigades have long since 
started. The First intends to toss Fort 
Ali Musjid by the mountain road, whilst 
the Second attacks the mountain Kohtas- 
kos, commanding a fort on which the 
Afghans have placed a battery. The Third 
and Fourth Brigades are just about to start 
by the main road up the pass, but this 
latter movement is only intended as a de­
monstration, as it is thought the turning 
movement will compel the Afghans to aban­
don their defences.

Bombay, Nov. 21.—The Times of India 
publishes a special despatch from Thai an­
nouncing that the British troops have occu­
pied Fort Kapion without resistance, the 
Afghans retiring hurriedly. Fort Kapion, 
or Kapyonga, is a station beyond the fron­
tier line opposite Thai, or Thull. Its 
abandonment, or surrender, was anticipated. 
The British force at Thai—which it is be­
lieved is designed to march to the head of 
the Khurum Valley, drive out the Afghan 
force there and secure the highest point of 
the pass in readiness for a further advance 
in the spring, or for co-operation with the 
force operating against Jellalabad through 
the Khyber Pass—is under the comma d of 
General Roberts and consists of two brig­
ades. No resistance is expected utitil the 
upper end of the Khurum Valley is reached. 
The native tribes in the valley profess good 
will.

Lahore, Nov. 21.—The British force 
advancing from Quettah has arrived at 
Rushlak, ten miles distant. The xold is 
intense, and about one hundred men are 
sick in each regiment. Warm clo hes are 
urgently required. Anxiety is felt regard­
ing the weather. A proclamation of the 
Viceroy has teen read to the Beloochee 
chiefs stating that war will only b waged 
^against the Ameer, and advising the peo­
ple to remain at their homes. The 
Quettah column numbers 5,260 men. A 
division, commanded by Lieut General 
Donald Stewart, numbering 6,330 men, 
has left the Mooltan for Quettah.

Lahore, Nov. 22.—The proclamation of 
the Viceroy of India recounts the history 
of the relations between India and Afghan­
istan for the last ten years. It says, “ In 
return for the kindness of our actions and 
intentions, we gained only ill-will and 
discourtesy. The Ameer opt and 
assiduously attempted to stir up JVMigious 
hatred ana bring about war upon the 
British Empire in India ; and although he had 
repelled all efforts for amicable intercourse 
by the Indian Government, he ioraally re-

verely handled. Major Birch, who com­
manded, and Lieut. Fitzgerald were killed, 
and a lieutenant and over twenty Sepoys 
and four artillerymen, wounded.

London, Nov. 23.—A despatch dated 
Jumrood, Friday, says the garrison of Ali 
Musjid has bolted precipitately, leavirg 
arms, food, twenty-one cannon and forty <-r 
fifty wounded. Considerable numbers of 
prisoners have been taken, and it is re­
ported the Afghan commander is among 
them. Considerable liriug was heard up 
the pass on Friday morning in the direction 
of Tytier’s turning force. It is believed 
the Afghans are not in a condition to make 
any further resistance.

London, Nov. 24.— A correspondent 
with the Khurum column telegraphs that 
the headquarters of the column is now at 
Hazarapir. Information has been received 
that the garrison of Fort Mohammed Arziie, 
twenty miles ahead, will probably evacuate 
and destroy the fort. General Roberts 
has just decided to push on by forced 
marches and endeavour to surprise the 
place to prevent its destruction.

Khyber Pans, Nov. 21.—At daybreak 
General Brown stood on the little plain 
beyond Jumrood, watching the march to 
the front. A piquet of the enemy’s cavalry 
was visible on the top of the Shaigai ridge, 
beyond range. The advance guard march­
ed briskly on, and presently crested a 
height, whence at ten o’clock a skirmishing 
fire was opened on the piquet. The latter 
retired after a desultory reply. Our force 
pressing bn, and occasionally firing, reach­
ed the Shaigai ridge, whence All Musjid is 
clearly visible. At noon Ali Musjid fired 
the first shell, which burst in the air. A 
long halt was necessary to allow the heavy 
battery to come up. Fort Ali Musjid re­
plied, and the firing became some­
what brisk. Meanwhile firing was 
heard to the left of Fort Ali 
Musjid, and some persons conjectured it 
was McPherson s turning movement on our 
right, coming into operation, but the Af­
ghans about fort Ali Musjid held their 
ground although thus apparently threaten­
ed on the flank and front. Our horse ar­
tillery fire was fairly served. The Afghans 
replied with a spirited fire from Fort Ali 
Musjid at first, but afterwards slackened. 
At one o'clock the 40-pounders reached the 
scene, also Magiunis's 9-pouuders. About 
two o'clock two 40-pounder shells crushed 
into the central bastion and crumbled a 
great portion of it, apparently dismounting 
ihe most stubborn gun of the ene­
my. Soon after two o’clock the in­
fantry advanced briskly. The Fourth 
Brigade took the left slopes of the valley, 
pressing on through the rocks towards Fort 
Ali Musjid, while the third brigade took 
the right side. When the last rocky ridge 
on the left slope was crossed, a rocky 
plateau followed nearly up to the foot of 
the Ali Musjid rock. The skirmishers 
pushed on steadily, firii g briskly, and 
evoking a sharp reply from the enemy 
studding the rock and slopes. Meanwhile 
Manderson’s battery, moving on along the 
bed of a stream, had come into action. 
Four guns previously silenced came again 
into action, and the enemy developed guns 
in new places. In view of expected co­
operation from the two brigades despatched 
on the turning movement, and the sun set­
ting while yet much had to be done, opera­
tions were reluctantly suspended till to­
morrow. On our left the third brigade had 
gained a position very close to the right 
flank of Ali Musjid, and indeed they were 
almost within storming distance.

A later despatch says the Afghans aban­
doned Fort Ali Musjid in the course of the 
night, Tytler’s brigade having occupied a 
defile in their rear. Dispositions for ad­
vancing are now being made.

The Pall Mall Gazette is informed that 
at a Cabinet Council to-day it was decided 
to summon Parliament to meet in Decem­
ber in order to produce the Afghan papers.

Lord Lawrence’s Afghan Committee have 
resolved to organize themselves on a per­
manent basis and publish a statement of 
their views.

The Advertizer says a private telegram 
received in London estimates the killed and 
wounded in the operations in the Khyber 
Pass at 300. The number is probably ex* 
aggerated.

Khyber Pass, Thursday night. —The 
advanced detachment of the Third Brigade 
moved forward until they found them­
selves confronted by successive lines of 
entrenchment. At dusk, when, retiring 
in accordance with orders, they were se-

General Brown to-day marched to 
Laberal.

Lahore, Nov. 24.—It is believed the 
greater part of the garrison of Ali Musjid 
were taken prisoners. Major Cavagnari 
telegraphs that the hill tribes intercepted 
500 Afghan soldiers and deprived them of 
their arms and clothing.

London, Nov. 26.—A Dakka despatch 
of Monday says : — “ Leaving Ali Musjid 
in charge of a British regiment, General 
Brown pushed on—the h ad men of the 
hill tribes coming out on the route to con­
gratulate him—to Lundikana, thirteen 
miles off, where the advance force bivou­
acked. Major Cavagnari rode on to 
Dakka, which he reached about 7 o’clock 
on Saturday evening, the Khan of Lalpoor 
meeting him to offer his submission. At 
dawn on Sunday morning the British 
troops resumed their march, arriving in 
Dakka at noon, finding that the deserted 
fort had been plundered by the neighbour­
ing tribes. The British advance has now 
reached the frontier of Afghanistan proper, 
destroying by its successes the Ameer’s 
authority in independent territory thirty 
miles in width from Jumrood to Dakka. 
The flying Afghan army, in its efforts to 
escape, has been plundered of everything, 
the country having risen against it and re­
fusing it shelter.”

The news is confirmed that Jellalabad 
has been evacuated, and the garrison is in 
headlong flight towards Cabul. Moham­
med Shah Khau, Chief of Lalpool and 
head of the Mohmunds, hitherto the 
Ameer’s allies, has placed himself in Majoi 
Cavagnari’s hands.

A despatch from Lahore says General 
Roberts lias reached a point half way be­
tween Hazaripir and the Khurum Fort, 
having met with no resistance. General 
Biddulph entered Pishum CEis morning.

A Berlin despatch reports that the Rus­
sian Embassy to Cabul has gone to Herat.

It is stated that Lord Augustus Loftus, 
British Ambassador at St. Petersburg, will 
demand explanations of the speech by 
Gen. Kauffman when presenting a sword 
to Shere Ali at Tashkend.

Bombay, Nov. 26.—The Gazette reports 
that the Ameer, upon hearing of the fall of 
Ali Musjid, released his son, Y'akoob 
Khan.

Montmorency Contested Election.

Fears are 
entertained that the difficulty may lead to 
a general war.

Berlin, Nov. 27.—It is thought the 
speech of Kauffman at Tashkend in pre­
senting the sword to the Afghan envoy for 
transmission to the Ameer was made, if 
at all, previous to the signature of the 
Treaty of Berlin.

LABOUR NOTES-

Sailor»* Strike at San Francisco -The Old­
ham Strike —operative# lCcsiiinin^
Works on Ketliieed Wages.

By Telegraph to The Mail.]

London, Nov. 27. Twelve thousand 
mill hands are ou strike at Oldham. Large 
crcrwds walk the streets, and their attitude 
is very determined, but no disorder has yet 
occurred. Local papers which express 
sympathy with the masters have been 
burned in public-hous- s. It is calculated 
that with the assistance of the Trades’ 
Unions the strike will last ten weeks.

Six hundred cotton operatives have now 
resumed work at the reduction, and others 
will probably follow.

London, Nov. 25.—The Mayor of Bar- 
row-on-Furness has called a public meeting 
to adopt means to relieve the distress pre­
vailing in consequence of the depression of 
trade.

Ten thousand operative cotton-spinners 
at Oldham came out on strike to-day, and 
the number will be daily augmented. The 
opposition to the five per centum reduc­
tion of wages does not, however, extend to 
all the mills in town, as the proprietors of 
some of the largest mills have not given 
notice of a reduction.

Notices were posted on Saturday at most 
of the Caernarvonshire slate quarries an­
nouncing a reduction of seven per cent, in 
wages, and the quarrymen will probably 
accept it.

London, Nov. 26.—The Great Fenton 
Colliery Company, of London, ha^ deter­
mined to cease working its mines until 
trade revives.

Oldiiam, Eng., Nov. 26.—A hundred 
mills, employing 12,000 hands, have 
stopped. Some of the oldest firms have 
not enforced the reduction. It is not 
thought the strike will last long, as the 
limited companies working on borrowed 
capital cannot afford to stop.

Geneva, Nov. 25.—All the cotton mills 
of Zefingtn and Aargan are running on 
short time.

FATAL ACCIDENT.
A Man Horribly Mangled on the Northern 

Railway Track.
Another railway accident has occurred, 

and the circumstances connected with it 
are of a particularly horrifying nature. At 
half-past two Tuesday afternoon a North­
ern railway engine, to which was attached 
about a dozen empty box cars, was backing 
down into the Grand Trunk yard, and 
when nearly opposite the Water Works 
wharf, the brakeman, who was standing 
on top of one of the cars, observed a man 
on the track apparently engaged in picking 
up coal. He called to him repeatedly, but 
the warning was either not heard or not 
heeded. The whole train passed over the 
head and body of the unfortunate man, 
and when those who witnessed the acci­
dent rushed forward to the inanimate form, 
their ej es were greeted by a terrible and 
revolting spectacle. The wheels on one 
side of the train had passed over the head 
of the deceased, aud brains and blood were 
scattered around a considerable space, 
while his intestines were also protruding 
from his body. The remains were «o com­
pletely mangled that they were carried to 
the Morgue in a receptacle hardly larger 
than an ordinary soap box. Mr; Har- 
vie, traffic master of the Northern 
railway, was immediately com­
municated with, and despatched 
a messenger for a policeman. P. C. Brock- 
enreid soon arrived, and gathered up the 
fragments of flesh and bone and conveyed 
them to the Morgue. From the descrip­
tion which some of the police have received 
concerning the deceased, they are under ihe 
impression that he was an Englishmen 
named Henry Higgs, who had been ve£ 
frequently seen around the various railway 
tracks employed in the same occupation as 
that in which the present victim had been 
engaged when he met with his death. The 
deceased was attired in a pilot coat, far 
cap, gaiters, and coloured woollen socks, 
but had neither tie nor collar round his 
neck. He wore greyish-brown whiskers, 
and was, as near as conld be raqged.fi om 
hie remains, about fifty years of age.

A HERO.
The ('entrai News says it ia believed 

Captain Schwcnzen, of the Pommerania, 
and his wife perished. Their four-year- 
old child was saved, as well as several 
other young children. The various ac­
counts of the survivors concur in praising 
Captain Schwenzen and his officers, but 
represent that the crew only added to the 
confusion by the unintelligible Low Ger­
man which they spoke, and their determi­
nation to save themselves. Captain 
Schwenzen, to quell the excitement, told 
the passengers that the vessel was aground. 
Roderick Schneider, a passenger whef vras 
in the last boat, says :—“ The captain, 
replying to repeated entreaties to get into 
the boat, asked them to stand alongside, 
when the mate shouted, ‘ We have waited 
long enough. ’ The captain told them to 
pull away a little and wait. Jufct then the 
vessel sank. As she went down, the 
captain threw up his arms and 
exclaimed, “Oh God !” While the boat 
was rowing about we saw many people in 
the water with life preservers wrongly put 
on so that the lower part of the body was 
floating while the head was under water. 
We did not pick them up. The conduct of 
the second boatswain on board the steamer 
in endeavouring to save ladies was admir­
able, and the carpenter stood by with a 
hatchet threatening ta kill anybody who 
threatened to rush into the boat, ”

AN UNPLEASANT PASSAGE.

CAUGHT NAPPING.
Halifax, Nov. 24. —Yesterday the fleet/ 

set sail on a cruise in the offing about 11 
a.m, the weather being splendidly fine. But 
before noon rain had begun to fall and by 
five o’clock the ships were all back at their 
moorings, and there was every prospect of 
a dirty night, and it was supposed the 
Sarmatian would not try to make the har­
bour before daylight. The arrival of the 
Caspian was a pretty good indication that 
the faster ship could not be far off, and by 
nine o’clock the

SIGNAL LIGHTS IN THE CITADEL 
showed that a large steamer was in sight. 
She bad in fact been at the mouth of the 
harbour by seven o’clock, and after wait­
ing for a pilot had run out to sea. In an 
hour she made another attempt to find a 
pilot, and failing in this Capt. Aird ran in 
without one and anchored under George’s 
Island. By nine o’clock the Cunard tug­
boat went out for the mails, which were in 
charge of Mr. Tilson, and the Duke ran in 
the steam launch of the Black Prince.

This morning broke beautifully bright, 
and after breakfast year correspondent 
chartered a small boat, was pulled down 
the harbour by the brawny arms of two 
merry-hearted fishermen, and in half an 
hour from the wharf was alongside the 
black hull of the Sarmatian, lying still and 
safe after what an old salt like Capt. Aird 
described as

“ A NASTY PASSAGE.”
The Marquis said that, speaking from no 

little experience as a yachtsman, the gale, in 
which some trifling accidents occurred to 
spars and sails, was decidedly a severe one. 
There is no malady, however, from which 
people recover with more rapidity than 
from thesufferinrs of sea-sickness, and none 
of the party, who all gradually put in an 
appearance on deck 1 coked the worst for 
their troubles.

Ose Passenger Killed and Ten Serieeslj 
Injured.

