seemingly incurable
again illustrated yester-
¢uy by the town's poor observance of
“Clean-Up Day,"” for which event a
public holiday had been declared by
Mayor Morrissy. Very few of the
stores observed the holiday by clos-
ing, and the business of cleaning up
the town received comparatively little,
attention. In the business section
Mavor Morriesy and a coterie of his
friends made a creditable effort which
changed the appearance of the streets
which come most to the attention of
the populace and of vlsltn‘rs. and a
few fisolated spots in other parts of
tho town were also cleaned up. Gen-
crally speaking “clean-up day"” was
not the unqualified success, resulting
in a marked improvement of the
town's appearance, which the event
| might have been, and with a proper
spirit of co-operation among the cit-
izens, could eaeily have been. The
fact that the town is still very much
in need of being cleaned up is not a
circumstance conduzive to ti:e favor-
abhle opinion of outsiders, nor calenl-

Phonoscribe Reprodutes in  Print
Whatever is Said to It

Conceive an ordinary machine re-
sembling the machines in common
office usc—full of the customary cog
wheels and crooked levers and varie-
gated springs. It might be an adding
machine, o far as one can judge by
external appearances, cr a dictophone
or a new fangled cash register. But
—speak to it!

It becomes zlive. It hears you. It
vibrates with action. Somewhere in-
side typewriter bars go ‘clickety-
click-click.” At the top of the ma-
chine a sheet of paper unwinds from
a roller. Tie machine has written
down what you have spoken!

If you said “cat,” it wrote down
“cat.” If you said “Dear Sir: Your
favor of recent dxte received and—"
as though you were starting out an
ordinary warm business letter, it
wrote that same thing down.

This is the machine which John B.
Flowers, of Brooklyn, N. K., has been
working on' for over a year, and
which is described in the “Popular
Science Monthly.,” So far he has
succeedéd only in getting the various
parts to operate—in itself no mean
achievement.

It embodies some principles, notably
that of the selenium cell and accom-
panying vibrating-mirror mechanism,
which will be used in the ultimate
speechi-recording machine itself. But
ic this latter case of the type-writer
a whole .collection of selenfum cells
will be necessary—one for ea:h Key
on the machine.

After determining the real nature
of speech sounds and getting at the
true sound wave shapes and over-
tcnes, Mr. Flowers devicsed his phon-
oscribe, which is interesting ainly
as a forerunner of the actual voice-
operated’ typewriter.

Unlike most projected inventions
of the kind, this macliine was not
conceived as an idle dream. It is
kased upon sound technical reason-
ing and resear-hes as well as on ex-
perimertation, back of = which were
the resources of a great tyrewriter
company.

Unfortunately, the machine doesn't
think, however much it may appear to
approach that desirable attribute.
One reason is that at present the
machine is brzinless. But even if
it had a brain, that organ would be
of no use in controlling parts com-
pletely separated.

Starting on April 9th by am at-
tack on the German positions on Vimy
Ridge, the British offensive has daily
galned moment:m until now Gen.

Haig’s rorces, having driven-the Ger-
mans eastward, seriously threaten
the towns of Lens, Donai and Cam-
brai. The Canadian casualties on that
front from April 9th to May 9th, in-
clusive, were 13,084. Many brave
Jdads of the 132nd Battalion were
among the fallen. Simultaneously
with the British successes, the French
army further cast made equal gains.

The total number of Germans alone
killed since the beginning of the war
is now stated to be 1,300,000.

The Russians appear to have been
retiring on the Armenian front for
several days, and the Turks announc-
ed that the Russians evacuated Mush
on April 30th.

We do
not yet know what the Zovernment
meant. Conflict seemed unavoidable,
but the government realized that it
must respect our determination. By
this acknowledgment the government
has shown that it deserves the trust
cf the democracy.

“The conflict is now settled, and we
must go on quietly with our work.”

The Greenock Steamer Ballarat,
500 feet long, 62 feet beam and 27
feet deep, 11,200 tons, carrying troops
from Australia to England, was re-
cently sunk by a German submarine.

Dear Brother:

Just a few lines to let you know
that I am still alive, although I am
not very well, as my wounds bother
me quite a lot, yet. I am still lying
on my back as I can't sit up on zc-
count of the wounds in my hip. I will
try and give you a little idea of how
things went through the big scrap on
Vimy Ridge, where the Canadians
done such good work.

Well we left our b’vouacs at one
o'clock Easter Sunday night for the
trenches. It was mighty dark plough-
ing our way up the muddy communi-
cation trenches, but we got to the
entrance of the big tunnel, where we
were to stay till the bombardment
was over at three in
the morning 80 you can
imagine how tired we were after
walking nearly all night through mud.
Well we went into the tunnel and sat
down and we could hear the big
shells bursting up above. . We waited
there until 5.30 when the barage be-
gan to lift, and we started out of the
tunnel and it was an awful look-
ing sight When we got up on top they
exploded three mineg in front of u.
just as we got over the top. It looked
as if half the earth was going up in
the air, and every few minutes a big
shell would land in our line, then you
could see pieces of men goinz one
way and some the other. The ma-
chine guns bothered us quitie a lot.
Say you never heard bullets screech-
ing around your head from a ma-
chine gun, did you. Well you never
want to ,for they make a h—of a
whistling noise, but anyhow we kept
pushing ahead, just move and taking
the Germans prisoners. You know
they shoot at you until you get so
close, then they throw down their
arnis and stick their nands up, and
howl for mercy, and there were some
of them that day you know that
didn't get any mercy. I never thought
