' JOHN V. ELLIS,

Who Suffered Imprisonment in
the York County Jail,

FOR ALLEGED CONTEMPT OF COURT.

Bonfires, Processions, Music and Speech
Greet Him on His Arrival Home.

John V. Ellig’ thirty days term of
imprisonment in the York county jail for
alleged contempt of the supreme court,
expired at midnight Saturday, and the
martyred editor returned to his home in
St. John Monday evening. He was accord-
ed a most enthusiastic reception by his
fellow citizens. The Sun (conservative) of
Tuesday says: For some days past the
young liberals and other friends of John
V. Ellis, the editor of the Globe, have been
getting up a demonstration to mark the
return of that gentleman from his sojurn
in the York county jail. It took place
last night, and everything passed off pleas-
antly and satisfactorily. Mr. Ellis came
down on the accommodation train which
reached this city at 6.30 o’clock. A num-
ber of gentlemen including C. W. Weldon
John McMillan, Ald. Robertson, Dr. Tra-
vers, Dr. McAvenney, T. H. Hall, Geo.
McAvity and Arthur Everitt, met Mr.
Ellis at Westfield and. accompanied him
to town.

When the train steamed into the depot
the spacious building was crowded with
people, many of whom were ladies. Out-
side there was an immense throng, prob-
ably three thousand people in all. Mill
street in the immediate vicinity of the
depot was almost impassible. There were
two bands in attendance, the city cornet
and that of the 62nd Fusiliers. The for-
mer was stationed inside the depot, and as
the train rolled in they started up Home
Sweet Home. The cheers that went np
from the crowd when Mr. Ellis made his
appearance on the rear platform of the
first-class car was deafening. Everybody
seemed glad to see the ex-M. P. if cheering
goes for anything. When Mr. Ellis alight-
ed he was almost lifted off his feet by the
crowds who rushed towards him. It was
a crush out of which he found himself un-
able for a time to extricate himself. Then
the gentlemen who had charge of the
demonstration pushed the people back and
Mr. Ellis wended his way towards the
front entrance of the station. His progress
was slow, however, for hundreds pushed
their way to his side and shook him by
the hand.

Mr. Ellis wore a plain black suit of
clothes, with an overcoat of the same color.
His head covering was a soft felt hat, and
in his button hole was to be seen a natty
little bouquet.

The front of the station having been
reached and Mr. Ellis learned what a
multitnde had assembled to welcome him’
home,

A SMILE OF BATISFACTION

lit up his countenance. A barouche driv-
en by that veteran coachman, Robert
Blackall was in waiting, and into it Mr.
Ellis was assisted by R.R. Ritchie. It
looked at first as if it was intended he
should be the sole occupant thereof, but
in deference to his expressed wishes, Dr.
Weldon took a seat in it and afterwards
John McMillan and Dr. McAvenney took
the other vacant seat. Then the crowd
began to cheer for all they were worth,
and the committee were kept hustling for
a few minutes to get the procession in
motion. !

The Fusiliers band in full uniform took
the lead and the barouche containing Mr.
Ellis and his party followed. The em-
ployes of the Globe office wearing white
rosettes came in next.

A number of citizens fell in behind them
and then came two barouches, occupied
by the gentlemen who went out to West-
field to meet Mr. Ellis.

The City Cornet band occupied the next
position in the procession, and it was fol-
iowed by another large crowd of men and
boys.

~ The Fusiliers’ band struck up “ When
Johnny Comes Marching Home Again,”
and played it from the time the procession

“left the station till Market square was

reached, Mill, Dock, King, Charlotte and
Princess, on which street Mr. Ellis resides
were the streets through which the pro-
cession passed. They were lined with
people, and hundreds followed it till it
broke up. Bunting had been stretched
across Mill street, near Union, and from
the Ship Laborers’ Union hall on Germain
street to the Dbuilding opposite. The
houses of some of Mr. Ellis’ friends on
Princess street were illuminated, and his
own residence looked attractive.

A BIG BONFIRE

lit up the immediate neighborhood of the
house, and the crowd was bigger than
ever. It was some little time before Mr.
Ellis could force his way to the entrance
of the house. He was loudly cheered and
the applause was enthusiastic and lasting
as well. Then there were calls for a speech
and Mr. Ellis stepped out on the balcony
projecting over the steps leading up to the
entrance.

This was the signal for more cheering,
on the cersation of which Mr. Ellis ad-
dressed the people briefly. He said he
felt very grateful for the reception with
which he had met. While Le felt all
along that the people would stand by him
in this matter, he did not expect such a
flattering demonstration as this. He could
not find worde in which to express his
feelings. He had always endeavored to
discharge his duty as a public man in the
best interest of the people.  For thirty
days he had lived in a jail for the expres-
sion of an opinion. Jail fare was bread
and water, but the people of New Bruns-
wick would not allow York county to be
put to any expense for his maintenance.
They had provided him with everything
he needed, everything that was seasonable.
He wanted to say a word with regard to
Deputy Sheriff Hawthorn of York county.
That gentleman and his estimable lady
did everything that could be done to make
it pleasant for him while he was confined.
(Cheers).

In response to numerous calls Dr. Wel-
don came out. He said he was pleased to
gee such an assemblage to do honor to a
distinguished citizen. Itshowed that Mr.
Ellis had the

CONFIDENCE AND ESTEEM OF THE PEOPLE

of St. John. Mr. Ellis was not afraid to
say what he thought was right, and that
was the reason this demonstration was
taking place. His services as Mr. Ellis’
counsel were amply repaid by the recep-
tion. (Cheers).

At 7.30 o’clock the Ship Laborers’ union
augmented by delegations from the Ship-
wrights’, Caulkers’ and Millmen’s unions,
marched from the hall of the first named
society to Mr. Ellig’ residence. They were
headed by the City Cornet band, and the
majority of men carried torches. There

another large crowd had assembled.

Another procession was formed here for

the purpose of escorting Mr. Ellis to the

Mechanics’ Institute. The order was as

follows:

City Cornet band, under Bandmaster
Williams.

The 8. L. U. and other labor societies with
torches.

A number of boys carrying torches
The 62nd Fusiliers’ band in uniform under
Bandmaster Jones.

Barouche containing Mr. Ellis and A. O.
Skinner.

The-employes of the Globe Office.
Citizens on foot.

It was a large turnout, some 700 or 800
being in the procession, which came down
Princess to Charlotte, along Charlotte to
King, down King to Germain, and to the
Institute. The procession was watched
and followed by thousands of people.

The building was soon filled.

