When Scotland was 
Catholic to the Core.
Under the heading '• Happenings 

in Scotland ” in th*e “True Witness” 
recently, there was a :eport of a rr. 
markable sermon on the*1 National 
Apostaoy ” of Scotland, in the course 
of which the preacher referred to 
the glorious days in that country, 
when the Church's teachings were 
received with ut questioning obed­
ience by the whole people; before 
there were any Presbyterians in the 
world; and when Scotland was Cath­
olic to the core. The rev. preacher 
concluded by expressing a hope, in 
which we heartly join, that the 
Faith will ere long be restored to 
that fine okfOellie people, wba a.— 
possessed of as marry virtues and 
good qualities.

The sermon suggested a peep into 
Scottish history “ in the ages of 
Scottish faith. ” Let jig take a 
glimpse at St. Mango’s Cathedral at 
Glasgow in the sixteenth century, 
before what Lco XIII. describes a. 
“ the terible storm ” had broken over 
the Church. Tne Sarnm Missal which 
differs in manyl detail, from the 
Riman, to which Catholics arc now 
accustomed, was followed in the 
Glasgow Cathedral, wheieit was 
introduced by Bishop Herbert in the 
twelth century, and where it was 
observed up till the time of the so- 
called R dotmation. In those days 
the ceremonies in cur churches on 
great festivities wee more impree 
eive than they are now, outside of 
Rime and other large Catholic cities 
in Europe. On the eve of the feast, 
the nave is thronged by the Catholic 
laity, who await the entrance of the 
Archbishop and canon. The feslal 
pealing of the bells announces the 
approach of the prelate, and soon a 
s'a'ely procession sweeps throng!, 
tfco great western entrances opened 
only, for soch occasions—mi passes 
up to the nave to the jubilant wel­
come of organ and choir. Twelve 
officials lead the way. One bears 
aloft the archiépiscopal cross, the 
others carry maces of silver. Thirty 
canons in their choir dress of sur» 
pi ice and furred hood surround the 
Archbishop, and a large number of 
attendants bring up the rear. They

teen carriage horses were employed 
to carry her ward rope and effects, 
and four more were employed for 
those of the King, who, it may be 
added, made altogether fourteen 
pilgrimages to the same shrine from 
1501 to 1215. He also made pilgrim 
ges to the Isle of May and to St. 
Dutheo’s shrine at Tain, in Rosshire.

But it was not merely as worship­
pers that Scottish kings and nobles 
proclaimed themselves humble sons 
of the Church. They loved to min­
ister to ^ her needs out of their 
worldly possessions. King David 
I. was magnificent in this respect. 
Bis example was followed by Will­
iam the Lion, Male dm IV., Alex­
ander If., Alexander III., and 
Ijqhatr ihe Brace. Alexander II.,
founded eight Dominican monaster-
ios—those,of Edinburgh, Berwick, 
Ayr, Perth, Aberdeen, Elgin, Sterl­
ing and Inverness Hugh de M ), - 
ville, Constable of Scotland, Duncan, 
Earl of Garrick, and Fitzalon and 
other nobles founded abbeys and 
other religions houses.

When Scotland returns to her an­
cient faith her nobles will doubtless 
imitate the good example sot by 
their predecessors and by so many 
pious monarohs.—True Witness.

“There was a time, ” says the 
Paulist Calendar, “when bigotry 
and anli-Oatholio prejudice seemed 
to dull men’s powers of reasoning;

The high altar of London’s new 
Catholio Cathedral is to be a single 
solid block, 12 ft x 4 ft x 3 ft. 5 in., 
of gray granite, without carvings. 
Over the eltar rises a baldacobino 
resting on eight columns of onyx. 
These columns are 15 feet high and 
had to be procured from African 
quarries, as pieces of such size are 
not made or found in Europe. St. 
Paul’s in Rome is the only oburoh in 
thcT'-world that has anything like 
these supports, but they are made of 
several pieces. The columns will 
rest upon bases of white marble, 
which material is also used for the 
crown of the baldacobino itself. 
The archiépiscopal throne has been 
presvct^d by the Catholic Bishops of 
England. It is of white marble, in­
laid, and was made in Rome, a fac­
simile of the Papal throne in the 
Basilica of St. John Lateran. The 
pulpit is a composition work made 
with different kinds of marble inlaid 
with mosaics. It stands square in 
the form of a massive gallery and 
has three seats for the bishop and 
bis deacons. It is also being made 
in'Rome. The baptismal font is ol 
marble. Byzantine in form so as to 
harmonize with the architectural 
features of the Byz inline chapel. 
Opposite it will stand the finely»)*- 
ecu ted statne of St. John the Baptist, 
presented by the late Marquess of 
Bute. The rood cross, that is, a 
crucifix thirty feet high, will be plao 
ed in the arch that divides the sanc­
tuary from the nave. This is a fea 
tare almost entirely omitted from 
modern Catholio churches in the 
United States, yet it has a beautiful 
significance and takes us back to the 
days of Constantino, when the cruci­
fix was first permitted to be openly 
exposed in the Roman dominion.

