Tae Wesrsen Farr.--The Western
Fair which upens at London today, and
will continne uctil Friday,Sept. 28, gives
promise of being one of the most success-
ful yet held there. The exhibit of horses
will be a grandone. Stabling accommc-
dation for tive hundred has been provided
and is nearly all taken up ; it is expect-
ed that when all entries are made extra
accommodation will have to be provided.
The entries for cattle, shesp, and hogs
are pouring in rapidly and the best herds
and flocke in the country are expected.
There will be one of the grandest dis-
plays of agricnltural machinery ever
ssen at any Fair on exhibition, The
carriage building is already filled. The
dairy hall has been given up for the eal-
lective display sent by the Manitoba
Government, and the Great Iandian Ex-
hibit grepared by the Iodian tribes.
Horticultural hall will be so crowded
that an extra annex will have to be pro-
vided. Agricultural hall will be crowded
to its utmosat capacity as room will have
to be made for all dairy exhibits. The
main building will be well filled wilh the
displays of manufactures, aé well as
Natural History and Fine Arts, and will
be a great source of attraction this year.
The speeial attractions will be stronger,
better and more attractive than ever.
The fireworks displays will be grandly
magnificent, and will cost nearly three
times those given at any previous Fx.
hibition.

CurvstaL & Bracx's Borer Wozks.
—The boilers for the waterworks are be-
ing constructed by our weii-known local
fitin, Cirryetal & Black, and it is'need-
less to say that good work can be confi-
dently looked for. The two boilers are
of 85-horse power, and when completed
will be 14 feet long, and 5 feet 6 in. in
diameter. They are entiraly conatruct-
ed of steel § of an inch in thickness, with
heads 7-16 of an inch deep. The heads
are stayed to the shell of the boiler with
two double steel angles and ten tail-
staves, and the dome will be 30'x 32
inches. The manhole and brackets will
be of cast iron. Ninety-eight 3-inch
tubes, each 14 feet long are in each
boiler, and a flue 13 feet long, 2 feet
wide and 3 feet high will rua across
the boilers, and connect the front with
the smoke-box. A wsecord flue runs
back to the chimuney, 25 feet long, 30
inches wide, and 3 test high. The boil-
ers are connected by steam-pipes 5
inches in diameter, with valves to shut
off from each boiler. There are also two
large cast-iron full fronts, with doors,
and dampers for furnaces, smoke boxes,
&c. Each boiler will be fitted with the
Pop Safety Valve, with water columns,
steam gauges, water glassss, and water-
tops, and is made with a capacity for 100
Ibs of steam. When completed the
boilers promise to be of most perfect
workmanship, and a credit not only to
the manufacturers, but te the town in
which they are built. While on this
subject, we might state that Chrystal &
Black have recently made considerable
improvements in their workshops, hav-
ing added to both the plant and build-
ing. Two additions to the structure
have been buill one 26 x 30 feet, and
the other 11 x 32. A new boiler and
engine have been placed in the works,
together with a powerful steam-punch
capable of punching § inch steel plates.
A large roller has also besn added which
is able to turn steel-plates 6 feet in
widtk, thus effecting a great saviog in
the handling of plates, and greatly faci-
litating the work. All these improve-
ments have been called for on account
of the increasing business of the firm,
which has gained for itself a reputation
all over for first-class work. Contracts
for repairs have just been completed for
Grey, Young.& Sparling, Blyth ; F. C.

The application
is made at the instance of Mr Grant, the
postmaster at Brussels, who has brought
an action for libel against the defendant,
claiming $10,000. The defendant in his
newspaper. charged the plaintiff with
several grave offences in. his official capa-
city, and private character, and contiuu-
ed in each 1ssue of his paper to comment
upon the matter after it was sub judice
An appeal was made to Judge Rouse for |
au interim injunction to restrain the de-
fendant from publishing comments on
the case before the trial, which was
granted. In defiance of the order cf the
court, Jeukins coutinved tc abuse the
postmaster in the cclumns of his paper,
and the plaintiff accordingly applied to
the court to punish the defendant for
refusing to obey Judge Rose’s injunc
tion.

