RECEIPTS SHOW 
BIG INCREASE

Tourists Travel on Canadian 
Roads, Said to Augment 

Passenger Earnings.

Winnipeg, Aug. 13—The reports 
which have been issued by the Can­
adian Pacific anti Grand Trunk rail­
ways indicate that the tourist travel! 
which has *een recorded this season 
has been, up to date, greater than that 
of any other year. So great, indeed, 
has been this increase that the pas. 
aenger receipts of the road are said te 
be augmente.*! by at least from fifteen 
to twenty per cent. In the early por­
tion of the season it was anticipated 
that the travel would be somewhat 
smaller than usual, as with a season 
at least two or three weeks behind 
that of other years, it was felt that 
the travel through the summer would 
be somewhat curtailed. This ariticipa- 
tion has been, however, cast away as 
the figures which are already to baud 
not only show that there has been 
no falling off, but that there, has been 
one of the most substantial increases 
in the history of the road.

All the railways operating in Can­
ada also show that this lias been the 
ease. Every one of the summer re 
sorts anti vacation points which could 
be reached by the Grand Trunk has 
had an unusually large number of 
visitors, with the exception of the 
Muskoka district, where, perhaps, 
there was somewhat of a decrease in 
the number of visitors.

The western resorts on • the C. P. 
R.. particularly in the mountains, 
never boaster^ of a larger quota of 
visitors than this season. The diffi­
culty of finding accommodation for 
the tourists has been the one problem 
of the hotels, anti even with the extra 
accommodation which was afforded at 
Banff, Lake Louise and the other 
hotels, it was found that the crowd­
ing was even greater than ever and 
not always was it that the guests 
could be acconnnodatfcti. Many of 
the tourists arc now traveling east­
ward after a holiday trip in the moun­
tains, but the number that are going 
westward is equally great, so that 
there is not the slightest diminishing 
in the dumber of travelers.

BISHOP RETURNS 
WITH MUCH FUNDS

Succeds in Raising Endowment 
Fund for his Diocese in the 

West.

Winnipeg, Aug. 13.—Right Rev. I 
o. Stringer, Bishop of Selkirk, inter­
viewed concerning his visit to Eng- 
land and Ireland, from which he is 
returning, gave an interesting account 
thereof. . Bishop Stringer spent seven 
months in England, from the first oi 
December to the first of July, and 
was engaged most of the time in 
preaching and delivering public ad­
dresses. At first he labored without 
much encouragement. He attributes 
this to the fact he was unknown, 
while English people are somewhat 
conservative ; but after a time many 
openings presented themselves, and 
lie was so greatly encouraged that he 
was kept busy Sundays and week 
days, preaching and telling of his 
work.

Interest in West.
A great deal of interest was taken 

in the Canadian northwest and Can­
ada generally. People had been great­
ly interested in his predeeessar. Bish­
op Bompag, whose name is revered 
throughout England, though they 
seemed to look upon him rather as a 
myth than a real personality. H s 
Lordship’s reception was also encour­
aging in a financial sense. He wem 
to England especially to raise an epis­
copal endowment fund for his diocese. 
He spoke ait most of the annual May 
meetings and preached in a great 
many of the principal churches.

INDIAN GIRL MURDERED.

Two Chiefs on Trial for the Crime at 
Norway House.

Norway House, Hudson’s Bay, Aug. 
13—Tc.tiay began the trial of twC 
Cree chiefs for; murder. It is the re­
sult of a determined effort by tire 
Canadian government to put a stop to 
the savage tradition that all members 
of a tribe stricken with delirium in 
lever are possessed of an evil spirit 
or wendigo, and must be killtti at 
once, or their souls will be lost.

John and Jose Paejequan, heads of 
the Cree nation, deliberately strangled 
a girl, the daughter-in-law of one oi 
them, with all thy tribal formality 
prescribed on such occasions, in the 
presence of several hundreti Indians. 
The tribe have murdered twenty In­
dians in a similar way. The girl had 
fever, and they strangled her with a 
rope.

GIVES HIS LIFE
To Save the Train’s Passengers 

on the Flyer Wrecked at 
McLeod.

Macleod, Aug. 13.—Three are nownow
tindead as a result of the disaster to the 

eastbound Soo-Spokane flyer yester­
day morning. Engineer Murgroÿd 
and his two firemen were killed when 
the engine jumped the track, and sev­
eral passengers are suffering from 
minor injuries. The locomotive after 
leaving the rails ploughed along tire 
ties, teari"™ 41-----' - — - •

plunged into the ditch at the foot of 
the embankment, taking with it the 
first baggtige car.

The force with which it landed in 
the ditch must have been sufficient 
,0 the men in the cab, but to
add to the horror the boiler burst aiid 
escaping steam finished the deadly 
work. Fire consumed the baggage 
car and would have' spread to the 
rest of the train but for ,the heroic 
efforts of the conductor and several 
passengers. Doctors were rushed to 
the scene in a Jew seconds. They 
found scared passengers shaken and, 
except for a few bruises and 
scratches, uninjured.

Eulogy of Engineer.
To the memory of brave Ben Murg- 

royd, of Cranbrook, engineer of the 
flyer, may all honor be given. He 
was iffoind in the cab of the engine 
with h i skull badly crushed, and his 
'eft leg caught under the upturned 
engine. He can’t tell his own story, 
but the fact that the valve that sets 
the air-brakes was closed, and the 
steam shut off speaks more eloquent­
ly ^han can be expressed in words, of 
the .heroic attenipt he made to save 
his train.

Had it not been for hig quick ac­
tion the entire train would have been 
wrecked, and many lives lost- Ben 
could undoubtedly have saved his 
own life by jumping, but duty was 
paramount. He has gone to meet his 
Maker, while dozens of people can 
thank him that they are alive.

Leaves Family Bereaved.
He leaves a wife and family of 

small children. . Hosts of friends 
mourn with them, as Ben was a fav­
orite among all who knew him. His 
wife came up from Lethbridge this 
morning, and was with her husband 
in his dying moments. Probably a 
sadder, and at least a most terrible 
sight was the fate- of Fireman Perney, 
formerly of New York, blit lately re­
siding in Lethbridge.

Awful Fate of Fireman.
In some manner he fell between 

ne tender and engine, and was liter­
ally ground to pieces. In fact the por­
tions of the body that were recovered 
could have been placed in a small 
shoe box. The address of Perney’s 
family is unknown at present by the 
railroad people.

A QUALIFIED LIAR.

Hamilton City Council Has a House 
Of Commons Display.

Hamilton, Ont.,' Aug. 13—In the 
city council last night the city engi­
neer turned on his critics, lashing 
them right anti left, and going so far 
as to call Aid. Farrar a damn liar. 
Aid. Dickson insinuated that Aid. 
Farrar was a grafter,, and the latter 
retaliated by saying his colleague was 
a “Grit flopper,” who sold out his 
birthright to become chairman of fin­
ance. Mayor Stewart called the en­
gineer down, and the latter withtirew 
ttje expression.

ANOTHER POISON VICTIM.

Cyrus Winters Dies as Result of Pois-1 
ened Porridge.

Regina, Aug. 13—Cyrus Winters.one 
of the men poisoned by arsenic in. 
porridge at tlie‘Capital restaurant on 
Thursday, tiled at the Victoria hos­
pital this morning. This is the sec- 
btid death recorded up to the presept 
time. Mack Sing, the Chinaman who 
brought the poisoned meal to the 
restaurant, was examined today at 
the inquest. He professed td" know 
nothing of any infusion of poison in 
the oatmeal and declare*! he was 
merely a servant and not a partner 
of the fugitive Charlie Mack, whom 
the policé dre still trying to find.

Anglican
Land

Synod of

Rupert's
Regina

Regina, August, 13.—The Anglican 
Synod oi the ecclesiastical province 
of Rupert’s Land, which convenes 
here tomorrow, will have two very 
important questions before it. Ont 
is the proposed subdivision of dio­
cese to form a new bishopric of Ed. 
monton, taking parts of the diocese 
of Calgary, Saskatchewan and Qu’ 
Appelle.

The other is the matter of an 
amendment to the constitution tc 
provide for the election of a Metro 
politan. The constitution as origin, 
ally formed and still in force in tht 
archbishopric of Rupert’s Land shall 
be ipso-facto Metropolitan of the ec- 
clesiastical province. This arrange, 
ment was made when Winnipeg was 
not only the chief city of that wes­
tern country, but the only place ti 
much importance. Now, however 
Calgary and Regina are capitals aric 
claim that the people of Manitoba 
should not elect both a bishop and ; 
metropolitan in one, but that thi 
afehbishop should be elected by al 
the bishops of the province.

The constitution being on the sidt 
of the people of Rupert’s Land 
bishopric, who naturally want t< 
hold on to their present prerogative 
an Amendment would be necessary t< 
satisfy the demand of the othe 
bishoprics, and so a lively contest is 
looked for.

The archbishopric includes the 
diocese of Moosonee, Algoma, Kee 
watin, Rupert’s Land, Qu’Appelle 
Saskatchewan. Colgarv, Athabasca 
Mackenzie River and Selkirk.

Edward Holton Is Dead..

Montreal, Aug. 13.—Edward Holton, 
K.C., epc-M-P., died at his residence 
here this morning. He was the only- 
son of the late Hon. L. Hi Holton, 
and succeeded his father as niember 
of the Dominion parliament for- Cha- 
teauguay. He had practiced law in 
Montreal every since being called to 
the bar, and was well known in the 
city and province, especially in legal 
and political circles. His wife sur­
vives him.

HE CONFESSES 
TO THE MURDER

Former Resident of Montreal The Government Brings Thirty
Killed Wealthy Swedish 

Woman in Anger.

Marseilles, Aug. 13.—Vere St. Led- 
•ger Goold confessed here to-day that 
he was the murderer of Emma Lavin, 
a wealthy Swedish woman whose dis­
membered body was found in the 
trunk of Goold on his arrival here 

-August 6th from Monte Carlo. 
Imis trunk mystery created much ex­
citement, especially as it was learned
t.hfl t, tlÎA Ivnnlrlo «rVin V™ —11 -l?that the mum***,
Were of good family.

Gave Flimsy Explanation.
Their explanations of how the 

corpse came to be in their baggage 
were not convincing, and the confes­
sion oi to-day does not come as a 
surprise. Goold made his confession 
to the examining magistrate. He re­
lated coolly all the details of the hor­
rible crime- He declared that it was 
he who cut up her body, although his 
wife had helped him pack it away in 
their baggage. After’ this had been 
dohe ,they both agreed to journey to 
Marseilles, where they planned to 
cast the body into the sea.

Anger Caused Crime.
Mrs. Goold, whose first name is 

Viola, also confessed her part in the 
crime. She said her husband had 
proiriised to give Emma Lavin the 
sum of $100 for a certain reason, but 
she demanded $100 more, which she 
wanted to give to a man friend. To 
this Goold objected, and said he 
woukj not pay the extra hundred. 
Thereupon Emma Lavity abused him. 
Referring to what happened next, 
Goold says in his confession: “I had 
been drinking, and becoming angryi 
I seized a knife and buried it in Em­
ma’s back. . She fell dead. .The next 
day I dismembered the body with a 
»aw and a knife, and placed the torso 
ip ci trunk, and the head and legs iii 
a valise. I only stabbed the woman 
once- The other wounds on her body 
must have been caused by shaking 
around in the trunk.”

Belongs to Good Family.
Goold said they carried off Emma 

Lavin’s jewels, not for their value, 
but in order to prevent their discov­
ery in his apartments. Referring to 
hig family, Goold said his grandfather 
was a baronet and his. father an Irish 
magistrate- - He said he had long 
served secretly on the - Irish Land 
Commission in .Dublin.

Lived in Montreal.
In 1893 he moved to Montreal, 

where he says he made a fortune at 
heir fashionable dressmaking estab­

lishment on Drummond street. He 
then we it to Holland, and later mov­
ed to Mente Carlo. Mrs. Goold corro­
borated everything her husband said.

“How can we best get into com­
munication with some of these men 
who can tell us facts of their experi­
ence, which will be of vital interest, 
fio intending emigrants?” one of the 
leading newspaper men asketi Com­
missioner of Immigration J. Obed 
Smith, when he was here three weeks 
ago. The latter at once" made ar­
rangements for several homesteaders 
to come to Winnipeg at the expense 
of the government.

Farmers From Various Points.
i He has selected three men from

Bishop Lofthouse Will Attend 
Synod Meeting in Regina— 

Holds High Opinion of 
Indians.

Winnipeg, Aug. 13—Bishop Loft- 
house, of Kcewatin, bishop of a dio­
cese thousands of miles in extent, 
which comprises a vast territory in 
the great land to the north, is here 
on his way to Regina for the purpose 
of attending the synod meeting which 
is to be held there. The diocese over 
which Bishop Lofthouse has charge is 
probably the largest in the synod. The 
mission field, in its far lone regions, is 
mostly composed of ' Indian settle­
ments. Of the Intiians Bishop Loft­
house has a Very high opinion. In 
the six missions of which lie has 
charge service is always attended by 
the entire population. At Trout Lake 
mission there is a population of six 
hundred souls. Bishop Lofthouse,"in 
one of his travels through the mission 
some time ago, stayed at this mis­
sion a considerable time and held a 
series of services. There was not a 
night passed but what four huntired 
attended and nearly two hundred 
communicants. For eighteen years he 
dwelt at Fort Churchill on the barren 
and bleak shores of the Hudson’s Bay, 
almost within tlie confines of the arc­
tic circle, engaged ’in mission work 
•mong the Eskimos and Indians. He 
will take up some important phases 
of the mission work in the north at 
the synod meeting.

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SEAL RAID CHECKED.

Two Japanese Schooner. Driven Of! 
by Russian Guard.

Victoria, Aug. 10.—Advices bave 
been received of an attempted seal, 
ing raid by the Japanese sealing 
schooners Kaiki Mara and Midori 
Maru on June 1st, on the seal rook, 
cries at Copper Island, guarded by 
Russians. The sehoorrer Kaiki Marii 
has returned to Noyako, Hichuku 
province. Japan, and reported three 
of her sealing boats and twelve men 
.captured by Russians. The other 
Japanese sealing schooner, the 
Midori Marti, which has been an­
chored close te the Kaiki'Meru, has 
been fired ’tipoit by the Russian rook­
ery guard and her mast has been 
damaged by the shell fired from the 
field gun on shore. Investigation by 
the local authorities show that the 
two schooners had gone to Copper 
island to raid the seal rookery and 
had been surprised by the Russian 
guard, which had been strengthened 
ami armed with a field gun in addi 
tion to rifles, since the organized 
raid of several Japanese sealing vee- 
srl- before. One of the Japanese 
was shot and twelve wore captured 
from the Kaiki Maru. It is- hot 
known yet> what befell the Midori 
Maru crew. •

THE RACE WAR.
Another Incident In This Interminable 

Battle in’Virginia.

