The discussion was introduc-
ed by W. F. MacLean who advocated
parcel posts as a means of reducing
express charges,

cable service and added -parcel post
to-his list. Such a system he said had
been  promised for twenty years, but
had been stopped by the railways
owning the express companies whose
rates, he argued, would be reduced by
parcel post competition.

Postmaster General Lemieux repli-
ed that he had been giving a good
deal of attention to the question of
parcel post. The rates, he said, be-
tween Toronto and Halifax, showed a

'surprising discrepancy when compar-

ed with rates in England. It was
costing ‘more to send a parcel from
one province of Canada to another
then to send it across the ocean. This
was one of the charges, he said, which
could not be explained. Mr. Lemieux
said that when some years ago a par-
cel's post gyem was in preparation,
24 hours dfter the anouncement was
made and for months afterwards the
department was flooded with petitions
from farmers and country storekeep-
ers opposing the proposal.

Petitions, he said, were mostly in
the same form, printed or typewrit-
ten “the complaint being that all the
benefit would go to the departmental
stores.

Benefit to Farmers.

“In my judgment,” said the min-
ister, ‘“parcel post should benefit the
farmers.”’

Mr. Lemieux added that a good be-
ginning had been made in the free,
rural mail delivery system which was
new on a fair way to success. One
hundred thousand boxes were now be-
ing manufactured in Toronto.

A. R. Lawlor, of Haldimand, asked
what weight would probably be car-
ried under a parcel post system.

Mr. Lemieux replied that the weight
woeuld probably be the same as in
Ingland. Investigation was now be-
ing made by Mr. Geo. Ross, cf the
post office department. The first thing
that would be done, the minister stat-
ed, would be to fix a standard way-
mail: subsidy rate. The railways, he
said, were already asking for higher
subsidies, the present rate being four
conts on baggage on cars and eight
cenis on mail cars. Mr. Ross’ report
would probably be submitted shertly.

INBRITISH HOUSE

Premier Asquith is Refused
a Hearing by the
Extremists.

London, July 24—The las.
act of parliamentary revolu-
tion was ushered in today
with a revolutionary scene.
For the first time in its his-
tory, the House of Commons
refused to listen to a.speech
by a prime minister.

,For the first time in its
history the speaker was
compelled to invoke the rule
which empowers him “in
cases of grave disorder” to
declare the sitting adjourn-
ed on his own responsibility.

No such hostile passions
have been given free rein in
a chamber which tradition-
ally carries on its debates
with courtesy since the
stormy days of the Glad-
stone home rule bills. For
three quarters of an hour
Mr. Asquith rose at short in-
tervals and read a sentence
or two from manuscript,
only to be overwhelmed by
hooting and cries, among
which “traitor” was the
most frequent, but with
“Redmond,” “Patrick Ford,”
and “American dollars” of-
ten distinguished.

Again and again the prime
minister tried to speak, but
his voice was drowned. He
spoke a few broken sent-
ences, only a word or two of
which could be heard. Fin-
ally his mouth hardened and
he glared at his tormentors
like a lion at bay, an impres-
sive figure, with straight cut
features flushed with anger
and grey hairs. He closed
his manuscript and cried:
“I am not going to degrade
myself. I shall simply state
the conclusion at which the
government has-arrived.”

Having ' announced the
government’s intentions and
briefly as possible—although
they were heard—the pre-
mier sank back into his seat.

Leaders in Ontburst,

The leaders in the outburst against
the Prime Minister were Losd Hugh
Cecil, an intensely unpopular member
of one of the most patrician families
and a young barrister, F. E. Smith,
who recently achieved prominence in
the Conservative party. o
~The former kept up a constanf fire
of monotonous cries, and the Labor
member, Will Crooke, in TrTough
clothes and slouch hat jsitting across
| the aisle ‘several times jumped up as
though about to assault him but was
pulled back by friends.

The speaker’s pleadings to observe
the decencies of debate were drowned
in the tumult. The wonder was that
tie crowd did not come to blows, but
the belligerent members were pulled
down by their neighpors.

"lhe political hatred aroused over
tirte Veto bill made the day’s session
ti.e stormiest in the memory of the
ci'est members. Every means short of
physical violence were successively
used to prevent Mr. Asquith from ex-

Justice Murphy, who investigated
the frauds werked on the immigration
department in connectian with Chin-
ese immigration at Vancouver, recom-
mended that:certain parties be prose-
cuted, and that his report on the mat-
ter be not made public until the pro-
ceedings had been started. Appar-
ently the judge thought the parties—
whoever they may be—would be more
easily found before the repcart was
published than after. Nectwithstand-
ing this, Mr. Taylor, M.P, for New
Westminster, took up five hours of
the time of Parliament claiming
that the report should be made public
at once; and he was backed up in the
demand by Mr. Borden.

The episode may have been only an
incident in the campaign to delay re-
ciprocity; or it may be that Mr. Tayler
has some political friends involved in
the inquiry, and would like these
given a timely hint if they are among
the parties named by the judge for
prosecution.

that a man be deeply schoaled in all
the branches of ‘technical knowledge
which must have been explored by
those entrusted with the personal su-
perintendence and management of the
various departments of the city’s af-
fairs, The places for the men having
this knowledge is at the ‘head of the
various departments. In the office of
the commissioner is required a man
who will see ta it that these men
bring out of their technical knowledge
the desired results in emciemtiservicc
and economic operation.

