ﬁsn and waste problems.—__

Then take the waste in connection
with our fisheries. A fisherman of
Petty Harbour told me a few days agc
that there are 2,000 tons of fish offal
o+ waste in Petty Harbour on an aver-
age every year, instead of throwing
the choicest parts of a fish back into
the sea to pollute the fishing grounds
or over the stage heads and become
a menace to the health of fishing set-
tlements. Here, again, we need to or-
ganize (as in Norway) and turn this
waste into gold.

Then, again, let us ask the question
why the catch of our seal fishery has
dcelined from 685,530 in 1884 to 175.-
150 in 1912: and why our lobster fish-
ery has declined from 76,226 cases in
1899 to 28.644 cases in 1911, and also
why the Norwegians have after scien-
tific investigation and research pro-
hibited the catching of whales within
their fishing areas for ten years and
transferred their captains, ships and
capital to our territorial waters to
engage in an industry that they con-
gidered a mendce to their own fisher-
ies.

All these gquestions point to . the
necessity of having a central body of

—Physical science

: scientific workers to lead .us in the

chemistry, biology, and all other gues-
tions bearing on our basic industry.
Although the figheries are and will for

generations be the mainstay of our”

resources, and althongh the main
work of this college should be directed

N

towards the scientific treatment of all
our fishery problems "and the educa-.
tion of our boys therejn, I ‘would not
confine the work of this college to our
fisheries, I would attach to it an Ag-
ricultural School or branch with a
first-class scientific man in charge to
teach ou ryoung men and women
scientific agriculture; and as our
country is different in soil and climate
from other countries she needs separ-
ate treatment to develop her agricul-
tural possibilities. I would also sug-
gest a mineralogist to deal with our
ores, rocks, strata and mineral re-
sources, and also an up-to-date man to
study our forest wealth and the
problem of re-forestration, the effect
@& the enormous cutting of forests,
for even the present pulp propositions
are bound to have an influence on our
climate and waterways. 'Now is the
time to avail of the experience of
Norway, Sweden, France and Ger-
many and get a first-class man to ad-
vise us on the conservation of our
forest wealth.

The college as outlined will train
our young men for the work of de-
veloping all our resources on scien-
tific or industrial lines: it is not in-
tended fo interfere in any way with
the splendid work done .by Bur col-
leges: its object is to supplement their
work and enable our people to get
through scientific training the most
oui of the rich heritage that God and
nature has endowed our country with.
