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Going to Fill
the Vacancies.

Yesterday Mr. Kent asked the Prem-
ier, Sir Edward Morris, if he was in a
position to make any statement as to
the vacant portfolios of Justice and

Agriculture. He thought it highly de-
sirable that the House should be put
in possession of the intentions of the
Government before closing. In reply
the Premier stated that the matter had
been under the consideration of the
Government and that at the next meet-
ing of the Council, probably this week,
the matter would be disposed of. The
announcement of the defeat of Messrs.
Morison ‘and Blandford was made on
Nov. 3rd. It is over nineteen weeks
since the knowledge that someé provis-
ion would have to be made for these
offices, and now as the Legislature is
closing, we are told we are in sight of
something being done. The course
pursued by the Mmlstxy is an insult
on the Assembly, buf the partisanship
of the Government is too strong te
make the displeasure of the House fell.
We believe Mr. Kent was not far
wrong in the expression of his belisf
that the key to the outrageous, con-

“ duct of the Government is to: he ;found

in the financial necessity of the Gov-
ernment, and that they find it politi-
cally inexpedient to open districts for
the proposed appointees to these port-
folios.

is complaining. The man whose sai-
ary or income was a certain amouat
on this day week, to-day is not worth
as thuch as it was then, because of
these duties.
