One result of the coi»2 
■éldence of the present 
session of Parliament, 
which has now reached 

the important stage of- Supply, with 
various- inquiries Into the cost of liv­
ing and other indications of a sort of 
climax in economic conditions gen­
erally, has been to bring into a strong 
light the question of public salaries. 
We had occasion last week to criticise 
the Government in the strongest 
terms for the absurd and inequitable 
manner in which it proposed to deal 
with the civil service in this respect. 
We publish to-day a letter, which 
bears out our general objections by 
the emphasis of a few among thous­
ands of particular instances. "Cen­
turion’s” letter speaks for itself: 
there is not a word of it that will not 
have the agreement of any sensible 
reader. It Is time that the work of 
the country were better done, though 
we have always marvelled that it is 
done so well ; it is therefore time that 
those who do it were decently treat­
ed.

From this particular point of view 
the report of the Postmaster General 
reaches us most opportunely. We did 
not receive it until this morning and 
have therefore had no time for more 
than a cursory glimpse into it. But 
even that has afforded us an agree­
able. surprise, or rather, since the 
expected is never surprising, an 
agreeable contrast with former ex­
periences. Mr. Robinson't report is 
not a perfunctory document, prëscnt- 
ing dry statistics alone as if they 
alone mattered. We knew that 
the Post Office needed a thorough 
liouseclcaning, and when Mr. Robin­
son's appointment was announced we 
expressed the opinion that it .would 
he done. We have here refreshing 
proof that our confklnce was not mis 
placed. The Postmaster General lias 
the courage to point out clearly the 
evil that Infects the whole service— 
mistreatment of the servants—and 
his determination to see it removed 
will havë the support of the whole 
country, whatever obstacles the In­
competence and laziness of those at, 
the head of affairs may oppose.

Foil those are clearly the

hands of the Legislature. To confine 
ourselves to the present subject, all 
salaries are voted by It. Result, po­
litical patronage and graft versus ex­
perience and efficiency. The mgst ab­
surd Inequalities and inconsistencies 
exist, of which the report specifies a 
few typical instances. They are 
made possible by the almost com­
plete absence of any system and" stan­
dards. The report is really a com­
prehensive and detailed recommenda- 
4ion of a scheme to supply these, and 
even a hurried examination shows 
that much care gnd thought has been 
given to it. The important point, 
however, is that the recom­
mendations come from the Postmas­
ter Gênerai, the proper source. The 
whole matter of the civil service is 
getting a healthy airing, a process 
which may In time, if continued long 
enough, kill off most of the political 
microbes with which it is diseased. 
Our politicians are a doubtful benefit, 
at best, hilt our civil servants are in-’ 
dispensable, and no effort will be 
wasted which will help to free the 
one from the mischievous influence of 
the other.

The Hospital Again
Overcrowded.

A woman named Bessie Arnold of 
Alexander Bay reached the city at 5 
a.m. to-day and was removed to the 
Hospital from the train In the am­
bulance. She was operated on Imme­
diately for appendicitis. Mrs. Snow, 
Water St. East, was alao taken to the 
institution for surgical treatment.

We again draw the attention of the 
authorities to the lack of accommo­
dation at the General Hospital. At 
present thirteen patients are compell­
ed to sleep on the floors and veran­
dah for whom no cots can be obtain­
ed; while upwards of twenty patients 
from the outports are at present In 
the city awaiting admission to the 
institution. The Superintendent and 
staff are at their wits’ end to know 
what to do, and deeply regret having 
to refuse admission to so many needy 
applicants, but under the -circumstan­
ces do the best they can. Last week 
34 patients were admitted and 32 dis­
charged from the Hospital. There 
seem to be at no time any spare cots 
available and the only way out of the 
dffllculty Is to build a new wing to 
the Hospital.

THE DESTRUCTION OF THE ZEP­
PELIN.

