It is 
true exchange dropped and reduced 
profite, but they were willing to bay 
at a higher figure to offset this, and 
cargoes might have been realized at 
90]- had not shippers been Illegally 
prevented from selling.

Mr. Coaker has freely circulated
the statement that E. 8. 4k Co. under­
sold by 10|- and this Is the kind of 
thing which must be presented, no 
reference being made to cargoes sold 
in Greece under those sold by E. 8. 
& Co., in Italy. He bases the differ­
ence of 10]- on the gross value of a 
cargo Mr. Hawes realised early be­
fore we sold; and the nett amount we 
received for the cargoes In question. 
This Is an absolutely enjust repre­
sentation, and the only difference that 
can be calculated must be based on 
the price Mr. Hawes himself told me 
he was asking, and the price we our­
selves were asking and received at 

we were both nego-

To arrive at the correct difference 
I must refer you to the terms of the 
Hawes agreement with the Trade 
which has been published. You will 
there see he Is to receive S p.c. com­
mission and 114 p.c. discount to the 

.buyer Is allowable. Further ex­
penses or commissions we will not 
consider. Take his price at 90|- less 
414 and we get 8S|2, and as E. 8. & 
Co.’s sales of 85|- were nett cash tn 
London, we deduct 1 p.c. only and 
received 84|2 or a difference Of 2]- 
only and not 10|- as stated. Further, 
Earle's shore cargoes were bulk and 
at reasonable freight rates, and to the 
90|- price Is for both cask and bulk as 
asked by Mr. Hawes, and stipulated 
under the fishery regulations, we can 
see the extrà cost of cask, labor 
packing, freight, etc., being about 
7|- more than bulk, the shipper of 
casks Is actually underselling E. 8. 
& Co. by over 5|- per quintal. A 
strong objection to E. 8. 4k Co. sell­
ing at 85]- Is that It does not main­
tain the price in order to give Mr. 
Hawes and those connected with him 
a* good profit. I have objected to 
these restrictions from the first, and 
exprès*ed my views to both the Min­
ister of Shipping and the Premier. 
The maintaining of a fixed price 
everyone will admit, Is right, but the 
restrictions of sales in order to 
maintain an unnecessary profit tor 
others. Is the direct cause of the col­
lapse and ie tying up thousands of 
quintals which should be consumed.

renewing le fee report preeentad 

by the President H. W. LeMeeagiter 
Esq. at the Annual mrnflng 
GENTLEMEN,

In presenting fee nlntluAmmae*». 
port of the Newfoundland Docltijr Ae- 
•ociarion It la a matter tor cungrator 
lxtion, that notwtihetandlngr the many 
drawbacks that Poultry raiser» had 
to contend with during the past 1*9 
years. Interest to the work of the As­
sociation has not to the leeet waneed.
In fact they worked hard and wellfor 
the objecte for which the Association 
was formed and have been amply re­
warded by the keen Interest which 
they hare awakened to the publie 
mind.

Early in the year It was determin­
ed that a aeries of papers should he 
prepared by the members and read 
at the winter meetings. The tint of 
these papers was prepared by Mr. B. 
White and was an excellent treatise 
on poultry raising. At the March meet­
ing a very Instructive and entertain­
ing paper entitled “Chats on Poultry 
end Poultry Matters’’ was read by 
Vice-President G. R. Williams. April 
meeting was devoted to a discussion 
on sale of eggs. The Association decid­
ed on advertising for sale of eggs of 
pure bred fowls, and the result was 
that 838 eggs were disposed of. Mr.
S. Bmberly supervised the distribution 
and planned a scheme for recording 
the results of the hatches. At the May 
meeting the Association was favored 
with a paper from the Worthy Trea­
surer on “Failure and Success” in 
raising poultry, in which he ably dealt ; 
with his subject and that his success * 
at our Annual shows evidences that 
he practices what hs preaches.

In July an Interesting evening was ,'l 
spent at the poultry farm of Mr. L. 
Earle, where the members were shown 
the various houses and pens of this 
admirable institution. In August the 
members were entertained most hos­
pitably at Florence Grove, the resid­
ence of our Worthy Vice-President,
G. R. Williams, Esq.

During the month of September the 
question of holding the Annual Ex­
hibition was taken up and freely de­
bated. It appeared at first that there 
were many reasons why we could not 
have a successful one and It was 
thought that to hold one that would 
not he a credit to the Association 
might have a damaging effect One Z 
great obstacle was the obtaining of 
a suitable hall or place large enough 
to give us floor space for our exhibits. 
However it was determined that If we 
could obtain a hall every member 
would pledge himself to try and make 
a supreme effort to have a good’ ex­
hibition. Mr. Morris put up a large 
building on Queen St for his sail­
making business, and although It was 
not fully completed wtth a hall, pre­
parations were speedily completed 
and on the 26th of November the ex- ,. 
hlbltlon was formally opened by His 
Excellency Sir C. Alexander Harris, 
K.C.M.G., C.B„ C.VO., In the presence 
of a large audience, many of the not- , ' , 
able people of the city being present 
Altogether 328 birds were exhibited 
and It was notable that exhibitor» 
from Grand Falla, Curling, H umber- 
mouth and Harbor Grace were well 
represented, Mr. Chancey from Grand 
Falls winning the Plymouth Rock Cup 
and the special cup for highest' num­
ber of points won by an exhibitor from 
outside St John's. The Judge, Mr. F.

It le noticeable that the Bell Island
