from Spain that the duty on ealt cod­
fish coming to Spain from Norway has 
been increased by 60 percent or 36 
peseta» tor 100 kilos. The treay be­
tween the tweriDctintries, the Spanish 
Government claims has been violated 
inasmuch as Norway has by passing a 
law of total prohitition, Shut out the 
importation of wine from Spain to 
Norway, which was heretofore a big 
item in Spain's export trade and it is 
further reported that Spain claims an 
indemnity of two million pounds. It Is 
interesting tor Newfoundland to watch 
this ntw development to find out what 
effect it will have on our fish trad,.

The average price of dried codfish 
in Norway before the war was about 
86.00 per quintal. This additional duty 
comes to $8.60 per quintal, which 
makes It practically impossible for 
Norway to send fish to Spain on a pay­
ing basis ae things look to-day. The 
prohibition of Import of wine by any 
Country that sene fish t» Spain and 
Portugal eeemi tb be an unwise policy 
which every right thinking man will 
admit justifies retaliation, and the fact 
that Newfoundland still continues to 
import Portuguese aad Spanish wines 
(even to a limited extent) for medi­
cinal purposes, may be a fortunate 
circumstance for our fish trad*.—Trade

A Bad Bargain For Newfoundland.
| Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir.—In pursuance, of my 
promise to discuss certain features of 
the Ore Contract separately, I wish 
to-day to draw attention particularly 
to the section relating to a supply, of 

: coal for the Colony. It is as follows: 
“9. The Companies hereby, agree 

that they will provide at Sydney, 
North Sydney, or Louisburg, in the 
Province of Nova Scotia for sale and 
shipment, a sufficient quantity of coal 
to meet the requirements of the opera- 
tion oi the Newfoundland Railway, 
whether operated by a Company or a 
Commission, including steamers and 

I docks, the requirements of the Reid 
Newfoundland Company generally and 
the domestic requirements of New- 

I foundland, including manufacturing 
I plants consuming not over • three 

thousand tons per annum (it being 
I understood that the Companies will 

I make their own contracts for man­
ufacturing plants ' consuming ' more- 
than three thousand terns per annum), 
and will accept in payment therefor 
the free on board prices per ton cur­
rent from time to titrie on coal of 

I similar quality sold for shipment to 
I Nova Scotia ports by the Companies."

Notice the provision for coal for the 
[railway—"whether operated tea a 

company or a commission," which 
I does not include operation by an in- 
] dividual ( as R. G. Reid, in 1898), or 
I by a Government department If the 
[words last above quoted were wholly, 

stricken out, this trouble would be 
[cured. ■•••■

FICTITIOUS PRINCIPLE.
Next note the words‘“the Newfound- 

| land Railway . . . T*"? including 
steamers and docks.'* Now the rail- 

Iway does not include any steamers or 
[docks, and the context does not even 

suggest what stéimers and docks are 
] meant. Are the bay steamers, the 
[Coastal Steamers, the Cross Channel 
I boats meant, or what is the meaning? 
J By “Docks" is the Port aux Basques 
| terminal referred to, of the St. John's 
[Dry Dock? I can fin-1 no adequate 

meaning for the phrase as It stands. 
Then have regard to the omission of 

J any provision for such • steamers as 
I the Portia and the Prospère, owned 
| hy the Government, the Susu and sim- 
] ilar boats, under contract to carry 
| mails, and especially the. steamers 
[ for the Labrador Service. We have 

a rule in law that“a statute may not 
be extended to meet a case for which 
provision has clearly and undoubted- 

] ly been omitted.” In other words,

what we want In a contract,, and we 
should put there when we make it 
certain provisions-.

INVIDIOUS DISTINCTION.
Notice next the special provision 

tor the Reid Company, for. an unlim­
ited quantity, and the strictly limited 
provision for manufacturing plants. 
Why should any Company be special­
ly named, and why should it have un­
limited rights, while others are not 
named, and their rights are limited? 
Surely it would have l>een right, and 
enough, that, coal should be supplied 
for all industrial purposes. “It being 
understood that the Companies (Bell 
Island) will make their own contracts 
for manufacturing plants consuming 
more than three thousand tous per 
annum-” By whom is it understood? 
Why not “agreed'.’? What is the bind­
ing nature and force of an “under­
standing”? If one might he permitted 
a joke here1 he would say,'“this is the 
only sign of understanding in the. 
whole contract" "That the Compan­
ies-will make their own. contracts— 
for the plants.” Why not “for the coal 
required by the plants,’' • Seriously,, 
what rights would this shady provis­
ion confer on the owners of plants de­
sirous of obtaining coal?

