TRURO, Mass., Aug. 1. -While his 
wife and three children stood on the 
shore frantically screaming for help 
Gilbert Woolfrey, 36 years old, of 36 
Jeanette Avenue, Belmont, was swept 
into deep water at Corn Hill beach 
near here to-day and drowned. As he 
disappeared under the waters, Mrs. 
Wolfrey sank to the sands, her child­
ren clustering about her in terror.

Two men whose names are un­
known went to the assistance of the 
drowning man, but shortly before 
they reached him, their boat in at­
tempting to come about was over­
turned and the rescuers had some 
difficulty righting their craft and get­
ting ashore.

The Woolfrey family motored down 
from Boston presumably for an ex­
tended stay on the Cape. They had 
temporarily taken quarters at a hotel 
in Truro and late in the afternoon 
Mr. Woolfrey decided to go in swim­
ming at the beach at Corn Hill. At 
this point there is a swift off-shore 
current and bathers are invariably 
warned against going out too far un­
less expert swimmers.

Caught In Current.
Woolfrey plunged Into the waters 

after a tew minutes ot play with his 
children on the beach. He swam far 
out. occasionally shouting a message 
to those on shore.

When he felt the clutch of the 
treacherous current, Woolfrey strug­
gled to get back to smoother water. 
He called to his wife to gqt help but 
the two men whose boat later cap­
sized had seen hi» danger and pushed 
Out to attempt a rescue.

Woolfrey’s cries became weaker 
and weaker and hia wife called fran­
tically to the men to hurry and to 
her husband that he would soon be 
saved. When some 60 feet from the 
drowning man the rowboat over term 
ed. Woolfrey then sank from sight. 
When the overturned boat was righted 
he was nowhere in sight.

Body Recovered.
Meantime Mrs. Woolfrey had col­

lapsed on the beach. An hour later 
the body, having caught in a strong 
eddy, was carried toward the beach. 
It was recovered and taken tb Truro 
and will be removed to the family 
home at Belmont.

Woolfrey who was a building con­
tractor, had lived In Belmont 10 years.

The Pfospero which arrived from 
the Cook’s Harbor service on Satur­
day night, brings word that the fish-' 
ery along the French Shore has 
shown a decided improvement during 
the past week. With the prevailing in 
winds the hook and liners have done 
well between St. Anthony and Harbor 
Deep, the average catch being 3 to 4 
barrels per boat a day. On Thursday 
last the traps were laid a second time 
at SL Anthony, and the men secured 
from 8 to. 10 barrels per haul. At 
Pacquet and LaScie the fish is not so 
plentiful, and it is almost a blank 
from LaScie south. While the ship 
was at Herring Neck two schooners 
had arrived reporting for 700 and 800 
qtls. respectively. With prevailing in 
wind; and plenty of squid for bait 
there is every hope that the catches 
will he greatly augmented, and in­
stead of the fishery being an abso­
lute failure the voyage will turn out 
to be an average one.

51 YEARS IN THE NAVY.
Some of the older generation will 

probably recall the distinguished 
Naval officer, Admiral Sir Cyprian 
Arthur George Bridge, whose death 
was recently announced. His father, 
the late Venerable Archdeacon 
Bridge came out to Nfld. In 1834 as a 
tutor to the sons of Governor Coch­
rane. and was later appointed Curate 
of the Anglican Cathedral, of which 
he became rector In 1839. In 1850 he 
was made Archdeacon. During the 
Cholera epidemic he worked heroical­
ly nursing and visiting the victims.

His son, we believe, was a student 
of the Church of England Academy, 
now Bp. Feild College, and in 1853 
entered the Navy. His brilliant

We are al­
together too modest with regard 
to our resources, and it is quite 
time that there was a change in 
this respect. The day is over 
when business firms could sit 
down and wait for customers to 
come to them.

The 
month organ, however, is coming in­
to Its own; a harmonica virtuoso hee 
appeared recently as a soloist with 
the symphony orchestra in. one of 
New Fork’s big movie palaces. That 
is bet n symptom of a belated re­
cognition of what erne editorial writ­
er recently called “the most maligned 
musical Instrument on earth." The 
chief factor in this renaissance of 
the mouth organ in the United States 
has been the growth of the harmonica 
contest idea.

Bach e contest, for instance, was 
included as a part of Boys’ Week in 
Philadelphia. The instrument is of­
ten attractive to both young and old, 
it does, however, give especially hap­
py self-expression to the boy. For 
him it is a most effective safety valve. 
He can literally “blow himself” to his 
heart’s content. Moreover the mouth 
organ is an excellent Instrument for 
a boy to try ont his musical talent 
On a month organ you can quickly see 
the difference between a boy who has 
a musical ear and a natural talent 
for time and rhythm and a boy who 
hasn’t. And with the natural liking 
of boys tor the mouth organ, it may 
become tor them a guide toward 
musical appreciation and mastery of 
other more difficult instruments. In 
Now York City the contest was under 
the auspices of the city government 
The'semi-flnals were played at the 
Mall in Central Park. Such widely 
separated cities as Dallas, Texas, 9t.

Labor Conditions
1 in Russia

IMPROVE 8ATS GENEVA BUREAU.

GENEVA—(A.P.)—The development 
of industrial conditions in Soviet Rus­
sia is dealt with in publication Just 
issued by the International Labour 
Office. The volume brings out the 
fundamental. differences betweei the 
present system and the regime which 
existed before 1921, the differences be­
ing the result ot the process of trans­
formation going on In Russia-

After taking up the functldne of the 
Commissar .at of Labor, chapters are 
devoted to wage policy, both before 
and after the establishment ot the 
new economic policy, to an exposition 
of collective agreements, methods for 
the settlement of disputes, the regu­
lation of the labor market, social in- j 
suran ce and factory inspection.

The general conclusions drawn ! 
from the report are that important 
mod locations have taken place not 
only in labor conditions but in the 
material position of the working class 
in Russia. Compulsory labor hss 
been practically abolished. The en­
gagement and dismissal of works»* j 
has been declared* free, the cohdftfons . 
of labor are determined by free agree- j 
ment between the parties, and the! 
value of work is determined by the 
laws of supply and demand. That 
greater liberty has come to Russia, 
declares the authors, is shown by the 
fact that the central power confines 
itself to fixing a minimum "wage; 
leaving to the parties concerned the 
duty of determining the actual re­
muneration of labor by collective 
agreements.

Despite the changes which have 
taken place, however, is the general 
policy of the Soviet government, 
chiefly in relation to labor legislation, 
it is believed that the 'evolution of the 
actual conditions of labor is only in 
its beginning-
