Immigration and the Agricul­
tural Interests.

We notice that Mr. D. D. Hay, of 
the Ontario Emigration Department 
has been making some valuable sug­
gestions to the County Council of 
Middlesex in connection with immi­
gration and our agricultural interests. 
These suggestions ought to receive 
the careful consideration of our 
municipal bodies, and be widely cir­
culated and thoroughly understood 
by our farmers throughout the Pro­
vince. Mr. Hay, we believe, intended 
to confer with our County Council 
on the same subjects, but was unable 
to be present. We hope that at its 
next meeting he may be able to be 
present, and fully explain his views.

Meantime we will briefly explain 
the recommendations made by Mr 
Hay, wliich we find embodied in the 
report of the committee to whom 
the matter was referred, and which 
was adopted by the Council. This 
report recommends that the Clerk o1 
every Township Council be appointed 
to keep a register m which will be 
put all applications in each Munici­
pality for either skilled or ordinary 
laborers, and that a copy of all such 
applications will be sent to the 

Department of Immigration. This 
should, as far .as possible, specify the 
class and character of the labor re­
quired. It will also be the duty of 
the Clerk to send to the Depart­
ment from time to time an approxij 
mate estimate of the extent, quality 
and pnca of unimproved or improved 
farm property open for sale in each 
Municipality.. Such information will 
he at the service of immigrants who 
may haye the- means wherewith to 
buy land, and who often are at a loss 
where to go, or where they can find 
suitable land to purchase.

The report contains another very 
important recommendation, which 
we give as drawn‘up by the Commit, 
tee. They say :—

«Your Committee desire to call 
special attention to Mr. Hay’s sug 
gestion in regard to the el ection Of 
cheap but comfortable buildings for 
tarin servants with families, in the 
interests of agriculture, the leading 
industry of the Dominion, they re­
gard this suggestion of great practical 

. importance. In this way only may 
we expect the labour in our rural 
districts being placed on a more per­
manent and satisfactory footing than 
now exists.; this class of laborers be­
coming p rmaneiiL residents ahdcitiz 
eus, while their families m the way of 
female domestic help, and other help 
on the farm, would, in a measure, 
supply a want pretsingly felt, more 
especially m all the older sections 
of f.iiecountry.”

We regard these su gestions as the 
first practical attempt, to systematize 
the work of our Immigration Depart­
ment m this Province, and we are 
glad to find that such a thoroughly 
jiractical man as Mr. Ilay is—who un­
derstands the position of the working 
classes at home and the wants of our 
farming po^ u'ation here—-has under­
taken the work with his character­
istic Zealand energy. We are con­
fident loo that he will-carry it out to 
a successful issue, if his plans and 
suggestions are acted on. Hitherto 
the whole immigration work of our 
(iovernments has been on an unsatis­
factory basis, just because ministers 
iiad not time to give that attention 

* toits defails that was requisite to 
• reduce it to a system. Now that we 
have a gentleman who is willing to 
give his time in elaborating these, 
and who thoroughly understands the 
business, we hopetoseea better system 
inaugurated, which we.feel assured, 
will be thoioughly satisfactory in its 
results. ,

The plan that Mr. Hay proposes, of 
keeping a register of labour­
ers wanted in each municipal­
ity, is an excellent one, and if pro­
perly carried out the Department 
would be at all times fully informed 
of the amount of labour required in 
each section. The information with 
regard to the quantity and price of 
land for sale in each township would 
be equally valuable, ami it would be 
even more, satisfactory to the Depart­
ment and to immigrants if it was am­
plified, in so far, as to contain some- 
thing about the physical features of 
the locality, roads, churches, popula 
tion, nationally, Ac. Immigrants 
would thus be furnished with a full 
and reliable guide, which would go 
far to determine them as to the par­
ticular locality they would choose for 
settling in.

The suggestion for building com­
fortable dwelling houses tor farm 
labourers is a novel but no less valu­
able one, and we are firmly impressed 
with the belief that our farmers will 
never have a thoroughly efficient 
class of labourers, who will be satisfied 
to remain long in one place, till this 
plan is adopted. Landed proprietors 
and farmers in Great Britain are 
beginning to appreciate the behefits 
of this system more and more as it 
is extended, and on many estates, it 
is one of the conditions of the lease 
that comfortable tenant houses be 
erected on the farms—at the joint 
expense of the proprietor and far- 
mer—for the labourers, who are 
charged a reasonable rent, and who 
ip addition to a cow's grass have a 
small garden wb*re they raise their 
own vegetables. The plan has been 
found to answer admirably, the em­
ployer gets more work Oat of his 
men, and they are more satisfied 
with their position. Of course, this 
only applies to married labourers, 
but the system is found to encourage 
marriage, and this, of course, tends 
to the decrease of immorality espe- 
pecially in regard to illegitimacy.

