LIFE IS TOLD IN HIS
ELOQUENT SPEECHES

The Times Asks If the Tongue
of England Ever Spoke In
More Perfect Music Than In
the Words of the Famous
~ Quaker From Birmingham,
~ the Friend of Cobden

The book of the day in England is
the “I:ifé of John Bright” by George
M. " Trevelyan, the grand-nephew of
‘Macaulay.

Mr. Trevelyan says of Bright's style
4nd absence of gesture: .
"Lord Balisbury's opinion, , which
would place Bright as an orator above
Gladstone, is not universally accepted;
it would indeéd be edasy to draw up
two lists—one in favor of Gladstone
and the ofher in favor of Bright—from
among statesmen who heard them both
and were competent to judge. John
Bright ‘had the merits and defats of
simplicity, Gladstone of complexity.
Gladstone—even in the whirlwind of
his own orabory, mfins ovuh:ad and
eyes flashing—stvas alwiys a debater,
mm his opponelit’s eVery argu-
metit, insteticting -his audience, often
exciting them over the details of some
financial or legiskative medsure.

“Bright, on the other hand, for all
that_he never gave the rein to his
passion, never swung his arm -and
scarcely raised his voice—was first and
foremost & prea of broad prin-
ciples, in their moral and poetic force,
a speaker more instructive, but even
more mqving than Gladstone. He has
himself described the difference be-
tween them thus: ‘When I speak, I
“trike across from headland to head-
land. Mr. Gladstone follows the coast-
line, and when he comes to a navi-
gable river he is unable to resist the
temptatjon of tracing it to its source.”

Reading His Speedhes

“‘My life is in my speeches,’ once
sald Bright, and Mr. Trevelyan has
wisely acted on that hint and given
more quotations from the speeches
than are usually given in biographles.
To those whe have never read Bright's
speeches, these passages will come as
a revelation,” says The Times. “Many
people who are well aware of his
great oratorical reputation will yet
have had no great expectation of pleas-
ure from ‘Yeading his speeches. Many
who knew long passages of Burke by
heart and have hoped .never again to
look at other political speeches
will. be forced.by this volume to' give
.gregtest man who ever addressed a
political meéeting a place by the side
of the greatest man who ever address-
ed the house of commons.

“His life was 80 shaped his temp-
eramént as to :%aure fwbzh gift  of
speech the maximum freedoi). ‘It Wwas
in his oratory that his power lq.r and
someé instinet, rather artistic, ‘though
it wore doubtless. an ethical disguise—
forbade him to divert his energies from
their true bent ‘to the work of construc-
tion and party leadership.

“His :{;pe&l was, almost al to
the heart and conscience, to the semse
in man of a justice and a love which
are not merely’ human, but divine”
says The Times. “In that field he has
no English equal. ~

Self-Appointed Officials

A last remar! Recently we heard
of meetings of the “Committee of the
Dominioh Football® Association in To-
ronto,” which defied the Amateur Ath.
letic union, on the question of visits
from old country professional teams.
Whatever the opinions of football men
may be on that question, the very fact
that the defiance was ‘supposed to
emanate from a committee meeting
was enough to show that the men who
called that meeting, and conducted it
knew absolutely nothing of the rules
Boverning the existence of any body, or
they would have never made ‘them-
selves look so ridiculous as ta veto any
‘agreement oftany kind wit *a pro-
perly constituted general = meeting.
That incident alone is “to make
foothallers wince; and wish that some-
‘thing ‘was ' 16" alter the appalling
state of affairs. The few suggestions
hade above would ténd to a settlement,
and then probably we could get Fred
Barter face to face with the represent-
atives of the associations for which he
has beén speaking without one jot uf
authority, and they would be better
able to guage what game he has been
playing during theé last year, when he
could have held 39 general meetings
had he cared, and nad the game on a
proper basis, inste.d of making it the
laughing stock of the wkhole world, as
he has done.

8IR FRANCIS FOX ON .
8T. PAUL'S CATHEDRA

Loontion, June 28-~—The Dean and
Chapter of St, Paul’'s Cathedral have
received from Sir Francis Faox a fur-
ther report on the fabric of the cathed-
ral, and a committee of experts has
been appointed to consider the ques-
tion, Meanwhile, work on ‘the but-
tesses and main plers is steadily pro-
ceeding. Sir Francis Fox reports:

All excavations in conmectibn with
building operations in the vicinity of
the cathedral demand atténton. These
excavations are important causes for
the serious movements which have
taken place along the south side of the
cathedral, particularly of theé south
portico, which was cracked, and to
which massive tie-rods have been fixed.
Portions of this portico had to be taken
down some ten years ago and rebuilt,

Plumbing of the dome and walls.—
This-operation has been carried out on
several occasions, with the result that
they are found to be out of truth in
different places, generally in a south-
westerly direction. The amount of di-
vergence would be negligible were the
fabric at rest and the core of the walls

Beautiful at all times, Edinburgh is
nevér more beautiful than in early
summer—or is it late spring? But at

Buttresses to the drum of the dome.
—These are 32 in number, of which 23
are cracked, those to the southwest be-
ing very seriously disintegrated. In
the case of No. 1, when a lantern was
held on one side of ‘the buttress (which
is 4 ft. 6 in. in thickness) the light coald
be seen from ‘the other side.

South transept.—Serious cracks have
occurred in these walls, and some 10
years ago the heavy Iron tie-rods,
already xeferred to, were fixed to over-
come the motion. This, however, «con-
tinues, as is proved by numerous “live”
cracks in the cement “tell-tales,” which
are being fixed in many parts of the
cathedral; some of these ghich have
been put in position for only a month
are already cracked.

Foundations—To excavate down to
these is naturally a subject for much
hesitation, for fear of furtter distribut-
ing the equilibrium of the cathedral,
but I am informed tH&T ey are gener-
ally 4 ft. 6 in. below ‘the_crypt floor,
the bottom of the wall at the east end,
being:considerably lower. o

I have been furnished with & drawing
(copy appended) giving the depth of
the foundation of tha..aouth transept,
and also of the buildings erected a few
vears since at the side of ‘Godliman
street, v

From this and other drawings it will
be observed’ that the excavation for
these buildings was 12 ft. below the
footings of the cathedral, and we know
from records that they were in quick-
sand, and that pumping was going on.
The sand, having once been disturded,
continues to move slowly away, prob-
ably on the outside of the deep sewer.

The cathedral, although gtanding im-
‘mediately, as I am informed, on pot
earth, gravel and -sand, is undeérlaid by
wet sand and gravel (the level of wa-
ter depending, more or less, on the
rainfall), for a depth of about 5 ft. to
6 ft. above the London clay. The strata
of wet sand and gravel constitute an
unreliable and unstable condition of
affairs, yhich requires a remedy.

The Present Position

The report made by Sir Francis Fox
on the present condition of St. Paul's
Cathedra! will be subjected to very
close and critical examination. This
will necessarily take some time, and in
the meanwhile it is not proposed to
take further steps in regard to the
problem _ confrofting the authorities,
except to continue the work of
strengthening the malin supports of the
dome. This work, the cost of which

Delegates from Scottish churches
beyond the Border appear and address
the Assemblw and you are reminded
how far flung is the battle-line of the
Chucrch of Scotland when a Canadian
of Scotch birth who never saw Scot-
land before, arises and tells his tale, or
Scots clergymen of Africa and India
make their report.
