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DURRANT DOOMED.

The Jury Absent Only Twenty Min-
utes—A Never to Be For-
gotten Scene.

The Murderer's Mother Swoons—All
Else Satisfled With the -
Dread Verdict.

Sax Fraxcisco, Oect. 31.—Distriot At-
torney Barnes yesterday appeared as the
central figure in the trial of Theodore Dur-
rant. While the spectators in the crowded
court room craned their necks to catch
every word of the speaker, he delivered
what ia considered in many respec’s one oi
the strongest arguments ever made to a

California_jury.. -Aside. from: being. I,Qxhll:‘
and convincing in his dizcussion of the testi-
mony, he made two or three dramatic by-

plays that put to a severe test the iron
nerves of the prisoner. Of these scenes the
most impressive took place in the early
part of his argument, when he spoke of
how counsel for the defence had invoked
the spirib of - Blanche Lamont, and voiced
her thought by saying : ** Leb him go free;
he harmed me not.” While looking in-
tently at the frame bearing Miss Lamont’s
dross, which stood nsar the jary box, and
telling how throngh the leng days of the
trial he had seen the young schoolgirl
clothed in all her innocence and purity, Mr.
Barnes reached the olimax of the scene,”

Turning upon Darrant, who was seated
only three feev away, the distriot attorney
with clenched fista and in a voice of thunder
exclaimed: I see her mow. There she
stands behind him ab this very moment, not
prayizg for vesgeance for her deep and
remediless wrongs, not for the law’s retri-
bution upon her murderer, but with uplifted
hand and streaming qyes praying that God
will not puo it into your hearts, by a mockery
of a verdiot of mot guily, to set free this
monster to prey upon other souls, pollute
with vile hands the unsullied snow of other
children and defy anew that God of justice
whose ministers you are.”

He continued : ** The individaal who per-
petrated this hideous murder with which the
defendant stands charged, and which has
harrowed the soul ard frozsn the blood of
this commuaity, is no ordinary criminal,
and his crime is without a parallel. It was
not committed under a blind and faurious
impulee o avenge some real or fancied wrong
to his person, his property or his character,
nor from wmotives of gain, nor in the commis-
sion of robbery, not yet utder the hob spur
of jealousy, that hell of the injured lover,
but it was in every a cold-blooded,
vicious murder. It was withount the slight-
esh provocation or apparentexcuse or pailia-

innocent and. helphg maiden, in years al-
most & child, almost a stranger in our oi

with a relative and engage uggie
to obtain an education as a teacher in the
Normal school. She was undeveloped in
mind, pure in lifé and in thought, unsus.

nons of the qualities which are supposed to
arouse the evil passions of a seducer and
libertine.

** For the soene of his dreadful assault the
murderer selected an evangelical church,
dedicated to the worship of God, a temple
where the doctrines and life of Jesus Christ
were taught and illustrated in Sabbath
assembly, in mid-week prayer meeting and
in social gatherings. Ho took the life of his
victim, not with the savage mercy of the
quick pistol, or the silent knife, bat he tor-
vured her with the lingering process of
strangling, driving his cruel fingers deep
into the tender flesh of her delicate throab,
and so fiercely did he do his devil’s work
that the stigma of his crime remained until
the discovery of her corpse, oclearly
discernable as the cause of death, not only
by the expert medical examiner, but by the
most unlearned observer. What other, if
any, wrong was done her before her soul
escaped and went to heaven we do mnot
know. The-advancement of natural decom-
position bsfled investigation and made
knowledge impossible, bus ‘we . know that
either living, or dying, or dead, she was

ed the poor body with blocks of wood, and
left it there torot in, nakedness and wither
in the cool western wind that swepv-through
the lofty spire.

wall ; a name never, spoken ; and oblivion,
personal and social, for poor lost Blanche
Lamont—and He was right for the moment.
The wrath of God, whose law he had wio-
lated and whose temple he bad desecrated,
seemed to slumber. The murdersr went his
guilty way with his' nndivnlged crime, na-
soathed, unwhipped of justice, while his vio-
tim lay in the spire that poluts its tapering
finger to the sky, as if reprosching its Ruler
for his unmoving indignation, - ‘

Durrans was the least affected person in
the court roowm during the entire proceed-
ings. While Mrs. Noble the dead girl’s
lnn& wept silently, and everybody else was

illed with the impressiveness of the
¢oene, Durrant sat stolid and indifferent.
As the district attorney’s last words were
uttered the prisoner whispered something
i the ear of his mother, who sat pear him,
and smiled as if pleased at the wit of his own
remark.

Sax Franoisco, Nov. 1.—Theodore Dar-
rant was to-day oonvicted of the murder of
Blanche Lamon$, for which he has been on
trial since July last. The jury were out 20
minutes and arrived at the verdict on the
first ballot, As there was no recommenda-
tion of mercy the punishment was fixed at
death,

. JudgeMurphy finished bis charge ab3:30
and the jury ab omce retired. Although
there was supposed to be little prospeot of
a verdiot before late this evening the spec.
tators who had remained fn the overcrowded

-court room all the afternoon settled them-
selves back in their seats to await the re-
turn of the jury, -

Mrs. Durrant and the prisoner talked and
laughed as if an acquittal were a foregone
conclusion. The convereation was animated
when it became whispered aboub that the
jury had agreed upon a verdict. In an in-
stant a hush fell upon the circle. Darrant’s
face assumed a ghastly hue and hie mother
was - speechless. Then the jary filed
in. Intense excitement followed; the
room, though ocrowded, was almost
as quiet as if it had been vecint. Judge
Murphy was summoned and tock his place
upon the bench. The clerk asked whether
the jury had agreed. Foreman Warren
Dutton arose and replied in the affirmative.
¢ We, the jury,” said he, * find the de-
fendant William Henry Theodore Darrant,
guilty of murder in the firsb degree.”

As the aged foreman, pale and trembling
read the words, a low rumbling noise like
the roar of a mob arose from the rear of the
court room.  The next moment men were
cheering wildly, while women wept hyateric-
ally in their excitement, The tumult con-
tinued for a minute before anythinglike quiet
could be restored. When District Attorney
Barnes arose and asked ‘that.a’day be set
upon which the sentegea should be passed
upon the prisoner, J ge Murphy sald sen-
tence would be pal n Friday, v hen he
would also seb the day¥for the trial of Dar-
rant on the charge of Murdering Minnie
Williams,

As the lasb words of the verdict were
uttered Durrant made a spasmodic effort to
risé, but before he. could do so his mother
with a balf sigh, half groan, thgew her arms
around his neck and sunk bsck into her
chair. His mother’s grief seemed to make

Darrant’s father wug not inthe room when
the verdiot was returnéd. He had gone out
into the corridors, not believing that the
jury would return for.several hours, and
first learned that his son had been convicted
when a cheer went up from the crowd in the
building as the news spread.

Durrant recovered his old time composure
as soon as he left. his mother and prepared
to retgrn to the county jail. With his over-
coat swang carelessly over his arm, he
walked leisurely out of the room; twirling
his moustache with as little concern as if he
were merely a spectator instead of the prin-
cipal figure in vhe sceme. Mrs. Noble,
Blanche Lamont’s aunt and Maud Lamont,
the dead girl’s sister, were apparently the
bappiest persons in the room. When the
verdiot was announced Maud Lamont arose,
olasped her hands and then cried from sheer
excitement. Mrs. Noble mixed smiles with
tears and shook hands with a number of
friends wko crowded around to congratulate
her.

The oase will be appealed to the Supreme
court, and it is expected that nearly a year
will elapse before a decision will be obtain-
ed. While it is not thonght that any error
has been committed, the defence has em-
braced every opportunity to take exceptions
to the rulings of the court.

BRITAIN AND ASHANTEE.

. AocrA, Gold Coast Colony, British West
Africa, Ost.

adds that he is fully prepared for it, The;
verms of the British vitimatum were that the
King should bave » British commissioner in
his country, and that he should place
Ashantee under the protection of Great
Britain. He had until to-day in which te
reply. A strong foroe of Imperial and
native troops will now be dispatched to
Coomassie to bring the King to terms. * Sir
Francis Scout, »nspector-general of the Gold'
Coast forces, 18 now in England and will
leave for West Africa as soon as possible to
organize the expeditionary force, which is
expecved vo begin its advance by the middle
of December. In the meantime the troops
will be sent here from Lagos and other
places.

