John Redmond occupied the
chair, and all the Ileading nationalists
were present. In proposing Mr. Coch-
ran’s health, Mr. Redmond referred to
him as *“One of

whom the whole Irish race was proud,
whosr voice was one of the first to be
heara against Spanish cruelty in Cuba,
yet whose eloguence was consistently
raised against American aggression in
the Philippines.” Mr. Redmond closed
with an eloquent:appeal to Mr. Cochran
to enter parliament in behalf of the Na-
tionalists.

Mr. Cochran declined Mr. Redmond’s
offer, saying: ‘I do not believe any
man living can contribute to the success
of the Irish cause, which is now a cer-
tainty.” Though he confessed himself
willing to make any sacrifice if fhe
thought it were really needed, he de-
picted Ireland’s struggle for liberty,
“Now on the verge of success,” owing
to the efforts of Mr. Redmond and other
members of the party.

**What the Irish peopte demand every
country now possesses.”” Mr. Cochran
declared he was “little concerned over
the chances of the Irish people gaining
their liberty, but much more so regard-
ing the wses to which they would put
it. He pleaded for the development of
Irish cities, increased transportation
facilities, and the improvement of ur-
ban, rather than the rural conditions.

The speaker then went on to discuss
Mr. Chamberlain’s suggested change in
British fiscal policy, which he declared
was intended ‘‘to make everybody rich
by making the country poor.” He ridi-
culed the argument that the United
States made Great Britain the dump-
Ing ground for its surplus, and dissected
the recent protectionist speeches in par-
liament based on American prosperity,
declaring that “the very essence of the
relations between States is that none
of them is independent.”

Mr. Cochran traced tne influence of
the Uxnited States Supreme eourt in set-
tling inter-state commerce problems with
the deduction of that “In the last analy-
sis.,” Mr. Chamberlain’s scheme merely
amounted to the declaration that some
similar institution te the Supreme court
of the United States must be created,
and “either the colonies must surrender
their independence to England, or Eng-
land surrender hers to the colonies.
There never has been any suggestion
so fatal to the integrity eof the Empire.
The essence of protection is to do busi-
ness at a loss, and the remedy is by
taxation and legislation.” The speaker
maintained that Irish immigration
would never cease uutil Irishmen were
given in their own cities as good chances
as they got abroad. The land bill ought
to provide this. Within the next gen-
eration he predicted, England would be
“blooming like a garden and blossoming
like spring. This century will see Ire-
land awakened and bearing the lamp
of material progress, justice, and hu-
manity before the footsteps of the hu-
man race throughout the world.”

Loss of Life Estimated in the Hundreds but
Particulars are Hard to Obtain---On>
Hundred Corpses Recovered.

Portland, June 15.—The following despatch was received from Heppner,
Oregon, this afternoon: ‘Two-thirds of Heppner was swept away by a terri-
ble flood. Fully 250 people were drowned. The weather is hot today and the
bodies cannot be recovered on account of the debris and lack of men.. The
business portion of the town is left with small damages. Outside assist:
ance is needed to bury the dead and clear away the wreckage.”

All the telegraph aud telephone wires are down, and no accurate informa-
tion can be obtained, but the estimate of loss of life is based ou the most re-
liable reports recelved up to tomight. Report from Tone, 17 miles from Hepp-
ner, is to the effect that 800 bodies have been recovered.

A messenger who arrived at Ione said that a wall of water 20 feet high
rushed down into the gulch in which Heppner is situated, carrying everything
before it.

The flood came suddenly, so sudden that the inhabitants twere unable to
seek places of safety, and were carried down to death by the awftil rush of
water. Almost the entire resident po rtion of the town was destroyed, but
some of the business part, which is on higher ground, eseaped. Huge boul-
ders, weighing a ton, were carried down by the current, and many people were
killed by bheing crushed against the rocky bluff. Karly in the afternoon a
thunderstorm set in, many of the smali streams overflowing their banks in a
short time. Bridges were swept away like straws.

MOBILIZATION.

The necessity of maintaining our
Canadian militia in a high state of effi-
ciency is a solemn duty resting upon
yvoung men of the nation. The attrac-
tiveness of military organization, in the
~development of comradeship and esprit
~de corps, and in the opportunities of
social intercourse and enjoyment with
their own generation of young men
which it gives, need not be overlooked.
But this in itself is not a sufficiently
strong motive. It would leave our vol-
untary militia system at the mercy of
any sport or occupation temporarily or
permanently more attractive. Its up-
keep requires also a sense of duty. Con-
-scription is this sense of duty enforced
by the majority upon the individual in
whom it has not been developed. It has
naever been necessary in the British Em-
pire, and 'we hope it never will be neces-
sary because it is a very poor substitute
for voluntary service. The conscript may
Qe a brave man, and so may be the sol-
~dier of fortune, but it is the soldier who
-trains and fights, inspired by a sense of
-duty to his native land, who wins bat-
-tles and makes chaff of men fighting
from any other motive whatsoever. The
~duty of military training and efficiency
in case of need is laid upon the young
men of a country. But it is also the
tbounden duty of employers to see that
.young men are not penalized by serving
their country. Our system of voluntary
service for self-protection is not a toy,
unless we are only playing at being a
nation, and part of a great Empire. It
must either be developed or it must be
replaced. And it cannot be developed
unless employers of young men recog-
nize the claims of the country upon their
employees’ time. These c¢laimg are not
exigent or unreasonable. They are
much less burdensome than heavy taxa-
tion for defence. But if they are not
met in a spirit of patriotism by one class
of tlie community, they cannot be main-
tained by the self-sacrifice of another.
If the time necessary for service is to
prejudice young men in their employ-
ment, the militia must go, and if the
militia goes, its place must eventually
be taken by something else not nearly so
serviceable nor - so inexpensive. The
truth of this has a local as well as a
&general significance. If, through the
short sighted policy of employers in Vie-
toria, our local regiment is prevented
from maintaining the efficiency upon
avhich contingent grants are made for its
up-keep, then and there a blow is direct-
.ed at militia organization which would
be found year after year more and more
difficult to neutralize. Next Monday it
is necessary in the interests of the mili-
itia of Canada, and therefore of Canada
herself, for the regiment in this eity
to be hard at work all day. It is the
.duty of the enlisted members to turn
out. It is egqually the duty of those in
whose employment they may be, to make
;arrangements to let them off work. They
should not have to ask as a favor from
their employers the time demanded by
their country.

THE DECAY OF AUTHORITY.

