water. Almost the entire resident po rtiou of the town was destroyed, but 
some of the business part, which is on higher ground, escaped. Huge boul­
ders, weighing a ton, were carried down by the current, and many people 
killed by being crushed against the rocky bluff. Early in the afternoon 
thunderstorm set in, many of the small streams overflowing their banks in a 
short time. Bridges were swept away like straws.

-As soon as possible after the flood had subsided the work of relief 
commenced by tiie citizens of the town.

Dozens of bodies were found lodged along the bends of Willow creek, and 
several places they were .piled over one another. Up to two o’clock this af­
ternoon 200 bodies had been recovered almost within the city limits, 
dreds of horses, cattle, sheep and hogs that had gone into the creek bottoms 
for water, perished. News ot the calamity did not reach the outside world 
until today, all the means of commun'cation having been cut off. 
possible news was sent by couriers to the nearby towns. The Oregon Rail­
way & Navigation Company started a relief train with physicians and supplies 
from the Dalles shortly after noon. At 1:30 this afternoon 
train started for the scene from this C'ty.

friends iu Western Canada to learn that 
the leader ot the opposition is rapidly 
crowing in the esteem of the people of 
uuebec and Ontario.

But if we analyze Mr. Borden’s ac­
tion in regard to steel and iron duties, 
we are at once moved to admire his 
conduct iu regard to them. Instead of 
securing whatever advantage that would 

to him by dividing the Liberal 
party and forcing those who oppose 
steel and iron duties and those who 
favor them to vote against each other, 
he postponed the bringing down of his 
resolution so as to enable the govern­
ment to fully consider the needs of the 
great iron and steel industries. If the 
government does not take cognizance of 
the necessity for intervention and 
revise the tariff, then it must be held 
strictly to account for any disaster that 
may follow to the great iron plants at 
Sydney and the Soo. Mr. Borden will 
move this resolution at the earliest op­
portunity, but it cannot be said that 
lie has in any way forced the handwof 
the powers that be, in such a way as to 
make it impossible for them to use their 
best judgment. Mr. Borden has at­
tracted the attention of Canada by his 
manly declaration in favor of safe­
guarding one of the greatest industries 
the country possesses; and lias afforded 
Mr. Roche of Halifax, Mr. Heyd, Mr. 
Campbell and a number of other gentle­
men who favor iron duties to> place 
themselves on record. The vote on this 
question, which will probably be taken 
early next week, will be watched with 
interest, and the attitude of the Nova 
Scotia members particularly will attract 
much attention.

Hon. Raymond Prefontaine is making

Fitzpatrick, who coached the new Minis­
ter of Marine and Fisheries unceasingly, 
it is doubtful if any .progress whatever 
would have been made with his esti­
mates. Mr. Prefontaine is asked in the 
ordinary course of events numbers of 
ciuestions concerning xvliich he knows 
nothing at all, but that does not deter 
him from giving an off-hand answer. 
But he is learning that off-hand answers 
are not generally accepted by parlia­
mentarians, and no doubt the House 
will be more accurately advised by him 
in future.

died.17%12%The necessity of maintaining our 
"Canadian militia in a high state of effi­
ciency is a solemn duty resting upon 
young men of the nation. The attrac­
tiveness of military organization, in the 
development of comradeship and esprit 
de corps, and in the opportunities of 

- social intercourse and enjoyment with 
their own generation of young men 
which it gives, need not be overlooked. 
But this in itself is not a sufficiently 
strong motive. It would leave our vol­
untary militia system at the mercy of 
any sport or occupation temporarily or 
permanently more attractive. Its up­
keep requires also a sense of duty. Con­
scription is this sense of duty enforced 
'by the majority upon the individual in 
whom it has not been developed. It has 
never been necessary in the British Em­
pire, and we hope it never will be neces­
sary because it is a very poor substitute 
for voluntary service. The conscript may 

,jbe a brave man, and so may be the sol- 
••dier of fortune, but it is the soldier who 
■ trains and fights, inspired by a sense of 
duty to his native land, who wins bat-

- ties and makes chaff of men fighting 
from any other motive whatsoever. The

- duty of military training and efficiency 
in case of need is laid upon the young 
men of a country. But it is also the 

