Armenian Quarters Attacked
by Thousands of Infiiriated
Moslems—~Quarrel Is Reli-
gious and Racial

Constantinople, April 15.—A mas-
sacre of Armenians is in progress to-
day at Marzina, a seaport of Asia
Minor on the Mediterranean.

Enraged at the murder of two Mos-
lems by an Armenian and the fact
that the assassin was not apprehend-
ed, the Mohammedan population of
Marzina, which counts a total of
ten thousand. inhahitants, took the law
into its own hands and attacked the
Armenian quarters. The Christian
communities of Marzina are appealing
to the consuls here for help.

The trouble at Marzina is in no way
connected with the political upheaval
at Constantinople of the last two days.
It involves a recrudescence of the Ar-
menian question, which is religious and
racial, and has nothing to do with the
international politics. of Turkey. The
Armenians and the Christians still
have an independent church, with the
chief of government at Constantinople.
Marzina is thirty-six miles. by rail
douth-east of the city of Adana.

Seattle, April 15—Four new and
large steamships are being built on the
Clyde by Andrew Weir & Co., for the
use of Frank Waterhouse & Co. of
this city on their Pacific Coast line,
operating between Seattle to the Ori-
ent and from Seattle and San Francis-
co to Australia. They will be on this
coast in about 12 months, the largest
coming direct to Seattle.

The announcement of - the new
steamers was made on receipt of cable
advices from London, where Frank
Waterhouse, president of the Water-
house Company, left recently for his
home in this country.

The Luseric and Numeric will be the
names of the two vessels first finished
and they will be among the largest
and fastest on the coast. They will
have a tonnage of 10,000 dead weight
and 15,000 measurément and speed of
15 knots. This will put them in a
class between the vessels of the Nip-
pon Yusen Kaisha and the steamship
Minnesota of the Great Northern Rail-
way to Orient. They will be oper-
ated by Waterhouse & Co., with the
Kumeric and Suveric now on the run,
The other two new steamships for this
company will be smaller and will prob-
ably be used on the line to the Anti-
podes. They will be of 8,000 tons
dead weight and 12,000 tons measure-
ment. Suveric and Cymeric will be
replaced by faster ones.

Sultan’s Proclamation.

An imperial hatt, appointing Tewfik
Pasha grand vizier and confirming Zia
Eddin Effendi as Sheikh-Ul-Islam,
also ordains the strict observance of
. the Shero laws and “the preservation
of the constitution for the mainten-
ance of the security and progress of
the government and country and the
, welfare of all my people.”

The sultan adds that the observance
of the instructions laid down in the
hatt is of the most importance, and
concluded by invoking divine assist-
ance on the efforts of the grand vizier
and the cabinet, which is composed
of elements outside of the parliamen-
tary parties. Generally it is consid-
ered as transitory and likely to lead
eventually to the return of the former
grand vizier, Kiamil Pasha, and the
former minister, Nazim Pasha, two of
the most popular men in Turkey.

: Beef Trust Accused

‘Washington, April 14.—The prac-
tice of overvaluing dressed beef trans-
ported and of using such overvaluation
as a basis for claims against railroad
companies when the beef is injured
or damaged in transit must be stopped
at once,  according to a decision
reached by Attorney General Wicker-
sham, as the result of an investiga-
tion made by officials of complaints
made against beef packing concerng of
Chicago. The complaints say the com-
panies placed a fictitious value on beef
claimed to have been injured or de-
stroyed in transit. The attorney gen-
eral says the calculated cost price of
the beef in question is too large, as
no allowance is made for the large
profits from the sales of the hides and
other valuable by-products.

GAMBLING MAY BE
KILLED AT OSTEND

Manager of Well-known Club Sentenc-
ed to Fine and Imprison-
ment

Brussels, April 14.—Mr| George Mar-
quet, manager of the Ostend Kursaal
and Gambling Club, has once more
been condemned by the Bruges Tri-
bunal to one month's imprisonment
and a fine of $600 for having kept and
exploited a gambling house contrary to
Belgian law. The judgment explains
that the Ostend 'Kursaal is run at an
annual loss of about $340,000, in spite
spite of which dividends of 60 and
80 per cent are paid to the shareholders
of the company, of which M. Marquet
is the director. These dividends have,
it is recognized, been paid out of, the
profits from gambling. M. Marquet’'s
associates have also been fined.

