¥oice “I am getting old, your worship, and
I could not survive imprisonment. I throw
myself on the mercy of the court, and if
you will allow me I will leave the country
immediately.” As soon as sentence had
been pronounced he grew calm and left the
box with a dogged, impassive look on his
face. He is evidently an experienced erook
who has operated in the old country and
expected to reip a harvestin Canada.

Mrs. Miller was also placed in the |dock
‘#'ad sat with tears running down her|face.
She complained of sickness and was rve-
manded for a week. 1t is more than sus-
pected that she is more closely connected
with her husband’s crimes than has yet
appearcd. It has been discovered |that
she sold a silk jacket at a second-hdnd
shop in the city and the matter will be in-

muﬁawd.

William Bolton, the man who was in
company with Miller when he was ar-
rested, and who was also taken into cus-
tody, has been discharged, there being no
evidende against him.

Among the indictments charged against
Miller was that he broke into J. & J.
Lugsdin’s fur store in Toronto last January
and stole a sealskin sacque and two fur-
lined circulars valued at $600. One of tlie
1 in’s was in court and identified
his property, which; however, is only half
of what was stolen, Miller having had a
companion in the robbery, with whom he
shared. A number of the articles recovered
were proved to have been stolen from the
residence of Capt. and Mrs. McMaugh in
8t. Catharines on Sept. 23, 1883.

Miller confessed to the chief of police
that his réal name is John Farnell, and
that he is a native of Shropshire. He
®lso coufessed that he had an accomplice
here when he first began operations. This
man’s name, he sa d, was Oliver Simpson,
and he was a brother-in-law of his wife,
Two or three policeman say that they saw
Miller on the street about two weeks ago
with a man answering the description that
Miller gives of his wife’s brother-in-law.

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About Easter Monday.
For the first time in Canada, we believe,
Easter Monday is now a bank holiday.

This is under a statute passed last session.
The question has been raised here, whether
Easter Monday is legally a holiday in gov-
ernment offices—postoffice, customs and
excise. 'We quote a few words from the

statutes:

Section 10 of the act of 1867, cap. 3.,
respectin% the collection of the revenue,
reads as follows: ‘‘No day shall be kept
as a public holiday by the officers and per-
sons employed in the collection and man-
agement of the revenue except Christmas
day, New Year’s day and Good Friday in
every year, any day appointed by pro-
clamation of the governor for the purpose
of a general fast or a general thanksgiv-
ing, such days as are appointed for the
célebration of the birthday of her majesty
and her royal successors,and such other days
as may be from time to time appointed as
holidays by the governor in council.”

To which Dominion day has since been
added by 42 Vic., cap. 47 (1879).

The banking act of 1872 (35 Vic., cap. 8)
names the legal bank holidays for Ontario,

New Brunswick and Nova Scotia, with.

some additional holidays for Quebec, but
Easter Monday does not occur in either
list. The banking act of 1883 (44 Vic.,
cap. 20, section 10) adds Easter Monday
for the whole ot the dominion. But these
sections apply to banks only, and to them
only as far as bills of exchange and prom-
issory notes are concerned.

It appears to have got .into the public
mind that as Easter Monday has by the
banking act of last session been made a
public holiday as far as bills of exchange
and promissary notes are concerned, it

must, therefore, be a public holiday in the

post office, customs and excise. But, un-
less specific orders from Ottawa otherwise
direct, it will be found that this is not the
cage. :

In other words, the quays of Antwerp
are an immense warehouse, where all the
work of unloading, assocting and trans-
porting goods is done scientifically, me-
chanically and at a minimum cost. With
such a mode of handling business is it a
wonder that this old, apparently dying,
city has sprung to life again and distanced
all its rivals.

There is.a good deal of misunderstand-
ing about Easter Monday. It is not a

banking act the day is a dies nou, but no
such provision is made in the customs’ act.
Monday next, then, is merely a legal holi-
day so far as the banks are concerned.

Thursday of next week appears to be
the day fixed for the prorogation of parlia-
ment.

The gamblers who have officeg and the
gamblers who deal through 1em, en-
trenched: in respectable environments,
gamble with a recklessness which is not
surpassed at Monte Carlo or Monaca.

The eye of justice, quick to detect the
crude practices of card sharpers, grows
cloude(f1 and sightless in the face of this
evil. Their environments are so respect-
able, and their operations so apparently
genuine, that few people recognize their
true character. Their advertisements and
explanations find consideration with the
best men of the country, and the spirit of
gambling, which naturally slumbers in the
human heart, is frequently aroused.

Many families—families which are the
the pillars of county, and town and city,
—are financially weakened or ruincd every
year by dealing through these gamblers,
not to mention the injury sustained by
them morally. It behooves all honest and
true men to keep the character of these
stock brokers clearly and distinctly in
view, and to do their best to spread their
knowledge and educate public opinion.

It istrue there is a duty of
50c. per bbl. upon imported flour, but this
has been in a measure offset by the unpre-
cedentedly low freights from points of
shipment. 1In fact dealers in Canadian
flour have frequently complained of late
that sellers of American brands have
been underselling them. Even Canadian
flour is much lower than it has been, al-
though it has not declined in proportion to
the heavy drop in wheat. It isno wonder
the great bulk of consumers are beginning
to manifest discontent at the high prices
they are charged for the primary staple of
food.  Bread was selling in Montreal to-
day at 20c. to 22c. a large loaf (8 1bs.),
while we are informed that the same-sized
loaf and of equal quality brings only 14c.
in Glasgow. As our bakers are ever on
tke alert to clap on the cents when wheat
and flour are advancing, they must pardon
this gentle reminder of what- their duty is
on the down turn.

