Hew John Warden Met His Death in an
East End Hotel,

A% 10,30 yesterday morning John
Warden, aged 28, who was employed as &
salesmanby & Co. of Front streeg
died a$ his residence, 170 Berkeley street,
under 0es whichled to police in-
vestigation followed by an arrest. From
what could be learned of the affair
it seems George Burden, _ the
deceased, and  his brother, Peter
Warden, were drinking together
on Monday evening last. Among the
places visited was the hotel ‘of J. C, Gib-
son, at King and Berkeley streets, Here
several games of pool were played and
considerable liguor drank. The men left
tke saloon without paying for some of the
games. Outside they got ashamed and
returned to the saloon, Gibson asked
John Warden to settle, The latter said
he was not ‘‘stuck” and would pay for
nothing. Itis said-that Gibson then re-
marked : “Well, then, youlll not get out
of this room until you do.” The men
clenched and fought,but it isnotnow known
who struck the first blow or how many
was struck, John Warden left the room
after the fight pretty well bruised up about
the head, When he reached home his wife
had o undress him.
became uncenscious, and remained in that
state until he died yesterday morning.
Warden vomited a great deal before he
died, His body had several bruises on it.
The police did not hear of the affair until
yesterday at 2 p.m, Detective Cuddy was
entrusted with a warrant for Gibson's
arrest and he was locked up in the Wilton
avenge policestation, Coroner Duncan will
hold an inquest at ehe corner of Parliament
and King street this evening at 8 o’clock.
A post mortem examination of the remains
will be made,

Some months ago a row started in this
same hotel and was continued outside. A
man named McLaughlin was foliowed up
Berkeley street, and while opposite his
door ‘was set upon and beaten unmercifully.
Gibson' was severely fined in the police
court for attempting to get the roughs out
of the way of the police,

- Upon
the feet are a pair of low cut patent leather
slippers, Gold studs are fixed in the shirt
front and plain gold buttons in the cuffs,
When the remains had been finally attired
and placed within the casket, the double-
breasted Prince Albert coat waa buttoned
closely from top to bottom. The right
hand twas folded across the breest
and the left was easily disposed
by the side. Col. Fred, rant
piaced upon the third finger a plain gold
ring, and & small packet of momentos in
the breast pocket of the coat. This even-
