necessity of teaching boys some trade and,

making them thoroughly conversant with
it.

The flood of men who are wandering
anxiously about the streets of all great
cities, seeking, with weary hearts ;employ~-
ment which will provide for themselves
and families even a meagre support, con-
tains surprisingly few mechanics, or men
who have been trained up to any regular
trade requiring skill and practice, It is
made up mainly of men who in their youth
were ‘ smart” young men, who thought
they knew too much to tie themselves
down to the drudgery and unpleasantuess
of any shop. There would be ‘‘gentle-
men” wear good clothesand don a clean
shirt every day, and follow some light
« genteel” employment, which they could
follow without scrious effects upon their
clothes or hands.

Those men have drifted around, clerked
in a dry goods store at a small salary, run
a cigar-stand, perhaps did some indifferent-
ly good book-keeping, copied papers, or
done any or all of the one thousand and
one things involving but little manual la-
bor, brains or experience, which are pos-
sible in our complex system of life. As
long as times were flush they syoceeded
tolerably well in satisfying their littie am-
bitions. They wWore tolerably good clothes
and seemed passably ‘‘genteel”. But the.
moment stringency began to make itself
felt they were the first to suffer. Employ-
ers turned them off relentlessly and retain-
ed skillful men tothe last. g

The reason was obvious. A trained man
is an acquisition to any establishment and
if dropped there isno certainty about re-
placing them. But the crop of these men
who are simply «generally useful”’ is a
never failing one, and a man can go out
into the street and pick up a hundred of
them in an hour’s time, each of whom will
know about as much, be able to do about
the same things, have the same genecral
low standard of uscfulness as the other,
An advertisement in any leading daily
newspaper in the United States for “aman
for light, respectable employment,” would
bring a thousand applicants in twenty-
four hours the majority of which would
state that ¢ wages would not be so much
of an objectas steady employment.”

But no such response would be made for
an advertisement for bricklayers or car—
penters, or stone masons. No thousand of
men clamorous to work at any price,would
come trooping up in answer to an adver—
tisement for blacksmiths, plumbers, paint-

ers, tinners or mecharics generallys Trade
"

ness find ne difficulty in sccuring steady
employment.

Men who have been watchmen, policé—
men, bar-keepers, conductors on street
railways, passengers, collectors, clerks,
copyists, and all that miscellancous crowd,
throng to our lumber-yards, and similar
places and offer to work carrying lumber
or any other ordinary labor at from seventy
cents to a dollar a day. But there are few
if any, mechanics in this crowd, and if
those who claim to be such are cxamined
it will be found that their mechanical ekill
is of the most ordinary kind.

Ts is the fate which overtakes those
who at the outsct of life scorned to bind
themselves down fo the unpleasant lot of
an apprentice. They go to the railroad to
beg employment in any capacity and they
find there in trusted positions, at fine sala-
ries as conductors, engineers, master me-
chanics, etc., the men who a few years ago
they looked down upon as greasy and dizr-
ty little Irish and German boys, who were
following ¢t low” and ungenteel’’ business.

The cloud of impending war, which
has been hovering over Europe for wore
than a year, seems less ominous than it
did a ('ew weeks ago; and there is &
probability that a convmiou of nation:
afities will be the means of restoring
tranquility to Europe, and thereby se-
éule the blessings of peace, and pre:
sexve the interests of the world s oivili-
gation,

