Ciarkfburg, N. J., Dcc. 8.—Near'y a '
whole family perished in the flames ;
that destroyed’ a dwelling ‘to-day. ;
Clayton Fowler, aged 42; his wife,
Margaret, aged 36; and three chil- |
dren, aged respectively 13 years, 20
years and six months, were overcome
by smoke and buraed to death.

The blaze started from a chimney and |
when the family awoke the lower part
of the house was in flames. The old-
est child, a boy, jumped from a win-|
dow and escaped: The hody of one of
the children was found in cellar of the
house, while the othcr bodies had fall-
en in different parts of the ruins from
the upper floor.

Nothing was seen of Fowler
or the other children.

Interesting Disclosare re Alaskan
Award.

Toronto, Dec. 7.—A Globe special
from Vancouver says it has been di
covereéd that the two small islands
outlying Wales and Pearse, which the
United States receives by the terms of
the Alaskan boundary award do not
after all command Port Simpson har-
bor. The despatch continues: Instead
of lying respectively two and three
miles distant, as stated in the/memor-
anda before the boundary commission
these islands of Sitkan and Kamma-
ghunut, according to surveyors wh
have just returned from Port Simp-
son and who are engaged in the rail-
way exploration work, are twenty and
thirty-five miles distant, and therefore
would not by any means command,
as previously announced, the new Pa
cific port. Tt is stated here that the
error of distance arose through a mis-
take in typing, the words in the mem-
oranda 20 and 30 being copied 2 and
3 miles. The despatch adds that Lord
Dundonald, the general commanding
the Canadian militia, wilk report as to
the value of Sitkan and Xannaghunut
as well as the strategic qualities from
the British standpoint of Port Simp-
son and all the other prospective ter-
minal sites for the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific,

Mr. Copp says that fish-
ing on the Nova Scotia coast will
have decreased this season over one
million dollars, and the sole cause he
attributes to the scracity of bait.
Fishermen look to herring for their
bait. The people of the United
States have erected vast canning in-
dustries on the Maine coast for the
purpose of preparing sardines. They
are not allowed to fish within three

s of the Canadian coast, but they
have, notwithstanding, been getting
the fish. They visit thé weirs on the
coast of Charlotte county in their
own vess:ls amd buy from our fisher-
men.

Herringof the size used in sardine
canning are non-productive. In order
for horring to multiply they must at

Purchase of Island of Miquelon
Urged.

Montreal, Dec. 4.—The Montreal
Board of Trade has decided to urge
upon the Canadian government the ad-
visability of the purchase of the Ts-
lands of Miquelon. The general im-
pression has gone abroad that the
French government is willing to dis-
pose of these islands in the Gulf of
St.Lawrence, and a short time ago
some anxiety was created by the re-
port that the Un ted States govern-
ment were negotiating for their pur-
chase. The Board of Trade considers
that were these islands to pass into
any other than British control, her
intevests would be jeopardized, cspec-
ially in the event of hostilities, and
have therefore decided to bring pres-
sure to bear upon the federal govern-
ment to urge the British crown to
purchase the islands, which practically
command the entrance to Canada’s
great waterways.

New Use for Skimmed Milk.

At the Hygienic Milk Supply exhibi-
tion, which was held lately at Ham-
burg, the Verinigten Gemmiwaren, Fa-
Lriken, of Hamburg and Vienna, exhi-

. bited & number of objects that seem-
ingly had nothing whatever to do
with the hygienic milk supply. There
w.re shown nicely ‘arranged glass
Loxes, comhs seemingly made uf horn,
cigar holders with amber colored
mouthpicecs, knives and forks with
handics similar in appearance to eb-
ony, ferrules for umbrellas and sticks
and ball¥; rings, chess figures, domi-
noes,, ete also a small table with in-
laid marble slab and finally & number
of thick slabs and staves with every
imaginable variation of marble colors,
but of considerably less weight than
re.l marble. These objects were made
-of ‘galalith’—i. e. milk stone.

The principal albumoid substance of
skimmed milk, the casien, is the raw
material out of which the new pro-
duct galalith i manufactured. More
than fifteen years ago was originated
to manufacturers various articles, like
buttons, handles, ornameotal plates
end colored pencils out of casein. An
advantage of the new product as com-
pared with celluloid is the fact that
it does not ignite soeasly and isen-
tirely odorless. Trials have .proven
than even when kept for weeks in wa-
ter it doos not dist3ad more than the
¥est quality of buffalo horn.

