Lot mie very brieliy mention whiat I
liave found to bo the difl*erenice betwcn
the twvo exporiencos. 11u the fori-er cx-
perienco I was frequonitly colnsciouis of
con(lelnhl-ation, because I kncw!% I hlad been
displeasing God, îny best friend.
