CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIO.

The most important feature inthe trade
this week is the decision of the General
Board of Appraisers of the United States
in the now celebrated dressed lumber
case. On Wednesday last they gave their
decision, which is as follows: “Frank
Dudley vs. Collector at Burlington, Vt.—
Sawed boards or plank, planed on one or
both sides and on the edges, and grooved
or tungued or and grooved. Fol-
lowing G. A. 3131, the claiim that the
merchandise is exempet from duty under
paragraph 676 was overruled.” This is
brief but signicfiant.  Itsimply meansthat
Canada can send rough lumber, or boards
planed on the surface into the United
States free of duty, but if those boards
are planed on the cdge they become
manufactures of wood, and have to pay
25 percent. This is quite a blow to Ca-
nadian shippers and United States im-
porters, and if not reversed on appeal,
which will doubtless be taken to the
courts, will necessitate a change in much
of the machinery in our planing mills, as
thedressingon both sides and edgesisdone
at one operation. It seems to be a small
business to draw such fine distinctions.
Asto the generalcondition oftrade opinions
differ. One Torunto firm states their
business has been better than for ycars,
while others do not see much improve-
ment.  Of one thing we may be assured,
there is more enquiry, and if sales and
prices are no better among the trade gen-
erally, there is a better outlook ahead.
The same firm have been shipping inch
stuff, sidings and other thin stuff to Eng-
land in place of deals, which latter, at one
time, was the only kind of sawed goods
going to England, but now London will
take boards, and it is likely other markets
will open up. The demand is, however,
for wide stuff, say 7 inches and up, and it
will not do to ship mill run to Great
Britain.  Birch, maple and ash, are in de-
mand. Lath and shingles are very dull,

QUEBKC AND NEW BRUNSWICK.

The drought and fine weather still con-
tinuc in the cast. The former interferes
with the saw mills, the latter keeps up the
demand for building material.  Still prices
are not up to what they ought to be. The
cheapness of supplies is, however, in the
lumberman'’s favour. But ihere is, in
same cases, difficulty in getuny them in,
where, for instance, they have to be taken
up stream in flat boats. As things are,
spruce is in good demand, and our lum-
bermen are doing fairly well, though a
hardening in prices would be welcomed.

BRITIS# COLUMBIA.

Trade is decidedly looking up in Rritish
Columbia. Summarized the condi.on
may be stated as follows : Wholesale,
business his been improving since July;
money is easier ; the long credit system is
a thing of the past ; traders are branching
out in every legitimate way. Retail, busi-
nessis much better than lust year ; the
weak men are weeded out ; cash sales are
increasing ; money is easier.  Miming
promises to be carried on with renewed
activity. Customs and inland revenues
receipts and C. P, R. revenue from both
freight and passengers, show an increase.
Even if the South African bubble burst ic
is expected Bntish Columbia will not be
seriously affected. The lumber trade
feels, of course, the benefit of this im-
proved state of affairs. Theexporttradeis
brisk. One vessel has completed hercar-
go and left. Business for the future is
promising.

UNITED STATES.

Throughout the United States the lum-
ber trade the past week has been fairly
active. Dealers do not complain so much
of the amount of business they are doing
as of prices which having been low fora
long time, do not, with an increase in the
volume of trade, and a more confident
feeling, show any decided inclination to
advance. The business of October has
been larger than that for September, a
greater quantity having been distributed
from wholesale points and entered into
consumption. Yards are not over stocked
and orders have been as a rule quick for de-
livery. Ths is specially true of white and
yellow pine, and also of some of the hard-
woods, particularly oak, thelatter of which
scems to be always in demand for inside
finish and furniture.  There is also a good
demand for car timber, the railways feel-
ing encouraged to build new cars, both
for present and prospective require-
ments.  The movement of lumber on the
great lakes is practically over for the sea-
son, though there are of course some car-
goes yet to go forward. At Buffalostocks
are esimated at from 10 10 15 per cent.
Iess than atthis nme last year. The bet-
ter grades of lnmberarescarce, and thyswill
hold truc as to othet pownts as well. Coarse
stocks are well filled up and prices are
low. No great movement eastward is ex-
pected this fall.  Trade at Tonawanda is
hardly satisfactory. Stocks are hght, but
sufficient for present requirements. At
Duluth and Superior the milis have sawed
probahly 30 per cept. less than last sca-
son, and 50 perv cent. of the cut 1s yet on
the docks, though shipping by water has
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practically ceased for the season. A grod
rail trade is, however, anticipated. In *he
South business is satisfactory. Northern
capital is finding its way there. Fromthe
Pacific coast comes a report of good de-
mand but unsatisfactorv prices. In the
east there is considerable irregularity in
the reports.  White pine of best grades is
wanted and brings a fiir price, but the
inferior grades are in fullest supply and
are not wanted. Spruce is in good de-
mand and holding firm. Logging oper-
ations, especially in pine and spruce, will
be restricted the coming winter, which
means a strengthening in prices in the
spring, a satisfactory outlook for those
who are carrying over large stocks. In
hardwood, business holds its own, witha
leaning towards improvement. Tliere is
no marked change to note in prices.
FOREIGN,

