The restored 8t. Paul's Episcopal Cathedral is
said to be one of the finest in the enuntry. The
cost of the restoration exceeded $100 000.

A Lawsulr is spoken of as likely to be tried
in London ere long, in which the plaintiff is a
nephew of the late Pope, and the defendant
is no less a personage than Leo XIiI, or, to
speak by the ca: d, the Caria. Pius, it sppears,
had accumnlated savings to the sum of several
millions of lire, which, sbortly before his
demise, were deposited in an Epglish bank,
where they still remain. The nephew now
olaims them as private property, but the Caria
says the money belongs to them, and hence the
suit. Perhaps the most carious feature of the
case is that the nephew has waited twelvo yesrs
before preferring his claim.

In his address to the Diccesan Confor-
enco on October 17, there ocourred a touching
passage, which is now worth quoting, showing
how the learnod Prelate anticipated but did not
deplore the result: “ While [ was suffering
from overwork, and Lefore I underatond the
true nature of my complaint, it wag the strain,
both in Loodon and at home, in connaection
with this Pan-Anglican gathering which broke
me down hopelessly. I did not regret it then,
and 1 do not regret it now, I should not have
wished to racall the past, even if my illness had
been falal, For wuat, after all, is the individaal
life in tho history of the Church ? Men may
come and men may go-—individual lives fl,at
down like straws on tho surface of the waters
till they are lost in the ocean of etornity ; bat
the broad, mightv, rolling stream of the Charch
itaelf—the cleansing, purifying, fertitilizing
tide of the river of God—flows on for ever and
over! "

THE AUTHORITY OF HOLY SCRIP.
TURE.

E Br THE RiggT sz-.—'ml Lorp BisHoP oF

GLOUCXSTER AND BRISTOL,

(Being an Extract from his Lordship’s recnnt
Charge. _

In entering upon the anxious and diffisult
subjeot of the authority of Hoiy Serlpture, and
of what it is now our doty to teach and to preach
thereon, it would seem to be the bestand simplesi
couarss to ascertain, in the firat place, as far as
we are able to do so, what the general teaching
of the Churoh of Eogland is in regard to Holy
Scripture and its authority in matters of faith
and practice,

Shall we be wrong in saying that the snb
stance of the tesching of eur mother Church is
distinotly as follows :— First, that ihe cononical
books of the Qld and New Teatament canstitute
and are God's Holy Word, Secondly, that by
the torm “ canonical books” we are to under-

atand those books of which the authority was
never doubted, or perhaps, to spesk more ex
aotly, was not nltimately doubted in the Charoh,
Thirdly, that by the term ‘‘ the Word of God”
weo are to understand thie most certain and moat
- blessed truth, that God was pleased to canse
theee Scriptures to be written; and so that He
ueed mortal men for His instruments, teaching
them by His Holy Spirit, aud, especially in the
holy Aposties, guiding them into sall trath,
Fourthty, that Holy Scripture aunthenticates
the three Oreeds. - Fihthly, that the Holy Sorip-

tares contain exolusively. aud inclusively all
dootrine required of necessity for eternal sal-
vation through faith in Jesus Christ; and,
lastly, that the § :riptures are to be guided and
framed. The rilation between the Old Testa.
went and 1the New Testament—now a subjeoct
of interesting importance—is only deficed neg-
atively—viz, that the Old Testament is not
contrary to the New,

There is obviously much that is left untounh-
ed and undeficed. Nothing is eaid, exoept in
the most incidental manner, as to the aathor.
ship of the different books, nothing as to the
patare and extent of inspiration, We cannot,
however, correctly infer from this that these
questions wore coosciously, still less desighedly,
left open. For, in the firat place, hardly sny
of the now carrent questions of authorship had
then been raised ; and, in the next place, the
question of inspiration wonld have been rezard
ed 88 inclnded in the oft repested term ** God's
Word,” or in the fuller forms * God's holy
Word,” * God's most holy Word,” which we
meet with from time totims in the reverent ut-
terances of our Prayer Book. Further, no
Church which uses in her most solema service
the Nicene Creed, or, in the same service, des-
oribes the Command ments as the direct utter
ance of Almighty God, oan besupposed for one
moment to have had any other conviction or
belief than this, that the meo by whom God
osused His Word to be written, spnke and
wrote, being moved by the Holy Ghost. We must
then be cautious in admitting the popular and
current statement that the Church bas left oper
the subject of inspiration, or ia indifferent to
the subject of the ascription of the books of
Holy Soripture to the authors whose names
have been associated with them from the firat.

Let us, however, at the verv outset guard
ourselves against the sssnmption that there
now exists any collection of well established
resnlts of modern oriticism which it bscomes our
duty to incorporate with the principles and
teaching of the Church &g already enumerated.
As I felt it my duty distinotly to say last yoar
in my address to our diocesan conference, there
are reslly no such well-established resunlts. All
we oan 88y is, that there are sobar views and
revecently expressed persuusions ag to the re-
lations between the different parts of God's
holy Word, and that these certainly tend to
bring ont the Polumeros and Polutropos which
an inspired writer distinetly specifies as the
charaoteristio of the commaunications vonchass-
fod by Almighty God to the prophecy and holy
men of old.

RrveLATION PROGRES:IVE
Careful meditation on this prinociple of the
Divine communications to the human recipients
certainly predisposes us to the belief that God

commaunicated to His chosen servants in each
age exactly the measure of light and Divinc
trath that he age could realize aund assimilate,
the light growing brighter, and the truth more
vivid and manifest, as the long ce 1turies passed
onward toward the blessed epoch when light
and trath were vonchasafed in all their falness
to the children of men,

This we may safely and profitably teach and
presch—nay, more, not only may wo preach it,
but we ougnt to preach it. Tae Bible has beau
confessedly far toc much regarded as a single
document, every part of which was to be re-
garded as of equal spiritnal and moral validity.
But if cur Charch be right, and the vera causa
of the Holy Soripture having been written was
that man might learn wbat God slone ocould
teach, then the assumption that revelation was
progressive, and that to each age no more was
wmparted than the age could fully make its own,
gevms 50 Oonsonant with the very order snd
wavcessive contents of the holy writings that
the assumption may be rightly regarded as
really a legitimate expansion of the specified
principle—that Scripture was written tor our
learning.

What light this expansion bears with it wheu
we pause to eonsider the natare of the different
portions of Holy Seripture and the seqnence in
which they have come down to us! How the
vory order in which the Huly-Soriptures are
pressnted to ns enhances the conviction that
we have hera no merely surviving remsin3 of
the literature of an anaient nation, but progees.
sive 1evelatinon aud spiritasl continuity, all
preparing us for what the sonl faels must be the
issue and developmeat, How as we turn from
Soripture to Scriptare, the primal promise
geems to grow brighter auvd olearer until, a3 we
part with the last prophet, those simp'e but
most blessed words, * The book of the genera-
tion of Jasas Christ, tha Son of David, the Son
of Abranam,” seam to be the nataral aud his-
torio seqnenne of all that has preceded, and in
them the Old Testament and the New Testa-
ment to be mnited and one.

