JOTTINGS FROM THE SEAT OF WAR.
THB 8IEGE OF ORLEANS.

We (Tablet) make the following intercsting ex-
travts from a private letter from Orleans :—

Convent of the Visitation, Orleans, Oct, 11.

=For several days the noire of cannon had re-
sounded sadly in our ears, but on the 13th Oct. it
scemed as if there were still several leagtes between
oursclves and the cnemy. However on the 1Ith
about midday the sound became each quarier of an
hour neaver and nearer, till at last it was one con-
tinual roar. The halls scemed to whiz past and
burst, making the house shake, This went on till
6 o'clock. You can imagine, dear Mother, the state
of your poor children all praying in the chapel,
when o signal was given tor all to go to the in-
firmary where our Sister Thais greeted us with an
angelic smile ; our voices were drowned while we
recited the prayers for the dying. Towards 3 ovlock
M. I'Abbe Taget came in to give the last blessing
to our dying Sister, and our goold Bother took the
opportunity of assembling us in another room, and
with the wonderful faith she bas shown all through
our troubles, and which Las sustained us, encouraged
and prepared us for the worst. This act of prepara-
tion was needed, for by 5 o'clock there was fighting
at our very doors, which were open for the reception
of the wounded; our troops rushed precipitately
into the court, continuing to fire on the coemy.
Balls and shells fell and burst, and soon the con-
vent was on fire; this lasted for 20 minutes, the
walls shook and appeared to be crumbling, the
loudest thunder would hardly give an idea of the
noise. ‘The Community left the choir to attend to
the wounded, then returned to say the Aserere with
their arms extended. Women and children tremb-
ling cane rushing in for safety, others knocking
loudly cried, “Open to us, Sisters, for God’s sake
save us!”  The balls fell so thickly on those in the
court, that they gave themselves up.for lost. At
last the roar ceased, all was over, the town was no
longer our own. Then came shouts of joy, sounds
of music, mingled with crics of rage. The strect
was so crowded, it was hardly possible to move, and
our court-yard so filled with wounded we knew not
where to put them. The parlours and cells were
algo full and night coming on. M. I'’Abbe Taget
said to our Mother that all out of the court must be
taken in, so then .we brought down mnttresses,
making beds how we could, and soldiers blackened
with smoke carried in the wounded into our enclo-
sure. M. Simon, the doctor, with the ambulance
bndge, accompanied them, and M. Taget never left.
Everyone became a Sister of Charity. Oh, what a
goene it was ! the floor covered with blood, and
shrieks of agony | most being mortally wounded.
.The tumult in the street increased so much that it
wab thought prudent to remove the Blessed Sacra-

| ment, and place it in the chapter-room, on account.

Our
Mother, in a loud voice, told all to go to the chair,
saying that the Prussians were about to center.
Then, taking several Sistors, she went to the door of
the enclosure, with M., Taget vested in his surplice
and stole, M. Simon with hiz white apron, and
Auguste the gardener,

The door Leing opened, a troop of Prussinns pre-
sented themselves, all armed with guns and bayo-
nets; advancing one step, they fell back, exclaim-
ing, “ They are Religious!® M. Taget then explain-
ed that it was a convent. M. Simon also spoke to
them in Latin, and they appeared to understand.
After many assursnces given thut po soldier was in
the house, the Prussians retired, having cach kissed
the hand of M. I'Abbe, who said to ench Amice, and
Amice they all replied. Oh! the wonderful provi-
dence of the Heart of Jesus, stich calm moderation
shown by the enemy wheo had spread terror and con-
sternation all around. It was a second miracle
within three hours, for at 6 o'clock we had seemed
to be lost, the house ready to full, and yet no sout
belonging to it fouched, not even a square of glass
in the windows broken, no marks on our walls, and
yet the surrounding houscs utterly destroyed, that
is, walls broken in, windows, &c.  Qur Mother, who
wag in the parlour during all this, showed the great-
est courage, whilst even the wounded threw them-
selves on their knees believing their lust hour was
come. Our dear Mother, trusting in the Sacred
Heart, looked after all, auswered each one, all the
time feeling the walls trembling as if they must fall
in,

Nothing could excced the resignation of the
wounded soldiers, All that night the Community
attended on them, and the next day several died in
the most admirable dispositions, The town appear-
ed more calm in the morning. Six Bavarians were
brought for us to take i, but with their arms and
muskets loaded, and their gloomy looks did not re-
assure us, however by the following day we found
that they were all fervent Catholics. All weat to
Confession, and Holy Communion, and after a few
days were recovered enoughto get upand walk about
the garden. They all wished to come to Mass and to
the Office, and edificd us much by their reeollect-
viness, One felt that they prayed. They hardily
knew how to cxpress their gratitude, and when the
Prussian officers and their own chaplain came to
visit them, they spoke of their great iappinessat the
Visitation.

The conduct of the Prussian chiefs was really
wonderful, always respectful. A young Protestant
who asked for instruction became a Cntholic, and
another of the wounded made bis first Comnmunion
on All Saints.

PARLS UNDER BOMBARDMENT.
(From the correspondent of the London Daily Neus.)

Panis, Deg, 28.

One of the German correspondents of the press,
describing how Paris was to be reduced, gives great
prominence towhat he ealis the psychological moment
It was discovered, he said, by the German leaders
that a bombardwment could produce but small physi-
cal effect, and therefore it was considered best to
defer it unti), the Parisian mind being shaken by
misery, famine, sickness, and despair, it would
produce the strongest paychological effect,. It would
apprear that now, in the opinion of the Germans the
psychological moment has come—the mement when
it is likely that the mind of the Parisinns must be
peculiarly open to impressions from a bombardment
which could effect little by main force. At least
this might Lo inferred from the terms in which
the Geovernment describes the first *cannonade
which the enemy has opened on the forts of
Paris. If I were to describe this canponade ac-
cording to my ewn lights, I should say that it was
undertaken with a single deiinite object—namely
to clear the plateau of Avron. This plateau was
occupied by the French on the 29tk of November,
and it was instantly mounted with guns of enormous
range—the heaviest guns in Paris, which reacheven
to Chelles, and give the enemy a great deal of
trouble. The Germans cannot occapy this plateau,
but they think that they may render it untenable by
the Frencl; and to this end, as far as I can under-
stand, the heavy fiving of yesterday, in which 3,000
projectiles were dropt upon Avron, was directed.
But, then, I am nothing but what is called here a
pekin—that s, a civilian as distinet from a
military man; and to read the military report of
the Government, as well as the descriptions in all
the newspapers, you would imagine that it is the
long expected hombardment of Pacis, which hascom-
menced with a cannonade upon the forts of the east.
Suppose the view announced by the Government
and ull the papers be correct, it follows that, asa
bombardment on this side can do no harm whatever
to Paris, it can only have a moral effect.  But if the
enemy have aimed at moral effect, they have
been woefully at fault in their caleulations. The
bombardment, if so it may be called, has put the Pa-
risinns in great good spirits. ¢TIt isa sign of dis-
quictude and impatience on the part of the Prus-
sians,” they say.  “The siege lasts longer than they
expected ; they are tired of it ; they want to finish;
it is necessary that they should finish soon; let us
wait o little longer, and they will have to raise the
siege” So it was when Gen. Moltke sent in word
that the army of the Loire was deteated. He no
doubt expected to drive Paris to despair, and to the
point of surrender.  On the contrary, he raised the
cournge of Paris and we now know that though the
Irench armins-in the provinces were defeatud, they
made n stoub resistance, and succumbed under cir-
cumstances which gave a good hope of hetter Juck
for renewed efforts.  On Christmas day the German
leaders made another psychological attempt which,
so far from damping the spirits of the Parisiang, has
sent them chuckling with glee.  One ofthe generals
sent in a long letter ostensibly toarrange for the ex-
change of prisoners, and particularly to inquire as to
the fate of & certain John Muller.  But this elaborate
epistle, so full of anxiety for the welfare of Mr. John
Muller contained the announcement, introduced
with a clumsy emphasis, of the defeat of a French
army at Amicns. Itisa great pity that a French
army should be defeated at Amiens, but it is 2 con-
selation to the Parisian that the Germans should be
so anxious to let ‘'us know of it that they must
stumble into so much clumsincss. And now comes
the hombardment, so called, which has upon the
Parisian mind tbe best possible psychoelogical effect.
It would probably have this cffect even if it -were
better directed than at present. But as yel it has
dono tittle damage.

