The Continental situation-as between France
Spain, and, of course, Germany-is very' rave, but
no more so than we have frequently, in thesea
columns, anticipated. Long ago, and persistently
evr since, re pointed out clearly and distinctlyi
thedc6urse of German poli>cy regarding Spain and
France :and long ago, snd just as persistently, vwe
told hboy Bismarck intended by menus of the for-
mer country to iveaken the latter, to drive her into
war, and to prepare the way for a fresh Francco-Ger-
man struggle btefore unbappy France had time to

regain. anything like lier former strength. Now,.
the fiist mine bas exploded, and in spite of thi
endeavours of German papers to stifle inquiry and
to distract attention froa the truc issue, it is patent
to ail that the Spanish Note of remonstrance toa
France is entirely German in principle and in ex-
ecution, and is -a deliberate attempt ta provake
war. " Wlien Count Hatzfeld went ta Madrid, even
the very children of Continental politics could
cguess at'theupshot, and now that their expecta-
tionj have been realised noue are surprised. Re-
newed contest with France -wouldgo far to re-esta-
blish the waning power of the Chancellor, to cou-
solidate once more the dii'ergiug parties in German
politics, ta ecreen the mideede and misegovermeat
of the too ambitious Dictator of the Empire, andi to

bury once more ln blood and iron the jealousies
that otherwsle wili inevitablyi lo hilm from his
place of power. One of two things muet come
and that very> shortly-either renewed -war, or the
fali of the monster who bas fattened on the blood
Of millions. Which it will be, time alone ecan
show; but we are somewhat inclined to believe
Germany is at last awaking from lier artificial
sleep, superinducedby the wiliest politician of the
day, that ab will flig down Bismarck from his
proud position and that thus war may be avoided-
at least for a time.

The month of August in every year a great public
-competition takes place amongst Llîo pupils of
the Paris schools for froc places and sacholarships
in the higher municipal schoole of the city. The

mumber of large public schools in Paris is now 137.
Of this, number 30 are under the management ofa
the Brothers of the Christian Scheole, and 78 are
directed by lay teachers. The cost ofthe 59 schools
cf ithe Christian Brothers was 700,000 francs for the
year; that of the 18 lay schools was 1,800,000
francs. Onthe occasion of the concurasu, 505 pupils
presented themelves as competitorsa; 272 ivero
pupils ofthe Brothers' Schools, 283 of the -lay>.
After the-first examination 292 candidates were
set aside.ns unqualified; of theses 174 balongedr ta
the lay, 118 to the Brothers' Schools. Out of the
number thus reduced, 154 of the pupils of the
Brother 59 of the lay schools, succeeded in theL
hi competition. Out of 185 prizes tLabo awarded

thc Brathcrs' pupile carnier! off 125, Lhe la> slohoal
pupils 59. In the returns only one pupil of the
lay schools is mentioned vith honour ta the first
batch of 20, and of the first 55, 46 had been educat.
ed in the Christian Schools. We quote these re-
utrne from official documents furnished by the

Board of Examiners who received their appoint-
ments fromthe State. They suggest their own
note and comment.-Catholic Union of Ireland.

There ls reason to. believe that this de-
crease by the end of the present decade will, have
whol ly ceased, that Is th't thé emigration will not
exceed the naturl increase of population. The
condition of the country ls now really prosperous.
