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THE CHARITIES OF ROME.

" (From the ¢ Three Romes’® of the Abbé Gaume.)

No traveller has hitherto undertaken the tour of
Christian Rome, nor has its itinerary been traced by
‘any guide ; aad yet, it is full of interest. "What has
resulted from this omission? As dueen of the fine
arts, Rome is admired by all ; as the mother of the
poor,‘and the modef of all nations, Rome is calume
“niated ; her good works, more beautiful than her mo-
numents, bave been forgotten; and the divine spirit
to which they owe their existence, hardly discerned
by some, and an object of sarcasm to others. Be-
eause_she does not participate in the factitious life,
por in the feverish activity of modern industry, she is
called dead. Ttisa calumny! The Rome of Pius
the IX. is 2 thousand times more noble than the Rome
of Augustus, the mother of men, and the nurse of na-
Xions ; charity is the life of her city, and of her
people ; yes, divine charity flows largely in the veins
of Christian Rome, it is alike its instinct and its es-
wence. And it should be so; these who are accus-
tomed to reflect will not be astonished. The centre
of faith, the city of the Pontiffs, ought to be the liome
of love. Reader, consent but to accompany us in our
travels, through the eternal city, and the truth of our
assertions will be apparent.

Leaving the Propaganda early, we directed our
course towards the Castle of~St. Angelo, passing by
the place of the people, and the tomb of Augustus,
that is to say, we took the road of the scholars.
During our walk we recollected the numerous monu-
wents of Roman charity, which forms the prominent
claracter of the subject we are about to study.

Catholic is the distinctive sign of hier faith, which
flows from her royal hills.  Catholic also is the pre-
dominant character of. Roman charity. - Catholic,
because Roman charity excludes 20 one. Tts estab-
lishments are the fruit of its own savings,.and the gifts
of nations formed in its school. Sublime conspiracy

- of charity ! . In the eyes of faith, the monarchies and
republics of Christian Europe, associated themselves
with their mother church, to found these asylums in
the centre of Catholicity, which are always open to
the stranger, whatever might be his wants, Lis
country, or name.  We rarely find foreigners in the
hospitals of other European nations. In Rome there
is not an hospital, nor a house of refuge, which does
not contain the citizens of other nations. Tn looking
through the names of the founders and benefactors of
these pious establishments, we find that all ranks
have contributed to them ; and the old archives men-
tion together the names of popes, cardinals, pre-
lates, kings, princes, with the more humble and ob-
scure, and also many of the saints.  Catholic,
because its charity is more abundant than elsewhere.
In its solicitude for charity, Rome aimassed a great
patrimony, which, althcugh considerably diminished,
by convulsions, still doubles the amount of the most
charitahble city in Europe. The population of Paris
is five times that of Rome, (T havenot calculated the
voluntary alms of the philanthropic society of Paris,)
but in adding those we find that the charities of
Rome double these of Taris, although the northern
cities have more wants to salisfy than those of the
south.

Catholic, because in the establishment of its works

of charity it has the priority over all other countries.
I shall only now cite three examples. .The lospital
of St. Roch, the hospital of the Convalescents, and
the Penitentiary prison of St. Michael.  The hos-
pital of St. Rocli is a lying-in hospital, open gratui-
tously to all women, who may there bury in myste-
rious silence the secret of their faults, whilst they
find all the care and attention which their state re-
‘quires. It was formed in 1770, and was the first
- -ever established, The hospital of Convalescents was
founded in 1548, by St. Philip Neri, and is anterior
by two centuries, to all others of the same kind, and
the penitentiary prison of St. Michael, this is the
third example I shall cite.

At the end of the last century, when the United
States offered to the eyes of wendering Europe their
numerous penitentaries, it was never doubted but that
these institutions were of American origin.  Protest-
antism gloried in them, and no one thought of disput-
ing their triumph; but at length their true origin was
brought to light. -Qur publicists sent to all parts of
Europe and te America, agents to study the peniten-
tiary system, who at- length arrived at Rome. M.
Cerllier, charged in 1839, by tlic minister of the inte-
rior, to inspect the prisons of the peninsula, expresses
bimself thus in his report :— ;

“T do not hesitate to declare, that penitentiary re-
form began in Italy, from the centre cven of that
country— from Rome—where Pope Clement the X1.
constructed, in 1703, a large bouse of correction for
young prisoners.  The. correctional system is Christ-
-ian and Catholic; it took its birth in ‘monasteries.
" .America bas neither invented nor perfected it; she
borrowed it from Ghent, which took it from Milan,

and Milan from Rome. It was Rome who created
the first cellular house, and who made use simulta-
neously, of absolute or mitigated isolation : it was a
Pope, who wrote with his own hand the first rules of
a house of correction. . . . Tattacha great
importance to restoring to the Roman Pontiff, Cle=
ment XT., the honor of the first idea of penitentiary
reform, for I find in it a powerful reason for gaining
the numerous disciples of religion to the cause of this
reform, which, to be salutary, ought to be consistent
in its origin, esentially Christian.

