There i3 no more amiable nobleman ia the Enghsh
peerage than the Eacl of Carlisle, If the quality of
blsod is to be judged by the manners of its posaessor,
thex, this noblemar, beyond all guestion, may claim
gentle blood. Of bim it may be emphatically said,
that he embellishes whatever be touches, Thereisa
brignt anvora in bis mind, which imparts its rosy hue
to every subject he apeaks on. Of force of iatellect
and enlurged statesmanlike views we eannont speak in
caonection with his name, but these are qnalities
which a Lord Lientenant of Ircland at the present
dny has no need of. Infuct, they would prove rather
an inconvenience and an obstruction. It is sot the
business of the Irish Government to he forcible and
decided ; it ought 1o possess no strong views of its
own, and whken ii speaks at all it should spealt as
Lord Garlisle does, not as Siz Robert Pesl. Its duty
is'to be bland nnd courteouvs, und, in profession at
lenst, perfectly impartial to atl parties in that uo-
heppy part of the kingdoni.

The people
went ont quietly., The Sub-sheriff proved the signa-
ture of Corby, the agent, tou batch cf receipss for the
March rent, 1860, and also for the year’s rent due
March, 1861, paid in October, 1861, that is two mounths
before the eviction. The scene of ihese evictions was
visited last winter by Mr. Henry Coulter, » gentle-
man sent by the proprictor of Swunder’s News Lelter
1o examine and describe the destitnte districts u the
West of Ireland. Tbe resuit of his ¢hservations was
published in a scries of Jetiers in that joureal which
have been reprinted in o volume. Oune of the letters
coptuined the following passage, iu which is the al-
leged libel : — ¢ Mujor Brabazon's recent eviction of 17
families, numbering rt least 80 individuals, on the
townland of Shranaplis, about 15 or 16 miles from
Belmullett, shows the slender and uncertnin nature of
the tenure by which the inhabitauts of BErris hold
their land. Why the galiact gentleman thought pro-
per to gend these unfortunate people adrift upon the
world it is difficult to conceive. They had paid their
rent puzctually before notice t/ quit was served upon
them, and they paid & year's rent afterwards. I visit-
ed the scene of the evictions a few days ago. |
gaw the ruined and roofless houses, in the corners of
which the people had constrocted little shauoties
where they sought shelter until they had got all their
potatoes dug, and their few stacks of ouats thrazhed,
and bad fonnd some other place io which tolay their
yeads. [ saw their receipts for the paymeants of the
-ent up to the 20th of September lost, two mouths
nod a half before they were turned out of house and
home, and their cabins pulled down. When I visited
Shrannplia, a wild mountain district, with oaly a few
patches of arable land scattered here and there, I was
surrounded by the evicted tenartry, men und wemen,
who appeared to be quite resigned to their fate, but
spoke strongly of the way in which they bhave been
treated. The damages were laid at 2,000, Gn Satur-
day the jury found o verdict for the defeadant. The
patience and resignation of the people in this case
ghould be set against the lawlessoess aud sacage
destructiveness of the men of Tipperary and Lime-
rick,—Times Cor.

There were
married according to the rites of the Eslabiished
Church, 4,779, which is 177 less than the number
for lagt yeor; registered in Presbyterian Meeting-
honses, 2,650,— less than the number for 1800 by 69.
Merried in registered buildings, 1,403. The wvet de-
crease on the year, compared with 1800, 1= 274, Of
the men 25 per cent., and of the women 3% per cent.,
gigned with & mark. Io Engiand, the mez who
signed with a mark were 25 per cent, aud women 36
per cent. By thiz test it would seem that Ireland is
lower than England in the educrtional scale.

“THE true position of Garibaldias towards the Gov-
ernment of Victor Emmanuel still remoins an enig-
ma. He continues to collect troops, he openly de-
clares his intention to attack Rome,and apparently
defies the King. The latter 1ssues his proclania-
tions, i bis name Ralazzi denounces Garibaldi as
a rebel, and the Senate passes resolutions of a
similar tenor ; yet the opinion is nevertlieless very
general, that the opposttion of the Sardinian
authorme< to the schemes of the fillibuster 1s but
simulated, tha: they heartily wish him sucecess,
apd are prepared to furn his exploits to their own
profit.

To the Editor aof the [rish American.

'Phe President’s late call for three hundred  thou-
sand men to fill up the gaps in the Unjon army, has,
gofur, in this city and State, receivel a very weak
responge from the ¢ patriotic’ citizens of this good old
Commonwealth. Since the commencement of the
rebellion, Pennsylvania -erganized aad furnished to
the ‘Federal Governmentone hundred-and fifteen re-
giments, or about ninety thousand men. At Jeast
gseventy thousand of theee are adopted citizens, and
of theae, fifty thousand are natives of Ireland. Up
te this, our people responded cheerfully and esr-
pestly:to the call of the government. In return for
ihe Eaorifice they made, they were treated by her
Hindoo culers shamefully: the complaints of their
sufferings are many, especinlly thoseof the Catholic
faith. Rarting proselytizers have been commission-
ed as chaplains to the regiments composed two-
thirds of Cetholics. Notorious black-legs, and pro-
fessional thieves, even, are known to enjoy that hon-
ored position in regiments which left this State,
while ouly three priests were appointed o admin-
jster consolation to the brave soldiers on the battle-
field, [t is agserted, and not yet denied, that com-
missions have been sold to the highest and best
bidder, to men totally unfit to disekarge the duties
of commanders.

