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THE TARLFF.

The Liberals of East York have held a
meeting in honor of their recently elected
nenber, the HIon. AI exan der Mackenzie,
whose iealtli %vas suflIciently restored to
enable him to be present on the occasion.
Several other members of the Dominion

Parliament of the Ontario Legislature
were likewise present, and it may be
assumed that this, as well as the previous
demonstration in North Wentworth, was
intended to influence the local general
election. which Mr. Mowat has announced
is likely to take place before long. It is
rather a singular circumstance tlatwhile
in the United States the tariff is virtually
treated as an open question, there being
both protectionists and free traders in the
ranks of the republican and democratio
parties, the reverse is the case in Canada
and although the Ontario Legis1ature cea
exercise no influence whatever over the

i
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fiscal policy of the Dominion, there seems

every probability that the local elections
will be fought on the merits of the tariff.

Thera has been an announcement that

the Dominion Premier, Sir John Macdon-
ald, will during the present month hold a
neeting of delegates from the various

Cntario constituencies in concert vith Mr.
lered(itlI, the leader of the Ontario Oppo-

sition, the abject being to influence the
local constituencies ta return to the On-
tario Legislature candidates favorable ta
protection, which was the main issue at
the Dominion election. Judging from
past experience, it seems probable that it
will be found impracticable ta have dis-
tinct parties mn the Provinces and in the
Dominion, as it has always been found im-
practicable in the United States. It
appeairs that the Ontario ministers took
an active part at the last Dominion elec-
tions in support of the candidates of their
choice, and notwithstanding the fact that
the Quebec ministers did precisely the
saine thing, and are acting in the
most cordial alliance with the Ottawa
Government, the organs of the latter
have censured the Ontario ministers for
taking part in the contest. In vindicating
himiself from the charge, Mr. Mowat
referred ta the important issues affecting
Ontario which are at the present time
pending, and vhich would be a complete
justification, were any required, of his
course. The fact, however, that the tariff
is a question affecting everyone in Onta-
rio w'ould have been an ample justification
of the interference of any individual in
that Province, whether a minister or 'not,
in the general election. It is, not sur-
prising thiat Sir John Macdonald should
maake a strenuous effort at this juncture
ta secure the election of a Legislature in
Ontario thsat wili sustain him in his alli
ance with the French Canadian bleus ori
he boundary question, and he is shrewd

enough ta know that his best chance of
success is ta enîdeavor ta join issue on the
tariif question at the local election, as ha
did with so much success at those of the .
Dominion.

Mr. Mackenzie is probably of the same
opinion that we have expressed, judging
from the fact that he made the tariff one
cf the prominent topics of his speech,
and that he dwelt on the importance of
perfect union among the members of a

political party. Judging from past ex-
peience there is but slight hope of such
union, but Mr. Mackenzie lias made an
effort to satisty the protectionist wing of
the Reform party, by assuring it that it
need not, have any apprehensions of a
serious reversal of the policy of protection
which has been recently inaugurated.

Re impressed on lis audience that "any-
thing approaching ta an absolute free
trade policy is utterly impossible in this
country." We might join issue vith him
an that asseveration. It is utterly impos-
sible simply because public opinion is
opposed to it. It would bejust as possible
ta place countervailing excise duties on
all goods manufactnred in Canada as it is
ta impose such duties in the United
Kingdom. ' This point, however, is not
worth arguing. Such duties are out of
the question. Mr. Mackenzie recognizes
the propriety of imposing duties for rev-
enue which shall ha incidentally protec-
tive, and admits that the necessities of the
Government, "owing ta the imprudence
nand extravagance of the present admin-
"istration, are so great that there is no
"probability tiat n.- should be able to
" make any very material reduction in a
"very great proportion of our import
" duties. He would only reduce duties
" in the interest of the great public." Mr.
Blain, who is one of the latest deserters
from the Reform party,announced quite
recently that " there is not a man in the
I Doninion to-day wlo says the tariff is
" perfect, or that it is not in some features
"defective and unjust." We plead guilty
ta being so obtuse as ta fail to discover
the ground oi' which Mr, Blain, holding
the views that ha bas expressed, bas
deserted the party noay led by Mr. Blake,
who ýve may remark expressed sentiments
essentially similar to those of Mr. Macken-
zie prior ta the general election. It is,
however, of more importance ta examine
the views of the protectionist party during
the incumbency of the administration of
which Mr. Mackenszie was the head. In
Parliament the leaders of the Opposition
were most careful *ta frame their resolu
tions in the most general terms, andsv'e
by no means desire ta censure them for
their avoidance of details.

