Section 1. All candidates for initiation

must be free white males, of the age of

twenty-one years and uj)wards, of sound
health, of good moral chlaracter and indus-
trious habits, having some respectable known
means of support, and believe in the exis-

tence of a Supreme Being, the Creator and
Preserver of the Universe, and be proposed
in the Lodge nearest his residence, except
that Lodge grant permission for his joining

another Lodge; Provided, that application

for membership may be made to any Lodge
nearest the residence of the ai3plicant, in the
same county or district. A person may be
admitted to any Lodge in the city or village

in which he r sides; but all candidates for

initiation must reside in this jurisdiction,

except such candidates as may apply from
other States or Territories, where there is

no Grand Lodge r r District Deputy Grand
Sire located. .
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Sec. 2. All candidates for membership by
deposit of card, or cerhificatos of dismissal,

or as Ancient Odd Follows, whose cards or

certificates of dismissal have been granted
more than twelve months, shall deposit their

cards or certificates with their proposition,

or furnish satisfactory evidence that such
card or certificate has been lost.

Sec. 3. No suspended or expelled member
of the Order can be admitted to membership
in this Lodge, except on a dismissal certifi-

cate, or on being reinstated, and receiving a
withdrawal card from the Lodge which sus-

pended or expelled him, or from the Grand
Secretary, as prescribed by law.

Sec. 4. A non-affiliated Odd Fellow who
has been regularly initiated in the Order, and
has retained membership therein for at least

ten consecutive years, and w^ho at the time
of making application for reinstatement of

membership shall be over fifty years of age,

may be admitted to memb^^rship in this

Lodge, as a non- beneficial member, upon
such terms as the By-laws may prescribe,

by presenting a petition as required un-
der Section 1, Article III, for proposals
for membership by initiation, wdiich shall be
disposed of according to said section.

Sec. 5. When an application for member-
ship is received frouj a person residing
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uearer to another Lodge than to the one
to which the application is made, the Lodge
receiving such application shall communi-
cate the fact to the Lodge nearest the resi-

dence of such applicant, and shall enquire
whether such person is a fit and proper
person to be admitted into our Order, and if

in the same county or district, shall also ask
the consent of such Lodge to receive and aci:

upon such application; and it shall take no
further action upon such application until an
answer is received to such communication.
The Lodge receiving such communication
shall appoint a committee of three to investi-

gate the character, standing, and health of

the petitioner, in the same manner as if the

application were made directly to such Lodge.
Such committee shall report at the next regu-

lar meeting of the Lodge, and a certified

copy of the report, together with a certified

copy of the minutes showing the action of

the Lodge upon the request for consent to

receive and act upon the application (if such
consent was necessary) shall be forthwith

forwarded to the Lodge in which such appli-

cation is filed, and said last-named Lodge
may then proceed upon such application as

in other cases, except that, if it be a case

where the consent of the other Lodge is

necessary, and that consent be refused, the

be returned, and no further action shall be
had in the premises.

ARTICLE III.

OF PROPOSITIONS Fuli MEMBEIISUIP.

Section 1. The name of a percon offered

for membership, with his age, residence, and
occupation, must be proposed by a member
in writing, signed by the applicant, with the
names of two jDcrsons as references attached,

and entered upon the record ; and forthwith
be referred to a committee of three members
for investigation, who shall report at the
next succeeding regular meeting (unless ex-

traordinary circumstances prevent,) when
the candidate may be balloted for with ball

ballots, and if any or less than three black
balls shall appear, then the balloting shall

be deferred until the next regular meeting.
During the week the member casting the
black ball may (and it is his dut}^ to) inform
the Noble Grand of the cause or ground
thereof, and the Noble Grand shall, at the
next regular meeting, state the reason, if any
is given, to the Lodge, without exposing the
name of the brother; and if the brother cast-

ing the black ball shall not have informed
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the Noble Grand of the reason whv he cast

such ball, the Noble Grand shall, at the
next regular meeting, if no other objection

be made, declare the f-ipplicant duly elected;

but if such reasons are disclosed, or other ob-
jections be made, privately or otherwise, then
the ballot shall again be held, and if no
more than two black balls appear, the candi-

date shall be declared elected ; but if three
or more appear, he shall be deemed rejected.

