And that which thou sowest, thou
sowest not that body that shall be, but bare
grain, it may chance of wheat, or of some
other grain : But God giveth it a body, as it

hath pleased him, and to every seed his own
body. All flesh is not the same flesh

; but

bodies terrestrial

; but the glory of the celes-
tial IS one, and the glory of the terrestrial is
another.