Hamilton, Nov. 24.—This morning at 
2.18 a serions collision took place on the 
Groat Western railway at Winona cross­
ing, about twelve miles east of this city. 
The New York express, which leaves here 
at 2 a.m., passes the Chicago express leav­
ing Clifton at 1.15 a.m., at the point where 
the disaster took place. The train arriving 
first takes the siding, while the incoming 
train keeps on the main line. In order to 
allow for lost time, five minutes is given r 
to remain at this station, and it is the duty 
of those on the last striving train to see 
that the other is oh the crossing before 
proceeding, How the terrible catastrophe 
of this morning took place is not easily ac­
counted for in view of these instructions. 
As both the driver and fireman of the 
eastern train, which kept thé 
line, are disabled, no very authen­
tic information upon this point
can be obtained. No. -12 train left 
Hamilton on time at 2 a.m. with two Wag­
ner coaches, one second-class car, and one 
baggage car, "John Irwin being engine- 
driver, and Denis Delaney conductor. The 
other express, No. 1, left Clifton also 
time with John Treble, conductor ; John 
Holmes, driver, and J. Collison, fireman, 
and arrived almost simultaneously with 
No. 12 at the ill-fated crossing. Tne west­
ern train not being in when No. 12 arrived, 
it was slackened np, and the brakeman had 
alighted to turn the switch, when the for­
mer came rushing along the main lme, and 
before No 12 going east had time to reach 
the switch a terrible collision took place. 
There were the same number of tare on the 
western as on the eastern train, the second- 
class car containing some eight German and 
French emigrants, all of whom are injured, 
while one man named Dio Cherette was in­
stantly killed. The first-class passengers 
who were m the rear Wagner cars escaped 
unhart, as did also those on the eastern 
express. The force with which the trains 
met must have been terrific, as the engines 
were both dashed from the track, the west­
ern one over a slope some six feet high, 
and the other jumping clean ofi the rails. 
The baggage cars were then telescoped in­
to the adjoining second-class cars, the 
western cars, wherein were the poor emi­
grants, being crushed to pieces, and the 
stove being upturned set fire to the 
splintered and shattered wood, among 
which were lying the poor mangled and 
dying creatures. The baggage and second- 
class cars of the other tram were brought 
back to this station, and are both com­
plete wrecks, the former being telescoped 
into the carriage for more than half its 
length, smashing it completely. On No.
1 train engine-driver John Homes, of Lon­
don, had his right thigh and left 
arm broken, and the fireman Collis- 
son is badly scalded on the head, face, and 
body. The driver, fireman, and conductor 
of No. 12 escaped without injury. At the 
time of the collision most of the poor suffer­
ers were asleep, and were thus fearfully 
aroused to a sense of consciousness to find 
themselves mangled and braised and half 
crushed to death by the debris of the 
smashed ears huddled Upon them.

The task of removing the poor victims 
from their agonizing position was a long 
and tedious one, and ere the last body was 
taken out it was found that life had ceased 
to exist. This work was performed with 
as much care as possible by the officials of 
the trains whothad escaped uninjured, they 
being able to acoompliah the teak in about 
half-an-hour. The moment the accident 
occurred a message was sent to headquar­
ters here, when the auxiliary train imme­
diately left for the scene With Mr. Stiff; 
Passenger Superintendent, Mr. Domvilk, 
Locomotive Superintendent, Drs. Thomas 
White and G. F. Mackelcan, Who had been 
specially sent for. and a number of railway 
hands. They arrived at the spot at nearly 
3 a.m., when the medic*! gentlemen 
proceeded to allay as far aa possible the 
sufferings of the victims. The road, which 
was completely blocked, was cleared suf­
ficiently at 8 a.m. to allow of a train with 
the wounded being placed in a car fitted up 
to carry them and the uninjured passengers 
to this city. The former, seven in number, 
were taken to the General Hospital, where 
the two doctors before mentioned and 
Dr. Macdonald attended to them and 
dressed their wounds. Driver Holmes 
and fireman Collison were taken to a 
hotel near the Railway depot and 
received proper medical care, Drs. White 
and Mackelcan setting Holmes’ fractured 
limbe, The first-class passengers waited 
here until the regular trains east and west 
to-day, and left by them for their respective 
destination.

One of the emigrants named J. Hostelle, 
who had his thigh fractured, requested to 
be sent to 8t. Catharines after his limb had 
been set. It is supposed that this unfor­
tunate man, and another named Ryan, were 
travelling on the steps of the car without 
tickets when the accident occurred, and 
both were seriously injured.

!*?_ “ tWferneon.wSen he reached the Matilda, his sister, 21 year. J age, both of

whom received the worst wounds, the 
young man’s skull being badly fractured 
over the right mastoid process and a large 
portion of the bone having to be removed 
during dressing. This is a critical case. 
The girl has a bad compound fracture of the 
left leg and severe contusions of the head, 
face and arms. She also complains of inter­
nal injuries.

A young French lad, sixteen years old, 
named Dominique Berterche, was travel­
ling with a pretty, dark con pie x- 
loned village girl, Marie Salle, ac­
companying her to California to 
join her brother, when they were in­
jured, their cases, however, being less seri­
ous than the others. The man is 'brui»-- 
in the back, and the girl has more or 1< 
severe contusions on the left side of 
head and leg.

Ryan, who states he was travelling from 
Trenton to St. Catharines, has his foot ter­
ribly lacerated and contused, which will 
probably lead to an amputation.

Edmond Williamson, a man sixty yeife 
of age, has bad contusions on his ankle, and 
is cut about thé head and face and other­
wise bruised. He states he was from Eng­
land, and was en route to join his daughter.

Heinrich Stender, a young German, 22 
years of age, from Hamburg, via New 
York, to Winona, Minn., states that he 
was on his^vay to see his uncle. He has 
bad abrasions and contusions on various 
.parts of his body.

The body of DioChiretto, who was on 
his way to San Francisco, was taken to the 
city morgue, where an inquest will be 
opened by Coroner White to-morrow.

It is a strange fact that most of the emi­
grants were bound for Winona; Minn,, 
and thàt their ill-fated journey should be 
broken at a station of the same name in

A Point Raised aa to It* Validity.
In the Court of Queen’s Bench, on Satur­

day, before Chief-Justice Hagarty and Mr. 
Justice Armour, Mr. Blackstock applied 
for a rule nisi in-the case of the Queen v. 
Clark, calling upon the Crown to shew 
cause why the prisoner Clark should not be 
discharged. Mr. Fênton appeared for the 
Crown.

Mr. Blackstock said that the prisoner 
Clark was convicted in May, before the 
Police Magistrate, for having sold liquor 
without a license on the 31st of March last, 
An appeal was taker, to the Sessions of the 
Peace, and thé matter came properly before 
them, but the presiding judge held that 
under Section 71 bf the Crooks’ Act he had 
no jurisdiction to entertain an appeal, 
because that Section declared that an apJ 
peal must lie to the Judge ot the Countÿ 
Court in Chambers, and he therefore dis­
missed the case. The Police Magistrate; 
on this decision, sent the prisoner to the 
common gaol for thirty days. He objected 
that this Section 71, Chapter 181, ot the 
revised statutes was tdira vires of the Local 
Legislature, in that it assumed to takd 

iAuray the right of appeal to the General 
Sessions. The first point to decide we* 
whether the offence in itself was a oriminal 
one or not. That point was settled in the 
case bf the Queen v. Roddy, 41 
Q. B. The offence then was for 
selling liquor oh Sunday, but that 
would net make any material difference 
between the two cases. Judgment was 
given by the lato ’ Chief Justice Harrison, 
who decided that it was a criminal offence. 
He contended that the effect of the section 
referred to teas to alter the procedure in 
criminal cases, if the offence was one of a, 
criminal nature, because this prisoner had 
been depriv«4 of his right of having his 
case tried, by a jure. . The British North 
America Act provided for this in two dif­
ferent Sections, and stated what was the exj 
elusive jurisdiction of the Dominion ana 
what that of the Ontario Legislature. It 
the offence b* a criminal one, there could 
be no dotibt that the section was an alter­
ation of criminal procedure and beyond the 
jurisdiction of the Ontario Legislature. 
Therefore, ae the prisoner was denied his 
trial, he should be discharged.

The Chief J umci —Did not the general 
law of the old Province of Canada make 
provision for taking away this right under 
certain cases T

Mr. Blaokrtock said it did under some 
conditions.

His Lordship asked Mr. Fenton if he 
admitted that independent of the Crooks 
Act there would have been an appeal.

Mr. FeNtOn said he did not admit this 
at all. Heoontended that even undertbelaw 
which existed'before, no appeal weald have 
been granted in this case.

The Court then granted the rale.

BURIED ALIVE.

A Fatal Arri<i<nt— Smothered Beneath a
Lead of Unae—laqaest es She Body.
On Tuesday morning a fanner named 

Richard W. Thompson left his home, Lot 
22, of the 1st concession bf Scarboro’, for 
this city. During the day the unfortunate 
man, meeting with a number of acquaint­
ances, took a little too much liquor and 
when he started for home, about three or 
four o’clock in the afternoon, was noticeably 
under its influence. After loading his box- 
waggon with time he started fqr home but 
made such frequent stops that it wag quite 
late in the afternoon when he reache 
village of Norway, about four miles from 
this city and nearly five miles from his 
residence. After transacting some busi­
ness at the harness «hop, he Left Games’ 
hotel about tWqnty-five minutes to six and 
was never afterwards seen alive. A few 
minutes after six sohie teams left the hotel 
and followed in the direction Mr. Thomp­
son had token. - Mr, James Lambie,. 
who was in advance of the others, 
noticed that * waggon, was up­
set into thé ditch near ' the end 
of the tramway, about a mile and » half 
east of Norway, and, though the horses 
were standing quiet! f by the overturned 
vehicle no1 driver wasin right. Mr. Lambie 
at once saw that Thompson had been 
buried in the lime and made every 
effort to extricate him but without success, 
until he was aided by the others who boon 
after drove up The deceased wua almost 
entirely covered up with the lime, and his 
head was buried fully a foot and a half 
deep. There Were no aérions braises on his 
person, and no indications of a struggle 
were apparent, therefore the medical man 
thought death must have occurred almost 
immediately if not instantly. The dead 
man was removed to the home of his wife’s 
father, who live* within half a mile of the 
place of the accident, where an inquest 
was held on his remains yesterday morn­
ing, by Coroner Lapsley, of Schrboro. 
The jury returned a verdict of “acciden­
tal death•• by suffocation.’' The de­
ceased who’ -'4>ss about 36 years 
old, had onjy been married » little over 
twoyears. He I eaves his wife and child com - 
fortknly provided fer, hiving owned » good 
farm. The ditch into whioh the wheels of 
one side the waggon had rim is not 
much over two feet deep, and it is said 
that iy nearly the same place some sixteen 
years Ago a farmer named Mighton was 
killed by his waggon Upsetting a load of

-to the wav in which Thompson met his 
death. Ot oeorse, no one knows exactly

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$5,500,000 Handed Over to the 
•% British Government.

now said to be that the Chicago 
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Washington, D.C., Nov. 21.—In pur­
suance of ins tractions from the Secretary 
of State Minister Walsh to-day tendered 
to the British Government $5,600,000 in 
gold, accompanying the .payment with the 
following communication. Receipt of the 
payment was acknowledged by Lord Salls- 
D«ty in due form :—

“Legation of the Ü. S.,
“London, Nov, 21, 1878.

. “ Mx Lord, —I have been instructed by 
the President of the United States to ten­
der to her Majesty's Government the sum 
of $5,500,000 in gold coin, this being the 
sum named by the two concurring mem­
bers of the Fisheries Commission lately 
sitting at Halifax under authority imparted 
thereto by the Treaty of Washington, to 
be paid by the Government of the United 
States to the Government of her Britannic 
Majeaty.

“Ism also instructed by the President 
to say that such payment is made upon 
the ground that the Government of the 
United States desires to place the mainten­
ance of good faith in treaties and the secu­
rity and value of arbitration between nations 
above all question in its relations with her 
Britannic Majesty’s Government as with all 
other Governments. Under this motive 
the Government of the United States de­
sires to separate the question of withhold­
ing the payment from the considerations 
touching the obligation of this payment 
which have been presented to her Majesty’s 
Government in oorreepondenoe, and which 
it reserves and insists upon.

“lam besides instructed by the Presi­
dent to say that the Government of the 
United States deems it of the greatest in> 
portance to the common and friendly in- 
terests of the two Governments in all 
future treatment of any questions relating 
to the North American fisheries that her 
Britannic Majesty’s Government should 
be distinctly advised that the Government 
of the United States cannot accept the re­
sult of the Halifax Commission as furnish­
ing any just measure of value of participa­
tion by onr citizen* in the in-shore fishenes 
of the British Provinces, and it protests 
against the actual payment now made be­
ing considered by her Majesty’s Govern­
ment as in any sense an acquiescence in 
such measures, or as warranting any infer­
ence to that effect.

A MAYOR'S DILEMMA.

The Bmnltlm Act la the Ceaaly of Vlc- 
torla-lts LecaUtr la Question—The 
Mayer of Whitby Befnaes to Ceavlct tra­
der It.

A strange and complicated state of 
affairs, but withal much to the satisfaction 
and Amusement of certain inhabitants, 
manifests itself in regard to the Dunkin 
Act in Whitby. Some time ago that 
delectable .Act was submitted to the con­
sidération of the electors in the County of 
Ontario, and “ by a large majority” they 
decided that it was a good thing, and with 
virtuous temperance enthusiasm they 
“ voted it in.” A short time ago, in fact 
away along in the “ dog days,” when, if at 
any time in the year, in this extreme 
clinurtOr people should only imbibe cool 
temperance refreshments, honest John 
Holden, Mayor of the flourishing town of 
WMtby, imposed a fine upon some un­
lucky individual who was detected in the 
Unpardonable offence of dispensing acroes a 
bar an alcoholic liquid which “ robs Rea­
son or. 1er due reality, " and which the 
Act expressly forbids shall be sold in small 
quantities within the confines of the Coun­
ty of Ontario. After passing the dread 
sentence of $20 and costs upon the delin- 

*pto^the responsible head of the 
ÉriaSBg town'of Whitbÿ madé the a*, 

tounding discovery that a very important 
icautionto secure the legality of the byylaw 
1 been neglected. There is a danse in 

the Act which says that before it before it 
beceméa law,, after being accepted by the 
people entitled to vote thereon, it shall, 
among other persons, be signed by the 
County Clerk. Now, honest John Holden, 
in poring over the Act, for it is very diffi­
cult for country magistrates to master its 
intricate details, discovered that the 
County Clerk had not signed it when it was 
“ voted in,” and therefore one of the most 
important instructions in regard to its en­
forcement had been violated. He refused 
to confirm his conviction by issuing a dis­
tress warrant against the man he had fined. 
The County Clerk, when his attention was 
drawn to the difficulty, hesitated to sign 
the Act, because he did not think he wotud 
be acting legally, as the Act had been ac­
cepted without his signature and many 
convictions had taken place under it. 
While the case was being argued the 
County Clerk died, and, of course, the 
signature of his successor would be useless. 
Honest John Holden was embarrassed and 
has been so for many months. The prose­
cuting attorney in the case made applica­
tion in the Court of Queen’s Bench for a 
mandamus to compel honest John Holden 
to issue a warrant of distress. But the 
judges founght around the questisn, put off 
the discussion of the motion from day to 
day, and the inhabitants of the flourishing 
town of Whitby, in blissful uncertainty as 
to whether they are living under or out­
side of the Donkin Act, continue to take 
it “ straight” without impeachment.

PortDalhousie, Nov. 21.—Another large 

fire broke out here this morning about four 
o’clock in Wm.

The contract for No. 9 section of the 
Lachine canal was given out on Tuesday by 
the Minister of Public Works to Messrs. 
Rogers & Kelly, who are just abont finish­
ing their former contract. No. 10 section. 
The Government at first entertained the 
idea of doing the work themselves through 
a Government engineer, and employing 
daily labour for the purpose ; but it was 
found after inspection by competent author­
ities that it could not be done within the 
sum of $20,000, the tender of Rogers & 
Kelly, while if they waited till spring the 
factories and houses on the bank would 
most likely be swept away.

The city attorney of Montreal has pre- 
pared a defence on behalf of the Corporation 
for the refusal to pay the volunteers called 
out on the 12th of July last. The plea of 
the defence filed, sets forth that the law 
authorizes the troops to be called out by 
three magistrates to aid the authorities 
when they are unable to cope with any 
trouble which may arise. In tins case the 
plea alleges that the meeting of the magis­
trates which had been called decided most 
unanimously, that it was not desirable or 
necessary that troops should be called out, 
and placed the whole conduct of affairs in 
connection with the troubles in the ba«6a 
of the Mayor ; and in view of this fact it 
was not within the jurisdiction of the 
magistrates, some of whom resided out of 
the city, to call out the military and saddle 
the city with the expense.

Mr. Daniel Stewart, private banker of 
Aylmer, County of Elgin, and Reeve of the 
village, is missing.