ON THE PLATFORM

was seated John McMillan, C W Weldon,
Q C, T A Rankine, I Allen Jack, Jas Han-
nay, E J Wetmore, A Everitt, Count de-
Bury, Geo McAvity, Ald T N Robertson,
Thos McAvity, E H McAlpine, J T
Hawke, (Moncton), Robt E Armstrong,
(St. Andrews), J E B McCready, J J Tuck-
er, R R Ritchie, A N Shaw, Col. Domville,
Dr Morrison, Dr Bruce, G W Merritt, Rev
Dr MacDougall, Ald Smith, Ald McCarthy,
Dr Travers, A O Skinner,J H Leonard,
A W Adams, 8 8 McAvity, C F Kinnear,
Wm: McLean, Wm Hall, L. C Macnatt,

When Mr. Ellis, acccompanied by
Messrs. Weldon, McAvity, Rankine, Mc-
Millan and Everett, walked to the front
of the stage, they were loudly cheered.

On motion of Thomas Rankine, second-

ed by Arthur Everett, John McMillan was

appointed chairman.

Mr. McMillan observed that they were

assembled to express their pleasure at

once more having Mr. Ellis among his

fellow citizens, and to express the hope

that he would long live to exhibit asa

journalist the

TRUE, MANLY, FEARLESS SPIRIT
that characterized everything he had

written.in the past. The chairman then
read the following address:

Sr. Jory, 13th Nov., 1893.
To John V. Ellis, Esq:
Dear Sir,—We, members of the liberal
party of New Brunswick, beg to congrat-
ulate you upon your return to your home
and release from imprisonment.
As law abiding citizens and loyal sub-
jects of our most gracious Queen we are
ever ready to maintain and uphold the
dignity -and authority of her judges and
the due administration of justice. We
feel, however, that the sentence passed
upon you, of which the imprisonment
was only a part, is of an exceptional char-
acter and repugnant to the ideas and feel-
ings of the people of Canada.
As a fearless exponent of wrong, we
feel that you did admirable service, not
only for one party, but the whole people,
in exposing to just opprobrium the con-
duct of a returning officer by which a de-
feated candidate was declared to be en-
titled to a seat in parliament to which his
opponent had been elected by the votes of
a majorityof the electors of the constit-
uency.
‘We assure you that in your case impris-
onment has not been a degradation. On
the contrary, you possess to a greater ex-
tent than ever the respect and esteem of
your political friends. We believe that
you will continue in the future, as faith-
fully and courageously as in the past, to
uphold the principles of the liberal party.
With best wishes for the welfare of
yourself, Mrs. Ellis and your family.
The address was signed by over one
thousand people in various parts of the
province.
The applause following the reading of
the address was terrific, and it was some
time before the chairman could again
make himself heard. He said it would !
take him too long to read all the names
accompanying the document, but the
people would be able to read them in the
papers. ;
MR. ELLIS THEN STEPPED TO THE FRONT
and was cheered and applauded for sever-
al minutes. He said it would be imposs-
ible for any man to come back to the city
in which his home had been for 8o many
years, and receive such a demonstration
without having his heart touched to its
very depth by such kindly expressions
of feeling as had been shown yesterday.
If he bad had an idea of the demonstrat-
ion he was to receive and had prepared a
speech for the occasion, it would vanish
from his mind when he saw the enormous
gathering before him. Mr. Ellis asked to
be allowed to make only a few remarks.
He could only say for himself that in
this country as a public man or a news-
paper writer, he had always upheld the
principles of law and crder. He had al-
ways referred to the people who should
have a hand in the political affairs of the
country. When the people have spoken,
their voice should not he hushed. Once he
had spoken of an affair, as he thought, in
the interest of the people; but if, at that
time he had said stronger words than he
should have, it did seem that the banish-
ment of thirty days on bread and water—
(laughter and applause)—that he had to
undergo, and the fine that he had to pay,
had been

ENTIRELY TOO SEVERE.
He objected strongly to the mode in
which he had been tried. No man knew
better than he, how judiciaries should be
maintained, but ke believed that when
the judges passed such a sentence upon
him, they knew not what they did.
They had been gropiug in the dark and
were now, he believed, perhaps sorry for
what they had done. He was glad that
the address said that his imprisonment
had not been a degradation, He did not
feel rejoiced over the imprisonment, and
he had sons and daughters, and a wife
here, who had experienced with him the
sorrows of his enforced residence away
from home. His first feeling had been,
how would the imprisonment affect his
family, and he was glad the address said
what it did. His family had been asa
unit, and had cheered and encouraged
him all through. He was glad that the
address esaid that he would be held in
higher esteem by the people than ever
before.

Mr. Ellis did not see a possibility of his
getting out of the liberal party. He had
built his ideas upon that party and felt
that they were best fitted to govern the
people of Canada. He did not say
that the conservative party did not con-
tain as good a class of men as the liberal
party, but his hopes were in the liberal
party, He wasglad the people had said
he was honest in his convictions. When
he had come in the station all thoughts of
what he might say to the people fled from
him. He had bad, he could say, an experi-
ence of jail. The one of York was a most
excellent one. He was glad to see Deputy

Sheriff Hawthorn present at the meeting.
The sheriff had taken charge of him for
thirty days and had

DONE HIS WORK WELL.

Mr. Ellis spoke of the kindness shown
him by the sheriff and his excellent wife
and was loudly applauded. From all parts
of the country, Mr. Ellis said, he had re-
ceived assurances of good will, sympathy
and congratulation. As the meeting was
not to be converted into a political one he
did not intend to touch on the political
questions which it was claimed by some
were the cause of his imprisonment.
Justice Palmer had said that the bottom
of the question was who was entitled to
the seat in Queens county. He was sorry
that his honor had not seen as he did but
his opinion was that Mr. Kingshould have
had the seat. (Applause). If the candidate
had been a conservative, and the circum-
stances had been samilar, he (Ellis) would
have takensthe same stand. The impris-
onment, M¢. Ellis said, would make him
have a wider sympathy for those who
were unfortunate enough to be confined
within the wall of a jail. If thus his
sympathies were enlarged, and his feeling
become broader for his fellow men, he
would bave learned something from the
time he had spent in jail.

Mr. Ellis thanked the people for the
demonstration that had been given him.
He would always remember with satis-
faction this occasion and always look upon
it as one of the proudest moments of his
life.

The chairman said that Mr. Ellis had
properly stated that there was no desire
on the part of its promoters to make the
meeting a political one. It was as he had
eaid, entirely a citizens’ meeting.