Coronation of the King.

It is most pleasing to be able to 
convey to our readers the joyful 
rnfcltigence that his Majesty, 
King Edward was ^solemnly 
crowned at Westminster on Sat­
urday last The coronation of a 
sovereign is at any time an impor 
tant event in the history of e 
a ation ; but in this instance there 
were circumstances that flung 
around the ceremony an unusual 
degree of solemnity and pathos. 
It will be remembered that a few 
weeks ago when the date origin 
ally set apart for the ceremony 
had almost arrived, and every­
thing was in readiness for a page 
ant as magnificent and gorgeous 
as has been witnessed in modern 
history, all came to a sud 
den stop and the world was 
shocked by the intelligence that 
the King was stricken with an 
illness that for the moment threat­
ened his life. The whole empire 
stood aghast and the thoughts of 
loyal subjects in all quarters of 
the globe were turned towards 
the couch of the royal sufferer, 
This sad circumstance doubly in­
tensified the feelings of loyalty 
and devotion to the King, and the 
intelligence of his gradual recovery 
evoked feelings of joy and thank­

UFACTURERS kept in 
Doubt.

What is to be the policy of the 
Laurier government in regard to 
manufacturers, when Parliament 
meets in 1903 ? During the ses 
sion of 1902 Hon. W. S. Fielding 
announced that, the claims of the 
Canadian producer would be con 
sidered, and, if the government 
saw fit, changes might be made in 
the • tariff to meet the changing 
needs of the country. The pro 
mise given was of such a hazy 
character that even Liberal mem 
bers became involved in undigni 
fled broils over their interpréta 
tâtions of the finance minister’s 
observations. One contended that 
the pledge of the government 
ment adequate protection to the 
products of the Canadian work 
man, while another was equally 
confident that the free trade 
pledges of the Liberal party are 
about to be redeemed. Consequent­
ly there is nothing left the coun 
try but an uncomfortable feeling of 
uncertainty as to the attitude Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier and his followers 
will- take when the next budget 
speech is delivered.

The lack of fixity in the Liber­
al trade policy is therefore one of 
the great drawbacks to our com 
mercial development. It may be 
urged that our manufactures have 
increased of late years, but so has me 
the output of every other manu­
facturing country. Canada 
only one of many states 
feel the great wave of prosperity 
that has’ swept over civilized 
communities since 1897. But we 
must not lose sight of the fact 
that, great has been the progress 
of Canadians in trade matters, the

The poet 
ponement tof the ceremony, owing to 
my illneea caused much inconvenience 
and tronble to those who intended to 
celebrate it, but their disappointment 
wae borne by them with admirable 
patience and temper, the prayers of 
my people for my recovery were heard 
and I now offer np my deepest grati 
tude to Divine Providence for having 
preserved my life and given me etrength 
to fulfil the duties which devolve upon 

the sovereign of this great Em­
pire.

Buckingham Palace,
8th August, 1902.

King Edward and Qneen Alexandra 
were crowned in Westminster Abbey 
shortly after noon Saturday. Though 
the ceremony was bereft of the élabora; 
lion and pageantry originally contem­
plated it lacked little in the way of 
spectacular perfection. The whole 
ceremonial was of a magniflciently de­
corative character and presented i 
constantly changing panorama, ar­
ound the two central figures enthroned 
in their robes of velvet, ermine and 
cloth of gold amidst tbs distinguished 
assemblage of actors, the fulfillment 
of whose various roles necessitated con 
slant movement

Each etige of the ceremony tal its 
quota of interest while the interior of 
the noble chnrob, filled as it was with 
officiating prelates in vari-colored copes 
with prjncee and diplomats, officersjn 
gold laced pniforme, with heralds 
pursuivants and other officers of state 
in mediaeval coelomes, with peers and 
papfeeeee in rich robes, with oriental 
potentates in many hoed raiment, with

front of the throne, bowing to tjie Qneen 
he passed, and then knelt down in 

prayer. After arranging hie some 
what unbecoming cap, hie Majesty 
stood op and the Archbishop of Canter 
bnry, in a trembling voice, read the 
recognition, beginning : *■ Sire, I here 
present onto you King Edward, the 
undoubted King of this realm,” etc.