Sometimes jackets and panties and
leguings are dropped into one’s lap or
lung from the head of the stairs at sume-
body’s bedtime, that must be patched
between sunset and sunrise, while their
owner sleeps the sleep of a tired, romp-
ing little boy, or a big tear comes in a
school coat or dress that must be mend-
ed before next morning’s school bell
rings, but see that theee stitches by
lamplight on somber hued goods are ex-
ceptions, not the rule, in your home.

Gen. W. G. Ledue, writing from Minuo-
sota, says: ‘“‘Always seed down with clover
if you wish to keep up the fertility of the
soll, and plow under the ¢lover in the
fall” A farmer writes that in
his pectipn the great bulk of wheat is
grown on & corn stubble.

As regards the proper depth for sowing
wheat, the conductor of an experiment in
this direction at the Cornell university
arrived at the conclusion that ‘“‘depths
of not 1ess than three-fourths or more than
one and one-half inch are probably the ex-
tremes for wheat to secure the bost re-
sults. The wheat plant tends to sprecd
itsu roots just below the surface of the
soil.”

Mr. Terry, who has tried different
quantities of seed per acre, has decided
that for his soil—a strong, well drained
loam—one bushel and four quarts to the
acro brings the best yield. Oune bushel
and a peck of seed, drilled ia, 10 the acre
is the ruale with some of the south Michi-
gan farmers, whilo in localitics wkere
there is no fear of severe winters only oze
bushel of seed is used.

As to the best variety of wheat to sow,
no rale can be piven for general applicy.
tion. The character of thLe scil und the
local demand have much to do with ia-
fluencing the solution for each locality.

Watering Hogs.

The heating effects of corn are often ag-
gravated by Eunring into the over loaded
stomch of the hog a mass of coid water. ’
This often résults in a severe purging
that debilitates the digestion more than
luyth.ln{ elee. Water should be given
hogs'in limited quantities, and it should
be warm enough to have the chill talien
from it. By following this course, there
will be less disturbance of digestiot. Tlo
cravings of an animal suffering from such
intenso internal heut, caused by overfeed-
ing, should not be satistied by allowing
perfect freedom to cold water.

As an animal. grows fatter there is less
waste of moisture from tho system by
evaporation than when the animal isin
thin flesh. There is, besides, in a fatten-
ing auimal a gradual hardening of the
tlesh, caused by subetitation of fut for
water in the system, so that well fed,
fattening aninmls do not require as much
water as the stock logs, aud when roots
and - vegetables are fed, little water is
actually necessary. If a fattening lLog
shows frequent signs of thirst, it is ufli- |
cient evidence that it has been an over- |
feed, which has brought on fever and |
caused a derangement of digestion, su‘
that care should be used that an animal
shall not drink too much. The instinets |
of the animal will not be a proper guide |
as toits appetite. Then it is far betier
to prevent all this disorder by giving
water that has been warmed. These facts |
can easily be applied to all animals, for it |
is known that all beasts suffer more or |
less from the injurious effects of taking |
cold water into the systeri. — Swino |
Breeders’ Journal.

all the curd shall beevenly scalded; and
in from fifteen to twenty minutes it will
be scficiently scalded to be dipped off
into the strainer basket to drain and cool.

Eanglish Receipt for Keeping Mk,

already skimmed mey be kept twenty-four
hours if scalded withont sugar, and, by
adding {0 it as much powdered lump sugar
as will mzke it prelty sweet, wiil be good
for two days, if kept in a cool place.
Syrup of creamn may be preserved as above
in the proportion of one and a quarter
pounds of sugar to a pint of perfectly
{resh cream; Kecp it In a cool piaco for
two or three Lours, then put it iuto one
ounce cr two cunce bottles, and cork it
close. It will keep good for several wecks,
and will be found very useful in travel-
ing, ete

Oue Plan for Keeping Eggs.