Baltimore, Md., Aug. 10.—The Sun has 
a special despatch from Parksley, Na., 
which says that reports hare been re­
ceived there that Garlan Beloate was 
shot and seriously wounded at Onan- 
cock tonight by a negro, named Uzzell, 
said to be the editor of a paper. The 
report also says that large numbers of 
negroes prepared themselves for rioting 
and went into ambush, that the white 
residents of Opancock were unprepared 
to defend themselves, and they were ask­
ing aid of nearby towns, several of which 
had sent help. Four white men leaving 
Onancock were made the targets for fifty 
shots fired by the negroes and it is 
feared all four were killed. A late re­
port is that negroes fired a number of 
shots through the window of a train 
passing Talsey but that no one was 
hnrt.

A NEW WATERWAY.

Giant Canal From Lake Erie to tlv 
Ohio.

Cleveland. Aug. 10.—It is pn. 
nounced that the surveys for the pro 
posed canal from Lake Erie to th< 
Ohio River have been completed 
Land for the right of way has beei 
secured, it is sta’-xi and work wil 
begin early next spring. When tin 
hig undertaking is c-mpleted it wil 
be possible tor lake vessels to carr- 
iron ore direct fom Lake Supeior V 
furnaces in the Pittsburg district an< 
to send coal from western Pennsyl 
vania mines to lake ports. For man; 
years the dream of the ore and eoa 
operators has been te establish a con 
tinuous all-water route between tin 
northwest and the eoal belt.

It will require about six years ti 
complete the task and an expenditur, 
of no less than $75,000,000. The pro 
posed canal will be 133 miles ii 
length, 177 feet in width and 13 fee 
deep. A special line of boats will b' 
constructed for this traffic.

The canal will pass' througl 
Youngstown, Ohio. Newcastle, Pa. 
Beaver, Pa., and by means of tbr 
Ohio and Monongahela Rivers wil 
touch scores of furnaces and othd’ 
industrial plants-and coal fields-alonj 
the route for a distance of over 17." 
miles from Lake Erie.

ONTARIO ACT ULTRA VIRES.

Province Has Not Right to Annual 
Minor Marriages.

Ottawa, Aug. 10.—It is doubtful if 
the act of the Ontario legislature, 
passed at the last session and under 
which proceedings are now being 
taken in the Ontario high court to 
annul the marriage of Ellen Maria 
Fasken and Henry Parr, of Welling­
ton county, is within the legislative 
competence of the province. Just at 
the close of the session of the federal 
House a bill was introduced by the 
Minister of Justice at the request of 
Hie provincial government to confirm 
the provincial net above referred to, 
bût owing to opposition which was 
raised to the bill by some of the 
members ffom Quebec, and the prob­
ability that if it were not withdrawn 
prorogation would be delayed, Mr. 
Avlesworth did not press the bill 
through the Commons, consequently 
the Ontario act was not confirmed by 
the federal House within whose sole 
eeilsativp competence lies the right 

to dissolve a marriage. Similarly n 
provincial act defining the age at 
which minors can be legally married 
without the consent of their parents 
ie open to chargp of being ultra vires 
but it has never been disallowed by 
federal government.

COURT OF JUSTICE FOR THE 

NATIONS.
The Hague, Aug. 10—Baron Mar- 

schall Von Bieberstein’a co-operation 
with the American delegates in the 
matter of forming an international 
court oi justice, is exciting comment. 
,It is reported on good authority that 
the baron is destined to become the 
next chancellor of the German em 
pire in succession to Prince Von Bue- 
low and that the basis of his policy 
will be an alliance with the United 
States. The new scheme of an in­
ternational court of justice was draft­
ed by Baron, Sir Edward Fry (Great 
Britain), and Jos. H. Choate, of the 
American delegation, assisted by Dr 
Kriege (Germany), Mr. Eyre Crow 
(Great Britain) and Jas. Brown Scott 
(United States).

It provides for the organiation as 
well as the jurisdiction and proced­
ure of the court, but not for its Com- 
position. The American delegates 
suggested three or four methods of 
composing the court.but declared that 
they were prepared to accept any 
other plan or to co-operate in produc 
ing a plan acceptable to everybody. It 
is certain that the court will be start­
ed without the adhesion of some of 
th minor powers.

Russia Opposes English Plan.
While negotiations regarding the 

proposed automatic periodical meet 
ing of thé conference are proceeding 
between the Riissian delegates and St 
Petersburg, M. Nelidoff (Russia) has 
d dared that he will oppose especi 
ally the British proposition that re­
presentatives of the powers meet at 
The Hafue two years previous to a 
meeting of th conference to arrange 
a program. M. Nelidoff is of the 
opinion that such a meeting would 
start an agitation throughout the 
world. That would be embarrassing 
to the various governments,

Russian Hebrews are Heard".

BRADSTREET’S AND R. G. DUN.
New Y^rk. August 9-—Bradstreet’s 

tomorrow will say: Gross currents in 
crop and trade developments render 
generalization difficult. Despatches 
to Bradstroet’s point to further 
favorable progress in the crops, not 
ably corn, cotton and spring wheat, 
excepting oats, reports from which 
are not favorable. Ideal weather is 
reported for corn except in parts ol 
the south-west. Advices from tb»- 
spring wheat sections are better than 
for some time and hot weather bene­
fits cotton. Wiriter wheat yields 
are also better than earlier indicated, 
but oats are turning out short and 
light. In the south-west, north­
west. and at large eastern oentrer, 
sentiment as to fall trade has been 
helped by these developments, and 
fall buying is becoming more notice­
able, as country merchants are com­
ing in in increasing numbers. In 
some of the large industries, how­
ever, there is a. quieter trade in some 
branches with prices easing. Thus 
pig iron and some finished lines are 
reported lower on the week. Re­
ports to Bradstreet’s show less ac­
tivity in current building. Business 
failures for the week in the United 
States number 157, against 142 last 
week, 137 in the like week of 1906. 166 
in 1905, 167 in 19<M, and 160 in 1903 
Failures in Canada number 18, 
against 16 last week, and 19 in the 
week a year ago. Wheat including 
flour, exports from the Unit'd States 
and Canada for week ending August 
8th aggregated 3.272,993 bushels, 
against 2,739,836 last week, 2,262,961 
this week last year, and 8.831,199 in 
1601. For first six weeks of the 
fiscal year the exports are 15.963,760 
bushels against 12,100,271 in 1906-07 
and 36.294784 in 1901-02. Corn re­
ports for the week are 1,107,821 
bushels, against 1,608,000 last week, 
and 1.292,638 in 1906. For the fiscal 
year to date, the experts are 9,270,- 
252 bushels, against 4,578,337 in 1906- 
07.

Dun’s Review.

Co. weekly revi?w tomorrow will say 
in part: "Jobbing trade in fall and 
winter goods is active at the leading 
cities. Retail sales of seasonable 
merchandise arc liberal.

entitled to preference or otherwise. An 
amendment of the Winding-up Ac- 
was returned, in order that each class 
ol shares should be represented b; 
counsel, instead of each individual 
shareholder being present as required 
by the old act.

After the legal vacations this mat­
er will be settled and upon the set 
tlement naturally depends the divi 
sion of the assets, but the liquidât 
ors expect to have funds on hand to 
pay the dividend, x

The last legal statement was issued 
by the liquidators last December. 11 
dtows assets of $1,319,064.39, and lia­
bilities of $4,112,632.62, thus indieat 
ng a dividend of about 20 cents on 

the dollar. The assets included $900, 
100 worth of vacant land and $90,00( 
worth of improved properties.

expert entirely unhampered in hi= 
investigation- .

To Be In the Swim.
‘‘With our western sister provinc

system it was certain, owing to our 
location in these respects, it for no 
other reason, that the Saskatchewan 
people would wish to examine into 
the subject with a view to some ac­
tion, and last year I had begun, as 
was stated in the assembly by my 
colleagues, to give some study to the 
matter.

At the close 
of the session while I was in the 
south, Mr. CaMer wrote me that the 
house has assented and he suggested 
that I look round for a competent 
man. I made enquiries all along the 
road from Jacksonville northward, 
and quite expected that at . the 
Jamestown exposition I would suc­
ceed. Both at Washington and New 
York I continued the looking around. 
At last I thought I had the right 
kind of a man located in Buffalo. 
But I arrived back in Ontario with­
out having succeeded beyond learn­
ing that the proper kind of men all 
seemed to have lucrative and per. 
roanent positions which they were 
unwilling to abandon for- work of a 
temporary nature, and I did not feel 
justified in promising a permanency. 
When in Toronto I went specially to 
see Sir William Mulock, under whom 
two years ago the telephone enquiry 
wag held at Ottawa by a parliament­
ary committee. Sir William told me 
that the best man he knew of was 
Mr. Dagger, but we both were under 
the impression that Mr. Dagger was 
still under employment in Manitoba. 
When I reached home I was agree­
ably surprised to learn that Mr. Dag­
ger's engagement with the Manitoba 
government was terminating and that 
it was possible for us to secure his 
services. He *took prominent part 
tinder Sir William Mulock in the 
Ottawa enquiry, and his added ex­
perience in Manitoba cannot fail to 
mill him ‘additionally useful to 
Saskatchewan. He is already so 
thoroughly conversant with what ha# 
been done not only in the United 
States and Canada but as well in 
Great Britain that he will be able- to 
make report .for our purpose without 
investigating further beyond the local 
conditions within this province.

No Connection With Bell Co.
“Âs I have been personally charged 

with undue friendship for the Bell 
company it may not be out of place 
for me to say at this time that I have 
not and never had any relations 
good, bad or indifferent with the Bell 
company . Once when charged with 
an improper compact with the Arch­
bishop of St. Boniface I was able to 
declare that I could not even boast 
the honor of the Archbishop’s ac­
quaintance. Respecting the Bell Tele­
phone Co., I can say identically the 
same thing. I have hardly deemed 
it. worth while to answer the charge 
against me regarding the Bell, be­
cause it seemed so utterly ridiculous 
for the reason that to the best of my 
recollection and belief I do not even 
know a single person forming or pie 
senting the Bell company and have 
at all events never had communica. 
tion direct or indirect or of any kind 
whatever, with anybody in the com­
pany or representing them. I have 
absolutely no reason for either undue 
friendship towards or prejudice 
against the Bell Company, and can 
truthfully say that I entertain 
neither."

INDIA DOES NOT FEAR A 
MUTINY.

Winnipeg, Aug. 10.—That the riots 
in India have occasioned a great deal 
more alarm in England, and the col­
onies than in England itself, is the 
opinion of Hugh Dinning, Assam, and 
R.. Douglas Dinning, of Calcutta, who 
arrived in Winnipeg on Saturday.

“The agitation began at the same 
time as the partition of Bengal, al­
though it may not have been caused 
by that act, and it has been fostered 
by the seditious writing in the native 
napers. The government paid no at­
tention to the native press until the 
igitation broke out into open viol­
ence. If they had acted promptly it 
would never have come to a head. 
Among tlie other cries of lawyers m 
connection with the partition oi Ben­
gal was a claim that thé high court 
or eastern Bengal and Assam should 

be located at Calcutta, and the gov­
ernment have announced that that 
will be done."

No Fear of a Mutiny.
“While the English people in India 

realize more strongly than the people 
m England the need for active repres­
sive measure, they understand the 
changed condition too well to be 

Afraid of another mutiny. When we 
: were in Australia , we were asked if 
. here was any fear oi another such 
ratbreak, but that is out of the ques­
tion. The troops arc concentrated m 

,-iuch a way and railway communica­
tions are so good that" a sufficient 
orce can easily be sent to put down 
my rising. Besides, the natives are 
livided. It is largely a race or reii- 
;ious srtoggle between the Hindus 
and Mohammedans. The Mohammea- 
ihs have taken no part in the agita­
tion, and in the villages they have 
teen persecutedv by the Hindus. The 
iriefs, too, and men of substance ave 

perfectly loyal.”
No Feeling in Assam.

“In Assam," Mr. Dinning remark­
ed, “where one would expect the 
leehng among Bengals against parti­
tion to be strongest, there never was 
my agitation, but then newspapers 
from Bengal de not circulate much 
among them.”

CONTRACTS FOR IMMENSE 
BRIDGE.

Winnipeg, Aug. 8.—The final details 
connected with the letting of the con­
tract for the immense bridge of the C. 
I*. E. at Lethbridge, were completed this 
morning. John Gunn and Sons of this 
city will build all abutments and the 
concrete substructure of the bridge at 
a cost said- to be in the neighborhood of 
$200,000. The contract for the super­
structure of the bridge has been let to 
the Canada Bridge Company, of Walker- 
ville, Ont.

Contract of $1,000,000.
The value of the latter contract could 

not be learned definitely this morning 
but as this company does all the work 
oh the structure with the exception of 
that done by John Gu.in, it is estimated 
that the contract let to the company 
must approximate $1,000,000. When the 
decision was reached in Montreal at the 
annual meeting last February to go n 
with the work it was estimated that the 
total cost of the bridge which will be 
one of the largest in the Dominion, 
would be between $1,000,000 and $1,500,- 
000.

Proposed Diversion of Lines.
The erection of the bridge is necessary 

owing to the proposed diversion of a por­
tion of the line of the Crow’s Nest Rail­
way, made with the idea of reducing 
some of the heavier grades on the line 
through the mountains. The total cost 
of the diversion will be very large, but 
the resulting benefit to the traffic n 
connection with the handling of freight 
and passenger trains will be such as to 
compensate for the large expense in­
volved. The new bridge will be more 
than a mile in length, crossing the /Belly- 
River at a great elevation.

Higher Than Union Bank.
The height of the structure, it is stat­

ed, is such that the Union Bank build­
ing of the city could be put under the 
bridge and there would be an interval 
of at least 100 feet between the top of 
the bank and the surface of the bridge. 
The total height of the bridge will be 
in the neighborhood of 300 feet. About 
2,000 yards of concrete will be put in by 
the contractors in connection "with the 
sub-structure of the bridge’ The piers 
do not rise to any great height above 
the normal surface of the river, but 
they will be of considerable size and 
will serve as a base for the steel trestle- 
work on which the ties and rails will 
be supported.