No doubt the ideal commissioner
would be a man educationally quali-
fied to take charge at a moment’s
notice of the detailed management af
any branch; and who in addition to
this encyclopaedic learning was rich
in Dbusiness experience ,and . sound
sense, thoroughly honest and zealous
for the public interest. . But such men
are not plentiful, and it a choice has
to be made it is preferable to select
the man with the latter qualifications
rather than the on¢ who though hav-
ing the former is lacking in these.
Good judgment, training, scrupulous
honesty—these and the numberless
other qualities which go to fit a man
for the direction of large enterprises
are indijpensable in a commissioner;
academic. qualifications, good in them-
selves, can be gat along’ without.

If the council can succeel] in filling
the vacant commissionerships with
men of this stamp they will be doing
as well as it is reasonable to expect.
To get them, a search. will have to be
made in the place where such men arc
to be found—in the business and in-
dustrial world. And provided they
are fou)ld, the salary is a matter of
only seécondary cansideration. In fact
the search should be for men who
can be secured only by.the payment of
attractive salaries, rather . than for
men’ Who are out!of $obs or likely to
be and who would be glad of an ap-
portunity to take small salaries rather
than have none. The man to look
for is the man who has a job, and a
good one, and of .thé kind the city
wants a man to fill.

DANGEROUS TEACHING.

Mr. Middleboro, M.P.,, who seems to
be doing a large part§of the talking
for the Opposition t L,days, thinks
the Government is ltogether too
considerate of the West and its wants.
Like some of his fellgav-opponents of
reeiprocity Mr. Middleboro seems  to
think it good politics to represent the
agreement as samething in the exclu-
dlve, or almost exclusive, interest of
the West, and that in giving the West
this- boon the Government would be
inficting a hardship cr an injustice
on the people of the older provinces.
Their hope apparently is to draw a
line between Eastern and ~Western
Canada, and to call ypon the people of
the East to vote down this measure
~ouause the. people of the West want
it, and in the supposition that in some
way or other in giving it the people
of the East would injure themselves.
That of course is not true. The East
stands to benefit from the measure as
really as the West, though perhaps
not in the same proportion, nor in the
aggregate to the same extent. Reci-
procity is distinctly a national meas-
ure. There is no section of the coun-
try which will not share in the bene-
fits of it .

The larger significance of this teac_h-
ing and effort, and the effect it must
have if it has any, is such as no Can-
adian can contemplate with approval,
Those who are engaged in it should
remember that if they should succeed
in defeating reciprocity by this miser-
able cry, that the defeat of reciproc-
ity would not be the end of the mat-
ter. It would be only the beginning.
The demand for reciprocity in the
West woulld not be killed. It would
be for the time defeated, and a move=
ment for freedom grows larger and
more insistent through being checked,
especially when checked by unjust and
untruthful means. - And though the
opponents of the measure may Suc-

ceed in forcing an election befare the.

Earl Weller, of Bradburn Stationery®
Company, Lost Life by - Seiling
Canoe Capsizing—Mr, Bradburn’s
Narrow Escape.

Wabamun Lake was the scene ofa
drowning accident yesterday after-
noon, the victim being Earl . Weller,
aged 23, bookkeeper with the Bx‘ad-'
burn Stationery Co. of this ecity.

Bradburn was seen from shore on
the top of the upturned boat and was
rescucd by James McIntyre of this
city and eothers after he had become
unconscious -but was holding on with
death grip.

When about half way down, about
a mile off Coal Point, Weller dropped
his pipe overboard and Bradburn
Jumped overbeard, with his clothes

Attended Conference of University Re-!

presentatives from All Over Canada '
Held in Montreal—Preparing for
Great Congress to be Held in Lon-
don.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

A conference of university repre-
sentatives from all Canada, has just
concluded ‘at Montreal, according to
Dr. Tory who returned from the east
yesterday morning.  The purpose of
the conference was tc make arrange-
ments for a great congress of univer-
sity delegates from Canada and the
whcle British Empire to be held on
July 4th to the 12th, 1912, on the
invitation of the University of London
and wikh the co-operation of Oxfcrd
and Cambridge, to discuss general ed-
ucational problems within the Empire.
The universities of Canada have all
been asked to send representatives as
well as all universities of  standing
within the Empire.

*The discussion,” said Dr. Tory,
“will relate to general educational
problems and will involve an exchange
of views on methods cf instruction
in the university and on the qualifi-
cations for entrance. A good 'deal of
attention will be given to the- stand-
ardization of all university education.
The University -of Alberta has been;
asked to send four delegates ‘to the
congress.”

“The Montreal conference,” contin-
ued Dr. Tory, “dealt largely with,
standardization of matriculation and
the establiShment of a bureau of dn-
formation: similar to that organized
by the department of education at
Washington. The discussion = was,
however mnct concluded but left till
next meeting.”

‘““The conference was important in
this ‘sense,” “said- Dr. Tory, “in that
it was the first time in the history of
the Dominion that representatives of
all the universities in Canada had
come together and it is possible that
a university association will be es-
tablished & a result.”

It was agreed to hold a meeting of
t .delegates going to Londcem at
Montréal next year before starting.