LONDON, To-Day.
A despatch from an east coast town 

say» that thousands of persons wit­
nessed the destruction of the Zeppe­
lin. The attack by anti-aircraft guns 
on the dirigible lasted fully half an 
hour And people Issued from their 
houses half dressed to watch the 
fight. When the black object drift­
ing across the sky from southeast to 
northeast was seen to burst Into 
flames the spectators cheered tumul­
tuously. Pedestrians and cyclists 
dashed off in the direction of the 
fallen airship, but owing to the un­
expectedly long distance only a few 
succeeded In locating the Zeppelin, 
which fell a few miles in from the 
coast, ft had been first winged by a 
land gun and was then finished by 
an airplane, which the Zeppelin 
fought to the last with her guns. Thé 
dirigible dropped in a field of corn 
far from any habitation and was com­
pletely destroyed. All the crew were 
killed and the bodies badly charred. 
Some men appeared to have jumped 
from the doomed airship. Doctors 
hurried to the spot but their services 
were needless. The British airman 
who attacked the Zeppelin descended 
nearby unhurt. According to the 
story of the Inspector who witnessed 
the affair, searchlight enabled him 
to follow the movements of the Zep­
pelin and the attacking airmen. The 
Zeppelin twisted and turned in an at­
tempt to secape or beat the airplane 
off, but the machine gun fire of the 
dirigible was heard distinctly. Pres­
ently another airman came upon the 
scene and the Zeppelin continued to 
zig-zag in an endeavour to head out 
to sea, but the first airman held to 
his quarry and within a few minutes 
the end came.

blood to assume Greece’s place among 
free nations, have remained unaltered 
through the vicissitudes of history.

Who could better appreciate the 
concern with each of the three pro­
tecting Powere were animated and 
their firm resolution to assure the 
destinies of Greece in the traditional 
path that led to its grandeur than the 
eminent leader whose generous at'*- 
dour and intense disinterested cour­
age no less than his political forecast 
renewed the internal life of the 
Greek people and realized most of 
their legitimate desires for expansion. 
Nothing could better respond to the 
deepest sentiments of the French 
people than to be so intimately asso­
ciated with the great national move­
ment, which will be pursued with the 
support of the protecting Powers by 
those who in difficult hours never 
doubted them and were able to pre­
pare for the triumph of free institu­
tions.

But . she has 
given freely of her noblest and best, 
for land and sea service, and also 
with our last Ally the United States, 
you will find" Placentia well represent­
ed.

Miss Lassie, says "they may be 
nearer the trenches than they think." 
You mean conscription. Let it come, 
it will give one and all of military 
age the chance to go. Then a man of 
4it won’t be able to say to a young 
man of 20 “why ain’t you in the 
trenches, you are well able to fight.”

There is also duty to home, as well 
as to Empire, and there are many 
young men, who have got a widowed 
mother and family to support, there­
fore, I consider it right and just for a 
young man to support an aged mother 
as long as he possibly can.

The Civil Service

Increases.
A MASS OF INJUSTICES.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—I desire to draw the im­

mediate attention of the public, par­
ticularly that portion of it which has 
to do with the legislation at present 
being enacted, to the gross injustice 
which is being done to the civil ser­
vice in this Colony by the proposed 
manner of giving certain increases to 
the officials. It is proposed tb give 
an increase of fifty per cent to those 
whose salaries are $200 per annum 
and under, whilst to those whose sal­
aries range from $200 to $1100 a 
downward sliding scale is provided ; 
those who are in receipt of $1000 to 
$1100 per year getting an increase 
only of $50, whilst those in receipt of 
higher salaries obtain nothing. It has 
been stated that the reason for giving 
the increase in this manner is that 
the cost of living has so increased 
that men are not able to bring up 
families on the small salaries they are 
getting. This is no excuse, the high­
er cost of living is felt by every sal­
aried man and in proportion to his 
standing. The salaries of the civil 
servants in this Colony have been for 
many years too low and altogether in­
adequate for the services performed 
by the clerical portion. The low sal­
aries and the practice of putting unfit 
men into the civil service has tend­
ed to make it non-efficient.

The giving an increase to the lower 
paid officials greater than that paid to 
higher officials is an acknowledgment 
that the scale by which the officials 
were heretofore paid was not regu­
lated by the merit, ability or work of 
the official, as in other countries, and 
must have, if persisted in, a bad effect 
on the whole civil service.

I do not think that this matter has 
been properly studied or thought out 
by the Government. The conditions 
of the civil servants have not been 
taken into account, the increases 
made from time to time in certain sal­
aries during the past five years, the 
positions of trust held by men whose 
salaries are not a living wage, the 
positions held by men who have been 
put into the public service for the 
purpose of giving them a job, the in­
creases to men who have no one de­

pendent on them, and the clerical 
ability and experience of men who 
have for years been in the receipt of 
very small salaries, have not been 
considered.