A PECULIAR, PBOVISION. *
The Companies 'will “provide at 

Sydney for sale and shipment” Why 
not “will sell at Sydney”? ‘’And will 
accept the free on board prices per ton 
current— (a) from time to time on 
coal of—(b) similar quality sold for 
shipment to Nova Scotia ports—(c) 
by the Companies." Note especially 
•the italicized numbered words.. Why 
not “will accept the price charged on 
the day of sale” instead of "current 
from time to time”? Why not “same” 
quality instead of “similar” quality, 
which word introduces an elemdnt of 
uncertainty? The words "sold for 
shipment by the Companies" are pro­
bably an ungrammatical way of ex­
pressing “sold hy the Companies for 
•shipment." But then why not be 
grammatical? It costs little, except 
possibly a fee to a capable lawyer. 
How are the prices "current from timé 
to time" to be ascertained. What is 
meant by "current” I find three 
meanings for the word—“new pegg­
ing,” as time; “common,” as current 
coin; “commonly estimated or ac­
knowledged.” A word with so many 
meanings should be abandoned for 
something more accurate.

.QUANTITY NOT QUAlITT. *
You will notice that no quality of

coal is stipulated tor, only “quantity," 
■o that the Companies could -tulM
their contract in .this respect by sup­
plying “a run df mine,” or a very in­
ferior and unsuitable quality. Surety, 
they should be contracted with to 
supply a fixed proportion of “best 
household coal." Finally, what rem­
edy would the Government or an in­
dividual have under this contract for 
a refusal or failure. to supply coaL 
We may dismiss the individual at .once, 
by skying the contract .gives him no 
rights whatever. He is not a party to 
it, and gets nothing under it He 
might wait at a coal port tor a month 
or year, and get neither coal nor 
damages. Equally, the Government 
could obtain no damages for refusal 
to supply coal to an individual,' for 
the Government would' not be damagy 
ed. Then, the Government could not 
enforce a remedy.by embargoing and 
would he Ûable in damages it it did so.

A question of importance here aris­
es, as to the Jurisdiction of Courts to 
enforce this provision as to coal. The 
head offices of the Companies are In 
Sydney, the contract, as to coal, is 
to be performed in Nova Scotia, and 
therefore .the jurisdiction to enforce 
is probably confined to the Courts of 
Nova Scotia. Doubt could he cured 
by apt words in the contract, by which 
the Companies would agree to submit 
to the jurisdiction of the Supreme 
Court of this Colony. This is a mat­
ter of great moment; tor the com­
plainants, if any, would he resident 
here. The individual should he given 
a. right to sue for non-performance. 
The Government should be entitled to 
sue tor damage to an individual rest* 
dent in the Colony. • •

The contract as framed is a humilia­
tion to the Colony, an insult to the 
Legislature, discreditable to the Gov­
ernment, and an undying reflection 
upon the men concerned, in drawing it 
up. It should be consigned to the 
legislative waste paper basket at once 
and forever.

They secured several weekly 
llats of living commodities, and struck 
an average from them, and they find 
that a family that la obliged to live 
within the margin as outlined in this 
schedule. Is merely existing, and no­
thing more.

They are prepared to meet any Com-. 
mittee of men that feel Inclined to dis­
approve or condemn their weekly menu 
as outlined, and give them all the facts 
and figures which they have had to ap­
ply to get the findings that this list 
contains. They are therefore in a posi­
tion to stand by It el a minimum cost 
of living schedule as prices obtain to’ 
end of April.

They are desirous that this weekly : 
schedule of common living commodities 
be analymed by all labor organisations 
and any suggestions or improvements 
to same be communicated back to
NFLD.

These 
German lawyers are not acting, at- 
least ostensibly, as counsel for the ac­
cused. Dn the contrary, they are 
prosecuting on behalf of the German 
Government They have gone to Lon­
don to get Information In this way 
against the “war criminals,'* and the 
evidence they receive In London, it is 
said, will he used at the trial of the 
accused before the German Court at 
Letpslc.

It Is hot likely that many of the Qer- 
• man “war criminals” . will ever he 

brought to book and justice done in 
this way. Most of them will undoubt­
edly go scot free, but there Is at least 
some satisfaction in the fact that 
evidence is' being presented against 
some of them, if the Germans have 
any regard at all for what Is demanded 
of them In the Interests of justice and 
humanity, which Is doubtful, there will 
be the hope that the wrongs suffered 
by British prisoners of war will be in 
some measure avenged. But the world 
will be very skeptical until the German 
Court at Leipelc .hands out, punish­
ment to. fit. the crimes.—Hallfaa Morn- 
Chronicle.