olitioal Persecution .—The St. 
Catharines News tells of a curious 
instance of political persecution. It 
appears that Cole’s Circus Company 
gave an exhibition in that village 
recently, but did not advertise the 
show in the Dunnville Reform Press, 
which singular fact induced the pro­
prietor of that .journal to inquire of 
the circus agent the cause of the 
omission. He was informed by the 
agent that the Clerk and Reeve hsi 
at first refused him a license if he 
patronized the Reform Pess, but that 
they finally made the condition that 
if he did not patronize that paper 
bis license should be only $12, 
whereas the law required payment 
of $35. He complied with these 
conditions, the circus was exhibited, 
and the P'ess got no printing nor 
advertising. We need hardly say 
that the Pess is a well-conducted 
Reform paper, while the Clerk and 
Reeve are shockingly ill-behaved 
Tories. .That explains the whole 
matter. In order to prevent the 
proprietor of the Press making four 
or five dollars in a legitimate busi. 
ness way, those immaculate, whole 
souled, liberal Tories, the Clerk and 
Reeve, were willing to sacrifice the 
interests of the village to the extent 
of $35, and did ultimately defraud 
it, by their illegal action of $23. We 
have frequently heard of instances of 
political persecution, but never one 
which would equal this in downright, 
transcendental meannèss.

The School Question in New Bruns­
wick.—The John’s, N. B., Telegraph 
uses the following strong language 
in speaking of the influence of 
Qpebec in securing separate schools: 
—Ontario would gladly throw off 
sectarian bonds in the matter of 
education, which are grievious to be 
borne. But she cannot do it. They 
are secured, firm and fast. ‘Had 
separate schools not been .estab­
lished by Quebec influence prior to 
Confederation, they would never 
have been established after it,’ says 
a Toronto correspondent. Let it be 
a warning to us not to submit to 
Quebec domination in this matter. 
We entered into Confederation with­
out separate schools ; let us have it 
thoroughly understood that in so 
entering the Union we did not pro­
pose to make our position any worse 
than it was before. We don’t intend 
that political union with Quebec 
.shall result in having Quebec ideas 
forced upon us and incorporated into 
our Constitution, if we can help it. 
Let us, as one man, resolve to resist 
Quebec domination, Quebec intole­
rance, Quebec insolence to the last 
extremity, and vote down all the 
aiders and abettors of the Quebec 
party wherever they appear, by what­
ever name they may be called.”

The fact, is that as a life becomes con- 

ueirtratod* aud its pursuits more < iger, 
short sleep and early rising become im­
possible. We take more sleep than our 
.-••leestors, ami we take more because we 
want. move. Six hours’ sleep will do 
very well for a plowman ora brick-layer, 
or any other man who has no exhaustion 
but that produced by manual labor, and 
the sooner he takes it after the labor is 
over the better. But for a man Whose 
labor is. mental, the stress of work is on 
the bruin and |neryous system, and 
for him who is tired in the evening with 
a day of mental application, neither early 
to bed or early to rise is wholesome. He 
needs letting down to the level of re­
pose. The longer the interval between 
the active use of the brain and his retire­
ment to bed, the better his chance of 
sleep and refreshment. To him an hour 
after midnight is probably" as good as 
two hours before it, and even then his 
sleep will not so completely and quietly 
restore him as it will his neighbor who 
is physically tired. He must not only 
go to bed later, but lie longer. His best 
sleep probably lies in the early morning 
hours, when all the liervous excitement 
has passed and away, he is in absolute 
rest.—Chicago Journal.

was accompanied by torrents of, rain, 
thunder and lightning. In a remarkably 
short time streams and rivers were over­
flowed. On one river three sawmills 
were blown down, and 'two flour-mills 
were seriously damaged. Further off, 
barns and housds were overturned. The 
damages are estimated at 530,000, and 
extend to a surface of four leagues.

The Fisheries. — Newfoundland ad­
vices represent the shore fishery from 
Cape Frances to Cipo Rice as encourag­
ing. There are good prospects also nt 
Cape Dine, some boats having taken 
from 23 to 30 quintals. The American 
fishing ■schooner Elizabeth Foster, was 
at St. John’s on the 3rd,from the Banks, 
with 400 quintals. She reports plenty 
of fish. On the 30th May she spoke the 
American schooner Annie G. Quincr, of 
Beverley, with 400 quintals. Herring 
were in abundance all the season on the 
coast and very cheap. Over 50,000 bar­
rels had been thrown away, net being re- 
qaired for bait.