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MURDERER HOLMES.
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Poor Mrs. Pitzel Was Foreed
to Pass.

Prisoner Breaks Dewn Before the
Woman He Married Under
False Pretences.

PHILADELPHIA, Oct. 31,—In ocontinuing
the examination of Mrs. Pitasl yesterday
the prosecuting counsel asked :

“ Have you seen your hnsband since he
left St. Louis fo Philadelphia?” A.—¢ ]I
have never seen him since July 29:h, 1894,
nor heard from him since August 29th,
when I gob the last letter in his own hand.

was from Philadelphia.”
‘ Have you seen or heard from Alice,
Nellie or Howard since this man got pos-

session of them ? ” —** I have not heard from
them.”

‘* Have you seen them since?” Sobbing
bitterly, the woman answered. ‘I saw
Alice and Nellie lying side by side in the
morgue at Toronto. I never saw Howard,
except what balonged to him, in Indianap-
olis, in the coroner’s office.”

This ended the examination in chief* In
answer to questions from Mr. Rotan, the
witness said she was married to Pitzsl in
Galva, Ill, in 1878 She did not know whea
be and Holmes had first met. She thought
it was in 1889 She first met Holmes in the
restaurant at 63rd and Wallace streets, Chi-
cago, the ¢ Castle,” when she was with her
husband there in 1893. She did not see
much of Holmes until the insurance matter
came up. A long line of questions was put
to Mrs. Pitzel, many of whioch were ruled
out on the ground of irrelevance.

At 5:30 a recess was taken, and up to that
time her testimony had not been shaken.
Court reassembled at 7 o’clock, and daring
the few moments which' elapsed before the
business of the case was resumed Holmes sat
in the dock reading *‘ Stephens’ Digest of
the Law of Evidence.” At7:15 o’clock Mrs.
Pitzel’s trying ordeal was resumed. After
she had taken & liberal dose of medicine
frofh the nurse who accompanied her and
her ddughter Dessa, the oross-examination
was continued until 8:25, but developed
nothing to controvert her evidence in chief.
District Attorney Graham then showed
her the crayon portrait of Pitzsl, and she
said: ¢ Yes, that is a good picture of my
husband as he left home.” -

This concluded Mrs. Pitzsl’'s testimony,
and at 8:30 she gave way for her danghter
Jeannetbe, ‘' Dessa.” THer evidence was
largely corroborative of that given by-her
movher goncerning the departure of the chil-
drén and the subsequent travels of Dassa
and her mother under Holmes’ guidance to
the various cities named. :

Witness asked
bim where Pitzel and the children were, and
he said in South America. He refused to
give the name of the student from whom he
got the corpse, as years before he and
Holmes had swindled an insurance company
out of $20,000.. Beside, the student was a
prosperous man of family. He said he had
told Pitzel how to prepare the substituted
body. A few days before his arraignment
for conspiracy, to which he pleaded guilty,
he said the story about the substitution of a
body was not true, and that the corpse
found was that of Pitzel. Witness said :
*Well, Holmes, if that is the case, then you
have murdered Pitzel and the children.”
He said: ‘¢ No, I did not.” .
Holmes said Minnie Williams had the
children in London. ¢ The last time he
saw Howard,” he said to witness, ‘‘ was in
Detroit. Minnie Williams took dinner with
witness abt Glese’s hotel, and witness gave
Howard to her. Then he took the girls to
Toronto and left them at the firat station
outside the city, having pinned $400 on the
breast of Alice, who was to go to Niagara
Falle and wait for Minnie Williams and
Howard, when they would all go to London.
He had told Minnie to cut off Nellie’s hair
and dress her as a boy s0 as to avoid sus-
picion. He said when he lefv Indianapolis
he left the children’s trunks in a hotel on
West Madison streeb and never took them
awsy. .

Judge Arnold decided that no evidence
bearing on the murder of the Pitzel chil-
dren or on anything but the death of Ben-
jamin F. Pitzel should be introduced.

This will keep ount the story of detective
Geyer’s search and discovery of the ohil-
dren’s bodies, It will also prevent the sad
exhibition in open court of the bones of the
boy Howard Pitzel, the stove in which he
was burned, the toys and clothing which
the mother has identified, and the trunk in
which Alice and Nellie Pitzel were amother-
ed. This has broughd about a sudden
Qlulng of the commonwealth’s case.

_ MINING AT QUESNELLE.

QUESNELLE, Oct. 29.— (Special) ~The Un-
derwood combination dredge is in course of
construotion here. The method of con-
structing sizs No. 1 of the Underwood gold
dredge, is to build a scow 100 feet long by
24 feet wide, to be propelled by steam. On

the bow of thescow ig placed a bridge of the
regular construction, with the Underwood
combination attachments designed especially
for® ‘vdraulic dredging. The Underwood
vedge is a combination of the steam
_vel, thecentrifugal vacuum pump and the
These are so adjusted that
all shall go into effeot at the same time.
The plow point at the lower end of the
beam agitates the gravel, the suction diverts
the material thus moved into the tubes,
carrying it to the sluice boxes and the hy-
draalio lift forces any heavy substance which
may incline to the bottom of the stream into
contact with the intake, which flows at a
speed pressure equal to four times the speci-
fic gravity of gold.
_ The estimated capacity of the dredge is
1,500 cubic yards evory twenty-four hours,
thus it can be seen that the return will be
enormous, especially ae many spots are very
rich and the lowest average would be §1 per
cubic yard.

CATHOLIC OR GREEK? -

Soria, Oct. 31.—In the speech from the

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DURRANT CONVIOTED.

The conviction of Durrant on Friday must
have been a surprise to nearly every one
who took an interest in the trial. It was
generally believed that after so protracted a
trial the jury would tske a long time to de-
liberate, and not a few were in doubt
whether they would after all agree to.a ver-
dict. There was a great deal of evidenoce,
but it was all circumstantial, and there are
many persons of considerable intelligence
who have a prejudice against evidence of
that kind. This was seen when & jury was
being selected. A very large number of the
talesmen were challenged and rejected
because they openly avowed that they
could not conecientiously agree to s ver-
diot that had nothing but ocircumstantial
evidenoe to support it. Ib was thoaght that
even though some of the jurors might be
morally oertain that the prisoner hsd
committed the orime, they might not
be able to satisfy themselves that
the evidence from a legal point of
view was strong enough to permit them to
agree to a verdiot of guilty. But the event
has proved that there were no substantial
grouods for sach speculations. The jurye
men must have studied the evidence as it
was presented most carefully and arrived at
an estimabte of its value, B0 that when the
trial was concluded they had little else to do
than to record their verdiot, TCwenty min-
utes was a very short time indeed to review
the Immense mass of testimony that they
had heard. That the verdict was a) righte
eous one few that have followed the proceed-
ings at all garefnlly will, we think, venture
to deny. }

The San i"‘rnnoluoo newspapers must have
saved the jury a great deal of trouble. Not
content with publishing the evidence ver-
batim they outlined much of it before it was
given and commented upon it after it was
heard in court. The prisoner was treated
by them as guilty long before the verdict
was delivered. Are the ends of justice
furthered or hindered by this outepoken
way of dealing with a case while it is being
tried? Is not such an unrestrained mode
of reporting a case while it is pending
calculated to prejudice the public and the
jury either in favor of or against the person
"~ acoused? Can & prisonor say that he is
tried fairly when he is tried by the court
and jury and the newspapers simultaneously?
Though we strongly believe in the freedom
of the press we incline to the opinion that
euch reports as appeared in the San Fran.
cisco newepapers of the Durrant trial are an
abuse of that freedom.