We have been reading an essay lately
on the decay of authority written by
-one well gunalified to deal with such a
subject, because he subscribes himself
a “retired politician.”” There are a
great many clever things in the essay,
and a certainly very acute analysis of
certain tendencies in modern life, but
we are inclined to think that the author
reads into the manners of the age a
good deal of the desuetude which
has overtaken himself. His defini-
tion of authority is interesting be-
«cause there is great looseness of opin-
jon on the subjeet of authority., When
-we speak of the authoritative statement
of ‘a leading man, we mean something
.quite different frem the authority of a
police magistrate. The authority of the
former is largely inherent in, that of the
jatter divorced from the individual. It9
dis the former Kind eof authority which,
our essayist cldims, is decaying, and
which he defines as “the spontaneous,
tbut not slavish, deferemce paid to su-
Jperior. aliid, ‘digraster. or  station.”

if it had read, “spontaneous deference
paid to superior ability and ,di_qracter
visible in those occupying superior sta-
tions,” it would have been best ofall.
What this essayist really shows is that
the deference paid to superior ability
and character, is as real and as spon-
taneous as ever, but that station per se
is not deferred to any more, and that
station is not, (it nmever has been) the
guarantee or outward expression of
superior - ability and character. In the
crucible of modern criticism, station has
lost its authority as such. But ability
and character have mnot lost, and can
never lose, that deference which is the
instinetive and spontaneous homage of

the human race to what is best in it- |

self. We go so far with our essayist as
to agree that ability and charaeter are
frequently obscured by imitations ac-
cepted for a time; but we doubt very
much whether this is specially a charac-
teristic of modern times. We have yet
to hear of any golden age of human
history where the human sham was any
less potent than he is today. Authority
vested in shams by reason of their sta-
tion, was the great object of Thomas
Carlyle’s crusade during the nineteenth
century. The effect of his crusade has
been, not to lessen the number of the
shams nor to diminish their station in
society, but to wholly annihilate their
authority. We are living in a world
saturated with the Carlylean doctrine of
social station, and its  relation with
proper authority, and, like an acid, his
teachings have eaten away the base
metal, but have left the gold untouched.
The source and proper sanction of true
authority In a synthesis of ability and
character are left untouched, and its re-
cognition is not ultimately doubtful, as
indeed our essayist admits in a very
fine passage, fine, whether we regard
its literary beauty or the sentiment it
conveys. “Cleverness,” he says, “is so
common in these days as to have be-
come almost a byword. But there are
among us many men of genuine ability,
and there must be many men of ability
possessing sound judgment likewise;
and they should husband these for the
public good. The desire to succeed, as
the term is, is nowadays so widespread
a malady, that I fear the greater num-
ber of men of ability are more anxious
to push their own fortunes than to pro-
mote the national welfare. Hence the
country abounds with young, middle-
aged, and even elderly men, “n a hurry,”
instead of their attending to the admoni-
tion addressed by Lord Beaconsfield to
the ‘Greeks, after the Congress-of Ber-
lin: “Learn to be patient.” Statesmen
and politicians are far too promne to ‘be-
lieve that it is impossible to row effec-
tually against prevailing currents, and
publicists and men of letters are much
too disposed to act on the same fatalistic
creed. One always runs the risk, no
doubt, of striving in vain, if one calmly

but immovably abides by one’s own de- |

liberately arrived at conclusions, in-
stead of sharing the prejudices and par-
ticipating in the passions of others. But,
to a conscientioéman, failure such as
that is immaterial; and he will continue
to remember the injunetion of Joubert,
Mourons, en resistant! But, if anable
man, acting’ in that upright and inde-
pendent manner, lives long enough, he
generally emds by becoming that rare
personage, ene who speaks with ' au-
thority. This is so unquestionably in
polities, ne matter how unmggressive
and little combative he may bBe. But
even of men of letters it is equmally true.
If they be devotees of the higher litera-
ture, since, belonging to no ecliguwe, nor
courting reviewers, nor seeking: to' propi-
tiate newspapers, they will for a time
probably be negleeted, and, when they
can be ignored no longer, will perhaps be

depreciated. But, in the long run, should

their merits be genuine,. these will have
to be acknowledged; and they will, like
kings and statesmen, obtain authority
by having led the only life, and prac-
tised the only arts, that deserve to ac-
quire it.”

But it is the very essence of party that
these ambitions should always be grati-
fied through the party in harmomny with
its greater aims, and never at the ex-
pense of the party or in antagomism to
it. Party gives the finest avenue for
individual effort and individual ambition,
but it demands loyalty as the first prin-
ciple of adherence. It is quite possible
for a political party to promulgate doc-
trines incompatible with conscience and
judgment of some of its adherents. It
then becomes their painful duty to leave
their party. But it is very seldom that
anything of the kind happens, in any
party, the asseciation of whose members
flows from well-defined and deep-rooted
principles. The Liberal-Conservative
party of Canada is toe well founded
upon sound and consistent political doc-
trite not to appeal with strength to the
loyalty of its adherénts. And it is teo
democratic in its constitution not to wel-
come and reward the ability and efforts
of everyone who gives its loyal support.
A party is no more than a method «of
moulding the policy of the country to the
enlightened will of the people, in whose
hands under democratic government the
destiny of the country is laid.

ducts valued at $17,527,108. The total
consumption in Canada of these mater-
ials during the same period, was about
800,000 tons. It is a fair assumption,
therefore, that ‘Canada imports five-
eighths of the iron and steel, and ‘their
produets which she uses. This excessive
importation of iron and steel is not due
to the fact that Canada does not possess
ample deposits of iron ore and equally
ample beds of coal. On the centrary,
Canada is a country whose resources in
these respects are practically limitless.
Nor is it because Canada has not the
population with the mechanical ingenuity
and industrial skill to take advantage of
these resources, because for years past
'thousands upon thousands of muscular
and brainy Canadians have been emi-
grating to share in and contribute to the
industrial development of a foreign coun-
try. The reason must be that the policy
"'of the country has not been directed to
bringing the men and the resources of
i the country together for the development
'of the iron and steel industry. Now, if
we regard the two countries, Germany
and the United States, which have with-
in recent years acquired pre-eminence in
the manufacture ‘of iron and steel, we
find that they have acquired their pre-
eminence by a fiscal policy deliberately
proteetive, and used for the purpose. of
building up their own industry. From
insignificant beginnings they have in this
way attained a commanding position, and
broken the monopoly possessed by Great
Britain in iron and steel manufactures.
‘We are now at the stage of insignifi-
cant beginnings. Why should we refuse
to adopt the methods to obtain success
which have obtained it elsewhere? Thig
:is the question which the Conservative
party has put to the government, and
met with an indecisive answer. It is
the question Tt will put to the people of
Canada. We do not believe that from
them the answer will be indecisive.
PORTENTS IN THE SKY.