'bounden duty of employers to see that 
.young men are not penalized by serving 
their country. Our system of voluntary 
service for self-protection is not a toy, 
unless we are only playing at being a 
nation, and part of a great Empire. It 
must either be developed or it must he 
replaced. And it cannot be developed 
unless employers of young men recog­
nize the claims of the country upon their 
employees’ time. These claims are not 
exigent or unreasonable. They are 
much less burdensome than heavy taxa­
tion for defence. But if they are not 
met in a spirit of patriotism by one class 
of the community, they cannot be main­
tained by the self-sacrifice of another. 
If the time necessary for service is to 
prejudice young men in their employ­
ment, the militia must go, and if the 
militia goes, its place must eventually 
be taken by something else not nearly so 
serviceable nor so inexpensive. The 
truth of this has a local as well as a 
general significance. If, through the 
short sighted policy of employers in Vic­
toria, our local regiment is prevented 
from maintaining the efficiency upon 
which contingent grants are made for its 
up-keep, then and there a blow is direct­
ed at militia organization which would 
be found year after year more and more 
-difficult to neutralize. Next Monday it 
is necessary in the interests of the mili­
tia of Canada, and therefore of Canada 
herself, for the regiment in this city 
to be hard at work all day. It is the 
duty of the enlisted members to turn 
out. It is equally the duty of those in 
.whose employment they may be, to make 
arrangements to let them off work. They 
should not have to ask as a favor from 
their employers the time demanded by 
their country.

turned from Skagway yesterday after­
noon, having sailed' from the Lynn 
Canal port just as Lebarge was open­
ing. The eterawheelers had not been 
able to get up the river and travel was 
slack indeed. But one passenger came 
down on the lAmur, Mr. O’Malley. News 
was brought by the Amur of a trying 
trip of the sternwheel steamer Gleaner 
from Taku to iCaribou, which lasted 
eight days. Speaking of the voyage, a 
despatch to a Skagway paper from 
Caribou says, under date of the 9th: 
‘The Gleaner arrived at the end of 
the spur (three miles below Caribou) at 
7 o’clock this evening, having cut her 
way through the lake ice after one of 
the hardest trips ever made by a 
Northern steamer.

‘The Gleaner left Taku June 1, and 
has been eight days fighting her way 
through the ice of Taku arm and Tag- 
ish lake to the berth of the Australian 
three miles below this place. Cant. 
(Richards says it was an exceptionally 
difficult undertaking.”

The Portland Tele­
gram, which, as will be noticed, says 
nothing about the stranding or repairs 
to the vessel, says: “After being in the 
liver since April 1, the German bark 
Alsternixie finished loading piling and 
lumber, for Tsingtau, yesterday. She 
has aboard 1,732 piles, representing 2,- 
146,493 feet, and 286,529 feet of lumber, 
a cargo valued at approximately $37,- 
000. The Alsternixie is a craft of 2,902 
tons, and was chartered by the Pacific 
Export Lumber Company for Kaio­
chou. She was idle at San Francisco 
for a short time, and after fixed to load1 
here, bow ports were cut in her to re­
ceive the cargo. After reaching Port­
land It was found the piling could not 
be loaded through the ports, and it was 
decided to cut out some of the beams 
in her second deck. Accordingly this 
was done. These alterations proved ex­
pensive and the incidental expenses of 
the bark will reach over $3,000, thus 
making "a big swath in her charter. She 
has been in the stream 75 days, having! 
arrived over the bar April 1, and 74 
days were occupied in working cargo.

As lie did in tile days of the old fur- 
traders, before the Hudson’s -Bay Co.

sewn to his naked body, was leading 
the wierd “dance of the birds.” To 
his arm were sewn the vari-eolorej 
streamers, and to -Ms naked breasts the 
young man had pinned the strips of 
color.