It is believed that the action of the
court will mean the permanent sup-
pression of gambling at Ostend. This
i is the third time that M. Marquet has
| been sentenced for contravention of
| the anti-gambling laws. After the
}ﬁrst sentence four years ago he es-
| caped by a technicality. A year ago
im-
| prisonment and a fine of $600, but the
| Court of Apveal at Ghent altered the
{ sentence to a fine of $1,800.

PREAGHER BRINGS

GHARGES AGAINGT
TRADESMEN

Says Young Girls in London
Shops Are Paid Miserable

Wage and Must Eke It Outi

by Immorality

London, April 14.—With the object
of substantiating his recent public ut-
terances about the evils of shop life
for women, the Rev. R. J.
attended a council meeting of
Drapers’ Chamber of Trade at
offices of the London Chamber
Commerce.

Mr. Arthur Pyne, who presided, said
that the employers represented by the
Chamber employed 75,000 assistants,
and fully represented the trade at
large. The members included
of the houses in the West End and the
suburbs. Mr. Campbell had said that
in some West End shops the young
women were paid such miserable
wages that they were expected, and in-
deed encouraged, to eke it out by im-
moralitq. They recognized in Mr. Camp-
bell a minister of the Gospel and a
man of great sincerity and appreci-
ated his courage in coming alone to
meet about sixty members of the trade.
The statement had caused great un-
easiness throughout the trade, and
they had a feeling of injustice that a
broad statement should be made cov-
ering every employer, when, though
immorality might exist, it did not to
to any extent.

Included Other Trades.

The Rev. R. J. Campbell asked why
the Drapers’ Chamber of Trade of all
institutions in the world, had hastened
to fasten the charge upon their own
trade. ‘“Drapers” was not mentioned
at all. He did not expressly exclude
that trade, but he wished to make it
clear that he included others as well.
“In my opinion, said Mr. Campbell,
“there is one trade which can produce
worse examples of the abuses of which
I complain than the drapers’ trade, and
that is the millinery trade.”

A voice: “That 1is \the
trade.”

Mr. Campbell: “Would you associ-
at that with yourselves?” (Voices:
“Yes.”) “I am speaking from person-
al knowledge when I say. that the
worst of the abuses lie in that branch
of your trade, but it obtains to some
extent wherever large bodies of young
people, employed at a comparatively
low wage, are herded together in any
quasi barrack system under disci-
pline.”

Mr. Campbell added that In some
cases employers did not know what
was going on. His object had been to
call attention to the question and they
had helped him to do it most effective~
ly. He had made no attack on the
morality of shop assistants. He had
noe reason to believe that.the vast ma-
jority of shop assistants were not
perfectly reputable and moral.

No Firms Were Named

He Rad heard sad storles from young
people attached to his own church. He
must: name ng names of firms, ~but
since attention was called to his state-
ment a vast mass of corroborative
testimony had .come to his notice on
which he thought he could get a ver-
dict in a court of law. He would ra-
ther not go into a court of law, though
for two or three years he had been on
the look-out for a specific case in
which he could force an issue.

Giving instances of low wages in
typical West End and city houses,
Mr. Campbell said that a girl clerk
of eighteen worked sixty-four hours
a week for $1.50, the greater part of
which was swallowed up in extra food.
A girl of twenty in a drapery depart-
ment was receiving $1.66 for seventy-
five hours -a week, another $1.12 for
sixty hours, and a third in a millin-
ery department 62% cents a week.

The living-in system tended to
cheerlessness and monotony. The
latchkey system had something to do
with it, and the girls were sometimes
encouraged by those above them. A
theatrical manager of his acquaint-
ance said that his profession was more
moral than the drapery trade. (Loud
laughter.) He would not like to tie
himself to that statement. The only
remedy for the state of things was
that there should be less anxiety about
dividends. There should be great care
in the class of men selected to super-
vise young women, and finally the
abolition of the living-in system.