In Toronto at
this \\ moment if an extreme measure
of rohibition were  passed it
could not- be executed ; even the Crooks
act has resulted in the multiplication of
illisit grog-shops. The other amendment
is conducive to the real object of the tem-
perance movement if, as may be presumed,
that object is not ascetic but sanitary and
moral. People deceive themselves if they
think that because they are virtuous the
world in general will consent that there
shall be no more cakes and ale. " A glass of

and they are anxious that the French

M’{R:cmhmqf a Canadiawn Pioneer.
We clip the following extracts irom Mr.
Samuel Thompson’s book, which has al-

' ready been reviewed in our columns:

THE FIRST ALARM—XNoOV. 4, 1837.
In November, 1837, I had travelled to |
Toronto for the purpose of seeking perma-

nent employment in the city, and meant to

teturn in the first week of December, to
spend my last Christmas in the woods.
But the fates and William Lyon Macken-
zie had decided otherwise. 1 was staying
for a few days with my friend Jos. Heughen,
the London hair-dresser mentioned as a fel-
low-passenger on board the Asia, whose
name must be familiar to most Toronto
citizens of that day. His shop was
near Ridout’s hardware store, on King
street, at the corner of Yonge street. On
Sunday, the 3d, we heard that armed men
were assembling at the Holland landing

and Newmarket to attack the city, and
that lists of houses to be burned lgr them
werein the hands of their leaders ; that
Samuel Lount, blacksmith, had been man-
ufaeturing pikes at the Landing for their
use 3 thap two or three persons. had been
wa.rixed by friends in the secret to sell their
houses, or to leave the city, or to look for
startling changes of some sort, Then it
was known that a quantity of arms and a
couple of cannon were being brought from
the garrison, and stored in the coverzd way
under the old city hall Every idle report
was' eagerly caught up, and magni-
fied a iundred-fo d. But the -bur-
then of all invariably was an ex-
pected_invasion by the Yaukees to drive
all_loyalists from Canada. In this way ru-
mour followed rumour, all business ceased,
and everybedy listened anxiously for the
next alarm. At lengthit came in earnest. At
11 o’clock on Monday night, December 4,
every bell in the city was set ringing, oc-
casional gun-shots were fired, b{ accident
as it turned out, but none the less start-
ling to; neryous people; a confused mur-
mur arose in the streets, becoming louder
every minute; presently the sound of a
horse’s hoofs was heard, echoing loudly
along Yonge street. With others I huiried
out, and found at Ridout’s corner a horse-
man, who proved to be Alderman John
Powell, who told his breathless listeners
how he had been stopped beyond the
¥ street tollgate, two miles out, by
Mackenzie and Anderson at the head of a
number of rebels in arms; how he had shot
Anderson and mi Mackenzie; how he
had dodged behind a log when pursued,
and had finally got into town by the Col-
lege avenue,
A SLEEPLESS NIGHT.

There was but little sleep in Toronto
that night, and next day everything was
uproar and excitement, heightened by the
news that Col. Moodie of Richmond Hill,
a retired officer of the army, who was de-
termined to force his way through the
armed bodies of rebels to bring tidings
of the rising to the overnment
in Toronto, had been shot down
and inhumanly left to bleed to death at
Montgomery’s tavern. The flames and
smoke from Dr. Horne’s house at Rosedale
were vigible all over the city; it had been
fired in the presence of Mackenzie in per-
son, in retaliation, it was said, for the re-
fusal of discount by the bank of Upper
Canada, of which %r. Horne was teller.
The ruins of the still burning building
were visited by hundreds of citizens, an
added greatly to the excitement and exas-
peration of the hour. By and by it became
known that Mr. Robert Baldwin and Dr.
John Rolph had been sent, witha flag of
truce, to learn the wants of the insurgents.
Many citizens accompanied the party
at a little distance. A flag of truce
was in itself a delightful novelty,
and the street urchins’ cheered

est
were waiting outside Mackenzie, Lount,
Gibson, Fletcher and other leaders, with
a couple of hundred of their men. In

of inquiry as to what was wanted, the
answer was, ‘“Independence, and a con-
vention to arrange details,” which rather
dompendious demand being reported to
Sir Francis, was at once rejected. So
there was nothing for it but to fight.

men to advance on the city that evening;
but as most of his followers had been led
to expect that there wounld be no resistance

After this the insurgents lost all confidence,

A farmer living by the roadside told
me at the time that while a detachment of
rebels were marching southwards down
the hill, since known as Mount Pleasant,
they saw a wagon load of cordwood stand-
ing on the opposite rise, and supposing it
to be a piece of artillery loaded to the
muzzle with grape or canister, these brave
warriors leaped the fences right and left
like squirrels, and could by no effort ofe
their officers be induced again to advance.

By this time the principal buildings in
the city--the city hall, Upper Canada
bank, the parliament buildings, Osgoode
hall, government house, the Canada com-
pany’s office, and many private dwellings
and shops, were put in a state of defence