" When Russia invaded Turkey, it was
ppofeqéedly with the object of relieving
Christians in thé Ottoman Empire from
;the oppression and systematic perseou:
tion of Mahometan fanaticism. = All de:
sire of conquest was disavowed. 1If the
‘Court of St. Petersburg was to be be:
lieved, the Cossack brigades of soldiery
were Sent across the Danube on a mis:
sion’of mercy and peace rather than
with a desire for the acquisition of ter.
rxlory—-the eulnr;,ement of the Musco-
Vite Emplre The traditional policy of
ussia, however, as indicated by her
'imst, history, was such that Great Bri-
imn, ever watchful of what is transpir.
mg around her, distrusted the disinter
esledness of the Czar’s designs in push-
mg forward an immense army in the
direction of Constantinople. It was
apprehended by ‘far-secing British
Statesmen that Russia, meanwhile, was
more intent upon making the Mediter-
ranean her southern boundary than
upon redressing the wrongsiof suffering
Christians. Of course the stern protest
of Great Britain against the 'invasion of
Turkey upon such a pretext, could not
be wholly ignored, or lightly disregard-
ed by the Czar. He knew that Old
‘England’s opposition to his ambitious
designs would be fatal to the contem:
‘plated ‘success of his undertaking. In
the meantime, the assumed indifference
of Germany, nnd the timid policy of
‘Austria forced Great Britain té the con-
clusion that she would have to stand
'nlone in checkmating the Czar in the
nggreasne game he was playing; and
forththh preparation for a conflict with
Russia has been going forward on a
large and comprehensive scale for seve-
ral months. The treaty of Stefano has
rather stimulated than abated the ac!
tivity and energy of Great Britain in
preparing for the worst. Iler military
and naval forces,in a bnef‘bpace of time,
‘have been marvellouhly augmented,
Superadded to these demonstrations of
her determination to curb the Czar in
}us deéngns of conquest, the historical
prestjge of her valor, on both sea and
land, has impressed other European
Powers that they, too, could not look
on with supine indifference, and remain
'mere spectators in a struggle, that
‘would, for weal or for woe, have a dis-
turbmg influence upon the whole sister-
hood of nationalities between the Baltic
and the Mediterranean—between the
Ural mountairs and the western shores
of Europe. Statesmen everywhere have
‘gradually awakened to the fact that the
‘apprehended war Letween Great Bri:
‘tain and Russia could bé' ‘no ordinary
encounter—no mere child’s play of as
Tittle consequence to the world as is a
‘trial for strength and skill between two
mere pugilists in a prize ring. If there
was to be a hand to hand fight between
the great Empires of whom we are
speaking, its effects must be felt all
over the civilized world.

These momentous considerations
have forced upon the great European
"Powers, not only the desirableness, but
also the necessity, 'of a continéntal Con-
'Fress to adjust the difficulties and com-
‘plications of interests which at present
“subsist, and Which would be multiplied
‘in the event of the apprehended war.
Statesmen and philanthropists every
‘where feel that something must be done
"to avert it if possible. Diplomacy and
'{legotiation must intérpose, to secure
fpekce, and preserve the 'weaker powers
from the oppressive interference and
arbitary dictation of the stronger. The
‘soil of Do 'nationality, however weak,
‘should be profaned by unprovoked in-
‘vasion. At the contemplated Congress
‘neither the reverses of Turkey in the
‘late war, nor the Victories obtained by
Russia over her weaker foe, nor the
strategic treaty of Stefano should be
'suffered to militate against an equitable
‘adjustment of all the difficulties, claims
and controversies that may be legiti-

“mately considered and ultimately set:
’tled by the menibers of European Con
"gress.
“ "There is one point that must be seri
ously and solemnly impressed upon the
‘disciples of Mahomet in the Ottoman
‘Empire; and that is, that Christians
must not be persecuted within its bor-
ders!” "The spirit of the ¢ False Pro:
phet’s” creed is intense hatred to_ all
who do not ackunowledge his assumed
divinity. "Christians especially are the
objects of Musselman hate. For :cen:
turies the Crescesit has been arrayed
against the Cross ; and, in nutherous in-
“stanceés;the follower sof Christ have been
massacred without mercy by 'Mahome-
tan fanatjgs. The Christianity of ' Eu-
‘ropg and the advancing civilization of
"the nineteenth century forbid the con:

tinuance of suich fanaticism and bloody
barbarities.

APPALLING BHIPWRECKS.
A STORM IN THE BAY OF BISCAY DROWNS
320 FISHERMEN——40 WIDOWS AND
* 200 'ORPHANS IN ONB BMALL
VILLAGE.