Some Hog History.

The modern pig is a direct descen-
dant of the ancient hog, but his ac-
quired characteristics are xo differert
that it hardly s.ems possible that
they are relatives The era of im-
provement kegan in ‘the eighteenth
century when English mariners brought
to that island specimens of the do-
mestiec swine from India, China and
Siam. In China he has been consicer-
cd’ tho only thing that could appcose
the wrath of ther deity, the dragon,
and they were hddd sacred, hept in the
home, petted, raised and trained with |
the most jealous care, sluubhiered and
onc-half of his flesh ofiered as a sacri-
rifc: to the gods, and the other half
feasted upqn by the sedate worship-
pers at the periodical so’called re-
ligious festivals.  The pig's tail fur-
nished their emblem and their cue
is Lraided in inditation of that ap-
pendage.  The grest improvement in
the FEnglich breeds were made by a
cross of this sacred animal, notably
thy Sufiolk, Essex, and Yorkshire, in
the Berkshire by the Siamese hog, an
animal difiering somewhat from the
sacted animal.

The characteristics of the old Eng-
lish. hog were coarse hair, large bone
end a slow maturing animal. The
sacred animal was covered with fine
hair, had smali bone and taticned
eas’ly and early. Tha descendants of
these extremes have fuciished ihe ma-
terial from which the American swine
breeders have made many of the so-
calle] new American breeds, as well
as improving the so-cailad  inglish
Lxeeds.

@Good Water means Good DBatter.

For some time past Prof. McKay
Mr. Larscn, of the Inwa Agricul-
fhiral Colloge; have been studying the
cfice's of pasieirized and un-pasteur-
jzed wash-water upcn the keeping qual
itica ol butter. The water used was
fcom tho deep college well and is con-
siderably purer than water used at an
average creamery and the result of
the oxperiments are all the more
pointed on this account. IL is also
evident that the very best of water
contains germs which injure the keep-
ing qual ties of butter. The result of
the experiments are thus summarized:
Water contains germs which cause
butter to deteriorate ‘in quality.

The:a germs can be removed or de
eir.yed in a practical and inexpensive
way by two processes, viz., pasteur-
izet'on and filiration. 5

Buttcr washed in pasteurized wash-
water will keep normal much longer
than the same butter washed in um-
pasteurized water.

Putter made from pasteurized eream
and washed in pasteurized water re-
tains. its normal flavor about twice
as long as butter made from unpas-
teurized *cream.

Unweshed butter made from - good
and weliripencd eream keeps as we'l,

same butter when washed in unpas-
teurized water.

Salt improves the keeping qualities
of butter.

It pays tc pasteurize the wash-wateg
as well as the cream. The cost of
pasteurization of milk and water
after pasteurizer has been
purchased 8 about .1 of a
cont per pound of butter. The amount
gained per pound of butter by pas-
teurization when the butter is alout
a menth old, is .8 of a cent, leaving
a profit of .7 of a cent per pound of
buttez.

Butter of medium firmnest loses
about 3 per cent. of moisture for ev-
ery revclution it §s worked in excess.

Trte Breeding of Sheep.

That there is room in Canada for
an immense devdopment of the sheep-
raising industry will readily be ad
milted. In this country we are almost
entirely free from the ravages of those
discases which interfere so seriously
with the profits of the sheep grower
in some other lands. Then, too, we
grow in abundance nearly all thd foods
best suited for feeding sheep. We have
excellent pastures in summer, and with
rape and turnips there is no lack of
suffcient food -for fall and winter.
Where clover hay and pea straw are
not available, some other suitable
roughage can usually be found. Oats
and bran are everywhere convenient
gra'n foods, while peas and beans may
al 0 be provided in many localities.
Unfortunately we have, too, in nearly
all parts of Canada an abundance of
wceds, which may partially be kept in
check by maintaining large flocks of
sheep. It is said that 85 per cent. of
our common weeds are readily eaten by
sheep, and consequently we find, as a
general rule, that a sheep farm is a
clean farm.