The lumber situation in the United
Kingdown remains much as 1t was at our
last report. Arrivals have been on a
moderate scale and prices have been very
firm, with the prospect of an advance.
There was no auction sale in London dur-
ing the week, which dealeis looked upon
as arelief, as they huve sufficient stocks
to meet the present demands. Owing to
the long continued fine weather building
operations have heen commenced later
than usual, and the autumn decline in
the volume of business has not made it-
self felt to such an extent us in ordinary
seasons. The drafts fiom yards and
docks has gone on without dimination,
Foreign goods are arriving in good con-
dition and there is a fair business being
done ex ship. Goods can be obtained
cheaper from the yard than from the sale
room, and it is thought a rise in auction
values was the result of a rally on the part
of wholesalers, rather than from an m-
crease of consumption. Trade looks
healthy and there is every prospect of an
early and permanent inciease in prices.
An auction sale of Swedish and Norwe-
gian boards, Pensacola pitch pine, Indian
scantlings and flooring, deals, pine and
spruce from baltic ports and mahogany,
wasannounced, at which it was anticipated
competition would bebrisk. The demand
in South Africa for all classes of timber
continues strong.

STOCKS AND PRICES.

Lumber in Port Heven is on the move
and dealers are looking {or better times.

W. L. Murney & Co., Sarnia, Ont.,
have put in 9oo,000 feet of logs, and will
cut them this fall,

Mr. W, Cassidy, of Vancouver, is ap-
plving fora license to cut timber on a
tract of land on McNabb Creck, Howe
Sound, B. C.

The saw mill at Camp McKinny, B.
C., is to be run to provide lumber for a
tramway from the new shaftof the Canboo
mive to the mill.

Messrs. Davis & Crothers, @ new lum-
ber firmat Ipper Gagetown, N. B3, are
converting the cld water mill there to
steam power and will put in a new rotary
saw mill.

The St. Raymond, Quebec, pulp mill
has been re-opened by the Canada Paper
Co., of Montreal. It turns out from four
to six carloads a day, which is taken to
Windsor mills and made into paper.

The entire cut of \W. C. Edwards’ mills
for 1896 has been 30ld to English shippers,

and the cut of deals in J. R. Booth’s mill
for next year was disposed of to the same

paities, The cuts comprise between sixty

and seventy nullion feer.

A large quantity of lumber has been
shipped from Albert, N, S., this year.
The schooner Nellie Doe, and the schr.
Bertha Maude have sailed for Boston with
cargoes during the last few days.

Harry McLellun, of St. John, N. B,
recently purchased from Henry Coburn,
of Little River, Sheffield, timber ground
for next winters’ operation for which he
paid $1,500 stumpage.

Messrs. Eddy, Boyle & Jordan, lumber-
men, of Bay City, Michigan, have been
cutting a road to their limits, about 50
miles back from Blind River, Georgian
Bay, Ont. They will commence cutting
logs in a couple of weeks. One large
camp will be in operation this winter, but
next year they intend to have four or five.

Mr. Savage, ex-Mayor of Rat Portage,
while on a recent visit to Toronto, stated
thatin his locality there will be a great
increase 'n the number of lumber camps
and employees this winter over the past
two seasons, as it is expected that from
12,000,000 to 15,000,000 feet of logs will
be taken out. Last season there was
practically no work in the camps, Mr.
Savage has retired from lumbering and
gives his attention to fishing.

BUFFALO AND TONAWANDA.

(Special correspondence WrgxLY Lustsgxsman.)

It is understood that the Buffalo Hard-
wood Lumber Company will do less cut-
ting next year on their Pennsylvania
limits, and will thefore probably buy mare
largely than las: year from Canada.