List us further notice that this expausion of
the teaching of our Charch on the natare and
sathority of Holy Ssriptare is not only thas
helpful in enabling us thus, a3 it were, experi-
mentally to realizs the interdependence of sall
the parts, bat casta side lights on the nature of
the prevading infl 10uce, and on the confessedly
profound and diffialt subjaoct of inspiratios.
Modern thonght claims to have solved the dif-
fioulty by the broad statemcat that the writers
were inapired, but not the books. But can we
acoept this as the ultimate explanation, when
each book of Holy Writ, as we take it into our
hunds and reverently atudy it, seems to force
upon us the conviotion that in it thero i3 some-
thing—a breath, a spirit, an inflaence—that
makes us feel that the book does verily eontain
more that its mere form expressos ? Take, if
you will, the earliest passages of Genesis; yes,
bat there is more in them than early history,
acoording to the generally received meaning of
tbe words ; there ijs & tone, s suggestiveness, a
latent purpose—an element that, define it or -
try todefine it a8 we will, no traly seusitive
spirit can fail to receive, What is it? Be it
poetry, be it prophstic utterance, the sams re-
mark hol 8 good. Let all disclosures of the
superpatural, all relation of the miracalous, be
raled out, and there will still be found in what
remains just that ultimate tone of trapscend:
ence, that higher flight of qniokening thought,
that no other poetry or exaited oatpouring of
the inner life has ever communicated to the
reader. What can be done? What bat zhe
Divine gift, just in the proportion that it was
given to the suthor, permesating the written
words, and living in the transmitted record ?
All the difficult conceptions of degrees of inspira-
tion may thus practically be set aside, and yet
certain truth, that each Scripture is Divinely
inspired, be consistently maintained, Let it
only bo admiited that each writer, whether he
who drew those wonderful ountlines of cosmio
history with which revelation opens, or he who
beheld the exalting visions with which revela
tion closes—let it only be admitted that each
une was spiritually equipped to bear his part in
the progressive work, and the conecaption will
not be difficult that the equipment bas left its
traces on the record, an that we must faithfally
adbere to the old principle that not only to the
writer, but to the writings must the term “in-
spiration” be applied.

W2 bave seen that on two subjects at least—
the anthorship of the books of Holy Suriptare,
and the pature of the contents of the books—
no defi.ite statement has been made. All that
we bave before us j8 the general and regulative
starement, that the term ** Holy Seripture” im-
plies the canonical books of the O.d and New
Testament, and the ifdisputable inference de-
duocible from numberless pusssges in the Prayer
Book, that the term is distinctly synonymous
with the expression “ God's Holy Wourd.” Sab-
jact, then, to the broad principle that what we
are dealing with is God’s Hoiy Word, and that
it was oaused to be written (whosoever they
were that wrote it) by God Himself, we are not
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debarred from considering questions relating to
tbe contents and authorehip of the books, Bat
bere especial cantion is jmperatively required

Questions of gennineners pearly always will be
found to involve questions of anthenticity ; and,
conversely, questions reluting to the suthenii-
city of a record will always materially sffect the
question of authorship, unless the anthorship
oan otherwise be shown to be a matter of historic
certuinty.

DEMANDS OF MODERN ORITIOISBM.

Beaving this well in mind, let us now ask,
What are the demande made upon our belief by

madern criticism, especially with reference to
the Old Testament? Well, firss, that the
Mosaic authorship of tho Pentatench must,
pearly unreservedly, be given vp QOa what
does the demand mainly rest? To & certain
exient, on the fuct tbat there appear tobein it
fragments of sancient documents which, it§is
boldly saserted, sre legendary and unbistorical.
and which, it is further asserted, could only
bave appeared in the procers of the editing
and re editing which it is assumed that thesc
books rileotly underwent in later periods of
pationsal history. Next, that the presise cere
morisl ordinances all belong 1o the epoch of
an established ritual, and could not have ap-
pesred at the time at which they are alieged 10
have been promulgated ; and, thirdly, that con
tradictions and incompatibilities—so it is alleg.
ed—are to be traced in ali parts of the writings
which we are now oonsidering. This is one of
the demande made by modern oriticism in ref
erence to authorship. Awmother is, tbat, with
one doubtful exception, not one of the Psalm.:
that bave been, or what has been hitherto
deemed to be satisfactory evidence, ascribed to
David can be ascribed any longer, With the
forther demunds, that there are at least two
Isaiahe, and that the Book of Daniel was never
written by Daniel, we are all fullg familiar

We are not, howaver, probably all faily fami.
liar with the further developments which, start-
ing from these and many other highly precar-
ions premises #s to anthorship, are now pressed
upon our acceptance by modern oriticism, in
reference not only to authorahip, but to the
general copstruction of the Old Testament, It
in aiwsys well 1o see whither we are ultimately
to be lead. It is salutary, and it may be moni-
tory, fairly to face what our tesching and
preaching is 10 be—at any rate with regard to
the old covenant—if we surrender carselves to
the precipitancy of what are called

“ ESTABLIRHED RESULYS."
Well, then, what are these resultz? Briefly
a8 follows :—In the first place, the Old Testa-
ment does not consist of an orderly geries of

historival documents revealing and desigoed to
reveal the knowledge of Almighty God, and of
His deslinge with mankind, but that itis an
amalgamation of various msterials, pre existing
and contemporary, traditicnal and historical,
which did not finally assume the form in which
now we have thom till about 200 years before
the birth of Christ. In the second place, that
this smalgamation has three principal con-
stituents roughly correspondirg to some ex
tent with the three codes of laws—viz, the
short code in Exodus, the fuller and expanded
code in Deuteronomy, and the ceremonial code
of Leviticus and Nambers,

Of these literary constituonts, the firat, we
are told, was completed probably in the early
days of the monarchy, under the direction of
the prophetical school which was at that time
the muin depository of thelearning and literary
ability of the nction. This primary document,
the work of many hands, is supposed to bhave
commenced with the origin of the human race
a8 related in the second chapter of Genesis, and
to have included the early history of antedilu-
vian and patriarchal times, and the succeeding
periods of the history of the nation; the whole

iale, floatirg traditions, fragmentary records
and contemporanecus annals,

Toe secord oonslitnent, commonly assigned
to the age of Manasseh and Josiah, is supposed
to have beon bssed on the foregoing primary
record, but to have incladed the disconrses of
Deuteronomy aud portione of the Book of Joshua
the luws in Deuteronomy being for the most
part old, but the rhetorical form in which they
are set forth due entirely to the modern editor.

The third constituent, we are told, comprised
the ritnal aod coremonial code of the Books of
Leviticus and Nombers, with some historieal
portions of the Pentateuch snd of the Book of
Joshna. On the date of this third document
our modern oritics do not appesr to be fully
agreed ; some portions of this ceremonial code
being, it is said, clearly of earlier date than the
vode of Denteronomy, bat other portions be-
longing to a period subsequent to the exile, the
whole thus being the ritoal acoumulations of
many successive generations. Out of these
three constituents, or portions of them. we ave
told that the Pentatench and the Book of
Joshua were constructed, the first chapier of
Geassie, it i8 said, being prefized as s suitable
preface. To the same sources we sre to asoribe
the principal historical books, and if we ap
pend to the whole of the two Bioks of the
Chronicles, the Books of Job and Proverbs, s
slowly accamulated Temple hymn.book, the
atterances of the prophets 8o far they bad been
preserved, and, Iastly the Sapiontisl books, we
bave the Old Testament of modern oriticism as
it fiaally appeared in the second century before
the birth of the Saviour of the world.

Now, without taking any extreme attitudes,
without denying that there may besome Lhreads
of truth in this tissne of spesulation and asgump.
tion, we may Bstill seriously ssk ourselves
whether such & heterogeneous compilation as
here has been presented to us can poseibly bo
spoken of as—to ure the langusge of our
Prayer Book—the most Holy Word of God?
Can a literary aonglomerate, in which it is dis-
tinotly maintained that “ the more spiritaal or
moral conceptions of later times are mixed up
with some of the earlier narratives, snd that
whole codcs of teaching have been bodily trans-
ferred to anterior epoches, to which they do
not historically belong”’—can such a medloy bo
regarded as writing for our learning, and as de-
signed by Almigbty God to revesl ihat progres-
give teacbing of Himself and His moral govern-
ment of the wor!d which we are now recogniz-
ing with increasing clearness in the Soriptures
of the Old Testament? What are we to say ?
Can it be other than this? That to teach and
to preach such views is, to say the very least,
utterly irreccnoilable with the whole tenor of
the teaching of the Prayer Book, and that to
attempt it would be to imperil the salvation of
thousarde of souls. The very advocates of this
&0 called higher criticism geem to feel the jeo-
pardy of such a course, and themselves advo
cate reserve until these results huve become
absorbed in the genersl estimate of the nature
of revelation,

Oar duty then is plain, We must neither
trach such things nor preack such things.