Yesterday morning the ecnemy unmasked {welve
Ybotieries of heavy guns, three at Nainey, on the road
to the Hermitage ; three at Gagny ; three at Noisy-
le-Grand ; and threc at the bridge at Gournay.
These directed their fire on the forts of Noisy, Ros-
oy, and Nogent, but chicfly on the platenu of Avron
in advance of Rosny. The French are under the
impression that they have inflicted severe losses on
the enemy ; but this is merely a supposition. What
is known for certain is, that they have sustaired
very little loss, Their works have not suffered at
all, and in men their losses amount simply to eight
killed and fifty wounded, From a military point of
view the effcct is zero. TFrom a picturesque or dra-
matic point of view there was one of the threo
thousand shells fired which produced a startling
effect, In.the midst of the .firing nine people. sat
down to breakfast in a small house upon the plateau
of Avron. There were, the commander of the sixth
battalion o Mobiles of the Seine (M. Heintzler); His
wife, the adjutant ‘of the - battalién, ‘a captain, -iwo
lieutenants, an ensign, o ohaplain, and:.a.doctor—

| nearly all of the.same Dattalion. A Pruseisn shell

came émashing upon the table and killed six of the
party. The commandant and his wife were wound-
ed. The only one who cscaped unhurt wns the
doctor.” Of the cight persons who were killed. yes-
terday six belonged to this little breakfast party.
What an incident for the future novelist!  Nine
persons, including a lady, are jesting over their
frugal breakfast, which they are determined to en-
Joy in spite of the cannon. “There wants but a
shell to give us butter,” says one of the party. In-
stantly comes a shell and blows six of them out of
existence, while wounding two more, the comman-
dant and his wife.

If t!xc cannonade was a failure yesterday, still
more is it so to-day when it has diminished in in-
tensity : and the Parisian brcomes more and mere
contut as he thinks of the unavailing eflorts of the
cnemy. It isa wonderful happy faculty—this of
cheerfulness and sublime conceit. I neither praise
it nor blame it, recognizing fully that it is a charnc-
teristic not of French alene, but also of human
naturc. It is a terrible weakness, and it is o tower
of strength. The French used to laugh at us in the
Napoleonic wars because our regiments never knew
when they were benten and went on fighting, But
they also did justice to our tenacity. «('est mmg-
nifique,” they said, “mais ce n'est pas la guerre.”
And we may say to all their cheerfulness and ten-
acity in the midst of disaster much the same. It is
not reasonable—it is mere conceit; but still it is
very fine. Lot me give you an extrene example, to
illustrate the ingenuity ofthe French mind in conceiv-
ing disaster as victory. When the Army of the
Loire was defeated the other day, and cut in two,
what do you think was the comment of a French
journalist? He said, “We¢ have now two armies
instead of ene.”  According to which rule you may
go on cutting a lostile army t picees, and every
fraction becomes a new power, This is, of course,
very absurd, and there are many people who have
ne paticnee whatever witk such a temper, which
sces every evens tinged with a beautiful rose colour
that answers to their own conceit. Still, in this
temper there lurks the apirit which refuses to be
canquered.if it cannot lead to victory. With such
follies the enemy cannot be beaton back ; but even
with such follies a nation may rise clastie from
defeat, and compel the enemy to acknowledge that
they are not to e downtrodden.

Those who despise the French will call it mere
coaceit, and sneer at it ; those whe admire them and
know what a part they have played in the history
of the world, will call it patriotism, and sec in it the
elevation of the national character—that in many re-
apecis they seem to act as if there were no war; as
if all would go on as before, as if they were not
s:xﬁ'ering a deivat which even threatens to extinguish
taenn.

(From the Timex Correspondent.)

T started with a friend for the Platenu d'Avron
this moming under the innocent impression that it
was still in the possession of the French, The mis-
take, however, proved not an unlucky one, for it
took us to two of the three forts, Nogent and Rosny,
upon which the Prussians were, I have since been
told, exclusively firing, and we, therefore saw more
of the bombardment—now the all-engrossing subject
of interest in Paris—than we should perhaps have
seen anywhere else. We started about 930 am,,
and, fortune favoring us got out of Paris by the Vin-
cennes gate without difficully, We thence intended
to make for Rosny as probably the nearest point
from which to watch the attack on Avron, without
ourselves getting unplensantly near the great Krupp
gans ; but, as we passed Nogent, we found it was
then heavily bombarded, so we stopped our carriage
and got out to see what we could. A deserted
house, within about 130 yards of the {ort, offcred a
good poiné of observation, 8o we went up into the
top room, and thence got a view of a great part of
the interior of the fort. It was not then answering
the batteries at work upon it, and so all the gar-
tison were bidden away under shelter. Not a sign
of human life could we discover. Half a dozen
horses saddled together in the inner moat to protect
themselves from the cruel cold were the only living
things we could see. The first shell T saw drop into
the fort happened to fall near them, and there was a
momentary panic and general scamper, but not one
was touched, The shells were coming at about the
rate, [ calculate of two per minute, and with a
precision which struck me — this " being my
first experience of bombardment — as  very
marvellous, until a little later on, at Roeny,
I saw firing far superior. Nearly all struck some
portion of the fort, and yet I could not see that any
damage was done. A few did not burst; others
struck harmlessly mounds of ecarth, sometimes
burying themselves in it, somctimes scattering
showers of it high jnto tlhe air. Many fell into the
paved court-yard, and exploded with a noise and
vibration which scemed to shake the house we wern
in from roof to base. As faras I could judge, they
were of enormous rize and weight, and 1 was con-
siderably surprised—having very vague notions of
what a bombardment ought to do to see that they
did apparently so little mischief. "They might have
killed and wounded to any extent if there had been
anybedy to kill and wound, but, as the fort guns
were uot being worked, the men were, I presume,
stowed away in safe corners; at any rate they were
out of sight, and the deserted aspect and death-like
stillness of the fort, broken only when every now
and then a shell burst like o thunder clap i the
middic of it, had a most singular effect, 1 looked
in vain for the breached walls, crunbling ramparts
or dismounted guns which I had always imagined
to be among the cffects of hombarding so vigorous
as 1 wag then watching., ¥ You may go on in that
way for two years,” sabd one of a few Mobiles who
shared our observatory. 1t secmned to me they
might “go on in that way” for 20 years unless the
continuous dropping of shells upon a fort produces
anything like the effect that the constant fulling of
drops of water on the head is said to work on the
brain.  Yet the firing was fiestrate, so good that we
had felt in no sort of danger until at last one shell
came ous of the usual line right i the direction of
our house, bub luckily falling short. The Mobile
suggested that the Prussians had perbaps noticed
that the house was occupied, and did us ithe honour
of thinking us worth an occasional shell. He threw
out the suggestion in an off-hand sort of way, as if
it was rather a plensant one than otherwisc, but two
or three of the party did not see it in this light.
We were in the top room of the house and a shell
however harmless comparatively in a fort, would
have crashed through the roof as if it had been
tissue paper, catching us all like rats jn o trap.
My apprebensions were quickened by an account I
had just been reading in o newspaper of how i shell
had burst through into a reom—near Rosny, T think
—where cight people were seated at dinner, and had
killed six of them then and there, wounding the
otter two. I made as decorous a retreat as I could
and, leaving the house, joined a group of men mad,
boys who were watching the bombardment from a
comparatively safe position on the ground. Another
shell shortly burst not far from the house, and away
scampered the boys to scramble for the pieces, One
of them returned in triumph with a fine a'pecimen
and was. delighted io exchange it for two sous.
Just ot that moment shells were probably a more
common commodity at Nogent than sous.” I found
afterwards at Rosny that the latest excitement—=the
popular amusement of the moment—was to watch
wherg the shells burst, and then run and pick up:

LEpicures who hcar that we have rata fer dinper
may be pardoned for assuming that we have nothing
else left except, perhaps, mice, and that when these
have all been caught—supposing that they don't
meanwhile die of starvation—we must take to dige
ing upon our boots or upon each other, unless Parisat
ence surrenders.  But the trutl is, there are mts and
rals. The majority are villanons cating, but a pecu-
liar kimd, not easily found, are dulicious, if I may
Jjudge from one experiment. I have not yeot been
offered any opportunity of repeating it, and am
scarcely enthusiastic cnough about rats to go out of
my way in scarch of them; but I am promised on
Christinus Day by a friend, who is inviting o party
of Englishmen to dinner, not only ¢rosbif” and
¢ plum-boudin,” but also “ civet de rat” and donkey
and other real delicacies. At the «Bdoucherie An
glaise,” beyond the Doulevard Haussmann, or now
rather Boulevard Uhrich, you can order wolf, cas-
sowary, and all sorts of wild dishes for dinner.—
They come, I suppose, from the Jardin d'Acclimn-
tisation, or des Plantes, although when I went the
other day to the latter place to find out of any joints
of lion er tiger were still left, I saw no diminution
arnong the animals, and was solemnly assured that
they had not becn eacrificed to the exigencies of
the stege. Perhaps the wolves and cassowaries were
needlessly numerous. But if wolf is eaten, it isonly
by way of experiment, and not from necessity, for o
fine cat can still be bought for 12 francs, and deg,
declared by connoisseurs to be as good as Welsh
mutton, is abundunt. If thesc be not enough, there
is horse, and mule, and donkey, and beef, though
these four dishes are so mixed up and played off
against ench other that you can rarely be quite sure
which you are eating. ,The suffrings of thosc un-
lucky people who cunnot make up their minds and -
stomachs to go altogether without meat or to take
their choice of cating strange food may be casily
imagined. They arc now no longer safe at the best
restuurants, I shall not forget the horrified face of
an nnlucky gourmet, when at the Voisin, in whick he
still had faith, the proprietor in person offered him
roshif or lane braise, He vehemently insisted upon
being allowed to dine on vegetables, unless the pro-
prietor could swear by all be Leld sacred to give
meat that was above all suspicion safe. The rosbif
was immediately produced, but, though apparently
genuine, it was not half so good as the lene braise,
which was excellent.

Very carly he showed a faste for the
career of arms, and at sixteen yenrs of age ran away
and enlisted as 1 cabin boy on board a man-clwir,
After o vear of (his hard life, he was dizcovered, aud,
haviug been cured of bis taste for sen, was sent to
St. Cyvroout of which he came with the highest
honors, and was appointed as sub-lientenant to &
regiment of Zovaves, From thnt time to the hreak-
ing out of the ltalian war, in 1859, he remained in
Algerin, which he left with the grade of chef de bat-
aitlon of the 28rd Regiment of the line.  For his
brilliant conduct during the whole campaign, and
especially at Solferino {where he was noted in the
order of the day), he was promotod to the licutenant-
colonsley of the T4th, During the expudition to
Syrin in 1860 he acted as politicaladviser to (ivneral
dlautpoul, buing sclected for that post in conse-
quence of his greut proficicncy in Enstern I:m,q-_ux_lgus.
He ncquitted himself so admirably of this diflicult
task that he was promoted to the grade of officer of
the Legion of Hgnor. In 186+ he obtained the
coloncley of the 48th, and commanded the Fub-
division of Silibel-Albis,and becane gencral in 1368,
displaying whilst there great administrative abili-
tics.

Shortly afterwards a Prussian officer and a fow men,
accompanying a train of Frenchcacolets full of wound-
ed under the protection of the red cross, entered the
town, aud carried of with them the principal munici-
pul authoritics. The night was a very starlight one,
and the rattle of the musketry never quite ceascel
There was also a good deal of desultory firing about
the streets by Prussian maraaders, who sometimes
caught sight of the uniforms of French soldiers who
had brought in wounded comrades, and who were
endeavouring to rejoin their corps.  The wholetown
was @ vast hospital, and there was only one doctor
capable of performing amputations.  In the theatre
alone were upwards of 200 degperately wounded men.
I¢ wasa scene which those who speak lightly of war
should have witnessed. Wonkd that those who hold
in their Lands the pewer to make peace could have
seen it for five minutes ! There was no doctor for
many hours in the place.  The cold wasintense, and
many & man's life slipped away from there Leing
no one suticiently skilled to bind up his wounds.
The dead lay thick among the dying, and as the
former were dragged out their places were instantly
Uiserable ovjocts, with broken jaws or faces
half shot away, wanderca about pointing to their
dreadful wounids, and making piteous signals for
water, which it was impossibie for them to swallow.
Officers and men, veterans and boys, all 1ay in onc
indistinguisbable mass of misery.  Every moan that
the human veice can ntter rose from that heap of
agony, and the cries of “ Water! For the love of
God, water ! A doctor! A doctor I never ceasid.
It was indeed a relicf when the surgeon came frum
other similar seenus, and crying loudiy, & Voyons, ou
sant les gravenent dlesecs 2 O sont les amputations ¥
set to work with determined but kindly energy. It
will be a satisfuction to the subscribers to the great
English Fuad for the Sick and Wounded to know
that numbers of wounded French were spared un-
utterable torture, and owe their lives to the supply
of English chloroform, blankets, Landages, and wine
whicli was fortunately forthcoming on that fearful
night. The Wessings with which they were re-
ceived can hardly do our nation any harm.

I was standing in the afternoon with an English
companion close to the Prussian reserves, watching
the wonderful good fortune of a battery of Lorse ar-
tiliery, round which the French ivere pouring a per-
fect shower of shell, when an officer with the red
cross badge addressed me in French,—* Sir, there
are some of your comrades in this village dying of
starvation—wounded men, Why do you not carry
them away or give them food 77 T replied that I
was not meore a comrade to the French than to the
Germang, and would like to help Loth; but that 1
could not transpart these men, the Germans having
tuken all the carts and all the borses; and that [
could net feed thum, as bread could not be bought
for gold, the Germans having seized all the flonr at
Beaugency. He turned away making some gnecering
remark to his brother officers about Englishmen,
and we entered the village. At that moment the
cavalry of reserve were dismounted close by, en-
gaged in cooking,  They leoked merry and well fud.
The first house iu the place wasa * Pension de Jennes
Filles” T dow't think thatzny of the horrors of war de-
picted by the trutliful pens of Erchmann-Chatrian
have equalled what that house vontained. Every
room (e there were many), from the cel-
lar to the roof, was crowded with dead and
starving men, Iving so thick it was inpossible to
move among them,  Some hiad been there since
Tuesday evening, many since Wednesduy, It was
now Saturday, and not vne drop of water, not one
atom of food, had vet passed their lips,  Many were
desperately wounded, yet #&ill alive. There were
several officers among themn, one tenderly nursed hy
a broken-legired sermeant of ks regiment, who had
covered Lim with his own coat. The windows of
the Louse lind been Lroken, ind there was no furni-
ture, and ail these duys and nights of almost Arctic
cold they had Deen Iving on the bare floor with their
wounts undressed,  The stench was awful.