Catholic, because it is humble. Rome observes to
the letter, the command of the Saviour: ¢ When thou
doest alms, let not your left hand know what your
right hand does. Rome has no newspapers who pub-
lish Ler good works; and yet travellers so ready to
blame the mother and mistress of the ehurches, have
never said a word which might lead us to learn the
treasure of charity which is hidden in her bosom. We
believe ourselves, Rome is at the head of all true pro-
gress. Our ideas, our plans, our least attempts for
the amelioration of the suffering classes, are published
as discoveries.  Still Rome is silent, and contents
herself with showing at home the realisation of
thought, which with us are still projects, or are only
about to be carried into action.

Catholic, because it embraces all human miseries.
Misery is the indestructible net-worlk which envelopes
the clildren of Adam, from the cradle to the grave,
and beyond ; hence, to be Catholic, charity ought to
be as long as life, and as varied as suffering ; its re-
medies must be prepared with wisdom, and adminis-
tered with love, and disposed of in such a manuer as
to form a complete system, without defect or defi-
ciency. To Rome, and to Rome alone, belongs the

glory. of having realised this wonderful achievement.-

Children of this immortal mother, let us rejoice; if
the tree is known by its fruit, what stronger proofcan
be given of the truth of a doctrine, which developes
itself by such spirit and works?

These reflections had conducted us to the bridge of
St. Angelo. It was time to convince ourselves ihat
this beautiful system of charity was not a chimera, but
a reality ; to follow it in all its ramifications, a con-
ducting thread was necessary ; it was supplied by the
following reasoning: three species of misery, relative
to the three-fold life of man, compose tlie inseparable
cortege of man through this valley of tears; the phy-
sical miseries are poverty, sickness, and death; intel-
lectual miseries are ignorance and error; the moral
miseries are the passions and their effects. Furnished
with this guide of sorrow, we began to follow man in
the lamentable path which he traverses from infancy
to the tomb. :

He is born, and sometimes death waits for him on
the very threshhold of life. Roman charity presents
herself and interposes between the homieidal mother
and the young victim ; she has discovered the secret
of saving the honor of one and the life of the otler.
‘We are near the triumphant gate: on this fatal spot,
where pagan Rome caused the car of the conqueror
lo pass, followed by humanity in chains, rises the hos-
pital of Santo Spirito: it is the most ancient, and
with those of Naples and Milan, the most beautiful
of all the palaces built for the unfortunate. In the
year of our Lord 1193, Innocent the IIL., occupied
the chair of St. Peter. As he was walking one day
ou the banks of the Tilber, he was told that a fisher-
man in drawing his nets, had brought up, instead of
fish, three little children. ‘The excellent Pope was
so much affected, that he caused immediately to be
established, near the lospital of Santo Spirite,a
turning box, lined with a mattrass, where at any hour
of the day or night, abandoned children might be de-
posited. Tt was forbidden, under severe penalties, to
inquire the names of those who placed them there, or
even to look after them. ~ Yes, they were received
by charity, which has hands to accept, and ouglt not
to have eyes. These children were brought up, edu-
cated, and provided for, in this hospital; thus was
the first permanent and regular asylum opened in Eu-
rope, to the young and innocent victims destined by
Satan to an carly death. At Paris, the first home of
foundlings was that of St. Vincent of Paul,in 1678 ;
London did not possess one until a century later.

The charitable work of Innocent the Third has
been perpetuated through centuries, and thanks to
Roman charity, it continues to be in a prosperous
state. When old enough to work, the boys are sent
to Viterbo, to an asylum belonging to Sante Spirito,
and are there taught a trade. - At seventeen, if no
one adopts them, a sum of money equal to a year’s
expensesat the hospital is given to tlem ; this money
procures them tools and things necessary for the ex-
ercise of their profession ; being then enabled to pro-
vide for themselves, they are sent away. The girls
are equally objects of a solicitude, for nothing es-
capes. ‘[hey form an establishment of about 600
souls. Tnder the direction of pious mistresses, they
are formed to virtue, and instructed in all that is ve-

cessary fo their sex. All the linen of the immense
hospital is confided to their care. Some are occupied
with the childrens’ clothes, others plaitthe toilets and
surplices, or embroider in silk and gold. A three-
fold future is open to their choice: perpetual resi-
dence in the hospital, marriage, or the religious life.
In the first case, their living is secure, In the se-
cond, the hospital gives them a marriage portion of
nearly £22 sterling. But observe the maternal fore-
sight of Roman clarity ! This portion must be placed
in mortgage on an unencumbered property, in order
that the daughter of Providence may never be de-
prived of it.  Lastly, if they embrace the religious
life, the hospital provides for them. But this is not
all; Leo the Twelfth, of glorious memory, wished
that these young orphans should have a right toa
portion, payable at the hospital, if they either married
or entered a convent. 'Whilst we blessed this intel-
ligent solicitude, the contented air and rosy complex-
ions of this multitude of children, the superb building
which they inhabited, revealed to us the maternal

care, and the royal magnificence of the charity.