Although richer than any other State in the Union
Penunsylvania has made no provision for the relief of
the families of her volunteer soldiers, fighting in the
ranks ot the Federal army ; nor for the future sup-
-port of those of them who may be disabled in battle.
Ske has not given, nor is it likely she will give, one
cent bournty to any voluateer; and our Hindoo ‘ pa-
triotic' Governor refuses now to call an extra ses-
sion of the Legislature, but instead of that, issuesa
¢ proclamation’ for volunteers (o serve nine months
for new regiments, and twelve mouths for regiments
now io service—a proclamation &t oncs a cheal and
a snare. Men that enlist under this proclamation
are not entitled to the one hundied dollars bounty
offered by the United States Government, a serious
consideration 1o most of them, and which will in-
duce many to ‘look before they leap.’

About a year ago, our city Council appropriated
five hundred thousand dollars as relief money to the
families of volunteers from this city. A resolution
of that body declarea taat the motber or wife or aged
and helpless father of every such volurteer shall re-
ceive, ousof snch fund, the sum of one dollur per
week, and the minor children, if any, fwenty-five cents
each. Smali though this relief be, few, very few, of
our people are abic to procure it. If the applicant
be a Catholic, the chances are ten to one thut he or
she will not get » cent, except they take tracts, bi-
bles, &c., from the snnctimonious, hypoeritical mem-
bers of the ‘! Relief Committee.’ There are bundreds
of such outrages perpetrated weekly, one of which
1 will mention bere. Mr. Galiagher residesin the
Seventh ward ; his two cldest sons are in the army
of the Potomeac under Generai McClelllan; be has
three small children at home 10 support, while the
old man himself isfeeble and in very bad health.
Having applied for the * relicf’ money, 1 Committee
visits hini ut bis house, where poverty sad wretched-
pess mcet their gnze. A member pulls from bis
pocket sowe tracts, the contents of which were a
tibel on the fanh of poor Gallaghers and his soviog
litsle oues, and banded themn tw bim read. Having
read ane of them, the old man exclaiimed~-* Gentle-
wen (7, [ did not apply o reu for trects, but for
mmoney 1o save my little helpless childran from stary-
jugt -

“SVhet Sundey School do those children goto?’
esks o member of the Committeo,

“ Their nakedness prevents me from sending them
10 Sunduy Seloul at present: wheo my boys were at
Lome, I sent those children 1o St. Patrick’s School,”
answered poor Gallagher.

v Hum,' sneered the speaker of the Commiltee;
‘to Si. Patrick’s. I think the alms-house the most
proper place for you and your children. If yousend
those childreu to the Home for Irirndless Chilidven,
they will receive motherty cave from the ladies of that
institution,’ continued the spokesman of the Com-
mittee,

shape ! leave my house, and dow’t thus outrage the
feelings of tottering age jo misery and want: leave
my house and let me die with hunger, but not a re-
negude, a perjorer to God.” .

“¢ Mr. Ginoodo submitted a rezolution instrucling
the Committiee for the relief of families of vulunteers
tn iuvestigate the case of Mr. Gallagher, of the
Seventh Ward, who, baving applied for relief in
consequence of buving his sons in the nrmy, was told
thut the ‘almshouse was the best place for bim.’

“#The Committee bas not yet reported, When
tkey do, 1 will noticeit. ‘This case has created much
indignntiun, and, ! am bappy to say, that our peaple
are sow alive to theae gross outrages, and are deter-
mwined that, let the consequences be what they may,
they will remain ol bome and ‘nke care of their fa-
wilivs, uileas justice be guarinteed them.

As Garibaldi canunot be in every place at the same
time, and as away fraia bim the party of action
evidently does not thrive, it may be very safely ns-
seried that Garibaldi, bowerer long be may maio-
tain bimself in the island, will pever gain the uppes-
hanod there. The direction of his journey, in tact,
leads us to believe that be is tending towards dessi-
au, though some thought bim bent on. takiog up o
strong position at the almost impregnatle fastness of
Caswogiovacal; and there awniting events.

The correspondence of TWeekly Register writes :—

Whatever Ratazzt wmay say in. Parlinment, where
it seems that nnything, however untrue, way besaid,
the resction is ever alive in our provivces, and no
day passes without some encounter taking place be-
tween the troops uod the partisens of the legitimate
sovereign. A numercus detachment of troops were
surprised by the reactionists between Volturara and
Alberons, and the greater part of them massacred.

Fire men, on
the mere denunciation of having excited the soldiers
of the garrison to desert, were arrested avd dragged
o the seashore, where they were shot without any
form of triul, and without even having the time
graoted them to receive the assistance of religion.