There was another arena foir the discus-
sion of the respective meritsof Protection
and Free Trade, viz., the Dominion Board
of Trade, and the whole question was dis-
cussed very fully bytihe members of that
body in February, 1874, prior ta the intro-
duction ofSir Richard Cartwright's amend-
ed tariff. It is perhaps not unvorthy of
notice that during the discussion eight
Cabinet Ministers, including the Ministers
of Finance and Customs, were present, and
that tie members of the Board of Tr'îde
accepted an invitation ta dine with thein
on one evening during their Session. The
original resolution in favor of the contin-
uance ofAthe 15 par cent. tariif then
existing was withdrawn in favorof one
substantially the same moved by Mr
Walker. Mr. John Gillespie, on belsalf of

the Toronto Board of Trade, moved an
amendment adfirming that" ta stimulate
"and foster manufacturingitis expedient
"ta increase the duty ta 20.per cent. on

all manufactured articles now bearing
"15 per cent." Mr. Walker's amend-
ment was defeated by 34 votes ta 20, when
Mr. T'omas White, seconded by Mir. Hilugli
McLennani, moved, after a preamble ta tie
effect that owinsg ta the excess of expen-
diture over revenue I some revision of the
fiscal policy of the Government will be-
come ,necessary," that ià ha resolved,
"That in the opinion of this Board the
"principle of protection ta the manufac-
" turing industries of the country should
"be embodied in such revision of the
"tariff, so far as the saine can be carried
"out consistently with the commerce
I and revenue requirements of the coun-
" try." A question wvas put ta Mr. White
as ta whether lie had any proof that
there was likely ta ha a deficit, and ha
replied that ha hadl satisfied himself of
the fact by an examination of the files of
the Canada Gazelte. On the division on Mr.
White's amendment 8 of the 20 which had
been in the minority on the 15 per cent,
tariif voted for the indefinite incidental
protection wyhich Mr. White recommend-
ed, and which was carried on a division of
42 ta 12. It is wo-rthy of notice that of
the 12 in the minority against protectibn
were the 4 members' from Quebe,
Messrs. Garneau, Josephs, LeDroit and
Woods 2 from lontreal, Darling and A.
Robertson ; 3 £rom St. John, NB.,
Fainveather, Hardy and Jones, from
Charlottetown, Howlan, from Three Riv-
ers, Balcer, and one fr'om Sarnia Keays.

It is unnecessary ta notice thespeeches
against the amendment, but it may be
interesting to cite a few extractsfrom the
speeches of its supporters so as ta learn
the extent of the protection wiich they
recommended ta the Administration. Mr.
White objected, and we think very
fairly, ta the amendment as being too
precise in its recoinnendation. He said,
'We cannot undertake ta say ta the
"Government tbat the tariff shall be 20
" or 25 or 15 per cent., or any oiher rate.'
His object ha declared was "siimply ta
affirn soome principle1" It was objection-
able to name a 15 or 20 per cent. tariff, as
ha lad pointed out the previous year that
il what is-raw material for one manufac-
ture is the maiufacturei article itself
with regad ta another industry." He
read an extract fron a letter from whole-
sale clothiiers'aind shit and collar manu-
facturera to estahlish hisi point, which ye
may remark was well takeis. Mr, John
Gillespie, who moved an amendment in
favor of a 20 per cent. tariflg made a de-
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cidedly protectionist speech. He said
"by a fair and reasonable protection the
"infant mantfactures woutd become
" strong, and new ones would spring into
" existence." tlis idenef fair and reason-
able protection was embodied iii his de-
mand for 20 per cent. Mr. Hfamilton, of
Toronto, thotght that " if Mr. Gillespie
'would withdraw the recommendation of

" a 20per cent. tariff and leave bis amend-
" ment to merely recommend a moderale

' rase in the tarii', it would meet the
" vicws of all the protectionists present."
Mr. Wim. Thomason, of Toron to, who finally
voted for Mr. White's amendment, de-
clared his intention of voting for Mr.
(Iillespie's 20 per cent. proposition. H1e
said, lI do not regret, rowever, that a 20
l per cent. tariff has been named in the
"e motion, and for this reason, it shoWs
" those opposed to ns that we doa not ask

for over protection.' Again, lie argued
that n lf we had a moderate protection, a

sliight incrense on the present duties,
we wouild have had amongst us a num-
ber' of industries that rIO not exist at
al Mir.