Sec. 2. No reconsideration of an unfavor-
able ballot can be had, unless all the brothers
who may cast black balls against an applicant
for membership, voluntarily make a inotiou

for a reconsideration of the ballot ; and in

such case the vote on the reconsideration
shall be taken by ball ballots, and if the balls

cast be in favor of it, the reconsideration

shall be had ; whereupon the application

shall lie over till the succeeding meeting,
when another ballot shall be had with ball

ballots, and if the same be unanimously in

favor of the applicant, he shall thereby be
elected; but if one or more black balls ap-
pear in either ballot, the ap^Dlicani shall be
rejected ; and in no case shall a reconsider-

ation be had, except upon the voluntary mo-
tion of all those who cast the black Ijalls

;

and never more than one motion for a re-

consideration in the same case shall be allow-
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ed. A favorable balloting can be reconsider-

ed at any meeting prior to the admission of

the candidate ; Provided a majority of the

members present agree thereto.

Sec. 3. When a candidate for initiation has
been rejected, notice thereof shall be sent

without delay to the H. W. Grand Secretary,

and to all the Lodges in the county and dis-

trict, and he cannot be proposed again in

any Lodge for the space of one year after

such rejection. All otlier ajjplications for

membership may be renewed at any time.

Sec. 4. No proposition can be withdrawn
after being referred to a committee, unless

by consent of two-thirds of the members pre-

sent at a regular meeting, and before the re-

port of the committee has been read to the

Lodge.

ARTICLE IV.

OF FEES, DUES AND BENEFITS.

Section 1. The fees and dues of this Lodge
shall not be less than fifteen dollars for in-

itiation, five dollars for admission by card,
ten dollars for an Ancient Odd Fellow, five
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dollars for each degree to the Lodge Fund,!
and such amount of dues to tbe Lodge Fundi
as shall be determined by the By-laws ; inl

addition to which, the Lodge may, by its By-
laws, provide for a Widows', Orphans' and'

education fund, and nurse and funeral tax,

and for extraordinary assessments for Lodge
purposes.

Sec. 2. Every member, qualified as re-

quired by the By-laws, shall in case of being
disabled by sickness or bodily accident from
following his usual occupation, or otherwise
earning a livelihood, be entitled to, and may
receive, such weekly benefits as may be fixed

by law, from the funds of the Lodge.

Sec. 3. In case of the death of a member,
qualified as in the last section, there shall be
allowed from the Lodge not less than thirty

dollars to defray the expenses of the burial,

to be paid by the N. G., on account of the

funeral. In the absence of competent rela-

tions, the N.G. shall take charge of the fun-
eral, and render an account of the disburse-

ments.

Sec. 4. The funeral expenses and sick

benefits shall be regulated by the By-laws of

the Lodge, and all orders drawn for the

above shall be by vote of the Lodge.
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ARTICLE .V.

OF DEGREES.

Section 1. A member who has been in

membership one month, shall be eligible for

degrees, but shall not be elected to more
than three degrees at the same meeting, un-
less a dispensation be obtain '>d therefor,

from the Grand Master, or his Deputy for

the district. . , , .

Sec. 2. Application for election to any of

the five subordinate degrees, shall be accom-
panied with the amount required therefor,

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Sec. 8. Notice of all siiapenaions, oxpul
sions, rejections, and reinstatements, and of

brothers who have ceased to be members in

accordance with Section 1, of this Article,

shall forthwith be forwanled to every Lodge
in the District, and to the Subordinate En-
campment of whicl the Lodge shall have
been notified of sucli brother having become
a member ; and also to the K. W. Grand
Secretary, who shall, at the end of each
quarter, forward the same to all the Lodges
in the Province, and also to the R. W. Grand

Sec. 9. An expelled member can be rein-

stated only after a proposition, reference,

and election bv ballot, as in the case of a
newly proposed member.

out action of the Lodge, and the N. G.
shall declare in open Lodge his being rein-

stated.

Sec. 10. Any member intending to appeal
from the action of the Lodge,' either in a
decision of law, or where charges have been
preferred, shall file with the Secretary a
notice of his appeal, and the grounds there-

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send the notice or a true copy of the same,
together with a certified copy of all charges,
reports, evidence and j)roceedings of the
Lodge, relating to the case, to the D.D.G.M.

ARTICLE VIIL
OF FUNDS AND PROPERTY.