Whether the latter be the case or 
not, one thing is certain, that Mr. Stewart’s 
continued non-appearance has had the 
effect of causing a ran npon the bank of 
sufficient extent to compel its suspension 
in the meantime. A writ of attaehment 
has been issued at the instance of some of 
the depositors, and the estate is now in 
the hands of an assignee. As yet nothing 
can be ascertained as to the extent of the 
liabilities, bnt rumour states that they will 
be nearly $50,000 in excess of the available 
assets, and that several parties in the 
neighbourhood will be almost rained by the 
suspension, having deposited all their 
money in the institution. Mr. Stewart has 
always borne the character of being an up­
right and honourable man, and had the 
confidence of every one, but it is stated 
that for some months he has been engaged 
in extensive speculations, such as floating 
patent rights, etc., and these turning out 
unsuccessful, he has fled, not having the 
courage to face the rain that stared him in 
the face. At the time of leaving he had 
bat a small amount of money in his posses- 
sion, although he left several thousand dol­
lars in the bank, which, had he been desir­
ons of appropriating, he might easily have 
taken with him.”

Lord Beacon e- 
field semiofficially announced he would 
not receive the deputation, bnt the 
Marquis of Salisbury, Sir Stafford 
North cote and Mr. Cross insisted at the 
last Cabinet meeting that the condition of 
affairs in the East was sufficiently grave to 
justify an extra session. Lord Beaconsfield 
strenuously objected, but he was finally 
defeated. The real cause of the stubborn 
opposition to the Premier was that his col­
leagues were afraid to give in any further 
to his poUcy. The Queen will sit in the 
Council on Wednesday, at which the date 
of the assembüng of Parliament will be 
fixed. It is protüble the session will last 
abont a fortnight.

Manchester, Nov. 23.—The Guardian's 
London correspondent telegraphs that at 
the Cabinet Council yesterday there was a 
scene of severer conflict than had taken 
place at the departure of Lord Derby. It 
was whispered three weeks ago that differ­
ences were arising on the Afghan question. 
The issue of the ultimatum is now believed 
to have been the result of a compromise for 
the purpose of conciliating the more pacific 
section of the Cabinet. There was at the 
same time a rumour of an intention to sum­
mon Parliament so as to meet the scruples 
of some of the Ministers on a constitutional 
question involved in the war.

Whether the latter be the case or 
not, one thing is certain, that Mr. Stewart’s 
continued non-appearance has had the 
effect of causing a run upon the bank of 
sufficient extent to compel its suspension 
in the meantime. A writ of attachment 
has been issued at the instance of some of 
the depositors, and the estate is now in 
the hands of an assignee. As yet nothing 
can be ascertained as to the extent of the 
liabilities, but rumour states that they will 
be nearly $50,000 in excess of the available 
assets, and that several parties in the 
neighbourhood will be almost ruined by the 
suspension, having deposited all their 
money in the institution. Mr. Stewart has 
always borne the character of being an up­
right and honourable man, and had the 
confidence of every one, but it is stated 
that for some months he has been engaged 
in extensive speculations, such as floating 
patent rights, etc., and these turning out 
unsuccessful, he has fled, not having the 
courage to face the ruin that stared him in 
the face. At the time of leaving he had 
but a small amount of money in his posses­
sion, although he left several thousand dol­
lars in the bank, which, had he been desir­
ous of apptopriating, he might easily have 
taken with him.”

TEMPERANCE AND LEGISLATION.
Lord Aberdare, who waa formerly Home 

Secretary, and has done a good deal in 
promoting licensing legislation, now ad­
mits that neither the, measures he passed 
nor the one passed at the instigation of 
Mr. Cross two years later, nor yet the 
efforts of many assoeiatians for the pro­
motion of temperance, has had the effect of 
diminishing drunkenness. He is obliged 
to confess, indeed, that this vice is on the 
increase, and he is convinced that the per­
missive bill, even if it should ever pass, 
which is doubtful, would not have the 
beneficial effect its admirers claim for it.

In charging the Grand Jury at Bristol 
Lord Coleridge expressed similar ideas. He 
said he did not believe in -compulsory pro­
hibition, and his greatest hope was educa­
tion, though that would take a long time 
to work ont its effect.

ERNOR-GENERALSHIPS.
We read in the Echo :—“It is usually 

said that the Duke of Buckingham will be 
the next Indian Viceroy. This is probably 
a mistake. He is a great favourite of the 
Queen, who, it is said, made him promise 
that he would not stay more than a cer­
tain number of years in India. The Duke 
who, to his honour, is a poor man, can 
have Victoria, the Cape or Jamaica—all of 
which are lucrative and pleasant posts 
compared with Madras—ana, in due time, 
Canada, if he pleases. Lord Dufferin is 
already designated by general consent in 
Whitehall as Lord Lytton’s successor. But 
the popular ex-Satrap is in no way anxious 
for a new lease of vice-regal power.

If Lord Lome is given 
the tenancy of the vice-regal Palace at Ot­
tawa for the purpose of giving him a chance 
to save money, the Duke of Argyll’s son 
will return to England a sadder, a wiser 
and a poorer man.”
UR- GLADSTONE ON THE APPOINTMENT OF 

LORD LORNE. <
Mr. Gladstone, at a private luncheon 

which took place at Rhyl last week after 
the Liberal Conference, referred, in the 
course of his remarks in proposing the toast 
of the Royal Family, to the appointment 
of Lord Lome as Governor-General of Can­
ada. The right hon. gentleman said :—
I think it is not an inappropriate occasion 
to ask yon to join with me in considering 
with pleasure the appointment which has 
lately been made to the Governor-General­
ship of Canada. We, I think, do not wish 
to see—in fact, I think we should regret 
to sec—any attempt made to bind the colo­
nies to this country by the chain of coer­
cion, but we shall rejoice in every attempt 
to bind the colonies to this country, and 
Liberals have at all times rejoiced in at­
tempts to bind the colonies to this country 
by the silken cords of love. It is a most 
judicious appointment which has been 
made to the Governor-Generalship of Can­
ada. It is judicious as respects Lord 
Lome himself. I feel satisfied that he will 
lischarge the duties of his office in a man­
ner not more perfect certainly, but I hope 
not less perfect than the manner in which 
they have been discharged by Lord Dufferin 
—(cheers)—and I must say that he will 
enjoy an advantage unprecedented in the 
performance of his difficult duties by the 
presence of his illustrious and distinguished 
lady, the Princess Louise, who in every 
respect adorns the high station she occu­
pies.

ANOTHER SECRET TREATY.
According to the London correspondent 

of the Manchester Guardian, there .is an­
other secret treaty in existence, signed by 
the representatives of England and Austria 
at the Berlin Congress. “The two

THE FARMERS AND FREE TRADE.
A farmer writes to a newspaper :—“ The 

seasons have been bad, bat Free Trade has 
been worse. If any more unreasoning Free 
Trade goes on, all will go wrong. Look at 
the sugar bakers, mined to let Frenchmen 
sell sugar cheaper in London than in Paris. 
Everybody is suffering. Look at the large 
and increasing number of servants out of 
place. We have been great fools ; but we 
need not remain so.” There is no possi­
bility, says the Scotsman, of misunder­
standing what this gentleman means—he 
wants Protection again. It may be sug-

?ested that it is only a few ignorant English 
armera who would write sr endorse such 

sentences. That contention will not beau1 
examination. Mr. Storer, M.P., read a 
paper last Saturday to the Nottingham­
shire Chamber of Agriculture, in which, 
among other things, he said—" The grand 
policy of Free Trade, which was to have 
been followed out by all nations, had been 
a signal failure, as it was Free Trade on 
our part without any reciprocity.” Lord 
Galway, who was present, spoke in such a 
way aa to show that he, toe, regarded Free 
Trade as the chief cause of the depression 
of the farmers’ business.

An 
elementary instruction is givfc when re­
quired ; by good conduct a convict can 
obtain a remission of one-sixth of his term; 
and the system on which the treatment of 
the prisoners is baaed is more reformatory 
than deterrent. The repentant sinner has 
every encouragement to do right. When 
he is released he has a new suit of clothes 
and a sum of money given him, he ie as­
sisted in his endeavours to obtain employ­
ment, and, if so inclined, receives a free 
paas enabling him to return to hie home. 
Taken as a whole, the Canadian institutions 
have been framed in a most perfect manner 
by men who have evidently spent much 
time in studying the science of political 
economy as practised in Europe and tie 
United States. They have rejected what 
to them appeared to be defective, and have 
introduced into their home admin­
istration precepts and maxims which 
do them credit and have powerfully 
contributed towards the development 
and advancement of their country.

CAPTURE OF AN ACCOMPLISHED BANK 
FORGER.

The police have diffused great satisfac­
tion among bankers by the capture of one 
of the most accomplished and successful 
bank forgers of modern times, who has 
long heavily victimized the banks, and 
who, it waa feared, owing to the peculiar 
ingenuity of his operations, might go on 
for year* without detection. He possessed 
some exact pieces», known only to himself, 
for tracing handwriting, and all hie plans 
then tamed towards the obtaining speci­
mens of the handwriting and bank signa­
ture of heavy depositors. He gives the 
name of Henry Wright, and states that 
Birmingham is his native town, bat he has 
passed himself off under dozens of aliases. 
About a week ago he arrived in Ports­
mouth, and engaged respectable apart­
ments at No. 9 Southsea Terrace in the 
name of West, and at 16 Hampshire Ter­
race in the name of Southern. He had 
previously opened an account at theSouth- 
ampton branch ef the National and Pro­
vincial Bank, depositing £95, most of 
which was withdrawn within a few days. 
Wright then a ivertised in the local papers 
for clerks, and engaged one st each ad­
dress, representing that he was a tea mer­
chant in an extensive way of business, and 
intended opening district branches. For 
two days the clerks were kept employed in 
writing letters to different trades­
men quoting prices, the letters, 
of coarse, never being posted. On 
Tuesday morning the clerk engaged 
at Southsea Terrace was despatched to 
Southampton to cash a cheque for £400, 
bearing the forged signature of Mr. W. E. 
Sharksd, a large depositor in the South­
ampton Bank. The cheque waa paid, and 
in the afternoon the clerk at Hampshire 
Terrace was sent to cash a cheque, bearing 
a similar signature, for £700. Two such 
large withdrawals in one day aroused the 
suspicions of the bank manager, and pay- 
ment was refused. A clerk followed the 
presenter to Portsmouth, and the Ports­
mouth police were communicated with. 
The result was the apprehension of 
Wright ; and yesterday the Chief Con­
stable recovered st an hotel at Landport a 
deed box containing four cheques, respect­
ively for £400, £700, £840, and £1,400, all 
payable by the Southampton Bank, and 
drawn in the name of Shariand. The box 
Also contains the apparatus by which the 
forgeries were effected, and the all 
bet, the means by which Mr. SI 
land’s signature was so accurately 
imitated as to render it next 
to impossible to detect its spurious- 
ness. Mr. Shariand is a racing gentleman, 
and in the first instance the prisoner wrote 
to him from London in the name of Hnn- 
derman, thereby ascertaining hew Mr. 
Shariand wrote “ hundred,” with the ex­
ception of the terminal “ d.” To find how 
tine letter wee usually written Wright for­
warded another inquiry, to which Mr. 
Shariand replied. As the cheques were to 
be made payable to Mr. Southern, Wright 
acquired Mr. Sharland’s method of Writing

“ era" by having the answer addressed to 
the Great Western Hotel., Seven being 
the next word required, this ingenious 
swindle managed to get Mr. Shariand to 
write in a letter laying money, the 
word seven ; the words “ eight” and 
“ four” having been obtained by simi­
lar means, the preliminary tracing 
of the forged cheques was commenced 
end the police now held the various trac­
ings. Wright was privately brought upin 
custody st the Portsmouth Pohoe 
Court yesterday, and remanded. Although 
he declines to give any information, 
no doubt is entertained about his being the 
man who is wanted for forging and uttering 
cheques for £1,200 at Glasgow and Dum­
fries in January last, on the National Bank 
of Scotland, in the names of David Temple 
and F. A. Candle, and cheques for £600 
last month on the Commercial Bank of 
Scotland in the name of F. Furbey. In 
other forgeries the prisoner has, it is al­
leged, assumed the names of Holme, Fenn, 
Wright, and Lnndley. He is from 46 to 50 
years old ; height, 6 feet 10 inches to 6 
feet ; slightly round shoulders, hangs hie 
head a little while walking ; is of pale thin 
face, with sunken eyes and heavy eye­
brows ; of thoughtful expression, and has 
dyed black his sandy-coloured whiskers. 
His manner is cool and collected, and he 
generally walks with his left hand in his 
trousers’ pocket He ie believed to have 
already served a term of penal servitude.

WHY THE COTTON TRADE IS DEPRESSED.
A case has just been heard at the Roch­

dale County Court which threw considera­
ble light upon the cause of the decline of the 
Lancashire cotton trade with India. A firm 
of warp sizers brought an action to recover 
a sum of money for work done. The judge, 
Mr. Hatton, was anxious to know the na­
ture of the sizing, and one of the members 
of the plaintiff’s firm said he would give the 
composition of it if the public were ordered 
out of court. The judge declined to com­
ply with this request, and insisted upon the 
statement being made openly. The gentle­
man then said that the sizing consisted of 
flour, glne, zinc, magnesia, china clay, and 
epsom salts, and that he put about 70 or 80 
per cent, of the size into the cotton. The 
largest amount he had ever put in was 130 
per cent., but he had known of 200 per cent. 
When he commenced business 20 yean 
ago he only put 5 per cent, into the 
warps, and then the size consisted 
solely of flour, but now they had to 
add chymicale, as the manufacturers re­
quired more weight. The judge and the 
defendant’s counsel expressed the opinion 
that this excessive sizing was the real 
cause of the depression in the eotton trade, 
and his honour expressed the opinion that 
the facts should be widely known. In the 
result a verdict was given for the defend­
ants, who had pleaded a set-off for loss 
sustained owing to the. manner in which 
the warps had been sized.

BOARD OF TRADE RETURNS.
The trade and navigation returns for the 

month of October are a repetition, so far as 
the general results are concerned, of those 
for the previous month, and once more re­
flect, in language which there is no mis­
taking, the deplorable condition of trade.

A shocking phase of the misery brought 
éboet by the Glasgow Bank failure ie pic­

tured in a statement made by a Glasgow 
doctor. J This geotleman says that two of 
his patients who were shareholders have 
lost their reason, and have been sent to a 
lunatic asylum, while several others con- 
nected with the bank havebeên completely 
prostrated by disease, induced by the ef­
fect* of the calamity.

The 5th of November gatherings in Lon­
don this year are described as ridiculously 
poor and contemptible. Children in vari­
ous parts carried about effigies of what is 
supposed to have been the Ameer of Afghan­
istan, jnst as in former years they carried 
effigies of the Shah and the Gear. There 
was some firing of pistols, some squibs and 
and crackers let-off in the evening ; but 
people are evidently getting tired of the 
absurd display.

An application has been made» to the 
Master of the Rolls for an injunction to 
restrain a young man, aged nineteen years, 
a ward of the Court, from contracting an 
improvident marriage. It waa stated that 
the banns had already been published, and 
it was desired that the injunction should 
extend to the clergyman. Hie Lordship 
acceded to the application, and said the in­
junction would, of course, apply to every­
body.

No small excitement has been caused by 
the news that Trichina! were discovered 
lately in a pike which was caught near 
Oatend. Dr. A. Elendenin, of that town, 
examined the fish under microscope, and 
found it to be full of these dangerous para­
sites. It is believed that a troop of these 
ravenous and omniverous fish had devoured 
some of the matter poured out from the 
outfall at Oatend, and that the parasites 
had thus found their way into their 
system.

A case of great importance to chemists 
and druggists has been decided in the Ex­
chequer Division yesterday, affecting the 
right of chemists and druggists to pre­
scribe. The proeecntora were the Society 
of Apothecaries of London, and the defend­
ant a pharmaceutical chemist in business 
at Nottingham. The defendant submitted 
that he had only followed the practice in 
the trade before the year 1815, when the 
Act 66, George III., was passed, and that 
the practice was protected by the 28th sec­
tion of that Act. The jury found for the 
defendant.

Some time ago a deputation of influen­
tial members of the Society of Friends pro­
ceeded from England to America to en­
deavour to bring about a reunion between 
the two bodies into which one of the yearly 
meetings of the Society in America had 
temporarily divided.