Mr. Ellis again arose for a moment and
said that he had seen numerous state-
ments in newspapers of one sort and an-
other, but he wished to say that Messrs
Weldon & McLean had been his most
able advisers and counsel all through.
He had never yet seen a bill from Messrs.
Weldon & McLean, for one dollar, and he
never expected to. (Applause.)

C. W. WELDON, Q. C., EX M. P.,

was the next speaker. He was very en-
thusiastically received. He really won-
dered that Mr. Ellis had been able to ad-
dress the people as fully as he had, for no
man could but be oyercome, when he
saw so many of his fellow citizens gath-
ered together to do him honor. In this
matter all were united to rejoice. He be-
lieved that the persecution Mr. Ellis had
received, would result in a great benefit
to the public at large. Mr. Weldon had
much respect for judges, but he had often
differed with them in their views, and
had taken their judgments to other tri-
bunals and had them reversed. In this
matter he did not agree with the judges.
What they had done, we had a right to
presume was properly done, but the mass
of the people differed from that opinion.
Contempt is a
RELIC OF ANCIENT DAYS,

The mode of trial by which Mr. Ellis was
sent to prison, was one that was not agree-
able to the people of Canada. He believed
that it would lead to a change in the law,
and that Mr. Ellis will be the last one in
Canada who will ever have to suffer for
such an offence. The law can only be
changed by an act of parliament, and the
meeting gave him evidence that public
opinion was against this mode of trial.
He believed that if Baird and such men
who were in the Queens county affair,
had gone before a jury of the people their
case would have been lost. Baird was
afraid to meet a jury of this country. If
Mr. Ellis had said what was not right
why had Judge Tuck not taken a proper
course of action and allowed the matter to
go to a jury. The action could not be
looked upon as one that would do honor
to any government. Public opinion in
Canada was the same as in St. John and
that had been shown in the papers of the
country. Mr. Weldon believed in the

FREEDOM OF THE PRESS.

"t should he thought be untrammeled.
He did not believe in licentiousness of
the press, but if it trangressed the trial
should be before a great tribunal, a jury
chosen from the people of the country.
The question of constructive contempt of
court, for that is the term legally applied
to it, is one deserving of serious consider-
ation by the legislature. An attempt to
bias or prejudice a tribunal should be
severely punished, but when a case was
tried out it should be put before a jury
of the country. Although Justice Palmer
don’t seem to value public opinion much,
he thought it was the one great thing to
be considered. Mr. Weldon referred to
the case of the New York judge who had
been carried down with his party because
he had been guilty of dishonest action.
These feelings should prevail among the
people of Canada. For six years the
Ellis matter had been contested in the
courts. Unfortunately they had not had
an opportunity of having it tried before a
fellow tribunal, but its ending would
eventually be a boon to the country, as
no doubt u new law would now be enacted.
It bas got to be watched that while the
press puts forward its views fairly and in-
dependently it should not be allowed to
trangress on the laws and be a vehicle
used to do an injustice. The press of
New Brunswick, Mr. Weldon considered,
had conducted itself fairly and honorably.
With regard to Mr. Ellis, Mr. Weldon
said everyone knew the fearless manner
in which he always put forward his views.
He always condemned what he thought
wrong and advocated good.

The chairman then called upon

G. G. KinG, Ex-M. P. ForR QUEENS.

Although, he remarked, Mr. King had
never been in jail, he had been through
a hard time.

Mr. King was received with terrific ap-
plause. He said that if he were to con-
sult bis feelings he would willingly de-
cline to address the meeting, but it would
show the basest ingratitude if he did not.
When he looked back over the notorious
Queens county affair and thought of what
his friend, Mr. Ellig, had endured for kim,
it would be nothing but base ingratitude
if he did not say something at the meet-
ing. Mr. King reviewed the Queens
county affair, giving a history of the case
from its inception. With regard to the
claim that his deposit had been illegally
made, he showed that it had been done
properly and in a manner that-at the time
was perfectly satisfactory to the returning
officer, John R. Dunn. If his nomination
was illegal, he said, so were those of 72
members of parliament including the late
Sir John A. Macdonald and Hon. Geo.
E. Foster, which had been obtained in
the same way. Mr. King was several
times interrupted by applause. In closing,
he said he was proud to see Mr. Ellis had
stood so nobly by him and the gentlemen
of Queens county who had stood at his
back. He was proud to see the reception
given Mr. Ellis, and guaranteed that if
the latter went to Queens county he
would be greeted in the same enthusiastic
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manner. Mr. King believed that never
again would an editor of a newspaper be
gent to jail on such a trial. It would be
better that the present law should be re-
moved ; better for the judges, the editors
and the people.

I. Allen Jack was the next speaker. He
said that when Justice Tuck went into a
room and wrote an order to prevent the
recount in the Queens’ election, he had
just as much power to do so as the chair-
man here to-night or any other private
citizen. He acted as a citizen merely and
therefore there was no contempt. (Cheers)
There was no contempt to a person who
is usurping authority. (Cheers).

JOHN T. HAWKE
editor of the Moncton Transcript, received
an ovation upon coming forward, which
was repeated when he humorously re-
marked that he could sympathize with
Mr. Ellig, as he had spent nine weary
weeks in the same quarters as those Mr.
Ellis had just vacated. When he looked
over the vast audience he wondered in
which of the institutions of the land the
judges would find quarters for all. If Mr
Ellis was in contempt where were those
who expressed sympathy with him? The
issue involved in this case is not that of
an individual against the court, but a
question which involves the freedom of
the subject, the freedom of the press, and
the freedom of the ballot box. (Cheers).
Mr. Hawke referred to the fact that he
was English born and educated, and said
that in the mother country people are
taught to respect the judges, not by such
actions as the onein question, but by
their own unimpeachable conduct. “Iam
too loyal to British institutions,” said Mr.
Hawke, “to be silent when wrong is done
in the name of the law.” (Cheers).

The action in this case has not tended
to make respect for the bench, but on the
other hand the judges weaken the admin-
istration of justice, when they seek to
brand the stamp of the criminal upon
citizens as honorable as themselves.
(Cheers.) If the statements of Mr. Ellis
were not fair, why did not the judges al-
low the question of fairness to go to a jury
of their fellow countrymen. Reference
was made to the fact that not only had
the action of the court failed to discredit
Mr. Ellis, but as an actual fact, the press
association of Canada, composed of editors
and tlewspaper men on each side of poli-
tics, had passed a 1egolution calling upon
parliament to define contempt. (Cheers.)
If Mr. Baird had a grievance, why did he
not take it to a jury of his fellow country-
men ?

The speaker held it to be the duty of a
public journalist to expose wrong and
wrong doing wherever and whenever he
saw it. (Cheers.)