Then there was a hoatse ehont and 
the blending of the choir and the peo­
ple, women and men, in the cry, “ God 
Save King Edward 1”

Several times this was repeated and 
the Abbey rang with loud fanfares.

Again the King and Queen knelt and 
the Archbishop of Canterbnry walked 
to the altar and commenced the com 
mnnion. While the gospel wae being 
read the.King stood erect, supported on 
either aide by the bishops in their 
heavily embroidered capes. Daring 
the singing of the creed all the mem­
bers of the royal family turned east 
ward. Both King Edward and Queen 
Alexandra followed the service care 
fully, frequently looking at the copies 
of the service which they held in their 
hands.

The administration of the oath fol 
lowed. Standidg by the King’s, chair, 
the archbishop asked :

“Sir, is your Majesty willing to take 
this oath?”

The King answered in firm, strong 
tones I “I am willing,” his replies be­
ing easily heard high up in the trl 
forum, near the roof. Then the ink 
stand wae brought and the King signed 
the oath. He did not advance to the 
altar bnt eat in the chair he t ad occu 
pied since the eervice began. While 
the choir sang Come, Holy G boot, Our 
Souls Inspire, the King remained seated 
and the Queen stood np.

After the archbishop’s anointing 
prayer, a canopy was brought over the 
King’s chair and his Majesty divested 
himself of his outer robes and then 
walked to the ancient chair, while the 
choir sang Seadoke’ anthem. The an 
nointipg ceremony waa scarcely seen 
owing to the canopy. The spectators 
were just able to discern the arch­
bishop’s motions.

After the prayer the King donned the 
colobium sindonie, then resumed hie 
seat and from » scarlet, silken roll on 
which the prayers were printed 
large type and which wae held by the 
dean of Weetmineter, the Archbiahop 
of Canterbury read the prayers and de 
livered the sword to the King, who did 
not go to the altar' the sword being 
taken to him by the Dean of West 
mingtfir.

ThVarmilla and the orb were then 
delivered to the King,, according to the 
programme. When the King held out 
his hand for the ring the Archbishop 
Canterbnry had difficulty in finding it, 
but finally, with trembling hands, he 
placed it on top of Hie Majesty’s finger, 
reading the prayer simultaneously, the 
King himself completing the process 
patting on the ring as he withdrew his 
hand, fcstey the arphbishop had simi­
lar difficulty owing to abort sighted 
ness, in placing the crown on 
King’s head. In fact, the choir started 
God Save the King while the Arch­
bishop of Canterbury was still striving 
to place the crown on the ruier’a head 
and a great shout went up and the 
ejectrip fights yerp tqrned on.

As the acclamation died away the 
clanging of the joy belle, the noise of 
guns and the ebouting of the people

inated crown. After parading several 
streets the procession halted on the Mar­
ket Square, where the military tattoo 
took place. A splendid program of solos, 
ehoruses and band sr lections and addresses 
cams next each number interspersed by 

pyrotechnie display from the top of the 
Market House. The display of fireworks 
from Prowse Bros and other buildings 
on the South side of the Square added 
greatly to the soene. The grand pyro­
technic display at the finish of the pro­
gram was one of the best ever seen here. 
As the bands played the National Anthem 
the features of the King and Queen out­
lined in ooiored lights, made a splendid 
closing soene. The bunting and decor­
ation were grand. Celebrations took 
place at all the different towns and villages 
of ihe Province and every one seemed to 
have enjoyed the day.

King Edward’s graep showed that hie 
hand at any rate had not loet ita 
etrength.

The Dnke of Norfolk (ae earl mar 
ahal), accompanied by representatives 
of each grade of the nobility, begin 
ning: “I, dnke or earl, etc., do become 
your liege man of life and limb, etc.”

The respective representatives next 
touched the crown and kissed the 
King’s cheek, the Dnke of Norfolk being 
the only peer to read the oath. This 
portion of the ceremony was consider­
ably shortened.