Construction Begins Immediately.
It is expected that work on the sub­

structure will be begun by Mr. Gunn 
immediately and as much as possible of 
the work will be completed this fall. 
The Canada Bridge Company will also 
begin at once on the work of the manu­
facture of the steel girders and trestle- 
work so that it may be delivered on the 
ground as soon as the concrete and stone 
work has been completed . The work of 
construction on this important work will 
require some considerable time .and it is 
not anticipated that all the work will 
be done until 1909.

WILL MEET EVERY COAL 
DEMAND.

Vancouver, Aug. 12.—A. C. Flumer. 
felt, who was responsible for the de­
velopment of the Coleman mines and 
than whom probably no one is ^nore 
conversant with the coal situation in 
Western Canada, is oF the opinion 
that, unless something quite unfore­
seen should happen, the mines .1 
British Columbia and Alberta will t e 
well able to cope with the situation 
next winter and prevent any short­
age of fuel such as was last wintei 
more than a mere hardship.

“It is true,” said Mr. Flumerfelt. 
“that the- International was short o 
cars for a few days owing to certain 
unavoidable conditions which pre. 
sented themselves, but since thei. 
these have been corrected. I am 
sorry that I cannot show you a tele­
gram which I have recently receiver, 
from Mr -Whyte, the second vice, 
president of the Ç.P.R. However, the 
.substance of the wire was to the ei 
feet that coal from the Internationa 
would be moved even at the expens 
of the temporary suspension oi th. 
work now in progress on the Crow ti 
Nest Pass lino, which means inothe; 
words that the equipment of the work 
trains would be pressed into servie 
should it become necessary.

“In fact I have the assurance 
Mr. Whyte that the coal will b 
moved at all cost, a*d that there wii 
be no further trouble. Notwithstand. 
ing the car shortage,” remarked th. 
speaker, "during the month of July 
the International handled 34,800 ton 
of coal, which was not so very bad.”

Will Meet Any Demand.
In reply to a query as to whethe 

any of the mines were prepared *■> 
meet the prophesied shortage of coal 
Mr. Flumerfelt said that the Inte 
national had put on double shifts i; 
the expectation of doubling its outpu 
and continued: “I bslieved that th 
mines of the Western Canada col 
leries and the other mines in th 
district are prepared to take out larg 
supplies of coal. On the eastern slop 
as, the lignite fields are approaches 
very considerable development ha 
taken place, and piarked progress i 
to be seen. The mines are bein 
equipped and machinery "installe 
and unless something unforesee 
arises, and if the transportation con; 
panieg are reasonably able to hand! 
the product there should b? no short 
age in the coal supply at all.’’

SASKATCHEWAN HARVEST.

Will Require 8,000 Imported Laborers To 
Assist In Gathering It.

Regina, Aug. 12.—The Department of 
Agriculture estimate that between 7,500 
and 8,000 imported laborers will be need­
ed to do harvest work in this province 
This number is not much in excess of 
last year’s requirements and the reason 
that with an increased acreage of 15 per­
cent. there is so little call for more out­
side help seems to be the great influence 
ot homesteaders of the poorer class who 
are willing to eke out their first year’s 
incomes by assisting richer neighbors to 
gather the harvest.

The Western Fever.
Paisley, Ont., Aug. 12.—In no other 

part of Ontario hag the “Western 
Fever” greater hold upon the people 
than throughout the counties (I 
Bruce and Grey. Especially notice­
able are its ravages in the township 
of Elderslie. During the last fifteen 
years this municipality lias lost 
nearly one half its population, and 
the loss has been caused almost en­
tirely by the sale of farms that the 
old residents might go “west.” This 
would mean little to Bruce if the 
farms were purchased by new famil­
ies, but this isenot what is happen­
ing in Elderslie. The early settlers 
were poor and content with one 
hundred or hundred and fifty acre 
farm. Today one desires two or three 
hundred acres of holding, as methods 
of farming have altered. So when 
the place is for sale now. the proba­
bility is it will be purchased by some 
near neighbor, who will manage it 
from his former home. As a result 
one can find almost anywhere in the 
township many Comfortable houses, 
where once lived happy and prosper­
ous families going to complete wreck 
and ruin. •;

APPLICATION FOR WAR MEDALS.
Ottawa, Aug. 12—It is given out 

by the Oxford tariff commission that 
under the Canadian preference there 
has been a four-old increase in the 
exports of British refined sugar to 
Canada.

A TRYLOGY OF CRUEL MURDERS
Minneapolis, Minn. Aug. 12.—Two men 

were murdered here early Sunday morn­
ing. A third victim of a murderous at­
tack is in the hospital, the result of a 
jealous woman’s rage. Both murders oc­
curred near Twelfth Avedue South, and 
First. One of the victims was Andrew 
Bjerklund, aged 40, while the other body 
has not been identified.

Bodies Placed on. Track.
Bjerklund was killed probably by a 

blow- over the head, and then robbed. 
His body was placed on a sidetrack of 
the Minneapolis and Western road at 
the foot of 12th avenue, where it is ter­
ribly crushed.

The second man, about 20 years old, 
was shot through the head, probably 
when in the vicinity of Fourteenth ave. 
and First street. Bjerklund’s body was 
found early this morning. It was be­
lieved that he had been accidentally 
killed.

Late Sunday afternoon, a colored man 
ftscovered the corpse of the unknown 
nurdered man, whose pockets had been 

turned inside out, his trousers cut to 
>icei-s and his shoes removed. It is not 
thought that both were' attacked at the 
rame time. The police think that Bjerk­
lund was murdered about midnight and 
the second man about an hour later. 
Several people heard the revolver shot 
hut did not suspect anything wrong.

A trail of blood from Fourteenth, ave. 
md First South, indicates that the mûr­
ier of the unknown man was committed 
rear Fourteenth ave. and the body drag- 
:ed over two blocks. Bjerklund’s body 
was left on the tracks to lead its dis- 
overors to believe that death occurred 

by being run into by a train. Bjerk­
lund left an eastside factory where he 
vas employed early Saturday and visited 
i saloon wth Chas. Osbach. Thep sep- 
i rated shortly after 7 o’clock and Osbach 
‘totes that Bjerklund was sober at the 
time. Erick Bjerklund the murdered 
nan’s brother, states that the latter had 
inly $1 in his pockets at the time.

The reasons for ont 
or other of these changes are many 
and oi vital importance, but one is 
perhaps sufficient. An “exhibition" 
is designed as an occasion for the dis 
play of the country’s products, and 
tho whole point and purpose of it-: 
existence is lost if it does not afford 
such opportunity. Mid-summer fair1 
as exhibitions of agricultural pro­
ducts must always be far from satis­
factory. Neither hay, grain nor 
vegetable crops are mature at that 
season, and the most that can be 
shown is the progress they have mad, 
and the prospects for the harvest still 
several weeks in advance. Matured 
grain of the previous year may b, 
displayed, but this savours toi 
strongly of the dim and distant past 
to arouse -popular enthusiasm, and 
is not usually shown in large quan­
tities. In consequence, the educa 
tional value of the exhibition is lost ; 
the growers of crops have no oppor­
tunity to compare the finished pro­
ducts of their labor, to mark, learn 
and inwardly digest the cause o 
tiieir success or failure as compared 
to their competitors. Yet this' edu. 
cative rivalry is the real purpose tc 
be served by an exhibition, and the 
exhibition which does not permit and 
encourage it must be written dowi 
as a failure in the essential reasoi: 
for its existence, however enjoyablr 
the popular attractions may be 
This purpose can be served only by 
inducing competitive displays at a 
time when the matured products are 
available. On the other hand, it 
will be argued that the farmers can. 
not afford the time to attend a fal 
fair, and that the exhibition is held 
in mid-summer to enable them t 
attend. But it would surely pay tK 
farmer better to sacrifice a day i: 
the midst of a busy season to visit 
an exhibition where he could lean 
something of value than to expend 
time and money attending a fai 
which has nothing of practical va1 ne 
to offer him beside the stock-show— 
which could be held quite as well iu 
the fall as in mid-summer. The 
farmer may be relied upon to attend 
the fair if the fair is worth at tend i nr 
—and from the farmer’s standpoint 
it is very doubtful if the mid 
summer fair is worth attending. i 
Provincial Fair should he Provincial 
in its scope—it can hardly be such 
when it offers little if any practical 
benefit to one of the two branche: 
Oi agriculture which are the bash 
industries of the Province.

respectable market and are certain to 
multiply as business increases. The 
Garnd Trunk Pacific, too, has been a 
prospective customer of very desir­
able nature. If tho recent order of 
the Commission holds, these roads 
will be required to use anthracite, 
procured either in British Columbia 
or Pennsylvania, and probably from 
the latter fields, as the C.P.R.’s de­
mands are understood to exhaust the 
B.C. supply.

This will affect, more than the coal 
miners. It will mean that engine? 
and cars must be diverted from the 
regular traffic and used to haul enor­
mous quantities of coal over long 
stretches of track—a diversion which 
can ill be permitted when the regular 
normal traffic of western roads is 
more than they can handle, and 
when the task of - increasing rolling 
atoc kfast enough to keep abreast of 
the. growing trade appears very pro­
blematical. More than this, if the 
roads are forced to rely on a distant 
fuel supply and denied the use o' 
that near at hand, the chances of tie- 
ups in mid-winter, when traffic is- 
heaviest and most difficult, will be 
multiplied. The problem of keeping 
the trains moving will be complicated 
by the necessity of maintaining a 
large number of coal stocks supplied 
from a distant source.

The reason for the order is the 
greater, danger of setting fires when 
lignite is used, the softer coal, when 
burned under forced draft, sending 
out clouds of sparks which frequent­
ly cause disastrous fires in dry sea­
sons. Fires supposed to be so caused 
are frequeritiy the sources of prolong­
ed litigation and still more prolonged 
dissatisfaction. It is desirable that 
the danger be removed, but not that 
the railways be further hampered or 
that the local coal-mining industry 
be discouraged. Could an efficient 
spark-arrestor be devised the danger 
would be removed and the order 
would doubtless be relaxed. Experts 
are being sent to Edmonton by the 
Commission, with whom the mine 
operators and the railway company 
will doubtless go thoroughly into the 
matter, in the hope of devising r. 
scheme which will permit the use oi 
the coal without endangering pro­
perty along the railway. In any 
event, the order might be safely re­
laxed in the winter season, when the 
ground is covered with snow, and 
when it is desirable that every 
engine and car be devoted to hauling 
the traffic of the country.

A CONTRAST.
(Winnipeg Tribune.)

The announcement made by Attor­
ney-General Cross, of Alberta—that 
he will at once proceed to prosecute 
the members of the Alberta Lumbel 
Dealers’ Association for conspiring in 
restraint of trade—makes a pleasing 
contrast, when the inactivity of At­
torney -General Campbell, of Mani­
toba, is considered.

Mr. Campbell refused, point blank, 
on the floor of the Legislature, two 
sessions ago, even to permit a com- 
mitte of the Legislature to enquire 
into the workings of the Beef Trust— 
uid it was only at the request of the 
Alberta Government that Manitoba 
later appointed a member of the Beef 
Commission, now taking evidence 
f Mr. Campbell and the whole 
Roblin Government refused to prose­
cute the Grain Combine, even when 
a most conclusive prima facie case 
had been made out before the Grain 
Commission—and when private prose, 
cution was finally started, displayed 
resentment for the defeat of their 
hush schemes, and declined to do 
everything that the law did not com­
pel them to do.

This contrast is something for the 
people of Manitoba to turn over in 
their minds.

The contrast is between a Govern­
ment tnat merely does its simple duty 
and a Government that employs every 
possible means to shirk its duty— 
every possible means to protect 
those who victimize the people that 
give that Government its exisence.

arily, when the western crop condi­
tions admi^ no possibility of discount 
or doubt, their superior interest in 
Ontario fields is abundantly manifest. 
There is a different disposition this 
season however on the part of a sec­
tion of the Toronto press—so different 
as to suggest that the unusual atten­
tion being paid to our supposed 
troubles is for the purpose of detract­
ing attention from the unfavorable 
conditions nearer home.

There is no occasion to deny that 
crops in Western Canada are late, or 
that from this reason the yield will 
not show the phenomenal increases 
of recent years. But there is occa­
sion to protest against the distortion 
of this condition into an impression 
that western crops are likely to show 
an enormous decrease, if they do not 
prove an absolute failure. If western 
crops are late, so also are crops in 
Ontario, throughout the eastern Prov­
inces generally and the United States. 
The delayed spring was not at al' 
peculiar to Central or Western Canada 
nor was the delay here greater than 
ip the Province of Ontario. More than 
this the growth of the western crop 
since spring really opened, has been 
such as Ontario people know nothing 
about and it is a conservative state­
ment that our grain has “caught up” 
more of the early delay already than 
the Ontario crops will reebver dur­
ing the entire summer. Though de­
layed six weeks at most by the back­
ward weather of spring, grain in Cen­
tral Alberta is not now more than 
two or three weeks behind the aver­
age. The rains of June and July 
provided abundance of moisture for 
rapid growth, while the hot dry wea­
ther of part of July provided 
conditions for maturing which could 
not be ’mproved upon. In conse­
quence our crops show but little evid­
ence of their early delay and promise 
a uniform yield of h'gh average.

It "is to be considered, too, that the 
-rop area in Western Canada this 
year is great’y in excess of last, de­
spite reports that in some parts of 
Manitoba areas formerly under grain 
are devoted to other purposes. This is 
more than counterbalanced by the 
newly broken ground in Alberta and 
Saskatchewan now maturing its first 
crop of grain. Coupled with the ideal 
weather conditions there is surely 
very poor foundation in this for argu­
ing a heavy falling off in the aggre­
gate production and absolutely no 
ground whatever for' the b’ue ruin 
spectre that haunts the visions of 
eastern estimators of the western cr -p. 
The unanswerable refutation of such 
nightmares is that they are confined 
exclusively to newspaper offices two 
or three thousand miles away. The 
farmer who has sown the crops and 
whose welfare present Snd future de­
pends upon them is showing no un­
easiness over the prospect. Though 
not constitutionally averse to mak­
ing known his grievances he 's wear­
ing the " quiet smile of trustful con­
tentment, confident a1 so that it is “the 
smile that won’t come off” when the 
threshing returns are in. Perhaps he 
is rather pleased than vexed that the 
world should entertain the delusion 
that wheat is to be scarce, for “bear” 
prophecies tend to “bull” prices. 
Meantime, just for the sake of blind­
folded justice the pessimistic prophet 
of the Toronto World might tell us 
how the peach crop of the Niagara 
peninsula is coming on, with a few 
other particulars as to the general 
outlook for the Ontario farmer.