There are other matters which also 
should have been enquired into. Cer­
tain officials of the Post Office, Cus­
tom House and Constabulary receive 
suits of clothing, and some of these 
minor officials receive emoluments or 
fees, so that the minor official will, 
under this proposed increase, get 
more than the official to whom he is 
subordinate. There are other matters 
that should and ought to have been 
considered. Some 3 or 4 years ago 
the Customs tidewaiters’ salaries were 
advanced from $390 to $600 or an i(i- 
crease of 53.58 per cent., whilst the 
police who do one hundred times more 
work received none. Surely it is not 
fair now to put these men in a better 
position than other servants in the 
public service. Those tidewaiters 
are not bringing up families, the most 
of them are grandfathers, the work 
they do is, according to some people, 
mostly drawing their pay. They now 
get $600 a year, a suit of clothes 
worth $25 and emolument not known, 
whilst clerks in the public service, oc­
cupying positions of trust and in 
charge of public funds, are getting 
from $500 to $600.

I ask Sir E. P. Morris and the Hon. 
J. R. Bennett how many of the men 
whose salaries are to be increased 
50 per cent, are family men, and how 
they propose to explain the fact that 
the District Court Judge is to have 
his salary increased by some thousand 
dollars or more, while the poor clerk 
of $700 or $800 gets a paltry $100 or 
less, I cannot see why the Govern­
ment are not prepared to help out the 
higher paid officials like the Deputy 
Col. Secretary, the Asst. Collector, the 
Commissioner of Poor, the Deputy of 
Marine and the Secretary to Public 
Works. They have increased the sal­
ary of the Deputy Minister of Justice, 
why not the others? Is the work of 
the other departments less in volume 
or of less importance than that of the 
District Court and of the Minister of 
Justice?

Again what will be the position in 
the outports where a Constable will 
get a greater increase in proportion 
than the Magistrate or a Tidewaiter 
get more than a Sub-Collector? Is

the political situation so demoralized 
that those who ought to safeguard 
the interests of the public are apath­
etic, or fail to see that the only Just 
and fair way to help out the civil ser 
vice is to put a percentage of increase 
so that the salaries would bear the 
same relations to the services of a 
man as they have done in the past.

Much more might be written, and 
evidence quoted from the report of the 
Postmaster General, but I am afraid 
I have already trespassed too much 
on your valuable space.

Dear Sir,—“Outport Taxpayer” in 
Saturday’s issue of your esteemed 
Journal makes objection to the fire­
men receiving an Increase of pay, on 
the grounds that it should not come 
from the general revenue, but rather 
from the city’s finances. The argu­
ment is se feeble that one feels half 
bashful in knocking it. Let me ask 
this generous individual if the out­
port man receives any protection from 
our fire fighters, those gallant men 
who cn innumerable occasions have 
extinguished fires on schooners and 
are prepared on all occasions to do 
likewise. Protection, why it is the 
outharbor man that is protected. 
Thousands of dollars worth of fish 
and supplies in their schooners need 
the protection of the fire brigade. The 
crews in the sealing fleet need fire 
protection for their' share of the ‘fat’ 
until it is landed. Arc not the fire­
men always on hand to render as­
sistance? What about the outport 
people in the hospital, in the Poor 
Asylum, aye, in the Penitentiary, do 
they not receive protection from 
the firemen? What about the outport 
men and women in the boarding 
houses and hotels, do not they sleep 
more soundly knowing that our gal­
lant firemen are ready in an instant 
to risk their lives in order that they 
may be protected ?

But, Mr. Editor, enough, and in 
conclusion I would advise “Outport 
Taxpayer” to be very careful lest he 
expire from a disease known as “En­
largement of the heart.”

Use plenty of soap, lathering 
the face and neck with soap Jelly, and 
rinsing it off afterwards with a bath 
hose. Let no soap remain upon the 
skin, but be sure it is removed by 
using as many waters upon it as one 
has patience to apply. After the 
thorough washing, the skin must have 
a little cream or a little skin food 
massaged into it.

If the cheeks arc thin, or there are 
hollows in the neck, there is nothing 

beneficial as slow massage. A 
gentle “spatting” of the skin will de­
velop it and increase the fleâh under­
neath. For a thin face five minutes 
"spatting” pach day is advised. Where 
the face and neck are too fat a heavy 
massage is preferable. Indeed there 
are these differences in the quality 
of massage, that while a quick mas­
sage takes off the flesh, a slow rub­
bing will develop it.