Another question suggested by the trial
is how far i the counsel for the state war-
ranted in going to secure a verdict favorable
bo his contention. Should he confine his ad-
dress to the jury to a statement of the facts,
& business-like review of the evidence, and
an argument to show their weight and signi-
ficance ? Should he, in short, appeal solely
t1 the reason and the common sense of the
jury, or is he besides doing all this war-
ranted in making an impassioned appeal to
them, taking for granted that the acoused
man is without doubt guilty, and painting
him as a monster of wickedness ? It seems
to us that appeals to prejudices and passions
are out of place, and indeed unfair, on the
part of the public prosecutor. Was the
“** terrible arraignment * of District Attorney
‘Barnes in this Dorrant case, for instanoce,
neocessary ! Did it help the jufy to arrive
ab an impartial verdiot? Assuming for the
-moment that the man was innocent, would
not the Distriot Atborney have taken
wupon himself a terrible responsibil.
ity in thus going out of  his
way and using all his power of eloquence
to fasten the rope round the neck of a man
who wae guiltless of .offence? It seems to
uy that neither the newspapers nor the pub-
lic prosecutor should say or do anything
‘calculated to make it difficult for an inno~
<cent man to make his innocence manifest,
They, on the contrary, shounld do everything
that their dttty to society can permit tomake
it easy for the accused man to prove that

he. is not guilty of the offence with
which he is charged. Bat if every-
thing that forensic talent and journalistio
skill can devise is done to prejudice the
minde of the jury and the public against
him, this might be made almost if not alto-

gether impossible. We believe. that Dar-

rant was guilty and that the verdict was a

righteous one, but we also believe that if he

had been innocent it would have been un-

necessarily hard for him to conrvince the jury
* and the public that he had not murdered
Blanche Lamont.

'JOURNALISTIC RUFFIANISA.

The Province newspaper in its issue of the
19th ult. made a covert attack of & gross
nature on whoever had induced the Duke of
Montrose to invest in the Golden Eagle mine
at Albernl, although there was not the
elightest foundation for such a charge, -

ceased to subsoribe for thirty-six copies ef
the Provinoe newspaper, twenty-foar of
which are distributed among leading libra-
cles in England. )

We are in a pesition to state that the I

action of the Government in opasing to snb-
soribe to the Province newspaper was the
tecision of the Executive and was not done
on the personal responsibility of Col. Baker,
_The only blame we think can attach to the
Government in the master is that it should
ever have subscribed to such a paper at all.
But when the Province not only attacks the
Government as an opposition paper on mab-
ters of party politics bubt descends to the
low level of trumping up foul acousations
against the private character of Government
officera as-it did in ite issue of. the 19:h ult.,
it is high time that the Government should
cease patronizing euch a disseminator of
contemptible untruths.

As to the Hon. Colonel Baker, his ghar-
acter is 80 well known and respected that it
is not likely to suffer from such base at_
tacks, bub for the sake of the interests of owr
country it is much to be regretted that an
honorable man cannot undertake a leading
position in politics without being subject to
such indignities.

THB ASHANTI DIFFICULTY.

There is evidently going to be a little war
in Ashanti. The King of that country is a
very bad neighbor and it will be necessary
to teach him good manners. His country is
difficult of approsch and he evidently be-
lieves that the British will not consider It
worth while to invade his territory. Be.
sides he believes that he is stronger and
his people are in a better condition to resist
invasion than they were twenty-one years
8go, when Sir Garnet Wolseley paid Ashan.
ti a visit and taught ite inhabitants, from
the King downwards, that it was not safe
to trust too much to the forbeararce of the
British. The Ashantishavebecomesotroable-
some of late that Colonel Sir FrancisSoots, the
Inspector General of the Gold Coast Forces,
has come to the conclusion that the Gold
Coast Colony can never be quiet until
Ashanti has been brought under British rule.
There appears to be a-lady in this oase as
there is in almost every other. Colonel Scott
says: * The Queen mother—the mother of
the young King—is a powerful factor in the
country and is responsible for much that
oocurs. [The actual power of the King is
small as he has to submit to his mother’s
counsel.” The example which this lady sets
to neighboring chiefs is dangerous. If she
oan seb British authority at defiance they
are inclined tp believe that they can do the
same, and they are consequently *¢ watching
like a hen on a fence to see which way we
go. ”

In December Capt. Donald Stewart was
sent to Comassie (now spelled Kumassi)
with an ultimatum, to which no attention
seems to have been paid.

clent.”

of interfering with habits approved by popu-
lar opinion. By law all the children bern in
Zanzibar since 1890 are free, but Mr. Har-
dinge has shrunk from vindicating the right
to freedem of the children of slave mathers
lest the owners should refuse to. contribute.
to their support.”

There are on the west coast of Africa two
islands, Zaozibar and Pemba, which are
abgolately under British ocontrol, in the
former of which there are 140,000 slaves,
some of them held legally and some illegally.
There are, according to Mr. Donald Magc.
kenzie, 90,000 eslaves on the Island
of Pemba. 8o that there shall be
no mistake about this we will quote verba-
tim part of a resolution passed unanimously
ab a meeting of the British and Foreign
Anti-Slavery Society recently held in Lon-
don: ¢ That whereas it is computed that a
quarter of million of slaves are at the pres.
ent time engaged in working upon the plan-
tations or as porters, &o., in the islands of
Zanzibar and Pemba, having first been en-
slaved in Central Africa under circumstances
of the greatest barbarity—and nearly all of
them taken to Zanzibar and Pemba illegally
in contravention of the Sultan’s decree of
1873, abolishing the above trade—this meet.
ing would emphatically urge Her Majesty’s
Government to abolish the status of slavery
in Zanzibar and Pemba without further de-
lay, inasmuch 'as the continuance cf a state
slavery necessarily leads to a ocorresponding
activity in the slave trade.”

The sbate of these slaves does not appear to
be much better than that of slaves generally.
It had been said that they were contented
with their condition, and that to liberate
them without finding homes and occupation
for them would be cruelty. But Mr. Mac-
kenzie said in his speech :

‘At Chaki Chaki I walked into a tumbfe-
down old prison. Here I found a number
of prisoners, male and female, heavily
chained and fettered. I thought that these
men and women must be dreadful criminals
or murderers or they must have committed
similar crimes and are now awaiting their
doom. I inquired of them all why they
were there. e only real criminal was one
who had stolen a little rice from his master.
All the others Ifound were wearing these
ponderous chains and fetbers because they

ad atbempted to run away from their oruel
masters and gain their freedom—a very elo-

quent commentary on the happiness ' of
slaves,”

This, it must be confessed, is a perplexing
state ef things, but the diffeulties that lie
in the way of abolishing slavery in these
African islands must be surmounted in some
way. Slavery is incompatible with. British
tule, and slavery in Zansibar does net ap-
'pear bo he at all less detestable than it is
and has been in other eountries. The Brit-
ish poblic will give Mr. Chamberlain to
know that slavery can be no more tolerated
in the clove plantations of Zar zsbar than it
oould in the sugar plantations of the West
Indies. Theclove planters mnst learn tocul-
tivate their Iande withoutslaves. Itissingular
that the law abelishing the trade in slaves
has not been enforced. It has been evaded
and the plantations have been reorunited by
slaves carried over from the continemt, If
this trade were suppressed free labor would
have to be imported and then domestic
slavery could be more easily dealt wish.

The masters of these slaves ate Arabs, As 'he Germans in circumstances nmewﬁ-t

ilar do not attempt to abolish slavery.
&oﬁ Sehele, the Governor of German Bast
JAfrlcu. declared only a year ago that any
general measure for the abolition ef
slavery was ““out of she question, as it
would inevitably result in the economic ruin
of the colony.” This seems to be pretty mueh
she opinion of Mr. Hardinge and others in
suthority in Zanzibar.

BRITAIN AND VENEZUELA.

CRISIS IN TURKEY.

Discovery of an Extensive Plot Against
the Porte—lmportant Events
Expected.

Murder of an Armenian Who Was a
Naturalized American
Subject.

VARN14A, Bulgaria, Nov. 1.—According to
adviees received here from Conetantinople,
& mogh serious state of affairs exist there.
There seems to be no doubt that the report
of the discovery of a plov against the Porte
on Monday evening last is correct. Three
Mussulmen are said to have been arrested
at Stamboul in connection with it. In addi-
tion, several houses have been searched and
8 quantity of arms seized. Besides this con-
siderable alarm is reported to exist at Vild-
izklosk in consequence of the fach that the

Albanian guards refuse to do duty there
any longer. It is supposed the gnards were
suborned by Mussulman committees. Eight
of the soldiers were executed and twenty-
four otheys sent to prison. In Apatolia the
feeling of discontent againat the rule of the
Sultan is becoming so marked, that impor-
tant events are expected to take place short-
ly. A fusion of the Mussulman and Armen-
ian committees is believed to be imminent.
The Turkish government is aware of the
serious aspect which affairs are taking and
it is evident desperate efforte are being
made in Constantinople to raise money with
which to provide for ocalling out the army
reserves.