. The actual condition of thd market
{in J. Pierpont Morgan’s securities is
| one of the most serious of the portents
now appearing in the financial sky in
ithe United States. As Leslie’s Weekly
| expresses it: ‘“When ever before, in the
i remarkable ~career of this wonderful
' financier, have his securities been ped-
! dled about, seeking a market, as his
.latest credtions are now? When before
]have gold ‘bonds, carrying his indorse-
ment as their prometer, been offered
down from 90 to 75, as the 434 per
cents. of the International Mercantile
have been?—and from 90 to 83, as the
Steel Trust 5 per cents, are being? When
has a 7 per cent. Morgan stock, a pre-
ferred one at that, like United States
Steel, been dragging around the 80s,
and a 4 per cent. Morgan. stock, like
United States Steel common, lingering
towards 30?2 What is the matter with
the Morgan industrial
Aud where is the valiant Morgan him-
self? What kas become of his asso-
ciates in his very profitable syndicates
of the past? Have they all deserted
him and fled? Is there none to support
the market? If so, why not?’ The
capital value of these stocks and bonds
is ba: upon extraordinarily high
prices for the commodities produced by

1the manufacturing companies they rep-

resent. These prices are being slaught-
ered by foreign competition, and there
must be a complete readjustment which
will wipe out capital values to quite a
considerable extent, and scale costs down
all round. Iron has already fallen in
price. - Four cuts have been made in
the price of pig iron -during the last
two months. During the nine months
ending in March, United States’ impor-
tations of iron and steel were $38,000,-
000, just twice the figure for the corres-
ponding months last year. These im-
ports include pig-iron, steel rails, and
ingots, blooms, and billets. Exports are
diminishing, imports are rushing wup-
wards. In fact, the balanee of trade is
adjusting itself as it always has, and
always must. But an era of high prices
does not disappear without dreadful
consequences in the process. A few
long heads in the United States see
in the present condition a parallel to the
inflation of 1892 and prophesy an end-
ing similar to the panic in 1893. The
very knowledge that conditions are dan-
gerous is the feature that may save the
situation. But conditions become really
dangerous when the countless small own-
ers of property and savings begin to
doubt the solidity of the institutions to
which their money is entrusted, and by
which their money has been invested,
and begin to rush at those imstitutions
for the immediate conversion of the na-
tional resources into cash. ’This it is
needless to say is something quite im-
possible and highly undesirable if it were
possible. But all the same, it fis the
inevitable instinet of the individual
when he begins to lose confidence, and
it causes results which all the million-
aires in creation could not avert. If
the impending troubles in the United
States reach that point it is quite im-
possible to predict how serious the crisis
may be. Two years ago the United
| States was looking confidently forward
to the industrial commercial and_finan-
! cial domination of the world. Today it
is eagerly regarding its crop reports in
the hope that it may have enough farm
produce to sell to tide over the situa-
tion. That is not an exaggeration it is
| a_sober statement of indisputable fact.
{ How far are we in Canada going to be
{involved? We have already had a
i squeeze in Montreal which lowered the
| capital values of the securities dealt in
| there by $75,000,000. We know besides
{that the nascent iron and steel trade of
i the country has recelved a check. We
‘know also that a very large failure has
| affected numbers of people accustomed
i to speculate in industrial shares chiefly
of United States concerns; and that
through them numbers of other people
anxious to secure a higher than the bank
rate of interest have lost their savings.
How far this process may go we do not
yet know, nor indeed whether it will go
any further or not. But we may safely
say that from the supreme danger of
f panic we are practically immune.
That as we have seen, begins when the
small investor and owner of savings
begins to convert his property into cash
and hoard that cash. When that hap-
pens, the money values of real and per-
sonal property temporarily disappear.
Our banking system in Canada, however,
j bractically preludes anything of the
kind happening in this country. It is
absolutely different from that of the
United States. Any chartered bank is,
and, equally important, is known to be,
an absolutely safe repository of prop-
.erty converted into cash, so that, no
matter what displacement of - values
jmay take place the whole commercial
fabric is in no danger whatever of being
unhinged as it was in the United States
in 1893. The necessity of caution, how-
eéver, was never more apparent than it
is just now. For eight or ten months
there has been a continuous struggle to
liquidate the boom in the United States
without a panic supervening. It has
probably even now been successful pro-
vided the people, awakened late from a
dream of universal amd imexhaustible
prosperity. do not stampede. But he
would indeed be a beld@ prophet who
would predict the ceurse of events dur-
ing the next six menths.

to it than it deals with any  foreign
country. - This proposition is so elemen-
tary that I for one eannot conceive the
littlest of Little Englanders @issenting
from it. If the Empire is a nation, as
‘we must conceive it to be. each part of
the nation must take up the quarrels of
the rest. No portion should provoke
unnecessary quarrels; but clearly in this
case however mistaken, Canada has pot
been provocatory to foreign cotntries.
It has done no more than give a prefer-
ence for which its political connexion
with the Mother Country, apart from
other reasons, was a sufficient justifica-
tion.

In another |
part of his letter Sir Robert Giffen says
in effect that although to his mind there
are no ecomomic conditions to justify a
departure from free trade, there might
be national or Imperial reasons (he seems
to use these .words as interchangeable)
why preferential treatment of Colonial
producds might be advantageous. That
is very excellent. But if Germany was
driving a wedge into the solidarity of
the Empire by her treatment of Canada,
would not Canada be driving a wedge
into the seolidarity of the Empire also,
if she werz to choese the very moment
when this great issue has been raised
to negotiate a reciprocity treaty with
the United States?

THE GENERAL ASSEMBLX.

Today we avelcome in Victoria the
members of the “(General Assembiy of
the Presbyterian. Church in Canada,”
held this year in Vancouver. Presby-
terianism means. church government by
presbyters or elders, and by them only.
In  spiritual matters it eclaims. and
teaches its adherents to claim, the free
and independent exercise of judgment
and conscience, and in the govermment
of the church it recognizes only the zu-
thority of the elders, who are- divided
into teaching elders, or clergymen, and
ordained ruling.elders. The Genanral As-
sembly is the supreme ruling bedy of
this form of Christian organfzation.
Theoretically, it econsists of all, the eld-
ers, practically. it is limited to .mepresen-
tatives from the different preshgteries or
territorial assoeiations of the elders.
The essential feature of the cdhurch, as
differentiated . from other churches, lies
not in doctrine, but in its ferm of
church government, and that. form has
cert:inly stoed the test of time, giving
a wounderful. impression of comeentrated
power and well-ordered religious dem-
ocracy. In, Canada, preshyteriamism
was derived: from Sleotland,. and up te
the year 18%5 it followed the struggles.
secessions, difficnlties and triumphs of
Scotch presbyterianism with remarkable
fidelity, shewing similar lines of cleav-
age, although the causes of. these did
not exist in Canada as they did ‘n
Scotland.. In that year, however, the
union of the Presbyterian churches iu
Canada was accomplished, Since theu
the Presbyterian Church in Canada has
been a wnited body, wikh none of its
energy wasted through internal dis-
union. This 'General Assembly at
‘Vancowver is the first that has ever
been lLeld on: the Paciie Goast, and it
must have afforded a great opportuniiy

Steamer Victoria, of the Northern Pa-
cific line, and the steamer Iyo Maru~of
the Nippon Yusen Kaisha line, reached
port yesterday morning, the former
steamer having made a very fast pas-
sage of 12 days 21 hours, beating the
time made by the Japanese limer by 36
hours from Yokohama to Victoria. The
arrival of the two vessels added 226
‘Chinese to the local Mongolian popula-
tion, for the Vietoria landed 77 here and
the Iyo Maru put 149 Chinese ashore at
the Ocean docks.