NorwaOne of the most interesting meetings 
of the Natural 'History Society yet held 
this season took place last evening. In 
addition to the very scholarly paper 
by Rev. Canon Newton, on the lessons 
to naturalists to be derived from the 
life of Gilbert White’s “Natural His­
tory of Selborue,” there was an infor­
mal address by Rev. Father Moriee, 
O. M. I., on the Dene Indians. Father 
Moriee has been 21 years in the In­
terior with headquarters at Stuart’s 
Lake. He is not only a zealous mis­
sionary, but a scientist of repute in the 
domain of philology and ethnology, 
whose contributions . to current litera­
ture ou the language, sociology and 
archaeology of the Dene stock, have 
constituted him the sole authority in hi* 
own domain, which includes the Chil- 
cotins,
and Siccannies. Practically the Dene 
nation or family of Indians in its var­
ious branches, extends throughout the 
interior plateau from within the Arc­
tic ocean to the Gulf of Mexico, inclu­
sive of the Navojos and Apaches, and 
on the north as far east as Hudson’s 
bay. The northern division has been 
otherwise popularly classified as Atha- 
paskan, hut Father Morice’s classifi­
cation of Dene is now generally accept­
ed. “Nene” means “man.”

The tug Lome was struck by lightning 

at 11:45 a. m. yesterday when off Neah 
Bay, returning from the month of the 
Straits, after having towed the lumber- 
laden schooner Balboa to sea. The 
Lome was steaming towards Victoria, 
when without warning there was a loud 
clap of thunder and simultaneously a 
fish of lightning lit up the tug. The 
fpremast had been struck hy a streak of 
lightning, and with a heavy shock the 
foremast broke, and three er four feet 
of the spar came toppling down on the 
deck with a thud. The blinding flash; 
with the loud thunder clap, and the 
crash, caused quite a commotion on 
board the tug.

Capt. Cutler, the well known master 
of the Victoria tug, is of the opinion/ 
that had the wire rigging not conducted 
the flash of electricity to the water, the 
lightning would have wrecked the deck­
houses, if not caused a serious accident. 
There was no warning, no premonitory; 
thunder clap, for both thunder clap and 
lightning flash, which lit up the tug, 
came at once.

When the crash of the lightning shock 
and the crash of the falling spar occur-/

The “King’s Band'" is an ancient body

used often to accompany it ou the 
pianoforte—but also to attend state con­
certs.

THE LTtXBRSOmr•’"‘V’ these Dene Indians, Father Morice said 
tfcaij, they ascribed the source of every­
thing to 'something, not someone. They 
believed in the influence of evil spirits, 
who roamed through the air. These 
evil spirits came into the body of a 
human being and were the cause of ill­
ness. The function of the medical men 
wan to exorcise these evil spirits. The 
medicine men claimed to be endowed 
with supernatural powers, and they 
often went into a trance or cataleptic 
condition and had visions. The medi­
cine men had vivid imaginations, and 
many of the maladies of the Denes were 
influenced by imagination.

The hunting grounds of the Denes 
are the property of the chiefs of the 
clans, who have possessed them from 
time immemorial. The Denes inherit 
through the female line, the males not 
being considered in relation to the 
descent of a family.

Rev. Father Morice has been recog­
nized by many societies for his contribué 
tions to science and discovery. Hewis 
an honorary member of the Société de 
Philologie de Paris, likewise honorary 
member of the Société Géographique of 
Switzerland, a corresponding member of 
the Canadian Institute, Toronto, and of 
the Natural History Society of British 
Columbia.

Rev. Father Morice speaks English 
very fluently, though with a slight 
foreign accent. He is most animated 
and enthusiastic in manner- when dis­
cussing his favorite themes. His entire 
manner is stamped with the air of a 
closely observing student intent on the 
solution of difficult problems.

Reinsurance on the long overdue ship 
Lyderhom, which is now 186 days out 
from Ballard with a cargo of lumber for 
Delagoa Bay, was yesterday advanced to 
25 per cent., according to cable advices 
received from London by local specu­
lators. The rate has been maintained 
at 15 per cent, for some time, for owing 
to the reputation of. the bark as a slow 
sailer,. it ' bas been' expected that she 
would arrive, but with the lapse of time 
beyond what she should have made the 
voyage in, and the reports that were 
made some months ago from the Van­
couver Island Coast of the finding of 
wreckage, which was then connected 
with the Lyderhom, the underwriters 
are now becoming greatly alarmed for 
the safety of the bark, hence the in­
crease in reinsurance. During February 
and March last, .about a month or six 
weeks after the Lyderhom left the 
steamer in the teeth of some big storms, 
news was received. here of the finding 
of the stem of a ship’s boat, with the 
word Liverpool, on the Vancouver Isl­
and Coast, and news was also given of 
the finding of lumber which had been 
washed ashore and seen at sea, including 
a quantity of tongued and groved inm-* 
her, with which the Lyderhorn was 
partly loaded.