After a discussion ~Mr. Campbell
sdid that he had no doubt that mill-
inery establishments were the worst.
The girls were often underpaid and
encouraged to dress extravagantly.
The chairman said that the Chamber
appreciated Mr. Campbell’s sincerity
in the, matter, and if evidence was
fnrthcl)ming by which they could
stamp out encouraged immorality they
would be glad to do it.

That all that was necessary to rouse
enthusiasm was the obtaining of need-
ed guns is the opinion generally ex-
pressed.

WHSKEY

Gives Government 8,000
Barrels of Whisky

Special to The Evening Post.

Washington, April 156.—As a result of
an investigation into charges of viola-
tion of the international revenue law,
John G. Capers, Commissioner of In-
ternal Revenue, issued formal instrue-
tions yesterday to Collector P. L. Gold-
berg, of Baltimore, Md., directing him
to seize the Carroll Spring Distlllery
Cou_lpany’s plant, one of the largest
registered grain distilleries in Mary-
land.

The seizure, which will ‘involve -the
Government taking possession of nearly
8,000 barrels of whiskey, is based upon
a long investigation which has been un-
der the personal supervision of Com-
missioner  Capers, who himself visited
the establishment three months
when the violations were first brought
to his attention. After the investigation
Revenue Agent L. B. Perkins was di-
rected to detail special gaugers. and in-
spectors to make a special investiga-
tion for an extended period.

This investigation lasted nearly three
months, the result being, it is alleged,
that violations were found sufficient to
cause the forfeiture of. the plant, its
contents, and the contents of the ware-
houses., Commissioner Capers declined
to giye any of the details as to the
charges of fraud, but it is understood
that they involved discoveries of new
whiskey in old %arrels, the substitution
of new whiskey for old whiskey and
the reversal without the payment of one
dollar  and ten cents a gallon to the
Government, the substitution of gin for
whiskey in some instances and in some
of the packages excessive wantage and
other evidences of what it is claimed
worked a direct fraud upon the United
States in that it deprived the Govern-
ment of its revenues upon the product
of the distiller.

His work will
be. devoted to. arganizing development
clubs in other towns on Vancouver
Island, preparing booklets and adver-
tising literature, addressing meetings,
répresenting the league at the Alaska-
Yukon-Pacific Exposition and generally
giving his time to the upbuilding of the
community represented by the organi-
zation.

Mr. McGaffey says that the Vancou-
ver Island Development League will
take a hand in advertising the entire
Northwest, and has received a valuable
inspiration from the work undertaken
by the “500,000 in. 1912” ‘movement in
Portland. >

A new order of things has grown up
in Victoria, he says. The once staid
city has %Decome enthusiastic over the
natural and undeveloped resources of
Vancouver Island.. At a meeting he at-
‘tended while in Victoria, the opera
house was jammed, and $1000 to aid in
the publicity work was raised on the
floor of the house. About $12,000 has
already been pledged by business and
professional men, and the city council
will appropriate an additional $5000.
The newspapers of Victoria are strong-
ly indorsing the movement.

Vancouver Island is rich in timber,
coal, iron, copper and other minerals,
has valuable herring fisheries, outfits
a large fleet of whaling vessels, has
seal fisheries, big game, good rod and
line fishing and numerous other things
that will tend to attract investors and
tourists.

Mr. McGaffey begins active work as
secretary of the league on April 15.

TOWNS OF CHILLIWACK
COMPLAIN OF V.V. & E.