A correspondent of the London Daily
News, writes the following {rpm Madnd
April 23 ;—

“ A terrible disaster gocnrred in the Bay
of Biscay last Saturday. It was Holy week
and for several days the boats had nbt' left
their ports. ‘The nets had been hung out
to dry, and the men loitered about’on the
quaint processions of Good Friday. The
weather had been very fine during the
earlier part of the week, and gn BSaturday

the sun rose gloriously on & quiet sea. Ac-
cordingly, befure eight o’clock the sails of
the fishcrman of Biscay studded the hori-
zon. The sea rose very fast,and the waves
increased on -the sands, Gulls and other
birds began to sweep along the surface of
the water with their peculiar cry. The sky
grew overcast rapidly, and then the fierce
“noroeste,” the northwester of Basque
ballads, began to howl, and rage in a man-
ner which made the bravest hearts quake.
People gathered an the piers and on the
rocks to gaze at the npprouchmg squall,

which came on with hail, rain and sleet,

hiding the sea from view and driving allto
their homes.

When the squall was over crowds of wo-
men and children flocked around the dis-
mayed authorities and despairingly com-
plained of the post captain having allowed
the boats to leave. In vain did the offi-
cials protest that they had no recason to
sappose that the beautiful morning would
end in a squall. In vain did they say that
they had no power to prevent the men go-
ing on their expedition. Heart-rending
cries were heard, and still no news came,
until it was reported that three shipwreck-
ed boys had been found. Then planks and
baskety came in, and larger vesscls which
had weathered the storm brought in the
dismal tale. 'The evening waned, and a
fuw boats came in,only to increase the
agony of the bereaved with certain  details
of the destruction of their comnades. San-
tander had lost seven large boats and five
smaller ones, with 67 men and leds. Oth-
er places in the same Province had during
the night reported about 25 boats lost,with
crews varying from four to eleven hands.
Biscay, however, has suffered most, and
the excitement in Bilboa was intense on
Sunday, as telegram after telegram came
in from the alcaldes on the coast. Off
Cape Machichaco, well known to all ves-
sels entering the Bilbao river, the squall
had been most violent. Elenchovi, with
3000 inhabitants, lost 59 men and 8 boats ;
Lequitio, Deva, Omtorroa, and Plencia,
each lost 3 smacks. At the head of the
casualty list stands Bermeo, the pictures-
que and lovely little town situated near the
cape ; 106 of its fishermen perjshed in 15
boats. The alcalde of the place telegraphs
that the misery and grief of the wretched
families are terrible. More than 40 widows
and 200 children, in a town of 1,800 in-
habitants, are mourning this great calami-
ty. Details have not yet been received
from Austurias and the Galican coast. The
official telegrams report a total loss up to
yesterday of 320 men and boys in about 90
boats of differcnt sizes.

The local authorities have taken steps
to relieve the widows and orphans, and
tor that purpose subscriptions have been
raised in Bilbao, Santander, and Madrid.
For the most pressing requirements the
Government telegraphed to place 5,000
pesetas, about £200, a the disposal of the
government of Cilbao and Santander. The
Basques residing in Madrid have formed a
committee to receive subscriptions and for-
warded the same to the Provincial authori-
ties. Little wreckage has been cast ashore
by the sea, and no trace is left of the fish-
ing flect at Biscay.

ANOTHER REVOLUTION.

SBANTE FE THE SCENE OF A ‘' CONCILIATION-
IST’ REVOLT — DESPERATE FIGHTING—
COWARDICE OF THE GOVERNOR.