Sheep breeders, ¥ke all other live
st.ck growers, should start out with
some definite aim in view. In Canada
this will doubtless be the production
of mutton for the home and foreign
markets, with wool growing merely as
a side line. The breed chosen should
be one adaptcd to the purpose in view
as well as one for which the fermer
has a liking. In addition to this, it
must be a breed suited to the condi-
tions of soil and climate prevailing in
the locality. As a general rule the
heavier brecds do best on somewhat
low lying or level land, while the light-
¢r breeds prefer upland or ¢ven moun-
tainous country. These characteristics
are largely due to the nature of the
soil in the disirict where each breed
originated, as has been thown by Mr.
Primrose MecC 1l in his llent
work on Agricalbural Geology. If a
pure bred flock ;s tc be kept, the farm-
er should choose a vopular breed, or
one gaining in popularity, in order to
be reasonably sure of a demand for
his stock. Whether the flcck be pure-
bred or grade, a knowledge of the
anatomy of the sheep, and of the meth-
ods of treating common disordars of
sheep will prove of decided valuce to
the owner.

In staiting a flock; only healthy, ro-
bust ewes should be rvelected, and all
of them should be of the same type.
They should e mated with a first
c'ass ram ol similar type, und one of
the same breed as the ewe flock, wun-
lcss the farmer is crossing for some
s_e:al purposz and docs not intend
to retain the progemy for brecding.
Each year the ewes should be careful-
ly weeded out, only the best being re-
tained, too many Canadian farmers in
the past have followed exactly the op-

! pesits course, allowing huyers to pick

o.t the best specimens and vetaining
only tke cull females for hreeding. By
following the system of ewlling close-
ly, a hizh de'r\'ee of unfiormity wili be
establ »hcd in tf;a flock. Kvery farmer
knows that the presence of a few culls
in a lot of animals always proves an
obstacle to a sale nt a remuncrative
price; thercfore great pains should be
taken to have the flock of uniformly
good quality.

Good, comfortable, roowmy sheds o1
stabling for the ¢old and stermy
wiather aro necessary. These need not
Le expersive, but should he well verti-
lated, free from drafts, aand situated
on dry ground. A large. open yard,
apart from thai occupied lay other an-
imals, should be attached their
houses in every case, to - allow exer-
cise. Too much confinement in over-
warm, illy-ventilated or drafty sta-
bles, is fatal to success with sheep.
On the other hand, comfortable quar-
ters, regular and liberal feeding, plen-
ty of pure water and a sufficiency of
salt will go far to ensure their suc-
cessful wintering and a strong ecrop
of lambs in the spring. Very careful
attention must ba given at lambing
time, but at other seasons compara-
tive'y littls time nmeed be spent in
Looking after the flock. Indeed, sheep
10 quireless costly buildings and equip--
ment, and less labor in caring for
them than aloiost ‘any other class of
live stock.

Unfortunatc ly there are two causes
which tend 1o demoralize the sheep
raising ind'istry in Canada, viz., the
wholesal: ridulteration of
of imported woolen goods, and the
ravag.s of dogs and wolves. The for-
mer r:nders wool-growing unprofitable
and the latter prevents the farmer
from growing: mutton sheep in local-
it'es which ar: otherwise suited tc the
business. That legislation is nceded
to proteet. the sheep hreeder from these
evils can =carcely be doubted.

CARE OF SILVER,

Silver in winter requires special at-

tention. Gag from coal fires as from

burncrs tarnishes and discolors. The
sulphur from India rfubber is also
inimical to silver, so that the ring
around the neck of a fruit jar will in
a few hours turn a spoon black. Sil-
ver not in every-day use should be
kept in cases made of Canton flannel
or chamois skin. The latter, hecause
more impervious to mofsture, is best.
The case may be long and narrow,
with a strip of silk or ribbon down
down the centre, and loops into which
the spoons and knives are to be slip-
ped. This open case can be covered
with any suitable material. It is to
be folded when the articles are in it
and kept in a drawer or separate
case,together with a piece of camphor
gum, which helps to keep silver from
tarnishing. Large pieces of silver re-
quiire separate bags made to fit, and
forks need a separate receptacle. When
from neglect plate has grown much
spotted, vigorous measures are se-
quired. In that case take one spoon-
ful of ammonia to sixteen of vinegar,
rub over the stains rapidly and
once plunge into hot soapsuds.