Messrs. Sullivan& Co. claim to have been
the first to inttoduce inch elin cuils for
crating  purposes. The material, while
costing slightly more than pine, is tougher
and stands better the knocking about to
which packages shipped lony distances
and abroad are subjected. Messrs. Sul-
livan & Co. say that they have a market
for all thc material of this kind that they
have been able to procure, and that it
goes out as fast as received. The utiliza-
tion of the common grades of elm has
placed them in a position to purchase in
many instances the entire outfit of the
manufacturer.  This fium report a scarcity
of two and a half, three and four inch elm
planks. Owners of mills arc apparently
averse to cutting material of this thick-
ness.  Messrs. Sullivan & Co. handle
hardwood almost exclusively, but are at
present wanting ten to twelve cars of one
and a half inch pine, common and cut up.

All the Buffalo and Tonawanda dealers
whon: your correspondent has met agree
that the demand for hiardwood jumber is
somewhat improved, but prices continue
low, and buyers are still purchasing in
very limited quantities.

Messrs. Elias & Bro. complain of the
difficulty experienced in uetting Canadian
mill men to comply strictly with their speci-
fied requirements in the matter of grad-
ing and method of cutting- They claim
that most of the Canadian mills cut rock
elm in twelve feet lengths, while ane and
a halfand two inch rock elm to meet the
requirements of the American trade,
should be cut 14 feet long. This applies
also to 2 inch maple. Basswood wn the
other hand, should be cut in twelve feet
lengths. As to grading, first stould be

six inches and up wide, and clear of de-
fects, Seconds should not show more
than three or four defects. Messrs. Elias
& Bro. think that if Canadian miit wen
would become thoroaghly acquainted with
the requirements, and would live up to
themy, it would tend very much to promote
and facilitate trade between Canada and
the United States.

Your correspondent is informed that a
good deal of Canadian lumber is being
shipped to scalpers, and that this is hav-
ing the effect of depressing prices, as the
scalper does busiriess in a band to mbuth
way,and sells for whatever he can get. ltis
believedthatto this cxuse should also be at-
tributed much of the unsatisfactory treat-
ment Canadian shippers clain to have re-
ceived at the hands of American buyers. It
would undoubtedly-be to the advantage
of Canadian shippers to deal only with
lumber buyers who are known to have a
standing inthemarket and to be thoroughly
reliable.

In connection with the above remarks
on methods of cutting and grading, the
necessity for greater attention by. mill
owners to this important requitement of
the export trade was emphasized by the
remark of Mr. Wall, of the Buffalo Hard-
wood Lumber Co., that “as timber be-
comes scarcer, buyers are becoming strict
in their demands as to quality of ma-
terial.” )

MEN FOR THE WQODS.

A large number of men have been sent
to the lumber woods in Canada fiom the
Saginaw Valley. J. W. Howry & Son,
who ure operating seventeen camps cut-
ting logs for their biy will at Fenelon
Falls, have sent about 4oo men. A good
many have also gone te the Georgian Bay
district. The wages for woodmen range
from $16 to $22 a month. It is said that
Howry & Son alone have 1,000 men at
workin theircamps. A crew of thirty-five
wen left recently for Dean Like, on the
Canadian Pacific, seventy iniles from
Sault Ste. Marie.

GOING WEST.

The Cowichan, British Columbia mill,
better known as the Hughett & Mclntyre
mill, together with the adjacent umoer
limits of 7,050 acres. have been purchased
by thy M. M. Boyd Lumber Co., of Bob-
caygeon, Ont.  The price is in the neigh.
hood of $150000. The mills have not
been running for some ume, but the ma-
chinery is in first-class condition and cap-
able of an cutput of 125,000 feet of lum-
ber per day.  In addition to the limits in-
cluded in the sale therc are 8,000,000 feet
‘of logs in the boom at themill. The Boyd
Company already have 10,000 acres of
limits on the Nitinat River which they
purchased some two yearsago,  Mr. W,
Gidley, of Bobcaygeon, who has had an
experience of 20 years in the Jumber busi-
ness, is:appointed manager, and will make
headquarters in Victoria.  Mr. Gidley
stated hat the Boyd Lumber Co. had
turned their attention towards British Co-
limbia because the decreasing timber
limits in the east made it imperative to
seek new fields. He was not sure when
the mill wonld start operauons, as that
would depend-upon the state of the lum-
ber trade.

WISHES TO- WITHDRAW.,

Canada’s exports to Chili last year
amounted in value to $82,392, almost en-
tirely the products of the forest. Tht
country has given notice that she wishes
to withdraw from the treaty of commerce
made with Great Britain and her colonies
in 1854, The withdrawal will take effect
one year {rom the date of notice, namely,
on Sept. 3rd, 1896. The clause which
affects Canada is the one known as the
most favoured nation clause. This wilt
affect our lumber trade to some extent,
especially in British Columbia, from which
province a considerable trade with Val
paraiso is carried on