There are some of us old
enough to remember the imaginary primitive
docnments out of which the Gospels were gaid
to have been constructed, and the somewhst
pitiful ingenuity with whioh each of the first
three evangelists was duly credited with his
precise amount of appropriation from hypothe-
tical records and documents that never existed.
They did their fractional good in making me
study more exactly the structore snd charaoter-
istics of the Holy Gospels, They quickened
observations, and helped to call out healthful

and reverent criticism, Bat they are now dis-

sipated and forgotten. And as it was with
them. s0, to a large ex'ant, will it be with the
bypotheses and imsaginary receusions which
modera ariticism has dignified with the pro-
visional title of ‘*established results.” Eatab.
lished they are not, and never will be. They
are jast the exaggerated dedactions and over.
drawn conclusions into which earnest inquirers
are copstantly led when entering into a new
domain of oritical investigation. When mors
matured and reverent thought exeroises its
just srupremacy they wiil apeedily, as in the
cage of the imaginary constrnctions of the New
Teatament, be rednced to their proper dimens-
iona. Meanwhilo they will not be withoat some
measure of urefuloess. They will atimulate ua
more om efully to study these sncient &nd in-
spired records. Thoy will awaken a fresh in-
terost in the structure and interdependence nf
the Soriptares of the Old Testament, They
will necassitate tho sequisition of a eaempotant
knowledge of the language in which they are
written; for without it the question of the prob-
able date of the component parts of the Old
Testament can naver adequately be disounssed.

CODEX “ B

The famous libraryin tho Vatican, dates from
the fifteenth centnry, and from the Pontificate
of Nicholas V. Unl ko his immediate prede-
oessors, this pope was & maunificent pstron of
litorature, and for his virtues, 1 ¢ less than on
account of his learning, merits the praises and
thanks of succeeding.geuerations, Gibbon a
fair witness here, remarks of him, ¢ the infla-
ence of the Holy Seo pervaded Christendom,
and he exerted that infleence in the search  not
of benefices but of books. From the ruins of
the Byzantine librairies, from the darlest mon
asteries of Germany and Britain, ho oolleoted
the dusly manascripts of the writers of anti-
quity ; and whenever the original could not be
removed, a faithfal copy was transoribed and

trapsmitted for his nse.” That Nicholas should
have exerted himself so successfully as to store
upon bis shelves over five thourand volumes
hefore his short tenure of the Sce came ta an
end hsas always been suhject for copgratolation
among scholars. For in tho storm of reform,
which was even then gathering kead, to break
in unreasoning iconoclastic rage against
the whole monastio syrtem, there was danger
of the permanent Inss of the treasares upon

the shelves of muny a monaatery library, It
was perhaps & collaborator of this Pope who
secured we know not how or proocisely when,
the gem of the whole colleotion, the p-iceless
namber 1209, known ar Codex B; or Vaticanaus,
Thia is ot the oldest or most perfect of the
codices, for while the majori'y of those quali-

fied to jndge, ascribe it to the last half of the
fourth century, some rospectable critics believe
it to be the work of the fifth, Tischendorf’s
olaim for the firat half of the fourth century,
for the Codex Sinaiticns is not now eriously
contraverted. But the Vatican manuscript
easily takes second place us an suthority, for
the originsl text of the New Testament, It
oontsias the Septuagint revivw of the Old Tes-
tament, bat has lost the first forty-seven ohap-
ters of Genesie, snd does not contain some of
the P«alms, In the New Teatament it lacks
from Hebrews ix, 14 to the end of book—the
four pastoral epistles and Revelations, Many
of theso defects some later hand has attempted
to aupply.

It would be interesting at least, to narrate
here the atories of some of the pilgrimages
made 10 R)me by Now Testament students,
and of their unauccessfol endesvours to thor-
oughly exswmine this manuscript, As Mr,
Sorivener says, (Iutrod. &o.) * Tischendorf says
truly enough that something like a history
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might be written of the futile attempts to col-
late Codex B, Erassmus managed to obtain a
few extracts from it in 1521 through the cour-
tesy of Paul Bombrosius the Prefect of the
library. A bald and imperfect collation was
made by Bartolocei in 1669. Bentley had &
collation made by an Italiun Monk in 1720, and
our great and lamented Bishop Lightfoot at
tempted to verify this collation. Trezslles
endeavoured to load his memory with portions
of the text in 1845. Bargon and Alford tried
to do the same, but the necessity of working
frecly without the restrictions the rule of the
Vatican imposed was painfally realized by all
interested, and who is not ? —in the condition of
the sacred text. In 1839 Cardinal Mai pro-
jeoted a republication of the Codex, but his
splendid promise was never fulfilled. The
edition he presented in 18.9, was refused by a
well informed German publisher, on good
enough grounds as was seen when in 1858, some
years aftor the Cardinal's death, it was idsned in
Rome, Full of inacouracies and additions,
punctuations, breathings, into snbscripts and
aocents, all appearing *““as if the venerable
document were written yesterday,” it was far
from being a satisfactory piece of workmauo-
ghip. The Vatican authorities have relaxed
their rules since then. Io 1864, Bansell gave
a fair revision of the N, T. text with a full
exhibit cf the readings of B, and the work of
the several amanuenses, and in 1568, and in
1881, attempts wore, not altogether vainly,
made Lo give the ipsissima verba of the mana-
script.

Bat a crowning usnd altogother sucoessful
effort has now been put forth under the super-
vision of tha Abate Oozz Liusi, Voo Prefact of
the Vatican library, whereby “ non artificio
hominum sed ab ipso solari lumine," a3 the moaest
prefuce puts it, a facsimile edition of the N.T.
part of Codex B, bas been produced by photo
graphy. Itis & wonderfully exact reproduc
tion, the photographer’s part being admirably
dope. Every little blemish of the parchment,
every stroke of the copyist'sstylus, the 8 veral
oopyists, several idiosynoracies, are readily
distingnished, The orginal consists of 146
leaves of thia vellum, probably made from the
sking of young antelopes, and is written in
three ocolumns, 73 inches wide, by 2} inches
broad. It will be remembered that Sinaitious
is written ir four columns of the same width
to a page. The resemblance to the original is
atill further increased by striking off the im-
prossions on double sheeots, aud then simply
doubling the leaves in sets of five, as was done
with the akins by the copyist in the fourth or
fifth century.

The value of this reproduction to oritieal
students is very great. The editions of 1858
and '81 wore faithfal, but exactly how faithfu!
and valosable we are only now qualified to judge.
And it is sn angory of the aowniall of that
rigid conservatism, which has been such an
.obstacle in the way of scholarly appreciation of
tho treasures of the splendid Vatican library.
Pope Leo X1 has done well in following the
lead of the aatherities of the British Museum,
who issued a photographicreproduction of their
great mapusoript Cvdex Alexandrinus some
yeurs ago. THe last Emperor of all the Ras
sians huad a magnficent edition of the Codex
Sinsitious printed in 1862 a8 nearly as poasible
to true facsimile by using special type. Bat
sobolars will hardly rest satisfied now until the
present Czar hus fallen into line, and given us
a photographic copy of his Codex, And no
better plan of insurance against loss by fire or
otherwise could po sibly be desired. (Ex.)

CONGRESS.

FAOM THR OSUROH ECLEOTIG.