Drauy, Jan. 5, — The first cases under the new
Land Act came before Mr. Otway, Q.C., chainaan of
the c.ount_\,' of Jtntrun, at the Quarter Sessions of
Ballymena, on Tucsday. As the practical working
of the Act will depend very much upon the legal
interpretation of its provisions, great importance is
attached to the decisions of the Land Courts, whick
are likely to be precedents, Mr. Butt, Q.'C. ap-
peared as connsel for Mr. Hill, a tenant on the Glen-
arm estate of Lord Awtrim, who claimed £550 os
compengation for disturbance of occupancy. The
claim included £400 paid by the tenant on coming
into occupation, £100 for manuring 20 acres in
1840, L6 for Jaying down grasses in 1870, .£150 for
q':onunuo_us improvements in 1870, by liming, manur-
mg,.dmming, fencing, and pgensreal cultivation—
Agpuinst this demand the landlord had a cross elaim
of £760 fur deterioration of the farm throhigh bad
ciltivation, genvral injury to the entire farm,
dilapidation of buildings, breaking up oldlea ground
and cexclusion from the possession after the st of
November last. Mr. Orr, who appesred as counsel
for Lord Antrim, raised a point on the construction
of the 15t section, which he contended hiad the ef-
fuct of exvngning demesne lands from the payment
of compensation.  Mr. Butt argued that such lands
were not exempt @ that the expression “ demesne

In a wmercantile point of view, the year 1870 has
been favorable for Ircand.  The agricaltural classes
have been benetitted Ly the high prices for all de-
scriptions of live stock, and there is no want of
money iu the country; credit is sound, and bank-
rupteics and insolvencivs are comparatively rare.

River Littey, will in effect be carricd out, with the
exception of the tunnel. Tt seems alsu worthy of
vemark that the port of Dullin iy Lecoming every
day more important, and the connexion of the north-
ern and southern lines of milway, now pushing
their way down to the river gide, as has been long
sinee done by the Midland Great Western, will add
to its facilities and consequent velue.

An importaut case was heard at the Kildare Quar-
ter Sessions before Mr, Lefroy, the County Chairman.
It appears that Samuel Holt, of Rosscarbery, in the
county of Kildare, holds a farm of 456 acres from
Lord Harberton, on i ease granted in 1844 for 21 years
and onelife now aged 30 ; and the rent being less than
14s per acre yearly, the tenant secks under the 6th
seetion of the Act to have alleged improvements
amounting to upwards of £8,200 registered, so that
their value might be known in ease of distorbance.
The lundlord’s counsel contended that the value of
the improvements was not anything like the amount
sought for, and that £5,000 cliimad for o house was
not enly exceskive, but shoubhd not be atlowed at all,
as the house was tmilt before thie Teave was granted.

An instance of the salutary effect of the Peace Pre-
servation Act In checking agrerian criine was given
afew days ugo in the arvest and conviction of a no-
torions chavacter named Dufiv, who is believed to
have been a ringleader in Whiteboy outrages in the
county of Meath, Ou the night of the 3d Dee. a
party of men visited the house of a tarmer, and, pre-
senting revelvers at his head, put bim on his knees
and threntened 1o shwot him for expressing dis-
approval of Fenlanism.  On the same night a police
patrol met the prisoner, in company with another
man, going in the direction of another house, the
owner of which expected an attack, and had put
them on the alert. He gave a false name when
questioned, was arrested on suspicion, and brought
before the magistrates on Tuesday, e had been
prosecuted betore on a similar charge, but made 2
plausible cxcuse and was discharged.  The magis-
trates now convicted him, and sentenced him to
three menths' imprizonment,

The Cork Town Council has passed a resolution
condemning the amnesty accotded to the Feninn
convicts ns insufficient, and calling upon the Gov-
ernment to grant to Ircland its freedom, Uy restoring
its power of scelf-rule. The provisions of the new
Land Act are heing tested in numerous proceedings
instituted in the Irish Courts. Mecetings of sym-
pathy with the Pope continue to be held.

Mr. Dounelly, Registrar-General for Ireland, hus
jssued o cirenlar to the clergy of the disestablished
Church, directing them to crase fromn the marringe
registers the words ¢ Churel of Ircland,” and to sub-
stitute the words ¢ Protestant Episcopal Church of
Treland” Many of them have returned for answer a
flat, and not over-polite refusal to comply with this
order, which they muintain, asks them to falsify the
title accorded to the Clmreh cven by the Act of
Parliament by which it was disertablished.

A large number of persons of the working class
assembled at the Catholic Cathedral, at Cork, on
Sunday, the 1st ult, at the invitation of the bishop
to rencw the temperance pledge administered by
Lim on the previous New Year’s day. The bishop
delivered an address on the evils of intemperance
and deplored that the reformation effected at the
carly part of last year had nut been permanent. He
appealed to the publicans to essist this good work
by forming guilds, and determining not to allow
any of their class to sell drink to thuse who copld
not take it without ruin, and especially by resolving
not to gell drink on Sunday morning.

Without de-
clarntion of war without motive beyond the desire
to possess, coupled with the faeility of acquisition,
more than (0,000 regulur troaps, with numerous ar-
tillery, Liave pasecd a fronticr, nssailed & capital, and
dispossesged nn ancient and legitimate Government
in the full and tranquil exercise of its functions.

“We hold that those wlho submit to such an
event without & protest as solemn and energetic os
itisin their power to make, connive at . mortal
blow given to the general conscience, and at the
corruption of those rudimental instincts of houor
and justice without which security and freedom are
impossible, whetlier for States or individuals,

“Weare further alarmed by the maxims which
are fumiliarly on the lips of those who are consent-
inz to this crime. They duclare, contrivy to every
authority on the law of nations, that alleged con-
spiracy within i State is a suflicient justification for
invading it.  Dut supposing that an internal fuetion
had invited this piratical invision, the fact would re-
mutin that for vears no lubor and no cxpenditure have
been spared to introduce a nucleus to treason, and
to forpent it within the Roman State. When these
intrirrues failed, open force has been used ; the seeret
corrnption and treachery of years have heen com-
pleted by the shedding of blood and the movkery of
a Flefuscire,

¢ The blow thus struck at public morals aml the
security of States compels us to the step which we
now tnke .

« Henceforth no State weaker than its immediate
neighbour van hupe for support from the conscience
of other Powers.  No alleginneas for the future enn
be claimed, no authorily Lold its own, no treason e
chinstised, no laws in fact exist, but those of expe-
dieney, perfidy, and foree, if such an outrage do not
arouse the slunbiering conseienees of men.

1t is, secondly, ax subjects of the British Throne
that we contemplate this event witlh sorrow and
dismay. We fear the avenging hand of Providence,
Qur country is not without its disatfections, our
legislntion and history have not been such os utterly
to deprive conspiracy and revolt of all palliation.
When we shall be in difficulties, domestic treason
may assume, by foreign instigation, dimensions far
bevond any ever attained in the Rome of our davs,
and there may be those found too able and too will-
ing to play the fictitious part of liberators, with
motives and means snch as those as have now
prospered against Rome.

# Thirdly, as Catholics rejoicing in the fuith and
Church of Christ, we deeply feel the peeunliar azgra-
vation which attends this crime. It is a sucrilege of
decpest dye, and of widest conscquences of evil. Tt
is an open blow struck at the cause of God and Iis
Christ in 1hie person of the servant of 1is servants.

buthave not beenratified by Gambetta; and we
are therefore far from feeling assured that the
capitulation of Paris meuns the end of the war,
There is to be an urmistice for three weeks,
during which elections are to be held through-
out all the Departinents in France—oxeept we
suppose thesc whose cession the Germans de.
mand—and the clected deputies will proceed to
the formation of a govermment, fairly represent-
ing the nation, competent to contraet, and make
arrangewents binding upon the people of
Franee.