However, we had seen but a small part of the hospi-

tal ; immense halls opened before us, airy, lofty, and
well paved, and mostly ornamented with consoling
pictures, which represent the miraculous cures worked
by our Saviour, They are occupied by numerous
ranges of beds: altogether, there are sixteen hun-
dred. Each hall bears the name of the Saint who
protects, or the Pontiff who founded or embellished
it; the memory of Pius the VII. fills the place. His
sufferings in the prison of Fontainbleau, did not cause
him to forget those of the sick poor. By his orders,
the buildings were greatly improved, so that in the
opinion of strangers, unwilling to praise, no establish-
mejt in Europe can be compared with it.

. ‘These lalls are warmed by pipes from large stoves
placed in the centre, on which stand the drinks re-
quired for the sick.  The hospital is cleaned four
times a day. As soon as anything is soiled cor spoiled,
it is immediately replaced. Every thing is done to
preserve the purity of the air, by ventilating and dis-
infecting the rooms with acids. Sewers containg a
considerable quantity of water, are constructed under
each floor, which convey rapidly to the Tiber all im-
purities. So much care is bestowed on the cleanli-
ness of the lospital, that the most fastidious must be
satisfied. The bedsteadsare of iron, and comfortably
furnished ; between every two beds a marble table is
fixed in the walls. Above them, little tablets, indi-
cating the state and treatment of the patient, whether

he ought to receive the Viaticum, Extreme Unction,
&e., &e.

-Their food is regularly served, by onc of those de-
licate attentions, of wluch christian charily alone is
capable. ‘Three times a week the organ is played
during the repast of the sick. Sunday presents a
very touching scene; numerous brotherhoods arrive
from all parts of the city, to tender to the sick their
charitable services: some bring little delicacics,
others arrange the beds, and render various services
to the poor invalids. And what is the result of these
pious attentions? The annual mortality is from nine
to ten per cent.; a very low mortality {or so vast an
hospital, and is the greatest praise that can be given
lo this establishment.

This is the care bestowed on the body; but the
soul '—1oo often neglected in hospitalsof other na-
tions—Rome knows its price, and surrounds it with
admirable care.  'Pwelve chaplains inhabit the hos-
pital ; night and day at the service of the sick, they
celebrale mass every morning in the dilferent wards,
administer the Sacrament, and assist the dying. In
order to procure to the sick every facility to fulfil
their duty, each religious order resident at Rome,
must, according to the prescriptions of Clement the
XI., send once a month, two of its members to hear
confession; their stay must be, at least, five hours.
Several times a day a priest walks through the wards,
and stops in each to suggestsome good thought, some
holy maxim, capable of consoling the sick, or inspir-
ing them with regret for their faults. As ail sorts of
persons, without distinction of religion, are received,
many priests, both secular and regular, come volun-
tarily, either to bring to the Catholic faith those who
unfortunately do not profess it, or to confesss, in-
struct, and console, the sick. The laity come also
mostly on Sundays, to exércise the different works of
spiritual mercy. In wandering through these vast
halls, we fancy we see St. Camille de Lellis, the il-
lustrious-frequenter of this hospital, who, during seve-
ral years, past nights and days by the bedside of the
dying. I shall not speak of him now, but shall re-
turn to him later.

If the sick sink under their sufferings, they are left
for two hours in their beds, and are then transported
to the chamber of the dead, wheré they remain twenty
four hours. . A string attached to the band commu-
nicates with a bell placed in the surveillants’ room. If
the sick person should only be in a trance, the least

-

movement of returning consciousness would be known
to the watcher. Frery evening after the Ave Mariay
a pious association of the laity repair to the place,
where the dead are laid, with a covered car, and
bearing torches in their hands, conduct them to the
cemetery Janicule. Nothing is inore touching than
the cortege of these charitable Drothers, who come
from the most distant parts of the city, in spite of the
cold and rain of winter. When thereare no dead to
bury, which often happens, they still go to the ceme-
tery to recite the prayers for the dead, on the tombs.
If the sick persons are cured, we shall see Jater what
becomes of them, ’

To keep up the spirit of charity which produces
the wonderful cffects we have just related, they take
care of the numerous persons attached to the hospi-
tal. At the approach of the principal feasts, all the
family are reunited in the chapel to receive instrue~
tions to dispose them to frequent the Sacrameuts, on
the day of the solemnity. During Lent, all make a
retreat preparatory to the Paschal communion. Rome
which art accused of doing nothing, behold what thou
hast done for centuries without noise or ostentation !
Such is the respect which you profess for suffering
members of Jesus Christ ; such the maternal charity
with which you surround the bed of sorrow.
Amongst all the cities of the Christian world, are
there many ? Is there one, whicl can flatter herself
with surpassing, or even equalling lier mothier ?