In the course of the very saine
interview Mr. Abbott expressed his
doubts as te the success of the Canalian
Pacific Company in obtaining money in
Enghcl te carry on their ivork, and lie
fuirther asserted that the Duke of Man-
chester's colonization schene did not take
in London. We confess that, in viewr of
the well-known jealousy writh whicl the
Canitadian Pacifie scheme is viewed by the
Grand Trunk, iwe aie inclined te receive
aiiy views of Mr-. Abbott on that sufbject
ein grano. Atter liaving assured his in-
terviewer that the fusion scheme had had
a saluitary effect, and had created an im.
pression that " Canada iras a good colony
in which te invest capital," he proceeds
te disparage the North-West Territory
and the various colonization seheumes te
the utmost of his poier. What he states
about the Grand Trunk is doubtless truc,
but it must be constantly borne in mind
that the Gr'and 'runk scheme was devised
by English capitalists; that the road ivas
built under the supervision of English
eigineers and contractors, and that Cari-
ada, after making a sWiecino agreement ta
loan the English compahy a large sum on
first mortgage, most generously released
that mortgage, placing it behind the ordin-
ary stock.

Mr Abbott in the cou'se of his inter-
view held out the expectation that the
Grand Trunk Company would soon build
a double track, his reported ivords being,
"We have come to the conclusion that a
4 double track is an absolute necessity,

and then we'll give you a fast train."
This assurance is calculated togive public
satisfaction, but it is followed up by the
remark: "Glutting the English market

with Canadian railway stocks, as would
" be the case should the Canada Pacifie
t1 go to England for capital, would have
" the effect of destroying among the Eng-
"lish investors the giowing confidence in
< Canadian railvays, and Canada would
" suffer by losing the capital she se muc.
Srequires to develop lier resources." 1The

foregoing, it cannot be denied, is' a most
singular statement. The Grand Trunk, it
is said, 1aifer 45 years patient waiting,"
with shareholders numbering nearly 20,000
and ordinary stock of £20,000,000, has
never received any interest on their in-
vestrnents, and yet there is no fear what-
ever of glutting the English money market
by asking new capital to lay a double
track. The apprelhension will only be
felt ivhen the Canadian Pacifie Company,
which is said te have obtained 'a most
lucrative contract from the Dominion
Governmeent, applies for capital on its
preferential bonds, which is likely te be
the fori vhich any application for money
in England would take. We readily ad-
mit that the Canadian 'Pacifie Company
will fail te obtain mnoney froi any of the
capitalists wlio are connected with the
Grand Trunk or the Great Western Cen-
panies, and ive venture to affirm that they
do net expeet any aid in that quarter.
On the other hand ive venture te hazard
the assertion that outside of their own
constituency the; Grand Trunk will find
it difflicult enoughi te obtain the meaus of
constructing the double track.

what Mr. Abbott means by his repeated
reference te the ordinary stock of the
Grand Trunk lying fallov for 45 years we
entirely fail te comprehend, and. e may
add that we vere surprised te find
such a statement in a Canadian journal
without a comment. The Grand Trunk
was first discussed as a possible scheme
in the year 1852, just 30 years ago, and
had after that to obtain its charter and
build the road. Doubtless it bas been an
unfortunate investment for its sharehold-
ers, but tlere is no use in making ex-
aggerated and absurd statements, such as
those attributed te Mr. Abbott. 'The ex-
pression 445 years" occurs twice ii the
Globe's report, Mr. Abbott did net give
much encouragement te the proposition
to fix a I two cent per. mile rate." It
is certainly rather cool te ask a company
which has never paid their shareholders
any dividend to reduce rates below ivhat
it is permitted by its charter te charge.
As tO fast trains, they will be given when
the double track is laid, but it is satisLac-
tory to lëarn that Sir Henry Tyler is satis-
lied that the shareholders intend te make
the Grand Trunk second te no road on the
continent.,