Section 1. The funds and property of this

Lodge shall be held exclusively as a Trust
Fund to be devoted to no other purpose
than the charitable uses of the I. O. O. F.,

and expenditures legitimately made for

Lodge purposes, and tl\e advancement of the

interests of the Lodge or the Order. The
funds may be invested from time to time, as

the Lodge shall direct, but no ]>art thereof,

or of the Lodge property, or of the proceeds
of any sales of such property, shall ever be
divided among the members ; and in CMse of

a surrender or forfeiture of the Lodge
Charter, ail the funds and property of the
Lodge of whatsoever kind, shall be immedi-
ately surrendered and delivered up to tlie

B. W. Grand Lodge of this jurisdiction, or

to its officers or agents properly authorized

to receive them.

ARTICLE IX.

OF OFFENCES.

Section 1. No member of this Lodge shall
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be concerned in organizing or visiting an}'

illegal, spurious, expelled, extinct, or sus-

pended Lodge of Odd Fellows ; nor paint on
his sign any emblem of the Order, or other-

wise exhibit any upon the same, or have any
printed or engraved upon his business card,

nor expose any in a public place as a sign
;

or receive, or put any motion from the

Chair of the N, G., unless he be a present
or past N. G. or V. G. -

Sec. 2. This Lodge shall not have a pub-
lic j3rocession, unless to attend the funeral

of a member, or have any public celebration

of any kind, or get up any ball or public
amusement in the name of the Order, or
admit to membership any member of an ex-

pelled or extinct Lodge, or reinstate an ex-

pelled Oi suspended member of this Lodge,
without permission of the Grand Master.

ARTICLE X.

OF TERMS AND RETURNS.

Section 1. All terms shall commence on
the first day of January and July, in each
year, and end on the day on which the suc-

ceeding one commences. :-

Sec. 2. The officers for the term about

result of the elections, and a regular report

of the work of the term, including the names
of those initiated, admitted by card, and as

whole number in membership, and the

amount of receipts, accompanied by what-
ever niMount may bo due to the Grand
Lodge.

Sec. 3. In addition to the above, the

officers for the ter^n expiring on the first

meeting in January, shall annually make
to the Grand Lodge a full return of

the member of the Lodge (except
such as are more than one year in arrears or
have been expelled) ranked according to the
degrees rttained, and a statement of the
number of members relieved in the past
year ; the number of widowed families re-

lieved ; the number of members buried ; the
number of sisters buried ; the amount of
money applied to each of these purposes

;

designating the amount paid for the educa-
tion of orphans, the amount of money in the
Treasury, amount of Widows' and Orphans'
Fund, and amount of investments.

Sec. 4. Should this Lodge fail to make

m mm
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any of its returns, as required by the two
preceding ssetions, for one year, it shall

thereby forfeit its charter and become ex-

tinct ; and it shall be the duty of the G. M.,
or D. D. G. M., to withhold the A. T. P.

W., and semi-annual P. W., until such re-

turns are made, and the amount due the

Grand Lodge lyixid. And it shall be the

duty of the last installed officers to transmit
or surrender to the Grand Master or his

Deput}^ the charter, books, papers, furniture

and funds of the Lodge.

ARTICLE XL

OF CARDS.

Section 1. Withdrawal Cards mav be
granted to members who are clear of the
books, according to law, by a majority vote,

by ballot, of the members present when
application is made. Should the Lodge
refuse to grant the card, the applicant, on
tendering a written resignation of member-
ship, and paying all dues, shall be entitled

to receive from the Secretary a certificate

under seal of the Lodge to that effect ; and
such certificate shall be sufficient evidence
of good standing at the time of such resigna-

tion. . ,
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Sec. 2. Yisiting Cards shall be applied
for in open Lodge, and the dues must be
paid up to the time for which the card is to

be granted.

ARTICLE XII.

Section 1 . When anv doubt arises of the

true meaning of any part of these Articles,

it shall be determined by the Grand Lodge.
Sec. 2. These Articles, or any j^art there-

of, shall not be altered, amended, suspended
or annulled, except on motion made in the

Grand Lodge, at a regular session.

ARTICLE XIII.

any debate, while in the chair. Previous to

closing the Lodge he shall ascertain from the P.
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Secretary the amount of the receipts of the even-
ing, and of the Treasurer if he has received the
same.