The prisoner, a yean* artist named ..William 
Mara ton Whitiler, highly educated, hav­
ing by dissipation exhausted thp means of 
his mother, a widaw, living at Yardley, 
Worcestershire, persistently pestered her 
with letters always demanding rqopey and 
containing shocking threats. He then re­
newed his menaces personally, and threat­
ened his sister ; and upon the evidence of 
the latter and that of his mother, who was 
the reluctant prosecutrix, the prisoner wae 
convicted. He was sentenced to penal ser­
vitude for ten years.

The Medical Times says, in illustration 
of the danger of employing “American 
cloth" as a lining to the collapsable heads 
of perambulators, that in Berlin, and else­
where in Germany, many healthy children 
had suffered from symptoms of lead poison­
ing, and for a time medical men and parents 
had been puzzled to discover the source of 
the poison. At last attention was directed 
to the Americah cloth, as the reports 
of the cases which came from a 
number of widely separated places all 
agreed in showing a distinct connection be­
tween the frequency of the cases and the 
intensity of the sun’s rays. The German 
Health Office had several samples of the 
cloth analysed, and in all an extraordinary 
amount of lead was found. ‘ In one speci­
men, bought in a Berlin shop, aa much as 
42.7 per cent, of metallic lead wae found, 
or 4.27 grammes in tee grammes of the 
cleth.’ And it waa found that exposure 
of the cloth to direct sunlight for six hours 
rendered its coating friable, and made it 
scale off.”

The total population of Queensland, 
Australia, last year, was 263,084, of whom 
124,924 were males.

Of Charles Dickens' home at Gadshill, a 
private letter says that it has already been 
sold. A fortnight ago it went under the 
auctioneer’s hammer, Mr. Charles Dickens, 
the eldest son of the novelist, removing to 
London. It is not yet known in what 
manner the many mementoes of Dickens 
were dispersed, nor what prices were real­
ized. The statement is made, however, 
that the miniature S wise Chalet—a present 
from Fechter, the actor—in which Dickens 
wrote nearly all his later works, has been 
carried from “Gadshill” to the grounds of 
the Crystal Palace Company, at Syden­
ham. Recently, too, Bleak House, at 
Broadstairs, well-known to ati readers of 
Dickens, has passed into the possession of 
a Kentish Board of Guardians of the Poor, 
and ie to be used as a Convalescent Home. 
This pleasant house is misnamed, and 
Dickens himself could not have wished a 
better nee for it than that to which it is 
now devoted.

The Ixmdon correspondent of the Cardiff 
Times gives this bit ot mysterious gossip.
“ All the world is talking of a peer of the 
realm, a bridegroom of only a few weeks, 
who since his marriage has broken ont in 
the wildest and most eccentric way, and is 
behaving himself so strangely that if his 
conduct continues an asylum must be 
sought for him. As captain of a corps he 
took his men to chnreh, left them at the 
door, and retired to a hotel, there got 
drunk, became forthwith so generous with 
his gold that the waiter netted several 
weeks’ earnings by one Sunday morning’s 
work, and finally gave instructions which 
had to be countermanded by his Colonel. ' 
Next day he was distributing £5 notes to 
his hostlers. He makes nothing of order­
ing a special train if he wants to go a 
short distance. A pleasant state of things 
this for a bride. It is to be hoped that she 
can solace herself with the coronet which 
was so remorselessly forced upon her.”

The effects of the English Compulsory 
Education Act are thus summarized" by 4he 
Independent. The number of children edu­
cated in England and Wales is nearly 
2,500,000, out of a population of 22,712,- 
566, and the total cost of such instruction 
is a trifle over thirty-six shillings per head 
(say $8.64) per annum. The law’s require­
ment that all children between the ages of 
five and thirteen mast attend school is 
rigidly enforced. The parents who ne­
glect or refuse to send their children to 
school are brought before a magistrate and 
are subjected to a fine or to imprisonment. 
The plea of poverty does not avail, seeing 
that in cases where snch extenuation may 
be claimed, free education is given, and the 
expenses so incurred are discharged from 
Board rates. The Compulsory Act passed 
Parliament in 1870.' In the year 1877 the 
total disbursements for public education in 
England and Wales amounted to £4,520,- 
000—a sum made up by £2,149,000from the 
Treasury, £786,006 from voluntary sub­
scriptions, £447,006 from focal rates, and 
£1,138.000 from «-he school pence.

Millionaire or Mission air*.—It mat­
ters somewhat whether a yonng lady’s 
uncle is a millionaire or a missionary if her 
lover’s constancy is in question. A Ger­
man officer, who was suffering from wounds 
received during the war with France, was 
recently sent to a village in the Swiss 
Canton of Vaud to recruit Ms strength. 
There he made the acquaintance of a yonng 
lady whose parents resided in the same 
village, and the conple became engaged. 
Owing to the mildness of the climate the 
hero soon regained his health, and before 
long an order arrived from headquarters 
desiring him to report himself within a 
week at Berlin. At first his letters were 
filled with protestations of the enduring 
nature of his love, but gradually, as time 
wore on, they became less frequent and 
much colder in tone. Six weeks had 
elapsed since he had last written, when, 
instead of a letter full of reproaches, the 
lieutenant received a telegram from his 
dear Marie, in the following words :—
“ Dear Fritz,—I have just received a let­
ter informing me that my uncle, who was 
a millionaire, at Frank bar, in the East In­
dies, is dead, and that I am his sole heir­
ess. ” The Lieutenant lost no time. He 
set out for the village. The young lady 
was overwhelmed with joy on seeing her 
lover oneeesnore, but reproached him for 
his long silence. “ Don’t let ns talk of it, 
dear Marie, ”ÿie replied, •1 there is now no 
obstacle to eur union. The unexpected 
good fortune which Providence has sent us 
has removed the objections of my parents 
to our marriage, for a fortune so great, so
colossal----- .” At these words, Marie,
taking hie hand, said " Fritz, do not 
make fun of me." The lover drew out of 
his pocket the telegram, asking her whether 
she had not written the words: “ My 
uncle has jnst died a millionaire at Frank- 
bar.” Utterly astonished, Marie dropped 
his! hand, and her eyy* filling with tears, 
exclaimed, “ Dear Fritz, there is a mistake 
m the telegram. What I wrote was,
“ Mv uncle has just died—a niissionaire in 
the East Indies, and the amount he has 
left me is 196 francs 45 centimes. ”

Thi Battu of the Windmill.—Forty 
years ago last Tuesday there was no small 
rumpus in Brock ville. During the day 
news wae brought by the Rev. Mr. Blakely 
that the Patriots, under the Pole Von 
Schultz, had made good a landing at Wind­
mill Point, a mile below Prescott, and had 
entrenched themselves there. As a matter 
of course this news created no email sen- 
sation in Brockvitie, and there was, no 
little mounting and hurrying in hot haste 
to draw the militia corps tege*er to at­
tack the enemy. But few of our Brock- 
vilk citizens who took part in the battle of 
the Windmill are now' 'living. Among 
these, however, is Mr. E. H. Bumiston, who 
still Uoldshisgood conduct eertiticategran ted 
him by the Captain of his company.Dr. Ed­
mondson. There are a good many interest­
ing reminiscences about the same bettk of 
the Windmill. As the battle progressed 
the Americans lined the shore of the river 
below Ogdeniburg and cheered every ap­
parent success of the Patriot». On *e 
morning of *e 13* the Patriots were at­
tacked by a force of regulars and miliH»., 
and were gradually driven backward» from 
the stone walls and earthworks covering 
their position to *e Windmill ana 
stone buildings adjoining. Here, on the 
16*, after atwmt four days’ fighting, they 
surrendered to *e number of ISO men. 
Von Schultz and several others of the 
Patriote -were tried at Kingston by court 
martial, and found guilty. The other 
Patriot» were discharged, the meet of them 
befog youths under nge. i Von Schulte 
was eloquently defended by Sir John 
Macdonald, then a rising young bar­
rister, who won his legal spurs on 
this occasion. He was found guilty, 
nevertheless, and he and nine d*ers, 
mostly Americans, were shortly after­
wards executed. The attempt made by 
the Patriot» against Amherstottig, at the 
western extremity of the Province, termin­
ated equally unsncoeeafnl with *at against 
Prescott They were defeated by Col. 
Prince near Sandwich with severe loes ; 
and after various disasters their main body 
eventually re-treated to Detroit Nine­
teen of them, however, unable to cross, 
afore found frozen to dea* in the woods 
around *e remain» of a fire they bad 
kindled. Wi* these events terminated 
the last Patriot invasion of Canada.— 
BrockviUe Monitor, Hop. 15th.
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CANADA’S WELCOME.
The announcement made on Sunday 

m the city churches at morning service, 
that their Excellencies had arrived in 
safety at Halifax, was hailed with gen­
uine satisfaction by all our people. 
There were no serious apprehensions 
for the safety of that floating palace 
which the Messrs. Allan had furnished 
for their use ; stiH suspense is the 
parent of anxiety, and it is always more 
or less painful jo be kept waiting for 
those whom we eagerly expect. In­
deed, as it turns out, there was abun­
dant reason for something more than 
mere impatience in the boisterous voy­
age, during which EL R. H. the Prin­
cess Louise served a rough apprentice­
ship to tiie sea. It was all for the best, 
no doubt, that there were no by­
stations on the watery way, from which 
a Royal mother, so devoted to her 
children as her Majesty, could have 
learned the distress and suffering of a 
beloved daughter. In Canada, we can 
only congratulate their Excellencies now 
upon the tesminalioii ef so disagreeable 
a passage, and utter our sincere good 
wiihes for the speedy recovery of her 
Royal Highness' wonted health.

Of one thing, both the Marquis of 
Lob* and his distinguished consort are 
well assured in advance—a hearty and 
generous welcome from a loyal and con­
tented people. Wherever, from ocean 
to ocean, they may choose to touch 
the national pulse, the great heart 
of Canada will be found to 
throb in that measured rhythm 
which betokens health, peace, and 
satisfaction. Canadians are not 
loyal with the loyalty of mere senti­
ment, nor simply from a bare considera­
tion of self-interest. Their attachment 
to the Crown and the Empire is a pro­
duct both of the heart aûd the head ; 
and thus, whilst in expression it is 
flowing and fervent, its permanence and 
value are secured by the fact that it 
reste upon a sound basis of reason and 
intelligence. In older lands, the pre­
sence of the Sovereign and the pomp 
and pageantry of a Court give to royalty 
a personal charm, of which Canadians 
know nothing ; but, on the other hand, 
their h>yalty is free and spontaneous, 
and never, in the slightest degree, 
feigned or sycophantic. It is tree that 
the absence of privileged castes here, 
and the substantial equality of all classes 
of the people," may strike a European 
with surprise, and at the outset, appear 
bizarre and unnatural. But a repre­
sentative of the„Crown who can at once 
throw hùoeelf Into the feelings of Cana­
dians, and comprehend those inevitable 
Stfferenees in the tone of society pro­
duced by the gradual development of a 
new country, will never be led far 
astray by traditional tastes or habitudes. 
The Earl of Duffekin, it always seemed 
to us, waa trained for the viceroyalty of 
Canada, when he became simply a warm­
hearted and open-handed Irishman in 
the famine of 1845 ; and, if we mistake 
not, there has been much in the 
simple world of his own Scottish 
Highlands to prepare the Marquis of 
Lornb for achieving success in a country 
where the lowest stratum of society is net 
hopelessly removed from the highest, 
and where no class is marked eff from 
any other by historical or conventional 
distinctions.

Personally, his Excellency is scarcely 
known in the Dominion; and, therefore, 
it «"peculiarly gratifying that the best 
men of both political parties in England 
concur in opinion respecting his charac­
ter and promise. Lord Beaconsfield, 
whose insight amounts almost to an in­
stinct, appointed his Lordship ; and it is 
none the less satisfactory to find Mr. 
Gladstone warmly applauding his Lord­
ship’s appointment as “a most judicious 
“ one.” Above all, Canadians will not 
forget the warm expression of approval 
which fell from Lord Dufferin in ad­
dressing the Ontario Municipalities : 
“ It has been my good fortune to be 
“ connected all my life long with his 
“ family by ties of the closest personal 
“ friendship ; himself I have known, I 
“ may say, from his boyhood, and a 
“ more conscientious, high-minded, or 
‘ ‘ better qualified Viceroy could not 
“ have been selected.” It would not 
require glowing words like these 
to open the hearts of Canadians 
to the representative of their Queen, 
yet they give a tangible human interest 
to the man, which will link the people 
of this country more closely, and by 
more enduring links to the Viceroy. 
On all these accounts the Marquis ’ of 
Lokne is welcomed to the Dominion 
with the best wishes for his happiness 
and administrative success.

ly unprepared with a plausible defence,

It was unques­
tionably to raise a cloud of dust about 
the reality soon to be developed that 
the Opposition began their frantic pother 
over delay in fiscal matters.

And now that they are brought to 
book, what have the organs to argute ? 
Simply this, and nothing more, that all 
the financial disasters of Mr. Cart­
wright’s “ brilliant” administration 
were owing to that convenient refuge 
for the destitute—the depression of 
trade.

They did not ask him to reverse the ac­
tion of commercial laws, and nobody, so 
far as we know, ever thought of laying 
the crisis at his door. , The complaint 
against the ox-Finance Minister and his 
colleagues was this : that they refused 
to improve the difficult path of native 
industry, or to put forth any effort to 
make the “ crooked straight, and the 
“rough places smooth." they were 
not asked either to construct the car of 
progress, or to equip it ; but simply to 
keep the road in thorough repair.

And now the people may see the con­
sequence—first, of callous indifference 
to the manufacturing interests of the 
Dominion ; and secondly, of the reck­
less extravagance and want of proscience 
which were rapidly driving the credit 
and resources of the country to the 
dogs. The new Ministers propose to 
attempt a reformation from every point 
of view ; and, unless the absurd clamour

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ECONOMY IN THE PUBLIC SER­
VICE.

One of the manifold tasks devolving 
on the new Government is the reduction 
of the ordinary expenditure of the 
country. To be sure, we have had Re­
formers in power for five years past ; 
but the principle of economy, although 
embodied in their platform, was fla­
grantly violated from first to last. For 
three years the expenditure has outrun 
the revenue, and there is no reason to 
suppose that Mr. .Cartwright would 
have gone in for a general reduction had 
he remained in office. Indeed his esti­
mates were increasing all the time, re­
gardless of the continued decline in the 
revenue. It is impossible that this can 
go on. Nations, like individuals, can­
not long sustain the drain of an annual 
deficit, nor keep np their reputation 
with their creditors in the face of a 
notorious excess of outlay over income ; 
and the question for the Government is 
how far the expenditure can be cut down 
without impairing the efficiency of the 
public service. Both ends must be 
made to meet at any cost, and the 
sooner the better. There is no doubt a 
large reduction is possible, and even ad­
visable on grounds other than that of 
necessity, in the public offices. The 
civil service is not, so far as we know, a 
State pension bureau, the members of 
which must be supported for life, no 
matter whether the country can afford it 
or not ; nor a sinecure list where pay 
goes on whether any return is given for 
it or not. On the contrary, officers of 
the Canadian service are expected to 
earn their money ; and when there is 
nothing for them to do, when it is found 
that two can do what three are employ­
ed at, the country has a perfect right 
both in law and equity to tell them to 
look elsewhere for employment. It is 
necessary that this elementary doctrine 
should lie fully understood, because of 
late a belief has grown up that a public 
officer ought to be supported by the tax­
payers under any circumstances, and that 
to discharge him when there is nothing 
for him to do or for the purpose of ef­
fecting a saving, is a breach of constitu­
tional tradition. All this, we say, is a 
mistake. In this country where every 
man has to work for his living, no such 
doctrine will ever find acceptance. 
There is no drone class in Canada pos­
sessing through the accident of birth, 
heritage or connection a lien on the pub­
lic purse ; nor any reason under the 
sun why public servants should not be 
subjected to the same economic laws 
their equals and superiors in other walks 
of life have to submit to. The other 
day Mr. Bowell, labouring under the 
impression that if he found a clerk with 
nothing to do, he had a right to dismiss 
him, showed the door to M. Marchand, 
brother of the Provincial Secretary in 
M. Jolt’s Cabinet, who was appointed 
—against the protest " of the collector 
that there was no work for him—to a 
sinecure in the Montreal Custom House 
on the eve of Mr. Mackenzie’s resigna­
tion. This saved $1^00 a year, yet cer­
tain “ Reform" journals denounced the 
Minister’s course, and in effect laid down 
the doctrine of “ once a public officer 
“always a public officer.” We say 
this is an intolerable view. The 
Minister who does not effect a saving 
in his Department when it can be done 
without impairing the efficiency of the 
service, is unworthy of his trust. Let 
Sir John Macdonald and his colleagues 
go on as they have begun and retrench 
the expenditure in" all the Departments. 
Where ten men are doing five men’s 
work, let half of them be sent adrift and 
their salaries saved. The country is not 
bound to support sinecures ; and at this 
juncture it cannot afford to do it. 
The Reform press is already begin­
ning to cry out against this policy, 
which shows just how sincere that Party 
is in its profession of economy. A 
Belleville contemporary accuses Mr. 
Bowell of introducing the “ American 
“system.” The American system, 
generally understood, is the clearing out 
of public officers opposed in politics to 
the dominant party, and it is an iniquit­
ous one ; but if lopping off sinecures 
and dispensing with the services of use­
less officials is also a Yankee invention, 
the sooner it is patented and put in 
•operation in this country the better.