Cheers were then given for the Queen,
Mr. Ellis, for the-sheriff and deputy sher-
iff of York county, and the meeting broke
up.

Mr. Ellis wasdriven home in a barouche
preceded by the city cornet and 62nd
bands, and accompanied by a very large
number of citizens. At many different
places along the line he was cheered by
persons gathered in houses and on the
street corners. At his home on Princess
street, selections were played by the bands
and the day was finished.

- TWO THOUSAND KILLED.

Matabeles Make a Desperate Defence
Against the British,

Loxnox, Nov. 10.— A special despatch
from Johannesburg to the Pall Mall
Gazette says that the Fort Tati column,
congisting of 300 Bechuanaland police and
a number of Chief Khama’s men under
commander Raaf, captured Buluwayo on
Noy. 3, the day after the column had re-
pulsed an attack made upon it by the Ma-
tabels under command of Gumbo, Loben-
gula’s gon-in-law, during which engage-
ment Gombo is reported to have been
killed. The dead lay in swaths. The
Matabeles fought with desperate fury, but
they found it impossible to stand up
against the machine guns which laid the
dead in swaths upon the field. It was
not until 2,000 of the Matabeles were
killed that the remaining number of
the Impis retreated and allowed their
king’s capital to fall into the hands of the
British.

This is the severest blow yet dealt to
the Matabeles, and it is believed Loben-
gula will now treat for peace.

The British loss was five men killed.
Many of the horses of the troopers were
shot beneath their riders.

After Buluwayo was captured the place
was set on fire and burned to the ground.
The magazine, containing the greater part
of Lobengula’s ammunition, was blown
up.

It is reported some of the Matables’ in-
dunas, or commanders, committed suicide
after the fight at Shanganani, being im-
pelled thereto by the cowardice shown by
their men in the attack on the Laager.
The chiets along the route to Buluwayo
sent presents of cattle and mealies to Dr.
Jameson, administrator of the British
South Africa Company, who, with the
Victoria and Salisbury columns, was
marching on Lobengula’s kraal when the
Tati captured it. Two powerful chiefs
beyond the border have joined Chief
Khama in aiding the forces of the Chart-
ered company.

Despatches from Dr. Jameson have been
received at Fort Victorin. They confirm
the report that Buluwayo, Lobengula’s
capitol, was captured by the forces of the
Chartered company. The columns which
took the town were commanded by Dr.
Jameson and Major Forbes. They had
several skirmishes with the Matabels be-
fore the critical battle. When about ten
miles from Buluwayo on Nov. 1, they
were harrassed constantly by Lobengula’s
warriors. Several attempts were made to
surround the columns.

At noon Dr. Jameson and Major Forbes
decided to give battle and formed their
troops in a lager. The Matabeles, 7000
strong, accepted the challenge. They at-
tacked furiously, but were held a safe dis-
tance by the maxim guns. The fight
lasted an hour, during which the Mata-
beles kept up a steady, but ineffective rifle
fire. They fled in disorder. Mounted
men were sent in pursuit, but soon were
recalled, as they were unable to do much
execution.

The Matabeles left 1000 dead and
wounded onZthe field. The forces of the
chartered company lost three killed and
seven wounded, all by rifle shots. During
the same afternoon the columng advanced
some distance towards Buluwayo and then
went into lager. The night passed
quietly, Earlyin the morning of Novem-
ber 2 the columns resumed the march
with great caution, but no Matabeles ap-
peared. Buluwayo was found empty, but
for a few old people and the white traders
Fairbairn and Usher, who were supposed
to have been killed by the Matabeles.
The traders said they had been well
treated.

Buluwayo had been abandoned a week
before, after Lobenguela had set fire to
the huts and exploded the magazine,
which contained 80,000 cartridges and
2,500 pounds of powder. The king had
been disheartened by the defeat of his
warriors at Indiamas Mountain but his
men insisted upon another encounter.
Dr. Jameson does not expect much more
fighting. He bhas organized a flying
column and with Mr. Selons, will pursue
the fugitive king. Supplies are being
hurried to Buluwayo for the company’s
forces encamped there.

A despatch from Fort Nictoria says that
Dr. Jameson has sent Lobenguela an ulti-
matum guaranteeing his safe conduct and
good treatment if he will surrender, and
thus prevent further loss of life and de-
struction of the kraal. If Lobengula de-
clines to surrender, says the ultimatum,
troops will be sent to hunt Lobengula
and his men until they shall be captured.

ONE THOUSAND LIVES LOST.

Frightful Floods Sweep Through Jap-
anese Provinces.

Sax Francisco, Nov. 13 .— Steamer
China brings news of frightful loss of life
and tremendous destruction by the floods
in the southern and middle provinces in
Japan.

At Toyoe the water rose twenty feet and
submerged all the houses in the town.

At Minomua the water attained a
height of thirty feet, sweepingaway many
houses. It was still worse in the neigh-
boring prefect of Ekayema where at Kaw-
be the river rose eighteen feet and broke
down a great embankment, carrying away
200 houses.

About 100 persons are unaccounted for.

Going northward, the storm beat with
violence on the Island of Sado, where it
broke to pieces six vessels in the port of
Ybisu and nine others at Suisu whereby
four seamen lost their lives.

Before going so far northward it touched
at Toyamaken and carried away forty-
eight houses and broke down the roads at
Shing Minato.

At Toyamo, eighty houses were carried
away and over 1,000 are under water.

The Yoshino rose twenty-seven feet to
Tokushima Ken. Many houses were de-
molished and the embankment burst in
many places. In Kawabe and in the
neighborhood 400 houses were carried
away and the fate of over 200 persons is
vet uncertain, while a similar number of
honses have been swept away at Kubeyg.

At Tanoura in Auzan, a large number
of junks and fishing boats were smashed
to pieces. Up to the present the reports
of the greatest loss of life so far as actu-
ally known comes from Futakata Gun, in
Hyogo Ken, where a mountain side gave
way, burying two villages and killing fifty
persons. :

At Misumi, in Kumamitcken, nineteen
of the houses were damaged and all of
the godouns of the rice exporters were
blown down. At both entrances to the
port 120 vessels were shattered to splin-
ters, but the number of men drowned has
not yet been ascertained. The wharf at
Oita harbor is half destroyed and a ma-
jority of the houses are demolished.

The Tsurusakigaiva river burst its
banks and carried many houses to sea.
At Moji twenty four vessels foundered.
Off Tanowia seven others were wrecked
and the crews were seen clinging to the
topmasts aud crying for help, but no help
could be given and they sank into the sea.