The Queen then arose, and, accom­
panied by her entourage, proceeded to 
the altar steps, where under a pall of 
cloth of gold ehe was quickly crowned 
by the Archbishop of York, supported 
by the bishops. She wae then led to 
the throne beside that in which the 
King eat, and her enthronintion was 
accomplished. The Queen bowed lo 
King Edward and both walked to the 
altar and received the communion 
after delivering their crowns to the lord 
great chamberlain And .another officer 
appointed to hold them, The pages, 
while their Majesties knelt, stilt held 
the Queen’e magnificent long train 
with the rest of the nobles present 
kneeling. The whole spectacle a as 
most impressive and wae made more 
brilliant owing to Ihe electric light.

The departore of the King and Queen 
from the abbey wae signaled by an 
other salute, the massed bands playing 
God Save the King. The entire route 
of their majesties return to the palace 
wae marked by scenes of enthusiasm 
similar to those which greeted their 
progress to the abbey.

Immediately after the return of the 
King and Queen to the palace it was 
officially announced that the King had 
borne the ceremony well and that he 
had suffered in no way from fatigue

THE ST. JOHN TRAGEDY.

St. John, August 12.—In a crowded 
court room last night, whon Coroner 
Berryman resumed the inquePt into the 
death of Willie Doherty, the seventeen- 
year old lad found dead near Rock wood 
Park on August 4th, Fred Goodspeed, aged 
fourteen told a terrible story of the youth­
ful crime.

He swore that on Friday afternoon, 
August 1st, he saw Frank Higgins, aged 
sixteen, kill Doherty, firing four shots at 
him, and pounding him on the head with 
a revolver butt.

Goodspeed and Higgins are under arrest, 
on snspioiop of being implicated in the 
crime

On Saturday last, Goodspeed told the 
police all. But they kept the story back 
until the inquest was resumed.

Goodspeed said two or three weeks ago, 
Higgin^ohad suggested that he help him 
kill Doherty. He said that some money 
wae hid, and it had been stolen from its 
hiding place, and he blamed Doherty for 
stealing it. The money he said had been 
stolen at Brownville, Me., in June by 
Doherty and another boy named Holm. 
The latter is now in the penitentiary for 
burglary. The Coroner’s Jury brought 
in a verdict of murder charging Higgins 
with the crime.

If the tmth be told, I toj saw no 

■way out of the difficulty, but I would 
not own this to myeelf, much less t< 
my companion. I therefore began 
t * speak vaguely about the fallacy 
of such reasoning, and said it might 
as well be alleged that no individual 
teacher could ever err, a thing obvi­
ously untrue. She shook her head 
at this objection, and rejoined that 
Christ did not promise to preserve 
every individual teacher who should 
be commissioned to teach his Church 
from falling into error, but He had 
eaiâ : I will be with you ; that is, 
the Church herself should be an in 
fallible and unfailing teacher of 
truth.

She replied 
that it was not said that the apostles 
and their successors should be with­
out sin, but that the doctrine should 
be preserved from corruption. And 
for the matter of that, I need not 
speak of the Popes' failings; the 
innovators of the present day were 
no saints, witness Henry VIII., and 
—but no she would not say a word 
against Her Majesty, although her 
Com t was not one pleasant to live,—
I then found a subterfuge by saying 
that our Lord’s words might be inter­
preted as referring to the invisible 
Church of elect souls, taught by the 
inspirations of the Holy Spirit and 
by reading the Scriptures. She 
asked me, did I really believe that? 
Had not all pious and god-fearing 
people both in the Eastern and the 
Western Church for a thousand years 
and more, on the authority of the 
word of God as expounded by the 
Church, worshipped God under the 
sacramental veil of the Host T Or 
wore a handful of apostates like the 
Waldenses and other heretics the 
only souls whom the Holy Spirit 
vouchsafed to enlighten f To speak 
only of this doctrine of the presence 
of Christ in the Holy Eucharist 
could I fail to see bow indispensable 
it was to believe that our Lord would 
preserve the Church from error on 
that point ? When at the Last Sup­
per He uttered the words : “ This 
is my Body,” did He not in Hie 
divine prescience clearly foresee that 
the whole Church in all ages up to 

. our day would understand them in 
their literal sense ? And were they 
not intended to be so understood did 
He not foresee that they would give 
rise to idolâtrons worship ? To 
permit such a thing as that could 
hardly be reconciled with our idea 
of His Godhead. And even grant­
ing that the Church was in error 
concerning this fundamental dogma 
and chief article of faith, pray which 
of the hundred conflicting theories 
promulgated by the Reformers, each 
one of whom professes to be enlight­
ened by the Holy Spirit, may be 
taken as the correct one 7 _

I was for speaking about confes­
sion, indulgences, purgatory and the 
like, but Miss Cecil would not let 

. me shirk the great difficulty. She 
returned to the main question at 
issue. Either the Church as a 
divinely appointed Teacher has 
never erred on any essential point, 
or Cr rist is not the omniscient God, 
faithful to His promises, whom we 
are taught to adore.