OUR PESSIMISTIC PROPHETS
Some Ontario journals have con­

vinced thcmse’ves and are now trying 
to convince their readers that the 
western crop is next thing to a fail­
ure. This mistaken notion may be 
altogther due to long-range vision.but 
it is by no means re-assuring that the 
journals which exploit it are not de­
voting any proportionate amount of 
space to advertising the unsatisfactory 
condition of crops in Ontario. The 
newspapers of Toronto might reason­
ably be supposed to be more immedi­
ately concerned in the prospects of 
Ontario crops than in the outlook for 
the western grain yield, and ordin-

A youth who prefixes a 
resounding C. Augustus to the cog­
nomen o' Forbes, and whose diatribe 
is given to the world by the Herald, 
printed every Tuesday at the town of 
Yarmouth, Nova Scotia. What the C. 
may signify is not disclosed. It is un­
necessary. One word and one alone 
can round out the impressive appela- 
tion. Caesar Augustus Forbes alone can 
circumscribe the genius that came, 
saw our little game and ruined the 
whole iniquitous scheme with one 
short column o' invective. It is only 
left 'or us to gaze upon the ruins and 
see how it was accomplished.

A PRESUMPTUOUS EDICT.
Tho city commissioners have served 

notice on the city employees “ that 
“no employee of the city shall either 
“directly or indirectly participate irj 
"municipal politics other than >n 
“east his oi her vote,” and "desire to 
“have it distinctly understood that 
"they will exercise their .power c-f 
"dismissal in the event of any muni 
“cipal employee so offending.”

As to what may constitute direct or 
indirect participation in municipal 
politics to the degree of “offending’ 
the city commissioners no explana 
ion is offered. Presumably, there­

fore, the employee who. attends a pub­
lic meeting, who loiters on a street 
corner where such questions are be 
ing discussed who applauds a 
speaker or orally Or otherwise ex­
presses liis agreement or non-agree­
ment with any view expressed, 
who even discusses the course - f 
municipal affairs with the neighbor 
across the street is guilty of -vu 
offence against the commissioners 
and may expect summary dismissal. 
Nay, if so much as by look, gesture 
or cast of countenance he indicates 
an opinion of the rotten “cement” 
walks the commissioners have laid 
past his door and charged him with, 
if he give any outward and visible 
manifestation of an indwelling opin­
ion on the wisdom of grading hi 
street with sub-soil, if he question 
why his electric lights went out, or 
demurs that the water was cut < ff 
half a day without warning or ex.

planation, if he ask when he may ex­
pect the telephone he ordered three 
months ago—if in any of these l.e 
“offend,” the official axe - awaits him 
and h e must hunt a job. From 
the pronunciation of the commis­
sioners the employee knows not which 

these may be construed as -,n 
offence and which may not. His 
only course of security, therefore, is 

pay his taxes, look happy and 
wear a muzzle, regardless of the 
abuses to which he may be subjected 

• of which he may have knowledge. 
This is an officious interference 

with individual liberty altogether un­
called for and altogether beyond the 
province of the city commissioners. 
The municipal employees of Edmon­
ton have not displayed any undue cr 
illegitimate activity in municipal 
politics. They have been content to 
cast ther votes and leave others ta 
do tho same, according to individual 
judgment. Why should these men 
bo affronted by a bullying order that 
they refrain from doing what they 
have not done and have manifested 
no intention of doing? And that 
order from the city commissioners of 
all others. Have these men taken 
no part in municipal discussion in 
the past? And do they intend +o 
take no part in future? If they 
mzuzie their fellow employees they 
must also muzzle themselves or fail 
under the charge of offending against 
their own law. If it were neces­
sary to promulgate any such order 
the source from which it should 
come is the City Council, not the 
Commissioners. These men are hired 
by the city to execute the orders of 
the City Council—this and nothing 
more. The Council has made .-o 
such ruling as this fiat proclaims. 
Where in the law, written or unwrit­
ten, do the Commissioners find 
license to establish themselves a 
board of censors on the conduct or 
the citizens who pay their salarie 5? 

Is a man to be deprived tho com­
monest right of a British subject be- 
unsfe he is an employee of the city? 

And if so is he to be deprived by tho 
simple order of fellow employees, who 
have not observed the rule them­
selves, and one of whom, at any 
rate, would not bind himself to ob­
serve the rule in future? Had the 
order been issued by aldermen res­
ponsible directly to the electors it 
would still have been coercive and 
excusable only on grounds of utmost 
necessity; promulgated by a body the 
majority of whom arc not directly 
responsible, its indefensible coerci in 
is over-shadowed by its colossal pre­
sumption.

The reason alleged for this impud­
ent order is that some enemy of 
municipal ownership has argued 
that the employment of so large a 

“body of possible voters under the 
"control of the administration con- 
"stitutes in itself a grave menace to 
"the free and untramelled expression 
"of the people’s will at the polls.” 
If this argument-were valid, it would 
afford no reason for infringing on the 
common rights of citizenship. This 
vty is not run, or should not be run 
according to what the enemies u. 
municipal ownership may or may not 
be pleased to say. They may be re­

lied upon to say what they would 
have the citizens believe—which is 
the best possible reason why the citi­
zens should think otherwise. But 
there is nothing in the argument il- 
self. Is the body of civic employees 
"under the control of the administra- 
“tion,” politically speaking? If so 
the administration would not be so 
anxious to deprive them of their 
political liberty. And who are “the 
people,” whose "free and untramel- 
“led expression” would be «menaced

fcy the freedom of the civic employes ? 
Are not the employes among “the 
people?” Do they not pay taxes and

hare with the rest of us the respon. 
ibilities the city assumes? Why, 
hen, should they be deprived the 
jr-rivilegas commonly conceded to 

[others? Or why should not the other 
Citizens manifest concern when an at­
tempt is made to infringe the’libert­
ies of the employes?
I
j The curse of municipal politics ;n 
Edmonton has been too much indif­
ference rather than too much activity 
by civic employees or others. And 
there is excellent : reason for believing 
that had the employees exercised a 
little more freely their British right 
of discussing municipal affairs this 
city would have been saved many 
thousands of dollars squandered by 
the ineptitude of its commissoners. 
There are many, for example, who 
would like to hear the candid opin­
ion of the city engineer regarding 
those' “cement” walks along Namayc 
avenue, the manner in which sewer 
arid water trenches have been filled- 
in, and other kindred subjects. It .s

just possible, too, that the city audi­
tor would be able to give the citizens 
some pointers on the methods of civic 
financing, which are not, but 
ought to be, generally under­
stood. Why should not t-lie man­
agers of the electric lighting and 
telephone systems bo at liberty to 
address the electors on the conditions 
and needs of these systems? Perhaps 
too,, some employee could inform us 
how many tie-posts for boulevarded 
streets have been purchased on the 
credit of the city.

Our form of civic government is 
patterned after the joint stock com­
pany. Fancy the manager of such 
company issuing orders on his own 
responsibility, restraining a consider­
able proportion of the shareholders 
from “participating” in the election 
of directors ! How long would either 
the shareholders or the directors tol­
erate such presumption? Will the 
shareholders and directors of the city 
tolerate it?

MUST BE ON A BUSINESS 
BASIS.

Winnipeg, Aug. 12.—Howard W. 
Berry, Melbourne, Australia, member 
of the firm of Henry, Berry & Co.1 
one of the largest firms doing busi­
ness in Australia, with liea doffice? 
in Melbourne and branch offices :n 
all the Australian capitals and in 
New Zealand, is in the city on hi? 
way to the eastern centres of Can­
ada, and the United States and *o 
Europe on one of his regular buying 
trips in connection with the large 
business of the firm. Mr. Berry 
passed through the city three years 
ago on a similar mission, and is now 
traveling through Canada over the 
C.P.R. and on his return from Eu­
rope will also pass through the Do­
minion A number of other promin­
ent representative business men of 
Australia are also on their way to 
the east and to Europe, and will pars 
through the city in the near future 
Among yesterday’s arrivals were also 
included J. S. Dunlop and party, Mr. 
Dunlop being a member of Edwards. 
Dunlop and company, wholesale 
paper merchants and stationers, > f 
Sydney, N. S. W.
Commercial Convention of Empire.
Mr. Berry, who is a member of the 

Melbourne Chamber of Commerce, 
gave some interesting information re­
garding the general conditions prev 
aient in Australia, and touched upon 
some of the issues which are at 
present occupying a great deal of 
consideration by. those who are in­
terested in the development of the 
commonwealth. Two years hence, in 
1909. it is anticipated that the meet­
ing of the various councils of com 
me roe of the whole British Empire 
will convene^ in Sydney for the im­
portant consideration of issues which 
may; materially’ affect the commercial 
interests of the whole empire. An 
attendance of about 250 representa­
tive business men from all parts of 
the empire is expected, and particu­
lar anxiety is expressed that th? 
Dominion of Canada should be well 
represented.

“The sentiment of trade develop, 
ment between the different- colonies 
of the empire,” said Mr. Berry, “is 
especially strong, but unless it is 
worked out on • a purely business 
basis it will not amount to a great 
deal for the simple reason that senti­
ment is not a material factor in the 
business world, especially when other 
conditions vary. On a scale of equal­
ity of prices,, however, there is not 
the slightest doubt that the people 
of the empire would prefer to ar­
range preference for each other. I 
do not look for any great expansion 
of trade between Canada and Aus­
tralia within the next few years, in­
asmuch as both countries, and par­
ticularly Canada, are both busy look­
ing after their own expansion and 
settlement.”

1 "The passenger traffic between Aus­
tralia and Europe by way of Canada 
possesses a great, opportunity for in 
crease, especially if the government? 
of Canada and Australia can see their

way to grant larger sub.-idies to en­
able the building of larger and better 
boats. This is one of the practical 
manners in which trade between the 
two countries can be encouraged. The 
steamers going to, Europe by way of 
the Suez canal are twice as large and 
commodious as those crossing tfie 
Pacific to Canada.

The All Red Route.
“With regard to the All Rod Route 

the - scheme which was advocated : v 
the recent colonial conference sounds 
well, but its establishment and main­
tenance would involve an enormous 
expenditure, especially of steamer? ’ 
were put into service as suggested. 
which would enable the mail to le 
delivered in an appreciably less time 
than is taken by "the other route, ft 
would essentially be a mail and pas. 
senger route. The amount of trade 
between Canada alone would not war­
rant it, especially when the tenden­
cies are toward a policy of protection. 
On the whole, the matter is not liable 
to come to very much for some time. 
Canada has not yet reached a stage 
of development where she can cope 
with American manufacturers. Toe 
Canadian manufacturing firms are 
busy in -attending to the output 
which is required by the develop­
ment of the country and until the 
country becomes well settled and the 
manufacturers of the country over­
take this she can not hope to com­
pete in outside markets. -In the 
United States the firms are abl. by 
manufacturing heavily to mam. 
tine cheaply and by getting lull 
prices in their own markets are able 
to sell at, a lower competitive figure 
in an outside market. The resources 
of Canada, however,, are not behind 
those of the great republic and in 
time there is no doubt but that the 
Canadian manufacturers will take a 
most prominent .place.”

Protective Tariff in Australia.
“In Australia it is most likely that 

the protective tariff will be raised 
within >a short time. The matter is 
under consideration at the present 
time and while the tariff on some 
articles will be lowered, the tendency 
oil the whole is toward an increase 
and a corresponding raise will take 
place on other articles which will 
more than make up for this de­
crease.”

B. C. Fish Output.
Mr. Berry also referred to the re­

ported scarcity of the output of the 
fish packers in British Columbia, 
which is at present reported, and 
stated that the time had not yet ar­
rived when i was possible to say that 
the year had been exceptionally poor. 
Up to the present time the output is 
behind that of last year, but this be­
ing the third year of the run, a par­
ticularly good year is not expected.

The scheme has proven 
of especial advantage to the develop­
ment of the country.

THE CITY COUNCIL
Alderman Walker Gives Notice of Motion Cancel the Lorimer Tele­

phone Co.’s Contract—He Declares System to be Unsatisfactory 
and an Experiment—Alderman Manson Offers Fight—Discussion on 
Opening of Tenders—Will be Opened in Council.

Alderman Walker occupied the cen­
tre of the calcium at the regular 
meeting of the city council Tuesday 
evening, when he undertook to ad­
vise tlie cancelling of the contract 
the city made last year with the Lor­
imer Telephone company. He gave 
notice of motion to this effect, and 
the question will be fought out at the 
next meeting. The introduction of 
the. subject drew upon Alderman 
Walker’s head the severe criticism of 
Alderman Manson, and .there was a 
clash from which the sparks flew 
freely.

The only other busines of moment 
before the council was the early clos­
ing by-law, which was passed, despite 
the strenuous opposition offered by 
Alderman Daly.

A motion to rescind a motion call­
ing for the opening of tenders in 
council was lost.

The Communications.
A communication from the Master 

Builders’ exchange, containing a num­
ber vf suggestions to be applied to 
the proposed new building by-law, 
was laid on the table to await the 
submission of the by-law. The sug­
gestions contained in the communica­
tion were : Clause charging ten cents 
per 25 feet too high, providing build- 
operations last one .year or over.

Builders require one-third of street, 
exclusive of sidewalk. On corner lots 
this privilege includes both streets.

Building material not to he remov­
ed when work closes down for winter 
or waiting on material.

Qualifications of building inspector 
required should be those of an experi­
enced builder, architect or engineer.

Geo. Lankin wrote, drawing the 
council’s attention to the fact that 
owing to the filling of the lane run­
ning north and south between Clara 
and Isabella' streets in the westerly 
portions of blocks 10, 11 and 14, River 
Lot 12, the properties on this lane 
were prevented from the use of their 
gates. Mr. Lankin stated to the 
council that the filling up of the lane 
resulted in tha draining of water onto 
the properties on the lane. The griev­
ance complained of had the endorsa- 
tion of Aid. Daly, who knew the con­
ditions to which reference was made. 
The communication was referred to 
the commissioners with power to act.

The Trades and Labor Council ac­
knowledged with thanks the coun­
cil’s concession in granting the use 
of the exhibition park for the Labor 
Day demonstration.