CoNSTANTINOPLE, Nov. 1.—Advices from
Asia Minor say that the trouble which was
anticipated by U. S. Ambassador Terrell in
his Marsovan deepatob to Washington in
August last, has culminated in an attempd
to burn the American college there. It is
alleged that the would-be incendiaries have
not been discovered. The agitatien against
Amerioans ap Marsovan began about a year
ago, when a number of pupils of the Ameri-
cam. gollege were expelled because their

 fathers were acoused of bein implicated in

the’Armenian movement. This caused sus-

icion to fall upon the professors of the col-’
Ege’,’ five in number, two of whom avéq
Ameriocan citizens. Mr. Terrell notified the
authorities at Washington that Garabed, a
naturslized' Amerioan citizen, had been
assassinated at Marsovan, olose to the charch
door as he was going to attend religious ser-
vice. Garabed was one of the students pre-
viously sent from college abv the request of
the Turkish authorities on the ground
that he was oconnected with the Armenian
rovolutioniste. He was the chief man of
the Protestant community at Marsovan and
the chairman of the council of thirty, who
are held responsible for the peace of the
city. Garabed, however, is said to have
been' murdered by the revolutionists be.
cause he had given the government infor-
mation regarding their plans. At the same
time Mr. Terrell notified the state depart-
ment ab Washington that the revolutionists
had marked professors at Marsovan for
slaughter long before the Sassoun atrooities
were committéd. President Tracy and
Prof. Riggs, of the Marsovan college, are
specially disliked by the revolutioniste, and
their lives have been threatsned for having
consented to the expulsion of Armenian
students suspected of being in sympathy
with the revolutionary movement. Even-
tually, a Turkieh guard was furnished to
the college at the request of Mr. Torrell,
and all danger seems to have passed,
especially in view of the fact that the U. 8.
suthorities had previously compelled the
Turkish goveiament to pay an indemnity as

'the result of the destruction of ene of the

8chool buildings at Marsovan,
A sensation has been caused by a report,
believed to be correct, that three Armenian
notabilities of Trebizond, inoluding a pro-
minent ecclesiastic, are to be executed on
the ground that they are responsible for the
recent rioting there.

The Turks stipulated that the Am-
erican missionaries distributing relief to the
suffering people of Sassoun shall withdraw
in three days, otherwise the Turkish notabil-
ities fear there will be a massacre such as
has just oocurred at Bitlis.
Loxpox, Nov. 1.—The Daily News Bays
editorially : *‘ The Turks may go too far
with the United States. Minister Terrell is
not disposed to acquiesce in the Americana
being treated like Armenians.”
U 8. Minister Terrell has succeeded in
moving phe Turkish government to punish
the men who murdered American bicyolist
Lenz in Armenia. He has cabled the state
deparvment that the Kurds and Armenians
who committed the murder will be tried at
Erzeroum and that the United States will
be represented at the trial by the British
consul at that place. This official was the
first person to learn of Lenz’s murder, and
as there is no American consul there he ao-
tively interested himself in the oage, report-
ing the result of his investigation to Mr,
Terrell.

Durrant Professes to Be- Full of
Hope -Would Not Commit
Suieide.

“ It Was a Newspaper Fight and the
Newspapers Wos,” Says
\ Deaprey.

8ax Francisco, Nov. 2 —Theodore Dur.
rant, oonvicted of murder, is the same self-
possessed, quiet, [ron-nerved man he has
been while on trial for his life. He still

‘maintains his innocence, and after being

taken from the court room to the jail said to
& reporter :

*‘They say my dear little mother screamed
when the verdiot was announced. It is all
like a dream to me. The first thing I
remember was her arms around my neck.
Everything else was oruel, so sudden, so

barsh. I felt safe in her arms. I could
atand any injustice, any wrong, but for my
mother and sister.”

‘“ What did you want to do or say just
after the verdict was rendered ?” he was
asked.

** I wanted to get up and shout my inno-
oence. Before God I am innocent of the
orime. I wanted to geb up and call to God
bo smite me where I stood if my heart and
conscience were not as pure as those who
were howling with joy that I had been
branded a murderer. I told everything
honeetly and fearlessly when I was on the
stand. I even told things that appeared
against me. Do you suppose, if I were guilty,
I would volunteer a statement about the
stranger who approached me ? I told it be-
oause it was true, and I told everything I
could recollect. When I was first arrested
I gave my statement, and all I have said
since has been materially the same. I
would have got up yesterday, but my
mother, several of my friends and the chief
jailer closed round me and held me down.
Even 8o, I don’t know why I didn’t scream
my protest above it all.”

o l?ld you notioe any of the people about
you ?”

“Yes, some. I saw Mrs. Noble and
Maude and their friends clapping and obeer-
ing. It seems to me, with her heart so full
of pity for her sister, Mrs. Noble might have
thought of my mother. She had all she
wanted in full measure, and I think the
ordinary pity one might feel for another’s
misfortune would have prevented her from
gloating in so cruel a manner.”

““Yes, I heard the judge, who was both
judge and prosecutor, thank the jury for do-
1og their duty. I canno think of it all now,
bub yet I have within me a consciousness of
my innocence and shall not break down. I
feel the way must be clear and I will be vin-
dicated ab last.”

When asked if he contemplated suicide,
Durrant said : ¢ Never ; the man is a coward
who would commit suicide, Rest assured I
will never do that. I am hopeful, believe
me, that my way will be clear. I have kind
letters from friends. My father came last
evening with loving messages. I rest in the
assurance that light will come.”

Attorneys Dickineon and Deuprey, who
defended Durrant, insist thab their client is
innocent. They will ask next Friday for a
new trial, which will probably be denied by
Judge Murphy. Then the case will be ap-
pealed to the Supreme-conrs on Atlie ground
that the judge erred in a number of rulings
during the trial,

Attorney Deuprey, speaking of the trial
and the verdict, said : ** It was a newspaper
fight, and the newspapérs won.”

Miss Carrie Cunningham, the reporter
who testified in the Durrant trial that Dur-
rant had told her he saw Blanche L#mont
murdered in the belfry of Emanuel chtirch,
and who said that Durrant showed hef an
envelope containing a statement to be opén-
ed after he was convicted, has made public
her side of the story. She says that when
she visited Durrant at the jail he told her a
remarkable tale, with the idea that she was
to be & witness for the defemce. He said
that he had been sworn tasecrecy by the
murderers, but felt that if Miss Cunningham
first gave an inkling of | what' the story was:
he would be released from his oath. Miss
Cunningham agreed to this, and Durrant.
told her the following story :

Miss Cunning-
bam says vhat Durrant told her thab the
murderers exercised an unaccountable in-
flaence over him, and swore to spirit his
mother away if he told what he had seen.
He said that he had given the statement to
his attorneys, but they had decided not to
use it.

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SHIPS AND SHIPPING.

Sealer °‘Mascot” Returns After an
Eleven Months' Absence—A
Short Sealing Uatch.

Schooners * Mary Ellen” and “W. P,
Sayward ” Chapge Hands—The
* Philadelphia.”

The last of this year’s fleet of sealipg
schooners to return—the Mascot, Captain
Lorenz, which left here on the 28th of De-
cember last year—got home early yesterday
after a fairly successful cruise in Behring
sea and on the coasts of Japan and the Cop-
per islands. She secured a total catoh of
1,304 seal skins for the year, aud when off
Copper island had the good fortune to
catch a sea otber. Bad weather abdcounted
for the schooner’s long-continued absence,
for she ceased operations in Behring sea on
the 25th of September and started for home

immediately. On the way she stopped at
Masset, Queen Charlotte islands, to land
her Indiam erew, and this was the
only delay 'made; the run was
greatly prolonged by calms and head winds.
Atter leaving here last year the schooner
headed for Japan ; but as previously report-
ed she encountered heavy gales on the voy-
age, which carried away some of her rigging
and compelled her to run to Honolulu for
repairs. These were completed hurriedly
and the schoomer soon proceeded on her
way. Off the Japan coast 787 skins were
taken, which were forwarded to Viotoria
early in the year. While off Copper island
160 seals were secured in addition to the sea
otter skin. In this latter cruise one of the
Indian crew died and his remains were taken
to Atu for interment.