The owners of the British ship islamount
and Southesk, which were laid up waiting
for higher freights,
up ‘hopes of any improvement with the
coming grain season, and have accepted
lumber charters for the West Coast at low
rates. Both ships were taken by W. R.
Grace & Co:, at 31s 3d for Callao or some
other direct port. As the vessels are both
small carriers there can be very little profit
in the voyage at these figures, but owing
to fairly good rates out of the West Coast
nitrate ports, the owners undoubtedly ex-
pect to reimburse themselves on the other
end of the voyage to [Burope. The British
ship Amphitrite, one of the present sea-
son’s grain fieet from Puget Sound, for
South Africa, has been fixed for the new
season nitrate, loading at 21s 3d, which is
as much as would be paid for a new
season wheat ship from Portland or Ta-
coma, and more than would he paid from
‘San Francisco. Port charges and loading
expenses are much lighter in the nitrate
ports than they are in the grain ports of
the North Pacific, and if present rates are
maintained, more of the idle tonnage may
20 South with Jumber at a low freight.

| ‘While the singers weave rhymes
which tell of the greatness of the tribe
and the guests appland, they will stand
on the 'bridge-like platform, ’neath the
ridge .trees of the danmee house, amd
while—like a human wave—the tribes-
ipeople ssurge below them, they will toss
the blankets into the upstretched hands
to let the .strugglers fight amd pull and
tear, and finally take their knives and
shear off -the cornere of the scrambled
blankets to weave them amew after the
festivities. From their platform the
potlatch-givers, whose hearts are warm-
ed to ther friends, will throw long sticks
into the waiting throng, Tepresenting
cows, horses, rifles, canoes and other
acceptable commodities, and the strug-
glers after fighting like sehoolboys for
serambled -apples, will buy each other’s
helds until finally one man holds the
stick—the receipt to the commodity it
represents—gilane.

#And meanwhile in the big dance

howse the driftwood fires will blaze, the
dancers will sway about in their masks
and mantles, while the singers make
new songs amd the guests clatter their
bhoardls and drugs—for the Somenos have
gathered their friends to the potlatch,
feast and danee.
, Then the siwashes will hie them bagk
to their reaping machines, to their grist
mills, and other ingustries, and forget
that the old custems live until the cail
comes again to meet in the big dance
house, when the civilization will lapse
again, fer the siwash ‘is indeed a man
»f many parts—as eonsistent as a wo-
saan’s mind and as changeable as the
ehameéleon.

WOULD SURPRISE
THE RUSSIANS

China and Japan Entered Into
a Mutua! Arrangement
in Case of War.

According to mail advices reeeived

but today no sparks were scen from the
kinets' of the dance house, und on the
sleeping benches euniy an old womax,
tired and sleepy, was Tresting, and a
young woman was rocking a “tenass”
in the strange-shaped basket woven by
the tribes people for young children. The
big camps were empty, and the old-time
dance an affair of the murky past. The
assembled Indians had gathered at the
well-built church, standing on a knoll
overlooking the picturesque flats, with
the winding Cowichan in the distance
being wedded to' the great Gulf. The
*church-house”, some four miles from
the big dance house of Joe ‘Hermalock,
was gaily decorated. Irom
cony ef its. tower drooped the gaudy
maroon and orange flug of the church,
and an avenue of vari-eolored flags and
pine boughs marked a way to the open
door.

For somre hundreds of yards on citlier
side or the church, gay with its flags.
the Chatham wagons had been secured
in the timbers alongside the roadway,
and the cayuses and horses hobbled
among the ferns. The wagons and
buckboards had spewed out
throng, and obscured by the branches,
two JIndian bands were praciising,
playing rag-time to slow measure,

At noon, around a bend of the road,
came a procession, in which the same
Indians who the day before had been
watching the old-time ceremonial
dances, were praying' as they marched
£0 solemnly along the dust-covered road-
way. Leuad by two Indiau bands, came
the conglomerate throng of brounzed si-
washes, Archbishop-elect Orth of Vie-
toria, walking beneath the cancpy borne
by four stalwart bucks, in his mitre and
purple robes, carrying the blessed sa-
crament. Reverend fathers followed,
and behind them came young men

walkinz ereet, old and -wrinkled men,|

iaumbiing the ‘Latin prayers, age-worl
klootchmen hobbling through the dust
with their sticks, whining out the Latin
hymns, side by side with the young
girls, who chanted in the language of
Rome councillors, and chiefs bore flags
and banners, and slowly, Solemnly, the
sacred Corpus Cristi procession wended
its way to the flag-draped church, where
the girls of the Indian school sang in
Latin, and the Archbishop of the dio-
cese. officiated at the altar, while Rev.
JFather Sterne, assisted by the other
fathers, celebrated a solemn mass.

The Saturday had been given over to

the pagan dance, the Sunday morning ;

to fervent religion, and the Sunday af-
ternoon saw a new phase, In the pres-
ence of the Archbishop and clergy, the
Sunday afternoon was given over to
sports on the convent field, Rev. Father
von Gothen taking up .a collection
from those present to make a prize

fund, which was divided amongst the:

victors of the baseball matches, football
contests, sprinting races, etc.

On a little ridge, where a flag-hung
tent had been placed with a counter be-
fore it for the sale of lemonade, 7
nuts, candy, etc, by some thrifty
white residents, several hundred of the
Indians who had walked in the pro-
cession with heads bowed in prayer two
hours before, were huddled on the grass.
They had forgotten for the time being
the language of their fathers, the pray-
ers of Rome the priests had taught
them, and they shouted in the English
of the baseball diamoid.

“Wat 'em up, Kuper Islands!”"—who
ants to bet a dollar the Penelaquets
‘win?”