Chinese Reformers in this city have 
•been advised in letters received by the 
steamer Victoria, that Kang Yu Wei, 
the Chinese Reformer, who was last re­
ported to be in India, has received u 
telegram from the Emperor of China in­
viting him to return now that Yung-lu 
is dead. He has therefore left India 
on his return to China. Kang Yu Wei, 
it will be remembered, was alleged to be 
responsible for the reform edicts of the 
Emperor of China some years ago, and 
when the Empress Dowager made her 
famous coup d’etat he succeeded in es­
caping and sought refuge on an English 
man-of-war, which took him to Hong­
kong, whence he came to Victoria on 
the Japanese liner Tosa Maru.

Kang Yu Wei was much in evidence as 
the acknowledged leader of the Chinese 
Reform party prior to the Boxer insur­
rection of 1900. It was stated then that 
so desirous was the Empress Dowager 
to capture him and Loong Kay Chew,, 
another of the Retorm leaders, that the 
sum of £14,000 for each of their heads 
was offered. At that time Kang Yu 
Wei was sheltered at Singapore, the 
British posession of Hongkong, not be­
ing considered safe. Kang Yu Wei is 
regarded as a man of splendid attain­
ments, a good speaker, and one who re­
cognises that if China. is to take her 
place in the world she must conform to 
Western ideas of civilization. He is a 
native of Canton, and nearly 40 years 
of age. He was educated at Hongkong, 
and applied himself to foreign languages, 
notably English, which he speaks and 
writes fluently. He had barely turned 
21 when he received a high position in 
the Chinese University at Canton. Iu 
1887 he wrote to the young Emperor 
ICwang Hsu advocating an era of re­
form, but his proposals met with the 
strong opposition of the Empress Dow­
ager. At the close of the war with Japan 
Kang Yu Wçi again urged the necessity 
for reform, and Kwang Hsu asked the 
reformer to visit Pekin and discuss the 
question, but further opposition from the 
Empress Dowager prevented any steps 
being taken. In 1897, however, Kang 
was successful in overcoming all ob­
stacles, and the Emperor was much im­
pressed with the advanced views enun­
ciated by Kang, and appointed him to 
an important post. The following year 
the young monarch launched out with 
his reform schemes, but these so aroused 
the jealousy and hatred of the Manchus 
that they succeeded in inducing the Em­
press Dowager to dethrone Kwang Hsu 
and take charge of the government of 
the country. Kang received timely 
warning from the Emperor, and fled 
from Pekin to Shanghai, where he re­
ceived the protection of the British con­
sul. He was subsequently conveyed to 
Hongkong in a man-of-war, where fur­
ther British protection was afforded 
him. Later he visited Japan, England, 
Canada, and interested many people, in­
cluding Lord Salisbury, in the reform 
movement in China.

T. Seward, one of the oldest pioneers 
of the province, is at the Dominion. He 
prides himself on being a continuous 
subscriber of the Colonist eince 1S61. 
He remembers very well being asked to 
purchase a copy of the first issue of 
the British Colonist. He was standing 
in front of what was then Col. Scott s 
saloon, but now the Windsor, opposite 
the post office, when handed the paper. 
Mr. Seward also referred to the first 
editorial, calling upon the home gov­
ernment to build a dry dock at Esqui­
mau. Mr. Seward landed in California 
on June 4, 3850, and after mining in 
the Golden State for eight years, join­
ed the rush of the 30,000 people who 
left California in 1858 for the Fraser 
river. He was one of the discoverers of 
Cariboo, being among the first to visit 
Grouse, Iveithley. Harvey and Last 
Chance creeks. He afterwards return­
ed to Victoria, and can recall to minn 
the exact words which Sir James Doug­
las delivered in his speech in the o-d 
Stockade grounds to the assembled min­
ers. The words were: “Gentlemen, 
I deplore that you have left your quiet 
homes and came up here and haven l 
found the Fraser as rich as we antici­
pated. But I will advise you. one and 
all, to see the elephant, for I firmly be­
lieve the country is full of gold.” Mr. 
Seward prospected Quesnel river m 
1860. and other remote portions of the 
province.