Say the Railroad Has Raised
Embankments Through
Their Streets

The people in the towns of Abbots-
ford and Huntingdon, in the munici-
pality of Chilliwack, are up in arms
against the V. V. & E.,. which is -now
recognized to be a part of the railroad
system controlled by James J. Hill
The particular cause for the complaint
is the alleged fdct that the: rafiroad,
in building through the places named,
has-had ne regard for the convenience
of the inhabitants. They say there is
a dearth of c¢rossings owing to em-
bankments raised in the towns along
the right-of-way, while in other
places there are said to be dykes, the
result of the combination being that
traffic is greatly impeded. The towns
in Chiliwack are .growing rapidly
and this state of affairs is said to be
becoming intolerable, with the:result
that the inhabitants have appealed to
the government. :

Hon. Thomas Taylor, minister of
works, who has been on the mainland
on a tour in connection with the busi-
ness of his department, met several
of the reeves of the municipalities in
the Fraser Rivery valley at Chilliwack
the other day and went into this mat-
ter with the municipal officials. He
also took steps to make himself per-
sonally acquainted with the conditions
complained of, and will probably cor-
respond with the responsible railway
officials in an attempt to have the
cause of the complaints removed. If
this action is not successful, an appli-
cation to the Railway Commission
may be resorted to later on.

Mr. Taylor also conferred with the
reeves on the question of public works
in their municipalities, and most of the
appropriations voted for the Fraser
river will be spent on the trunk roads.
Mr. Taylor believes in getting the pub-
lic works for the fiscal year started as
soon as possible in order that every
possible advantage may be taken of
the summer season. His recent trip,
during which he went as far east as
Vernon, was taken largely with the
object of getting the public works
under way in good time, and he in-
tends to make a number: of journeys
fjrom time to time with a similar ob-
ect.

JOHNSON TAKES TIME
TO MAKE SELECTION

Will ‘Await Result of Kauffman-Ross
Fight Before Deciding on Whom
v To Meet

New York, April 12.—After meeting
the three heavyweights and nearest to
the heavyweights who are anxious to
fight him, Jack Johnson, the colored
champion, tonight announced that he
would not decide as to whose challenge
he would accept until Thursday.

The reason given for this postpone-
ment was that Al Kauffman, one of the
anxious challengers; will-*box Tony
Ross, a much heralded fighter, before
a locdl ¢club tomorrow night, and John-
son desires to see how Kauffman will
figure as a drawing card for a cham-
pionship match. Willis Britt, repre-
senting Stanley Ketchell, Joe Wood-
man, for Sam Langford, and Billy De-
laney, representing Kauffman, each de-
manded the right to fight Johnson.
Johnson suggested that the three chal-
lengers should fight each other to de-
termine which should meet him for the
championship. Britt objected to this,
and suggested that Johnson should ac-
cept the challenge of the man for wh
the largest purse was put up. JoHn-
son, however, demurred and matters
were left standing pending the issue of
the Kauffman-Ross battle.

At the close of the conference, Hugh
McIntosh, the Australlan fight pro-
moter, offered a return match for
Johnson and Burns.

SAYS WEATHER
MAN

Statement Issued From Ottawa
Shows Mean Temperature
Last Month Was Above
Average With Exceptions

R. F, Stupart, who, since you must
know, is the Great-Chief-Rain-in-the-
Face of the Canadian weather factory,
has just issued an interesting bit of
literature which tells all about what
happened, in a meteorological way, in
the Dominion during March. It shows
that. -while the mean . temperature
(“mean” in this sense does not imply
“mean” as a woman uses it) for the
Dominion was generally above the av-
erage, in British Columbia, the major
part of .Ontario and over Quebec the
normal value was either not quite, or
Just, reached.

At, interior points,
where ploughing has been done, the
land works well. Conditions for seed-
ing are good. There were 116 hours
of bright sunshine at Victoria, the
mean proportion 32, being much below
the normal; the rainfall was phenom-
enally light; the wind mileage 6,130
miles above the average. Several gales
occurred on the Straits.

Sunshine 114 hours; rain 4.14 inches;
snow 7 inches. Beaver Lake—Rain 1.31
inches. Goldstream Lake—Rain 3.59
inches. Nanaimo—Rain 1.94 inches.
Rossland—Rain 1 inch; snow 8 inches;
much snow still in the woods and in the
mountains, Agassiz—Rain 2.30 inches;
sunshine 128 hours.