A La Plata despatch to the New York
Herald, dated 20th April, says :—

it The long talked-of revolt of the ¢ con-
ciliationists” against Governor Orlando
was begun on Sunday, the 14th of April at
Sante Fe, the capital of the Argentine pro-
vince of that name. Orlando bad received
warning that the hour of 11 p. m., had
been fixed for the outbreak, and his sol.
diery were on the alert in the barracks. In

fact, at that hour, a number of rockets and

fircballs were seen to ascend, and almost
immediately bodies of horstcmen dashed
into the great square shouting for ¢‘Crespo
and conciliation,” occupied it,and made a
furious attack upon the barracks. Orlando,
Bayo and Lagula, were at the house of the
first, but when they heard the row rushed
from the house and crept down a back
street to the church, whose iron door be-
ing openced to them by a priest,they quick-
ly clambered yp the stairs and took refuge
behind the parapet of the azotea, where, in
much trepidation they awaited the result
of the fight. The rebels were armed with
revolvers and poniards, but the soldicry
had Remingtons, and, although the assaunlt
on the barracks was made with great dar-
ing and pertinacity, the discharges of the
breech-loaders were too rapid and severe,
and after having several killed and & num-
ber wounded, the assailants gave way and
abandoned the attempt. Meantime, how-
ever, another party burst open the house
of Father Zavallo, brother-in-law of Orlan-
do, in search of the latter, and other par-
ties spread over the town in quest of other
obnoxious persons. At last the soldiery
sallied out from their defences, to attempt
the recapture of the square and streets. As
they debouched into the streets a most
gallant charge wgs made on them by young
Ituraspe, at the head of a squadron of
young men, and a desperate but short
struggle, ensued, in which the soldiery
lost 7 killed and the youths about twice as
many, for, as before, the Remingtons won
the odds, and Tturrespe,shot throngh both
legs, was saved only by the devotion of his
followers, who bore him off helpless from
the strife. All over the city fighting went
on throughoyt the night and the next day,
both in the streets and qn the house tops,
but gradually and surely the fire of the
‘RBemingtons drove the tebels from their

positigns, and finally, after 55 bours strug- |.

gling, they fled from the town, leaving
21 killed and 48 wounded behind, As for
the party that had cntered Father Zaval-
lo’s house, the déprs were shut on- them
and all were captured. 'When all the dan-
ger was over, Governor Orlando left the
friendly shelter of the church roof para-
pet and took the command. All the in-
surgent ‘dead were carried off and buried
in a ditch without his being moved by the
tears and supplications of the families to
allow an examination of them in order to
se¢ who had fallen. Up to this date the
Governor’s forces have held Santa Fe and
Rosario, but in the country the insurgents
hold the supremacy, and Colonel Coronda
was forced to abandon the field and peti-
tion earnestly for reinforcements. Coron-
da was taken by the rebels after a fight, in
which the government garrison was defeat-
ed-outside and its commander killed. The
insurrection numbersiamong its support-
‘ers nearly all the besf:families of the pro.

EXPLOSION IN A TORPEDO
FACTORY.

A tremendous explosion lately took
place in the torpedo factory of the Rus-
sian Government at Otchkoff, near
Cronstadt, where several hundred men
were employed at the time. The work-
stiops, the naval laboratory, and the
store houses, containing in addition to
torpedoes an immense quantity of
pyroxiline, were blow to pieces and
scattered to great distances. The
concussion was felt for miles, and it
was thought the English had opened a
furious bombardment. The powder
was removed from the magazine before
the flames reached it. All houses
within a circumference of two miles
were more or less damaged. During
the following day peasants brought
fragments of the disaster from a dis-
tance of five miles,and steamers arrived
which had picked them up ten miles
out at sea. The cause of the explosion
was thought to have been spontageous
combustion. Twelve persons only
where killed.

Telegvaphic Rews,

EUROPE.

Loxpon, May 81. — The German {iron-
clad Grosser Kurfurst was sunk by colli-
sion with another iron-clad this morning
in the British Channel, near Dover. It is
feared that over four hundred lives were
lost.

LATER.

The Grosser Kusfurst collided with the
ironclad Koenig Wilhelm at 9.45 this morn-
ing three miles off Folkstone. The Gros-
ser Kurfurst sank almost immediately after
she struck. ‘Che steamer’s boilers explod-
ed as she went down. The weather was
bright and the sea calm, It is reported
from Dover that only eighteen persons out
of the 400 aboard the Grosser Kurfurst were
saved. Boats went from the shore and
were sent from other vessels of the German
fleet to the assistance of the drowning peo-
ple, and it is to be hoped that far more
lives were saved.