Waive that vital point, and another confronts

us. Acocording to the Apostalic Canon (1) and
the Apostolic Constitations (viii. 4 27) twe or
three Bishops at the least must bs the ordainers,
and, in case of & Bishop being ordained by only
one Bishop (of course, withont neocessity) the
latter deposed both ordainer and ordained.
The ordination would, of course, be valid, bat
%0 irregnlar as to deprive the ordained person
of exercising his faculties, the principle under-
lying the same being that, though one Bishop
could so ordain, yet it was desirable that others
should co-operate in and testify to the act of

ordination, and likewise supply whatever latent
defects m ght exist in the principal ordainer.
In the oase of Bishop Carroll even the neces-
sity did not exist, If the mission and jarisdio:
tion of the Anglican hierachy were denied by
Rome—supposing she had the right to deny
them, there were atill other Vioars Apoatolio
ic Great Britain who could have besn present
to co-operate in the ordination. Bat they were
not ; wherefore, acoording to all Catholic nsage
and the Canons of the Church, both Bishap
Carroll, the ordsined, and Bishop Walmaley,
Lhe ordainer, were deposed ipso facto. Bat &
deposed Bishop, by the very fact of his deposi-
tion, is incapable of exercising his Episcopal
fanations, so that whatever orders he confers
are irregular ; and while his acts subjeot him-
self to further cencures (if that be possible),
and involve those whum he ordainsin & simi-:
lar plight. Wherefore, the line of srocession
in the Tridentine Church as constituted in this
conntry, derived, as it is, from a deposed
Bishop, is at least irregular and doubly schisma-
tical, seeing that it was introdoced iato a
gountry which already possessed & living
Church with s valid Apostolic Saccession, by
& man who, as a deposed Bishop, had no right
to perform any Hpiscopa!l acts. It follows,
therefore, that every confirmation, every abso-
lution, every uuoction, every marriage, every
conseoration at Mass, in fine, every Episcopal,
priestly, or diaconal act performed in the
Uaited States by any Romish ecolesiastic is at
the present time irregular, and, in the case of
penitents, every abeolution, exoept in articulo
mortis. is ipso facto invalid, the absolver hav-
ing no jorisdiction and no mission; the un-
fortunate penitents ‘' are yet in their sins.”

And it is the centennial of ail this irregular-
ity that the Baltimoreans rejoice over |

Dr. Carroll, at the time of his ordination to
the Episcopate, found 40000 only of his co-
religionists in the comntry, with bnt thirty
priests to minister to them. There was bat
one Romish College, that of Georgetown, and
not one single hospital or asylam. ~ Daring his
twenty five years tenure of office, he could only
stvive to coneolidate and organize the work,
and bad it not been for the subsequent ad-
ditions to the United States of severzl Roman
Catholic communities, such as California, New
Mexico, and Texas, to eay nothiog of the vast
Irish immigration, the Roman Commaunion
wonld have remained much the same, 8s to
numbers, {0 the present day ;—if, indeed, it had
not decreased. The atmosphere of the Ameri
can olimate is not favorable to ils restriotive
and repressive methods; and though the
Church of Rome does bosst of possessing—on
paper—9.000 000 sabjects, 47,000,000 would
probably be nearer the mark, with 13 arch.
bishops and 17 bishops, and & vast army of
priests, monks, friars, nnua, sisters and brothers
of every sort and degree, yet these very eccle-
siastios admit thut they cannot hold their own
for the leakages that are constantly taking
place.

The ocoasion of the Baltimore gatheriag is
nominslly the celebration of the Centennial of
the establishment of the Roman hierarchy in
this country, It ie in reality something more.
It is intended, 88 we may gather from the pas-
toral letter of Cardinal Gibbons, not only a3 a

demonstration in force, bat also as a counter-

poige to the recent Giordani Brano demonstra-
tion in Rome, It is,in other words, & huge
congress of the Roman Catholios in the United
States, and indirectly of the Romanists of the
Continent of North Americs, in a3 mach ag,
in addition to the presence of over seventy
titnlar Archbishops and Bi heps, Canada and
Mexioo have not been left unrepresented,

The oall for the Congress was issued from
Chioago in July last by representative laymen
of that city, and of the cities of Cinainrati, St,
Lounis, and New York, including Charles T,
Bonaparie ; the eccleslastical wire pullers skill-
fully hiding their bunds. They invited allRoman
Catholic laymen to meet at Baltimore, while
the centencial was in progress, to hold a con-
gress at which should be formulated a broad
platform that shonld embrace all nationalities,
in the hope, it may well be supposed, of striv-
ing to reconcile the irreconcilable Germans and
[rish, who will not worship together, and the
mutinous Hana and Poles, who wish to run
their church in opposition to the Irish Bishops.
The ostensible object is to demoastrate the oat-
ward aaity, at all events, of the Roman Com-
munion in this country and the harmony
existing among the different Bishops, and
priests, religious orders and laity,—notwith-
standing the various little qaarrels of which
we read every day. and the appeals to Rome of
prieat agwinst bishop, whose monotony finds
relief in such little episodes as those of Dr.
McGlynn, Dr, Burtsell and the like, with ocea.
sional backings down on the part of the Pope,
28 in thesundry acd divergent infallible decrees
on the sabjsct of the Knignts of Labor and the
George theory of taxation.

It is insisted that it will by essentislly a lay-
men's cougress, and that no olerical interven-
tion will be permitted. It is also claimed that
geither archbishop nor priest knows anything
of the questionu that are to be preposed. Credat
Judeus ! In that osse, wonld the Pupe have
sent.& delegate to ropresent him at bith Cen
tennial and Congress ; and is it likely he woald
80 aot, if he did not know for certain just wha
line would be taken, what topics would be
disoussed, and under what and whosedirestion?
[f he did not, then it is for the first time in the
history of the Papel See that suoh liberty hasg
been accorded, The Ethiopian doss not change
his skin nor the leopsrd his spots 80 eusily or
80 quickly ss all that, Yet these would more
readily do o, than woald Rome allow one iota
of ber self assumed rights to be waived, when
such topics &3 education, oharities, missioas,
and the regulation of the affuirs of Rrman
Catholio sooieties were up for disoussion. A
big show of liberty of speech looks well, Bat
when we know that not a single tongue wags
except under directions from the tools or the
Vatican, and not a single resolution at such an
ussembly—at any, in fact, counld be carried
except such a8 approved themselves to Cardinal
Gibbons, we understand exaclly what auch
spurious liberality amounts to.—£d. Ransford.

(a) Bmmanuel Coilege, Prince Albert,, wae
founded by the late Bishop, and a number of
the clergy and sevexal of our native catechists
and teachers received their truining there. It
is conducted on the lines originally drawn by
Bishop McLean, It could not exist if the
Warden arnd the Aseistant Professor of Divinity
were Dot slso Missionaries of C. M. 8., and
S. P. G., respectively; and if several of the
studenls were not supported by these Societies.
There are now 16 pupils, two of whom are
Divipity Students expecting ordination next
spring, and 6 are taking the course for native
teachers und catechists, We need about $150
per quarter for ealaries not at present provided
for, and & certain sam for keeping up the three
buildings constituting the College, on which
there ie no debt, and tor insurance—altogether
about $1,000 per annum.

(b) The Nepowewin Mission at Fort a la
Corne which™ inclades two emal. bands of
Christian Indisns members of our Chaurch, a
pumber from other Missions who have given up
treaty and are sottlers in the vicinity, and one
or two English settlements, and (¢) Tbunder-

CONIEMPORARY CHURCH OPINION.