The internal condition of Daris is reported
to be dreadful. The people are fearfully ex-
cited, suspicious of their rulers, and ripe for
any desperate acts.  Already they have hrokeu
out in an attack on the Hotel de Ville, and the
passions of the first revolution are at work
amongst the working classes.  This bades no
good to Paris; and we may expeet to hear
shortly of bloody cvents, and cven of' the des-
truction of a portion of the City by the hands of
her own infuriate children.  Intrigues to reseat
the fallen Lmperor on the throne by means of
the soldiers, prisoners of war in Germany, are
again spoken of ; but the “ Man of Sedan” is
so generally hated and despised by Frenchmen
of all conditions, that we cannot believe that
any thing serious will grow out of them. Had
he retyined the respect and confidence of the
army, there would be a chance for Louis Napo-
leon. Asit is, heis as unpopular with the
soldiers as with the eiviliuns,

IMPOSING DEMONSTRATION OF SYMPATHY
WITH OUR HOLY FATHER THE POPE.
On Sunday, 22nd January, three most im-
~portant mcetings werc held by the English
speaking Cutholics, in St. Patrick’s, St. Ann's
and St. Bridget’s churches of this city, for the
purpose of adopting an Address of sympthy
with our Holy Father in -kis present trials;
and of receiving the .offerings of the faithful
for his relief. At the meeting at the St. Pa-
trick’s Church the Rev.. Mr. Dowd being

moved to the Chair, spoke as follows :—

My Dear Friends,—It is nol necessary for me to
explain why. this meoting has boen convened; you
all thoroughly understand the reason. I shall at
once proceed to say a word on the businesy of this

" assembly, s¢ ‘important in-every' respect. I shall
say but little, as -1 have already, and on moro than’
- one'deeanivh; expredded my-sentiments on the grave
subject that occupios our attention, Besides I am

They have done neither. They have therefore
sinned againss Christian socisty, whose protection
was cntrusted to their care. Thzy have sinned
against themselves. For what is this crime they
tolerato ? It is a crime that attacks the foundation
of all order, of all right, of all justice—and that net
only in regard to Governments, in their relations to
one another; bat also in regard to individuals, in
their dealings with onc another, For if a Govern-
ment or nation, because it is stronger, may oppress
with inipunity anether Government or nation, be-
cause it is weaker; why may not an individual man,
for the same reason, oppress another man with the
same impunity 2 And if a Sovercign, because he
has a great :r number of soldiers at his command,
and can almost without a struggle seize on the
kingdom of hisx weaker neighbor and rob him of afl
—if I say the stronger Sovereign may thus rob with
impunity the weak:r Sovercign: why may not a
subject epjoy the same immunits. when he inay
choosc to rob his fellow subjrct, Are there two
kinds of justice in the Gospel; one for the Sove-
reign, the other for the subjrct; one for Govern-
ments, the other for individual members of Society ?
No; God does not use double weights and measures.
If the one justice of the Gospel be rejected, we can
have nothing left but the law of brute force—that
is, the right of the stronger to rob and oppress the
weaker. Now, this law will justify the violence
und thie robburies of strong subjects, and of strong
individuals, as well as the violence and robberies
of strong Sovercigns, and of strong Governments.
The law of brute force has no penalties but for the
weak, It makes the capacity of ench man's strength
the exact measure of hisrights. Is Christian Socicty
prepared to adopt this law, and to discard the law
of tie Gospel ?  That immutable law commands all
to do, as they would wish to be done by: to give
his own to ench onc ; this heavenly Jaw is fixed as
God Himself. It cannot change with circiunstan-
ces. And by it Kings and Governments, and sul-
jects, shall bo judged nlike—they shall all he
measured in the same measure, and weighed in the
sane balance, You have done well to remind your
Sovereign of these unchangeable principles, in the
Petition you signed on this day week. To-day
Governments connive at the outrages of brute force,
because it is only the DPope who is the victim,
To-morrow the danger may be at their own doors.
And then, when too late, they will admit that it had
been better to vindicate public justice in Italy,
thun to wait to sce their own sceptres Lroken, and
their thrones levelled to the dust by brute force
allied with infidel revolution.

I need nof now repeat what I said to youon
another oceasion. It is important, however, that
you keep fresh in your memories one or £wo points,
Rome was no family inheritance. It was the por-
tion of cvery successive Pope as Head of the Catho-
fic Charel, It belongs not to Italy, Rome never
did belong to Italy; it belonged to the Universal
Chaurch ; and was held and governed by every suc-
cecding Pope, us the head and trustee of the Univer:
sal Church. The Roman people, totally abandoned
to their fute by the Greek Emperors, were reduced
to ruin and despair, when their spiritual father—~the
Pope—becnme their mediator, their defender, and
their Saviour, Using the supreme right of solf-
preservation, the pcople cast themselves upon the
protection of their signal benefactors, and proclaim-
ed the Popes the only sovercigns of Rome. This
preclamation of Papal Sovercignty, inspired Ly pop-
ular gratitude, and the instinet of self preservation,
was soon after adopted into the public law of Europe
by Pepin and Charlemagne.  Since their time to the
present day, “the Patrimony of the Blessed Peter,”
a8 it was called, has always been regarded the sa-
cred inheritance of Peter’s successors, the inalienable
right of the Heads of the Universal Church. Talk
then of annexing Rome to Italy, It is sheer cant.
Rome cannot be annexed. Pagan Rome annexed
the greater purt of the civilived world to herself —
Christian Rome, first converted, and then annexed
all civilized nations to herself, Tome, the head and
mistress of the Christian world, annexed to Italy!
Why the idea is preposterous. 1ltaly did net make
Christian Rome what it is: it was the Catholic
world, for the sake of the Popes,and through the
genjus of the Popes, that made it, that enxiched it,
that paid for it twenty times ever. Yes, the pious
gifts of the Catholic world for morc than a thousand
years have never censed to flow into Rome, as the
blood flows into tho heart; fer Rome is the heart,
the centre, and sacred home of the Catholic world.—
And shall this Rome become the inheritance of a
sacrilegious usurper ?  Shall her temples and her
trensures of art, and her sanctuaries of picty, and the
shrines of her saints and martyrs, and her unique
records of religion, and her institutions of learning,
and her asylums of charity ;—shall all these monu-
ments and freasures of Catholic piety, and of Catho-
lic wealth, that the Popes have been accumulating
for ten conturies—shall they become the apoil, and
be entrusted to the Vandal care of scoffers and un-
believera? Shall the righte of Two Hundred Mil-
lions of Catholics be ignored, and. their SBuprems
Pontifi: outraged, and their inflaence . and power
/defied by a robber king, and by,his rabble followers?

-

No: meither God nor man can permi if,

Is it not them right to send an Address of sym-
patby and encouragenent to our Holy Father, whose
aged heart is stecped in bitterness at the view of so
many calamitics? He is a prisoner in his own
Palace, because he would not betray the holy trust
God confided to him, inte the hands of the encmics
of God. Yes, we will tell our dear aflicted Father
that, though in a forcign land, we are mot become
degenerate. That we axe as faithful to Rome end
to the Pontiff Kiug of Rome, as are our brethren at
home. And that like them we are prepared tor any
sacrifice that may be demanded of us in defence of
the sacred rights of our Beloved Father,

One word more and I shall read for you the Ad-
dress. Qur Holy Father has been drespoilod of every
thing. He is obliged to reccive his daily hread
{rom the hands of th> man who robled hiwa,  Shall
we consent to this ?  Shall we consent to see our
generous Pontiff liviag on the alms of Yictor Em-
manucl 2 No, no.  We will rather coin our hearts
iute gold, and ¢end that 2old to Rome, in order that
our dear Fathcr may eat the bread of his loving and
devoted children ; and that, when coansoled and re-
freshed he way, like Tsaac, send them in return the
blessing of the ficst born. I shall now read the

Most HoLy Faruen,—

All your Children speaking the English language,

Banditti. For that Government has shamelcssly
violatud every obligation that could bind the con-
svience of a Christinn; and has discarded every
principle of justice and of international momlity, by
which civilized nations are governed, and Christian
society itsc1f maintained. '

So great a crime against public justice, if not duly
punished, cannot fail to undermine the whole socinl
fabric in’ Eurepe, by removing the foundation of
Christian laws, and substituting for those laws the
right of Lruts foree.  For if States, in their relatious
to one another, are permitted to defy, with impunity
the obligntions of pullic justice and of international
morlity : will not so fatal an example teach those
who are subjects to disregard the obligations ofthe
same virtues of justice and morality, in their deal-
ings with one another? and thus the very Christian
<haracter of Society will be brought inte peril.

Availiug eurselves of our rightsns British subjects,
we have, within the past few days, placed before the
Queen and Government of Great Britain, these rea-
sons which so directly afect the stability of all En-
topean Governments; aml we have prayed for the
cmployment, by that Guvernment, of its influence
and power to restore t» Your Holiness the peaceable
possession of the Patrimony of the Church.