NEW ENGLAND PROTESTANTISM AND
PUBLIC MORALS.

The Shepherd of the Valley translates the follow-
ing from the Propagateur Catholique of New Or~
leans :—

“We lave always almired two things in the peo-
ple of New England—the confidence with which
they claim the first rank among civilised nations, and
quote themselves as motlels in the way of liberty and
perfectionism ; and in the second place, the impertur~
bability with which they trample on all laws that are
not 1o their taste, and laugh at the mast sacred rights
and liberties of others.

“ The first point needs no proof. Take the first
Yankee you micet with—and they are to be found
everywhere—and he will tell you with genuine Pro-
testant modesty, that the Yankee is the most perfect
type of humanity,—man arrived at lis lighest point
of development. 'We ourselves are, indeed, disposed
to grant that, of all the bipeds who walk the earth,
the Yankee, as a species, is the most singular and the
most interesting to study.

“If we examine their claims to be a law-abiding
people, let us ask an answer to our inquiries from the
city of Boston—the Puritan pear! and pride of Pro-
testantism—the model city of the model State.
Boston, albeit all its Puritanical prudery, lias mobbish
tendencies ; but as it cannot consent to lay aside the
religious mask which Calvinism has placed on its face,
its mobs are religious in principle, and religious in
their instigators, the most notable of whom are
preachers,

¢ To justify their mobs the Boston Puritans inveke
a specious principle, which at hottom is the same that
the radicals of Turope proclaim. These latter assert
what they call their rights, as the pretext for violat-
ing the laws of their country : our Puritans invoke
what they call ¢ a higher law® than that of man, whick:
annuls all human laws incompatible with it.  Doubt-
less, this principle is in itself just, because it may
happen that laws made by men are opposed to the
law of God, and hence lave neither rational motive,
nor moral sanction, DBut the certain application of
this principle is only possible when there is rccog-
nised an autbority which can infallibly interpret the
law of God—an autherity which can be found only in
the Catholic Church, by which alone it is claimed-
Catholics can then invoke this principle, as they fre-
quently do against Protestants, who lave, however,
a marvellous facility of ignoring the principle, wlhen
they find it be to their interest so to do.

¢ But in Protestantism, where there is no absolute
authority,—no infallible interpretation—conscience
and the law of God are given over to the arbitrary
interpretation of cach individual. Hence, in most
cases, not to say in all, this higher law which Pro-
testants invoke against human laws, is nothing more,
in their system, than the personal opinion of each in-
dividual—his own will substituted for the Iaw, or
rather placed above the law, which is the very prin-
ciple invoked by the radicals, Neither should we be
astonished at this identity of principle between Pro-
testantism and Radicalism. Protestantism is all built -
on an anarchical principle. .'This principle appliced to
religion, produces - heresy ; applied to politics, it bas
deranged the public law of Europe, anil, at the same -

time, undermined the constitutions of the:most vigor- .
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ous’ nations; applied to sociely, it has resulted in
Socialism. " ' ’

.« Protestantism is Radicalism in the germ; and
Radicalism is Protestantism; fully developed. This
is the only difference between them; and this differ-
eiice ‘explains~the different’ expositions they give of

" ‘plain; straightforward, and consistent Protestantism,
“has for motto : the rights of 'man, as they are inter-
preted by cach one; that is the absolute sovercignty
of the individual will. Protestantism, a timid, hesi-
tating, and inconsistent Radicalism, appears at first to
proclaim the rights of Ged, in taking for its motto:
the rights of conscience, or the higher law: but as
these rights, this higher law, are left to the inter-
pretation of each one, the phrase has no meaning, _and.
expresses nothing, unless the absolute sovereignty of
the individual reason—the very principle of Radical-
ism. ‘

"+« Under both forms, this principle is nothing less
{han the deification of man, and might be called man-
“worship or self-worship, man worshipping himself, and
‘making his individual reason the absolute rule of truth,
‘and his individual will the rule of whatis just and
what is good; thus pulting himsclf in the place of
‘God ! Teace, under the prudish, or il you will, the
hypocritical formula of Prolestantism, as under the
clear and trenchant formula of Radicalism, we are
foreed to recognise the pride of the first rebel, of him
who was from the heginning the leader of revolt.