THE BOUNDARY QUESTION

The Hamilton Spectator lias been dis-
cussing the boundary question in more
than one of its issues, and is candid enough
te admit that, se far as it is able tojudge,
the award of the arbitrators ivas correct
in regard te the Western boundary, vch
is the most important point at.issue. The
DominioiGovernment,as we have pointed
ont on a previous occasion, has induced
Parliament te separate the Western
boundary question 'from the Northern,
Tle Western boundary lias become a

question in controversy between the Pro-
vinces of Ontario and Manitoba, while the
Northern boundary is really a mn'ttpr oE

very trifling importance in which the Do-
minion and Ontario are alòee interested.
It is essential that this should be borne in
mind in considering the question. Those
rho have attacked the award of thelarbi-
trators have done se on the ground:that

they did net pretend that they were able
te find-in the 'Acts of Parliament, Charter

or' proclamations bearing on the quostion
any precise bounidary line laid dovn on
the North. Nothing can be more absurd
than the suggestion that any legal tribun-
al would be better able than the arbitrators
were te find a true or legal boundary on
the North. The dihficulty arises from the
fact that in the Act of Parliament defining
the boundary of the Province of Quebec
on the North the ternis used are, "North-
"vard te the Southern boundary of the
"territory granted te the nierchants arven.

turers of England tradling te Hudson's
Bay." It is net pretended that the said

merchants adventurers ever had any title
except that conveyed by their charter of
1670, which gave them " the lands and
"territories upon the countries, coast, and
" confines of the seas, bays, lakes, rivers,

creeks and sounds, in viatsoever lati-
" tide they shall be, tha't lie betiveen the
" entrance of the straits, commonly called
"Iludso's straits, not already actually
c' pssessed by or granted to any of our
< subjects, or possessed by the subjects o
4 any other Christian Prince or State."
Wlien this charter was granted in 1670, and
for nearly acentury later, Canada belonged
te France, and the boundary question vas
a constant subject of dispute. After the
wars' whiclh iere terminated by the
tr'eaties of )Ryswick, and of Utrecht, iom
missaiies were appointed to determine
the boundary, but iere not able te do se,
and vhen the treaty ceding Canada te
Great Britain vas negotiated the bdundary
vas still unsettled. It is,however, impor-
tant te notice that during the negotiations
on the boundary question subsequent
te the.treaty. of Utrecht, and when Great

Britain was pressing her claim to the
boundary known as the heightof land, and
which is that now claimed by the Do-
minion as representative of the Hludson's
Bay Company, the instructions ta Com-
missary Bladen in 1719 contain the follow-
ing words :-" You are ta take especiil

Qcaire in wording such articles as shall be
" agreed on with the Commissary of His
"IMost Chrietian Iajesty upon this head,
< that the said boundaries be understood Io
" regard the trade of tie Hurdsoni's B y

Conpany only." We have given the
data substantially on which the North
boundary is ta be determined, the anly
additional guide being the proclamation
under the Act of 1791 fixing the North-
eastern boundary at a point on Hudson's
or James' Bay due north from the head of
Lake Temiscamingu, iincluding alI the
territory westward and soithward of the
said )ine to the utmost extent of the
country commonly called or known by the
name of Canada." It has neyer been pre-
tended by any controversialist that any
defined boundary on the North ta the
westward of the boundary on James' Bay
has been laid down, and it is consequently
impossible for any legal tribunil to. a lopt
any other mode o delining it than ta con-
nect the clearly established legal bound
aries on the South-west and North-east
by a natural bouind:ry. Such a one was
found in the Albany river, whiclh possessed
the additional caim iof having been pro-
posed on two dillerent occasions by the
Hjudson's Bay Company as their Sou thern
boundary during the contention with
France. It is, of course, well known that
the Dominion Government, adopting the
pretension of the ludson's Bay Company,
claim that their Southern boundary is the
height of land. 'T'ie arbitrators beld with
Mr. McD. Dawson that the company had
no authority but their ovu for such
pretension, and no impartial inquirer vill
venture ta asert that at the time when
the Il ulson's Bay Comipany's charter was
granted in 1670, rnrce vas not in posses-
sion of the territory now in dispute.
Wahitever territory belonged ta France in
1670 hlongs to Ontario noi iiuder the
Statute of li74 (4 Geo. 3, Cap. 83).
Wlitever opinion imay be formed of the
merits a' the award as ta the Northern

bnundary, there lis never been the slight-
est grounrd for attrihuting ta tIh arbitra
tors any doubt iliatever as to the Western
bouiidary, which is the really important
point at issue. We have noticed that the
Hamilton Spectator hasacknowledged the
correctness of the award in the folloiving
ternis. I Our own opinion is, that it is

%vrong (the decision as to the due North-
.' 1ne), and that the line ought ta fol-

"lowr the sinuasities of the stream.' Tt is
hardly consistent in one vho aknowlede es
the correcti-ss of the awiard to follor up
sucli an admission by the followinrg:-" If

" the arbitrat ors were unable to determine
"the meaning of the Statute and the
"'grant, they should have so reported.
"'They hlad no warrant for making a new
" baundary, whereof the territory of Onta-
t(would be increased, diminislhed or
" altered." The arbitrators did determine
the neaning of the Statute, and it must
be borne in mind that the Court which in
1818 gave a judgment which theSpectator
concurs with the arbitrators iu thinking
erroneous had not before it a mass of docu-
mentary evidence whiich wvas before the
arbitrators, and the collection of which
vas the chief cause of the delay in dis-
posing of the inatter lm controversy, which
has been so much complained iof.