The increase in the cost of the public 
service since 1873 is fully two million dol­
lars, which capitalised at five per cent.

represents a perpetual burden of forty 
million dollars, or ten dollars per head 
of the population. The largest, and it 
may be roughly said, the least justifiable 
increases have been made in the Customs 
department, the Government railways, 
the' Ottawa offices, and the various 
branches in the North-West. Import­
ant trusts have also been given into the 
hands of men unfit to administer them, 
and whose incapacity must result in ex­
travagance, not to say jobbery * while 
in other cases, prominent employés, par­
ticularly in Manitoba, have been allowed 
to surround themselves with a staff of 
relatives whose only qualification is their 
kinship to the central “ boss. ” Min­
isters will not be long in finding out 
where economy can be enforced with 
advantage ; and if they will proceed 
with the gôod work vigorously, ex­
pelling both Conservative and Reform 
drones, their course will be endorsed by 
the people. The cost of government is 
eating up the country, and a wholesale 
reduction is absolutely necessary. Be­
tween thé Dominion service and the 
services of the seven Provincial Govern­
ments, the community is oppressed with 
an army of non-producing tax-eaters 
whose ranks will bear thinning.

The Ottawa Free Press thinks this re­
quest for curtailment is a covert 
attack on the Federal system and is 
afraid the Conservative Party is inclined 
to advocate a change «to a legislative 
union. Our excellent contemporary is 
mistaken. It js to save the Federal 
system, not to destroy it, that we 
urge a policy of economy. If the coat 
of this system » to go on increasing in 

e thé future as it has done since 1867, 
beyond any doubt the taxpayers will 
ere long be found demanding the 
change the Free Press dreads. Has 
our contemporary ever looked at the 
figures ? They are instructive. There 
are no less than fourteen legislative 
bodies in the Dominion, viz., the Do­
minion Senate and House of Commons, 
the Ontario Assembly, the Quebec Leg­
islative Council and Assembly, the Nev 
Brunswick Legislative Council and As­
sembly, the Nova Scotia Legislative 
Council and Assembly, the Prmce Ed­
ward Island Legislative Council and 
Assembly, the Manitoba Assembly, the 
British Columbia Assembly, and the 
North-West Council, the' last-named 
body governing the vast territory of 
which Battleford is the capital These 
bodies are composed of a total of six 
hundred and sixty-one members. In 
the same proportion, it would take five 
thousand three hundred legislators to 
govern the Mother Country ; six thou­
sand six hundred to govern the United 
States, and fifty thousand to govern the 
British Empire. The indemnity paid 
to members is very nearly $500,000 a 
year. There are fifty-six Ministers of 
the Crown in Canada whose salaries, 
amount to $210,000 ; thirteen Speakeis 
with salaries amounting to $17,600 ; 
and one Governor-General and eight 
Lieutenant-Governors whose salaries 
amount to $122,000. In short the in­
demnity and salaries paid to the 1 ‘ higher 
powers ” in this country amount to 
$860,000 a year, or over 20 cents per 
head of the population. The total cost 
of Civil . Government exclusive of the 
figures above given, and the cost of 
the Customs, Post Office, Public Works 
and other departments of the Dominion 
and the seven Provinces, amounts to four 
and a quarter million dollars a year. 
Add the salaries of Ministers- and Gov­
ernors, &o., and it will be found that 
we pay upward of five million dollars a 
year for government It is speaking 
mildly to say that this is a large sum ; 
and our object ia to keep it from in­
creasing. No country in the world 
pays so dearly for government, 
and it „Oeee iarto 'he piled 
on this Pelion, either .the people’s 
back will break under the burden, Or 
they will unload and try a change, which 
would in effect be a revolution, a quiet 
but still a disastrous one for Canada.

The increase in the past seven years 
has been enormous both in Dominion 
expenditure and intheexpenditure of the 
Provinces. It is true, new Provinces 
have been brought into Confederation ; 
but it will not be denied by those ac­
quainted with the subject that the in­
creased cost of Government is out of all 
proportion to the growth of population 
or the increase in the wealth of the 
people. Economy is not only advisable 
but imperative ; and we rejoice to see 
that the Ottawa Government realize the 
fact. In hard times like these, when 
the cost of the public serviqe should be 
cut down to meet the general shrinkage, 
there are always more office-seekers than 
when business is thriving and employ­
ment easily obtained ; and this fact ac­
counts to some extent, no doubt, for 
the vast increase in the cost of govern­
ment that occurred under the late 
regime. The new Ministry will also 
have to endure the importunities of this 
class, but however much they may feel 
for individual cases of hardship, they 
must never forget the necessities of the 
.country. We trust Sir John Macdon­
ald and his colleagues will go on cutting 
down salaries and ejecting useless of­
ficers, regardless of their party stripe. 
It is a policy of vital necessity te the 
credit and prosperity of the country.

The 
cardinal defect in most of the temper­
ance agitators is that they take a very" 
superficial view of the subject. They 
look chiefly at the “ drink ” itself, and 
ignore, or nearly so, the important ques­
tion—what makes people drink ? Their 
is another fundamental error, too, in one 
of their main positions, viz., that 
restricting the number of drinking 

diminishes drink­
ing, whereas it merely means a transfer 
of custom from the places suppressed to 
those left in existence. Mr. Robertson 
Gladstone, of Liverpool, some time ago 
commenting on this point, said that 
restrictive legislation in Liverpool had 
had the effect of transforming previously 
small houses into palatial gin palaces. 
They got, in fact, the traffic which had 
formerly gone to houses which had had 
their licences taken away. As there is 
no royal road to learning, so neither is 
there any legislative short cut to a mil­
lennium of universal temperance. Never­
theless, as Lord Aberdare says, much 
may be done by the establish­
ment of clubs, coffee taverns, 
drinking fountains, libraries, ra­
tional amusements, music and educa­
tion. Many people, especially in large 
towns, resort to the tavern and contract 
habits of intemperance, simply because 
they have no other means of resort or 
recreation. Man is a social animal. If 
his gregarious habits are not catered for 
in healthy ways he is prone to fly to 
what is hurtful. The enormous business 
now being done at some of the 
coffee houses lately established in 
England shows that they have 
ministered to a felt want. Indeed 
we venture to say that the social re­
formers who established coffee-houses 
and drinking-fountains, have done more 
to suppress the drinking habits of the 
people than all the prohibitory, permis­
sive and other mistaken, though well- 
meaning, agitators, have ever accom­
plished or will.accomplish, .it

prudent business man knowing he had 
such heavy liabilities to meet before the 
end of the year, and not the wherewithal 
to do so, would have made some provision 
a little time in advance instead of peram­
bulating the country in support of a lost 
cause.

Beware of wet pepper. It throws off 
great quantities of carbonic acid gas, and 
recently resulted in the death of four Brit­
ish sailors and a Celestial on board an Eng­
lish steamer in a Chinese p irt. A quantity 
of pepper which had been wet with rain, 
wae stored in the hold, ' and when the 
Chinaman went down, he almost immedi­
ately fell senseless. The four tars went 
.down to render him assistance, when they, 
to»1, were rendered insensible. Finally, 
afte»" the hold had been ventilated, all five 
were .got out, but quite dead.

TEMPERANCE AND LEGISLA­
TION.

The evils caused by intemperance are 
so many and great, both to individuals 
and society, that we cannot be surprised 
if sundry philanthropists and reformers, 
with the mass of varied misery thus 
caused continually before their eyes and 
in their thoughts, grow impatient of the 
slow process of moral suasion, or educa­
tional advancement, and betake them­
selves to legislative action, under the 
idea that they can thereby promote an 
immediate and summary extinction of 
drunkenness. While everybody must 
respect the motives and intentions of 
those who seek to promote temperance, 
we cannot shut eur eyes to facta, and facts 
appear to be dead against the theory 
that the vice of intemperance, so largely 
prevalent in all civilized communities, 
ean be put down by restrictive legisla­
tion. Mr. Thomas Livesey, of Preston, 
England, a most earnest social reformer, 
and who has been called the father of the 
temperance movement, years ago, when 
the Prohibitionists firet took the field, 
issued a most cogent and exhaustive 
pamphlet, in which he warned his old 
co-workers of the fatal error they were 
falling into, and predicted that, even 
could they obtain—which wae altogether 
improbable—the total legislative sup­
pression of the liquor traffic, the result 
would largely disappoint their expecta­
tions. And now comes in Lord Aber­
dare, no mean authority, seeing that he 
has been a Qabinet Minister instrumen­
tal in promoting legislation designed to 
diminish drunkenness. He confesses 
that neither the measures he has passed 
nor Mr. Cross’ act has had any solidly 
beneficial influence. He is convinced, 
moreover, that the permissive bill, in 
the improbable event of its ever getting 
on to the statute book, would not have 
the beneficial effect its admirers claim

A LITTLE WAR ON THE LARES.

The Effort* of United Stales Officers to 
to Take Possession of a Canadian Tug- 
▲ Lively Fight and go Amicable Settle- 
.meut.
(Special Despatch to the Nets York Timet.)
Clx’-vbland, Nov. 22.—A speck of war 

on the" northern frontier has just been 
peaceabi’y adjusted. A few weeks ago the 
tug Crm'ader, belonging in Port Huron, 
was tied a'p at Fair Port, on a claim of $2 - 
860, held .by Smith, Cant & Co., of this 
city. One night the captain appeared on 
board and Differed the firemen to get up 
steam, and tho engineer to make ready to 
put to sea. H.'s commands were obeyed, 
and the men soon began loosening the boat 
from the pier. The keeper ordered them 
to stop, and threatened to- shoot, but soon 
found that men were at work on both 
ends, and that resistance wae useless. The 
boat waa soon started out into the lake at 
a rapid rate, the keeper being carried with 
the others to Port Sarnia, where he 
was landed. A week- ago last 
Monday, Assistant United States Dis­
trict Attorney Meyer and Deputy United 
States Marshal Odell, armed with a decree 
of court and an order of sale, started for 
Sarnia to get possession of the boat. She 
was found by the officers in the possession 
of a deputy sheriff, held on a Canadian 
claim of $232. It was agreed that if this 
claim wae paid theveesel would be released. 
The money wae raised by Gen. Meyer and 
paid to the City Solicitor, who promised 
that all should be right. The proper 
papers were taken for the money, and the 
United States officers went on boarff a tug 
which had been secured to tow the Crusa­
der out of the harbour. Upon coming 
alongside, a number of men were seen on 
board the Crusader, including a deputy 
sheriff and the Chief of Police. This could 
hardly be understood, and trouble wae 
feared. Nevertheless, the officers went 
forward. As the second tag came along­
side the Crusader, the man in charge called 
out, “Don’t you comeee here. If yon-at­
tempt it I'll shoot- yen dead," at the same 
time displaying » revolver. Gen. Meyer 
signed the matter with them, explaining 
how he had papers ef release, and called-the

made their way rapidly to the building. A 
few words will describe the arrangements. 
Nine Ministers of the Crown—the Premier, 
Messrs. Aikens, Tapper, Bowell, O’Connor, 
Bsby, Masson, Macdonald snd Pope—sst 
st the sides of the table, at the top of 
which was a a raised desk oovered with 
crimson cloth, and at the foot of which sat 
Mr. Himsworth, Clerk of the Council, in 
uniform. In the corner stood, or reclined 
against the wall, an Indian Chief, and on 
each side of the dais were grouped the 
brilliant staff which had accompanied the 
Royal carriage, the Ministers, with the ex­
ception of Sir John atid^Dr. ‘Tapper, wore 
plain evening dress with white gloves. 
Chief Justice Ritchie wore his scarlet robes 
of office trimmed with ermine. On the 
dais at the head of the room, only a few 
feet from the table, were three chairs, the 
centre one having s - gilt crown 
on its back, the other two being 
plain ones covered with horse hair. 
After the lapse of a few minutes, during 
which the Princess divested herself of the 
far coat in which she had landed, and the 
Marqnis and Duke had laid aside their 
overcoats, the Administrator seated him­
self in what we will call the throne, and 
next came in the Duke and Princess, who 
were seated on each aide of the Adminis­
trator, and last appeared the Marquis, 
wearing the green ribbon of the Thistle 
across the breast of his Windsor unifort» 
coat, which waa heavily laced with gold 
bands at the collar and cuffs. The Princess 
wore a bonnet of black satin, and her drees 
was a black poult-de-soie with jet trim­
mings. Round her neck was a plain white 
lace handkerchief, through which shone 
her only piece of jewellery, a locket. 
Throughout the proceedings she kept a thin 
veil down over her face. It did not, how­
ever, prevent everybody from seeing and 
critieisiBg

THE QUEENS DAUGHTER, 
and the expression of admiration which her 
gentle manner and handsome face wore was 
genuine and unaffected. Lady Macnamara 
stood immediately behind the chair of the 
Princess. The Marquis found a chair on 
the floor close to Sir John’s elbow, and 
then Major DeWinton proceeded to read 
the Royal instructions and the Governor’s 
commission. This having been accom­
plished in a manner most creditable to the 
elocution of the gallant major, Lord Lome 
advanced to the table and Mr. Himsworth 
produced the red book. His Excellency 
read the abjuration snd allegiance id clear 
and distinct tones, and signed the book, 
when Judge Ritchie administered 

THE OATH OF OFFICE,
which was repeated by the Marqnis as fol­
lows :—

HANDSOME DECORATIONS, 
a number of Indians, gaily dressed, were 
grouped, and saluted the distinguished 
visitors in good style. The North British 
Society’s arch in Pleasant street was 
manned by Highlanders, with battle axes, 
snd pipers, stationed in the turrets, played 
“ The Campbells are Coming,” as the pro­
cession passed nnder. The ladder arch at 
the Central Engine House in Brunswick 
street was manned by firemen, and at one 
side of it was a steam tire engine 
and at the other a hose reel, the 
firemen being grouped around each.

every thing that the immense re 
sources at the disposal of the Admiral 
could command had been very effectively 
carried out.

Among other items of gossip I may 
state that it is generally believed that the 
Governor’s allusion to the Dnchess of Edin­
burgh means that as soon as tha^nke at­
tains the rank of Admiral, he wifl»fing his 
wife nut on a visit to the Governor-General 
at Ottawa, perhaps himself to take the 
command on the North American station.

Simultaneously with this announcement 
the Governor-General’s flag was hoisted 
over Admiralty House, the bells of the city 
churches rang out a merry peal, and a 
salute of seventeen gnns Was tired from the 
war ships and forts, proclaiming the fact 
that the ceremonies connected with
the swearing in of our new
Governor - General were complete, 
and the reign of the genial, kindly, noble­
looking gentleman who has officiated as 
Administrator since the departure of Lord 
Dufferin was at an end. Gracefully yield­
ing the throne to the Governor-General, 
Sir Patrick bowed thrice to the three 
illustrious occupants of the dais and with­
drew on one side. Sir John then advanced 
and made lus three bows, and -introduced 
his Ministers, with whom the Governor 
shook hands!