At least one thousand lives were lost.
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SIR JOHN ALLEN.

A feelingof intense pain was manifested

‘day wrorming, when it was announced
that Sir John Allen, the popular chief
Justice of New Brunswick, had on the
previous night, at St. Andrews, been
striken down with paralysis. All the
particulars of the attack will be found in
our news columns. Sir John is over
seventy-six years old,and although his con-
dition is improved since Wednesday, and
there appears to be no immediate danger
of his death, it is doubtful if he will ever
again exercise his judical office. The
sentiment of deep regret felt in this city
at the misfortune which has overtaken
the chief justice, is shared by every New
Brunswicker.

For nearly thirty years Sir John has
adorned the bench, possessing all the
qualities that unite in making a model
Judge. He has discharged his difficult
and responsible duties with honor to him-
self and profit to the country, and if he is
compelled to retire from his position by
the uttack from which he is now suffer-
ing, the country will lose one of its bright-
est and most popular public men. The
following brief and imperfect sketch of
his career will be read with interest.

Sir John Allen was born at Kingsclear,
in this county, on Oct. 1st, 1817, and has
thus passed his 76th birthday. He isa
son of the late John Allen, who repre-
senbed York in the house of assembly
from 1809 to 1847, and a grandson of Hon.
Isaac Allen, a loyalist and judge of the
supreme court of New Brunswick. Sir
John was educated at the Fredericton
grammar ‘school. He studied law with
the tate Hon. John Simcoe Saunders, and
was admitted an attorney in 1840—fifty-
three years ago. He served some years
as registrar at the divorce court, and also
as reporter of the supreme court. He
entered public life in 1856, when he was
elected to represent this county in the
house of assembly, and he held his seat
continuously until elevated to the bench.
He was solicitor general from May, 1856,
until May, 1857, when the government
resigned, having been defeated in the
general election of that year, He was
speaker of the assembly from 1862 until
the dissolution in 1865, and was attorney
general in Sir Albert Smith’s adminis-
tration from April, 1865, until Sept. 21 of
the same year, when he was appointed a
judge of the supreme court. On the
regignation of Sir William Ritchie to go
to the supreme court at Ottawa, Oct. Sth,
1875, Sir John was appointed chief justice.
He has, therefore, been a judge for twenty-
eight years, and chief justice eighteen
years.

As a public man, Sir John was opposed
to the prohibitory liquor law introduced
by Sir Leonard Tilley, and he also was a
leader in opposition to confederation.
Since his appointment to the bench, Sir
John has tried many important cases,
chief .of which was the case of John A.
Munroe, in 1869, for the murder of Sarah
M. Vail near St. John. The murder was
not discovered until a year after its com-
mission, and the unfortunate girl wassup-
poeed to be in the United States. The
skeletons of the woman and her child (he
had murdered the child also) were found
in the woods by berry-pickers, and the
remains were identified by the clothes.
The evidence against the prisoner was al-
most entirely: circumstantial, but very
conclusive, and he was convicted and
executed, confessing his guilt shortly be-
fore his death. The prosecution was con-
ducted by the late judge Wetmore, and
the trial attracted intense interest throvgh-
out Canada. Another trial over which
Sir John presided, and which became a
cause celebre, was that of the Caraquet
rioters for resistance against the enforce-
ment of the school law in 1875 and inci-
dent thereto, the trial of Chasson, indicted
for the murder of Gifford. The murder
trial lasted a month, and ended in con-
viction, but jndgment was arrested by the
supreme court.

The members of the bar in New Bruns-
wick recognized Sir John’s semi-centen-
nary in the profession in 1890, by present-
ing him with a handsome and valuable
piece of plate, and only last winter, the
Barristers’ society unveiled a life-like oil
painting of his honor in the supreme
court room, the walls of which it now
adorns, In coneideration of long and
distinguished service, her majesty the
Queen, in 1889, conferred the honor of
knighthood on the chief justice.

Sir John has always taken a warm
interest in Fredericton, and for three
successive ‘years he was its mayor, the
first elected by direct vote of the peo-
ple. His wife was Miss Drury of St.
John, and her death took place during
the present year. The loss of his estim-
able wife told very heavily on Sir John,
and it has been obgerved that eyer since
that sad event he has been steadily fail-
ing. -THE HERALD can only express the
hope that he may fully recover from his
present illness, and enjoy a long term of
health and happiness.

PROVINCIAL ELECTIONS.

1t is stated that both the Nova Scotia
and the Prince Edward Island legis-
latures will be dissolved and general
elections held before the close of the
present year, and lively contests are
promised, with the certainty of liberal
triumphs in both provinces. The oppon-
ents of premier Fielding in Nova Scotia,
have no hope of ousting him, but are
hoping that he may himself retire from
the local arena and run for Ottawa. He
has two-thirds of the present assembly 4t
his back, and is popular alike with liberals
and conservatives. The best evidence of
Mr. Fielding’s popularity is, that while
Nova Scotia sends to Ottawa sixteen
conservatives and five liberals, in the
local house the liberal representation is
double that of the conservatives.

In Prince Edward Island, parties are
more evenly balanced, but premier
Peters has made a good record since
coming into power three years ago, and
the prospect is that he will be given a
new lease of power.

The Ontario local elections will soon be
due, and with three provinces excited by
local contests, and a general dominion
election looming up, the prospects for a
large degree of political excitement in
Canada in the next few months, are de-
cidedly promiging.

At home in New Brunswick, premier
Blair has the assembly well in hand for
the next three years, and will probably
give some attention to the threatened
dominion contest. There is without doubt,
a strong call from the liberal party for him
to enter the larger arena, but whether he
will consent to leave the local house and
stand for Ottawa, is a matter for the
future to reveal,

AN IMAGINARY GRIEVANCE.

Some of the opposition papers ave trying
to make a point against M. Blair and the
government, because Dr. Currie has been
relieved of the office of secretary of the
provincial board of health, and Dr.

{ Coulthard appointed thereto. They rep-

resent it as an arbitrary dismissal for Dr.
Currie, but the public who understand
the facts, will not so regard it.

More than & year ago, it wasannounced
that Di. Currie had sold out his practice
in Fredericton, to remove to Boston or its
vicinity, and the sale was actually
made. Since that time, with the ex-
ception of a few weeks periodically, Dr.
Currie has been absent from the city, ap-
parently carrying on his profession in his
new place of abode, It is true he has re-
turned from time to time, possibly to look
after hisown personal business, the col-
lection of accounts, etc., but to all intents
and purposes, while holding a respons-
ible position under the local government,
he has been 4 resident of another country.