Finding myself unable to answer 
these arguments, I got a little out of 
temper, and spoke rather sharply to 
my companion, bidding her take 

g heed lest it should be pride that 
brought her in danger of losing her 
faith. Did she consider herself wiser 
and more clear sighted than all the 
excellent and enlightened divines, 
both in England and on the continent 
who were unanimous in asserting the 
Papacy to be the handiwork of the 
devil 7 Then the tears came into 
Miss Judith’s eyes, and she gently 
answered that she too had feared the 
same thing ; but she could only 
humbly pray God to enlighten her. 
To whom could she go for counsel 7

impossible to feel any respect for 
men who altered their doctrines at 
the pleasure of Queen and Parlia­
ment To her father I Unhappily 
she was only too well persuaded that 
as he krd already changed bis creed 

4 from political motives, he would not 
hesitate to do the same again 
policy dictated. She could only look 
to Gjd, and to her own conscience 
in this perplexing struggle. If 1 
could render her any assistance, she 
would be eternally grateful to me.

This was said in so simple,straight­
forward a manner, that I felt heartily 
ashamed of laving reproached her 
with pride. Moreover the doubts 
she had expressed had awakened so 
loud an echo in my own mind, that I 
was at a loss what to answer. 11 was 
a relief to me that we reached the 
tent at that moment, and looking for 
the miesing kerchief put à temper-1

ary stop to our conversation. It 
was found at the back of the chair 
upon which the Queen sat to watch 
ihe games, and we started on our 
walk back to the palace . without 
delay.

I was the first to begin the con 
vernation again, by entreating her 
not to be hasty in deciding on so 
important a matter. I would give 
more thought to the difficulties she 
propounded ; I would read books on 
the subject and consult some learned 
divines. Meanwhile we must both 
be earnest in prayer for light from 
on high ; It wee quite possible that 
the Oatholio Church was the true 
Church of Christ. She thanked me, 
and promised to do nothing rashly ;

“ that our preachers hate the Jesuits, 
and say all manner of evil against 
them, for they regard them as their 
deadliest enemies. In all my life I 
have never seen one of them, except 
this very Campion, the writer of this 
little book, and of him I never can 
think without emotion. He 
brought as a prisoner to London, 
three weeks after it was published, 
and taken to the Tower gagged and 
bound, on horseback. It was mar­
ket day; I was standing in Cheap- 
side, near the cross, and I saw bow 
his countenance beamed with holy 
joy while the populace surged 
around ; I saw how reverently he 
saluted the cross. A few days later, 
the Queen expressed a desire to see 
the noted Jesuit ; I wis one of the 
few persons selected to accompany 
her to the house of the Earl of Lei­
cester, where the interview was to 
be held privately. How Leicester, 
Bedford, and the Queen herself were 
all deeply touched by the calm, 
modest demeanor of the young man, 
just entering upon the prime of life, 
thus brought face to face with death 
in its most terrible form. The Queen 
made him most brilliant offers, pro­
mising him the highest dignities, the 
richest benefices, if he would re­
nounce his allegiance to the Pope. 
He declined them all, but so gently, 
that it was impossible for her to be 
angry, and we all expected his par­
don would follow. Far from this, 
on the very next day Le was placed 
by her orders on the rack, and so 
cruelly tortured that he could not 
raise hie hand in the presence of the 
Judge.

And then, in the terrible condition 
to which he was reduced, no remed­
ies having been given to him, he had 
to appear in public disputation 
against our most learned and able 
theologians, concerning the contents 
of this very book. He silenced bis 
opponents so completely, I heard my 
father say, that all further disputa­
tions were prohibited. After that a 
most scandalous trial took place ; it 
is enough to read the official report, 
though in that a great deal is sup­
pressed.

My first feeling was one of rage 
Î against the writer of a book whose 
object was to overthrow all that I had 
hitherto regarded as sacred, and call 
upon me to venerate what till then 
had been an abomination to me.