J. D. Blayney formally tendered his 
resignation as building and fire in­
spector, announcing in his communi­
cation to the council his intention to 
become a candidate for the vacancy 
occasioned by the resignation of Dr. 
Macaulay. The resignation was ac­
cepted.

May Sell Religious Books.
The application of Frank L. Hum­

mel for permission to sell a book en­
titled “The Ministry of Healing,” 
without the payment of the usual li­
cense fee, was granted. Dr. Hummel 
represents the Seventh Day Advent­
ists, who conduct the sanitarium on 
Third street. In support of the appli­
cation, Dr. Hummel stated in a letter 
that tne proceeds from "the sale of the 
book would be applied to the piain- 
tenance of the sanitarium. The com­
missioners reported this statement to 
be true, and the application was 
therefore granted, it being pointed 
out that the sale oi the book would 
no come ii«to competition with any 
books sold by the dealers in the city".

The Early Closing By-Law.
The early closing by-law was again 

given its various readings, and fin­
ally passed. The re-enacting of this 
by-law was made necessary by the in­
sufficient advertising of the by-law, 
atifer it .was passed some time ago. 
The re-submission, of the by-law gave 
Aid. Daly and Anderson an opportun­
ity to give expression to their oppo­
sition to this by-law.

Aid. Daly asked the question: “Who 
asked for the re-submission of this 
early closing by-law?”

There was no definite answer of­
fered.

"i think the council is going out 
of its way in taking the initiative in 
passing this by-law, after the other 
by-law has been declared ultra vires. 
Why not leave well enough alone 
There is no objection heard to stores 
being kept open after 6.30 o’clock. In 
aryr event, I find that most oi the 
(«tores in the city are closing at 6 
o'clock of their own accord.

“If you keep hanging up restric­
tions you'll have us bumping our 
heads walking down the streets. Give 
us a chance to breathe.”

But Aid. Daly was the only oppon­
ent to 'the third reading of the by­
law. When the final disposition of 
the by-law was readied, Aid. Daly 
moved, and Aid. Anderson seconded, 
a motion to lay it on the table. The 
motion was lost, and the by-law was 
finally passed.

Aid. Picard made the explanation 
before the vote was taken finally pass­
ing the by-law, to the effect thdt the 
by-law was introduced at the request 
of union men ol the city, the clerks 
and many of the business men of the 
city. There was no hardship impos­
ed by the by-law on any storekeeper.

Aid. Anderson considered the by­
law an arbitrary one, and he ques­
tioned the right of the council or any 
enactment of parliament to restrict 
the hours of any business man.

Aid. Manson chaçaeterized the dis­
cussion as useless. He accused Aid. 
Daly of talking for publication.

, The Telephone Bomb.
It was under the head of enquiries 

that Alderman Walker dropped his 
telephone bomb. He first enquired 
for information relative to the delivery 
bv the Lorimer Telephon Company 
of the plant ordered last May, . and 
which the company had assured Com­
missioner Kinnaird would be shipped 
before the end of July. In answer 
to this question. Alderman Walker 
was informed that no word had been 
received from the company notifying

the city of the shipment of the plant 
He then proceeded not only to con 
demn the Lorimer Company for ih 
dilatoriness, but also to condemn th 
system, w'hioh he declared would b 
installed in Edmonton as an experi 
ment. He further pointed out tha 
the demand for an adequate and effi 
cient telephone service was daily 
growing more pronounced, and mus. 
be met. As a substitute for thi 
Lorimer system, he said there wen 
half a dozen other automatic sys 
terns in use in large American citie* 1 
which were not in the experiments 
stage.

“Has any of the -elephone plan 
been received by the city as yet?” hi 
asked.

“No,” replied Engineer Keeley.
“Has any later information beei 

received as to when it will be de 
iivered?”

“We have received nothing but th 
assurances of the company, given i 
Mr. Kinnaird, and subsequently ti 
the council that it would be delivere 
by the end of July,” answered thi 
mayor.

"Apparently then the company i 
not prepared to fill this order, whic. 
was placed a year ago last May 
For this reason and for sâvera 
others I think the contract with th 
company should be cancelled. I d 
not believe the system is a satisfac 
tory one. I think if it is nstalle 
here it will be as an experiment, 
would therefore suggest that the cor 
tract with this company be can 
celled and tenders called for an 
other system.”

"I suppose you would ba in favo 
of making an agreement with th 
Beil company," remarked Aidermo-' 
Manson.

“Decidedly not. There are man; 
other system which are not in th 
experimental stage."

Alderman Anderson Not Satisfied.
Alderman Anderson also expressed 

his dissatisfaction with the Lorime 
system. There were only 275 o 
these telephones in use in America 
and necessarily the system was of ai 
experimental nature. He favorei 
cancelling the contract.

“There is one thing which must b 
cai»id‘3red (incidental to this dis 
mission,” said the Mayor, “and tha 
is that no matter what system ; 
installed we will have to pay for it 
and just at present the city is no 
prepared to undertake this expend! 
turc."

“Until we have a building in whicl 
to instal the plant,” declared Aldei 
man Mansion. “ we are considerably 
better off without delivery of th 
apppliances. I would suggest- tha 
Alderman Anderson hurry along bln 
completion of the telephone build 
ing."

Alderman- Picard considered it wa 
not up to a point when the counci 
should undertake to cancel the con 
tract made last year for this system.

A Wordy Duel.
Alderman Walker persisted in hi- 

contention that the city was read; 
for the delivery of the plant, and i 
should have ^een here now. Unless 
the plant were soon shipped ...u 
building would be ready and waitinj 
for the plant.

“But we’re not yet ready for thi 
telephones,” said Alderman Manson.

“Why aren’t we?" asked Aldermai 
Walker in replying.

“The building isn’t ready.”
“Why isn’t it?”
‘W‘hy don’t you rush it, if you’r. 

so smart?”
“That is not 

contractors.”
"Then why don’t you get after it 

contractors?”
“That’s the ; commissioners’ busi 

ness,’ *
“Then why don’t you get aftei 

the commissioners?”
"I am doing that now. It doesn’t 

aeem to me (reasonable to suppose 
that the fact that the building is not 
ready has resulted in the delay of the 
Lorimer people."

Haven’t the Wherewithal.
The Mayor interposed here with tin 

explanation that tne reason the 
commissioners had not been wildly 
enthusiastic in vigorously hurrying 
the delivery of ths system was dut 
to the fact that the financial posi­
tion of the city was net such as 
would permit of paying for the sys­
tem. This was regretable, but it 
was none the less true.

lAderman Walker, in reply to this, 
declared he was not prepared to ad­
mit there would be any difficulty in 
-financing the purchase of a system. 
He took the commissioners’ state­
ment to the effect that this city was 
in better financial standing than any 
other city in the west. This being a 
fact, he thought the purchase could 
be financed with average business 
acumen -on the part of the commis­
sioners.

Alderman Walker moved the can­
celling of the Lorimer contract. He 
withdrew this motion subsequently 
and substituted a notice of motion to, 
the same effect.

“On what grounds are you making 
this move?” asked Alderman Manson.

“It seems to me I have been ex­
plaining them for some time.”

"You’ve talked a lot, but I haven’t 
been able to grasp your points."

"I can’t be held responsible for 
Alderman Manson’s density.

The Mayor also referred to aie fac: 
that there were a number of agents 
of other telephone companies in ut 
city, and intimated that they might 
ÿiave been filling up some of the 
aldermen.with the disadvantages and 
the ehortcominga of the Lorimer sys­
tem as compared with other systems 
in which they happened to be in­
terested. As for himself, he was 
not prepared to accept without ques­
tion the statements of rival com­
panies in condemnation of the 
■Lorimer system.

Opening of Tenders.
Alderman Picard moved that the

CHANGES IN THE CURRICULUM
The officials of the Education Depart­

ment are busy compiling the curriculum 
which will bo issued shortly. It is un- 
lerstood that several changes are to be 
made in the work of the High Schools, 
standards, all tending towards the 
strengthening of that work in anticipa­
tion of the new university.

To further broaden and strengthen 
'ho Science course, chemistry will be 
continued into Standard VIII, making 
Lwo years’ course in this subject instead 
if one as formerly. It is intended that 
the work in Standard VIII be largely 
‘xperimental. Physics will be made a 
three years’ course being continued into 
Standard VII. This will make the heav-. 
iest science course of any province in 
the Dominion.

For some time past it has been felt 
that. Arithmetic should be carried up to 

. matriculation and in this year’s pro­
gram, arithmetic will be one of the sub­
jects of study in Standard VII.

The General History is also to be con­
tinued into Standard VIII.

This is undoubtedly a very important 
move and will allow the first part to be 
lone more thoroughly and will present 
the facts of modern history to more ma­
ture students.

Physical Geography will be dropped 
from Standard VII and put on in Stan­
dard VI to compensate for the introduc­
tion of Arithmetic and Physics in that 
t ear. Other than this the work of Stan­
dard VI will remain as before.

The giving of so much prominence to 
Science should encourage the School 
Boards to make .further provision for 
laboratory equipment. Very many 
schools in the province have given prac­
tically no attention to this phase of the 
work when the expenditure of a very 
small amount would provide some of the 
most useful apparatus.

These additions to the course will 
also mean that where schools undertake 
to teach the languages and allow the 
students free choice of the optional sub­
jects, additional teaching force will have 
to be put on. This undoubtedly is the 
purpose of the Department in view of 
the fact that the Government treats the 
high schools so generously.

There will be no great changes this 
year in the text books except, of course, 
in the English subjects where changes 
are quite frequent.

COAL MEN STRENUOUSLY PRO 
TEST AGAINST ORDER

A special meeting of the board of 
trade of Edmonton was held in the 
council chamber on Saturday evening 
to meet Mr. Geo. A. Mountain, chief 
engineer of the railway board of com- 
sioners, and Mr. F. Diliinger, assis­
tant traffic officer of the board, with 
respect to the recent order of the 
board forbidding the use of lignite 
coal in locomotive engines, except 
for a period in each year from Decem­
ber 1st to the end of March.

Representatives oi the coal interests 
were present, and submitted. Argu­
ments in favor of rescinding the or­
der or extending the open season dur­
ing which lignite may be used in loco­
motives.

Mr. A. C. Fraser, vice-president 
of the board of trade, presided. Sec­
retary Harrison read the correspond­
ence on the matter.

Frank B. Smith, manager of the 
Morinville mines, stated that he. had 
experience with Lethbridge coat, and 
said that the Morinville coal emitted 
io mere sparks than the Lethbridge 
ignite. His.statements were support­
’d by K. F. Livingstone, manager ot 
(he Standard Goal Co., who also is 
amiliar with the Lethbridge lignite.

No Serious Fire on Record.
O. M. Biggar pointed out to the 

eprèsentatives of the railway board 
hat no serious fire could be traced to 
he use of lignite in the locomotives. 
Ithers who spoke and who pointed 
>ut the interests affected by the order 
vere Messrs. J. C. Dowsett, J. J. 
lenman, A. U. Dobell and Afred Ai- 
ayne Jones.

A "Made in Canada” Plea.
They also urged that the C. N. K. 

vere devising appliances whereby the 
mgines could burn this coal without 
brewing sparks, and that it would 
hus do away with all necessity oi 
uch a law. It would also be a con- 
(iderable saving to the railway com- 
lanies if they could use the coal min- 
id here. The Morinville mine could 
upply 1,000 tons of coal per day if 
hey were allowed to supply it to the 
ailway companies as well as for pri­
vate use. Thus the railways would 
latronize home industries instead ot 
laving to go to the United States lor 
?ittsburg coal.

Mr. Jones submitted the report of 
inalysis made by J. O’Sullivan, of 
Zancouver, in which he said that as 
!ar as ash and fixed carbon were 
:oncerned, it was superior to Nanai- 
no bituminous coal, as it contained 
>n an average 4.5 per cent, ash, and 
!1.5 per cent, fixed carbon.

Commission Impressed.
The representatives of the railway 

•ommission were greatly impressed 
rith the arguments advanced, and 
istened carefully, taking copious 
lptes.

Secretary Harrison asked them up- 
in whose representations the order 
sad been passed. The reply was that 
he order was the outcome of the per- 
onal observations of the expert of 
he railway board, Mr. Ogilvae. Sec- 
etary Harrison further wanted to 
■now it the order specifically applied 

to Morinville coal. Mr. Mountain re- 
ilied it applied equally to all lignite 
;oals. Hé was not prepared, how- 
:ver, to define what was a lignite, or 

*o define the diagostic factor that 
trades a coal as lignite. Consequent­
ly, the ‘order leaves the coal men ol 
he whole west in a quandary as to 
row they are affected by the order.

M. H. McLeod, general manager of 
she V. N. K., was present during the 
neeting, but said .nothing.

Investigating Appliances.
At the conclusion Mr. Mountain 

stated that while in the city, they 
lad examined very carefully into the 
•natter in view of the complaints 
;hat had been made that the new re­
gulation was unsatisfactory and 
should be repealed. It had been no­
ticed that in many cases where the 
grass along the .railway was very dry 
that the sparks from the passing en 
gines had left' a Tbng string of fire 
on either ' side of the right of way. 
In the yards on Saturday they exara- 
ned the new appliance that Bad been 
placed in the engines by the U. N. 
K. to overcome this feature ot the 
use of lignite coal. There were some 
sparks still thrown but they appear 
ed to be in smaller particles than 
.ormerly. They proposed to examine 
more fully into the appliance used 
n order to see if the sparks thrown 
would cause fire. They would leave 
for Winnipeg on Sunday, he said, 
over the C. N. K. and on Wednesday 
would report to the Board of Rail­
way Commissioners the result of their 
investigations. The board would then 
come to some decision in the matter 
as to whether the rule forbidding The 
use of lignite coal would still come 
into force on September 1st.

After the meeting he stated he was 
in fully sympathy with the attitude 
of the Morinville coal owners.

CITY OFFICIALS CAN'T TAKE 
PART.

In view of the coming municipal by- 
election to fill the vacancy on the 
city council, and the recent discussion 
of the part that civic officials should 
take in municipal politics, Mayor 
Griesbach, this morning on behalf of 
the city commissioners, issued the fol­
lowing statement to the heads of the 
various departments:—

“Owing to the large number of em­
ployees necessitated by municipal 
ownership of municipal utilities and 
owing to the fact that these employ­
ees are under the control of the ad­
ministration of the day it has been 
urged by those who are opposed to 
municipal ownership that the em­
ployment of so large a body of pos­
sible voters under the control of the. 
administration constitutes in itself a 
grave menace to the free and un­
trammeled expression of the peoples' 
will at the polls by reason of the fact 
that such municipal employees might 
be induced to support this or that 
candidate, favorabye or unfavorable 
to this or that interest.