THE OFFICIAL SEALING STATEMENT.

Now that the sealer Mascot is” home the
official statement of the sealing business foz
1895, prepared by Collector A. R. Milne,
will shortly go forward to Ottawa. The
report is this year a very extensive one, and
in addivion to its special feature previously
referred to it will show a big decrease in the
total catch from that of last season. The
total Canadian ocatch this year is 71,359
skins, which when compared with that of
last year—94,701 skins—shows a shortage of
23,342 skins. - There were 2,255 American
skine landed here during the present year.
The detailed catches of the fleet contained in
the official report will compare pretty closely
with that given in the CoLoNIST a few weeks
ago. ;
g THE ‘‘ WELLINGTON'S "’ REPAIRS,

Inside a hottle found on the shore of the
Prince of Wales jsland, Alaska, was a note
from the crew of the ill.fated British mllng
schooner Walter Earle, which was capsize
last spring in Alaskan waters. The note
reads as follows : *“ We have lost our vessel
and do not expect to hang on much longer.
(Signed) Henry Butler, Charles Forrest,
schooner Walter Earle, of Victoria. April
17, 1895.” Capt. Patterson, of the steamer
Alki, who brought the relic to Port Town-
send, said the bottle was found by Indians
and given to him.

THE LUMBER TRUSTF.

The San Fearcieco Examiner of Oot. 28,
says that the Cantral Lumber Company, tne
the great combine which was recently
formed in that city to control the trade of
the Pacific Coast, is making rapid progress
in the work of centralizing among the mills
of the Northwest. All the inflaential deal-
ers of vhis city are in the trust. The co-
operation of the mills of the Northwest is,
however, necessary bo give stability to the
affair and Messrs. Bibb and Holt ars among
them as missionaries. Wherever they have
gone they have indnoed the owners of mills
and the handlers of lumber to enter the
compuct. Mill after mill has been taken in
and the company has already assumed gigan-
tic proportions. Bibb and Holt are now on
the way to Seattle where it is hoped that
new combinations will be made.

It is the purpoee of the combine to in-
clude the mills of British Columbia. With-
out these mills no effective work can be
done. OQutside ot the trust they will be a
standing menace to success, as they have
been dangerous competitors for years in
the trade of this Coast. [They will not,
however, be easily won. After finishing
their business in Seattle the two lumber-
men will cross the line into British Col-
umbia. If they suoceed in drawing the
lumber manufacturers there into the trust
they will have established one of the most
powerful combinations ever attempted on
the Coast, The Central Lumber Company
has already advanced the price of lumber,
but the increase is considered to indicate
nothing more than a policy. Prices will go
still higher and there is nothing to suggest
how far they will go if the manufacturers
of British Columbia enter the trust.

One of the mest interesting features of the
affair is involved in the fact that the lumber-
men of San Francisco are now contributing
to fight the very men to whom they are
making overtures. The existing tariff law
has placed some pecu'iar constructions upon
manufactured lumbe ‘ and the raw product.
The lumbermen of onis city have seen in the
complication an opportunity to shut out the
lumbermen of British Columbia. The con-
troversy is' now in the oourts, but at the
same time an effort is being made to bring
the foreign competitors into the trust. If
success be gained in this, it is not likely
that the proceedings in the caurts will be
vigorously pushed. Acting upon the sug-
gestion of the lumbermen, the box manu-
facturers of this city and other towns near
at hand are attempting to form a combina-
tion to raise prices. Several meetings of
the leading dealers have already been held,
but nothing definite has yet been done.

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‘THE NORTHERN GOLD FIELDS

Four Months’ Continuous Travelling
Amidst the Exhaustless Rich
Prospects of Cariboo.

Huge Fortunes Lying Undisturbed
and Unheeded on Hillsides and
in Oid Channels.

(From Our Own Correspondent.)

BARKERVILLE, Oot. 24.—How many of
your readers of to-day are familiar with the
geography of this immense gold belt I do
not know, but I for one feel like a mere
fly on the wheel when, in a constant journey
of over four monthe’ durasion, I see how lit-
tle one can accomplish in this great tracv of
almost unknown rich alluvial deposit. When
one looks back over the ground that has
been traversed, miles upon miles of country
covered with gravels of glacial deposit from

the foot of every mountain and hill to their
very summits, through a belt twenty miles
wide and over one hundred miles long, in
nearly every yard of which can be found the
precious metal, he cannot bub be impressed
with the boundless possibilities of the Cari-
boo district. I have been to the tops of the
highest mountains in the belt, and even to
their very eummits can be found

OOLORS OF GOLD,

while many of the streams have been worked
up as high as five and six thousand feet
above sea level. The reader must
not imagine that the wmountains here
aré that high from their base. The most of
the creeks north of Cariboo lake are 4,000 feet
above sea level, and the highest mountains
are not over 3,000 feet above the creeks.
Nearly every mountain has its own share of
streams running from ite summit down its
timber clad sides and emptying into the
larger streams, some of which run away
north for over 100 miles, and then empty
into the Fraser only to come back south to
meet the waters of the Quesnelle river,
which drains the seuthern portion of Cariboo.

So much for a short reference to one of the
richest, if not the richest, desposits of gold
gravels on the continent of North America.
Here mining is yet in ite infancy, although
over fifty million dollars has been taken out
of the creek, yet if all the ground which hae
been mined either by drifting or hydraulic-
ing were put side by side it would not
average over five miles square, and I think
I am_ within a safe limit when [ say it
would not amount to more than that.
In my opivion they have not con-
menced to mine here yet. There are many
places that twenty-five years ago it would
not pay to work which to-day would pay
handsome dividends. You can take a pan
of dirt anywhere on the hillsides, even in
the rocks, and get colors of gold—sometimes
three, four and five cents to the pan. Bat
the great drawback to mining here is the
lack of means to bring the water to where it
is required fof hydraulicing; and, on the
other hand, the presence of too much water
in the miles and miles of unworked streams
whose bottems have never been worked be-
cause the water could not be kept down.
The cost of pumping was too great in the
olden days. When one mine stopped pump-
ing on any creek, all had to stop. In these
days of electricity, however, we

' MAY LOOK FOR A REVIVAL

of mining in the old deep workings, which
will surprise the world with their bidden
treasures. Already borings have been put
down to .teat some of the creek hottoms, and
the prospects obtained have been astonish-
ing, some of which I will give later on.

Within a radius of 20 miles of here there
is at the prasent time no less than twenty-
thousand horse power of water running to
waste day and nighv the year around which
is only waiting to be harnessed by the in-
genuity of man and applied to the mining
industries of this wonderful field of wealth.
I venture to say that within ten years’ time
we will see millions of dollars taken out of
these almost fabulously rich creeks by the
aid of the electric motor which will be em.
ployed to drive the mighty pumps then in
«use for the purpose of keeping the workings
dry. The water thus raised could again be
used through other pumps to wash down the
rich deposits that line the banks of nearly
every stream in the country. From my
knowledge of electricity I venture to say
that that 20,(m horse power of electrical
energy can be 1did down here complete for
haif a million dollars, giving one hundred
horse power to each mine, which is double
what they used in olden days, and would
operate two hundred mines at. the
first cost of twenty.-five hundred dol-
lars each. There are oreeks here to-
day that would pay the first cosp
of that plant in one day (viz. $2,500). There
are even hydraulic claims that would pay
for this plant in one week, where now they
can only work & few weeks in the year for
the want of water.

A FIELD FOR ENTERPRISE.

I know of claims here to-day which will
pay 50 cents to the yard from grass roots
down which if they had a 100 H, P. pump
on them to take the water from the oreeks
and hurl it against their banks with terrible
force could move 50,000 yards of earth in
each season, which av 50 cente per yard
would be $25,000. If anyone doubts my
statements let him go and see some of the
plants that are working by steam to-day in
California and Oregon, where the pay does
nob run more than a few cents to the yard.