These, with a hundred and one sug-
gestive cries, echoed over the field—the
Indians showing in another and entirely
mew phase.

self seriously in the eyes of the world
by allying herself with decadent China;
and that, in the next place, she would
by doing so only give Russia an oppor-
tunity to grab huge chunks of Tibet,
Chinese Turkestan, and Mongolia, away
back inland where Japan -could not sup-
.port her ally. As to the first objection
it will not hold water, inasmuch as
“good Europeans” like England and the
United States are showing their readi-
ness to defend the territorial integrity of
China almost at the cost of war. In the
!second place. Russia is not so strong
‘gerhaps on the Chinese frontier as has

een supposed and she may be content
to be able to hold her own there, es-
|peciaily I case the Chinesé armies
{guarding the frontiers are led by Japan-
,ese. The decisive fight between Japan
,and Russia will take place in Korea and
|the Liaotung Penigsula and Russia will
be ill-equipped for that fight if her rail-

her telegraph lines torn up, and her
communications interrupted by banditti
(in case China is “neutral”) or by regu-
lar Chinese armies (in case China de-
clares war or has war declared against
her). Russia may not, in the latter case
find it as easy as her Cossacks did in
1900 to cut through Manchuria to the
very heart as a knife cuts through but-
ter. China was then a “wee bit” dis-
tracted by happenings elsewhere; this
time she will have a man of Yuan Shih-
hai’s calibre to direct her warlike forces.

Talking of Viceroy Yuan, it is certain
that he at any rate keeps in good
touch with the Japanese. There are now
about 30 Japanese serving under him at
Paotingfu and seven of them have re-
|ceived according to an account that has
recently appeared in the Yomiuri news-
| paper, Chinese decorations ranging be-
| tween the third grade and the fifth grade
iof the Order of the Precious Star. These
decorations were conferred on them
|'when their Majesties the Chinese Em-
| peror and the Empress Dowager recent-
1ly stopped at that town on their way
| from Siliang to Pekin. Viceroy Yuan is
'said to have eulogized his Japanese em-
ployees in the presence of Their Majes-~
ties; and when the Imperial cortege was'
about to leave Paoting, they were al-
lowed to approach the Imperial carriage
and have an audience of the Emperor,
an honor that is never granted under
such circumstances in China except in
the case of Princes of the Blood.

To conclude with China some arrange-
ment that would become operative in
case of war, Viscount Aoki, ex-Minister
for Foreign Affairs, was recently des-
patched to Pekin; and the Russians na-
turally regarded him with great suspic-
ion—and justly so—as being entrusted
with some important mission. He has
just now returned; and it is a little
significant that a high Chinese official,
Prince Tsai Chen, is here also with a
large. train. He professes, of course, fto
be engaged in an investigation of the
currency system, but it was not to be
expected that he would reveal the real
object of his mission,

The boats were low-
ered at once, as no one knew but that
the steamer would turn turtle when the
tide fell. The crew went ashore, leav-

ing Capt. Casey, master of the vessel,
Capt. Ferris, chief officer, and the two
other deck officers, with the wreck.

Next morning Capt. Ferris took the
steamer’s fJife boat and went to Chee-
foo, the Chinese port, 45 miles to the
southeast of the reef on which the
steamer stranded, to seek assistance.

Heavy
wind arose with quite a sea soon after
they started, and in a little while it
was blowing a gale, sweeping the sea

Three d:‘l,\'s.:xft-zr
the arrival at Chefoo, Capt. Ferris re-
turned to the wreck-in the Chinese man-
of-war Hai Yuen, which had been order-
ed to the scene to re_udex‘ all p()s.,\'l.bl(}
assistance, by the Chinese authorities.
The cruiser, flying the dragon flag of
China, stood by the stranded Victoria
for four or five days, rendering all pos-
sible assistance.

'wo days later a heavy gale occurred,
which caused all hands to abandgq the
Victoria and go on board the Chinese
cruiser Hai Yuen, where the shipwreck-
ed mariners were treated splendldl_\: by
the commander and officers of the Chin-
ese warship. Fine weather followed the
heavy blow, in which big seas swept
over the stranded steamer, and in the
fortnight of good weather rapid .strldes
we® made by the wreckers in getting the
cargo of lumber out of the Victoria. The
lumber was placed on lighters—as shown
in the accompanying illustration, which is
a reproduction of a photograph taken
of the vessel as she lay on the reef
with the wreckers alongside.

The steamer was about ready for float-
ing when a heavy gale occur_red. lasting
two days, which resulted in the de-
struction of the vessel. When the gale
commenced the lighters were cast off
and the ship’s company boarded them
and went into Hope Sound to anchor and
shelter from the storm, passing over
the reef on which the Victoria was
wrecked. When the crew returned to
the wreck after the gale, which lasted
for two days, had blown itself out,
Lloyd's agent condemned the Victoria—
and she was a wreck.

It was found on the return that her
stern post had been broken during the
gale, 30 feet of her keel had carried
away, the deck houses had been swept
from the vessel's deck, nm_l seas were
going over her. The sweeping seas had
practically torn the starboard bow out
of the vessel,. although the port side
was intact still. Three-fourths of the
eargo had been taken out, and was ul-
timately; taken to the destination—for
the Victoria was within 100 miles of
her destination when disaster overtook
her. After the abandonmenti of the
wreck, she was sold under the hammer
for 3,800 taels, practically $4,500, to

‘One verb alone, for instance, i3 ca-
pable of thousands of variations, and
he unhesitatingly asserted that the vo-
cabulary included over a miilion words.
For the use of the Indians, Father Mo-
rice invented a syllabic form of wrig-
ten language, which they acquire very
readily and use freely.

work, from a typographical point of
view, would compare with’ the  best
products of our mietropolitan presses.

Blinding Flare Lit Up the Tug

Portland, June 16.—A despatch from
Jone, Ore., says David McAtee, a busi-
ness man whose residence is on a bench
above Heppner, was an eye-witness of
the disaster. ¢

“On Sunday afternoon,” said McAtee,
“there had been a severe rain storm, aec:

.companied by much wind and lighteing.
1 was standing in front of the house a}ld
noticed a cloud of remarkable density
. .approaching. I turned for a moment,
when a roar caused me to lo_ok again.
I saw a wall of water rushing down
the mountain, carrying immense trees
and timbers on its crest and tearing
the very roeks from their foundations.
The terrific storm struck the upper por-
tion of the town first. The residence
of Thomas ‘Howard was the first to fall,
and the entire family were drowned. In
the Krug also every pereon was drown-
ed, as was the case of the Hale and
Saling residences. All of these houses
were about four or five blocks above
the bueiness: centre. The house of
Abram Hammsick was demolished. The
Palace hotel was the first building to
stem the tide, and the 'guests ‘were
saved, but the houses below that struc-
ture were wrecked. The residences of.
G. A. Rhea was carried away, and his
wife and thrce daughters, and Miss Ady
kins, a cousin, were lost. Mr. Rhea
was in Portland attending the Masonic
convention. . C. E. Redfield, whose resi-
dence was completely destroyed,. was
also absent. His wife and baby were
drowned. i

“A. (. (Gieger's house was carried
away and Mr. Gieger was drowned. His
family is in the Bast. George Conser's
house ‘was reached next, but the fam-
ily succeeded in saving their , lives by
rushing to the upper stories, the house
being carried down the creek three-quar-
ters of a mile. Rescuers found that the
house had been cut in two and Mr. Con-
ser was standing in water up to his
neck, holding his wife ‘on the roof. ])r.
MdSwat and Jayers, who were living
in the same residence, were drowned.