A third despatch says three German iron-
clads passed Dover this morning for Ply-
mouth, thence to Gibraltar. When the
squadron was off Kudgate one of the iron-
clads was obseryed gradually heeling over
on her beam ends, and the men crowding
on the bulwarks. In about five minutes
she went down, her boilers blowing up as
she sank. Boats from the other ironclads
were launched and a number of Folkstone
fishing smacks near by, hurried to the
spot. It is hoped that many lives were
saved. The Folkstone lifeboat was launch-
ed but arrived too late. Beveral steamers
have gone to the scene from Dover. It is
believed the Koenig Wilhelm was also very
badly damaged.

Lonpox, May 31,—In an interview this
morning with Count Schouvaloff, he said
the probabilities of war had mostly vanish-
ed and Russia preferred peace to armed con-
flict. All the greater obstacles between
England and Russia were finally removed
s0 that the troubles may now be regarded
as near a peaceful settlement. He stated
that the terms of the agrcement were for-
warded to-night.

Invitations to the Congress,not the Con-
ference, will be issued ina few days.
Berlin is selected as the place where the
meeting will be beld.

Beruiy, June 2, — While the Emperor
was taking a drive at 2.30 o'clock this af-~
ternoon, some shots, apparently proceed-
ing from a house in Avenue Unter Den
Linden, were fired at him. The Emperor
was wounded in one arm and on one check
by duck and buckshots. The would-be as-
sasgin is Dr. Noblins, occupying apart-
ments at Unter Den Linden. When his
door was forced open he fired at the hotel
keeper and tried to commit suicide,but was
secured. The Emperor’s personal atten-
dants jumped into the carriage and sup-
ported him until the caraiage reached the
palace. The Emperor was conveyed to
bed and several grains of shot were ex-
tracted, causing great loss of blood. The
Empcror suffered great pain, but never
lost consciousness. At 7 o'clock this

Viensa,June 2.—Count Andrassy hasin-
formed the Hungarian delegation that he
had received positive communication that
Congress would assemble on the eleventh
of June. The fact that Germany had is-
sued the invitations was a favorable sigu.

and England.

The Daily Telegraph correspondent at
Vienna says the Austrian Government.ac-
tually distrusts Russia, and this feeling is
| now shared by the court and cabinet, so
that Austria’s policy is no longer hamper-
ed by divided councils.

W asmiNgToN, May 28.—The Committee
on the Fishery Award say they would sug-
gest, in the event of the payment of the
award by the United States, that the ut-
most care and circumspection should be
employed to disabuse the minds of the Bri-
tish and Canadian people of any possible
impression that the United Btates or . Am-
erican people do, or even can, accept the
award of the Halifax Commission as a just
measure of the value of the inshore fisher-
ies in Canadian waters. Against such in-
ference, deduction, or conclusion or belief,
the Congress of the nation, Senators of the
States aud representalives of the House of
representatives and of the people respect-
fully, but firmly and decidedly protest ;
and they do not protest merely from the
sense of injustice that is done in the
award but also and especially because in
future negotiations with England regarding
trade and commerce between the United
States and the Dominion of Canada, the
Government of the United States will not
recognize the award of the Halifax Com-
mission as in any sense a just measure of
adjustment of the fisheries in question.

KEach
stepmer leaving Winnipeg carries large
consignments of wheat for Winnipeg.

8@ The Orangemen of Montreal have
renewed their determination to walk in
procession iin that city on the Twelfth of
July, It isto be hoped that the authori-
ties will usc all the means in their power
to preserve the peace ; and to enforce the
laws which have been passed for the pro-
tection of the well-disposed and pepceable,
and the suppression of riot and ‘timult.