The Famz:ty Churckman, Liondon says:

Three sepaiate jadgments, equally lucid snd
conviuoinyg, in the Court of Appeal have not
satiefied the Church Association that the Epis-
oopal velo is u potent preven ive of vexatioas
ecclesiastionl prosecutions, Ii is almost folly
o look upon Lhese judgments as setiling the
legulity of the reredos, s8 many of our seculsr
contemporsries have done; but it is equally
ubsutd on the part of the Church Assoociation to
suppose tunt by attacking the Episcopal veto
they are protusiing against an idolatrous arohi-
tectural innovation, The Dean and Chapter
sre po longer parties 1o the suit. It is an
sn appeal by t.e promoters against the Bishop
of Liundon, who has assamed responsibility for
the reredos. The Mustur of the Rolls has held
that, if the Bishop takes *“ all the circumstances
of the case " iuto coneideration, and states his
reasons, he may exercise ur not withoat qaes-
tion the vote which is placed in his hands, In
this oase the Bishop's discretion is challenged;
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and it will be & further challengé of that discre-
tion which must be takep, if it be taken, to the
House of Liarde. We are not particularly fond
of the Episcopal veto, but this may be said io
its favor; it has never been employed unwisely
by any Bishop on the bench; while its wisease
is an cflicient practical safeguard against the
snnoyances to which the clergy may be exposed
by & handfal of ignorant fanatles.

Chnrch Bells, Eng., says in regard to Sanday

Schools :

It is s1 most impoesible to exaggerate the im-
portance of Sunday sci ools, ‘The children of s
parish,’ it has been well said, *are its sacred
poscession ; ' and it is the daty of thoee in au.
thority to ses that these children be * virtuously
brought up to lead a godly and Chrisiian life,'
and in nonmberless instances the Sunday schools
are the sole medium of such training and in-
struction, for in many of our elementary schools,
and their number is greatly increasing, nothing
wortby of the name of Christian 1eaching is
allowed. The Bible is permitted to be reud,
and that is a1, More and more there becomes
the need of Sunday schools, for an education
which ignores the religions instinot is at th.
best but a onesided education, ‘Calture,’ said
Buron Bunsen, * without religious consciousnesr
is notbing but civilized barbarity and disguised
animaiism.’ No one wilf accuse Prof, Huxley
of clericalism, ard yet with reference to cdusa
tion be deliberately says, ‘ I do not see how the
religious feeling, which is the essentiul basis ot
couduct, is to bv kept up withont the use of the
Bible. The Pugan moralists lack Life aud color,
and even the®uoble stoic, Murcus Aurelius, is
too kigh and refined for an ordinary child. By
the study of what other book,’ he adds, *conia
children be so much haumanised and made to
feel thut each fizure in the vast historicul pro-
cession fills, ke themselves, but 8 moementary
gpuce in the interval betwesn (wo eternities.
and gains the blessings or thecursesof ali time,
according to its efforts todo good and hate evil ?
What more convineing testimony to the vaine
of the Bible as & means of moral educstion
would it be possible to find? And yet the use
of that very book for all practieal purposes is
becuming rarer and rarer in our elementary
sehools, Hence the enormous and eves inoreas-
ing importance of Sunday schools.

Add theic importance being once allowed,
the imm«nse debt of gratitude which the Cnurch
owos Lo the teachers becomes apparent, With
many ot them, with the great msjority of them,
Saoday is their only day of hiberty, and 1hey
willingly give up this their sole day of rest tor
the by no means esasy, and not always pleasant
task of teaching ; it is work, t00, in & humble
aod often unpoiiced sphere, which meets with
but littie recognition from the world, exoept it
be to laugh at 1% and to speer at it. ~ Well, such
sneers are very cheap. They aro no evidence
of unusual cleverpess or of wnusaal originality,
indeed, it is mostly 80 bLe noticed that those
who sneer at Sunday schools, and make light
jokes about the duties of teaching, are persons
whose brains are about as large a8 a rabbit's,
and who, for all the good they do, might just
as well have never beer born.

WEATEVEs may be the thought of its consist’
ency with the general position, and other
claims and pronouncements of the Roman
Churoh,, the following extract from a sermon
by the Roman Archbishop Ireland, of St, Pual,
Minnesota, which we find in the Alfa has the
right sound :

The Chuarch of Americs, must be, of course,
.a8 Cutholic a8 even in Jerusalem or Rome, but
80 far as her gurments assume color from the
looal atmosphere she must be American, Let
no one dare paint her brow with foreign tint or
pin to her mantle forgign linings. 'Lhere is
danger in receiving lurge saccessions of
Catholios from foreign countries, God wit~

nesges it they are weloome. I will not introde
on their personal affcctions and tastes, but these,
if foreign, they shall not intrude upon the
Church. Americans have no longing for a
church with a foreign aspect. v would wield
no influence over them. In no maunaner could
it prosper. Exotics have never bat sickly
forme.

It is time to bring back the primitive gospel
spirit; to go out into the highways and by ways;
0 prench on housetops snd in market-places.
Erect stately churohes if you will. If all are
cot there press the absentees to hear you
beneath humble roofs, If some remain yet
onwside, speak to them in the street: or the
public road, The time has come for * salvation
srmies” to penetrate the wildest thickest thicket
of thorns and briers and bring God's word to
tho ear of the most vile, the most ignorant and
the most godless.  Saving those who insist oo
being saved, as we are sativfied in doing, is not
the mission of the Cburch. This is not the
raligion we need to day, to sing Jovely anthems
in cathedral stalls, o wear capes of broidered
gold, while no multitude throng nave or aisle.
and the world cutside is dying ot spiritna. and
moral starvation,

Seek out men; spesk to them, n t in stilted
phrase or sevonteenth century sermon Btyle,
bat in burning words thut go to their hearts as
well as their minds. Popularize religivn so far
a3 principles permit, Ioto the areas, priesis
and laywen; seek out social grievances, lead
in movements to hesl them. Poep mercilully
into factories; breathe fresh air into the
crowded tenement guuriers of the poor ; follow
on the streets the crowds of vagrant children;
lessen, on railways and in public service, San-
day work, which renders for practices of reli
gion impossible; 0.y out against the fearful
evil of intemperance, which is damning hourly
the bodies and souls of conntles viotims.— Paci:
fic Churchman,

INDIVIDUALISM AND RO MANISM.

————

From the Address by Bishop Seymour
to the 12th Annual Synod of the Diocese
of Springfie d.

The signs of the times are ominous of evil
for those who are not anchored by The Church
to the etercal truth. While it is abrolutely
certain that there is no place of rest for mind
or soul outside of The Charch of God, that else-
where everything is in & transition, of ebb and
flow, of movement and change, this is pre-
eminently the case in ti:ese days. The law of
individualism, which must be fundamental in ail
systems which are nof subject to the polity of
Christ as rovesled in the Nuw Testament and
explained and confirmed by antiquity and uni-
versal consent, is manifesting itself in quarters
whioh have hitherto held it in check. The
most orthodoz and conservative of these reli-
gious bodies sre yielding to the pressure of
what is ocalled progress, and are foroed to sub-
mit not simply the acoidents, but the essentials,
of their systems to revision. They are com.
pelled to put their charter of pricelples, the
platiorm to which they retreated when they
went out from the Church to cover and justify
their position, they are compolled 10 put even
this into the ornocible of disoussion and criticism,
and subject themselves to the humilistion of
confessing by their action that irom the outset
until now they and their fathers bave taught
for truth what was not truth. Why should not

 this be the case? All these Communions, in o
far as they have distinct principles which char-

acterize them und constitute the ground on
which they justify their separation and inde-
pendent position, rest upon the basis of in-
dividuaiism It is what Luother, what Cslvin,
what Wesley believed and tanght, We are not
saying that their beliefs and teachings were
erroneons, We are simply slleging that the
foundation on which these rest goes no deeper
than their ivdivideal a-tbority, and reaches
po further than the statement, this is what
Luther and Calvin and Wesley concladed was
God's word. When the presentrevision is com-
pleted, and an adjostment is made fo harmonize
the Catechism and the Confession with the best
thought, as it is called, of the age, and general
satistaction prevaile, what security is there that
the coming age will not produce better thought,
and the Catechism and Confession will go again
into the crucible, to be again adjusted, and so
the process will go on untill &ll p sitive trath
a8 bsen evaporated under the fire of reason
and logio, and colture? Individaalism is the
generic law of these systems, and consequontly
it must ultimately assert itself even in those
which are the most steady and conservative ;
and if it be s0 with them, what must it: be with
all beside them, with is called liberal Christian.
ity, with what is outside of Christianity? All
is change—everything is in & state of flax.
The trend of religion, so far as there is any, of
polites, of rociety, is in the direction of disinte-
gration, The only fixed facts which remain to
challenge the attention of the great multitude,
are birth and death, and the necessary functions
of life. These are all within the realm of
nature, and beyond they know of nothing
which abides without charge.