But, Most Holyr Father, whilst we deein it a duty
to use ruch human means in defenee of the Liberty
of the Church, and of the Sacred Rights of Your
Holiness, we are inspired by the words, and by the
example of your Holiness, to elevate our eves and
hearts to the King of Kings, who has pronised pro-
tection to His Holy Spouse to the end of time ; and
who luughs at the rage, and at the silly intrigues of
ull Her enemies.

Yey, Most Holy Father, your children, in union
with the Immaculate Mother, are in constant prayer
Lefore Him, whose Viear, and Representative on
enrth, you are; that He masy sustain you with
heavenly streagth, and comfort vou with heavenly
consolation, amidst the sorrows and persecutions you
endure.in the cause of truth and justice. Your suf-
forings and bumiliations do not, Beloved Father,
shock our faith ; for at this nowment we are hefore
the Altar ou which we so often adore the Divine
Head of the Church, who, before vou, had His sacred
hands bounds with shackles;—who, before you, had
thorns for His crown, and gall for His drink. The
momentary trinmph of your enemies does not scan-
dulize your children. We know that their fase is
already decreed ; for the history of former times, and
even the history of our own day, tells us how God
treats the men who rsise their hands against His
anointed. The immoveable Rock of Peter has ever
been fatal to all who in their madness have assailed
it, .

Deign then, worthy Viear of a crucified God, io
aceept the homage of our veneration, of our Iove, and
of our devotednéss even to the sacrifice of our lives.
Chiuf Pastor of the Church of God, uccept the hawmage
of our entire submission to Thy Supreame Authority :
of our entire docility to Thy infallible teaching. In-
domitable Champion of the liberty of the Chureh ;
noble Confessor in the cause of truth and justice;
accept the warmest gratitude of Thy Children : Thy
sorrows and Thy prison but endear Thee a thousand
fold to our hearts.

Bast Holy Futher, the Childven of St. Patrick owe
to you a special debt, which they cannot forget cven
ina foreign lund. They cannot forget the tender
worids of sympathy you spoke; and the bountiful
help you sent, when their dear country was bleeding
at every pore,  Now thattheir charitalle High priest
is in affliction and in prison, they would cheerfully
repay their debg with their bearts’ blood, could that
avail ; but alas? they must content themsélves with
more carnest appeals to the God of justice to hasten
the final trinmph of their Beloved Father and Su-
preme Pastor, overall His cnemies.

Most Holy Father, all your Children, united as
onc in love and veneration for your sacred person,
and moved with the same heartfelt grief for your
sorrows, prostrate themselves at the feet of your
Holiness, and erave your Paternal Benediction.

MEETING IN ST. ANNE'S CHURCH,

In accordance with the announcement made
on Sunday the 15th ult., a public mecting was
held on Sunday, 22d ult., in St. Anne’s Chureh,
for the object of seuding anaddress of sympathy
to His Holiness Pope Pius IX,, and of taking
up a collection to epable him to defray his or-
dinary expenses. After the ten o'clock Mass,
the Blessed Sacrament was removed to the
Sacristy, and the meeting commenced imme-
diately. The Rev, Father Hogan presided,
Myles Murphy acted as Sectetary. The Rev
chairmun opencd the meeting by saying :-—

We are asscmbled here, in St. Anne's Church, to-
day, dear friends, with the pormission ef our vener-
ated Bishop, in order to cxpress, in the most solemn
manner possiblo to the Holy Father, the feclings of
sorrow and grief that fill our hearts in consequenco
of the injuries and outrages, that he has beem sub-
jected to, by King Victor Emmanucl and his govern-
ment. Perbaps it is o thing quite unexpectod by
some of you to gas us take the stand which we com-
menced .on last Sunday. aad which underanother
form we contimus todny. ButIam siisfied that

-

this movement is in no way out of order, and that
gratitude demands all that we are doing. Our high-
est ceclesiastical superior appreces of the courac we
have adopted, and we but follow the example of our
countrynien at home,—an example which it is com-
mendable and nateral for us to imitate. It iv only
a few dnrye since, an English Eniglt, Sir George
Bowyer, ut an immecense mecting of English Cath-
olits, held in Archbishop Manninge Cathedm) in
London, for the sam<e object, that we have now be-
fore us, acknowledged that the Irish bave the right
to be leaders in this movement. In seconding a re-
solution proposed by the Duke of Norfolk amongst
other things, Sir Georgo culled on all Euglish Cath-
olics to arouse themsclves and to understand the
importance of the duty that devolved on them of
proteating; bnt at the same time, e told themn to
do nothing without the example of the lrish Cath-
ulica, because, said L, #it is for Ircland to spoak out
with & voice of thunder and then England and all
Europe will follow” This right of being the first
nation that should speak in defence of the Holy
Father, no doubt is due and awarded to Ircland, on
account of her huing, since the days of St. Patrick,
amongst the nations of the carth, always pre-
eminently Cntholic, For whilst with the succession
of centuries, faith disappeared of becnume obscured,
in every country of Europe,—in lreland it always
shone and bloomud with the freshaess of youth; so
th:at through weal and throngh woe the hearts and
affections of our forcfuthers never ceased to tumn to,
and cling to the chair of St. Peter.

Henee it is-that during the Council of the Vatican
one of the most illustrious archbishops in attund-
ance, though not au Irishman, proposcl that to the
title of Islund of Sajnts, with which Ircland his been
honored for many centurics, the Church should add
the title—Island of Apostles.

Pius IX, with real paternal feelifzs, admires and
loves the ditferent peoples who enjoy the happiness
of being unrler his pastorl care, but on more ovca-
sivns than one when speaking of our countrymen he
was heard to designate them by the endearing title
—=his faithful Trish childeen” I recollect an in-
stance of an Irish gentleman, having an audience
with the preseut Pope.  Before leaving he requested
the Holy Father to remember the Irish peoplr, and
to interest himself in their behalf. Pias IX. ro ¢
from his chair, be placed his hand on his breast,
with ears in his eyes, while his breast swelled with
affection, he said: ¢ For me to forget the Irish poo-
ple is a thing impossible. I shall ever remember
them as the faithful people who abovu all others,
ever clung to the See ef Rome.” When our greatest
patriot and statesman, Danriel O'Conncll, the man
that we all loved and cherished and cheered, the
man who after God reigned in every Ivish heart, was
abont todie, e bogueathed his heart to Rowr, in
order to make his countrymen to the end of time
understand that the prorperity of the Church should
be to them a matter of the highest interest, and the
chair of St. Peter the point to which their warmest
affection must. ever tend.

When God in his wisdom decmned it right to prove
to the world and tu succeeding gencrations the
fidelity of the Irish people, even under afflicticns, as
He proved the fidelity af Job whent smitten by the
hand of Satan, Pins IX. Ircland’s devoted father and
friend, did not act like the wife and friends of Job,
in requesting our countrymen to blasphicme against
God; but with & generosity peculiar to hiz noble
heart he divided what he had with them, and made
Europe and America ring with the sound of his
voice in calling on every Christian nation to come
to the assistance of his afilicted childeen. But now
unfortunately the day has come when Pius IX. is
himself in poverty and needs a erumb from our
tables, Lot us on this ovccasion provae that we are
vut unworthy descendants of those Uit went hefore
us; let us by our generosity to-day show to the
world that we still merit to be styled the fauithful
sons of Pius IX. In these sentiments T recominend
to your consideration the address which our Secre-
tarr is about to read for you.

After the Rev, Chairman had closed his re-
marks, the addresg, of sympathy with the Holy
Father was read by the Sceretary.  In moving
the adoption of which, P. Larkin, Esq., spoke
as follows: —

Dear Friends,—You have just heard the address
of Rympathy that we intend to present to the Holy
Father, Addresses, even addresses of rympathy,
are often regarded as merely formalitics ot "polite-
nesg, or at most, the expression of feigned gratitude.
But whosoever understands the binding, affectionate
relation, that exists lietwesn the Holy Father and
us, Irish Catholivs, caunot for a moment doubt of
the rincerity of the feelings that we give expression
to in the address that has just been read.