«"This identity of principle between Protestantism
and Radicalism being once acknowledged, it is easy
10 explain, whence it comes, that New Ilngland is the
hot-bed of Protestantism, numbers so many journals,
and produces so many writers who deflend Radicalism,
and push its principle to the extreme limits of Com-
mupism. It is also casy to conceive how [avorable
such. a soil is to the growth of abolitionism, and a ne-
cessary consequence of its fountain principle. Al
these poisonous plants germinate in the ficld of Pro-
testantism.

« What is, however, inexplicable is, that Radical-
ism, which leads directly to abolitionism, is maintained
and encouraged by men who, we will not say have
been brought up in Catholicity, for long since they
have practically renounced it—Dbut who lay claim to
defend the iastitutions of the South, and to battle for

,its rights.  Such monstrous incousistency can only
arise from incurable stupidity.” -

THE TITLES BILL DEBATES.
T.ondon, May 16.

The Eeclesiastieal Titles Bill drags its slow length
along amidst repeated debates, and with very little
progress.  The most remarkable division in every
way is that. of Friday night, in which 201 members
solemnly voted—and a good many other members,
without voting, expressed Lhe same opinion—that in
making, what in the cant of the times is called the
Papal . Aggression, the Holy See had received di-
rect and distinet encouragement from the Whig Go-
vernment. Two bundred and one members of the
House of Cominons vote this, and a great many more
believe it.  Lhosc who do so, are tlic best informed
people in the country. They vote it, and believe it,
after due inquiry, with all the facts brought carefully
before them, and when a Government singularly un-
scrupulous, and prodigiously fertile of les, has done
its best to perplex the truth, to disprove the charge,
and to clear themsclves from the imputation. “Lwo
bundred and one members having heard all these
Whig falsehoods, and hollow evasions, solemnly pro-
nounce them to be false, and declare that Lord Joln
Russell formally encouraged the Pope to establish a
Catholic Hierarchy in Ingland.  Nay, some ol the
two hundred and one, and those not the least distin-
guished for honor and veracily, maintain, that to affirm
Lord -Joln Russell’s cncouragement of the Papal
agrression is, to alfirin a truism, is comparable to af-
firming the simplest arithmetical proposition. Not
merely did Lord John, in their opinion, encourage the
Papal ageression, but his laving donesois as clear as
that ¢ two and two make four.”

Well then, how stands the case?  Because the
Pope has taken the same view of Lord John Russell’s
conduct and speeches as 201 members of the Iouse
of Commons; because he arrived at a conclusion
which 201 English legislators believe to beas certain
and as clear as that ¢ two and two make four;” be-
cause he came to that conclusion, and acted vpon it,
and in acting upon it viclated no law, municipal or
international—a new penal code is to be forged and
brought into operation against seven or eight millions
of British subjects l— Correspondent of the Tablet.

DEATH FROM STARVATION—VERDICT OF MANSLAUGHITER
AGAINST A RELIEVING OFFICER.

A Tosty, Esg., coroner, held an inquest at the work-
house of this town on Moundny, and a subsequent in-
quiry on Thursday, on the body of a poor man named
John M<Cormick, who was found dead on the road-
side at Cuilbeg, within three miles of Tuam, on the
Suuday morning previous. A respectable jury having
been sworn,

James Connor proved that on Saturday evening he
fourd a man stretched on the roadside at Meelick ; he
was in 4 weak and dying state ; said his'name was
John M¢Cormick, that he lived at Kiltullay,and tha
he was going (il he could reach it) to the Tuam woik-
house ; witness then, with another’s assistance, car-
ried him abont 200 yards into the lands of Cuilbeg,
and placed hitn inside a wallywhere he saw him dewd
on the following morning ; the bedy was then identi-
fied by the witness.

Catherine Connor being sworn, said she was al
Glenamadily on Thursday last for the purpose of geti-
ing a tickeét from 1he goardians there to the Tuam

witness saw Michael Wynne, the relieving officer,
handing a ticket to him; when M‘Cormick asked
Wynne for a,cart to carry him, he refused to give it;
deceased then said he would take four days 10.reach
Tuam, and asked for a-few halfpence to support him ;
and Wynne told him'if he was not there on Saturday
night he would not-be taken in, and refuscd the money
also.; M¢Cormick then sat down'in the'strcet, and
began-to cry; witness did not sec him again till she
saw him dead on'the roadside; he was lame, and
junable to walk without a croteh, and ‘had the use of
.but one leg. and'one hand; from his weak state, she
‘thoiight he could not walk more than ene mile a day.

Deatus By Drowning.—On Sundiy morning the
ueizliborhiood of the quaysinthe vicinity of Bachielor’s-
walk, presented ascene of most painful excitement, in
consequence of its being rumored that two young fuds
had been just unfortunately drowned by the upsetting
of a small boat on the river.