With regard ta the appointment-of
arbitrators ta settie adisputed boundary,
ail tIe proceedings were lu accordance
wvith usage, and it is notorious that the
preteision tIat lawyers alone were com-
petent ta sit on such a case is not sup-
ported by precedent. The repudiation by
one Government of anagreenent entered
into by its predecessor, is n-holly without
precedent in Britisli history. Lt need
cause no surprise that there should be a
strong feeling on the subject in Ontario,

liven it is lknown that Mr. tMousseau lias
declared :-'' When at St. Jerome in tSiß,
" with the lHon. Mr. Masson, I laid down

the conditions on -which wre would hold
"our position as members of the Federal
< Cabinet." These conditions were a re-
fusai ta accept the decision of the arbi-
trators, the reference of the case ta the
Privy Couicil, and the right of Quebec ta
an equivalent, in case the disputed terri-
tory should be held ta belong ta Ontario.
There are, doubtless, iwhat are deemed
sufficient reasons by the Ontario support-
ers of the Dominion Government fa, sub-
mittini, ta the dictun of their allies in
Quehec, but it is vain for themr ta p retend
iltat there are any defensible grounds for
the course whiclh ias been followed. Even
nibw, notwithstanding the mprecedented
treatment thait it lias received, the Ontario'
Goverarnent wvould, we believe, be willing
to tgree ta any fair proposition, but it is
clear that there ouglt ta be sane satisfac
tory arrangement made for the provisional
Gove-rrnentof the dispur ted territory, and
for the disposal of the land, timber and
minerals. There lias been a recent mur-
dier comnitted in the territory, and we
learn that there has been a diapute as to
the jurisdiction. Lt appears likewise that

the Dominion Government has of late
modified its proposal ta leave the question

to the Judicial Committee of the Privy
Council, and demands a prior reference
to the Supreme Coirt, which Ontario is
not likely ta consent to so long as its
present Government retains power. In
the event of its defeat there may be some
truth in the suggestion of the Hon. Mr.
Hardy, that the briefs on both si es
would be practically in the sane hande.

DEATH or MR. RITcHIs, Q.C.-The citi-
zens of AIlontreal vere much shocked
to learin on Monday, the 4th inst,,
that Mr. T. W. Ritchie had died quite
suddenly on board a steamer on Lake
Memphremagog, ini which lie was return-
ing to Montreal from his country resi-
dence on the Lake. Mr. Ritchie stood
high in his profession, being Solicitor foi
the Bank of Xontreal, and connected
with some other important commercial
companies. He ivasat one time the part-
ner or Sir John Rose and of Mr. Justice
Monk, on whose retirement he became
the head of the law firm in which bis son
las latterly been a partner. The Mont-
real bar passed resolutions of sympathy
with bis bereaved family in which ail
classes of citizens will join.

AMERfCAN SILVER.

It appeari that attempts are being
made ta cir-culate A merican silver in some

of our Western cities,and on the assump-
tion that this is indicative of a deficiency
ofr change, appeals have been madle tothe
Governtment ta procure an addîtional
supply of Canadian subsidiary silver
coin, It is not surprising, after the expe-

rience of tþe consequences of giving cor-
rency ta American silver nearly twenty
years ago, that there sbould be some

anxiety on the subject, but there is really
not the. slih test ground for alarmn. But for

the suspensinn of specie payments in the
United States, the consequence of wvhich

was the substitution of fractional notes for

the surbsidiary silver coin, there voulH have

been noserious inconvenience feltin Cana-
da. There is atpresentadecided tendency
in the United States ta coin silver to the
utmost possible extent, owing ta the de-

preciation of siver as compared with gold.
It is therefore highly inexpedient ta per-
mit its introduction iuto Canada, even at

the rates at which it is a legal tender for
smail amounts. It is more doubtful
whether it is desirable ta introduce an
additional amount of Canadian silver coin.

That must depend eitirely on the suppIy
and demand. t is of course well known
that the nominal value of the fractional

ilver currency is greater than ita real