George rod was attired in the Windsor 
uniform. The party from the Admiralty 
House were upwards of half an hour late in 
arriving, owing to a delay in unpacking her 
Royal Highness’ jewel liox. They were 
received at Government House by a guard 
of honour famished by the 97th Regiment, 
rod most effectively grouped on the sloping 

-lawn in front of Mr. Archibald’s official 
residence, a ring of lights furnished by the 
cable telegraph ship Minis surrounding the 
enclosure. A dense throng blocked np the 
street, opposite Government House, 
anxious to catch a glimpse of the Princess, 
the renown of her womanly good looks 
rod kindly glance having spread like wild­
fire over the city. The postponement of 
dinner from seven to nearly eight o’clock 
somewhat delayed-the drawing-room which 
was to have been held at 9.30. During 
dinner the band of the Bellerophon per­
formed a choice selection of music, rod 
immediately after dinner, at about ten 
o’clock, commenced an

ENORMOUS LIST OP PRESENTATIONS, 
in the State drawing-room. The Princess 
stood in the centre of the room, with the 
Marqnis on her right hand rod the Duke 
on her left. She graciously bowed to each 
lady and gentleman as the names were 
read out from toeir cards, occasionally in­
terchanging remarks with her companions 
rod generally acquitting herself with re­
markable ease and dignity. In fact ehe 
went through an ordeal that must have at 
least been irksome with the air of a person 
rather delighted at her task than other­
wise, rod it must have been midnight be­
fore her day’s labours were over. The pre­
sentation numbered several hundreds, all 
the officers of the navy and regiments 
quartered at Halifax and all the militia 
officers being presented, besides s crowd of 
civilians rod their wives who tried the 
holding capacity of Government House to 
its greatest extent. The line of carriages 
in the street was as long as one ever sees 
on the occasion of a crush in London, and, 
as people were preparing to leave, the rain 
came down in torrents. The

ILLUMINATION OF THE FLEET 
at half-past six was » sight that the child­
ren of Halifax will never forget. The 
ships were all as gaily dressed as in the 
afternoon, rod the yards and hammock 
nettings were manned, each sailor hold­
ing a blue fight, and the whole being 
simultaneously illuminated. The outline 
of every ship, with all its chief spars, 
wss, in fact, a blaze of light, the whole 
harbour being as bright as day, rod when 
a volley of rockets was discharged from 
each man-of-war the excitement of the 
people ashore culminated in shouts rod 
cheers. For fifteen minutes the harbour

LEVEE AND PRESENTATIONS.

The order of the dsv was for thoee de­
sirous of being presented to Lord Lome to 
congregate in the Assembly room, where 
the swearing in took place yesterday, with 
the full length portrait of Joe Howe smil­
ing approval from the wall. Passing 
through the library, an ancient and a time­
worn institution, the crowd gained its way 
into the Legislative Council Chamber, by 
far the most imposing room in the build­
ing, of grand proportions rod displaying 
oa its walls life-size portraits of George IL 
and his Queen, George III. rod Queen 
Charlotte, Sir Fenwick Williams, of Kars, 
Vice-Admiral Inglis, Sir Hastings Doyle, 
etc. The Governor, who again wore the 
Windsor uniform rod riband of the Thistle, 
bowed affably to thoee presented, among 
whom were by command all the officers of 
the garrison, though many of them had 
last night passed through the same cere­
mony at Government House. The 101st 
regiment furnished the gnard of honour, 
rod the same brilliant staff which accom­
panied him yesterday flanked the Gover­
nor-General during the ceremony. I think 
I have omitted hitherto to enumerate 
among the staff! Surgeon Wolseley, a 
brother of Sir Garnet, and bearing the 
closest possible resemblance to the famous 
Governor of Cyprus.

Various addresses were then presented 
and replied to by his Excellency.

PRESENTATION OF INMANS.

An interesting feature in the day’s pro­
ceedings was the presentation to his Ex­
cellency after the addresses, of a deputation 
of Micmac Indians who were introduced 
by Mr. J. L. Bulmer with a few remarks 
to the following effect :—

May it plsasb Yocr Excsllency,—I have much 
pleasure, on behalf of th s deputation of Micmac 
Indians, in conveying tnynu their loyal and fra­
ternal greetings. They belong to and represent a 
very loyal and devoted tribe, possessing all the fine 
qualities of the Algonquin race. One at least of 
them etill reteins s very vivid recollec­
tion of the grandfather of your much 
respected end admired consort, the Prinoeee Louise, 
and they are all delighted to knew that one of his 
descendants is again among them. They arc a 
simple, artless unaffected race, possessing all the 
good qualities popularly attributed to the 
savage, and they have asked me to be their spokes­
man in convex ing to your Excellency an assurance 
of their loyalty for and devotion to the Sovereign 
you represent

Hie Excellency addressed the deputation 
in the following terms :—

Chief and Members of the Micmac Tribe,—I 
Assure you that I have received no words of congrat­
ulation which have given me greeter pleasure than 
1 have enjoyed in listening to the sentiments that 
have been expressed on your behalf to-day. I can 
assure you that your interests lie at the 
heart of her Majesty the Queen, our com­
mon mother. It wae with very great 
pleasure that I saw one of your chiefs present yes­
terday at the ceremony when I wae sworn in as 
Governor-General of tnis Dominion, and others of 
your race in the line of the proceeeion. I can 
assure you that I shall always watch over your wel­
fare with deep interest, and I thank you for the 
address which has been delivered on your behalf to-

under water, till he was haled np by ye 
same rope to ye brime of ye water, and 
then with a boate-hook and other meanes 
got into ye ship againe, and hia life saved ; 
and though he was something ill with it, 
yet he lived many years after, and became 
a profitable member both in church and 
common-wealth», ”

Before the Pilgrims landed upon the 
famous rock, now become the Mecca of the 
New World, Master John Carver was form­
ally chosen Governor of the colony about to 
be founded, and accepted the office in the 
primitive spirit which ordained that he 
who would rule should also serve, and that 
the chief among a people should be he who 
laboured most anxiously and untiringly for 
its good.

THE AMHERST MYSTERY.
Some New Phenomena in the 

“ Possession” Case.

WHAT A MONTREAL REPORTER SAW.

Montreal, Nov. 21.—A local ] ■ des­
patched a reporter to Amherst, "Ni 8., to 
investigate the reported rapping and other 
manifestations in connection with a girl 
named Esther Cox. The result of the 
reporter’s investigations is published this 
evening, and confirms in every essential 

"laHer

nervous prostration about ten weeks igo, 
she had something approaching a trance, 
from which having recovered under the at­
tentions of Dr. Carritte, she subsequently 
developed into a powerful medium, or 
something else which neither she nor any 
one else can explain. For some time sub­
sequent to that she has been frequented by 
some power whioh has done the *

MOST UNACCOUNTABLE THINGS, 
being accustomed without any movement 
or volition on her part to a ake the most 
peculiar. noises and perform the 
most unaccountable acts, among 
which have been the upsetting 
of the bed and bedclothing upon which 
she lay, conveying the clothing from one 
end of the room to the other—and thie in 
daylight and in the presence of many 
people of a scientific tarn of mind who 
have been attracted there by the circum­
stances. The rappings have been pf two 
kinds, light and heavy. The pounding ia 
said to be like that of a gigantic fist, or 
like the heavy blows of an axe, and have 
been heard a long distance away. At 
times the raps have been musical, and some 
times the invisible have turned upon Miss 
Cox and inflicted upon her face and upon 
others several blows that have left their 
marks. She says she saw at one time 

A HUGE BLACK HAND.
Marks have also been left as of severe 
burning. Moreover, this same hand some 
times writes sentences on the wall, both 
vulgar and profane, and this is a character­
istic for which Miss Cox had not previously 
been noticeable, indeed, she was modest 
and unassuming. Chairs and tables have 
followed her about the house and premises, 
while in her presence water has become 
agitated and has been heated into foam. 
Some say that the controlling agent in 
these phenomena is not a spirit, but a 
young man who is in 'a distant part 
of the Province. He is a person whom 
Esther has ever regarded with strong 
dislike. He left Amherst suddenly. 
Esther was taken ill bnt prior to her ill­
ness he is said to have talked to her in anch 
a violent and extraordinary way aa to cause 
her much alarm and leave a vivid impres- - 
sion on her mind. What some call 

“ THE DEVIL’S DOINGS” 
have created much speculation, and the 
whole affair has caused a wide feeling of 
curiosity mixed with awe that might be 
well termed superstition. All the profes­
sional men for a long distance round here 
regard the occurrence with wonderment, 
and having verified its accuracy in all ite 
detail» are at a loss to account for it.

I have interviewed the Rev. Mr. Temple, 
Wesleyan Methodist, who says he is very 
strong upon the question of the girl’s 
“ possession." He says he cannot account 
for the possession, bnt believes it not to be 
supernatural bnt rather to have arisen from 
natural causes whioh cannot be explained 
by science at present, but which will some 
day be thus accounted for.

WITNESSES or THE “ MANIFESTATIONS. ”
Dr. Black, one of our largest drug store 

proprietors, subscribes to the rapping end 
pillow marchings, for the pillow» nave left 
the bed snd started off on their own book. 
He has seen them, and while unable to ex­
plain the matter, be refus» to believe jn 
the agency of spirits, and believes science 
can explain it if it were sufficiently ad­
vanced so to do. He is willing to sign 
documents in proof of what he has seen, 
and so are the others.

J. W. White, restaurant keeper, who 
employs the girl at present, says that two 
weeks ago she was sent out of her sister’s 
house, and the rappings followed her all 
the way to the railway depot. Mr. White 
was an eye-witness to the water boiling, 
and of the rest of the occurrences in the 
room where the first manifestations took 
place.

A Mr. McIntosh, well known in the vil­
lage, corroborates the above statement, 
and Dr. Carritte referred to two of the 
leading ladies of .the town, Mrs. Robb and 
her sister, who were present, and who also 
corroborate the stories. I learn that Mrs. 
Dr. Carritte is a powerful spiritual medium, 
and the doctor attributes the whole matter 
to spiritualistic influence. It, of course, 
has caused much excitement in Amherst at 
present. I had an

INTERVIEW U,TTH MISS COX, 
who ie a slight young lady with large eyes, 
dark heavy brows, a wreath of dark hair, 
delicate features, with a neatly-shaped 
chin and a face* for a poet, but which does 
not contrast well with the heavy hands, 
reddened by hard work. There is an air 
of langour and weariness shout her, and 
she looks as if convalescent from a 
recent illness. She says the whole 
thing has left her now, bnt the writing on 
the wall continued for a week after she 
left her sister’s house, whioh she was com­
pelled to quit.

A Similar Wmalfeslatiea Which Orrurrnl 
Nearly Elgftty Years Age.

A gentleman of this city has handed to 
us the following, which appeared in the 
Glasgow Herald of 18th April, 1874. It 
seems the manifestations at Harbottle, a 
«mail town on the Scottish border, in the 
year 1800, had becomes subject of discussion 
m Glasgow, and the Lord Advocate ad­
dressed a letter to the Rev. William Lan­
der, the minister of the parish, making 
enquiries. Mr. Lander’s reply will be 
found below. The doings and eccentric 
freaks of die invisible agent at Borrowdonn 
are remarkably similar to those described 
as having taken place at Amherst, NS.;— 

Harbottle, 21st April, 1800.
Amongst the wonderful trifle» of this 

eventful period, the phenomenon anent 
whioh yon inquire in your letter, known in 
thie region by the name of the Ghaist of 
Larkhail or Borrowdonn (a village about 
four miles east from this), is none of the 
least surprising. It brings to _ my recollec­
tion the ignorance and superstition, and of 
course the credulity, of tnedark ages ; nay, 
it leads me back to the early ages of the 
world, when the Almighty was pleased to 
communicate with man in a more visible

goods . . .
exertion. But what to say or what conclu- 
•ion to draw on this affair is a matter of 
considerable difficulty. Persons destitute

of brains see a. variety of wonders, and a 
weak understanding delights in the mar­
vellous. The belief, however, of the exist­
ence of evil spirits has obtained place in 
every age ; ana from the best evidence we 
are assured of the reality of their operations. 
But amidst the Christian era, emphatically 
said to be destruction to the works of the 
devil, a* belief in such things ought to be 
guarded with caution and supported with 
evidence. When I was called to visit the 
place, I was as much a sceptic as any in the 
kingdom on such matters, and perhaps 
treated the information of the messenger, 
and tiie messenger himself, in s manner 
unbeooming my profession. A mixture of 
idle amusement and pastime, attended with 
a little curiosity subservient to the wish of 
the people, led me at last to the place, 
which was crowded with people whose 
countenances bespoke particular feelings ; 
and tbe peculiarity of the scene—when I 
entered the apartments 1 was amazed to 
seo furniture of different kinds broken and 
scattered on the floors ; and if you can 
attach credit to the word of any man liv­
ing, yon may farther believe that I was not 
long in the house., before I saw plates, 
chairs, boxes, and the table, Ac., Ac., flying 
about from place to place. Still, I could 
not believe ; bnt. with the same hand I am 
now employing, I took up a knife-box full 
of knives and forks which was thrown 
down, examined it throughout, and changed 
ite place, and still it was the same. I took 
two or three chairs from off a woman’s 
back, and placed them differently, and the 
same operation was carried on with a water 
barrel, which moved often from the place 
whioh I had fixed it in, and, in a movement 
different from anything I ever saw, began 
to blunt the edge of my ridicule and excite 
my astonishment. In this manner was I 
kept for six hours in attention to what I 
lately believed my eyes should never see. 
■hese are only a few of the many things 
whioh occurred at the time, and are nothing 
in comparison with what others tell me 
they have as certainly seen ; and yon can 
form an opinion of them as well as I can. 
All I shall remark is that these effects were 
seen by me at the time in company of 
several respect ible persons, and were per­
formed by some invisible agent ; and aa I 
cannot distinguish the line betwixt natural 
and supernatural agents, I will leave every 
man to form an idea of the matter most 
agreeable to himself. I may add, however, 
that anch trifling seems to be beneath the 
dignity of a devil ; nor can 1 see how he 
can promote the interests of his kingdom 
by any such means, farther than it hath 
succeeded in poisoning the atmosphere of 
conversation with lying and falsehood, and 
rendered the place a proverb and a reproach 
among men. Opinions here differ about the 
matter. Some who never were favoured 
with a sight or exhibition of the dramatic 
power of the agent, and along with some 
relations of the family will have it to be a 
trick, and ascribe it to persons who are as 
unqualified for it as they are to be Prime 
Minister. Others, who have seen different 
operations, are of another opinion, and from, 
some alleged moral reasons view it as a vis­
itation of God, Ac., Ac. My opinion was— 
if it was a trick it Would Joe discovered ; if 
not, it would in time discover itself. 
Neither of these has yet happened. It is 
on this account I have been so long in 
answering yonr very genteel letter, which I 
hope-you will excuse. Some say the oper­
ations are ceased, others that they are con­
tinuing as usual ; intercourse being refused 
by the friends, few persons of character 
wish to go near the place. One thing, how­
ever, you may believe—the old woman told 
me she had been long troubled before she 
complained, for in her own words she said, 
“ If I could have lived with him I never 
would have ontserved him.’’ If anything 
should occur worth mentioning in future, I 
will be glad to communicate the same, and 
will always be proud of your correspond­
ence.

New River murderer, has made a second 
statement. He states that about four 
o’clock in tbe afierihxm of the flth of 
tetober last he was ’returning from berrying, 
and met a drovd ofcowa, and fearing that 
Mnlherrin’a bull was with them, he made a 
detour to avoid him’, aa he wee a dangerous 
animal ; that he came out on the meadow 
road at the rising ground beyond the gully;

and axe with him. He asked Ward how 
he was getting along haying. Ward re­
plied, “ 1 haven’t been haying, and will 
never make any more hay.” Dowd said, 
“ I have been Denying.” Ward then said, 
“ You will never go bénying again. I will 
kill you,” and he made a pass at Dowd 
with the pitchfork. Dowd continued, “ I 
laid hold of him and got him down. We 
tussled for some time, and finally Ward 
promised to make up friends. We walked 
along the road together, and when we 
reached the gully, Ward struck at me 
again with the pitchfork. I ran round the 
bushes and he followed me. I then seized 
the axe and knocked him down. I ran 
away a short distance. I turned and came 
back and finished him. I was crazy at the 
time. I disposed of the body as stated in 
my first confession. I burned the hat in 
the swamp, between the body and the 
road." e

The Strathroy High School has one hun­
dred pupils.