We think the government dealt very
tenderly with Dr. Currie in permitting
him to hold the secretaryship of the
board of health so long after he had
picked up his traps and left the province,
permanently, so far as the government
knew. If he is inspiring the newspaper
attacks on the goyernment, because of his
removal from office under circumstances
entirely justifiable, as we have stated,
then he is certainly laying himself open
to a rejoinder as to his repeated absence
from the post of duty; from a position,
the demands of which, at any time, might
assume serious dimensions,

We repeat it, that Dr. Curtie has been
treated quite magnanimously by the gov-
ernment, in keeping the position open for
him .so long, and we would like to be-
lieve that he is not responsible for the at-
tacks now made on the administration
under the cover of an imaginary grievance.

With tvegard to the new secretary of
the board of health, Dr. Coulthard, we
think the government made a wise, and
entirely satisfactory choice. He is recog-
nized as one of the leading physicians of
this province; he is industrious, painstak-
ing, and a gentleman who will fill the
office faithfully, to the credit of himself
and the department.

BADLY TREATED.

G. G. King would have been represent-
ing Queens county in the house of com-
mons to day and ever since 1887, but for
the infamous steal of the seat by the re-
turning officer of that year, in the interest
of George F. Baird. Mr. King had a ma-
jority of some sixty votes, but because of
an alleged irregularity in making his de-
posit, which Mr. King denies, Dunn
handed the seat over to Baird, the mén-
ority candidate. It was from the perpe-
tration of this outrage that Mr. Ellig’ im-
prisonment arose, and it was this that has
made the name of Dunn and his conspir-
ators a bye word and a reproach through-
out Canada. Isit any wonder that Mr.
King, burning under the sense of wrong
committed against him and the liberal
party, spoke warm, yet perfectly true
words at the St. John meeting Monday
evening? Every conservative in the
land knows G. G. King represents the
honest political sentiment of Queens
county, and it is certainly too bad that
the free voice of the electors of the intel-
ligent county of Queens should have been
stified by a political plot that is without
parallel in the annals of any country en-
joying the boon of responsible govern-
ment. Mr. King has been very badly
treated, his county is misrepresented and
the liberal party have suffered with them
by the results of the “steal.” But a day
of reckoning is at hand. We do not
know what Mr. King’s political inten-
tions may be; whether he intends again
offering himself for parliament. His ex-
perience has certainly not been of a very
agreeable character, but whether or not
he seeks again to enter public life, one
thing is certain, the county of Queens will
not be represented in the next parliament
by a conservative. It is stated that Mr.
Baird, conscious of the strong feeling
against him in the county, will not offer
again, and no other candidate of his party
can hope for success under fair and honest
conditions. The constituency has been
added to Sunbury by the redistribution of
seats, and the united counties will hasten
to swell the grand liberal trinmph, when-
ever the government may call on the
election.

REVISING THE TARIFF.

The attention of the people of the
United States, and indeed of Canada also,
is now concentrated on the ways and
means committee of congress in session at
Washington, considering what changes
and revision of the tariff are to be made
under democratic rule. It is, given out
that a revenue of $50,000,000 is expected
by the democrats of the committee from
the moderate income tax which they
propose to incorporate in the new
revenue bill. The rate of the tax will be
two per cent, probably.

The question of duty on sugar is still an
open one, but ii is not unlikely that a
duty will be imposed of about one cent
per pound on both raw and refined sugar.
It is desired to strike a blow at the sugar
trust by making the duty on refined
sugar substantially the same as on raw
sugar. The reciprocity section, which
deals with sugar, hides, tea and coffee,
will probably be stricken from the law.
The articles named will remain free of
duty from all countries, unless a small tax
is imposed on sugar. The treatment of
bituminous coal is another open question
with the democrats of the committee.
Coal was on the free list in the original
draft of the tariff bill, in accordance with
the pledge of the democratic national
platform, to modify the McKinley law in
the direction of free raw materials. The
protest from the coal districts of West
Virginia, Pennsylvania,” Tennessee and
Alabama has been so strong, however,
that some of the members of the com-
mittee are weakening, and may vote to
retain a small duty.

FINDING THE TRUTH.

Evidently finance minister Foster, who
has just returhed to Ottawa from the
Northwest, found there, an active agitation
for reduction of the tariff. In an inter-
view the minister said :

“ Naturally every person wishes to pay
as light a burden of taxation as possible,
and I found the people of the Northwest
no exception to this rule. Most are of
the opinion that from their peculiar posi-
tion they get fewer benefits from the
general development of manufactures,
than do other provinces, and whilst per-
fectly willing to pay their fair share of
this country’s burdens, they are desirous
of having easements in certain directions.”

Mr. Foster will find there is a general
demand all over Canada, for “ easements”
in many directiong, and he will be given
a practical illustration when the elections
are called on. He need not flatter him-
self that the proposed “reforms” will
‘meet the case. The people are demanding
a pretty clean sweep of the ruinous taxes
now levied upon them, principally for
the benefit of monopolists and com-
binesters.

Tur action of the Fredericton school
school trustees yesterday, in reducing the
teachers’ salaries, will not meet with pub-
lic approbation. The board has certainly
stultified itself in erecting a $30,000 school
house, and almost immediately following
it up by cutlting salaries, already low
enotigh. The trustees would have shown
better judgment had they erected a less
expensive building, and maintained the
salaries at a decent living rate. We be-
lieve some of the teachers affected,
will not accept the cut, but will resign
their positions. The board had better
meet at once, and rescind its false economy
resolution,

A Dunvrrt despatch informs us that
one Schurman has been atrested, charged
with wilfully scuttling the steamship
Nevadd, by opening her sea cock, and
pumping her full of water when he
was her captain. The owners of the
Nevada got $40,000 insurance money, and
Schurman is said to have received $1,500
for the job. Itis to be hoped Schurman
will be severely punished. Scuttling isa
crime that has been winked at in some
countries, and the scuttler, emboldened
by the failure of justice, develops new
misdemeanors, and soon learns to scorn
public opinion as well as law.

QuiTE an excitement has been aroused
at Ottawa by the refusal of Lord Aberdeen
to patronize a comic opeta of muggestive
character, gotten up by amateurs to aid
Anglican chutch funds. Why shouldn’t
he decline? It would be making vice=
royalty very cheap to link it with every
twopehny show that Ottawa might orgiin-
ize. Anyway, Lord Aberdeen is a man of
strong religious convictions, and probably
does not believe in comic operas as a help
to the church.