“The commissioners believe that the 
present moment is an opportune time 
to lay down a strict rule that no em­
ployees of the city shall either direct­
ly or indirectly participate in mun­
icipal politics other than to cast his 
or her vote. Since a vital principle 
is at stake the commissioners urge 
upon all employees of the city the im­
portance of this order and desire to 
have it distinctly understood that they 
will exercise their power of dismissal 
in the event 6f any municipal em­
ployee so offending.

URGE AN OVERHead CROSSING.
Monday’s Daily.

Mr. Geo. A. Mountain, chief engi­
neer of the board of railway commis­
sioners, in company with Mr. Van 
Arsdel, divisional engineer of the G. 
T. P., visited the Clover Bar bridge 
on the F. T. P., where they^met a 
deputation from the A. F. A. with 
respect to the G. T. P. crossing at 
Clover Bar. Mr. W. F. Stevens, sec­
retary of the Central A. F. A., acted

as spokesman. He urged the construc­
tion of a bridge and subway. He cit­
ed that there was a great deal ol 
traffic at this point, and as the rail­
way ran diagonally across the high­
way the possibility of danger would 
be very great if a level crossing were 
made.

The deposition of Mr. Stevens was 
carefully observed by Mr. Mountain, 
who will put the facts before the com­
missioners of the board.

C. N. BELL RETURNS FROM 
ENGLAND.

Mr. Charles Napier Bell, an old- 
timer of the West, and secretary -1 
the Winnipeg Board of Trade, recent­
ly retunred from a six weeks trip t< 
Great Britain, and was interviewed 
by a representative of the Winnipeg 
Tribune.

While in London Mr. Bell met Mr 
McNair, one of the members of tht 
Dominion grain commission. Mr 
McNair had told him that wherever 
the commission had gone in Great 
Britain they were told that Manitob: 
grain inspection had given thorough 
satisfaction and was considered tht 
very best in the world.

Apostle of Immigration.
Mr .Bell also visited the Canadian 

imufiqration offices in London ano 
before introducing himself watcheo 
he said the stream of people, anxiout 
to secure information about Canada. 
He was very favorably impressed 
with the class of men enquiring foi 
information about Canada and tht 
West. He was, he said, particular!; 
struck with the line of questions put 
to the applicant. The questions pul 
went to show that the immigratioi 
authorities were anxious to secur< 
none but the very best class of emi 
graifbs. Tha applicants were ah. 
asked if they had farm experience, 
and would they be willing to go cr 
a farm and take up land. Clerki 
were warned against emigrating, as 
there was no demand for them. Mr. 
Bell said the information to prosper 
tive emigrants was exactly what ht 
would have told them if they applied 
to him personally.

The Money Market.
In regard to the money market in 

Great Britain Mr. Bell said that there 
was any quantity of money to loan, 
but the feeling of would-be lenders 
was 'in a conservative direction, and 
to tighten up the conditions undei 
which the loan would be made.

Mr. Bell stated that he would have 
liked to have spent a longer time ir 
Great Britain, but had to return, as 
he could not secure a berth on an> 
steamer leaving during August. AÎ 
the available space was occupiel, and 
London was full of Americans whs 
could not secure accommodation on 
the vessels.

Argentine Interested In Us.
On the steamer returning to Can­

ada, Mr. Bell met Henry Macluski. 
of the Great Southern Railway, Bue­
nos Ayres, Argentine republic, and 
that, he, in company, with another, 
was delegated by his railway to come 
to Western Canada and enquire inti 
the grain system of the west, and the 
system adopted in handling the grain 
in elevators, with a view to adopting 
a system in the Argentine republic.

Mr. Macluski is now on his way tc 
Winnipeg to look into the system in 
vogue there.

The Clyde Dockyards.
Mr. Bell in going to Great Britain, 

sailed first to Glasgow.
The trip up the Clyde, said Mr. 

Bell, wag one long to be remembered 
travelling up between miles of ship­
building yards. On the Clyde, in 
course of construction, was His Maj­
esty’s battleship the Indomitable, sis­
ter ship to the Dreadnought, tut 
largest fighting machine afloat . Sev­
eral other cruisers and warships were 
also noticeable, especially one being 
built for the Russian navy, which 
looked, Mr. Bell said, like a long 
greyhound. ,

The Clyde was a sight to see over 
twenty miles of dockyards, and the 
accompanying rustle incidental to 
large ship building yards.

On the same ship Mr. Bell was on 
was an American tourist, who was 
heard to exclaim : “These people 
turn out ships like we do stoves from 
a stove factory.”

Mr. Bell said that he was very fa­
vorably impressed with Glasgow, 
which, he said was more like Chicago 
than any other city he had seen. 
Business seemed to be brisk, and 
everyone was busy.

A SAD INSTANCE OF
DESTITUTION.

Tuesday’s Daily. 1

Wandering,forsaken and alone upon 
the streets from day to day, neglected 
by a drunken father and without a 
mother, two little girls named Favel 
were taken to the Salvation Army 
home last night and given shelter at 
the request of the ^police.

The case of the two children which 
is similar to those of others that have 
recently come to the attention of the 
authorities, is a pitiable one. The 
little girls, who are ten and fifteen 
years old respectively, have been de­
serted by their father, who cannot be 
looated by the police. For a time 
they were given shelter by a relative 
but she ultimately turned them out 
of doors again, saying that she was 
not able to keep them.

A few days ago the little onces came 
to the chief of police and he tempor­
arily provided them with food , and 
lodging. Again last evening they re­
turned and after deliberation Major 
Beale decided to ask the Salvation 
Army to look after them for a few 
days till some home oan be provided.

This case again illustrates the need 
of a Children’s Aid society for the 
city. This institution is being strong­
ly urged by Major Beale and it is 
probable a meeting will be held short­
ly to take active steps in the matter.

EXAMINATION PAPERS TOO 
LONG.

Hon. Mr. Rutherford, Premier and 
Minister of Education, has received the 
following list of resolutions passed by 
the Alberta Teachers’ Associations and 
which have been submitted with the re­
quest that they receive the consideration 
of the department:

Regarding Examinations.
1. That the papers of the various 

Standards be more carefully graded as 
to difficulty and length, and that the 
language used in the examination ques­
tions be more explicit.

2. That the time for each paper be in 
no case longer than two and a half 
hours.

3. That only one paper be given at 
each morning and afternoon session.

4. That in the opinion of the Associa­
tion the following papers were too long 
this year: Lit. V; Grammar, V. Lit. 
VII; Algebra and Geometry VII; Alge­
bra VIII.
Regarding Curricula, Textbooks, etc.
6. That an examination be prescribed 

in Algebra for Standard V ; Standards 
in Algebra for Standard V.

7. That the prescribed course in phy­
sics be distributed among Standards VI. 
V II and VIII ; that physical geography 
be taken off Standard VII, and a suit­
able course in physical and commercial 
geography be prescribed for standard VI.

8. That the following textbooks are un­
botany, physics, Standard VI, geometry, 
satisfactory : “Text books in history, 
VI, VII, VIII; Industrial history VIII

9. That Mill’s chemistry be substitut­
ed for the present textbook in chemistry 
that Mackay's euclid be substituted for 
Todhunter and Loney ; that in the opin­
ion of this association Higgin’s first 
science book would be preferable to the 
present text for Standard .VI, and that 
for the lengthened course in physics Mil­
likan and Gales’ First Course in Phy­
sics would be a suitable text.

10. That we heartily approve the pro­
gressive step w hich the Government has 
taken in establishing a Provincial Uni­
versity, and we engage to assist its de­
velopment by encouraging the attend­
ance of students from all parts of the 
province. We would respectfully recom­
mend that great care be taken that there 
should be a close connection maintained 
between the Secondary Schools of the 
Province and the University.

11. Resolved that a teacher holding an 
interim second class certificate should 
be allowed to write for a first class in­
terim without having to wait until his 
second class professional has been grant­
ed.

J. D. BLANYEY IS THE 
NOMINEE.

A public meeting, largely composed 
of the electors of the east end, was 
neld last night in Nehr’s ' Hall, East 
Jasper avenue, to decide upon a can­
didate to contest the election to the 
aldermanic vacanacy, caused by the 
resignation of Dr. Macaulay. The 
finad result of the meeting was to en­
dorse by a vote of 65 to 4 Mr. J. D. 
Blayney. city building inspector, as 
candidate for the vacancy.

Mr. Wilson was chairman. At the 
outset considerable confusion arose 
as to the object of the meeting. 
Some of those present considered the 
object of the meeting was to ratify 
the nomination of E. Bayfield Wil­
liams, whose name had been placed 
in nomination last Friday night at 
a caucus meeting held in the same 
hall. The majority considered tnt 
meeting was called to complete 
nominations and ûnally agree upon 
a candidate loyal to the interest ol 
the east end without discrimination 
against any other section of the 
city.

F. W. Brown addressed the meet­
ing and moved that Mr. Williams- 
nomination be ratified and madt 
unanimous. He had all the neces­
sary qualifications. He, moved that 
Mr. Williams be the candidate and 
no further nominations be received 
This was voted down, and accord­
ingly three other names were sub­
mitted to the meeting as follows : 
J. D. Blayney ; G. F. Armstrong, 
Namayo avenue, and John Galbraith.

Before the balloting took place 
each candidate for nomination was 
given an opportunity to address the 
electors and state his policy.

Mr. Armstrong declined the nomi­
nation and argued for a union of in­
terests upon the nominee of the con­
vention, in order to assure bis elec- 
tio.

“There is no doubt there are a lot oi 
evil transactions being consumated in 
this city,” said Mr. Armstrong, and, 
as a c&se in point, stated it was prac­
tically impossible to obtain an audi­
tor’s report. Thousands of dollars 
were being spent without permanent 
improvement. He asked if there 
was anything in this city that was 
done by the present administration 
that would be fit for any other city 
to copy.

Mr. Galbraith supported the state­
ment of Mrj Armstrong that state­
ments should be furnished showing 
receipts and expenditures oi the city. 
He criticised the local improvement 
system, which, as it existed today, 
required a two-thiirds majority to 
carry any scheme of local improve­
ment, and as a result many needed 
improvements - were often defeated by 
absentee owners holding the property 
for speculation. He advocated re­
muneration of the aldermen for their 
,services. This policy, however, 
should be endorsed by a vote of tne 
electors.

Mr. J. D. Blayney expressed him­
self in favor of public meetings cf 
the ratepayers every three months to 
discuss the civic administration and 
take a fling at mai-adminigtration. 
“The state of affars that exists in 
this city today, though possibly a 
little difficult to forsee, should not 
exist,” said Mr. Blayney. “The 
financial stringency bears too strong­
ly on the city today.”

He was confident that something 
could yet be done by a strong ad­
ministration to- ease the money 
situation. He deored the council 
for their incompetency and absurd 
policy with regard to the Rat Creek 
sewer. If they had started at the 
eastern end and completed the work 
as they went along a large section 
of the trunk sewer could have been 
completed and in use today by a 
part of the city that greatly needed 
it and deserved it.

"The public works of the city are 
a failure," said Mr. Blayney. and 
referring to the construction of per­
manent walks, he said surely it "was 
possible to undertake these without 
spending thousands to find out the 
best way.

Mr. Williams stated that his view 
of the meeting was to complete lue 
nomination of candidates for the 
vacanacy in the council, Review­
ing the civic situation, he stated the 
present* as well as all previous coun­
cils, had not done anything to induce 
manufacturers to come to the city. 
There was indeed a money strin­
gency, but he was in a position to 
state that encouraging inquiry was 
being made after Edmonton bonds. 
He declined the nomination.

At the conclusion of the add rest 
balloting followed. After the an­
nouncement of the result by the 
chairman the nomination was mrde 
unanimous on motion of Messrs. 
Galbraith and Williams.

C. ROSS PALMER TO BE 
CANDIDATE.

At the request of a number of the 
business men of the city, C. Ross 
Pa’mer, of the firm of Palmer, Gouin 
and McIntyre, has consented to be 
a candidate for the vacany in the city 
council. Mr. Palmer is a successful, 
widea-wake business man, and should 
make a good alderman. His policy is 
a square deal to every pant of the city 
and a thorough business administra­
tion of the city’s affairs, and if elect­
ed he says he will give his time and 
attention to assist the present memb­
ers of the council to place the civic 
business upon a systematic * working 
basis. He does not wish to see the 
city divided into either east or west 
end factions and will endeavor to 
serve the citizens of one part as well 
as that of another, and aid in carry­
ing out a program of public improve­
ments that will give fair play to every 
section.

Deaths From Heat Prostrations.

Memphis, Tenn., Aug. 12.—As a result 
of the extreme heat here today following 
several days of a terrific wave several 
men died of prostration.

Will Search for Wife Deserter.
Ottawa, Aug. 13—It is very probable 

that more will yet be heard of Robt. 
H. Rogers, who a short time ago de-- 
serted his Ottawa bride in Paris and 
left her to seek the assistance of the 
Canadian officials to enable her to rei 
turn home. A photograph of the man 
has been sent to the Paris police, and 
the whole matter has been reportekl 
to the Dominion department. It is 
probable that a member of Mrs. Rog­
er’s family will proceed to Europe in 
the fall and a vigorous search will 
likely be instituted.

Regulate Rates for Light.
L. A. Lapointe, Vice-President second­

ed by J. P. G. Bernube, moved :
"That this Union of Canadian Muni­

cipalities consider it is highly desirable 
to petition the Dominion and Provincial 
governments requesting the respective 
legislatures to adopt and enforce the act 
by which the price of light, heat, and 
power may be regulated and the quality 
Of the service given to the public, and 
that the government of the province of 
Quebec be specially requested to apply 
this principle to the city of Montreal, 
and the cities, towns, and villages, and 
other municipalities surrounding them.’’

Dominion Commission Suggested.
Vice-President Lapointe, Montreal; 

Mayor Scott, Ottawa ; Mayor Cousineau, 
Of St. Laurent Mayor Judd, of London, 
and others discussed the question of re­
gulating gas and electric light rates. 
Mayor Cousineau wanted the Munici­
palities to regulate prices in their limits 
but Mayor Scott pointed out that such 
à principle might be abused and sug­
gested a Dominion Commission as in the 
Case of railway transportation. Editor 
Brigg of St. Lambert urged the appoint­
ment by the local government of an ex­
pert to adjust the rates. Mr. McAra 
Suggested referring the resolution of Aid. 
Lapointe back to the committee. The 
resolution carried.