Whabt is needed here is railroad communi-
cation to get in such appliances at a reason-
able rate ; then and not till then will we see
this great and immensely rich country de-
veloped, the opening up of which will startle
the mining world. The pay is here ; all that

- is needed is capital backed with the right

kind of men. There is " mot one per-
son in a thousand that has any idea
of this great mineral belt unlees he
has been there to' see for himself.
The pen fails to describe what the observer
can find out in & few months’ travel throngh
this district. Take for instance Cunning-.
ham creek, whose entire length is about six-
teen miles, and I am safe in saying that not
three miles of it hae been worked. There
are places o be sure where the gound wae
too deep for the machinery they had ‘twenbvy
years ago ; there are also places where can-
yons exist in ‘which the water is too swifb
for the gold to, remain. There are some
places where :fortunes were taken oub of a
small piece of ground not exceeding half an
acre, and- often mot more than ten feet to
bedrock. . But the great question is, where
is the bulk-of thé'gold that should be still in
the above creek ? My -opinion is that there
are still

Dominion Politics on the Mainland—
A Munieipal Révolution Promised
in Vancouver City.

Mining Developments All Over the
Mainland—What Is Deing
Near the Fraser.

VANocoUVER, Nov. 2.—(8pecial.)—The
political situation is at present very confus-
ed as regards the Dominion representation
of the Mainland constituencies. In Van-
oouver the Comservatives have not yet
chowsen their candidate, but the Liberals and
Nationalists have already united in the
choice of Rev. G. R. Maxwell, who will
abandon the pdpit for the platform if suc-
cessful, whilst the Orangemen and McCar-
thyites have a pledge from Mr. D. Donald-
sop, formerly a well known Ottawa Conser-
vative, that he is in the fight to a finish. In

' New Westminater it is thought likely that

Mr. G E. Corbould, M.P., will retire, and
it is uanderstood that Mr, T. C. Atkinson,
the present police magistrate, is not unwill-
ing vo stand as a Conservative in his stead.
Here, too, the Liberals mean to put forward
the strongest ocandidate they can obtain,
giving him large latitude on matbers specially
affecting the West, but they have not yet
chosen their champion.

The big property owners and most repre-
nnhblvlegol;bhanl of Vancouver are deter-
mined to oust the present aldermen at the
coming municipal election, and strong com-
binations are already formed for the pur-
pose, The present municipal representa-
tives will probably be attacked on all sides,
a8 they have earned the disgust and anger
of almost every section of the commaunity.
One of their recent senseless acte was to fine
& man $5 for selling a candle to a customer
on Sunday, who needed a light almost as
much as the aldermen themselves, whilst on
another occasion they muloted a struggling
widow lady in $5 for selling a package of
ocigarettes on Sunday to a man who was in
her refreshment rooms partaking of a meal.
The property owners are meanwhile up in
arms, finding that the rates are going up
rapidly whilst the city finances are get.
ting into a complete tangle. They feel that
there is little compensation for these
defiolences in the fact that each alderman
has secured for himself this year a salary of
$300 more than he is worth to the city.
Numbers of old reliable city officials have
been replaced by cheaper men and friends of
the powers vhat be, while other respected
officials are threatened with instant dismis-
sal. The latest movemenn of the Solons of
Vancouver is to threaten with early dis-
oharge City Solicitor Hammersley, who has
prevented the carrying out of some of the
intended vagiries of probably the most
curious municipal ocombination” which has
ever held cffice in British Columbia. They
were oarried in on a wave of reform and it
islin a few months they will be carried out
on & wave of disgust.

Even within the distriot immediately sur-
rounding Vancouver, which has not hitherto
been regarded as likely to be rich in the
preolél metals, there are reports of promis-
ing gold findsin the hills abive Seymour
oreek within six miles of the city, whilst
more guarded reports as to similar possi-
bilities on the hiil sides about Mount Crown
direotly, opposite Vancouver. and across
Burrard inlet are also avtracting attention.
It is further stated that the Barrard inlet
mountains in general contain large quanti-
ties of refractory low grade gold ore running
from $6 to $8 to the ton, which though at
present incapable of profitable treatment,
may yet some day by more perfect appli-
anoes be rendered capable of paying a profit.

On Lula island and Sea isiand, in the
Fraser estuary, at points equi-distant from
Vancouver and- New Westminster, traces of
gold already discovered in the course of arte-
sian well boring have caunsed the location of
nearly 200 claims covering several hundred
acres of ground in the immediate neighbor-
hood. It might be mentioned that every one
of the olaimants has sworn as required by
law that he believes there is various * rock
in place” on his location. Although there
would seem to be not a little of the boom,
and perhaps even fake element, in this Lula
island excitement, there are many shrewd
men who believe that there is considerable
gold underlying the land in question. Mean-
while, further up the coast, there are being
made good finds of S:Id bearing copper ore,
and on various islands of the Gu!f of Georgia
—notably Texada—prospecting parties have
lately been at work with apparently likely
results as regards precious metal and copper
discoveries in several places.

On Texada island in particular American
prospectors have shown samples of the ore,
and declared that they have found tin de-
posits in large and payieg quantities, but
they hold vhemselves so reserved in the
matter that exact particulars have hitherto
been unavailable. Should the alleged tin
discoveries on Texada be verified the results
will be of inestimable value tio the province.
The Pacific coast demand for tin is large,
acd constantly. increasing, and mines of that
metal would certainly yield better results
than most gold mines. Good ocoal being
plentiful in the immediate neighborhood at
Nanaimo would lead to the establishment
of a large and flourishing tin plate industry.

MURDER OF A WITCH.

Porr Townsexp, Nov. 2 —The steamship
Al-ki, from Sitka, Alaska, to-day, bringe
news of the arrest of a Klawak Indian, ¥ho,
suspecting his sister of witcheraft, killed
her. The murder was particularly atroci-

ous, and oocourred three years ago. The In-
dian bore such a' bloodthirsty reputation
that the marshals never dared attempt his
arrest. The story of the orime as learned
to-day is as follows: An Indian dootor,
failing to effect a oure, notified the tribe
thab one of the women was imbued with
witcheraft, and was exercising evil influ-
ences over the patient. The subject was
discussed in tribal conclave, and her brother
ordained as executioner. He refused until
made drunk, when his father-in-law placed
a loaded gun in his hands and commanded
him to slay the woman. Placing the muz-
zle against her side, the weapon was dis-
charged, tearing the flesh into shreds. The
Indians approved of the muerder and pre-
vented officers from obtaining enough evi-
dence to warrrnt an arresb, Recently a
white trader learned the facte and reporbed
them to the officers. The Indian had bailt
himeelf » atone fortressand armed himself
with a rifle. One of the United States out-
bers anohored near him one day, and through
strategy he was betrayed into the hands of
the officers and taken itka, where he is
oonfined in jail. 1s said to have
been his fifth viotim,

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LORD SALISBURY'S SPBHCH.

The Canadian Liberals who have vhe
hardihood to assert that free trade has nob
done serious injury to the agricultural in-
tereste of Great Britain would do well to
seriously study the speech delivered by
Lord Salisbary in Waterford on Wednes-
day. The British Premier is a man of great
ability. He perhaps knows as much about
the public affairs of Great Britain during
the past fifty years as any man living. He
has in fact been himself a close and a most
intelligent observer of those affairs. He is,
too, a man of liberal mind and has never
been afraid to give expression to his opinione
and to the oconclusions at which
he has arrived, Bo matter whether
they might be for the moment popular or
the reverse. 'When a man of Lord Salis-
bury’s intellectual standing and his oppor-
tunities for observation says ¢‘that free
trndevhucglmoat killed agriculture in sev-
eral counties,” and when he deplores the
depression of husbandry, it would be folly
to deny that farming in the Old Country is
in a deplorable conditidh, and that free
trade has been most injurfous to its interests.
The evidence of the British Premier on this
very important point is entitled to the
gravest consideration, and is\ﬁh to be made
light of or set aside by every irresponsible
scribbler who thinks that he is bound to
stand up for free trade, whether it is sound
or unsound, beneficial or jnjurions to the

intereats of those engaged in agriculture,

" The telegraphio report of the Premier’s
Watford speech is necessarily greatly con-
densed, but there is enough of it to give the
reader a clear idea of the 'ground taken by
him and what his opinion is of the im~
fluence that free trade has had on agriculture,
It is quite true that Lord Salisbury does not
prescribe protection as a cure for the evils
suffered by the British agricalturist, but
his statements all point in that direction. It
is well known that even the British Prime
Minister cannot do as he likes. Bat it must
be evident to everyone oapable of thinking
that if any considerable proportion of the
British people are of the Premier’s
opinion with respect to the influence of
free trade on agriculture the days of
the supremacy of free trade in Great Britain
are numbered, and that it will not be long
before a measure for the protection of the
farmer will be intrglfuced into Parliament,
which if not carried will be sapported by a
large proportion of its members. The relief
from taxation foreshadowed by Lord Salie-
bury will not be a remedy for agricultural dis-
tress. It may mitigate suffering, but it will
nob go far towards removing it. What the
British farmer wants, and has a right to, is

‘ protection in the shape of a duty on foreign
agriocultural products, and the man who will

" boldly advocate such a policy will, we are
satisfied, receive great and enthusiastic sup-
porb.