“Oscar Miner's liouse was next de-
molished and Mrs. Miner drowned. The
rest of the family succeeded in saving
their lives by clinging to the roof. All of
the Wells family but two were lost, and
the house was carried away. With F.
Wells’ residence went the house of Geo.
Swaggert. Mr. Swaggert's two married
daughters were drowned with their five
children. The Mallory house was car-
ried 150 yards and lodged againsi a
stone, Mr. Mallory, a crippled old man,
was found safe, holding the baby.

“James Matlock’s house was next. Mr.
Matlock was drowned, but his famnly
was saved. Dr. Higg’s house aiso went,
and one child was drowned, but the Test
of the family escaped. The houses of
Mr. Boyd and Mr. Walton were aiso
destroyed, and both families lost. Mr.
Parton succeeded in saving all the per-
sons in his residence, although they
were badly bruised. Tle house itself
was washed away.

“Perhaps the greatest loss of life one-
curred at the Heppuer hotel, which was
carried away. It was supposed there
were about 50 guests in the hotel, and
all are reported lost. The two proprie-
fors were saved, but their families are
gimong the dead. The houses of Benja-
min Patterson, Mr. Bunn and Mr. Nobpie
were entiyeiy demolished, and all per-
song in the "theee. families drowned, as
were the families ef James Jones and

-Henry  Blair, - The entire residence
portion of Heppner was. destroved, but
the busines; houses, being on higher
cround, and generally built of brick
and stone, were not so badly damaged.
The school house and the court house,
which stand on a side hill, were saved,
bat tweo churches, the Methodist and
Presbyterian, were completely wrecked.

Around the depot the rising water
left great heaps of drift wood piled
hiigher than the roof of the station, and
ihe rescuing parties were forced to de-
molish these pyramids of timber in or-
der to extricate the bodies, which were
tangled in the brush. TUndoubtedly
many of the bodies were carried by the
rushing water down the valley. Every
available man from a radius of 65 miles
has been pressed into service at Hepp-
ner to clear away the debris, and find
many burying the dead. About 100 per-
sons were buried in Heppner's grave-
vard yesterday. Owing to the entire
absence of proper facilities for caring
for the dead, victims were for the most
part interred in common crates.

“A relief train sent from the Dalles
reached Iome Jlast night, and will pro-
ceed to Heppner as soon as possible. A
wrecking train with gangs of men to
repair both tracks and telegraph wires
left here last night. It is expected that
communieation with Lexington, 17 miles
from Heppner, will be restored today.
On board the Dalles train were five
doctors and six trained nurses, with all
necessaries, drugs aud supplies fo ecare
for the si¢k and Vvoxmded;.) There was
4S50 0 ¢ar of provisions. John A,
I earnan, the railroad agent at Bepp-
ner, wired the news of the disaster to
Ione, and then attempted to escape
from the rushing water, but was carried
down to death.”

The Dalles, Ore.,, June 16.—Among
the incidents of the catastrophe at
Heppner was the saving of three lives
by Julius Keitley, 70 years old, who
rode a mile and a half, and saved three
people. James Kernan, the Oregon
Railway & Navigation company’s agent,
met his death at the telegraph key, try-
ing to call Portland, to inform the out-
side world of the impending calamity.
His little daughter, Katie, who was
saved, said her father and mother were
lost in the whirl of the waters. Katie
stood by her while father was calling
the Portland office, when the flood swept
in the lower floor and curled round him.
Mrs. Kernan rushed out of the house
and started for a high point of ground,
but was drowned,

One of the most thrilling adventures
was that of Tom Shuter, who, with his
family, was carried down stream in his
house for a mile and a half. His wife
and children went to the upper rooms.
below the town the house was shot
across the ereek to the west side, where
it lodged in the debris, 150 yards from
the canyon bank. Shuter then took his
little ones and swam two hundred yards.
He landed the children and then rescued
his wife. The McBride family, which
was lost, went down in their house. The
daughter screamed and beckoned from
the windows to Louis Kinney, who, with
his family ramout in the nick of time
from their house to escape.

Tourist Association was held yesterday
afternoon at the rooms.

It was resolved that a
deputation should wait,upon him at an
early date.

A letter was received from the Board
of Trade enclosing a communication
from Mrs. Klinger, president of the
Guild of St. Paul's church, of Whatcom,
calling attention to the fact that a large
excursion will. be run from that city to
YVictoria on the 23rd of June, and it is
expected that fully five hundred people
will be over. The excursionists desire
to inspect the parliament buildings, dock-
yard, and other points of interest, and the
matter was left to the secretary to facili-
tate the opportunities of them doing so.

The most important matter decided
upon was in reference to sea bathing.
The association has: had this matter in
hand for over a year, as it is nearly
12 months since the first visit of the
executive was paid;ro ¥oul Bay. They
were then impressed with the fact that
this bay offered greater facilities than
any other place around the city. : At the
same time on several different occasions
they have visited . almost every place
suggested by citizens, and  others, in
order that no mistake might be made.
A few weeks ago they decided to ask
the City Council to adopt what seemed
at that time the most feasible scheme,
and in response to that request a sub-
commitiee of the . City Council was ap-
pointed to act withh the secretary. It
was found that there were serious objec-
tiony to- carrying ogt that proposal, and
the joint committee ;proceeded on a tour
of inspection of the other localitier sug-
gested. The joint ccommittee met and
prepared a unaunimous report to be for-

i warded to the City.Council asking that
i certain property be secured at Foul Bay,

and to erect suitable dressing ~rooms,

i ete.,, which was submitied to the City

Council a week ago. The council re-
ferred the matter back to the joint com-
mittee on account of the expense entail-
ed, with the result that the officials of
the Tourist Association tried to run the
matter through on;-another basis, and
which was laid before the joint com-
mittee on Monday aftermoon.