OUR COAST DEFENCES,

Although little importance is attached
to the rumors of conteplated Fenian raids
and the intention of Russian cruisers to
swoop down upon the coasts of the Dom-
inion, it has been deemed well by the
Dominion Government to pay particular
attention to the means of defence at our
command. Four guns are being seat from
Halifax to St. John to be mounted on forts
there and four more to Yarmouth. Am-
munition is being sent to these places,and
lgo to Digby where guns are already in
position, A battery of artillery is being
enrolled at Yarmouth, and an instructor
will be furnished by the commanding offi-
cer of the garrison. Steps are being taken
to have an efficient.battery at Sydney. The
Dominion steamers Lady Head, Newfield,
and Glendon will be armed with rifled
guns, which, with ammunition, are being
Joaned by the naval authorities. The Im-
perial and Dominion authorities are co-
wperating in this work of defence. Should
any of those much talked-of Russian priva-
teers 1o ulit their apnearance our coast
they i varm reception, and as
for the regrar Ruseian fleet, Admiral Ing-
lefield will be able to puy proper attention
to them,

PRESENT CONDITION OF RUSSIAN
LITERATURE.

. » present time the Literature of
Russia is very largely of an ephemeral
nature. Journalism has given asuper-
ficial character to the literary cultiva-
tion of the people. The liberty accord-
ed to the press by the present Emperor
is more favorable to the dissemination
of general information than to the
generation of profound intellectual
creations. .The newspaper reigns su-

" preme in Russia: Literature bows be-
fore it, or is yoked toits car. The in-
tellectual cancer of Russia is eclecti-
cism. The new generation of writers
hasdrifted back to the old methods,
abandoning the purity and truth that

Pushkin instilled into the literature.

Withal there are poets who have shown

originality and keen sense of the beau-

tiful—Maikof, modelled on the Greek

school of Batuschkof; Fet, a disciple of

ll‘le;ne; Acsakof, a follower of Khomia-
or.

The most distinguished names among
the modern poets are those of Count
Tulstoi, dead but a few years; Rosen-
Licim, Plescteeief, satirists. Ostrovski
stands at the head of the Russian dra-
matists. Of contemporary novelists,
Ivan Tourguen«ff stand foremost. The
works of the elder Acsakof, a follower
ol Gogol, who died some twenty years
since, still keep their placcin the world
of letters. Prince Odojevski, Pavlof,
and Solohub are writers of successful
novels. Grigorovich is one of the most
national and representative of all the
novelists ; Goncharof, Pissemski,Potie-
kin TLeone Tolstoi, Saltykof, Melnikof,
Selivanof, are among the most promi-
nent novelists of the day.

The field of fiction is largely oceupi-
ed by women. Some of the most
truthful and artistic studies of Russian
life are found in novels published by
women known under the names of Cre-
stovski, Voeveek, Kokhanovskaia. In
no other country are the conditions of
literature so favorable to women as in
Russia. The Russian women possess
remarkable perspicacity and insight, a
keen sense of humour, exquisite tact,
the art of embellishment in action and
speech, a suavity of language that they
owe to the large part played by the
French tongue in their education, and
the atmosphere of social grace in which
they are trained. No women in the
world possess such advantages of ob:
servation and experience. They are
born diplomates, and are important
factors in the government of the em:
pire. At this moment the most *dan-
gerous €lement of socialism is found in
the women of Russia, as the novels of
Tourgueneff show us. This incendiary
element, this under current of the em:
pire, is at least the strongest safeguard
against the elegant electicism that
would benumb the intellect of polish-
ed, still _balf uncivilized, Bussia.. And
as this vebust revoluticnary force gains
in power and strength, it must bring
aboul a reactionary school 4f litera-
ture that will carry those who lare wit:
ness to its results back to' the youth-
ful power and beauty of Pushkin and
the martyrs of Siberia and the scatfold

ADRIFT FOR TWO WEEKS.
SEELETONS OF CANNIBAL-EATEN BSAILORS
FOUND IN A CAVE.

From the San Francisco Alta-California,
May 13.]