This is & melsncholy piotare, but we cannot
shut our eyes and say it is not so, Events
crowd upon ps which startle na with their sud.
denness, and fill us with spprehension for the
frture. Governments are cbanging under revo.
lution; life, in its social and individuzl con-
ditions, seems like a d:.ssolving view ; confes.
gions of faith aud catechisms are crombling
beneath the advance of the religious enligh ten.
ment of the sge. :

Naturally the questi n leaps to the lips, for
it fills the heurt: Is there nothing wnich
remains fixed and siable amid this universal
confusion of change? Is there nothing which
will lay a cheok upon the madness of the
people, and keep them from making shipwreck
of the treasures of the past? In the good pro-
vidence of God,

Tae CHURCH
is designed to discharge this office to mankind
The creed of Christendom embodies the truth

to-day as from the beginning. It changes not,
and oan never change. It presents Christ in-
carnate as the subjeot matter of man’s belief,
and the related truths of the Father and the
Holy Spirit, and the Church which is the body
of Christ, and the blessings which Christ
bestows through the instrumentality of His
Church in the forgiveness of sins, the resar-
rection of the dead, and the life everiasting.
The truth, so simple, 80 brief, so compreheneive
of all that man needs to koow and believe, the
Charch holds up and keeps alive for the heal-
ing of the nations by daily proclamation by
thousands of lips throughout the world—this

Aruth, as it s in Jesus, the Church proteots by

her divinely constituted polity, since her suc-
cession of Bishops, by a threetold strand, oarries
on the oreed in its integrity from age to age, a8
each must swear to hold it and preserve it as
he recives it when he is invested with his
cflice.

And finally this truth the Church applies as
she baptixes and instructs and blesses and feeds
her children with the Bread of Life.

Wo are now holding this saored trust for our-
selves and others, and in view of the tendeucy
of the times, the temper of the age, the break
up of old institutions and systems, aud the
portents which threaten more violent changes

and convulsions in the near future, ought we

| not to urge and entreat the laity, our laity, to

work with us, nnder God, with all their might
t0 heip us to plant and build up and extend the
Chbnrch, “the pillar and ground of the trath,”
not only that we may gave their souls, but aleo
steady our people, and throw over them the
salutary restraint of & conservative influence,
and go subserve the perpetuity of our national
life and imstitutions ?

On the other hand there is & danger, which
is for the most part latent, but it is grown, and
has grown within a hundred years with a
rapidity which is caloulated to surprise and
alarm, This danger lies concealed or obscured

FogxigN CoMMUNION,
which represents the Patriarch of Rome, and
olasims to be the Catholic Church, having
exclosive and sole jurisdiction over the whole
earth, The alleged prerogatives of its head,
the Bishop of Rome, are at once a violation of
the fundsamental principle of the government
of His Church, as Christ organized it and fixed
its cbaracter forever in the constitntion which
he formulated for it, and which the Holy Spirit
bas placed on record ior the iustruction ot the
ages; avd they are also a standing menace fo
the liberty which belongs to the individual, the
rights which appertain to the citizen, and the
SuVEBEIGNTY
which is necessary to the independence of the

State The polity of the Church of Rume, as
now developed and fixed by irreversible decree,
ip an absolate monarcby, in theory more
absolate and comprehensive than the world has
ever known or seen. TheCmsar in heathen Rome
way wot the peer of the Popb in Cbristian
Rome, His utmost stretch of power went bat
a litlle way on the lines of papal claims. - His
flatterers paid him divine honors, it is trae, bat
his rank was among the inferior deities, and he
never affected 1o share the dominion and the
glory of the supreme Jupiter. Of the Pope it
is assorted that he is in the place of Christ, and
is 1be voice of the Church, The heathen
emperor sought to corguer and make the earth
his own; the Christian Patriarch claims the
earth as his by indefeasible right. The former
was palitfied with pclitioal rule; the latter
bases his demand for the temporal sword on
the ground that the spiritual has been put into
his hand, and s0 he rules all mankind and in
all spheres of life, in the realm of the individual
conscience, in the home, in the school and uni-
versity, in ibe spheres of politics and morals,
and in the Word ard Sacraments, and the re-
lations of the soul to Ged. Of course in prao-
tice this theory has nover becn realized, but
from time 10 time, a8 occasion supplied the op-
portunity, the atfempt has been made, with
more or less success, to assert these preroga-
tives, and constantly dehind this great Com-
mavnion, wherever it exists and works on the
face of the carth, there is concealed the iron
hand of @
SoVEREIGN,

which is ready io grasp and hold whatever
comes within its reach, This concentration of
power in oue person give unity of purpose and
harmony of plau to the entire system, and
gecures & perfection of organization which is
usparalleled in human experience, Added to
this, the priesthood is, by canonical require-
ment, separated from domestic life and welded
into a solidarity, with no individual interests
to subserve bevond the rewards which await
them, if they walk worthy of the vocation
wherewith they ure callel. They thus become
a staLding srmy pledged to devotiou to their
superior,  with less to iuterfere with their
fidelity to duty than can often be the experience
of an ordinary soldier. Over all this magnifi-
cent organigation, reaching down from the
Pope to the humblest lay brother or sister,
there falls the net of firm and vigorous die-
cipline, which chastises offences, redresses
wrongs, exaots obedience, snd maintains order.
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In excess of the ordinury priest and layman,
Rome possesses her religious orders of men and
women organized for work and prayer. Her
“schools, her hospitals, her shelters for ail forms
of destitution and misery, are thus equipped
with followers of the Lord, who serve Him, in
caring for Hia little ones, Hia sick, and poor,
and balt, and lame, and blind,

MongeN Rome DaNGEROUS. ‘
In presenting this sketch of the system of

modern Rome, i¢ is not our purpose to complain
that she is doing what she does in the way of
imposing her dominion upon the necks of our

eople. Oar ohjeot is simply to exposs tho
subtlety of the danger to which they aresubjected,
by pointing out that, back of this eplendid
organization, this well-arranged discipline, this
apparent unity and harmoay, this army of
good works, there larks the fatal error of dis-
loyslty to Christ, and the perversion of His
will, as expressed in His charter of ecclesiss-
tical govdrument, committing the trost to His
Disciples as a body corporate, and not to one.
This disloyalty, involving as it does, orucial
disobedience and fundamental interference with
the Divine Master's command, poisons the
ontire rystem, and renders it dangerous alike to
Soeiery and to the CrumcH of God, Christ's
charter provided for central zation of power up
to a ecertain point, and there he placed the
limit. He entrusted the govercment ot His
Char.h to the oustody of a corporation, and
thus he limited the excercise of puwer by the
mutual restraint which the members of the
body must necessarily impose upon each other.