To conceal
our feelings on the present occasion, would have
the appearance of paltry cowardice, and hence it is
that we have met here to-day to protest before (jod
and the world, against the unjust and impious pro-
ceedings of Victor Emmanuel and his Government,
I know that there are many persous who give us
credit only for talk and uscless demonstrations ; but
this day will prove to them that our words ar: sin-
cere, that our detestation of the injustice practised
towards Pins IX, is implacable, and that our grief
in witnessing the ontrages inflicied on him is of the
most poiguant nature, With these feelings ani-
maling us I have great pleasure in moving the
zjtdo%)tion of the Address of sympathy with our Holy
“ather,

Mr. Larkin's remarks were received through-
out by the audience with every mark of sym-
pathy and approval, '

The address thus proposed was seconded by
Mr. M. Conway; we have not the fall report of
Mr. Conway's specch, but if we may judge
from the “externals” of his eloquence—the
marked enthusizsm with whish his remarks
were received—his words did not fall short on
the occasion :—

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' FOREIGN INTELLIGENCE.

FRANCE.

Naw YoBE, Jan. 21.—Herald's Paris spe-
eial of 21st speaking of the general gloom and
i1} feeling pervading that city after the failare
.of the recent sortie says, last nightat 11 o'clock
a general summons to arms was sounded in the
turbulent quarters of Belleville and Charonne,
but so depressed wa3 the miserable population
that not more than five hundred men responded
1o the call. It was useless for such a gatheriag
¢o make a descent upon the Hotel de Ville, so
the emeutiers gave up the job with despair and

" betook themselves to their cold and cheerless
beds. To-day the Prefeot of Police stationed
three strong regiments of the National Guards
at the Hotel de Ville and caused the adjacent
strezts to bristle with mitrailleuses. The un-
happy citizeas of Paris are too much wasted by
misery to be able to initiute a revolution, al-
though it is probable that soon riots will occur
in the strects. I have been told there was 2
great fight in front of Busoaval to-day. It ap-

ars Gen. Bellemare threw a large force into
the forest of Busonval; they were permitted to
approach within less than 200 yards of the Jooped
wall when, from top and slope, presently issued
from the Prussizn infantry « terribleand deadly
fire, which, in un ineredible short space, covered
the ground with dead and wounded. It is im-
possible to ascertain the exact Joss of the
French, bat by common agreement it is admit-
ted to have been the bicodiest day’s fighting,
so far as the French are concerned, experienced
since the commencement of the siege. I am
assured that 900 corpses Iay on the ground in
the front of Busonval, often as many as six
together.  Wild rumours are afloat, and vumes
of prominent Reds are mentioned.

BRrusssLs, Jan, 23.— Letters from Paris by
balloon state that the Council of National De-
fence, on the p.m. of the 21st, accepted the re-
signation of Trochu and replaced Admiral
Saisset and La Ronciere. Trochu remains
Civil Governor. Le Fio is succeedee by
Dorion.

LoxpoN, Jan. 25.—The T¥mes has the fol-
lowing special despatch :—Versuilles, Jun, 24.
—Jules Favre is here. He proposes the
capitulation of Paris, and the garrison to march
out with honors of war. The torms are not
deemed admissible. The attack on St. Delia,
and the disusters of the 19th, mainly led to the
resolution to usk for terms. Trochu is i, and
Vinoy is incompetent. The arrangement of
the terms of surrender will take time. The
French demands are by far too large,

NEW YoRK, Jan. 250.—The Herald's London
special to-day says: the ZTimes, in a leader,
says if Favre refusesan unconditional surrender
and will pot end the whole war on German
terms, Bismarck, who has in his possession
full dceeptance of those terms by the Freach
Emperor and Empress, will threaten to restore
Napoleon

Bismarck, in an interview with M. Regnier,
declared that he was willing to negotiate, but
required some onc recogmized authority with
whom to treat ; to which Reganier replied that
it would be suicidal in any party to make ar-
rangements for peace. Bismarck declined to
continue the conversation,

A letter from Guizot to Mr, Gladstone is
published in which the former argues at length
the question of the proper conditions for peace.
He urges Englaud to at least protest in favor
of peace, and expresses the helief that such ac-
tion on her part would not be in vain,

Lo~Npoy, Jan. 26.— On inquiring at the
German legation here at noon to-day, it was as-
certaimed that no information of the capitula-
tion of Parie has bgen received there, =nd at
the British foreign office up to a late hour last
night the reports that Favre had made propo-
sitions for eapitulation remzined unconfirmed.

A Lille despateh says the Prussizns are re-
treating in the direction of the Somme. They
have abundoned the siege of Cambrui and other
fortresscs in the Eastern portion of the depart-
ment of the North, On Monday their Lead-
quarters were at Crevecwour,

What has kept him up hitherto, and Lept
the war going, has been, in great measure, the
assistance and self devotion of the higher
classes. The Republican idea may have stirred
the spirit of lerge masses of the lower orders;
bat it is sheer patriotism and honour that have
moved the aristocracy and gentry of France to
take up arms under the Republican flag, which
they are far from intending to cherish and pre-
serve as a national banner. When the upper
classes lose bope and withdraw from the strug-
gle the war and the Government will be de-
prived of their most efficient supporters. If
there were time to think of other things, the
Gambetta Government would not be long-lived.
But as loog as it is deemed essential to the
national.cause, so long is it likely to be sus-
tained, in spite of its arbitrary vagaries. M.
de Kerutry has just been rejected by a Nuntes
Club as a candidate for the command of the
army of Brittany, on the ground of his declar-
ation that Le prefers France to the Republic.
M. Gambetta is certainly not open to such a
charge.—T%mes Cor.

In & letter to the Pall Mall Gazette this week,
we read that the Duc de Luynes, lately killed
before Orleans, had just succeeded to the large
family cstates in France at the period of his
untimely death. He lns left 2 widow and &
child two months old. After the capitulation
of Sedan he joined the Mobile Guard, taking
with him all the able-bodied men from the vil-
-lages on his estates. The old nobility of France

" country, and sre serving the Republic with the
same geal as they would follow a legitimate sov-
ereign.

She is, so to
speak, a headless nation, bravely, even madly,
but fruitlessly resisting; and nothing scems
possible except the ¢ bitter end,” the spectacle,
strange to modern ideas, of ruthless conquest
in detail; the chrushing down of a whole great
people.— Tablet,

opinion herc when it says the ** military system
of England, in view of future complications,
permits her to assume only one attitude.”