On the
aliarm being wiven by some persons who lappened to
be passing Carlisle-bridge, Police coustables 98 C and
172 €, were promptly on the spot, but the two young
men had sunk, not to rise arain with lile.  As soon
us pussible, the above-named meu of the police force,
procured ropes amd drags, and sneeeeded in raishur the
bodies, which were conveyed to Jervis-street Hospital ;
but it was evident that all hopes of restoring animatiou
were vain.—Z£Erecman.

On the order of the day that the Speaker do leave
the clair on going into Committee upon this Bill,

Mr. Moore interpused wn objection of forwm, that the
Bill had been intraducod without a complinnee with
the standing order, which requires that no Bl relating
to religion, or for aitering the laws coneerning religion,
shadl be bronght into the House until the proposition
shall have been fivst cousidered in o Comrmitiee of the
whole House, aud agreed to by the House, He argued
that the Bill applied not ouly to temporal incidents,
bt to vital and esseutial points of religion, and theye~-
fore fell'within the purview of the stundiug order.

Siv G. Grey said, the question had not come by sar-
prise vpon her Majesty’s Governnient, who, ufter miu-
ture cousideration ol the subject, anl taking the
opiuion of the chair, had come 10 the conclusion, from
the nature of the Bill, which did not interere with
religion, and from precedents, that the preliminary
form of a Committee was unnecessary,

Mr. Roehuck sustained the objection.

The Speaker said 1he question was one of some
dilliculty, there being no direct aathority for the inter-
pretation of the tenms < relating Lo religion,’” and ¢ the
laws concerning religion 5 he was inclined 10 think
that it was not necessary for any Bill to originate in a
Cominittee o} the whole House, unless it related not
merely to the legal ineidents, but o the spiritualities
of religion 5 this the present Bill did not.

Mr. Miluer Gibson, thinking that considerable donbt
existed, sugrested lhat a Select Committee should
examine precedents awd report their opinion.

Mur. Reynolds moved that the debate be adjourned.

Mr. Keogh iusisted that the Bill caine within the
standing order.

The Solicitor-General said that thefaith and doctrine
referredd 1o in the standing order were those of the
established religion of the country.

The adjournmeut of the debate was negatived by
179 10 53, and, upon a further division, by 145 to 86.

THE RELIGIOUS HOUSES BILL.

On the order af the day being read for the second
reading of the Religious Houses Bill,

The Earl'of Aiundel and Surrey presented several
petitions, from different parts of the country, and from
the relatives of ladies resident in the houses which are
the subject of the pruposed legislation, against the
Bill. The petitions expressed the opinions that were
universally felt through the Catholic body in England
with respect 1o such legislation, and ere from Nor-
wich, Chatham, St. Asaph, Bath, and other places.

Sir J. Graham and -other hon. Members presented
similar petitions. ' T

Mr. Lacy, in moving the second reading of the Bill,
said its object was, Lhat all religious houses (Protestant

includeq) in which ladies, resided .bound by monastic’

or teligious vows, should be Tegistered, and that, in all

counties in ‘which houses of thisikind should be.regis- |

tered, six magistrates should be appointed, at quaiter
-sessions,. to visit such houses witliout notice, with
power, if they found any ludy there who wislied to
come out, to take her out. e lizd ascertained that
there were fifty-three sich houses in England wnd
Wales, and that they were vustly on the inciease,
nineteen baving beeu added withiu the lust lour years.
If he showed that. there wus an oecasivual éscupe
from such houses, he thought he might. assinné that
there wure persons within them who waited o come
out; and Mr. Lacy detailed, amongst other incidents
connected with these houses, the sircemstances aitend-
ing the alleged escape of two femules from convents in
Euglaud. -~ He drew w sitilar fulerence fom the
necessary irksomeness of conventual restraints, and,
admitting the inconvenience that might accompany
the unexpected visits of magistraies, e still namtained

that it was sliglt in coniparison wilh the evil ol allow-

ing a person to pine unwillingly within the wulls of o
couvent. .

Mr. Hume cousidered that the Bill was iikely to
irritate a large section of the rehgious conununity of
the country, wnd hoped that it wouid not be passed.

Sir G. Grey also believed that the Bill was open to
geriotts objections, aud would, besides, tail 1o aceom-
plisluthe objeet in view. Hesioold supporg an amend=-
ment for pustpouing the second reading to that day six
woniths,

Mr, Newdegate, Mr. Spooner, de. Treshfield, Mr.
Plomptre, and Lurd Bernard suppovied the Bill

Mr. I Palmer and Mr. Graitan hoped that it would
be withdrawn.

Lonrl Ashiley thought the sulijeet shouwld be left in the
hands of the Governnent, wineh e trusted was im-
pressed with the fuet that there was o growing fecling
it the minds of the public that sine supevvision should
be instituted over houses of this wature.

The Barl of Arundel and Surey moved, as an
amendnent, that the Bill be reind o seeond time fhat
day six months, relusing to divenss a case whick had
su completely broken dowie.