There are 160 students in attendance at 

the Institute for the Blind at Brantford.
Rev. John Schulte, Ph.D., D.D., has 

been appointed professor of classics and 
mathematics at Huron College.

At tiie last examination of tbe Toronto 
University there were 78 matriculated stu­
dents and 18 matriculants admitted.

The financial resources of the Protestant 
Educational Board of Montreal being 
greatly reduced, the teachers’ salaries will 
be lessened for the ensuing year.

Tbe November number of the Canada 
School Journal contains an excellent like­
ness of Professor Goldwin Smith, with ac­
companying biographical sketch.

The Law Society, which last year ap­
pointed four examiners, has since accepted 
the resignation of two of them, and do not 
seem in a hurry to appoint their successors.

The school for Indians on Parry Island, 
established by the Education Department", 
has now an attendance of over 30. A 
trained Indian teacher has been placed in 
charge of it.

Mr. Wm. Ridley, the retiring secretary 
of the London School Board, was enter­
tained at a complimentary supper by his 
friends and presented with a gold headed 
cane and a handsome and appreciating ad­
dress.

The Oxford County Board of Examiners 
have decided that no student failing to pass 
satisfactorily in English composition and 
spelling will be judged competent, what­
ever may be his excellence in other re­
spects.

The Marquette, (Man.,) Teachers’ Asso­
ciation held their second meeting at Portage 
la Prairie lately, a goodly number of 
teachers were in attendance thus evincing 
the lively interest taken in Educational 
matter in this county.

The reg
West Middlesex Teachers’ Association w as 
held in Strathroy last month. Mr. J. 
Wood, President, in the chair. Many gen­
tlemen took part in the proceedings, and 
among the subjects discussed were “ Hy­
giene, “ Grammar and Parsing,” “Map 
Drawing,” etc.

The attendance at the London Hi»h 
School now reaches over 200, and 7 teachers 
are employed by the Board. A fine build­
ing for the school was completed last year 
at a cost of $20,000. A new High School 
is being erected in Stratford, which, with the 
site, will coet $20,000; also one in Seaforth 
and one in Walkerton.

The Montreal Weekly Witness centains a 
protest against “ Romanizing Higher Edu­
cation." Its strictures are founded on the 
sentiments expressed by Abbé Hamal in his 
inaugural address as Rector of Laval Uni­
versity at Quebec, coupled with the en­
deavours of that University to suppress the 
school of medicine and surgery in con­
nection with the University of Victoria 
College.

From statistics furnished by Rev. Dr. 
Patterson, the agent appointed to raise 
funds for Manitoba College, we leam that 
six students of the College are now study­
ing for their professions in different institu­
tions in Ontario. Ten or twelve are study­
ing for tiie May examinations of the Mani­
toba University end six passed at the late 
examination for public school teachers in 
the Province.

A deputation of Mennonitee met the Pro­
testant section of the Beard of Education 
of Manitoba by appointment in reference to 
the introduction of the Public School sys­
tem amongst them. The remit of the con- 
ference was that the Mennonitee are to 
petition the Board to be admitted to the 
privileges of the system.

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SIMPLE APPLIANCES IN DISEASES 
' OF LIVE STOCK.

In this and succeeding articles we pur­
pose to take up the consideration of the 
various simple appliances, surgical, domes­
tic, &o., which are ao frequently required 
among live stock. The relative vaine of 
these are not uncommonly under-rated, a 
result, we fear, that has arisen from a want 
of greater acquaintance with the mode of 
action, objecte of use, and effects to be de­
sired ; hence we find either too precipitate 
withdrawal or an abandonment of them, 
on one hand, while, from the same primary 
causes, on the other, a decided abuse fol­
lows. We proceed to notice in the first 
place

POULTICES.
These are valuable means of promoting 

the formation of pus—matter—either to be 
discharged directly from the surface of a 
wound, or from within a cavity located in 
the soft parte (muscles, Ac.), generally 
known as abscess. In many parts of the 
country much prejudice exi«ts in favour of 
certain substances, or ingredients, besides 
which nothing else is supposed to possess 
any qualification whatever for use as a 
poultice ; for instance, one pins his faith 
to linseed meal, another to bran, a third to 
boiled turnips, and besides many other 
things, the excrements of animals and 
human beings are actually made use of.

The essential value of an ingredient for 
use as a poultiee'consists in its property of 
maintaining /teal and moisture. That 
which will hold these the longest is there­
fore to be chosen, but we exclude from 6ur

PRICKLY COMFREY—FAILURE AND 
SUCCESS.

( A merican Agriculturist.)
Having been the first in this country to 

describe and figure Prickly Comfrey, we 
should have been glad to record its complete 
success. Our first knowledge of failure 
came from our own experience. As already 
stated, the plant grew and produced 
abundantly, but the cows would not eat it 
at all, and the horse», which accepted it at 
first, refused it after they had been once or 
twice at^basture. Similar complaint» came 
from others, while some correspondents 
wrote of it in high terms. The case seems 
to stand at present thus : The plant, ao far 
as heard from, is hardy, produces abundant­
ly, starts early in spring, and soon givra a 
cutting, withstands the drouths, and ia not 
injured by moderate frosts, but giv* fresh 
feed quite late in the season. On the other 
hand animals, in the caae of cows probably 
the majority, will not eat it, but by taking 
a little pains to make them accquainted 
with it, they soon acquire a taste for, and 
consume it readily, and it appears to be a 
nutritious food. The qu*tion seems to be : 
are its good qualities sufficiently marked 
to make it worth while to be at the trouble 
of teaching animals to eat it Î As an aid to 
a decision, we give the experience of two 
correspondents, both of whom at first met 
with failure.

“ To teach stock to eat it, they should be 
confined, and after they have fasted over 
night, give them the Comfrey prepared as 
follows : Run some leaves through a cut­
ting machine, or cut them up with a 
butcher knife ; wet the cat leaves and mix 
bran oAnealand a little salt with them ; 
feed this, and when it is eaten, give hay, 
then again some of the Comfrey and so on, 
but gradually increase the Comfrey and de­
crease the ground feed and hay. In three 
or four days Comfrey may be fed exclusive­
ly, and stock will become more fond of it 
daily. Cows will take to it readily in the 
spring before going to grass ; when they 
once squire a taste for it, they do not for­
get it. It will improve the yield and fla­
vour of milk very mnoh. Comfrey and 
water will grow pigs fast. Sheep will fill 
themaelvw so full that they look bloated, 
but not the first time it ia offered to them. 
I have 2,000 plant» in a ravine, fenced in ; 
they were mating a rapid growth, and 
when they were three months old the cattle 
broke in, and before they were discovered, 
had eaten every leaf and spear ; as they 

od pasture fortifie, it do* not look 
like forcing.” Mr. Wflcox sends us 

testimonials from the President of the 
Niagara County Fhrmers’ Club, tod other 
citizens, to the effect that they selected 
three planta ef Comfrey in hie field, out the 
tope, and weighed them ; on the 1st of 
July following, they cut the same plants 
again ; total amount of the two cuttings 611 
lbs. They also testify to the readiness 
with which it was eaten by his animals. 
At this rate the yield up to July 1st to 
more than 49 tons of green fodder to the 
acre.

they are no longer in danger, and the boxes 
may then be removed and laid aside for 
use the following year. Dusting the plants 
with powdered oharcoalor with soot, so of­
ten recommended in our agricultural period- ‘ 
icals, is perfectly worthless. I have seen 
three beetles wallow in and become crock­
ed over with the soot and ooal dust, with­
out appearing to regard it in the least.

The Squash Bug pertains to Latrelle’s 
genus Gonocerus, whereby its correct scien­
tific name is Gonocerus tristis, Degeer. It 
is from a half to nearly three-fourths ot in 
inch long, and is a flat backed, dark brown 
bug, of a loathsome smell, related to the 
chinch bug mentioned on a previous page. 
It occurs on squash, pumpkin, and other 
vines, in company , with the preceding in­
sect, and is equally pernicious to them, 
puncturing the stalks and leaves and suck­
ing ont their jnites, thereby causing them 
to wilt and weither. It begins to lay its 
eggs on the leaves the latter part of June, 
and afterwards the whole family of ita 
young is seen clustered together on the on- 
derside of apsrticular-lesf. Whe 
are seen the leaf contain­
ing them should be cut 
off tod trampled upon till 
all are destroyed. And 
when one of the parent 
bugs is seen on the vines, 
itsnould be picked off and. 
treated in the same man­
ner. They are easily 
found, in consequence of 
their large size.

The little black Flea 
Beetle (Haltica pubescent, 
llliger,) the wavy strip­
ed Sen beetle (Haltica striolata, llliger, )( 
and a few other similar species, eat numer­
ous small hplrain the leaves of cucumbers, 
cabbages, beans, and other garden planta. 
Sprinkling the plants occasionally with 
lime water renders the leav* distaste­
ful to these insects.

The Onion Fly (Anthpmuia Ceparum, 
Meigen.) is a small ash gray fly, about half 
the sire of the house-fly. It is represented 
magnified in fig. 18, the cross linw under­
neath showing ita natural size. This fly 
lays its eggs on the leav* of the onion cloee 
to the ground, meet freqentlv when the 
plants are quite small.. The maggots which 
hatch therefrom are blunt at one end, and 
taper to a point at the opposite end. They 
descend into the bulb, where they feed,
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The bulb becomes 

rotten soon after they 
enter it, and the leav* 
above the ground die 
and turn yellow. In 
particular gardens all 
over our country the 
onions are all destroyed, 
year after year, by this 
fly. Strewing powdered 
charcoal over the beds is 

said to be the most successful measure for 
ipeBing these fli* from them.
The maggots of other speci* of this same 

genus Anthomyia, bore in the roots of tur­
nips, radish*, cabbage», and lettuce.

rhe Rose Bug (Maerodactylus subspmo- 
sus, Fabriciue) is represented its natural 
size, in fig. 20. It is a buff yellow beetle 
with shining yellow legs and very Ion; 
black feet. It appears the latter part oi 
June, and remains ont about a month, feed 
ing mostly on the blossoms and leaves of 
the rose. But at tim* it becomes im­
mensely multiplied in a particular locality, 
and then attacks the yape, apple, cherry, 
plum, and pven some of the wild forest 
trees, stripping them of thdir fruit and 
leaves, and sometimes hanging in clusters 
from their limbe, like a fcwarm of be*. 
Hand picking, or, early in the mornings, beat­
ing and shaking them fromi the tFeee upon 
sheets and crushing harping, or othi 
destroying them, s* th|e only teme< 
them at present known.

It ia well known that exoee of ammonia 
in ill-kept atebl* is injurious to eyes of 
animals, sometimes even to the extent of 
total blindness. But Farmer Meohi writ* 
that there are tricks to which jockeys 
sometimes resort which produce the same 
result much more frequently. One w “the 
administering of saffron to gloss the coat, 
and which given too freely destroys the 
sight.” In another instance that came 
under his observation three hors* were 
blinded by the effect» of a powder bought 
from a chemist to improve their ap­
pearance.

A writer in the Agricultural Gazette giv* 
the following rule on selecting breeding 
stock Secure as few weak or defective 
points as possible, rather than the aggre­
gate of strong points. Bad points appear 
to posse* the greater force. A first-claw 
colt can only he obtained by mating indi­
viduals having the average of good points, 
the fewwt doubtful or weak points, and 
the pronounced absence of bad pointa or 
defective ones. It is waste of time and 
hard cash to improve one portion of the 
structure at the expense of another.

For some years it has been the practice 
in Germany of cutting fodder corn into 
small piec* in summer, and, by burying 
them, the earth preserves their freshness 
until wanted in winter for row feed. This 
is called preserving by “ ensilage.” By an 
accident a Frenchman covered np some 
eggs with fresh earth, and equal accident 
discovered the eggs again. These eggs 
were covered np from September to spring, 
and pronounced as fresh as if just laid, tod 
fit for either eating or setting. Suppose 
some of our numerous readers try this sim­
ple plan, and report what luck.

A farmer of Back’s County, Penn., has 
been bucking against the inevitable for six­
teen years. In 1862, when there was such 
a rapid rise in the market price of all agri­
cultural productions, he held for higher 
figures, and still held, till at last the tide 
turned. This seems to have filled him 
with the gall of bitterness, and though con­
tinuing to give careful culture to his 133 
produetive acres, he keeps on putting haÿ 
and grain in stacks, of which there are now 
103 on the place, in all stag* of decay, 
some rotted down to half their original 
bulk, and with a luxuriant growth of 
weeds on top. If in good condition, it ie 
estimated they would now be worth from 
$15,000 to $20,000. The case is one for 
suggestive and mournful study.

The sweet corn, the drying of which for 
market has long been a leading industry of 
the Mt. Lebanon Shakers, ia carefully 
selected from home grounds or purchased 
of outside farmers, husked, cooked about 
six minutes in a steam-box, ent from 
the cob by neat- handed and comely 
maidens, or by an ingenious machine at the 
rate of forty-five ears per minute, and then 
placed in long shallow pans and subjected 
to an even heat from the roaring furnaces 
below, then passed through a mill which 
winnows from it every particle of husk or 
silk, and then conveyed by tube to a barrel 
standing on a scale in the lower story, 
which barrel when filled, is headed and 
marked for shipment. The result oi "this 
season’s work is estimated at 1,200 barrels 
and numerous shelf packages for grocers' 
retail trade. A correspondent of The Chat­
ham Courier, who carefully inspected the 
various processes, reports that “ every step 
is surprisingly neat, and, unlike many 
ratablishments, seeing the preparation 
actually giv* one a relish for the thing 
prepared.”

Give your apartments expression—char­
acter.

Boiled Apple Pudding.—Peri the ap­
ples and put them in a kettle in halves, 
with a pint of water, a small lump of but­
ter, a little salt, nutmeg, and a handful of 
sugar. Make a soda biscuit crust about 
one-third inch thick, and put it on the top 
of the appl* ; make a hole in the centre of 
the crust ; boil until the appl* are thor­
oughly cooked.

How to Trap Rats.—Thrae vermin are 
often a sore pest to housekeepers, and any 
new idea which will lead to their exter­
mination is always ot interest. A corres­
pondent of the Germantown Telegraph 
writes as follows ; “ To keep rats within 
endurable bounds is somewhat a difficult 
matter, for a rat is as cunning as a fox, 
and as hard to catch ; but there is such a 
thing as working strategy on it. A rat 
never digs a hole without it haa some pro­
jection to begin with, say a stone, a stick, 
of wood, or anything rise that makes an 
angle with the ground ; a cellar wall it 
likes the beet. If a rat is chased in a cel­
lar, or other room, it will run round by 
the wall, and is decide«fiy aver* to leaving 
it. From this habit we have a hint how 
to eut-general it. The common -steel-trap 
is the best article for the purpose. Stand 
a barrel or box, or other article, within 
four inch* of the wall, and in that open 
space set the trap, without anything to 
hide it. The rat, m following the wall, 
will go into the trap rather than go round 
the barrel. When it ia caught, smoke the 
trap with a piece of burning paper, shift 
your barrel to another place and set the

Grate.—To preserve a Are 
in the grate or furnace over night there is 
nothing better than moistened coal screen- 
ings ; they are better than ash* and will 
not cause the formation of clinker». In the 
morning, or at any time when the fire 
low, put on a little coal let on the draft, 
and after it has homed up pretty weU, 
rake gently and add more coal If raked 
when the fire ia low and dead, it will either 
go out or be a great while in getting on a 
head and producing the necessary warmth 
If clinkers form in a grate or stove, throw 
in a few handfuls of cuun or oyster shells, 
and they will soon become ao loosened 
to be removed easily without injury to 
the fire-brick. I have followed this plan 
of managing a coal fire for years with entire 
success.

Mock Bisque Soup. Stew a ran of to­
matoes, and strain. Add a pinch of baking 
soda, to remove the acidity. In mother 
saucepan boil three pints of milk ; thicken 
with a tabl*poonfnl of corn-starch pre­
viously mixed with a little cold milk ; add 
lump of butter size of an egg ; salt rad 
pepper to taate. Mix with tomatoes, let 
all come once to the boil, rad ser-e.