Hox. Perer MrtcHELL was in Washing-
ton the other day, and was presented to
president Cleveland. The ex-M. P. for
Northumberland is represented as having
established cordial relations with the
executive in about five minutes, and the
distinguished pair entertained each other
for half an hour. No stenographic report
of the interview is available, but it is
understood that the ¢onversation ranged
from seal catching and rabbit hunting, to
reciprocity and Chinese smuggling.

CaNADA’S mammoth cheese, which ex-
cited such wonder at the world’s fair, was
shipped to-day from Montreal to England,
having been purchased by a British firm
of produce dealers. It weighs eleven
tons, is six feet high, nine feet in diam-
eter, and was manufactured at Perth,
Ontario, under the direction of ptrofessor
Robertson of the central experimental
farm, Ottawa.

Tue Charlottetown Guardian is inform-
ed that Hodgson Bros. & Co. of Montreal,
have purchased the product of the P. E. 1.
cheese factories, some 6000 boxes, for $50,-
000. Thisis the firm who were so anxious
to secure the output of the New Brunswick
factories, as noted in the HeraLp last
week.

THE semi-annual statement of the bank
of Montreal, just issued, shows the profits
of that institution $30,000 greater than
the corresponding term last year. The
bEk is able to distribute $600,000 in divi-
defds among its shareholders, and carry
a snug balance forward for a rainy day.

THE St. John Globe, in discussing York
politics last night, got somewhat mixed.
It was C. H. B. Fisher, and not G. Fred.
Fisher who was promised the senatorship.
Both gentlemen are now understood to
have “soured ” on their old party.

DR. CURRIE'S REMOVAL.

From the Office of Secretary of the Pro-
vincial Board of Health—What Mr.
Blair Says About it

Yesterday a Telegraph reporter called up-
on attorney general Blair in regard to the
removal of Dr. Currie from the office of sec-
retary to the provincial board of health, a
position to which there is a salary of about
five hundred dollars attached.

“I believe Mr. Blair,” said the reporter,
‘““that a Fredericton paper had made an at-
tack upon yourself and the government in
connexion with the removal of Dr. Currie.
Have you any objection to state the reasons
for the change ?”’

*I have no objections to stating the rea-
sons which influenced the government in
retiring Dr Currie. These were, in the
opinion of the government, justifiable; in-
deed the government was compelled to take
the course it did. We were very sorry to
make the change, as Dr Currie” has been a
friend of ours for many years past, but’ we
did not feel that that circumstance alone
would justify us continuing him in office.
It is well known, for some time past—up-
wards of a year at least—that Dr. Currie had
concluded to change his place of residence,
deciding to remove to Cambridge, Mass.
He had built a home in that town and had
sold out his practice and property in
Fredericton to Dr. Bridges, and last winter
he spent some months away. Everybody
understood that Dr. Currie’s intention was
to leave the province, and as a matter of fact
he has now located his family permanently
in his new home in Cambridge. During all
this time Dr. Currie has been unwilling to
admit to members of the government who
interviewed him on the subject, that such
was his intention, and in this respect we
felt Dr. Currie was not, perhaps, treating us
fairly. A good deal of complaint was made
last winter on account of his absence, and

the provincial secretary had to write him
quite sharply on the subject at least once,
if not oftener. As I have already stated,
the government very much regret that the
change had to be made, as Dr. Currie has
proved himself a most efficient officer, and
we would be glad to have continued him in
office under all circumstances, but the gov-
ernment felt it to be their duty to have the
secretary of the provincial board of health
always available and so situated that his
interests would lie in seeing to a proper dis-
charge of the duties of the office.”

*“ At the last session of the government
the question came up, we were made
aware that Dr. Currie finally took away his
family, that if he should return to Frederic-
ton 1t would be for a short period, as his
business and property had been disposed of
a short time ago, and we found that the
time had arrived when we could not any

SIR JOHN ALLEN

STRICKEN WITH PARALYSIS
AT ST. ANDREWS.

FULL DETAILS OF THE ATTACK
AND HIS PRESENT CONDITION.

Sir John Allen, chief justice, left Frederic-
ton on Monday to hold circuit court at St.
Andrews, apparently in his usual health.
He was well on Tuesday, able to attend to
his duties, but that night in his room at
Kennedy’s hotel, he was stricken down
with paralysis. The news first reached
Fredericton in a telegram from Dr. F. E.
Barker to T. Carleton Allen, clerk of the
pleas, and soon spread around the city,
general regret being expressed among all
classes of citizens. T. Carleton Allen went
to St. Andrews Wednesday, and was joined
on Thursday by his wife, K. H. Allen and
Dr. McLearn.

The following despatches give full par-
ticulars of Sir John's attack, and his con-
dition each day since he was prostrated :

Wednesday.

St. ANDREWS, Nov. 15.— Chief justice Sir
John Alien, who is here attending the cir-
cuit court, was stricken down with paralysis
in his room in Kennedy's hotel, a little
before midnight. He had made no com-
plaints during the day. During the night
stenographer F. H. Risteen was in Sir John's
room, reading over his notes of Tuesday’s
trial. When he got through Sir John at-
tempted to rise, but found himself unable
to. Mr. Risteen helped him to his bed, and
then summoned medical assistance. Dr,
Gove responded, and found that a paralytic
shock had affected Sir John’s whole right
side. He was in partial stupor in the early
morning, but at daylight his voice returned
and signs of recovery manifested themselves.
It is thought he will recover. S8ir John
awoke at two o'clock, and after a few
minutes was able to talk rationally. He
said he was very sick at his stomach, and
he vomited considerably. A report of his
case was wired to Dr. McLearn of Frederic-
ton. His physician says that-the symptoms
are not unfavorable.

Thursday.

St. ANDREWS, Nov. 16.—Sir John Allen’s
condition is shghtly improved this raorn-
ing and his physicians are looking more
hopefully upon his case. He is able to con-
verse and suffers no pain. He is able to
move the fingers of his right hand, but the
sensation of touch has not yet returned.
His son, T. Carleton Allen, arrived last
night and is at his father’s bedside. He
hopes to remove his father home in a few
days.

Dr. Gove issued a bulletin to-night at
eight o'clock that Sir John had passed a
very comfortable day and he still continues
to improve. Dr. McLearn, who arrived by
train, was in consultation with Dr. Gove
and concurred in the treatment, and fully
agrees with the favorable result of the case
for the present. ‘Mrs. T. C. Allen and E. H.
Allen arrived by train from Fredericton
this afternoon. Supt. Timmerman has
kindly offered his private car for the re-
moval of the chief justice, but the doctors
say he cannot be removed for this week at
least.

Friday.
St. ANpRrEWS, Nov. 17th.