Organize a Quebec Union.
x The appointment of delegates to the 
Norfolk Meeting of the National Muni- 
eipal League in November, was left to 
the executive. President Coatsworth 
and vice-president Lapointe were ap­
pointed to attend the League of Ameri­
can Municipalities at Jamestown, Sept. 
18 to 20. At the executive meeting the 
lack of a provincial union in Quebec 
was made prominent by the grievance 
6f the town of St. Louis, where, .acord- 
ing to Mayor Gelinas, franchises have 
been green away and large municipal 
contracts awarded without the consent 
Of property owners. R. C. Cochran, 
Blanchard, Man., pointed out that this 
Was the opportunity for organizing Que­
bec provincial union, as leiving such 
important work for them their strength 
would be developed.

But this state of affairs could be 
easily _ arranged so as to in no way 
financially affect the average farmer.

MRS. EDDY EXAMINED.

TWINE

Among Farmers at 13 1-5 Cents 
Per Pound by Equity Society. 

Six Car Loads of it.

Thursday’s Daily.
John M. Moran, of Fort Saskatche­

wan, organizer for the Canadian So- 
.oiety of Equity, is a guest at the Cas­
tle to-day. He has just returned 
irom a trip as far south as Clares- 
holmy arranging for the distribution 
of the six carloads of binder twine 
which the. society has purchased and 
is selling to members of the C. S. E 
art cost price. ’ ">

. When seen by a Bulletin representa- 
tive this morning Mr. Moran stated 
that he never saw better crops in the 
province than are growing this year. 
Winter wheat is the best crop he has 
known, and between Red Deer and 
Claresholm it was turning yellow and 
cutting will be pretty general all over 
that territory this week. When he 
was at Claresholm on August 9th, 
some fields of winter wheat had al­
ready been cut,, and the yield-prom­
ises to be superior to 1906.

Oats, barley and spring wheat are 
later in the south than usual, but giv­
en fine weather for a couple more 
weeks the crop is safe, and from all 
appearances will be above last year’s 
standard.

Mr. Moran states that the area un­
der crop is larger than in 1906, and 
that there is more winter wheat grow­
ing this season than ever before. Re­
garding prices, he said that practical­
ly all grains would sell higher than 
a year ago, unless the farmers got in 
too big a hurry to dispose of their 
grains and sold in such quantities as 
would glut the market, and cause a 
slump in prices. He, however, had 
no fear of the farmers doing this. 
They were being too well educated in 
the law of supply and demand to 
overload the grain buyers unneces­
sarily.

Regarding the operations of the So­
ciety of Equity this year, Mr. Moran 
said things were progressing nicely, 
though the stringency in the money 
market was crippling them to some 
extent. It was felt in the matter of 
erecting farmers’ elevators at different 
points. Early in the year à was 
thought the Society would have a 
number of them open for business this 
fall, but the scarcity of money will 
prevent the association having more 
than two or three doing business this 
fall. In addition to the elevators thé 
society has about enough stock sold 
for two grist mills, which will be 
erected at Macleod and High River. 
It is also hoped to have mills at 
Claresholm and Lacombe. Mr. Moran 
thought the farmers were pretty near­
ly tired of paying freight on their 
wheat to Winnipeg, and also on the 
flour it produced back to t-heir near­
est dealer, and as soon as' money 
loosened up, there would be no trou­
ble selling sufficient stock to erect 
mills at various points.

The supply of binder twine will be 
distributed at six different points. 
Sixty thousand pounds will be hand­
led at Edmonton, 60.000 at Wetaski- 
win, 34.000 at High River, 40,000 at 
Claresholm. It will cost the farmers

The same shortage of farm 
help is as apparent this year as 
ireviously, and even though "the ap- 
dications for assistance from rural 
ooints will be much greater, never- 
heless at the present time it is with 
he utmost difficulty that the pres- 
*nt needs be satisfied. While it is 
et impossible to say how many will 

•>e required to harvest this year’s 
wop, it is felt, that the number of 
nen who will be needed to aid In 
the Work will be as great as ever, as 
‘he crop situation in Saskatchewan 
ind Alberta is reported to bo excel­
lent.

Requests lire coming from the far 
west for help, and already a number 
>f points have made special arrange, 
ni outs with the C.F.R. in order to 
'urely secure the necessary help. At 
present at the offices of the provincial 
immigration building there are re. 
ivestg for 150 men to be sent imme­
diately, and there are no available 
men to fill the vacancies.

Dearth of Railroad Labor. 
Officials of the C. P.R. state that 

the difficulty of obtaining employees 
in certain branches of the work has 
increased greatly within the past few 
months. At this particular time <T 
the year the force of agents and 
operators lias to be largely increased, 
and it is sometimes with the utmost 
difficulty that the men can be secured. 
At the present time the steady de­
mand in the west which has resulted 
from a period of unprecedented rail­
way d.-velopmen., is making itself 
felt in the east, from whose centres 
the west is gradually drawing its 
supply. As a result there appears \o 
he a dearth In the number of men 
who are able to assume a position cl 
this sort.

Not only is it with this branch i f 
the work that this stringency of men 
is felt, but the same is said to apply 
also to the necessary men in tram 
crews. The extra transportation • f 
the autumn season necessitates the 
installation of a great number of ad­
ditional trains, and men to operate 
fhem are difficult to-secure. Reports 
from the east corroborate this state­
ment, where it is said the competent 
b'akemen and operators are most 
difficult to obtain. The rapid rail­
way expansion of the country is oi 
course the ca.’lse of the reported . 
dearth of men. Every lins of roai# 
operating in the west is laying oui 
new stations annually, and hundreds 
of railway shipping points are being 
added every year, for which extra 
men are required.

LABOR SITUATION IN THE 
WEST.

Winnipeg, Aug. 13. — The Winnipeg 
Free Press has undertaken to secure in­
humation regarding the labor situation 
in the west. It says:

This August there is again a shortage 
of farm help. Although the preponder­
ance of demand over supply is consider­
able, it is not as great as it was last 
year. Still, it is quite large enough to 
require public attention. Inquiries at 
the immigration" office show that there 
are over 300 places for which they can­
not find laborers. The scarcity in Man­
itoba is general, but, while that is so) 
it does not appear to be acute. Flana­
gan’s, 625 Main street, also say they 
have orders on hand for over 300 men. 
The wages offered are from $35 to $45 
for experienced men and for inexperien­
ced men $25 to $30.

J. Obed Smith, commissioner of im­
migration, explained to a Free Press 
representative, the situation in this 
way. "Strange to say, all this year we 
have been unable to fill the applications 
for men on the farms,” he said, “and 
the reason for it, I assume, is the num­
ber of new avenues of work. Railway 
construction has opened up a large de­
mand for labor, which has knocked the 
farmers hard. There are anywhere be­
tween 5,000 and 10,000 more being em­
ployed on railway building than there 
were last year. The movement towards 
British Columbia has also contributed 
to the deficiency. The railway company 
yon know, reduced the immigrant’s rate 
from Winnipeg to Vancouver from $40 
to $22. The coal mines, both in the 
mountains and on thé prairie, have also 
been absorbing additional men. There is 
now a considerable demand for miners 
at Estevan. One company writes to me 
that it will take fifty tomorrow. An 
offer is given to assist in putting up 
homes, so that their settlement there 
may become permanent.

A FALL FAIR WAS DISCUSSED.
Wednesday’s Daily.

The regular monthly meeting of 
the Board of Trade was held yester­
day afternoon in the City Council 
Chamber. There was present a good 
number of the members. The chair 
was occupied by he Vice President 
A. C. Fraser.

To Entertain Journalists.
The first item of business taken 

np was tlie entertainment of the 
eleven English newspaper men, who 
are expected here the latter part ' 1 
the week. A committee composed of 
Messrs. Campbell. Sutter, Nairn. 
Fisher and Aid. Daly, were appointed 
to look after tho details of the trip 
to Clover Bar, where the journalists 
ara to meSt representative farmers 
and be entertained to luncheon.

Exhibits for the East.
F. T. Fisher reported on the pro­

posal to send an exhibit to the Do­
minion Fair at Sherbrooke and to 
Toronto. The committee suggested 
that the Board unite with the. local 
government in their exhibit, which 
was perhaps the most creditable ever 
sent out from' the west. The report 

the committee was adopted.
Spokane Exhibits.

A letter 'was also rea<F from the 
Canadian Government Commissioners 
of the Spokane Fair, asking that an 
exhibit bp sent there. Mr." Harrison 
suggested that this was a very im­
portant matter and said that experl 
men to gather exhibits, were most 
needed at present. It was left in 
the hands of the secretary to arrange 
this matter, with the assistance of 
Aid. Daly and Mr. J. L. Porte, of 
"Strath cona.

North Bank of the River.
A petition was read calling atten­

tion of the Board to the bad state of 
the north bank of the Saskatchewan 
for half a mile west of Cameron 
street. The secretary wrote Hon. 
Frank Oliver and also read a reply, 
stating that an engineer was being 
seat from the department of public 
works, Ottawa'.

Colored Immigrants.
Tlie secretary stated that a colored 

gentleman had called at the office 
several times asking endorsement cf 
the Board of a proposition to bring 
colored immigrants to this district, 
ft was pointed out that the Board 
was not in the habit of taking direct 
steps to bring immigrants of any 
kind hero.

Fall Exhibitions.
Mr. Fisher, for the Publicity Com­

mittee, said that the committee felt 
that the midsummer exhibition was 
not the advertising benefit it should 
be. In saying this he was not find- 
mg fault with the directors, who 
worked hard and creditably.’ But 
the district of Edmonton could put 
up hi exhibit such a3 could not he 

excelled in the Dominion. In mid­
summer these could not be got to­
gether It was suggested, -if enough 
general interest could be got up, that 
in a fall exhibit, we could get a dis. 
play together which would be second 
to none and which would be of enor- 
mous advertising value. This exhi­
bition which might be in tlie middle 
of September, though of course not 
so largely attended, would be of great 
value from a publicity standpoint.

J. H. Morris thought a September 
fair would not be feasible. If fine 
weather, Jhe farmers were busy and 
there was always a probability of a 
snowstorm at that season.

Aid .Daly agreed with Mr. Fisher 
as to the advertising to got from 
a fall fair, but thought- it would he 
hard to make it financially success-

A motion was passed approving i f 
a horticultural fair, which Col: Ed. 
wards said it was the intention cf 
the civic improvements society to 
hold during the fall months.

J. J. Denman spoke at some length 
<n indorsation of a fall exhibition 
and offering suggestions for a fair at 
that, season.

Col. Edwards directed attention to 
the fact that building operations here 
as in other places, were falling off 
owing to the high cost of building 
material and other effects. He sug­
gested that a meeting between the 
representatives of the various tradca 
and building contractors be arranged, 
to see if conditions could be remed­
ied. He suggested that a committee 
be appointed to look into this ques. 
tion.

To Bring Manufacturers Here. 
Mr. Dickson diverted attention te 

the movement to induce manu:actnr. 
ers to turn their attention to Ed. 
monton. On suggestion of t ie chair­
man that question was tui'.ied over 
to the council of the Board of Trade.

Aid. J. B. Walker defended the 
action of the City Council wh.ch was 
attakqe,d by the ipreyious apeakei\ 
A committee of aldermen was now 
looking into the question of land, etc. 
and it was found that most of the 
available city land was too far out. 
The question of bringing manufac­
turers here was being now taken up 
seriously by the aldermen, and a re­
port would be in the hands of the 
Board of Trade within a few days.

F. F. Fisher, for the publicity com­
mittee .reported that in view of the 
scarcity oi money, etc., it was not 
thought desirable to send a special 
exhibit to the Sherbrooke fair.

Aid. Daly urged that work %_ 
started" at once to collect an exhibit 
for the Westminster fair, if it were 
intended to send a display thelre. 
This matter was left with the Council 
to take up at once for decision.

The meeting then adjourned.

GOLDEN HARVEST FOR THE 
WEST.

Ottawa, Aug. ]$—Tlie west is going 
to have a golden harvest this year in 
spite o' anything that the pessimists 
say, Tlie chief warehouse commis, 
sioner of Canada, C. C. Castle, sends 
to the department of trade and com 
merce from Winnipeg a report on the 
crop of the three prairie provinces 
Mr. Castle Idiscredits the unfavorable 
reports and-says that with the present 
prospects the farmers will realize twt 
dollars more per acre than last year.

In his report he says: “I am pleased 
to be able to advise that from all 
parts of Manitoba, Alberta and Sas­
katchewan reports as to crop condi­
tions are most favorable; in fact, dur 
'ng the last four or five weeks the 
conditions have been almost ideal 
Crops which looketi poor before that 
time have recovered wonderfully and' 
should the present favorable weather 
continue, it looks ns if harvesting 
in the three provinces will be general 
toward the end oi the present month. 
The Manitoba wheat errop will aver­
age from fourteen to sixteen bushels, 
while some districts will go ovei 
twenty, and the Alberta and Saskatch­
ewan crops will be even heavier. Pro 
hably some portions of tlie late sown 
wheat crops will not mature: in time 
to escape early frosts, in which ease 
the yieltl per acre will be reduced. 

Less Costly to Handle.
The present crop will be much 

less costly to handle than last sea­
son's as' the straw is not so heavy, 
consequently it will take less twine 
and labor per acre, and the threshing 
will be done môtë expeditiously. In 
my opinion, if thd present prices hold 
and the weather conditions .continue 
normal, the farmers of this country 
will realize two Hollars an acre mort 
than the yield last year, that is to 
say, takings the average of the wholt 
crop. The September option today 
Aug.- 6) is 92 3-4 cents per bushel, 
whereas a year ago it was 71 1-2 cents 
Hie range' of priées for October deliv­
ery is about 21 cents higher than this 
time last year, ttfit is to say, 19 bush­
els per acre of 'lakt year’s crop at the 
price prevailing tiarHÿ in September 
would realize $15749 per acre, whereas 
15 bushels at todày’s prices would re­
alize $13.91 per acre, and when it is 
considered that tlie harvesting cost 
will be n Maced in the neighborhood 
of two dollars an acre, the farmers’ 
financial position today compared 
with last year is infinitely better.