OIVIO GOVERNMENT.

The Toronto Star sees that some change

It has found that councils
are fickle and capricious, that the good work
done by the good men of one council is
often undone by the incapable and corrupt
men of a succeeding council.

There do not seem to be any elections in
the States of California, Oregon and Wash-

In Utah the electors vote on a Constitu-
tion framed some months ago. To be or not
to be—a State—is the question which the in-
habitants of Utah—Mormons and Gentiles—
have to decide on the 5th of this month.
The election promises to be a lively as well
as an important one, There are many in the
Territory who believe that the time for its
being transformed into a State has not yet
arrived. They advise the rejection of the
Constitution. But they appear to be in a
minority, so that the probability is that for
better or for worse Utab will, in a few days,
do all that it can do to make itself a State.
State officials and also a State Legislature
will be elected. A very important duty
of this Logislature will be to elect
| two Senators. The Republicans hope to
carry Utah by means of what the Demo-
crats consider an unholy alliance between
them and the Mormons,

In Massachusetts, besides a Governor,
state officers and a Lsgislature are to be
eleoted. Religion so-called takes & promin-
ent part in the Massachusetts elestion. The
organization known as the A. P. A. is
actively engaged in the fight on the Damo-
cratic side. It is needless to say that the
contest is a bitter ome. The Little Red
Schoolhouse rsems to be the principal
emblem of .*hy Democrate in this sampaign.
In New York“the Republicans seem to
stand th, best chance. The majority of the
rural districts are Republican. The attempt
to enforce the excise law has - purned
many of the electors of New York city
againat the Republicans and has given new
life to Tammany. The excise law is a
Democratic measare, but its honest and
strict enforcement is due to the exertione of
Republican reformers. E
A good deal of interest is taken in the
Ohio election. General Asa 8. Bushnell, Re-
publican, is in that state ‘running against
ex.Governor James E. Campbell.:Thé famous
ex-Governor MoKinley, Senator Sherman
and a number of other well known politicians
are taking an active part in this campaign.
It seems that the clioice of a senator is one
of the indirect issnes., If the Republicans
are victorious, as they will most likely be,
ex-Governor Foraker will be elected to sunc-
ceed Mr. Brice in the Senate.

no part of the country where bebter people
live then in the immediate vicinity of this
fiendish act,” but regretfully admits that the
outside:world will refuse to believe this
statement. It goes on to say: ‘‘Acts of
that kind must ¢ f necessity lower the moral
tone of the c 'mmunity in which they are
committed. They breed a contempt for the
law and are in the highest dégree demoral-
iziog. No community that desires progress
and hopes to keep in touch with the ad-
vanoed civilization which marks the close of
the prewent century can afford to tole' ate
any such monstrous acte. Sach de.edl_, ocom-
port only with the dark ages, or w'.ch those
barbarous people who have not br.en brought
under the inflaence of civilization.”

It is said that the laxity of the adminis-
tration of justice in criminal cases is the
oause of the lynchings. This can hardly be
the case in instances where the criminal
confessee his guilt as he did in the last
sase recorded. It seems thab such lynch.
ings have their origin in a flerce thirst for
vengeanoe which demands instant gratifica-
tion in ways too horrible for a civilized peo-
ple to countenance, much less to legaliz:.
For the credit of the people of the United
States it is greatly to be hoped that a way
will ba found to pub a stop to these outrages,
which are a disgrace to oivilization.

A COMMISSION.

Those who advocate the appointment of a
commission to inquire into the facts connect-
ed with the Manitoba school question are,
whether knowingly or unknowingly, putting
in a plea for delay that cannot possibly be
productive of the least good. The question
is exceedingly simple, and all that can be
known about it is already well known to
those who have an immediate and a direct
tnterest in the svbject. When all that is of
the least consequence relative to any mabte®
is already well knewn, what is the use of ap-
pointing an investigating committee ? It is,
for instance, well known that all the
angles of a triangle are equal to
two right angles, and 4f a commission of the
greatest geometricians in the world were
appointed to find out whether this propo-
sition is true or not they could find out
nething else or come to any other conclusion.

The Manivoba school question has been
investigated over and over again by men
who are as capable of conducting an inquiry
a8 are to be found in this Dominion or per-
haps anywhere else. It is the business of
the judgep of the courts to investigate. They
bring to the work trained minds and long
experience. No Commissioners that the Gov-
ernmeute could appoint are likely to be as
well able to conduct an inquiry as are those
judges, and it is quite certain that none
oould be more impartial. The judges have
really exhansted the subject and have left
nothing for other inquirers, whether they
may be official or volunteer, to find out.
Commissioners might be appointed and they
might go to work earnestly and energetically,
bu ip is not difficult to see that they would
have nothing to do but to thresh out straw
already threshed clean.

It must be remembered that it is not con-
tended that any commission that might be
appointed should be invested with judicial
powers. It could settle nothing. That
power the Governments very properly
reserve bo themselves. It might possibly
serve up the old facts in a new shape, but
they would still be the old facts.

A good deal has been said about the in-
efficiency of the schools under the old act.
What has that to do with the subject?
Admitting, for argument’s sake, that all
that has been said about the old denomina-
tional schools is true, their inefficiency
showed, not that denominational schools are
necessarily or intrinsically bad, but that
the Government of Manitoba was in the
matter of education incapable or neglectful.
That and nothing more. The Government
had it in its power to put the schools in  a
good ocondition. It had the com-
plebte control of them. If it ap-
pointed incapable and unfaithful officials
.to administer educational affairs, and- if
they were allowed vo slight their daties or
to perform them in a slovenly and per-
funotory manner, the Government and not
the denominational system was to blame.
There are efficient denominational schools in
Ontario, in Quebec, and in Great Britain, and
why could they not be established and main-
tained in Manitoba? It is stupid and un-
reasonable in the extreme to ocontend, as
some contend, that the Judicial Commitbee
of the Privy Council and the * remedial
order” required the Government to set up
and keep up inefficlent achoocls in the
Province. If the schools were bad
under the former fime: v was
the. fault of the aut es, and ' it
is.ridiculous to contend thst any Govern.
ment or any tribunal would require the
present rulers of Manitoba to repeat. the
blunders and to reproduce the mal-admisis-

ment of Manitoba should consent to expend
the public money in sapporting or helping
o support denominational schools it will be
its duty to take measures to have them as
efficient as anyipther achools in the country.
It cannot be relieved of that duty ; it
cannot be deputed to others and it cannot be
usurped by any authority or organization;

That that attitute was the proper one,
the remark made by the Princess Louise is
very strong evidence. A self-respecting
man, who does not cringe to or fawn upon
anyone, no matter how high his or her sta-
tion may be, is generally appreciated.

THE AUTHORS ADVOCATAE.