An announcement was made on behalf

iof the Tramway Company that in case

the city established a bathing resort
at Foul Bay, the Tramway Company
would run its cars out there as soon as
possible. The executive felt that this
alone was one of the most desirable
things in the interests of the city that
could possibly be brought about. 'Thé
option of a lease for frontage on the
Bay for five years, with the privilege of
purchasing, has been secured, and the
city has only been requested to erect
dressing rooms, ete.,, at a cost not to
exceed $750. As Ioul Bay is no fur-
ther from the city than English Bay of
Vancouver, it is felt that there could
not be any greater attraction to visitors
than such a pastime on such a magnifi-
cent beach. Sheuld the City Council
agree to the proposition, plans can be
matured to have the baths in full opera-
tion within three weeks, A stage line,
at a low fare, can be put on until the
Tramway Company completes its road-
way to the beach.

The property to be leased is situated
in the most sheltered and warmest por-
tion of the beach, where there is a
gradual slope of the finest hard sand
which extends at low water a very con-
siderable distance. It is propcsed to
place an efficient swimmer in' charge,
with the regulation university bathing
costumes, and to have the *resort com-

History of Denes From
Earliest Date.

.Rev. Father Morice ' is spending con-
siderable time at the legislative library
in connection with the preparation of his

which he expects to publish in two
years, there being some delay owing to
the necessity of examining the archives

nipeg.. He has had access to many old
documents -at Stewart Lake, the one-
time capital of New Caledonia, which in
respect to territory covered the northern
portion of British Columbia. Father
Morice has already completed seven
chapters of his work, which will embrace
a history beginning from the very first
authentjc data bearing on the Indians of
Northern British Columbia,. the starting
point of .the narrative going back to
1660. The history will deal with the
language, ethnology .and archaeology of
these northern tribes, and will be a con-
tinuation of his previous researches and
writings on the same subjects. The
Rev. Father will treat of incidents in
connection with the early experiences of
the late Lieutenant-Governor Sir James
Douglas, whose memory is still cherished
by the people under Father Morice’s
charge. Some erroneous statements in
Bancroft’s work will be corrected, the
corrections being based on the state-
ments of eye-witnesses. Father Morice
stated that he has found Harmon’s work
the most reliable, and he commented
upon the accuracy of the-observations of
this author on the early history of
British Columbia.
Interrogated as to his opinion in re-
spect to the origin of the Dene Indians,
he would not go so far as to commit
himself to any definite statement, as
he has not yet completed his investiga-
tions. At the present, though, he is in-
clined to_think that the origin of the
Dene, Ir'ldi.ans cannot be ascribed to a
single distinet stock, their present physi-
cal characteristics and manners and
customs pointing to a mixed descent.
The Dene Indians undoubtedly show
that, whilst they may not be of Jewish
blood._they have in some stage of their
evolution been powerfully influenced by
Hebrew customs. They have many ob-
servances in respect to diet, and especi-
ally in relation to prohibited foods,
which indicate that they have at some
time been influenced by associating with
a_people practising the precepts of the
Mosaic code. Rev. Father Morice, in
support of this theory, referred to the
fact that the Jews were quite numerous
in China and Japan centuries ago, many
of them occupying influential positions
in tlre Flowery Kingdom. He traces
the Dene Indians back to an Asiatic
origin, where they must have come in
contact with = representatives of the
Hebrew race. ‘There is a record of a
fleet of junks in the fourteenth century
which was dispersed by high winds,
none of ' the members of the various
crews having been heard from again.
It is presumed th#t some of the sur
vivors reached this continent and be-
came the ancestors of some of s$he
present Indiah tribes,
Father Morice for the past twelve
years, at his owh expense, has been con-
ducting extensive explorations in little
knowa territory. He has traversed the
northern ecountry over mountains and
thrqugh dense forests. The map which
he is now preparing will show that the
country is heavily timbered and dotted
with many lakes. Not only has Father
Morice taken the altitudes of the moun-
tains, but he has sounded the lakes, and
his map will also show the depths of the
many basins. The headwaters of the
Nechaco River have been called Morice

explorations in these headwaters, where
he found 780 feet of water.

Rev. Father Morice has always made
a special study of philology, and among
the many lingual peculiarities of the
Dene Indians, it is a remarkable circum-
stance that they seem to he incapable
of distinguishing between the different
labial, dental and gutteral consonants.
For example, they are unable to distin-
guish between p and b, t and d, g and
k. As an indication of the extensive
tribal connection of ithe Dene Indians,
he pointed. out that they are racially
affiliated with the Apaches and other
tribes of Arizona, although there are in-
tervening tribes which have no affinity
whatever with the Dene Indians, A

King Peter A ,
Royal Captive

Subject to Ruling of
Army.

Forcible Means Taken to Re-
press the Growing Long-
ing for Republic.

'Be]grade, June . 16.—The position of
King Peter 1. promises to be little more
than that of a royal captive. The real
government of the country will be a mil-
itary dictatorship under the leadership
of revolutionary Col. Maschin and Col.
Mitchitsch. The new King is almost
without personal adherents, and the
ruling spirits of the army, it is thought
probable, would just as readily murder
him as they dlxd King Alexander,
should he oppose their aims.

At the present moment the whole
country is under military rule, and al-
though no prefects in the country dis-
tricts have been removed, each is ac-
companied by an army officer, who at-
tends the prefect wherever he goes.
There has been mo disorder, however
Extremely forcible arguments were
found necessary to suppress the radical
aspirations of a republic. The foremost
advocate of a republican form of gov-
ernment was Ljubomir Schiokovics,
editor of the Belgnade Odjek. Finding
him impervious to arguments, the con-
spirators invited him to dinner at the
officers’ club. (His hosts told him that
unless he agreed to support King Peter,
there would be one head less in Bel-
grade. The editor yielded to the force
of this reasoning and accepted. He is
now minister of justice in the new gov-
ernment.

Premier Avakumovics told the depu-
{ties that it was useless to talk of a re-

iwould permit it. He further urged that
the proposed new constitution would
give King Peter far less power than
that enjoyed by the President of the

United States.

It is believed that the army will try
to make secret terms with the new
King, by which it will retain th
supremacy gained by the tragedy, but
{whether the King will agree to the con-
'ditions is uncertain.
| Belgrade, June 16.—The new royal
" ciphers ordered at Semlin, Hungary, some
da¥s ago, are reaching the military to+
day, and will be serveﬁ out to the army
before the arrival of King Peter. !