The barque Sonoma, Cap. H. M. New-
bery, from Liverpool, arrived yeserday
with the second mate and six of the
crew of the ship H. R. Hazeltine (lost in
February near Cape Horn),picked up in
the Staits of LeMaire. The rest of the
crew had been rescued previously,
though the fact was unknown to the
persons saved by the Sonoma. The
statment made by the master of the
Sonoma alludes to an appalling discov-
ery made by the rescued sailors of the
bodies of other shipwrecked mariners
who had perished in a cave, as below:

On Monday the I18th February they
were running with a good breeze about
eight knots an hour when they were
brought up with an awful shock on a
ledge. The bow was entirly stove in,
and all'hands took to the boats and
made for the land in sight, which prov-
to be Wollaston Island. After about a
week of searcling and waiting for their
companions, they started for Terra del
Fuego, about forty four miles south.
Here a camp was made and they rested
for the night ; what happened after-
wards is told in their own words,

Thursday,28th.—This forenon we rest-
ed a little and cooked mussels and in
afternoon we started rowing again.
Towards night I was thinking of looking
for a good ecamping place, and thought
I had found a very good one, although
above the beech on a hill there were
two huts, but they looked deserted,so |
ran the boat into the cave, and we com-
menced to baul her. I saw a large cave
at the head of the beach that looked
like a good shelter ; so 1 sent John—
or Johnson,* as [ culled him—aup into
it with the chronometer. Ile went up
and looked in, and came running baci,
with a very white face,and shouting out
—“Come away! come away! Mr. Herri-
man ; plenty men! plenty men!”’ I
thought at first he saw some natives
so I told the boys to have the boat all
ready to shove off, while ] had a look
into the cave. 1 thought it queer if he
had seen Indians that they did not come
out of the cave ; so | took my revolver
and looking in, and a more horrible
sight I can’t imagine. The cave wasa
very large one, and the walls as black
as possible — looked as though they
were blackened by fire. Right at the

men, lying flat on their backs, and side
by side. The {{esh was ¢ 2caying and
smelt awful. 1 could see 2 lot more

clothes of all sorts—boots and caps and
vilcloths, and about half a box of tobac-
co ; also the barrel of a ship’s compass
with the card gone—the box of the
compass looked bright, and the varnish
also—also a leaf of a mavtical almanac.
I wish I Lad pi 1it vy, a8 it might
[ have g2an.; bus I did not
think. I hurried as fasc as I could and
took all but the oilcloths and boots and
shoes, with the tobacco (about fifteen
pounds.) There was only part of a boat
lying on the beach, with some oars. We
took two oars with us. 1 should have
taken the rest of the clothing, but the
sméll was so sickening [ wanted to get
away as soon as possible. The oilcloths
and boots were very acceptable, as we
had none, and the least storm would
wet-us through. I took a pairof large
sea boots and a long oil coat, which
had probably belonged to the officer of
the boat, and felt much more comfort
able. I washed the coat as well as I
could, for it had a fearful gmell about it;
but in such times one can’t be too par-
ticular. Itis a mystery to me. The
bodies had been eaten by the natives,
else the bones would have some cloth-
ing on them ; but there was not a par-
ticle. But if the Indians killed and ate
them why did they not take the clothing
and tobacco ? I can’t understand it. |
think from the looks of the boats and
oars it must have been the crew of a
Dutch vessel. After such a sight as
this we did not feel much like stopping
there all night, and as it was too dark
to make another landing, we pulled
along the coast all night,and at daylight
on Friday, March 1st, sighted Staten
[sland where we arrived about 12.30,
where we found a natural supply
of eatables.