Rome, in the courae of the ages, has removed
the limit to centralization which our Blessed
Lord imposed, and has developed centralization
to its extremest point, when she lifted her Pope
above all as the one supreme Poniiff, ruling all,

and roled by none, and infallible in the sphere,

of faith ard morals, Here is centralization in
its perfeotion,, pure snd simple. Iv 18 more
than the absolutism of ancient Rome or modern
Russia, since these rest upon man’s power
alone, and what tho resources oL the creature
can cause it to become. The absolatism of the
Pupacy is based, as it is al eged, upon the will
and suathority of God, and is smstained and
made operative by the omnipotence of the
Creator. The infallibility which is claimed for
the ruler who is invesied with this universsl
and unlimited dominion, might huve been 8
security 10 mankind againet its abuse, were it
not tha history, as recording the experience
of the past, proves the utter worthlesuncss of
the pledgv. Tested by whatever measure one
may please to a) ply—private life, pablic repu-
tation, capsoity for administration, beneficence
of rule, fidelity to principle, loyslty to truth,
purity ot intention, freedom from exror in the
sphere of faith and morals—the lst of Popes
exhibits & bluck catalogue of delinquents under
even the most indulgent sorutiny, It may be
safely asserted that at intervals and for long
periods of time, the 8o called ohair of 8t, Peter
has rivalled, in the degradation o its oconpants,
every scoulur throne of Earope. As roguards
the lust resource of 1he seit-asserted infallibility
of the Pope, the domain of fuith and morals, 1t
wow:d seem that God has overruled to slay
Golisth with bis own sword., Allowing that
the Bishop of Rome is seoured againat ;alling
into error by the power of the Hoty Ghost only
when he is deciding and speaking cfficially in
reference to guestions of faith and morals, and
that elsewhers and always, with this exceplion,
he is, as ordinary good men, subject to infirm-
ity and lisble to go astray—graniing all this,
yet in what remains he hae dethioned himself,
ard brought upon his own head the punishment
due to ihe impiety of taking to himgelf ex-
clusively Wwhat Christ bade him share with
others ; he has, acting thus in disobedience
and presumption alone added tothe Faith once
delivered to the saints, within our own day,
the erroneous dogmas of the immaculate con.
coption of the Blessed Virgin Mary and his

own infallibility. Thie is the sequel so far—
not yet, in all probality the end—of errors
which the Western Patriarch, separating him-
self from his brethren and lifting his head
sbove them, in wiolation of Christ’s will and
expressed and recorjed command, has incor-
porsted into bis oreed, tho oreed of Pius IV,
and the creed of Pius 1X, not the creed of
Christendom, but the ereed of the Holy Roman
Church This is individualism in its severest
form —the individualism of centralization and
of a“solutism,—The Living Church.

BISHOP LIGHTF#OOT.

—

IN MEMORIAM,

On Saturday sfternoon, Dec., 21st, 1889, the
Right Rev. Joseph Barber Lightfoot, D.D.,
D.C.L., LL, D., Bishop of Darham, breathed
his last at the Imperial Hotel, Bournemouth.
Words cannot express the full sense of the loss
which the Church of England has sustained in
his demise, He was onlyin his sixty-second
year, an age when bishops, &s & rule, may look
forward almost to twenty years’ further work,

A few words will sufl se to give, in brief out-
line, the main facts of Bishop Lightfoot's strik-
ing career. Ho was & younger son of the late
Mr. John Jackson Lightfoot, accountant, of
Liverponl, where he was born April 13, 1828,
“On his mother's side Dr. Lightfoot elaimed
kinghip with Wordaworth's immortalised Pas-
tor in ‘The Excarsion’—the wonderfol Walker
of Seathwaite, The prelate’s maternal undle,

Joseph Vincent Barber, ap artist of much re-
pate in Birmingbam, married Ann Easter
Walker, ornly daughter of Ziccheus Walker,
the eldest son of *the Wondertul,’! His esrliest
education was received under Dr, Iliffe at the
sohool connected with the Royal Institation in
Liverpool. His mother and his other Birming-
bam relatives thought he wonld do mush bet-
ter if gent to the famous grammar-school of
that town, than under the high mastership of
Manohester's first Diocesan, Dr. J. Prince Lee,
Here Lightfoot formed one of & trio of remark-
able boys—* three boys,’ it is eaid, ¢ Prince Lee
loved more than any one else in the world, and
in whom he teok every bhuman interest in
pushing forward'—the other two being the pre-
sent Archbishop of Canterbury (Dr. Benson)
and Dr, Brocke Foss Westcott.” In 1054 he
wa3 ordained by his old Birmingham master,
Bishop Prince Lies, at St, John's Church, Hea
ton Mersey.

From Birmingham he passed to Trinity Col-
lege, Cambridge, and obtsived the highest hon—
ors in his dogree. He was Senior Classic and
Senior Chancellor's Medallist in 1851, and was
also & Wrangler or & First Classman in mathe—
matics. His sabsequent life was for many
years mainly devoted to the University, to
which he was intensely attached. He became
Fellow of Trinity in 18562, and subsequently
Tutor. In 1861 he became Halsean Professor
of Divinity, and.in 1875 Margaret Professor.
He combined with these University offives, in—
deed, various other important duties. He be~
came chaplain to the late Prince Consort in
1861, chaplainto the Queen in 1862, and Lepaty

[Clerk ot ihe Closet in 1875, and examining

chaplain to Dr. Tuit, both as Bishop ot London
and Archbishop ot Canterbury, irom 1862-79,
in 1871 he wes sappointed Capon-Residentiary
at St. Paul’s Cathedral, His name will always
be cherished in that Cathedral asone of 1ts
great crnaments. His irfluence there was of
Lhe utmost value, as he brought the gitts of hie
anpsurpassed learning to the work of the prao-
tical instruction of & great London andience,
Dr, Lightioot mever married. JHe was wed-
ded to his studies, to his duties whatever they
might be, and to the Church, which he regard-

ed 1n vory deed 85 & spiritnsl mother to her

children. In 1879 he accepted, not without re-
lnotance, the Bishopric of Darbam, on the
recommendation of Lord Beacon field, who, it
was very well known, had correctly interpreted
Her Majesty's own wishes apon the subject,
For ten years Dr. Lightfoot added to his ordin-
ary studies—for these he never abandoned—the
trials of a prelate burdened by onoe of the most
diffioult and cumbersome sees in the Church.

¢ For ten years,” mays the Daily News, “he
administered a large and populous diocese with
such perfeot taot and fairness, with such single-
ness of parpose and elevation of mind, that it
would be difficuli to say whether he was more
beloved by Churchmen or more respected by
Nornconformists. Ho was, whem what he
thought necessity required, an unsparing ocon-
troversialist, and in his detailed oriticism of
‘Sopernsatural Religion' ho may be thought to
have made too much of thoso errora in detail
which, as Horace says, are dne either to indi.
vidual oarelessness or to the innuto incaution of
nankiod. Bat his vehemence sprang from'no
personsl aorimony—a sertiment of whioh, in-
deed, he was wholly incapable.”

A Birmingham paper says:— “The late
Bi-hop and Dr, Bopson lived in tho ssme
puighborhood. and used to walk together to
school. Esch would wait for the other at a
point where their roads met, and the prasence
or abience of a stone in & hole in the wall indi-
oated to each on arrival whether he was the
first an the scoue, or whether his companion
had gone on without him. Lightfoot waa al
this time a quiet and reserved boy, to whom,
however; the most exlraordinary feats of men-
tal gymnastios were mere child’s play. ‘ How
is Joe getting on with his Germun ?’ a school-
{ellow of Lightfoot askked one of his sistors,
‘Ob, ho's done German; he's doing Anglo-
Sax .n now.’”