¢« Great Britain has not escaped tke influence
of events which have already so seriously modi-
fied international rclations on the Continent.
In order w0 understand the change which has
occurred in the tendencies of the wost syste-
matically pacific nation in Europe, it is suffi-
cient to observe the part which the question of
armaments seems destined to play in the ensu-
ing Parliamentary Session. The newspapers
are full of letters and dissertations on the de-
fensive force of England, and on the dungers
which menace her.  All this agitation reveals
the existence of a feeling of uneasiness long
unknown in England, It is not now a question
of a fit of panic and unreasoning terror as in
1860, bat of a conviction slowly matured, to
which the nation only yields under the irresis-
tible pressure of evidence. England, it is said,
is =0 situated as in many respects to invite at-
tack. The immense extent of its possessions,
its riches, and the numerous causes of rivalry
which result from its hnmediate contact with
o many different nations constitute so many
clements of insccurity, while the insufficiency
of its military organization makes it daily lose
a part of the prestige which it owes to the en-
erzy or foresight of its statesmen durivg the
firat half of the present ccutury. Thus politi-
cians of all shades of opinien sre devoting them-
selves, with rare unanimity, to the guest of
measures adapted to guarantee the security of
the country without disturbing toe seriously
the existing social system. The English know
well that militarism is little compatible with
commercial prosperity, and they try to avoid as
long as possible the nceessity of establishing
among them the military institutions of Prus
sia; but, on the other hand, they are too prac-
tical not to perceive that security against any
external attack is the first condition of the ma-
terial development of a nation. Here aris:s
the great difficulty, that of creating an effeciive
system of defence while respecting the tradi-
tions of persoaal liberty so dear to the English,
and without imposing on the citizens, indivi-
dually or collectively, too great pecuniury sueri-
fices, The English, in short, wish for an army
capable of repelling any invasion without
having recourse to the conseription and without
too sensibly increasing the war cxpendisure.
Among the statesinen who have discussed shis
question, some, like Lord Russcll, admit that
England is morally isolated, and even that the
majority of nations regard ler with a certain
distrust and envy. In spite of this not very
reassuring way of viewing the external relations
of Great Brituin, and though admitting the
possibility of a maritime war which would
oblige England to cmploy the lurzer part of its
fleet in distant reas, Lord Russell cvinces a re-
markable optimism in advising the Government
to embody 100,000 Militia, in order to render
England unassailable at home.  In six months,
lie says, these Militia would be wn admirable
army.. The experience of France, since it has
been obliged to confide its defence to impro-
vised armics, 18 eertainly not ealculued to jus-
tify the noble lord’s confidence. As for the
mujority of the organs of the London Press,
they agree with Lord Russcll, but their con-
clusions materially differ.  The Tomes adwits
that the stubility of the political system of
Europe is scriously compromised, and that the
invasious regarded by Mr. Cobden as a ridi-
culous anachronism arec now the order of the
day, but it appears to doubt the cflicacy of the
means proposed by Lord Russell. The city jour-
nal points out that there woald no longer be
uestion of repulsing 2n invasion of 40,000 men,
the number ut which the Duke of Wellington
estimated the hostile army which might land
in Lngland, but perhaps of 100,000 men.
Moreover, adds The Times, the numerieal force
of the English army is not the only iwportant
point of the problem which hasto be considered.
The effectiveness of an army does not depend
exclusively on the namber of soldiers ; it requires
a well-orzanized artillery, means of transport, a
complete medical service, and a whole systen
capable of mecting the exigencics of modern
warfare, What i3 In this respeet the situation
of the Inglish army? To cite only one
cssential defect, its field artillery is very insuffi-
cient, The regular army, with the 100,000
Militia Lord Russcll would incorporate in it,
would require 450 guns, and for the moment,
says The Times, we have not half that number.
The other branches of the service arc in the
same state, which renders the augmentation
proposed by Lord Russell tolerably illusory.
‘What, however, makes The Times uneasy isnot
so much the relatively restricted number of re-
gular soldiers whom England could oppose to
an invasion as the almost.entire “absence of an
army of reserve. The city journal regards the
forces at present available as ‘sufficient under
ordinary circumstances if the 250,000 Volun-
teers and Militia were organized- after the
fashion of the Prussian Landwehr, but there is

no warrant for supposing that these forées would

easily accept the role which The Times would
desire to give them. The Volunteers par-
ticularly are only a collection of military ama-
teurs, on whom 1t would be impossible toim
the duties and strict discipline of the citizen
soldiers of Prussia. . . .. Without mili-
reorganization it is perfeetly idle to discuss
the attitude which England should take in view
of future Continental cowplications. Its pre-
sent military system allows it but one attitude,
that of obliterution (celle de U'¢ffucement.

ITALY.

P1epMoNT—D'ROTEST OF TUE Bisnops.—
The Bishops of Piedmont, in conjunction with
those of Lombardy, have addressed a remon-
sirance to Victor Emmanuel against the invasion
of the Pontifical territory und occupation of
Rome.—A friend, writing from Naples, tells me
that the mirzeulous blood of 8. Januarius does
not liquefy as usual. The ubsence of the ac-
customed effect is causing great consternation
at Naples, where it is regarded as the presage
of appproaching public calamity.—Corr. Tablet,

RoMEe.—A despatch dated Tlome, Jan, 24,
statez. The Ambassadors of Austria and the
North German Confederation, in compliance with
instructions reccived irom their respective Gov-
ernments required of Cardinal Antonelli what
cuarantee the Pope would regard  as suitable
on the purt of the Ttwiun Government to re-
move the distrust at present existing between
the civil and religions authoritiecs. The reply,
by order of the Pope, intimated that the Court
of Rome wished no guarantees other than pure
and simple restitution of the territories of the
Church from the Neapolitan frontiers to the Po,
and would accept of no arrangement not based
on these conditions. The Pope’s health is good.
Much of Lis time is occupied in receiving visi-
tors,

A Belgian deputation waited on the Pope re-
cently and presented an offering of the Catholies
of Belgium and an address. The Pope in reply
sald :—

What happens to-day is only a trial. The
Church was born amidst triuds, and has always
lived in its trials, and will continue its earcer on’
carth, expeeting and surmounting fresh trials.
Our duty is to strive to be firm in the presence
of danger, The Ttalian proverb says speaking
of death is onc thing, dying another. The peo-
ple speak lightly of persccutions, but it is often
difficalt to support them. 'The world this day
offers a painful gpectacle, especially in Rome,
wherein we see  things our eyes are not accus-
tomed to see, Let ull pray together. God
will oon deliver the Church and restore public
order, which has becn so decply disturbed.
Your endeavours, prayers, meetings and pilgrim-
ages tend to this end ; wherefore, with all our
heart, we bless them, you and your country,
your communes, families, thoughts and under-
takinge, Other deputations with gifts are ex-
peeted from England and Ifolland.

The Catholic journals publish the anncxed
Cireulur from Cardinal Antopelli to the Nun-
¢io’s Apostolic at Foreign Courts:—

My Logp,—As a further proof of the hon-
esty with which the Goveroment of Florence
intends to keep the promises it made, aud to
redeemn the pledges it gave to the Catholic
world when it took from the Holy Father the
remnant of his dominions, and to show still
more clearly what sort of independence and
liberty iz granted to the Roman Pontiff in the
exercise of his Spiritual Power, comes the
seizure of the journals which were the first to
reproduce the Pope’s Encyelical in Florence,
in Turin, and in Rome, The strongest argu-
ment o prave that the Sapreme Head of the
Church cannct be subjected to any Foreign
Power, and that the state of things created by
the usurping Govermuent inust he intolerable,
if the voice of the Teacher of the nations is to
be effectually heard throughout the world—is
supplied by this arbitrary act.  And thuas the
fears ensertained when it beeame necessury to
publish that Pontifica]l docmment, und the pre-
cautions adopted to clude the vivilanee of the
Ttalian authoritics until the Bishops could re-
ceive coples—are fully justified by the action of
the said Government.

Hence, too, it may be conjectured what fate
is in store for the Sovereign Pontiff when he
shall be constrained to award blame in opposi-
tion to the views of the laical power; and Sig-
nor Viseonti-Venosta, who bousts of the per-
mission lie gave for the publication of the Brief
suspending the sittings of the Council (which
suspension waus rendered advisable by the then
political state of Rome, and the wisdem of
which has sinee been demonstrated), Signor
Visconti-Venosta, I say, must now be silent,
lest he e told by Catholies that he gave the
said permission beeause that TPontifieal act
happened to be particululy agreeable to his
Government, which has tolerated with no good
graee the assombling of the Bishops, und the
benefits it might bring to the Church,

To-day is the nupiversary of the cxecution of
the fumous Monti and Tognetti, who were con-
victed of having, for the vile bribe of 20 scud!,
destroyed, by means of a mine and gunpowder,
the Serristori Burracks; when 27 persons be-
came the vietims of their ferocity, By a singu-
larly providential interposition, it happencd
that & whole hattalion of Zouuves, who had
been called out for serviee in the City, were
not destroyed also.

And those who still
maintain that the personal liberty of the Pope
is in no way fettered, may well be asked, if the
Supreme Teacher of the principles of justice,
if the Sovereiyn of this City of Rome, can go
about in the midst of tkose who decree honours
and make festivals and exalt to the skies men
whe have been und are amnongst the most furi-
ous of his cnemies? .

The French Revolution in the past century,
with its horrors and its orgies, is the only thing
that can be parallcled by the occurremces that
have taken, and are still takipg, place in this
miserable City since the entry of the Italian