The Solicitor-Generad thovalht that, for the House to
agree 1o this Bill would be sothiug tess than to prefer
a very grive indictinent agiinstalarge body of our
vountrymen—io band, in L, the whole Catholie
commaunity, without any case helng ertablished to give
the sfishtest wirant Tur doing so. T'o bring in o Bill
to preveut what did uot exist was not in aceordance
with the usual made In wideh the Legislatore pro-
ceeded.  Foreibly to detain any purson was o crime
of @ very grave maiure, and o conspiracy 1o eflect
duress would render all the parics liable o a very
heavy punishment.  In suy veal case of foreible do-
temtion, the writ of kabeus corpus adlorded an eflectual
remedy.

Are
there not restrictions upon most of them, as to the
amount of property they may hold, and upon all of
them, as to. the. time allowed for the registration of
deeds, conveying o them any property? 3. Does it
consider that the Patriot acted honestly, when, whilst
professing to show the difference between the animus
whicl' actuated the Legislature, when legislating for
Protestants, and. that which. actuated. thera when
legislating for Catholics, it cited the Church of Eng-
land ‘Tenporalities. Act, and passed: over in silence
the Act7 Vic. Cap. 68 ;-an Act which conflers upon
Protestants, privileges higler than have been conferred
upon any Catholic Ecclesiastical Corporations? We
put these questions to the Clurch, confidently ex-
pecting a straightforward reply. In this hope we
are strengthened, by the generally entertained opinion,
that the Clourch is under the control of one, not only
incapable of deing or saying anything dishonorable
himself, but also incapable of countenancing such con-
duct in others. .

Our correspondent might have observed, how very
silly is the complaint of the Gazeite, against the
observance of the Feast of the Ascension as a holy-
day, upon the plea that it is a holyday peculiar to
Catholics. Tt is a holiday of obligation imperatively
enjoined by the Protestant Church of England ; and
its. observation is as much the acknowledged duty of
the Church of England man, as it is of the Catholic.
The law in virtue of which, business. is, suspended
upon that day, is no more a concession to Catholics
than it is to Protestants of the Anglican Establish-
ment. The Feast of the Ascension is commanded
te be kept holy, by the same quilionity which com-
mands the Sunday to be kept.holy. The observance
of the latter, is no more a duty. than.is.the observ-
ance of the former, both being commanded by the
Church; and if we have the right:to rejoct her au-
tharity in one instance, we have the same right in the
other.

To the Editor of the True Witness and Catholic Chronicle,
Sir,—1 perceive from the Trus Wirness, that
an unfortunate man of the name of Swayne, calling
himself a Carmelite, has lately published some horrid
lies respecting the Confessional, in the Irish Orange
journals, You, Sir, have alveady partially reluted
the falschoods of this abandoned creature, who is, it
seems, at present under the patronage of the Priest’s
Protection Society in Dublin.

dence. Al the trial, on the part of the prosecution, it
was sworn by three Liverpool police oflicers, Grimley,
Kelly, and Cox, thut the prisvner Filzsimouns was
present, takiug part in the riot, and fighting with him
four minutes. On the part of the prisoner it was
clearly proved that, 2t the time the riot took place, he
was at lus work beyond the Copperworks-bridge, ut
Seacombe, and never at the meeting. Sv clear was
the evidence (hat, notwithstanding the fuding of the
jury, Mr. Justice Williams has, unsolicited, certified
that the conviction was wrong, and piocured Mr.
Fitzsimons® discharge from custody. Itis painful to
think that this innocent man had to undergo the
unmerited punishment of Leing-arrested in the dead of
the night, dragoed throngh the stieets in broad day in
irons, accompanied by the unneccessary parade of a
number of special conslables, and subjected to five
months’ imprisenment. Surely the law of the land
gives a man redress for such unmerited suffering.