Breakfast Pie.—The following recei 
for a breakfast pie, Epicnms himself won 
have declared delicious : Make a standing 
crust ; then a mixture of six eggs, a quart 
at milk, some finely powdered sweet herbs, 
a teaspoonful of white pepper ; then line a 
pie dish with the crust ; slice some ham 
very fine. Put a laver of ham, then part 
of your custard, and so on till the dish is 
full. Bake about two hours. When cold 
lift it out of the pie dish. .

“John Bull Plum Pudding.”—One 
pound flour, one pound stoned raisins, one 
pound currants, quarter of a pound of 
sugar, one ounce citron, one pound suet, 
chopped fine ; six eggs beaten very light 
one afll good brandy. In this pud­
ding some of the floor (sifted) should 
be reserved to mix with the dry fruit. To 
be boiled six hour». Keep boiling water at 
hand to replenish * it boils sway. To be 
eaten with hard or liquid sauce, * taste 
may dictate. Turn the padding a few 
tim* when you first put it to boil.

Cheap Plum Pudding.—One enp suet, 
one cup raisins, one imp currants and ritron 
mixed, one egg, «roe cup sweet milk, half a 
teacup molasses, one teaspoon ful of soda, 
three and a half ciips of flour, a little salt. 
Boil three hour». Serve with hard 
liquid ranee.

New Year’s Cake.—One pound butter, 
one and a half pound» sugar, three pound» 
flour, two tablespoonfula of caraway seed, 
half » teaspoonful of soda, dissolved in a 
cup ot milk. Cut long and print, or cut as 
cooki*.

To Colour Scarlet.—One oz. cochineal 
one oz. cream of tartar, one ôz. muriate of 
tin, for one pound of woollen goods. Pul­
verize the chochineaL thoroughly by 
pounding. Put two pails of soft water in 
a bra* or porcelain kettle. Pnt the co­
chineal in.a bag, and while the water is 
coming to a hoi], squeeze it ont with the 
hands, then add the other ingredients, put 
in the goods and let them boil one hour, 
constantly stirring.

Tan Colour.—The best way to make 
this ahade is to get a pail of ground bark 
from the tannery ; but if that can’t be 
doDti, make hemlock bark aa fine aa posai- 
ble, soak or beat it until yon think the 
colour is out ; make your goods as soft as 
powible by washing them in strong soap 
suds, and immerse ; if not dark enough, 
add more bark. Don’t colour in ron, it 
will make drab ; if yon want drab, add a 
little copperas.

To Colour Black.—For one pound of 
goods, take one ounce of logwood extract 
and about one tabl*poonful of copperas ; 
dissolve the copperas in about one and a 
half gallons of soft water, boiling hot ; stir 
it up, put in the goods, and let it simmer 
for fifteen or twenty minutes, then ring 
out and wash in a good hot suds. Dis­
solve your logwood in about the same 
quantity of clean, boiling water, put in 
your goods, stirring it often to prevent 
spotting ; let them boil slowly for half an 
hiur, or until they are as black as you de­
sire ; take out and hang up, and let them 
dry. Wash in a good suds, and rinse in 
clear water.

Pickled Peaches. — Seven poinds 
peaches, three and one-half pounds of 
sugar, one pint of vinegar, ene ounce whole 
cloves, one ounce whole cinnamon broken 
up, one-half ounce allspice. Heat the 
vinegar with the spice and sugar, scald 
the fruit in this, a few at a time—that is, 
as many as the kettle will conveniently 
hold ; put in jars, and pour the sÿrup over 
them ; cork tightly. If in the course of 
weeks should they be found to ferment, 
scald them again, and they will not be in­
jured.

Sauce for Pudding. — One cup of
iwdered sugar, and one-half cap butter
:aten to a cream, yolk of one egg beaten 

and added, then the white of the egg beat­
en and also added, melt over the teakettle 
and add half a glass of wine. ” If these di­
rections are followed exactly, 1 am willing 
to affirm nothing better ever was eaten.

Orleans Pudding.—Two cups flour, 
one-half cup butter, one cup molasses, one 
cup raisins, one and one-half cup milk, one 
teaspoonfnl saleratus dissolved in milk ; 
boil two hours in tin boiler. Serve with 
above sauce.

Remedy for Colds—Take three medium- 
sizeîl lemons, boil for six or eight minutes ; 
then put them on a plate and slice thin 
with a sharp knife ; put them and their 
juice into a brown earthen pan, and put 
over them one pound of clean brown sugar 
—the browner the better ; set the pan on 
the top of the stove so that 
the sugar may melt gradually ; when 
melted, move to a hotter part of the 
stove, and let the mixture stew for about 
three hours ; then take off, let it stand half 
an hour, after which stir into a small tea- 
spoonful of oil of sweet almonds. When 
cold it is rea4y for use. A, teaspoonfnl is a 
dose, and may be taken hourly. Stir up 
before taking. This giv* relief in the 
early stag* of croup.

Scrap Pudding.—Put the scraps of 
bread, crust and crumb, into a bowl, with 
sufficient milk to cover them. Cover with 
a saucepan lid or a plate, and put into the 
oven to soak for about half an hour. Take 
out and mash the bread With a fork till it 
is a pulp ; then add a handful of raisins, 
and as many currants, a teacupful of 
brown sugar, half a cup of milk, some 
candied lemon peri, and one egg. Stir up 
well, grease a pudding dish, and pour the 
padding in. Grate over* little nntmeg, 
pat into» moderate oven, and let bake for 
an hour and a half.

ESCAPE OP A COUNTERFEITER.

JoMe Cheekier Escapes from the Detec­
tive* while oa hi* way trues Milwaukee 
to To roe to.
It will be remembered that six or seven 

weeks ago a case of counterfeiting was pre­
liminarily tried at Ottawa, Two men 
were implicated in the crime, but while 
one, John Boyle, was held prisoner and 
committed for trial, at the following 
assiz*, the other, John Checkley. escaped 
and was next heard of in Milwaukee. 
Thither Detective Connors followed him 
and procured a bill of extradition. The 
manufacturer of spurious coin, however, 
had still a decided objection to prison bolt» 
and bars, and has again escaped from tiie 
hands of the law. He was a passenger, in 
charge of two detectives, on board the 
No. 5 Grand Trunk train on Sunday morn­
ing, and judging from the circumstanc* 
connected with his *cape must have been 
only slightly cared for. As the train was 
approaching W*ton about half-past four 
in the morning, Checkley was observed 
to coolly take Up his valise, and passing 
through the car made his way out to the 
platform, where he was lost sight of, but it 
is supposed he jumped off the car when the 
train slackened its speed on going into the 
above named village. What the detectives 
were doing at the time has not appeared, 
but it is charitably surmised that they were 
quietly and innocently asleep Parties who 
were in the same car as the prisoner, state 
that they never knew or supposed he was a 
criminal until after the escape was made, 
as he appeared to exercise the same 
amount of liberty as other passengers. Up 
to a late hour that night no tidings had 
been received concerning him, but it is 
very possible he may have made, his way 
to Port Credit or Oakville, and taken pas­
sage on board a schooner from either port.

Disraeli as a Conversationist.
(From a Sketch in the New York World.)

The convereation turned on Beokford. 
Disraeli was the only one at table who 
knew him ; and the style in which he gave 
a sketch of his habits and manners was 
worthy of himself. I might aa well at­
tempt to gather up the foam of the sea aS 
to convey an idea of the extraordinary 
language in which he clothed hia descrip­
tion. There were at least five words m 
every sentence that must have been very 
much astonished at the use they were put 
to, and yet no others, apparently, could so 
well have conveyed hie idea. He talked 
like a race-horse approaching the winning- 
post—every muscle in action, and the ut­
most energy of expression flung out into 
every buret. Victor Hugo and his extra- 
ordinary novel» came next under discus­
sion, and Disraeli, who was fired by his 
own eloquence, started off Apropos des bottes 
with a long story of impalement he had 
seen in upper Egypt. It was as good, and 
perhaps as authentic, as the description of 
the• Chow-tow-tow in “Vivian Grey.” 
Thai followed the sufferer’s history, with 
score of murders and barbarities heaped 
together, like Marsius’s “ Feast of Bel- 
shazzer,” with a mixture of horror and 
splendour that was unparalleled in my ex­
perience of improvisation. No mystic 
priest of the Cory bant* could have woiked 
himself up into a finer frenzy of language.

Count «l’Orray kept up during the whole 
conversation and narration a running tire 
of witty parentheses, half French and half 
English ; tod, with champagne in all the 
pores, the houra-flew on very dashingly. 
Lady Blessington left us toward midnight ; 
and then the conversation took a ra­
ther political tut-n, and something was 
said of O’Connell. Disraeli’s lips were 
playing upon the edge of his champagne 
glass, which he had just drained, and he 
was off again with a description of the in­
terview he had just had with the agitator 
the day before, ending in a story of an 
Irish dragoon who was killed in the Penin­
sula. His name waa Snrafieid. Hia arm 
was shot off rod he Was bleeding to death. 
When told he could not live he milled for a 
large silver goblet, out of which he usually 
drank claret. He held it to the gushing 
artery and filled it to the brim with blood. 
Looking at it for a moment, he turned it 
slowly upon the ground, mattering to him­
self, “If that had been for Ireland!" and 
expired. You oan have no idea how thril- 
ltnrgly this story waa told. Fonblsrique, 
who is a cold, political satirist, raw no­
thing in the man* “decanting his claret," 
and ao Vivian Grey got into a passion and 
for a while waa silent, *

THE H. & 0. SHIP CANAL.
»w Scheme for the Cnstruellsn «T the 

Cannl from Lake Oaturlo l., the tiror- 
Blan Bay — KndoraaUon of «he VerK 
t’ouney Connell.
On Wedn*day afternoon, by invitation of 

Mr., F. C. Capreol, a number of 
the members of the County Council 
of York and several aldermen of 
the city, met in the office of the 
Huron and Ontario Ship Canal Company, 
Melinda street, to hear an explanation of 
the new scheme under which it is now pro­
posed that the Huron and Ontario canal 
shall be constructed. On motion of Mr. 
Capreol, Mr. N. Clarke Wallace, M.P., and 
Warden of the County, took the chair.

Mr. Capreol was then called upon to 
explain the objects of the meeting. He 
said that all that was required in order to 
make the canal a success was the energy, 
industry and enterprize of Canadians in 
general, and of people living in this part 
of the Dominion in particular. We had 
behind us a country capable of maintaining 
a population of 100,000,000. At the pres­
ent time that country sent 92,750,000 
bushels of grain to the seaboard—to which 
the Canadian route was shorter by 800 
mil* than any other route. What was 
now wanted was a still shorter water route. 
The Huron and Ontario canal was that 
route ; he had long advocated the construc­
tion of that canal, and he firmly believed 
that he would be spared to open it. The 
canal could not be other than a success if 
the Company had the ten million acres of 
land, which he hoped would be given by 
the Ontario and Dominion Governments, 
and which would be the basis of its finan­
cial transactions. With that land the 
Company could guarantee 34 per cent, on 
money invested the moment it was inv*t- 
ed, besides which it would have a sinking 
fund. He was in possession of facte which 
led him to believe that tire-thirds of tiie 
people were in a state of insolvency for the 
want of a circulating medium, which would 
be secured in a work of this kind. Unies» 
the work was gone on with, there would be 
anarchy and confusion in the country ; but 
with the canal built we would have the 
trade of the North-W*t ; the rubies, 
sapphires, gold, silver, copper, and iron of 
the West would he brought down Here; tod 
in five years Toronto would become à city 
of 200,000, Montreal a city of 500,000, and 
Quebec a city of doable its present popu­
lation. For years and years he had been 
insulted by having the charge of madness 
hurled at him. But if he was mad the 
people should take advantage of his mad­
ness and have the canal Besides he 
thought the charge of madness might, if he 
desired to do so, be more easily proven 
against his accusers. He thanked the 
Couaty Council and the member» of the 
City Council for their presence and for 
their kindness in assisting him to keep his 
office open. He concluded by calling upon 
Mr. Frank Turner to expound the new 
scheme.

Mr. Turner said the scheme had been 
pronounced by some people as impossible, 
because of the depth of the cutting between 
lak* Simcoe and Ontario, which would 
cost so much as to prevent the c»nal from 
paying. Recent developments of science 
had shown that this deep cutting could be 
avoided, and that it was possible to get 
a water way from lake to lake at about 
half the expense of cutting through the 
high land, which would ensure the com­
mercial success, of the" scheme. We had

percent. in the cost of transportation. 
An additional raving of ten cents a bushel 
would be effected by traneportilg grain by 
way of the proposed canal because, by 
coming from Coltingwood direct to Toronto 
instead of going round the lak* there was 
a raving of 400 mil*. The manner in 
which he proposed to overcome the high 
land difficulty without making the excava­
tions originally proposed, waa by employing, 
instead of the ordinary lock», lift lock», 
such as were in use at Anderten on the 
river Weaver, Cheshire. One of the* lock» 
could lift a vessel fifty feet in eight minutes, 
and not only was there a great raving of 
time by the process, but there waa a, great 
raving of expense in working the caqal, 
and a saving in the coat of ita construction. 
The canal with these lift-locks, worked 
as they were by hydraulic power, could 
be built at about half of the original wti- 
mate. Each lock, he explained ( verbally 
and by diagram), consisted of two immense 
troughs which, when full of water, were 
capable of floating barges of great size. 
Each trough would be supported by an im­
mense arm of steel, by means of which by 
hydraulic power, the trough could be raised 
from the lower level of the canal to the 
upper level. While one trough was on 
the upper level the other was at the 
lower level, and whee a barge Waa floated 
into the upper trough the weight of barge 
and water would assist to raise the trough 
at the lower level and the rest would be 
done by hydraulic pressure. In this case 
he proposed that there should be but one 
troagh, which should be raised and low­
ered by hydraulic pressure entirely. One 
look of this kind wonld, he said, save 
the construction of several of the old style 
of locks, and a barge oould in eight min­
ute» be lowered » distance, which under 
the old plan wonld require three hours.

The amount of wheat and flour on passage for the 
United Kingdom, Nov. 21, 1878, shows a decrease 
of 50,000 qrs on the week, and was equal to 1,700,000 
qrs of wheat, against 1,447,000 qrs on the 7th inst, 
and 1,462,000 qrs on the corresponding date last year. 
The quantity due at ports of call for orders daring 
the four weeks from Nov. 7 to Dec. 4 is 246,000 qrs 
of wheat comprising 65,000 qrs from Azov and 
Black seas and Danube, 125,000 qrs from Am­
erican Atlantic ports, 36,000qrs from California, 
and Oregon, and 20,000 qrs from Chili and Aostri^ 
lia ; and during same period 232,000 qrs of maize, 
comprising 28.000 qrs from the Danube and 204,000 
qrs from American Atlantic ports ; also 17,000 qrs 
of barley, all from the Black Sea region Further 
cable advices to the 18th inst. state that the 
weather had broken in the preceding week, and 
snow, hail and rain had delayed agricultural opera­
tions., Markets, in face of this bad weather and 
short and bad home supplies, remained dull. 
Foreign wheat was sought by millers to mix with 
home-grown, Indian and Russian being the sort 
preferred. Continental advices by mail report 
French farriers steadily refusing to sell at ruling 
prices; supplies in most markets consequently 
curtailed and imports small ; but notwithstanding 
these facts prices had again receded in 

27 out of 86 markets whence reports had 
been received. This, howevar, is less than the 
fait m previous weeks ; the feeling seemed to be that 
bottom was reached, and in Paris the tendency was 
*pwards. The aggregate arrivals at Marseilles, 
Havre, and Bordeaux for the week ending on the 
2nd inst were only 101,000 quarters, against 228,000 
in the previous week. At Havre American red win­
ter sold at equal to 45s per quarter In Germany 
potato-lifting had c losed in revealing even à worse 
•crop than was previously reported. At Berlin there 
was a more active inquiry for wheat, and with a con­
tinuance of favourable reports from abroad a mate 
rial advance in prices was looked for. Stocks had 
decreased and quotations showed a rise of a few 
marks both on spot and for future delivery. Re­
ceipts at Hamburg continued to be light, and were 
expected to continue so until farmers should be 
tempted to thresh by better price*. What was in 
good demand, and a slight advance had been estab­
lished. Rye also was the turn dearer, and fine Basic 
barley still inquired for. Finest yellow Mecklenburg 
wheat sold at 44» to 44* Li. Reports from Roumanie