Sir John C. Allen is quite bright this morn-
ing and continues to show signs ofimprove-
ment. He can converse freely, and is slowly
recovering the use of his paralyzed limnbs,
Another despatch last night says : Sir John
Allen is about the same as yesterday, with
the exception that he has taken considerable
nourishment through the day. The use of
his leg and arm is returning. Should the
railway grant running powers, an engine
will be attached to Superintendent Timmer-
man’s private car on Sunday next and his
honor will be taken home.

Saturday.

A special despatch to THE HERALD at noon
to day, says:

Sir John passed a good night and his con-
dition this morning 1s perceptibly improved.
He was able to wash his own hands to-day,
and is gradually recovering the use of af-
fected limbs. If his condition does not grow
any worse, he will he removed to his home
to-morrow, by special train, leaving here at
10.30, a. m.

Another Account of the Attack,

The 8t. Croix Courier, whose editor, Mr.
Clarke, was at St. Andrews attending court
when Sir John was prostrated, gives the
following account of the affair: ‘ The good
people of St. Andrews were shocked on
Wednesday morning to hear that Sir John
Allen, chief justice, who was in attendance
at court there, had been stricken with
paralysis ‘und was then lying in Kennedy's
hotel In an extremely critical condition.
Inquiry revealed the fact that the stroke
had come the night before at about ‘half
past eleven o'clock. Just previous to his
illness, Sir John had been listening to the
evidence of the proceedings of the day
which was read to him by F. H. Risteen,
the official stenographer. When Mr. Ris-
teen had finished the work, Sir John ap-
parently attempted to rise, but settled back
in his chair again; and not dreaming that
there was anything wrong, Mr. Risteen left
the room and went down stairs to the hotel
office. He had been there but a short time
when he heard the sound as of a heavy fall
on the floor above, and concluded that it
came from the room of the chief justice.
He rushed up stairs and found Sir John
lying on the floor, resting on his right arm
and side. He immediately called assistance
and placed 8ir John in bed. Dr. Gove was
summoned as soon as possible and pro-
nounced the trouble to be paralysis The
disease had touched the entire right side of
the patient, rendering it helpless and with-
out sensation. Remedies were prescribed
and willing hands from among the guestsat
the hotel did all that was possible to be
done under the circumstances. In the
morning, the symptoms were better. The
patient had recovered consciousness and
the use of his right arm. All day long,
however, he lay in a state of coma, and last
night his medical attendant could give no
assurance of fall recovery.

Paralysis Not Necessarily Fatal.

Dr. Wm. Bayard, the noted St. John phy-
sician, said to a Record reporter, in speaking
of Sir John's case, that it was difficult for
him to express an opinion upon the proba-
bilities, not having seen the ease, and so he
could make only very general assertions.
Paralysis was caused by undue pressure
upon the brain, resulting in the bursting of
a blood vessel, and recovery depended upon
the extent and length of continuation of
the pressure. Though such an attack was
attended with considerable danger to the
patient and with the fear of following at-
tacks, yet a considerable percentage recov-
ered entirely. He cited a case which is un-
der his care now. of a lady who wasstricken
with total paralysis, but has' entirely recov
ered her powers. Dr. Bayard’s words were
very reassuring and should indicate favor-
able prospect of the recovery of the esteemed
judge.

The Day F-fore.

The St. Andrews Beacon in its report of
the last day Sir John was around and pre-
siding in the circuit court says:

“The November sitting of the circuit
court for this county was opened at the
court house at noon, on Tuesday last, pre-
sided over by Sir John C. Allen, Knight,

Chief Justice of this province. His honor
in addressing the grand jury, said it gave

him much pleasure to see so full an attend-
ance of the grand jurymen at this session
of the court, not one of the twenty-four
summoned being absent. He found upon
his table a pair of white kid gloyes pre-
sented by the sheriff, indicating that there
was no crime to be dealt with at this court.
The white gloves were intended as an em-
blem of purity in the county, and he wished

that the county was pure. While there were
not any cases of crime to be submitted to the
grand jury just now, yet there certainly was
crime in the county, if newspaper reports
were to be believed. It was a matter no
doubt familiar to all of the grand jurors,
that a few weeks ago, the dead body of an
infant child had been found in some well
here in the town of St. Andrews. That
might indicate murder, and if murder, it
was the highegt kind of crime known to
our criminal law. If murder, and theguilty

party were discovered and convicted, the |-

punishment would be death, and the judge
would have no alternative but to pass the
sentence of death. He hoped that the
officers of the law in this county were doing
their duty in the matter and making every-
possible effort to discover who it was that
had committed so terrible a crime, and if
the proper authorities were doing their duty
the matter might come before a grand jury
here®at some future time. If the grand
jurors or any of them knew of any matter
they wanted to bring before the court, it
was their right to doso. He had nothiug
to give them in charge, and he felt theirs
would not be like the case ot a grand jury-
man in Queens county, a short time ago,
who refused to take the oath because he
said he would not be able to keep it. If no
business came before them there would be
no counsel for the Queen, none of their fel-
Jlows nor their own to keep secret, and the
observance of that oath this time, would
not likely be difficult. After a few mo-
ments in the grand juryroom they reported
that they had nothing to offer to the court,
and his honor discharged them from farther
attendance at the court.

The first case on the docket was taken up
at opening of court Tuesday afternoon and
was before the court at the hour of ad-
journment.

On Wednesday the court was adjourned
till Jan. 3rd, owing to Sir John’s illness.

At Bristol, Carleton county, Monday
morning, an intoxicated man named Chil-
ton Linton, in attempting to cross the C. P.
R. bridge fell backward and was precipita-
ted upon the rocks twenty feet below. His
skull was fractured and his head badly
bruised and he lived only a few hours. He
belonged to Fort Fairfield. ]

A fatal gun accident occurred at Black
river, parish of Glenelg, Northumberland
county, Saturday last. Alexander Mc-
Naughton of that place went into the woods
to get some axe handle wood, accompanied
by his son Allen, about twelye years old,
and his nephew, Stanley McNaughton. Mr.
McNaughton had a gun with him. On
the way home, Allen carried the gun. He
stumbled and it exploded, inflicting injur-
ies from which he died.

Getting New Premises Ready.

The repairs are to be com-
pleted by January 1st, and the company
will move from their present place of busi-
ness before May 1st.

Mrs, Black and Mrs. Bridges
are always warmly greeted by Fredericton
audiences, and Prof. Bristowe gquite upheld
his reputation. The entertainment was
under the auspices of St. Paul’'s working
band, of which Mrs. J. R Howie is the
energetic president.