“As is usually "the case, certain 
alarmists are predicting blue ruin and 
failure of the Northwest crops, hut 
the farmers of this country who have 
■liore at stake than anybody else are 
n; t bothering their heads very muçh 
,vor such reports. The way we look 

Up-m the matter here is that a frost 
is possible, but highly improbable, ex­
cept perhaps in cases where wheat 
was sown after the beginning of 
June.”

SOLD WEEDS IN SEEDS.

Dutton, Ont., Firm Fined Under New 
Dominion Act.

St. Thomas, Aug. 13.—T. Hocken & Co. 
of Dutton, through their soliditor, Mr. 
C. St. Clair Leiteh, pleaded guilty to the 
charge of having offered for sale on May 
11th last clover seeds which containel 
noxious weed seeds in excess of the per­
centage of the Dominion Seed Control 
Act, and were fined $1.00 and costs. Mr. 
Ifockin, at the time the charge was laid 
by Inspector Mason, claimed to have 
bought the seed in good faith from a 
well-known firm of seedsmen in London.

The official analysis of the sample te 
question which was one of ten showed 
the presence of the following number of 
noxious weed seeds: ragweed, 7; White 
Cockle 2; night flowering catch-fly, 8; 
curled dock, 19; rib grass, 100. Of every 
one thousand seeds of clover in the sam­
ple, twenty-one were noxious weeds. In 
other words there were 6,048 noxious 
weeds per pound of seed. As there is 
about six pounds sown to an acre this 
would give more than 36,000 noxious 
weeds to an acre.

21,000 MEN ARE NEEDED IN WEST

Winnipeg, Aug. 13.—According to 
the latest estimates the first train oi 
harvesters from the east to look after 
the western crop this year, will arrive 
in Winnipeg on August 25. From es­
timates received, t-he total number of 
men required to handle the crop will 
be 21,000, which is considerably less 
than last year. Advices received from 
the Manitoba government place the 
number required in Liais province at 
11,000. Saskatchewan places require­
ments there at 7,000, and Alberta es­
timated the requirements at 3,000.

OPERATORS LAY OFF

Toronto, Aug. 13.—The strike of the 
Western Union telegraphers has hit 
Toronto, and this morning the Great 
North Western is to all intents and 
purposes tied up. Several operators 
who refused to take messages last 
night that were despatched by the 
non-union operators in the States 
were promptly laid off bv General 
Manager McMichael, and this morn­
ing nearly the entire staff, some fifty 
men and women, went out in a body 
and held a meeting in Labor Temple.

An Old Grudge Smoulders.
There is no question at issue local­

ly, the action of the G. N. W. men 
being entirely in sympathy with the 
Western Union men, but it is felt 
that the local men were still smarting 
under the defeat they met the last 
time they struck, and wer not sorry to 
get a favorable opportunity to put {he 
company in a hole. McMichael refus­
ed to talk, but issued a signed state­
ment giving the company’s version 
of the friction.

STRIKE DEVELOPS RELIGIOUS 
LINES.

London, Aug. 13—When the house 
of commons met this r»fternoon, tlie 
Irish secretary, Mr. Birrell, faced a 
shower of questions concerning the 
Belfast strike. The Irish members of 
parliament wanted the troops with­
drawn from Belfast and others urged 
the necessity of a full inquiry. Mr 
Birrell said

The government is fully alive to 
the urgency of this matter and is do­
ing all it can to secure a settlement 
of this most unfortunate strike.”

The president of the board of tra'de 
was sending a representative "to Bel­
fast today, the trade unions of Ire­
land having jus.t notified him of their 
willingness to submit to arbitration.

War Secretary Haldane read a re­
port from the officer commanding the 
troops at Belfast in which it appear­
ed that one of the objects of the mili­
tary 'demonstration was to separate 
the Catholics from the Protestants, 
ft appears that in the trouble at BeV 
ast as usually happens, there has 

developed religious lines. Tlie Pro­
testants have cheered and supported 
the troops, while the attacking par­
ties apparently have been composed 
of Catholics. -

. Belfast,. Aug. 13—The strike situa­
tion has improved today as steps are 
inder way to arbitrate the differences 
between the laborers and their em­
ployers. • The experiment of keeping 
both the police and troops outside ol 
the district has been attended with 
a great measure of success and the 
day passed without any serious con­
flict.

There lias been much effervescence 
among the strikers but no actual out. 
break. Excited crowds assumed lively 
attitudes but confined their demon­
strations to shouting. At half past 
eleven o’clock tonight, the streets of 
Belfast are practically deserted. Ap­
parently doubting the sincerity of the 
authorities, several large crowds spent 
some time, in digging up an'd stacking 
paving stones to be in. readiness for 
the soldiers, should they appear. 
Priests and Member Counsel Peace. 
Tonight Joseph Devlin, Nationalist 

member of the House of Commons, 
for Belfast, and a number of priests 
and magistrates patrolled the dis­
turbed areas, urging the people tc 
keep the peace. At the same time 
troops were he’d in rea'diness in their 
barracks, should their services be re­
quired. This afternoon city workmen 
attempted to repair the streets that 
had been torn up yesterday. They 
had not been at work fite minutes 
before a mob of young men and girls 
began to stone them and they had 
to run for their lives. Sir Anthony 
P. MacDonell, under secretary to the 
lord lieutenant of Ireland, has been 
in conference with local officers and 
th? labor leaders with the view of ar- 
ranging a settlement of the disputed 
points and another conference lias 
been held for the same purpose be­
tween the master, carters and repre­
sentatives of the men.

Looking to Settlement.
Alex. Carlisle, director of Harland 

and Wolff Shipbuilding Co., is acting 
as mediator. He announced tonight 
that no decision had been reached, 
but that he hoped a settlement would 
be effected. After the.se conferences 
there was a meeting between Mr. Car­
lisle and Mr. Devlin, after which Mr. 
Devlin expressed himself as confident 
that the question would be settled to­
morrow.

C. P. R. GIVES $30,000.

For Erection of Y.M.C.A. Building at 
Kenora.

Kenora, Ang. 13.—Announcement was 
made here today of the first gift by the 
Canadian Pacific Railway to the Young 
Men’s Christian Association of $30,000, 
with which sum an excellent structure 
will be put up here. Tlie building will 
have a large number of dormitories, res­
taurant, bath rooms, and possibly a gym­
nasium. It will be four stories in height 
and will embrVy till the features consid­
ered valuable in work among railway 
men.

Tlie present grant of $30,000 is the first 
to bo made to the Association by the 
Canadian Pacific with the exception of 
a grant of $100 a month for current ex­
penses to Revelstoke. It is anticipated 
that other large gifts*may follow and 
that the company may aid î'n erecting 
buildings at other points where large 
numbers of their men are employed. 
Work on the building here will be begun 
at once and it is expected that a consid­
erable portion of the building will be 
completed this year. ^

SYNOPSIS or CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS

Any even numbered section of Do­
minion Lands in Manitoba or the 
North-West Provinces, excepting 8 
and 26, not reserved, may be home­
steaded by any person the sole head 
of a family, or male over 18 years of 
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec­
tion, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry 
must be made in person by tlie ap­
plicant at the office of the local Agent 
or Sub-Agent. Entry by proxy may, 
however, be made on certain condi­
tions by the father, mother, son, 
daughter, brother, or sister of an in­
tending homesteader.

An application for entry or inspec­
tion made personally at any Sub- 
agent’s office may be wired to the 
local Agent by the Subagent, at the 
exipense of the applicant, and if the 
land applied for is vacant on receipt 
of the telegram such application is 
to have priority and the land will be 
held tintil the necessary papers to 
complete the transaction are receiv­
ed by mail.

In case of “personation” the entry 
will be summarily cancelled and the 
applicant will forfeit all priority of 
claim.

An application for inspection must 
Do made in person. The applicant 
must be eligible for homestead entry, 
apd only one application for inspec­
tion will be received from an indivi" 
dual until that application has been 
disposed of.

A homesteader whose entry is in 
good standing, and not liable to can­
cellation! nmy, subject to approval of 
Department, relinquish it in favour 
o; father, mother, son, daughter, 
brother or sister, if eligible, but to 
no one else, on filing declaration of 
abandonment.

Where an entry is summarily can­
celled, or voluntarily abandoned, sub­
sequent to institution of côneellatioiï 
proceedings, the applicant for inspec­
tion will be entitled to prior right of 
entry.

Applicants, for inspection must 
state in what particulars the home- 
cteader is in default, and if subse­
quently the statement is found to be 
incorrect in material particulars, the 
applicant will lose any prior right of 
re-entry, sliouiu the land become 
vacant, or if entry has been granted 
t may be summarily cancelled.

Duties.—A settler is required to 
perform the conditions under one of 
the following plans ;—

.(1) At least six months’ residence 
upon and cultivation of the land in 
each year during the term of three 
years.

(2) If the father (or mother, if the 
father is deceased) of a homesteader 
resides upon a farm in the vicinity of 
the land .entered for by such home­
steader the requirement as to resi 
deuce may be satisfied by such per­
son residing with the ' father or 
mother.

(3) If the settler has his permanent 
residence upon farming land owned 
by him in the vicinity- of his home­
stead ,the requirement may be satis­
fied by residence upon such land.

Before making application for 
patent the settler must give six 
months’ notice in- writing to he Com­
missioner of Dominion Lands at Ot­
tawa, of his intention to do so. 
SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-

WEST MINING REGULATIONS.
Coal.—Coal mining rights may be 

leased for a period ot twenty-one 
years at an annual rental of $1 per 
acre. Not more than 2,560 acres 
«hall be leased to one individual or 
eompany. A royalty- at the rate oi 
five cents per ton shall be collected 
on the merchantable coal mined.

Quartz.—A person eighteen years of 
age, or over, having discovered 
mineral in place, may locate a claim 
1,500 x 1,500 feet.

The fee for recording a claim is $5.
At least $100 must be expended on 

the claim each year or paid to the 
mining recorder in lieu thereof. When 
$500 has been expended or paid, the 
locator may, upon having a survey 
made, and upon complying with other 
•equirenlents, purchase me land at 
$1 per acre.

The patent provides for the pay­
ment of a royalty of 2 12 per cent, on 
the sale.

Placer mining claims generally are 
100 feet square; entry fee $5, renew­
able yearly.

An applicant may obtain two leases 
to dredge for gold of five iniles each 
for a term of twenty years, renewable 
at the discretion of the Minister of 
the Interior.

The lessee shall have a dredge in 
operation within one season from the 
date of the lease for each five miles. 
Rental $10 per annum for each mile 
of river leased. Royalty at the rate 
of 2 1-2 per cent, collected on the 
output after it exceeds $10,000.

Washington, D.C., Aug. 13.—Last bul- * 
1st in gave forecasts of disturbance to 
cross continent 12 to" 16, warm wave 11 
to 15, cool wave 14 to 18. Next disturb­
ance will reach; Pacific Coast about 16, 
cross west of Rockies country by" close 
of 17, great central valleys 18 to 20, east­
ern states 21. Warm wave will cross 
west of Rockies about 1C, great central 
valleys 18, eastern states 20. Cool wavp 
will cross west of Rockies about 19, great 
central valleys 21, eastern states 23.

This will be one of the three most se­
vere disturbances of the month and 
while the severe part of it will miss nine 
tenths of the counties or sections it will 
do best to keep a look out for storms 
that may do some damage.

Tins disturbance will also inaugurate a 
great high temperature wave that will 
affect most parts of the continent and 
cause temperatures to average very high 
until end of the month. The cool wave 
mentioned will give very little relief.

A most interesting feature of the dis­
turbance will be its drought proclivities. 
The heat wave and .the evaporation it 
will cause will seriously damage late 
corn and fall pastures and as this con­
dition will probably continue to end of 
the month the corn crop will probably 
have seen its best crop Veather before 
111 is letter is published. Indications are 
that temperatures will continue to range 
higher and the soil to grow drier to the 
end of August.

Immediately following August 10 tem­
peratures promise to average high and 
the weather dry. As. much of the corn 
crop is late the bulk of it will hot mat­
ure before the middle of September and 
a month of dry weather following Aug­
ust 10, being expected, particularly *n 
western pa its of the corn belt, the out­
look for an average corn crop is not
promising.

Indications are that tlie transcontinen­
tal disturbances will take northern 
routes during last three weeks of Aug­
ust, leaving the States, hot and dry. This 
weather will hurrj* the corn crop to ma­
turity and get it out of danger- as to 
frest. This will be -fortunate as we may 
have frost by September 21.

THE NUCLEUS FOR A MUSEUM.
Tuesday's Daily.

Mr. Andrew Halkett. the Dominion 
naturalist, who has been for some 
weeks collecting specimens of fish 
in Albertan lakes, spent the major 
part of yèsterday at the meteorologi­
cal station curing the numerous 
specimens has has obtained.

These include fish and insects, 
batrachians, small mammals and 
criistaceans. These have all been 
put in copper tanks containing a 
formalin solution which preserves 
them perfectly. The fish are simply 
wrapped in cheese cloth and putt in 
whole into the tank of formalin, 
which is then soldered. Two years 
hence the specimens will he as per­
fect as now. '

Nucleus of Provincial Museum.
The greater part of the collection 

remains here in Alberta as a nucleus 
of a provincial museum. Duplicates 
of the specimens will be sent down 
in tanks to the Fisheries Museum at 
Ottawa.

The various kinds of fiàh found arc 
pike, ling, white fish, suckers, 
stickle-backs and small cyprinoids. 
A species of sucker that is new to 
Mr. Halkett was found and which he 
has provisionally called the stone- 
lugger.

TO FIX TARIFF FOR CITY CABS.
The new bylaw with reference to the 

licensing and fixing a tari t for hacks, 
busses and other vehiclés used in 
the city has been prepared and will 
likely be submitted at next meeting 
of the council.

The bylaw provides that every 
person having an omnibus, hack, cab, 
automobile or other vehicle for the 
carriage of passengers for a money 
charge, shall pay a license fee of $15 
per year for each such omnibus, $10 
per year for every other carriage car­
rying more than five grown persons 
and $8 per year for every vehicle 
carrying less than five grown per­
sons. This, however, will not apply 
fo vehicles used only on public. Do­
minion, Provincial or Civic holidays 
or on the days of the annual fair.

The bylaw also provides that a leg­
ible copy of the tariff shall be posted 
up in every cab and that no driver 
shall remain with ftifi vehidle except 
in the regularly designated cabstands 
of the city.

CITY COUNCIL MEETING.