Mr. Hall Caine delivered an able and in

every way an admirable speech at the ban-
quet given in his honor by the Toronto pub-
lishers. Mr. Caine represents the Authors
Association. His mission to Canada is to
endeavor to prevail upon Canadian men in
aubhority to make such changes in the law
of copyright as will do full justice to the
authors of Great Britain and everywhere
else. Mr. Caine took the ground that the
auvthor is entitled to the absolute and per-
manentpossession of the creation of his brain.
He believes that no legislature is justified in
depriving him of the remuneration to which
he is equitably entitled. The law until very
lately has been unfair to authors. It allowed
them to be robbed with impunity, and at
st it aliowed them an interest in the work
of their brains for only a short term of years.
But a change for the better has taken place.
The property of an author in his beok, is now
generally acknowledged, and it cannot be
appropriated and mautilated at the pleasure
of piratical publishers. In the opinion of
Mr. Hall Caine and English authors gener-
ally the Canadfan law is not jusp to them.
Mr. Hall Caine appealed $o the §ense of jus-
tioe and the generosity of his Canadian
hearers. He did not chop logic, and he
carefully , avoided questioning the comsti-
tutional rights of the people of Canada. He
evidently believed that they would be
willing to do the authors full justice when
they once knew what their grievance is, and
that it is well.grounded. In this we are
quite sure Mr. Caine wasright. Canadians
whether in office or out of office,
‘would not willingly " deprive the olass of
men bo whom they are so greatly indebved
of a single cent to which they are justly
entitled.
We gather from the speeches made at the
banqueb.that the changes in the law asked
for by Mr. Caine are by no means sweeping,
and that there is every prospect of Canadian
publishers and Engll‘n‘h aunthors coming to a
good understanding.

RESIGNED.

Mr. Robert White’s address to his late
constituents does not show that he is at
variance with the Government on any ques-
tion of principle. In fact what he says on
the Manitoba school question shows that he
approves of the course which the Govern-
ment has pursued. At every step the
courts and the courts alone,” he says, **have

B. C. SALMON IN ENGLAND,

A cable message received yesterday by
the Premier, Hon. J. H. Turner, from the
Agent-General of this Province in London,
contained the gratifying announcement that
the sender, Hon. Forbes G. Vernon, had re-
celved official assurance from the .Fish-
mongers’ Compary that they will take no
action prejudicial to the sale of British
Columbia salmon in England. The incident
thus olosed afforded another illustration of
the advantage of haviog wide-awake repre-
sentatives in England. It will be remem-
bered that a few weeks ago exception was
taken to the sale of a consignment of Cana-
dian salmon which had arrived in London in
oold storage, the allegation being made that
the fish were In reality not salmon at all,
but bull-trout, which at this season may not
lawfully be sold in England. The Canadian
High Commissioner took the matter up ab
once, and secured from Professor Prince,
the Dominion commissioner of fisheries, an
emphatic declaration that the fish were the
true salmon. Professor Prince has only re-
cently come from the Old Country, where
his reputation as an aathority on such mat-
ters stande so high that his testimony counld

not well be questioned. The Fishmongers’
Company have therefore abandoned the con-
tention, which in view of its serious nature
it is not to their credit that they should have
made without good cause.

BXPENSIVE LUXURIES,

I- Acoording to Bradstreet’s strikes and
lockouts are very e¥pensive luxuries to both
employers and employes. They cause a
great waste both of money and of energy,
and they do very little good indeed. Brad-
street’s of the 26°h ult. contains the follow-

ing synopeis of the zeport ‘of the United
States Commissioner of Labor ;

Some highly interesting conclusions are
suggested by the .statistics of strikes col-
lated in the report of the Commissioner of
Labor, referred to in another column. It
will not escape the attention,of the ob-
servant reader that while over two-thirds
of the strikes in the last seven and a half
years were ordered by organizations ¢f em-
ployes, less than a fifth of the lockouts were
ordered by organizations of employers. The
employers seem to have had a little the best
of the labor contests during the period, for,
while both sides had the same percentage
of partial sucoess, the percentage of com-
plete #uccess was higher in the case of the
lockouts than in the case of strikes. Again,
the number of persons thrown out of em-
ployment in the case of unsucocessful strikes
was more than double the number of those
affected by strikes which succeeded com-
pletely. It appears that about twice as
many strikes had their origin in a refusal to
increase wages as were caused by a refasal
to concede a reduction of hours, and aboub
three times as many as were caused by a re-
duoction of wages. The strikes for this lat-
ter cause were about as numerous as those
having their origin in sympathetic action.
Finally, the loss to employes for the whole
period covered was more than double that
sustained by employers, while the assistance
given to strikers and the subjeot of lockouts
during the period amounted to only a little
over 7 per cent. of the total loss to em.
ployes. These are facts reflection upon
which may be suggestive and helpful.

WHITE'S EXPLANATIONS.

His Manifesto to His Constituents -
“In Aceord with the Government
On the School Question.

He Recommends the Electors of Card-
well to Remain True to Conser-
vative Principles.

| iMoxTREAL, Oct. 31,—The much-expected
manifesto which Robert S. White said he
would issue to his constituents of Cardwell
i1 explanation of his resignation of hie seat
in parliament has been published. Follow-
iog is that portion of it which deals with bis
resignation : ‘' Having resigned the seat in
the House of Commons with which you
honored me in 1888, and again in 1891, it be-
comes my duty to acquaint you with the
reasons that have moved me to take this
step, and thus sever the, to me, always
pleasant relations existing between us for
now several years. You may remember
that on the ocoasion of the election of 1891 I
ave you my pledge to withdraw my confi-
ence from the government in the event of
the then recently enacted school legislation
of Manitoba being made the subject of dis-
allowance by the Dominion government.
My opinion at that time, as now, was that
the legislation of the provinces sffecting
education should not be interfered with by
the exercise of the veto power, but that ite
constitutionality, if challenged {in any
quarter, ought to be left to the decision of
the courts. This view was held by the late
Sir John Thompeon, and I may say was
shared by the whole parliamentary party,
save only a wing of the opposition.

¢¢Iv is not my intention vo recount the var-
ious phases this vexed Manitoba school
question has undergone since 1891. Av
every step the courte, and the courts alone,
have been allowed to determine the validity
of appeals for redress made by the Roman
Catholic minority of the province, until
finally, as a result of bdhe judgment of the
judiciary committee of the privy council, the
governor-general-in-council was called upon
bo aot. You are familiar with the steps
whioh have since been taken. To Manitoba
has been committed the duty of providing
redress for the minority, and failing action
on the part of the authorities of that pro-
vince, the whole matter will bacome vested
in the parliament of Canada, under the terme
of the constitution. Iv may be that the
Manitoba government will bake such stepe
a8 will remove this vexed and difficult

Despite, however, ths altered circum-
stances of the question since 1891, when I
gave you the pledge to which I have alluded,
I have been unwilling to await the events of
the approaching seesion of parliament with
my hands less iree, as I conceive, than those
of your representative should be, to deal
with the subject in whatever form it may
present iteelf.
¢ As you are aware, my name has been
coupled with the office of collector of cus-
toms ab the port of Montteal, vacant since
1893, and which still remains so. Not long
since representutions were made to the gov-
ernment by the board of trade of this city
setting forth the desirability, in the interest
of the busiaess of the port, of appointing a
collector at an early day. Inasmuch as
an impression has prevailed somewhat
widely that the delay in filling the
office was due to a reluctance on the
part of the government to submit their pol-
ioy to the judgment of the electors of Card-
well by selecting myself for the vacancy, I
decided without solicitation on the part of
the cabinet, and without intimation of my
purpoge to any of its members, to dispel
that impreesion, so far as I could, by resign-
ing the representation of the county of my
own accord. As a consequence, an oppor-
tunity will shortly be afforded you of pro-
nouncing upon the publicissues of the day,
while the government will be relieved of any
embarrassment my presence in parliament
may have caunsed in having a collector for
the port of Montreal, as desired by the mer-
chants of that city.”
Mr. White then goes on' to commend W,
B. Wiiloughby as the Conservative candi-
date, and he hopes that the electors will re-
main true to Conservative principles. He
closes by a personal reference to the rela-
tions which existed between Cardwell elec-
tors and his father, the late Hon. Thomas
White, and regrets having to sever the ties
which bind a public man to his constituency.

BEHRING SEA CLAIMS.
WasBINGTON, Oct. 31.—~The Canadian
cabinev officers, Sir Mackenzie Bowell and
Sir Charles H. Tupper, have returned to
Canada. It ie stated that having given all
the assistance at present necessary tu Sir
Julian Pauncefote in his present action as to
the claimg of the British sealers for indem-
nity on account of the seizures of their ves-
sels, & longer stay ‘here would be useless.
They had one informal and one formal con-
ference with Seoretary Olney, and were
received by the Preeident. Whether any
advance has resulted in the direction of their
object Joannot be stated, but as the British
side express satisfaction with the progress
being made in the negotiations it is assumed
that Secretary Olney has inclined a favor-
able ear to their suggestion that a commis-
sion be created to settle the claims.