The portraits of the late King Alex«
ander are being moved from the walls of
public offices and placed in lumben
rooms. The town is perfectly calm and
quiet and peace apparently assured.
Guns boomed frequently in honmor of
King Peter, the church bells rang mer-
rily, and simultaneously along the main
street marched a funeral procession, acg
companied by all the panoply of th
Greek church. A regiment of soldiers,
with its band, was carrying the remains
of a young lieutenant to whom had beeni
accorded the title of the *‘army’s hero.”
The title was gained as follows: The
commandant of a division encamped in
the environs of Belgrade was surprised
in the palace by the conspiracy
on the mnight of the assassination,
and managed to escape. He found
a mounted orderly, took his horse
and gallcped to the encampment
of his division summoned some of the
regiments to the assistance of the
King. Just before he Teached the
camp, the lieutenant, who was buried
today, overtook the commandant, and
in the sanguinary fight which ensued,
the commandant was killed and the
lieutenant was mortally wounded. He
died yesterday.

Geneva, June 16.—King Peter ex-
pects that the Servian parliamentary
deputation will arrive here Wednesday,
and according to the present arrange-
ments, the departure of the King for
Belgrade has been arranged for 5 p.m.
Thursday.

Geneva, June 16.—The Czar has tele-
graphed to King Peter as follows:|
“Learning the senate and the skup-
schtina had formerly proclaimed you
King of Servia, I venture to express to
Your Majesty sincere, wishes for the
prosperity of your eountry, and hope
that God may come to your assistance
in the enterprise you have undertaken
for the happiness of your people. (Sd.)

RUSSIAN BARBARITES
BREAK OUT AGAIN

Ten Young Jews Beaten to
Death and Many Others
Wounded.

Berlin, ‘June 17.—The Tageblatt to-
day, in advices from Lodz, Russian
Poland, gives an -account of distur-
bances there -on AMonday last. About|
5,000 .young workingmen, Jews, parad-!
ed the streets in ‘an orderly manner, but
as' a ‘sécialist demonstration. The police,
in view of the number of those engaged,
ealled on the ‘Cossacks for assistance
and then the police and Cossacks
charged the workingmen, beating them
with the flat of their swords and with
their fists and mercilessly eontinuing the
beating after a nimber of men had been
arrested and wefe helpless, and further
beating them when -the prisoners were
taken into the police station, where, ac-
cording to the mail advices, blood “ras
in rivulets.” It is ‘réported that 10
young men were beaten to death and
that of the 100 who were ‘arrested, ail
were geverely ‘wounded. 'Surgeons work-
ed for five hours sewing up Wwounds af-
ter the fury of the police had been
spent. 2

Reported That Noted Chinesc
Reformer Has Been Invited

to Peking.

Action Said to Have Been
Taken By Emperor When
Yung Lu Died.

Chinese Reformers in this city have
been advised in letters received by the
steamer Victoria, that Kang Yu Wei,
the Chinese Reformer, who was last re-
ported to be in India, has received a
telegram from the Emperor of China in-
viting him to return now that Yung-lu
is dead. He has therefore left India
on his return to China. ' Kang Yu Wei,
it will be remembered, was alleged to be
responsible for the reform ediets of the
Emperor of China some years ago, and
when the Empress Dowager made her
famous coup d’etat he succeeded in es-
caping and sought refuge on an English
man-of-war, which took him to Hong-
kong, whence he came to Viectoria on
the Japanese liner Tosa Maru.

Kang Yu Wer was much in evidence as
the acknowledged leader of the Chinese
Reform party prior to the Boxer insur-
rection of 1900. It was stated then that
so desirous was the Empress Dowager
to capture him and Loon

sum of £14,000 for each of their heads
was offered. At that time Kang Yu
‘Wei was sheltered at Singapore, the
British posession of Hongkong, not be-
ing considered safe. Kang Yu Wei is
regarded as a man of splendid attain-
ments, a good speaker, and one who re-
cognises that if China _ is to take her
place in the world she must conform to
Western ideas of civilization. He is a
native of Canton, and nearly 40 years
of age. He was educated at Hongkong,
and applied himself to foreign languages,
notably English, which he speaks and
writes fluently. He had barely turned
21 when he received a high position in
the Chinese University at Canton. In
1887 he wrote to the young Emperor
Kwang Hsu advocating an era of re-
form, but his proposals met with the
strong opposition of the Empress Dow-
ager. At the close of the war with Japan
Kang Yu Wei again urged the necessity
for reform, and Kwang Hsu asked the
reformer to visit Pekin and discuss the
uestion, but further opposition from the
dmpress Dowager prevented any steps
being taken. In 1897, however, Kang
was successful in overcoming all ob-
stacles, and the Emperor was much im-
pressed with the advanced views enun-
ciated by Kang, and appointed him to
an important post. The following year
the young monarch launched out with
his reform schemes, but these so aroused
the jealousy and hatred of the Manchus
that they succeeded in inducing the Em-
press Dowager to dethrone Kwang Hsu
and take charge of the government of
the country. Kang received timely
warning from the Emperor, and fled
from Pekin to Shanghai, where he re-
ceived the protection of the British con-
sul. He was subsequently conveyed to
Hongkong in a man-of-war, where fur-
ther British protection® was afforded
him. Later he visited Japan, England,
Canada, and interested many people, in-
cluding ILord Salisbury, in the reform
movement in China.

AN OLD PIONEER
VISITS THE CITY

One of the Discoverers of Cari-
boo Who Viyi(!ly challs
Early Days.

T. Seward, one of the oldest pioueers
of the province, is at the Dominion. He
prides himself on being a continuous
subscriber of the Colonist since 1861.
He remembers very.well being asked to
purchase a copy of the first issue of
the British Colonist. He was standing
in front of what was then Col. Scott's
saloon, but now the Windsor, opposite
the post office, when handed the paper.
Mr. Seward also referred to the first
editorial, calling wupon the home gov-
ernment to build a dry dock at Esqui-
malt. Mr. Seward landed in California
on June 4, 1850, and after mining in
the Golden State for eight years, join-
ed the rush of the 30,000 people who
left California in 1858 for the Fraser
river. 'He was one of the discoverers of
Cariboo, being among the first to visit
Grouse, IKeithley., Harvey and Last
Chance creeks. He afterwards return-
ed to Victoria. and can recall to mind
the exact words which Sir James Doug-
las delivered in his speech in the oid
Stockade grounds to the assembled min
ers. The words were: ‘“Gentlemen,
I deplore that you have left yous quict
homes and came up here and havenf
found the Fraser as rich as we antici-
pated. But I will advise you, one and
all, to see the elephant. for I firmly be
lieve the country is full of gold.” Mr.
Seward prospected Quesnel river In
1860. and other remote portions of the
province. He is full of interesting
reminiscences of the early days of the
province, remembering distinetly  the
names of the first business men of Vie-
toria, and can -deseribe old buildinzs
which have long since disappeared in
the march of progress. With such a
stock of information, some effort should
be made to induce Mr. Seward to pub-
lish a book, recording his impressions,
observations and memories of the pio-
neer days of the province.