On Saturday we found the remains of
another camp of some more unfortu-
nates—either a whaler or a sealer—I
think, We found a cask of
blubber and a small one of clean and
pure oil. We used some of it in cook-
ing our mussels, and found it a great
improvement, also we found a large
iron pot like a trypot. The iron pot
was marked on the bottom*“Clark & Co.
No. 28,"'—the maker’'s name, 1 sup-
posed—and an old white lead pot that
was very good to make our stews in ; a
boat’s mast, a large box, a fender, a
block, and the ruins of their old hut. |
also picked up in the grass a round
piece of board, with a star in it, and
inside the star the letter “N" carved
on it—probably came off the stern of
the vessel—painter brown. ;

A good lookout was kept and sucess-
fully—for on Monduy, the 4th March,
about 2 p.m., a sail was sighted, and
immediately the boat was launclied and
pulled to the middle of the Strait and
laid to. She came up very fast and
did not observe us until reminded by
a pair of pants on the end of an oar.
She very soon came round and we all
got on board just two weeks from the
time the Huzelline sank,

STEAMING FOOD FOR STOCK.

The discussions which have taken
place in regard to the best method of,
preparing food for stock, and the prac-|
tice of soiling, steaming food, and cut-
ting fodder have undoubtedly had the
effect to lead to a general improvement
in the care and feeding of cattle. In
questions of this kind, as in most oth-
ers, the truth is most commonly found
in the middle course, and however ap-
plicable it may be to special cases it 1s
not universal. Though the opinions
of practical farmers ditfer as to the ad-
vantages of steaming food, for example,
it is surprising to find that so many
dairymen who are raising milk for sale
or either steaming their food systema-
tically, or doing what amounts to be
the same thing essentially, treating it
with hot water poured upon it in tubs
or feeding-boxes, which are covered
and allowed to stand till the materials
are completely softened. In this way
they induce an enormous flow of milk,
the quality of which depends chiefly
upon the ingredients which constitute
the mass subjected to this treatment.
Steaming food will undoubtedly pay in
a large milk dairy—that is, steaming or
its equivalent—but it will not pay as a
general rule, except where the object
is to produce a large quantity,with less
regard to quality. It has the advantage
of enabling the farmer to economize
many feeding substances, like corn-
stalks, coarse hay and straw, since it
softens and renders them easily digest
ible. But though it pays to cut and
steam such materials, the same can
bardly be said of good English hay.
That cooking food improves it is per-
fecly well known to most careful feed-
ers of stock. One bushel of dry corn,
for example, made five pounds ten
ounces of pork, while one bLushel of
boiled meal made sixteen to eighteen
pounds, thus showing the great advan-
tage of preparing food for fattening
stock s0 a8 to put it in perfectly di-
gestible form. System and regularity
in feeding are quite as important to
success as the condition in which
the food is given.

Curculio, on
stone-fruits generally, but on the plum
particularly, begins work as soon as
the fruit is set; jarring the tree, catch-
ing the insects on a cloth, and then
killing them, is the only remedy.
Plant  Lice often cover the young
shoots; strong soap suds or tobacco-
water will kill them ; on low trees the
branches may be bent down and dip-
ped; on others the liquid must be
freely applied by a syringe or garden
pump.— American Agricalturist.

Tixxep Ware.—Tinned ware which
speedily loses its brightness, should be
distrusted. It usually contains lead,
which is dissolved by very feeble acids,
and is very poisonous. Iodide of po-
tassium is the andidote.

Varnish used in the pottery decora-
tion should not be too thin. It will
give better satisfaction if it is applied
warm. It can be heated by placing
the jar containing it'into a larger one
filled with boiling water. By no means
set it on the fire.

Cueap RerriGERATORS.—A flower-pot
wrapped in a wet cloth and placed over
a butter plate will keep the contents of
the plate as hard and firm as if they
were set on ice; and milk will not
sour if the can containing it be wrap-
ped in wet cloth. -

A piece of lemon bound on a corn
will*relieve it-in a-day or so. It should
be removed night and morning. The
free use of lemon juice and. sugar will
always relieve a cough. A lemon eat-
en before breakfast every day for a
week or two will prevent the feeling of
lassitude peculiar to the approach of

spring.

Onions are useful in sickness. Cover
two quarts of white onions with soft
water; stew them to a jelly, strain
through.a cloth or fine. sieveweigh the
liguid and add an equal weight of dark
brown sugar—the commoner the bet-
ter—simmer all together until it 1s of
the: consistency of treacle.