The same journal in aneditorial note saya:~—
“ By the death of Dr. Lightfoot the Hpiscopal
Bench loses one of its greatest ornaments, His
charm as a preacher was groat; his diocess,
vast even after the seo of Nuwonstle had been
carved from it, showed everywhoro evidences
of hia protecting cave; whilst hia services to
textnal criticism have made his name familiar
to acholars both at homo and abroad. After
his consecration in Westminster Abbey, Bishop
Frager and Deun Stanley had a conversation
shout the new ocoupant of the see of Durbam,
! We were both agreed,’ wrote Bishop Fraser,
‘that in all the high elements of the Chriatian
character a better Bishop could not nave been
chonen,’ "

*« He died on St. Thomas's Day,” eays the
Church Review, ** and to-day (Friday), the Feast
of 8t. Juhn the Evangelist, he is 10 be baried in
the chapel of Aucklund Castie, where Bishop
Cosin lies. St. Cuthbort is said to have died
with & copy of St. John's Go.pel on his breast,
and it i singularly appropriate that the great
prelate, who has 80 ably vindicated the authen-
tioity of that Gespel, should be laid to rest
amidst the mourning, not only of hia diocese,
but of Christendom, on the festival of the Apos-
tle of Liove. The Bishop, who was a pupil,
with the prosent Primate, of Dr. Prince Lse,
at Queen's Collego, Birmingham, and oarried -
off some of the groatest prizes at Cambridge,
has demorstrated, ae did Christopher Words-
worth, that it is posaible for 8 great scholar to
be likewise a snccessful administrator, Like
Cudworth, More, Whichcots, and other Cam-
bridge worthies in the seventeonth ocentury.
Bishop Lightfoot’s idea was, as when he showed
how gedlogy and astronomy iwere becomiog
the allies of religion, to bring oat the essential
unity of truthb; and the commingling of ex-
egetiosl, historioal, and philosophical thoughs, .
was shown by him to be compatible with the
most perfect orthodoxy.

The fanersl of the late Bishop took place at
Darham on Friday, 27thult. The body was con-
veyed from Bournemouth on the previous day,
snd deposited in the Cathedral Sanctaary. Fri-
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day was observed as & day of general mourning
in.the city. Nearly.all the clergy of -the diocese
attended the funeral, orthe servioes, of whioh
-there were two—one at the Cathedral and the
. other at Bishop Aucklany. Both the Arch.
bishops took part; and there were also present
the Bishope of Ripon, Carlisle, Newoastle, and
Bishop Sandford; the Lord Lieutensant acd all
the principal laymen of ‘the city and diocese.
It was & grand and solemn funotion. Never,
perhaps, since the berial of Archbishop Tait
has there been & more impressive soene.

One who was present writes to us:—** The
Oathedral was orowded, the arrangements re
markably good. There were between 350 and
400 robed cle gy, a great number of choristers,
the Archbishop of Cuanterbary, Bishops of Cur-
lisle, Newoastle, Richmond, Bishop Sandford,
Canon Westcott. Archdeacons Long and Wat.
kins, &o., &s. The Bishop's obaplain curried
his pastoral steff before the coffin, which wa~
borne or gnarded by twelve young olergymen ;
the stndents and gradoates of Darham, in their
hoods ; the leading laity of the County Palatine;
Lord Londonderry, Lord Boyne, Sir. H. Huve
lock Allan, Sir Jos, Pesse, &o., &c. The ser.
vico was read by the Dean, whose voice was
quite sudible throughout the Ohurch. The
snthem was, O, Death, where is tby sting!’
and the Bishop's fuvorite hymn. Nosermon or
addre~s was given. As the long procession
came down the nave, the ** Deay March™ pealed
polemnly throngh the vast building, After this
the faneral wert o Bishop Auokland by road.
The shops were olosed, the flag flow halfmast
high from the Cusile, aud the bells of the mins.
ter rapg a funeral peal. Similar marks of
respect were shown st the various towns in the
dioctae, At Darlington theflags on the churcher
and the Corporation Hall were at half mast, the
bells rung ufuneral peal, and the shops were
ologed,"~— The Family Churchman.

SERMON IN 8T JOHN'S
CAURCH, ON NOVEMBER
17, 1889.

BY REV. Di, CARTER, REOTOR.
“To knowledge temperance, and
to temperance patience.”—2d Peter,

i, 6.

I bave no more ides that the
Church Temperance Soociety will
put an end lv intempersnce than
I have that the Church iteeif will
put an end to sin. Both work
throngh hvman means and wpon
bomsan material, which are alike
liable to sin, but both place their
ehief dependence upon the grace of
God, working through these humar
means, and making them effectual
to the saving of many from their
sing, or from their recklessnesa,

The objeot of the Society can
best be undersiood by reading the
proposed Articles to the Conatitu-
tion, s follows :

“The object of the Society shall
be the promot on of the Christian
virtues of sobernees, purity and
reverence, 88 being all of those
forms of that self control whioh the
New Testament inoculestes, under
the pame of temperance, With
respect to soberneas, the Society
expeots of all members under the

" age of twenty-one total abstinence
from intoxicating drink, and of all
above that age either abstainers or
s sorupulous avoidance of excess.
Moreover the Society favors union
and co-operation on perfectly equal
torms between those who use
moderately, and those who disuse
entirely, intoxieating liquors, With
respect to purily, the Society ex
peots of its members the avoidance
of all coarseness and indecenoy,
whether of langnage or behaviour,
and the maintenance of the law of
purity as equally binding apon
mep and women. With re-peot to
reverence, the Soc'ety expects o.
its members the avoidance of pro-
funess of speech, ard tae discounn-
tenanocing of whalever in conversa
tion or in print manifestly tends to
bring discredit upon saored things,
The motto of the Society shall be,
¢ Temporance in all things.'

“As to means, supremo above
all others we recogmize the grace
ot God in and throomgh our Lord
Jeaus Christ, Bubj ct to and in
dependence upon this, we would
prosecute ounr undertaking, and wo
distiootly place all raethods of work
and all expedients of reform in s
position of subordination to the
authority "of Christ and His
Churoh,  As secondary means, we
recommend: 1. Systematio teach-—
ing on the physioal, social and
moral evils of intemperance,
through sermons, leclures and the
press, 2. The establishment of
ooffee houses, workingmen's beno-
it sooieties and assooiations, read-
ing rooms, with social gatherings
for amusement as well as in-
struction. 3. The promotion of
parochial socicties on the general
plan of this Society and in affilia-
tion with it. 4. The promotion of
wise leg'slation for the suppression
of vice of any sort.”

‘Wo notice that the Society aims

to promote the Christian virtues of
roberness, purity snd reverence.
[t will be enough to consider the
object of the Society and learn the
means on another occasion, If I
bad been drawing ap thia Constito.
tion I think I would have submitted
one word for the three virtoes
pamed, and have said that the
abjcct of this Society was to pro
mote the Chbristian virtue of self-
control, for right here is one serious
objection to both prohibition and
totul abstinence; they do away
with self-control, and so wesken
the whole individual charaoter.
People do not become rtrong phy
sically by the entire neglect of
exercige, and I do not see how
they can grow strong mentally or
spiritnaily without using their
mental and spiritual faculties ; that
rome fail in the strength is to be
deplored, bat the objeci of human
agencies shculd be mot to keep
them out of the contest, but to
encoarage them to be strong, and
to heal them when wounded.,

It may be asked, why should
theso three virtnes be selected to
the exclusion of others?- Perbaps
it may be answered by that the
evils which are the opposites to
thesa virtues bave no truthful
foundation at ail. Glottony is a
vice, producing consegquences which
in some respeots are us bad as thoss
brought about by intemperance,
yet gluttony is the sinfal develop-
ment of a4 natnral and iunocent ap-
petite.  Covetousness is so great a
sin that it is oalled idolatry, bat
covetousness is the sinful develop.
ment of & careful and praiseworthy
economy. Pride is of so sinfala
nature that it is frequently de.
nounced in Soripture, yet pride iy
only the sinfal development of s
sommendable self respect, Sins of
the tongue are offensive to both
God and man, yet they are the mis-
uses of the organ of that organ
of speech by which we give God
praise and glory. So the Society
has selected the promotion of sober-
nees, purity and reveremce. No
one will deny that it is a pommend.
able object; that there is a great
need that the whole country shounld
become more sober, more pure and
more reverent,