Acci~
denta] Death, accompanying the verdict with observa-
tions imputing great blame tothe executive committee,
and a clarge of imprudence and- indiscretion against
the officers, No increase whitever was made 10 the
locomotive powers of the compuny for the greatly
increased truffic along the line Jrom Chester to Man-
chester, during the Chester race week ; there was no
authorised superintendeut of the trafiic department
along that line appointed, and no precautionary ar-
ranzeménts were adopted for the safety of the publie
in reference 1o the Sutien tunnel, where the collision
took place. The jury find that during the day thero
was the greatest irregodarity in the despatch and arrival
of the trains from Maunchester 10 Chester; and are of
opinion that the management of the railway is iinper-
feet and iueflicient, endangering the salety of the
public. In conclusion, the jury recommend that, in
order to guard against the recurrence of a similar
aceident, there shonld be an authorised servant of the
company stationed al each end of the Sutten tunnel, so
as to signal to the trains, and thereby prevent two
trains fromn being in the tunnel on the same line at one
time. They consider also that the carriages having to
pass through a tuune] of -such a length should be
farnished with lights 5 and they also call atlention to
the shortness of the inlerval allowed for trains [ollewing
eacll other on the sane loe, from the terminus and
intermediate stations.  The lecomotive superintendent
thought the « Druid,” the first engive, weighed twenty
tons wheu it started, and has continued under this mis-
take uutil Captain Latlan, the Government Inspector,
bronght his Leliefl to the test of a weighing machine,
and showed that it was bat fifteen tons in weight. On
Tuesday, o special train on the Great Northern Railway
left Loundon with 250 passengers, to witness the ace
between the Flying Dutchman and Voltigeur at York.
Prefixed to it were Lwo engines, each twenty tons in
weight; so that, against 609 people on the Chester Cup
day, drawn by a filleen tous engine, forty tons were
employed to take 250 passengersto York ; ¢ and inthis
conteast,? remarks the Deily News, ¢ is (o be seen the
diflerence between good and bad, safe and unsafe man-
agement.”

Sincunar Ropnery oF GoLp.—One of the three
boxes of gold dust missed whiie on thie way {rom South-
amplon o London by the South Western Railway, was
found on the bank of the railway, near the Winchester
Station. A veward of £250 Las been oflered for the
restoration of the 1wo missing boxes. The police have
ascertained that two men quitted Southampion on
Thursday night by the mail train for Loudon with two
weiahty bags in their possession ; they evinced con-
siderable anxiety about the bags, and requested to have
them in the same caniage wilTnhem, and there is good
reason to believe that they then had the 1wo boxes in
their possession. The wrain arrived at the Waterloo
station al hall-past. four o’clock on the morning of
Friday, and a cab, one of thenumnber privileged by the
company, driven by a man named Piichey, was called
of'thie stand for them, and the two bags were placed by
the porter therein.  They ordered the cabman (o drive
with all possible speed to the terminus of the Eastern
Coumties Ruilway at Shoveditch, but stopped the cab
at the Railway coflee house opposite to it, where they
aliehted, and having given hini 4s. as his fare, lie was
discharoed.

ttiis instance. The fight took place between a disordérly
company of young men iu New York, known as Short
Boys, and the Germans who' went on Monday fo
Hoboken for their,annual celebration., ,However the
fight began it.is known that the Short Boys went there
o make trouble. .. It is equally ‘well known that a
company of Germans went there prepared 1o fight the
Short Boys, armed and diseiplined, This is-enough
to outlaw -both sides. ot the fighters.. Guns and pistuls
weie freely nsed, and al least one man was killed,
while several others are likely to die of their wounds,
It is about a year ago that we recorded the scenes that
transpired at Hoboken at the last year’s German cele-
bration at Ioboken. The orators on that occasion
denounced the memory of Washington, reviled the
American Govermenr, and proclaimed their desire of
seeing the Red Republic set up in America. We see
that they have begun to practice ou their teachings, It
is reported in the daily papers that many of the Hun~
garian “patriols’” were 1 the fight. Those dangerous
ruilians prove 10 be the greatest curse ever sent 1o this
country. It is searcely two weeks since Hungarian
relugees were seized making ready to rob Cuba. ~ Now
another batch of them are helping to tear down houses
and shoot citizens inHobokon,  So we will have to
keep no small number of them at the expense of the
State.

rubbish,” adding that the subject is one which requires
to be steadily pursved. ¢ Unless it be effectually
dealt with by the pulpit and the press, the voluptuous-
ness, the excesses; and the sensuality of Greece and
Rome, Pagan and Papal, will make a (eaviul breach
in the chaslity, the moderation, and the spiritnalily of
this Christian people.” 'This allusion on the part of
Mr. G. R. Clarke to the spirifualily/ and chastily of a
Protestant people, is a cruel piece of irony—the con-
nexion of the name of the Blessed Virgin Mother of
God with that of the personifieation of lust and filthi-
uess, is in equally ood taste. The evil is not of to-day,
but has long been growing upon the nation.— There
are persous who have loaded their walls with iniquity ;
who have introduced their filthy, their profane, and
their supersiitions pictuves and scalpiure, from those
walls into the public galleries; who patronise young
men in a waste of time, labor, and genius, lo produce
works fitted only for destraction. These are the cor-
rupters of the public taxte ; these lead thousands of
weak people, to fauey that, for fashion’s sake, they
must profess to admire, or at least to pnt up with, such
picttires and sculpture as in their secret judmment they
condenn, and perhaps detest.” As example confirms
precept, Mr. Clarke mentions that it is now about
twenty years since he looked earelully through his
collection of prints, and committed to the devouring
flame every oue, however well done or costly, which
was evidently contrary to godliness.
